Price of Coal.
The Daily News states on reliable 

authority that it is not true that tnc 
standard article, known as North Syd­
ney coal, has beeii raised in price 37 
cents by the North Sydney dealt; s. 
The editor then goes on to say that 
“the reason for a 40-cent increase on 
genuine ‘North Sydney’ coal is not 
apparent.’

Perhaps some one who is familiar 
with the facts about Sydney coals, 
prices there and here, and the win­
ning, transporting, handling and re­
tailing will throw some light on the 
situation. Twenty years ago people 
obtained much better coal at $4.60 and 
$4.80 than they have been getting foi 

' $7.20, and for which they are now call 
ed upon to pay $7.60. We of course 
recognize that this increase includes 
an increase in city taxation. Twenty 
years ago the St. John’s Municipal 
Council received from the Government 
as they do to-day all the dues re­
ceived on coal entering the port cf 
St. John's. In these days the rate 
was 30 cents a ton. Now it is 70 cents 
a ton on soft coal and $1.00 on anthra­
cite. This accounts only for a 40 cent 
jump during the past twenty years, 
and only goes a short way towards 
accounting for the Three Dollar jump, j 
The acutal winning of coal from the , 
mine by the colliers costs compara­
tively little. For instance we know cf 
slack coal being delivered at carbonis­
ing plants in the neighbourhood of 
mines at Five Shillings a ton and wc 
have bought household coal in the i 
North of England, which had to be 
transported a number of miles by 
rail, heaped in yards and delivered by 
carts at $2.50 and $3 a ton.

The company at Grand Falls bought 
a coal mine of their own, apparently 
under the impression that the cost of 
purchase in Sydney was excessive. 
This may throw some light on u.e 
situation. Whatever the causes may 
be, the situation is growing nigh in­
tolerable. It touches every fireside 
and it is a grave national grievance. 
Sir Edward Morris declared live yens 
ago that a means must be found for

effecting a reduction in the prie? of

coal. Unfortunately for everybody no
such means has been found/ Tb? 
grievance has become far more intol­
erable and it seems to grow worse. 
Prices may drop elsewhere. But in 
St. Jphn’s they rise .and worse than 
all the quality of the coal becomes 
worse.

Grave Concern Over 
Vessel’s Long Passage.

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Past Master Frank Schultz 
Has Issued an Open 
Letter to the Orange Order
deals with the QUESTION Of 

PROPOSED ARMED RESISTANCE 
TO HOME RILE BY ULSTER 
MEN.

To the Editor of The Tribune:1
Sir.—J enclose you a communica­

tion on armed resistance in Ulster. Î 
desire you to publish this in your

daily and weekly issue. I am aware
that subscriptions are being asked for
in the province from Orangemen. This
U contrary to the principles and 
teachings of the Orange Order. I am 
anxious to reach as many of my bro­
ther Orangemen as possible, in order 
that they may understand the serious 
position they are now in.

An cpeu letter to Orangemen by 
Frank Schultz, Past Grand Master of 
the Grand lx>dge of Manitoba, Past 
Grand Master Grand Black Chapter of 
Manitoba, Past Grand Auditor of Tri­
ennial Orange Council of the World, 
and at the present time Master of Or- 
: nge Lodge of Baldur, Manitoba. Can­
ada. a member of Grand Orange 
Lodge, and Grand Black Chapter of 
•British America.

Armed resistance in Ulster to con- 
' stitutional authority is an important 

question affecting every patriotic citi­
zen in the British Empire. The only 
defence offered by the defenders of 
this method is that Ulster has a griev­
ance, and "that armed resistance is 
justifiable. In reply to this argument 
I would draw your attention to the 
following historical facts :

In 1837 the Chartist Rebellion took 
place in England. Since then practi­
cally all their demands, with the ex­
ception of semi-annual parliaments, 
have been granted. The rebellion was 
fuelled the leaders punished, and to 
this day the supporters of it are 
1 landed as rebels.

