Your Boys and Girls.
When an infant is learning to walk 

fenders are excellent, for they give 
support that prevents injury from 
sudden falls. The fender is a move- 
ablq pen, as it were, in which there 
is a little seat.

PARIS, Jan. 2.

Fe­
ll: ngrad still claims considerable suc­
cess in the early stages of the cam­
paign. Despatches emphasize, the 
excellent equipment, supplies and 
munitions, which Russia laid up for 
this purpose during the period of 
comparative passivity. Some London 
observers are speculating on the 
meaning of the Bessarabia move and 
hail it as one of the most ambitious 
strategic plans since the beginning of 
hostilities.

BRITISH CRUISER SUNK.
« - LONDON, Dec. 31.
The British armoured cruiser Natal 

was sunk yesterday afternoon while 
in harbor, as the result of an inter­
nal explosion.

The Natal’s sinking is the se­
verest loss which the British Navy 
has sustained in several months.

The recent menace to shipping by 
way of the Suez Canal both from land 
and by submarine has caused under­
writers to considerably raise the in­
surance rates on cargoes in steamers 
follow the Canal route. Until re­
cently the cargoes of these steamers 
have been underwritten at twenty 
shillings per cent., but risks are now 
quoted at anything between sixty and 
eighty shillings per. cent. Although 
certain lines have announced the 
abandonment of the Canal for the 
present, there is still quite a good 
business going onfin that direction, 
which even the advanced rates of in­
surance have not checked.

Soft Coal 
$10.80 a Ton.

Over seven years ago, Sir 
Edward Morris said the 
price of coal was a na­
tional grievance, and 
promised to take steps, if 

elected, to effect a reduction.
Here is the paragraph in his Mani­

festo of October 3rd, 1908, to which we 
refer:

“The serious situation created by 
the present price of coal is so far- 
reaching, touching as it does every 
fireside in the colony, as well as every 
industry, that it has become a national 
grievance. Coal in Sydney to-day 
sells as low as $3.00 a ton, yet it costs 
our people in many settlements in the 
colony as high as $7.20 a ton, though 
a cargo of English household coal was 
brought across the Atlantic, a distance 
of two thousand miles, and sold in St.
John's recently for $5.90 a ton. A 
means must be found for effecting a 
reduction in the price of coal, and, if 
elected, we shall take steps to bring 
about such a result.”

Although Sir Edward gave this 
pledge, nothing has been done, which 
has had the effect of reducing the 
prices then prevailing, which he 
characterized then as a national 
grievance. On the contrary the prices 
rose steadily until coal was selling in 
the city at eight dollars a ton, and now 
to-day it is quoted at $10.80 a ton, fifty 
cents higher than the highest prices 
charged in the most remote settle­
ments at the time his promise was 
made.

We have drawn attention to these 
matters with a view to urging on the 
Government the need of drastic ac­
tion immediately. We recognize that 
the War has added to the difficulties 
of the situation by making tonnage
difficult to get and made freights ______
high when tonnage is obtained, but all 1 presented.
the more need of the Government tak­
ing action to counter-act these evils. 
The Government must act. In the 
first place, let the Government imme­
diately take action to give a drawback 
on all coal equal to the duty now col­
lected and take an account until the 
Legislature meets and then give the 
Municipal Council other means of

out coal by the half ton to house­
holders at $10.80 a ton.

Sir Edward Morris recognized the 
situation as of national importance 
seven years ago. Now it is more than 
60 per cent, worse, he must act at 
once, or give place to those who will.

Sir W. D. Reid, KL
Among the New Year honors con­

ferred by His Majesty the King is that 
of a Knighthood to William D, Reid, 
Esq., President of the Reid Newfound-1 
land Company. The new Knight has, 
since' the outbreak of the war, given 
largely to the War Fund and to local 
patriotic funds. The first quick fir­
ing guns that the Newfoundland Regi­
ment had in use were presented by 
the Reid Newfoundland Company. Sir 
W. D. Reid has also given two sons to 
the Empire—Lieut. Bruce with the 
Nfld. Regiment and Lieut. Howard 
with the Royal Army Flying Corps. 
The new Knight is the eldest son of the 
late Sir Robert Gillispie and Lady 
Harriott Duff Reid, and was born in 
West Australia in 1868. He came to 
Canada with his parents in 1871 and 
was educated in Galt College and oth­
er Canadian Colleges. In 1894 he was 
associated with his father in the con­
struction of a part of the Canadian 
Paciflflc Railway north of Lake Super­
ior, and also in the building of the 
C. P. R. bridge over the St. Lawrence 
at Lachlne. He constructed on his 
own account a portion of the Algorna 
branch of the C. P. R., and the branch 
of the I. C. R. from Hawkesburn to 
Grand Narrows.

