"bear Sir.—In common with the rest 

of our eastern seaboard this district 
suffered greatly In the recent storm. 
Practically all the stages and public 
wharves and miles of roads along the 
waterfront lave been destroyed. Just 
now It Is Impossible for th# people of 
Doyle’s Core, James' Cove, Burke’s 
Cove, The Dock, and from the North 
Side of Colliers to get to the main road 
and they are cut off completely from 
the outside world. As these people 
must get to the woods during the win­
ter for firewood and fence materials 
and timber to replace the destroyed 
fishing stages, and It Is Imperative that 
the roads be restored before the frost 
comes, or they will freeze to death. 
The same applies to Gasters, which Is 
completely cut off from here. As our 
people have nothing earned for tlfe 
winter, and many Labrador fishermen 
are now home in the same condition, 
an opportunity is open to the Govern­
ment to repair the damages and at the 
same time give much needed employ­
ment. Over three miles of road must 
be built in Colliers alone, while exten­
sive repairs, piling or other protection 
will have to be1 done in Conception 
Harbor, Harbor Main, Gasters, Chapel’s 
Cove, and Holyrood. I strongly urge 
the Government to have this work done 
without delay or the conditions of the 
people in the localities mentioned will 
be serions. Arrangements should 6e 
made to have timbers cut during the 
winter to replace the public wharves 
at Maryvale, Colliers, Conception Hr., 
Avondale, Harbor Main, Bacon Cove, 
Chapel's Cove and on the Shore.

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A Soldier’s Protest.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir, I crave the use of your 
columns to add my protest to the 
many appearing lately against the 
apparent collousness displayed by 
the Executive Government in their 
treatment of returned men and their 
dependents.

When men were required to en­
able Newfoundland to add her quota 
to the Empire’s forces, glowing pen 
pictures were painted by every scribe 
(and pharisee) in the Colony, orators 
were let loose throughout the land, 
and propaganda of every conceivable 
sature was used by those in authority 
to get men, and still more men, that 
"Ye Ancient Colony’ would not be be­
hind -Te other parts of the Empire.

The greater portion of those who 
went did so with the firm conviction 
that in the event of their returning 
so incapacitated as to render them 
unfit to earn a livelihood, the State 
would not see them paupers. All 
those who were left behind acclaim­
ed it a solemn duty to provide for 
the dependents of those who crossed 
the Great Divide. The spirit of the 
populace remains the same, but what 
a change in the custodians of the 
public funds. During the war the 
absence of approximately 10,000 men 
left the services of those remaining 
at home at a premium, with the re­
sult that the minimum wage paid to 
those "taking a man’s place” was 
$120.00 per month. The "buck pri­
vate” (the man who placed New­
foundland on the map) received $83.00 
per month. The rations were hardly 
as good as these issued at home, and 
as he had to supplement his issue 
from his meagre funds to satisfy his 
fastidious taste, naturally he could 
not put aside anything for a rainy 
day.

Many men returned home so dis­
abled as to render them unfit for any

work whatsoever. A grateful Gov­
ernment decided that $40.00 per 
month would supply their needs. 
After a few years haggling on the 
part, of the G.W.V.A., this pittance 
was raised to $50.00; meanwhile the 
neighboring dominion decided that 
the minimum sum necessary to keep 
body and soul» together was $900.00 
per year, this was just previous to 
the general election of 1919. The 
Prime Minister, as the mouthpiece of 
the present Government, stated in 
his manifesto that in the event of his 
party being returned at the polls he 
would immediately take steps to have 
the Newfoundland scale of pensions 
raised to the Canadian in its entirety. 
How that pledge was kept, is well 
known to all “Vets.” After a dozen 
meetings between the Executives of 
the G.W.V.A. and the Government, 
the latter was forced to pay a boun­
ty of 10 pc. ($55.00 per month, total 
disability) on the pensions of 1920. 
The Government stated that the 
amount necessary to pay this bonus 
would be $128,000. The amount ac­
tually paid was $15,000. The figures 
were evidently falsified to hoodwink 
the G.W.V.A. After much agitation 
the G.W.V.A. Executive succeeded in 
getting a Parliamentary Commission 
appointed to go into the whole pen­
sion scheme. This Committee report­
ed as follows:

1. —Immediate payment of a • bonus 
to all pensioners for the year 1920.

2. —A 20 p.c. increase, January 1st, 
1921, to June 30th, 1921.

3. —Adoption of Canadian Scale of 
pensions and allowances from July 
1st, 1921.

This report was submitted to the 
House during the last Session. 
Through the camouflage of the Prime 
Minister (being the responsible head 
of the Government the blame must 
rest upon him) the Bill was amended 
to read (without the knowledge of 
most members) “That the drop bal­
ance of approximately $15,000 of the
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Board of Pensions Commissioneer on 
1920-1921 account be applied to bon­
us and increases in pensions.