In 1837 we had a rebellion in Can­
ada in opposition of the tyrannical 
rule of the Family Compact. Newspa­
pers that protested against their me­
thods were attacked and in some ca­
res their presses wet e seized and de-j 
stroyed. The agitation for responsi­
ble government was supported by a 
majority of the people of Canada, but 
when Mackenzie and Papineau re­
sorted to armed resistance as a means 
of securing it. the Orangemen and 
ether patriotic citizens united in de­
fending the constitution and thé" Brit­
ish Empire. The rebellion was crush­
ed and a large reward was offered for 
the capture of Mackenzie. These loy­
alists agreed with the rebels that re­
sponsible government was desirable, 
but they firmly resolved to secure 
it by lawful means. In 1884 respon­
sible government was granted to 
Canada. A few years later Macken­
zie was elected mayor 'of the loyal 
< i : y of Toronto. There is no doubt 
the people of Canada had a grievance; 
that the demands of Mackenzie and 
Papineau were just is now universal­
ly admitted, out these demands only 
seven years later were secured by- 
constitutional methods, and those who 
resorted to more violent means were 
justly called rebels.

In 1869 the residents of what is 
row Manitoba imagined they had a 
grievance. The replacing of the 
Hudson Bay Company, to whom they 
l ad always looked for protection, by 
r new form of government, was mis- 
i nderstodd by them. A council was 
formed with Kiel, as president, and 
Thomas Bunn as secretary. A major­
ity of the council decided in favor of 
armed resistance. Thomas Bunn, 
with many others, refused to join the 
rebellion and their action won them 
the name of patriots. Riel and his 
party were defeated, and Riel finally 
died the death of a traitor. These

people, like those in Ulster, believed 
they had a grievance. The Orange­
men and all other patriotic citizens 
declared only constitutional authority 
should be appealed to in remedying it 
To preserve constitutional authority, 
Brother Thoinas Scott laid down his 
life.

In 177(5 the New England States
rebelled and forced England to ac­
knowledge their independence. The
rebellion was caused by unjust taxa
tion by England, and refusing the col­
onies right of representation. These 
injustices did not affect the loyalty 
of itfany true Britons then residing in 
the rebellions area. They sacrificed 
their homes, their prosperity, and in 
some cases their lives for their mo­
therland. Large numbers emigrated 
to Canada and there were given the 
name to which all their descendants 
point with pride, 1 “United Empire 
Loyalists.”

In 1913 the British Parliament pas­
sed the Home Rule Bill the second 
time in the House of Commons, the 
House of Lords rejected the Bill. In 
May, 1914, it will be brought up In 
the Imperial Parliament. If passed 
by the House of Commons it becomes 
law, despite the actions of the House 
of Lords.

The situation leading up to" the pre­
sent crisis may be briefly summar­
ized: For over twenty-five years the 
people in Ireland have had at least 
65 per cent, of their members in favor 
of home P.ule. At the present time 
Ulster. "Protestant Ulster,” is repre­
sented by eighteen Home Rulers and 
seventeen anti-Home Rulers. The 
government has devised a settlement 
of the question satisfactory to a ma­
jority of those concerned. Sir Ed­
ward Carson, an' Orangeman, in de­
fiance of this settlement, is appealing 
to the citizens and to the Orangemen 
of Canada for financial assistance. 
Some Orangemen have formed them­
selves into an Ulster defence com­
mittee and are making the same ap­
peal which means armed resistance to 
the King of England, to the King's 
government. The King has issued a 
proclamation forbidding the importa­
tion of arms into Ireland.

, L
Last

week's papers Sir Edward Carson was 
reported as making the following 
statement: “One year ago Ulster had 
19,900 men armed, and now there is 
90.000, and these men are prepared to 
fight.” I ask who are they prepared 
to figl.t? Is it not the King of Eng­
land and his government, and is not 
the money sent from Canada devoted 
to this treasonable purpose? Now I 
wish to ask Sir Edward Carson and 
the Orangemen supporting him this 
question—if the Chartists and Mac­
kenzie and Papineau and Louis Riel 
were rebels, what are they? I ask 
further, if the acts of Sir Edward 
are not treasonable, what are they? 1 
have consulted the best authorities 
at my disposal and find the terms 
rebel, rebellion, treason, defined as 
follows:

Rebel—To renounce and resist by 
force the authority of the ruler or 
government to which one owes obedi­
ence.