NARRATIVE OF^SURVIVOR FROM 
THE TORPEDOED PERSIA.

LONDON, To-day.
The Peninsular and Oriential steam­

ship Co. to-night received the follow­
ing telegram from C. C. Bigham, who 
was among the survivors of the Per­
sia disaster: “A torpedo struck the 
ship on the pbrt bow at 1.05 this 
afternoon, when about 40 miles south 
of the east end of the Island Crete. 
No worning was given nor any at­
tempt made to assist. Within five 
minutes the ship sunk. It is impos­
sible to lower the starboard boats 
owing to a heavy list. Five or six 
boats were lowered on the Port side. 
I did not see this myself as I was 
washed overboard when the boat cap­
sized. The conduct of the passengers 
and crew was splendid. There was 
no struggling and no panic. Four 
boats after 30 hours at sea were 
picked up by a warship.”

168 SURVIVORS' OF S.S. PERSIA.
LONDON, To-day.

168 survivors have arrived from the 
Persia. The survivors comprise the 
chief officer, the second officer, seven 
engineers, twenty-seven seamen, 63 
Lascars and fifty-nine passengers.

CAPTURED CZERNOWITZ HEIGHTS
LONDON, To-day.

The Russians have captured the 
heights northeast of Czernowitz, Buk- 
owina, according to a despatch from 
Reuter’s Telegram Company, Petro- 
grad. Eight hundred and seventy 
prisoners fell into the hands of the 
Russians.

BOATS DRAWN DOWN BY SINKING 
STEAMER.

LONDON, To-day.
A despatch to the Times from 

Cairo says that two boatloads of peo­
ple were drawn down with the steam­
er Persia, when she sank, as there 
was no time to cut the ropes. Four 
boats got away, but it was thirty 
hours before a trawler picked them 
up. Several ships passed by without 
assisting the refhgees, being afraid 
presumably of decoys. Many passen­
gers were thrown into the water when 
the vessel heeled over.

KING CONSTANTINE WANTS EN-
TENTE TO LEAVE SALONIKA*

LONDON, To-day.
The Athens correspondent of the 

Daily Chronicle states in a despatch 
that the King of Greece told him that 
he could not understand what the 
Entente Allies were supposed to be 
gaining in remaining at Salonika. The 
correspondent quotes King Constan­
tine as follows: “I could understand 
their presence so long as there was 
a possibility of aiding Serbia, but now 
that the object of the mission has 
failed, why remain ? No useful mill 
tary purpose is now to be gained. It 
is fairly obvious that if the Anglo- 
French withdraw to more profitable 
fields of operations, the armies of the 
Central Powers would withdraw also 
and the situation would solve itself. 
The King adds, says the correspond­
ent, that he did not expect an offen­
sive by either side, and that there 
fore a Balkan stalemate might reas­
onably be expected.

PATRIOTIC ACTION OF AMALGA­
MATED ENGINEERS.

LONDON, To-day.
An account of the conference held 

on Friday evening between Premier 
Asquith, David Lloyd George, Minis­
ter of Munitions and a deputation from 
the Amalgamated Society of Engin­
eers, which is the most influential 
trade union body and includes most 
of the trades concerned in the manu­
facture of munitions, was issued last 
night by the Press Bureau. It shows 
the Government has decided to 
acquiesce in all the demands of the 
trade unionists in return for their 
consent to the immediate introduction 
of Lloyd George’s scheme of labor di­
lution. The Press Bureau’s account 
is made up for the most part of ex­
cepts from AsquiQi’s remarks to the 
deputation at tlfe conference which 
has been in session for the last three 
hours, but it includes also a statement 
that the deputation agreed before the 
conference closed to accept on behalf 
of the membership of their society 
the scheme dilution and to co-operate 
actively therein. A bill covering the 
union demands will be pushed 
through îNr foment as soon as pos­
sible. The demands mainly concern 
matters of pay and conditions of la­
bor for unskilled workmen and wo­
men introduced under the dilution 
scheme. The Government had already 
agreed to restorg tbe status quo after 
the war. Premier Asquith’s appeal 
to the delegation was along the fa­
miliar lines from the point of view of 
the State. He said the great point I 
want to impress on you is the import­
ance of putting this dilution into ef-

AUSTRIAN EMBASSY TRYING TO 
BE REASSURING.