“2. That the present scale of pen­
sions be applied to Newfoundland 
from the 1st day of January, 1922”; 
and did not go to the Upper Cham­
ber (as all money bills should) thus 
dying a natural death instead of be­
coming law. The House closed and 
the Prime Minister proceeded to 
Washington. The G.W.V.A. learned 
that the Colonial Secretary and the 
Auditor General could not issue the 
necessary authority to make payment 
Meanwhile hundreds of returned men 
are out of employment. Some are ac­
tually starving, others are barely 
existing and, many widowed mothers 
and wives are in dire straits.

Veterans, are w(e going to stand 
for treatment of this kind from, a 
Government most of whose members 
were ostriches during the war? 
Knowing yoti as Ï do. I can hear that 
spontaneous shout, “No!”

To the Executive of the G.W.V.A. 
I would say. “in the matter of Pen­
sions and unemployment you have 
the backing of all the Vets in any 
plans that you may deem it necessary 
to take to bring this question to a 
head.”

Yesterday, at 11 o’clock a silence of 
two minutes was observed in com­
memoration of our glorious dead. At 
noon the G.W.V.A. was in session 
with the Executive Government. The 
Prime Minister and colleagues ob­
served the silence with the chosen 
representatives of those who came 
back. /The Prime Minister, is, I pre­
sume, a rapid thinker. Let him go 
back to all that has transpired since 
August 4th, 1914, and picture what 
these men have suffered to enable him 
to be the first citizen in a self-govern­
ing Dominion instead of an obscure 
individual in a dependency of the 
German empire, and let him pay the 
price by giving the necessary au­
thority to have the Canadian Scale be­
come effective January 1st, 1922, then, 
and only then, will we know he is 
sincere.

British Representatives
AT’ WASHINGTON CONFERENCE.

(Associated Press Mail Service.)
David Lloyd George, Prime Minister 

of England, chief of the British dele­
gates to the Washington Conference 
on the Limitation of Armament, has 
been at the head of the British Govern­
ment for more than five years. He is 
58 years old and, in politics, a Liberal. 
When Lloyd George entered the 
House of Commons as a member from 
Carnarvon some 30 years ago, he was 
a country lawyer in Llanystymdwy. 
in North Wales. He occupied an un­
pretentious niche as a legislator for 
18 years until, in 1908, Premier As­
quith made him a member of his cab­
inet. Up to the beginning of the war, 
Tories denounced him as “the evil 
genius of England,” recalling his great 
budget "battle” of 1909 when he scor­
ed a memorable defeat of the House 
of Lords. It was largely as a result of 
his efforts as Chancellor of the Ex­
chequer that Britain raised millions 
for defense in the early days of 1914, 
that, as Minister of Munitions when 
the British had their “backs to the 
wall" in Flanders, he turned the indus­
tries of his country into a huge muni­
tion factory, raised an army of 5,500,- 
000 soldiers and 5,000,000 war work­
ers, provided for the building of 4,- 
000,000 tons of shipping, transformed 
big estates into subsistence farms and 
enforced conscription. During the 
war and since he has been a potent 
and active member of the Supreme 
War Council. The war over, Lloyd i 
George was one of the "Big Four” at j 
the Paris Peace Conference. In 1920- 
21, when the Irish demands for inde­
pendence became formidable, the lit­
tle Welshman was the spokesman for 
King George in the negotiations with 
the Sinn Fein leaders.

Arthur James Balfour was formerly 1 
Prinje Minister and has been a lead- 1 
ing figure in British public life for 
nearly half a century. He is 73 years 
old and famous as a philosopher and j 
statesman. He has been Chief Secre- I 
tary for Ireland and held numerous ! 
posts in the British Cabinet. He was i 
head of the British War Mission to the

Silesia It was Mr. Balfour who pledg­
ed England to support the establish­
ment of a Jewish homeland in Pales­
tine.

Not alone would you 
get a general outline of the mode pt 
conducting the fisheries, the dangers, 
escapes, etc., but you would be en­
lightened in every detail, and the chief 
source of regret to me lp that we had 
not the Evening Telegram or some 
other popular and enterprising dally 
newspaper to take down and' record 
the facts as related by these who par- 
tlcipatedin the events, and were the 
means of building up the country to 
what it is to-day.

THE FAMOUS “FANNT BLOOMER,"

The Fanny Bloomer was a Colonial 
built vessel—put out of hand express­
ly for the famous sealklller, Capt John 
Silver, in 1853—the year after the 
Spring of the Wadhams. She was a 
pretty, model, strongly built and a fast 
Sailer. At the sealflshery she carried 
a maintopsail, as was usual with all 
our brigantines, for working through 
the ice. Many of them carried a main­
top gallant sail. These sails were more 
quickly handled than the foreandaft 
mainsail in working through the ice.
Spme of the orders roared out in 

'trumpet tones by the famous skippers 
are very interesting and now almost 
Obsolete and forgotten, such as:
"Brace forward the main-yard. Shove 
up the lee bow,” when the men would 
be on the rams (two 25 feet large 
sticks lashed together in the shape of 
a triangle), well supported by grab- 
ropes for the men’s safety. The first 
Spring the Fanny Bloomer went to the 
sealflshery under Capt. Silvey she re­
turned with 4,000 prime whitecoats.
He was in command for six springs 
being very successful. After the (all­