Rebellion—Open and avowed renun­
ciation of the authority of the gov­
ernment to which one owes obedience, 
and resistance to its officers and laws, 
either by levying war or by aiding 
others to do so; an organized uprising 
of subjects for the purpose of coerc­
ing or overthrowing the lawful rul­
ers; government by force.

Treason is thus defined by Henry 
E. Taschereau, one of the judges of 
the Supreme Court of Canada:

Treason—An intention to levy war 
against his majesty within any part

of the said United Kingdom, or Can 
ada, in order by force or constraint 
to compel him to change his measures 
or counsels, or in order to put any 
force or constraint upop, or in order 
to intimidate or overawe both houses, 
or either house of parliament of the 
United Kingdom or of Canada. (Page 
48, Section 69, Sub-Section “B,” of 
the Criminal Code).

The punishment for such offences 
can be as rigorous as imprisonment 
for life, or even death.

It is the duty of every Orangeman 
to consult the best authorities possi­
ble and determine the real position of 
Carson and his associates.. It is the 
duty you owe to the Empire, to the 
government, and to the Orange So­
ciety of which you are a member.

It has been reported that members 
of the Black Chapter are also seeking 
assistance for the cause advocated by 
Sir Edward Carson. I would call 
their attention to the following pas­
sages from the Black Constitution :

“No member shall be permitted to 
introduce any subject or religious 
discussion in any of the chapters or 
preceptories.” (Page 45, Rule 103.)

“The applicant must to the utmost 
of" his power support and defend' his 
present majesty, his heirs, successors, 
being Protestant, and maintain the 
Constitution of 1688 against all foes, 
foreign and domestic.” (Page 1.)- 

The action of the supporters of Sir 
Edward Carson violates both these 
rules for dissentions are bound to re­
sult from a course that according to 
the best authorities means rebellion 
against the King and his government.
I assure them many members have 
a true sense of tjyeir obligation and 
would withdraw rather than coun­
tenance rebellion and treason.

I request the Orangemen of Can­
ada to investigate the question a little 
further purely from the Orange 
point of view. The Gneral Declara­
tion says in .part :

The Loyal Orange Association is 
formed by persons desirous of sup­
porting to the utmost of their power 
the principles of the Christian relig­
ion, to maintain the laws and the. 
constitution of the country, and the 
supremacy of the law, order, and 
constitutional freedom (Page 3.)

“The Orange Assocation lays no 
claim to exclusive loyalty : but it ad­
mits no man whose principles are not 
loyal. It takes its stand upon the 
glorious principles of the Revolution 
of 1688; it lays its foundation in the 
field of British liberty; it disdains the 
badge of faction and .knows no em­
blem save the altar and the throne. 
(Page 3.)

Regarding the qualifications for 
membership the constitution reads as 
follows:

‘The candidate should be zealous in 
promoting the honour, happiness and 
prosperity of his King and country.” 
(Page 6.)

In dedicating an Orange Hall, the 
Grand Master says in part to those 
assembled:

The duty of every Orangeman be­
ing to aid and defend all loyal sub­
jects of every religious persuasion in 
the employment of their constitution­
al rights.”

The only question is as to whettibr 
the Home Rulers are proceeding ac­
cording to the British Constitution. 1 
think this will be readily admitted. 
This admitted, it follows that the ac­
tions of Sir Edward Carson and his 
followers in taking up arms lg uncon­
stitutional. I challenge any Orange­
man in Canada, to show by the con­
stitution or the ritual of his order 
one line In defence of armed resist 
ance In Ulster. I ask them to pro
duce any evidence, any authority that 
will justify their actions to the Or-
an gem en of Canada.

If we admit the right of Sir Ed­
ward Carson and Ulster Orangemen 
to raise an army to fight the King's 
government of England because they 
object to home rule, does it not fol­
low that home rulers, with a majority 
of 100 members in the Hoiise of Com­
mons, would be justified in raising an 
army against the King and govern­
ment for the purpose of securing 
home rule?

If you admit the right of 
Carson and his supporters to rebel, 
you give the same privilege to any 

; body of men or women dissatisfied

with the legislation of the British 
parliament.