WASHINGTON, To-day.
The anxiety over the news of the 

sinking of the British steamer Persia, 
increased in official circles here yes­
terday, when the consular despatch 
brought information that the ship had 
been torpedoed without warning and 
that at least one American citizen 
Robert H. McNeilly, the new Consul 
at Aden, Arabia, was missing. At 
the same time officials were much 
gratified at the indication, emanating 
from Baron Erick Zweidinek, in 
charge of the Austro-Hungarian Em­
bassy heer that the Vienna Govern­
ment would be quick to “satisfactor­
ily” adjust the matter, should it de­
velop that an Austrian submarine 
commander had disobeyed the instruc­
tions in regard to the torpedoing of 
a passenger carrying ship without 
warning. Judgment should be with­
held, pending the receipt of the real 
facts, surrounding the sinking of the 
steamship Persia, said Baron Zweid­
inek. It may have happened in many 
ways. In the first place it is not yet 
proved that a submarine sank the 
Persia. If it was a submarine it must 
have to be determined whether the 
circumstances were such as to war-, 
rant the action taken. I am confident, 
at least I hope that the final explana­
tion will be quite satisfactory. If the 
commander of the submarine disobey­
ed his instructions, I feel sure my 
government will not hesitate to satis­
factorily adjust the matter. From ths 
answer made to the last note on the 
Ancona alone, it is quite evident the 
Austro-Hungarian Government will 
not countenance any act which is 
wrong. Complete confidence prevails 
in Teutonic diplomatic circles that if 
any Austrian submarine sank the 
Persia without warning, the act would 
be disavowed promptly and repara­
tion made for the Americans lost and 
the submarine commander severely 
punished.

SIR JOHN SIMON RETIRES.
•LONDON, To-day.

The Chronicle announces definitely 
that Sir John A. Simon, Secretary of 
State for Home Affairs, retires from 
the Cabinet, thus breaking his bril­
liant ministerial career for conscience 
sake.

HUN CONSULS DISMISSED. .
SALONIKI, G’reece, Jan. 1st 

via Paris, Jan. 3.
At the request of General Sarrail, 

Commander of the French forces here, 
John E. Kehl, American Consul at 
Saloniki, has taken charge of the 
Turkish and German interests. The 
Consulate will be delivered to him to­
morrow.

JAP SQUADRON FOR. SUEZ.
TOKIO, To-day.

The announcement is made by the 
Jigl Shimpo that a squadron of Jap­
anese warships will sail for the Suez | 
Canal presumably to protect Jap­
anese shipping. It is said the arm­
oured cruisers Kesuga, Tokiwa and 
Chitoz have been assigned for this j 
service.

THE COMPULSION BILL.

LONDON, To-day.
The statement that the new com­

pulsory recruiting bill will also be 
applied to Ireland so far rests on the 
authority of the Press Association 
which, however, is often the medium 
of official intimations. Moreover, ac­
cording to the Times’ Parliamentary 
corespondent, the political situation 
is still tangled and there is a possi­
bility of other resignations besides 
that of Sir John Simon, Secretary of 
State for Home Affairs, whose posi­
tion cap hardly be reconciled with the 
remaining Ministers. A revised draft 
of the compulsory recruiting bill was 
circulated to the members of the Gov­
ernment during the week end and was 
discussed at Thursday’s Cabinet Coun­
cil. According to the Times, Premier 
Asquith has still to satisfy Reginald 
McKenna, Chancellor of the Excheq­
uer, and Walter Runciman. President 
of the Board of Trade, regarding the 
total strength of the army, and “the 
danger of the situation lies in the 
dangerous, but plausible compromise 
for the sake of retaining those two 
Ministers.”

ACTIVITY ON THE WEST FRONT.
PARIS, Jan. 2.