I took my first obligation in the 
Orange Association over forty years 
ago. I have been a student of its 
teachings and principles ever since. 
I know that these teachings are loy­
alty to the Empire, the King, and the 
constitution. Orangemen are bound 
by these teachings and by their obli­
gation to adopt only constitutional 
means. It has been my^privilege to 
proclaim the same sentiments from 
many platforms and at Orange cele­
brations. I never found them contra­
dicted. T am satisfied that if the 
members of the primary lodges of 
Canada would read the first four
pages pf the Orange Constitution and 
would consider tjie obligations they 
have taken, it would be apparent to
them that armed resistance in Ulster 
is in direct opposition to the teach­
ings of the Orange order.

I claim to be a true Britisher giv­
ing willing and cheerful allegiance to 
constitutional government. As an 
Orangeman, and as a loyal Canadian, 
I shall at all times advocate consti­
tutional methods and no others as a 
means of securing the legislation I 
may be in favor of. I will never 
place myself in a position that my 
opponents can say I am In favor of 
armed resistance, and that I am a 
rebel against the King and lawful 
government. This is what the Orange 
Order teaches. I purpose to live up 
to my obligation as an Orangeman.

War on 
Hudson Bay.

IT WAN OSCE THE SCENE OE A 
NAVAL BATTLE.

During the Reign of William mid 
Hiiry Canada’s luluud Sea Was the 
Theatre ef a Desperate Struggle for 
Supremacy Between the EugUsh 
and the Freneh—Britain Lost Three 
Ships in Conflict.
Since the days of Henry Hudson, 

three hundred and four years ago, 
the waters of the Bay and Strait 
that bear his name have been navi­
gated by white, men. The Great 
Company, founded sixty years after 
the discovery of the Bay, sent out 
its ships iaden with goods and 
brought them home laden with furs, 
using only this route. The adven­
turous Rad isson and his companions 
laid the foundation of this trade 
and established the rule of the com­
pany throughout much of the 
northern region.

With trade there, mingled the 
stern conditions of war. The Hud­
son Bay Company was holding this 
country for England—this was before 
there was-a United Kingdon—and 
several times the French attempted 
to drive the English from it, and 
thereby make Rupert’s Land a part 
of New France, of which the capital 
was Quebec its heights over-look­
ing the St. Lawrence.

This war on the waters and along 
-the shores of Hudson Bay took place 
during, the reign of William and 
Mary.

The leader of the French force 
sent to Hudson Bay was Iberville, 
after whom is named one of the 
codnttes of the Province of Quebec. 
In*1694 he compelled Port Nelson 
Fort Nelson, .it was then called—to 
surrender after a bombardment of 
three weeks. Two years later an 
English fleet recaptured the fort, at 
the same time securing a vast quan­
tity of furs. Then both England and 
France prepared for conflict, that, 
it was expected, would finally settle 
the question of supremacy in 
Hndson Bay.

Each Country sent out a fleet, 
that from England consisting of four 
of the company’s ships—the 
Hampshire, the Hudson Bay, the 
De ring, and Owner’s Love. The 
English ships entered the Strait 
only lofty hours in advance of the 
Ships of the French fle*t being touch 
impeded by the ice. The French 
ships really followed In the wàfee 
of the English.

marines, and the vessel carried 
four pieces of cannon.

The battle began at once. Iberville 
first tried to run down and board 
the Hampshire. Failing in this, 
he turned to the Dering and the 
Hudson Bay, pouring into each 
damaging broadside; the English re­
plying with a musket fire into the 
Pelican’s crew and a broadside of 
grape-stiW which wrought havoc 
with the enemy’s sails.

The Hudson Bay then tried to 
run in front ot the Pelican and give 
her a constant hull fire, beside 
taking tho wind from her sails. 
Iberville saw the intended movc: 
ment. He veered around and by a 
fine piece of seamanship came so 
near the Hampshire that the crew7 
saw that 1 boarding was intended, 
hut a terrific broadside of grape held 
tho French in check, for a time 
saving the Hampshire. It was only 
for a' time, for at the end of force 
and a half hours of fighting the 
Hampshire b-gan to sink with all 
sails set.