Delayed. The War Office to-night I 
issued the following statement : In 
Belgium a bombardment by field ar­
tillery and French mortars against 
groups of the enemy in the region of 
the Dûmes caused heavy damage.

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THE LATE HON. JOHN HARRIS,
President of the Legislative Council

and Principal in the Firm of 
Hearn & Co.

We record with feelings of deepest 
regret ttm passing of one of our most 
honoured and public-spirited citizens 
in the person of Hon. John Harris 
which sad event occurred on New 
Year’s Eve, after a protracted illness. 
His friend and business partner in 
life for 35 years, Mr. John Hender­
son, predeceased him by a week.

Mr. Harris’s health had been im­
paired for 2 years past, but he carried 
on his business uncomplainingly un­
til he was compelled to go to Montreal 
during the last autumn season to re­
ceive special medical treatment. The 
ailment from which he suffered was 
of such a serious character that there 
was no hope of a cure. Yet with typi­
cal patience and courage he bore up 
well and returned home to await the 
inevitable. Despite his bodily afflic­
tion he transacted his firm’s business 
in his sick chamber up to a week ago 
when he disposed <ff Hearn and Co.’s 
interest in the Butterine Factory.

The late Hon. John Harris was a 
native of St. John’s, having been born 
here in 1860. He studied at St. Bona- 
venture’-s College and after leaving 
school he entered the hardware estab­
lishment of the late James Gleeson. 
From 1877 to 1880 he was book-keeper 
for the firm, of Hearn and Co. and in 
the latter year became a partner in 
the business. He was a man of -fine 
business capacity, shrewd, industri­
ous, painstaking and deservedly popu­
lar. He acquired a large amount of 
useful and practical knowledge 
through hjs extensive travels. He 
filled several important as well as re­
sponsible public positions in this 
country. In 1890 he was appointed 
Government representative in the 
Municipal Council, displaying great 

xcare, thought and attention to the 
^ varied duties of the position. In 1892 

he was appointed a member of the 
Legislative Council and became the 
President of that Chamber a few years 
ago on the retirement of Sir Edward 
Shea. At the time of his death he 
was a member of the Board of Rev­
enue and a Governor of the Savings 
Bank. He was unassuming and gen­
tlemanly and he wielded much in- 
lluence in his native town. He was a 
leading figure in the various sports of 
the city. No good work but found 
him an enthusiastic supporter. He 
was a charitable man and gave gener­
ously of much of his private means. 
His deep interest at all times in the 
Catholic Cadet Corps and in his 
Church was common knowledge and 
yesterday at the funeral obsequies 
the Corps paid a tribute to their de­
ceased - friend. Mr. Harris was 
Treasurer of the Marine Disasters 
Fund in 1912 and w'as President of 
the Sealing Disasters Fund and of the 
Permanent Organization. He was a 
man of wise counsel and he will be 
sorely missed by his colleagues on the 
various boards and committees. His 
wife, formerly Miss Mamie Jardine, 
known as the “Nightingale of New­
foundland,” predeceased him 9 years 
ago. He is survived by three child­
ren, three brothers, Messrs William, 
James and Thomas, and two sisters, 
Mrs. Smythe and Mi’s.' W. H. Tobin, 
to whom theTelegram offers its sin- 
cerest sympathy.

The funeral took place yesterday 
afternoon and was one of the largest 
ever seen in the city. The Police, C.C.C. 
and Band preceded the hearse, while 
immediately followiA it were the im- I 
mediate relatives ami the employees 
of the, firm, His Ex<*lency the Gov- I 
ernor and the Pren*r, a life long j 
friend and former scl^ol mate of the 
deceased canje next, then followed the 
Members of the Legislative Council, 
the Civic Commission, the members 
of the House of Assembly, and a large 
concourse of titlzens, including sev­
eral clergymen. At the Cathedral the 
service was choral, and was conduct­
ed by His Grace Archbishop Roche, 
assisted by Rt. Rev. Mgr. McDermott, 
Rev.Drs. Greene, Kitchen and Carter, 
Rev. Fr. Sheehan, Pippy, Nangle. As 
the procession passed slowly down the 
centre of the sacred edifice the Dead 1 
March in Saul was rendered by the I 
Organist, Mr. Hutton. Interment took 
place at Belvidere cemetery.