At this time there were ninety 
men severely wounded on hoard the 
Pelican, forty' having been struck 
by a single broadside. Notwithstand­
ing this, Iberville decided to push 
the fight with the Dering which 
was the smallest ship, and had 
suffered Severely. The Dering seeing 
that she was singled out for destruc- 
ing, crowded on sail and managed 
to avoid an encounter. The Pelican 
being in no condition to give chase 
] eturned -to the Hudson Bay, which 
soon surrendered.

In the meantime, the. Hampshire 
had been steadily sinking, and 
Shortly ■ after the surrender of the 
Hudson Bay, the Hampshire went 
down with nearly all on board, 
and thus was concluded what was, 
in the opinion of the best authorities, 
both French and English, one of 
fiercest and bloodiest naval battle 
Of the war.

French Orator.

"M. James, who has recently bu n in 
London, is one of the most remarkable 
intellects in Europe," writes the Paris 
correspondent of the Hall Mall, "Hit' 
itcne can dispute his integrity, his hil- 
fnt, his amazing oratorical ability. 
.Inures Is no common man.

"Destined for the professoriate, h- 
was a student at the Ecole Normale 
Supérieure, Then he wen I tn Toul­
ouse as Lecturer in Philosophy nt the 
University, and achieved great distim -

him
in great stead at the Palais Bourbon, 
where that impressionable audience 
was astounded by the wealth of his 
metaphor, by the torrent of his imag­
ery, and his flow of reason, inspired 
by idealism and tempered hy erudition. 
"Unaristocratic in features. Jaurès 
belongs none the less to au excellent 
family and includes an admiral among 
his ancestors. His brother, singular­
ly resembling him in physique, bring

“In an ordinary way he lias few 
friends. Like many men of extreme/' 
intellectuality,-he is more attached to 
ideas than to persons. Jaurès is 
more admired than loved.

“He is editor as well as orator, di­
recting the Socalist newspaper L’Ham­
anite. It is no secret that it is not 
particularly successful. Its brilliant 
director is a poor administrator: k. 
sees everthing in the large, and no­
thing in detail. It is said that the 
publication costs a good deal of money 
without bringing in much return.

“Jaurès is utterly indifferent on tin1 
subject of clothes. He is one ot the 
worst dressed men in the Chamber of 
Deputies. In the country, his cos­
tume is extraordinary, and provokes 
the hilarity, if not consternation, of his 
friends.

“Another legend accuses Jaurès of 
wealth.. I doubt if his income ex­
ceeds fifteen hundred pounds a year, 
incuding his stipend as a deputy. 
His property consists of a country 
house in the Tarn, with a few at res 
surrounding it. The rental would no: 
be more than £50 a year, it be­
longs really to his mother-in-law. 
who is still an active woman.

“As fo his ‘castle m Germany.’ it is 
really in the air. He lives by his tal­
ent as journalist and deputy, and no:

A mini­
mum wage of five dollars a day will 
also be established.

PATERSON, N.J., Jan. 6.

DAYTON. Ohio, Jan. 6.
Orville Wright has several sur­

prises in store for people interested 
in air traffic. By perfection of his 
hydro-aeroplane he has brought for­
ward one of the unique mechanical 
devices of the century. Another in­
vention is an automatic stabilizer, 
which will make flying fool-proof, ant 
as comparatively safe as transporta­
tion by land. It means that an un­
skilled operator may make a trip 
from Dayton to New York and return 
with comparative safety. “We hau 
invented an automatic stability de­
vice which will revolutionize flights," 
said Wright. “It is more accurate 
than any aviator can be. I have 
flown many miles with it and have 
never touched the controller. We 
hope to see the day when it will be 
just as safe to board an aeroplane tr 
take a long trip, as it is at present 
to ma.ke the journey by land or wa­
ter.”

NEW YORK, Jan. 6.
Six out of the twenty-seven missing 

from the crew of the oil tank steame: 
Oklahama, which broke in two at 
Sandy Hook early on Sunday, were 
brought into port alive to-day. They 
were picked up in a lifeboat on Sun­
day afternoon by the Booth Line 
steamer Gregory, after having been 
adrift in the bitter cold for six hours 
The Oklahama broke in two amid­
ships without warning. The stern 
section, where all the machinery of 
the vessel is situated, was sunk im­
mediately. Two boats were got away. 
One was crammed full. Thig was 
presumably the boat in which the 
Seneca found 43 dead and one alive. 
The other boat in which 5 were pick­
ed up, contained eleven when it got 
away, of whom 6 were subsequently 
drowned after the craft repeated!: 
capsized. When the five were final!? 
taken aboard the Gregory their con­
dition was pitiable. Both boats were 
in extreme peril from the moment 
tlpat they were lowered over the sink­
ing ship’s side. The sea smothered 
them, and the racing screws which, 
they barely missed threatened tr 
smash the boats into matchwood 
They drifted away, soon to be sépara 
ted. They saw Capt. Gunter and 
others amidships on the Oklahama, 
The five rescued knew nothing of bis 
fate until they reached New York and 
were surprised to learn that he and 
seven others had been saved by the 
steamer Bavaria:.

tion’s institutions and liberties must 
rest; bringing about the untimely 
death of many thousands of citizens, 
exceeding in numbers all those de­

is now gnawing at the vitals of the 
nations and civilizations ofx to-day,

In St. John’s East and West and 

suburbs Inspector O’Brien visited and 
inspected within the past five months 
eight hundred and fifty-three milk 
farms, cow sheds and dairies. With 
few exceptions the different places

visited were found in good sanitary
condition. During 1912 and 1913
eighty-six persons went out of the 
milk business and 48 added to the 
list. There are 69 slaughter houses 
in operation. Those in the suburbs— 
54—were each visited twice since Sep­
tember last. The fifteen city houses 
were inspected more frequently. Last 
year altogether 18 butchers were pro­
secuted for a breach of the rules. Dr 
Brehm and Inspector O’Brien are 
both deserving of credit, as they are 
mainly responsible by their efforts for 
the sanitary reforms and improve­
ments in our milk farms and slaugh­
ter houses.

What Royal Personages Will do for 
Love.

Cupid's power is strikingly illustra­
ted by the sacrifices willingly made 
by Royalty, who defy the laws of 
kingdoms and marry for love. Often 
in the case of a prince who marries 
‘beneath him,” it means deprivation 
of rank, privileges, and wealth, while, 
although a morganatic wife enjoys 
the legal privileges of an ordinary 
wife, both she and her offspring are 
debarred from the special rights of 
the husband and father as a Royal 
personage.

At the same time, however, a prince 
who marriès for love, cannot, except 
on sufficient grounds for divorce, have 
that marriage set aside to* marry a 
Royal làdy. Furthermore, his mor­
ganatic children are legitimate and 
can inherit his private property.

The romantic love stpry of the 
Archduke Francis Ferdinand of Aus­
tria and his wife, the Duchess of Ho- 
henberg, who recently stayed with 
King George and Queen Mary at 
Windsor, provides a striking illustra­
tion of what a woman of inferior 
rank may have to suffer for marrying 
a Royal personage. The Archduke, 
who is heir to the Austrian throne, 
declined to marry any of the Royal 
ladies offered for his choice, for he 
had fallen in love with a maid of 
honour, the beautiful woman who is 
is now his wife.

Although the Emperor at last gave 
his sanction to the marriage, Imperial 
honours were denied the bride, and it 
was only after some years that she 
and her husband wore down the pre­
judice which existed against her, and 
she was created duchess by the^ Em­
peror—a title which conferred upim 
her privileges more In harmony vtitfi 
her dignity as the lawful wife of the 
future'Sovereign.

1 fore now, been set aside.

In this country the Royal Marriage 
Act, which came into force when Geo­
rge III. was on the throne, reduces to 
a position something like that of mor­
ganatic unions abroad every marriage 
in the Royal Family of Great Britain 
not approved by the Sovereign and 
Parliament That is to say, they are 

>not recognized in the sense of Royal 
marriages. For instance, peerages 
and most biographical works make no 
mention of the Duke of Combridge’s 
marriage with Miss Farebrother, the 
actress, who died in 1890, the children 
of . the marriage bearing the name of 
FHz George. Again, there is the case 
of the . late Duke of Fife, whose 
daughter, Princess Arthur of Con­
naught, would have been heir to the 
throne had the King been without 
children.

At the same time it might be men­
tioned that in England a Royal per­
sonage can marry a person of the 
humblest rank without loss of rights 
as a member of the Royal family, pro­
vided they first get the sanction of the 
King to the marriage.

Bousewerk!

If architects did the housework- 
well,- there would be very different 
houses in which to do the work.

This is the general oponion of 
most women, and is certainly that 
of the writer of a very interesting 
article on “The House and the Art 
of Living in it ” in the Contempor­
ary Revibw.

“If this was a sermon’* writes 
Jessie Carey,” I should give out as 
my text: ‘Surely the life is more 
than housework, and the body more 
than spring-cleanings, ’ But it is a 
plea for a^more logical adjustment of 
domestic life to existing circum­
stances, for an active recognition of 
the fact that our housekeeping is 
difficult and strenous far in excess 
of the results attained.
The Ideal House

“My ideal house was built by two 
architects, a man and a woman, in 
partnership with an engineer. 1 
have never been able- to understand 
why domestic architecture should lie 

-■'considered exclusively a man’s 
profession. What man architect 
knows the fatigue of carrying in 
skirts heavy trays of china and food 
up and down steps, or understands 
enough of kitchen work to follow in 
spirit a busy cook who knows sh? 
will want a little milk about a dozen 
times a day, and, partly worried 
and partly careless, graiki^h’.slips 
into the dangerous habit fff«qc®piug 
a jug of milk in the kitchen, be­
cause the tiresome larder is so awk­
ward to get at ? Only a woman,and 
a housekeeping woman, can appre­
ciate the importance of all these 
points. >-

“When we think of the gloomy 
basement kitchens and airless attics 
of the late Georgian and early Vic­
torian town houses we not involun­
tarily call to mind : ‘All the earth 
is full of darkness and cruel habit­
ations. ’
Women Architects

“I should like to put in a plea for 
women architects. It is a profession 
for which women are admirably 
adapted in co-operation with men ;
there is a crying need that the com­
mon sense and practical knowledge
of women should be applied to the 
remedy of existing defects in most of 
the houses that we know so well and 
groan over so frequently. It is one 
of the few professions for women 
that are not overstocked.

“My ruling idea is that every 
house should be so made and fitted 
that a gentlewoman can do all the 
necessarv^ork. Most of the hard 
and dîrty work in our houses is din­
to defective planning and false 
economy in building, and to a call­
ous disregard on the part of the arch­
itect for the unnecessary drudgery 
imposed on the maids. Is it ever a 
pleasant thkrg to have to hand over 
to others work which you would 
rather not do do yourself ? 1 am 
quite clear for my part that carrying 
water and coal, scrubbing stone and 
rough wooden floors is not work for 
a woman and I believe that most 
doctors would endorse this state­
ment. That there should r be still 
a disease diagnoseditnd treated as 
‘housemaid’s knee’ is surely a 
lamentable comment on our eivilza- 
tion.
Washing-Up Problem

“There are three main factors in 
housework, excluding cooking : the 
effort to keep warm, the effort to 
keep the house clean and the wash­
ing of dishes. I calculate that the 
domestic washing up for a family 
of eight or nine persons, including 
the stuff, at the rate of four meals a 
day of the ordinary liberal but not 
extravagant sort, would take one 
piaid from four to six hours -that is 
anything from half to three quarters 
of her working day. Now if we can 
save this work we shall have taken 
a long step towards the goal of re­
ducing the service. My kbchen de­
partment has a washing up machine 
worked by compressed steam, an 
excellent labour - saving device. 
Similar machines, together with 
boot polishing and pototo-paring 
machihes,and many other mechani­
cal devices for simplifying domestic 
work,have long been in use in steam­
ships and in hotels ; but we want to 
have them in smaller sizes, manu­
factured by the tens of thousands for 
the relief of the housewife.

‘Could one imagine a more de­
lightful or profitable object of a com­
mission than an inquiry into the 
housekeeping methods of all civil­
ized countries, so that we might 
gather the beet from all lands for 
our homes in England?’’

The 
human cargo was plunged into the 
torrent, and the men were either 
dashed to death on the rocks or 
drowned. Of five score, only 25 were 
taken from the waters, many of them 
seriously injured.
