able than' the giant blasting oper-
‘ations usually accomplished by means
of this powerful explosive.
Dynamite is now being used in small
quantities as a substitute for the pick-
axe, the sledge, the crowbar, or the
cold chisel and hammer in such unus-
ual places as-large factories, or even
the holds jof ships. Moreover, it is
being fired in the midst of valuable
machinery, electric switchboards, and
simflar equiptment without siopping
the ' machinery or even breaking a
window pane!

Recently, for example, the Lehigh

{ Valley Light and Power Company of

Allentown, Pa., wished to remove the
reinforced-concrete foundations of 3
turbine generators. Each foundation
was 12 feet square- and weighed 90
tons. Near by was machinery that
could not be shut down without cut-
ting off the electri¢’ current from
several towns and  trolley limes. A
22 inch steam pipe carrying 250 1bs.
pressure to the inch ran within a foot
of the foundations.

Drilling holes with jumpers and
breaking the concrete off, bit by bit
with wedges would have required 10
weeks.

The company-decided to try dyna-
mite. Holes four feet deep and 15
inches apart were drilled in the face
of the pier and loaded. Each charge
consisted of athree-inch section of
a one inch by eight inch dynamite
cartridge primed with an electric
blasting cap.

On top of the charge tissue paper
was stamped in lightly to afford atwo
inch air space, and then wet clay was
tampered tightly to the mouth of the
h;':le. A blasting mat was placed over
the .foundation, and when the shot
was fired it simply cracked the con-
crete without throwing any frag-
ments.

By successive shots the pier waq
cut into blocks as neatly s if with
a chisel. The operation of the plant
was not interrupted, nor was_ any
damage done.

Even a more remarkable instance
of the new use of dynamite took place
in an electricdighting plant in Den-
ver, Colo., where gelatif dynamite
was employed to remove a qoud cast-
iron pulley wheel weighing: ‘more than
a ton from a shaft to which it was
rusted fast.

Charges of the explosive, skﬂfullv
fired in holes drilled in various parts
of. the wheel, shot away the spokes,
split the rim, and finaily cracked the
hub into two pieces that dropped to
the floor, leaving the shaft entirely
unharmed. )

The total amount of explosives
in breaking up the wheel was thirty
sticks of dynamite, 50 caps, and 40
feet of fuse, making the whole cost
of materials less than four dollars.

Af Sponkane, Wash., a steel rein-
forced-cortcrete smokestack, 10 feet
in diameter at the base and 210 feet
high, located on a deserted crematory
site, caused the city engineers much
anxiety until they decided to bring
it down with explosives. Sixty-five
holes were drilled around two-thirds
of the circumference, in a belt about
four feet wide and a few holes in the
remaining third, leaving about four
feet intact.

Sixty-five haoles were loaded and
fired in ‘groups to blast out the con-
crete. The steel reinforcing bars
then were cut with an acetylene torch.
A cable attached to the stack 100 feet
above ground was tightened after each
shot and after eutting the steel, caus-
ing the stack to be pulled about two
and a half feet out of line.. The holes
in. the remaining circumference. then
were loaded and fired, and the stack,
breaking the reinforcing rods, fell in
the desired place.

Blasting in the hold of a ship may
sound like a rash proceeding, but the
Charleston Shipping 'Company of
Charleston, S.C., will lestify that dy-
namite recently saved them three
days’ time and 50 per cent of labor in
unloading a cargo of potash that had
become caked in the hold =o hard
that break/ing it up with picks was
extremely slow work.

8o far as our caribou are conderned, nothing remains to be
done but to take every precaution to protect the few that survive
in .order to guard against the complete extmct}on of this noble
animal.

Daring the coming session of the Legislature, we trust that

. steps will be taken to pass a bill enforcing a close season for a per-
iod of years, and to make the punishment for a violation of the
Act such as will deter even the most venturesomnie fréébooter.

By far the most attraetive inducement which we have to offer
the sportsman to-day is salmon fishing. As yet, our rivers are with-
out équal in any country in thé world, and it is our bounden duty
to maintain their reputation in that respect.

If he—or ahe-—kept up this rate of |
growth for seventy years, the Tesult
would be a giant sixty-four feet in
height. ;

As ‘a matter of tact, the rate q!
growth slows down' amazingly after
the first year. Between the ages of
one and two a' child. grows only
three and a half inches, and during
its third year two and a half inches.
After that the rate comes down to an
average of one and a half inches for
the next thirteen years.

From sixteen years ' onwards ' the
rate of growth continues. to dimin-
ish. . During his seventeenth year a
boy grows one and a quarter inches;
during - his -eighteenth ,one inch. The
nineteenth sees” him grow three-
quarters of an inch, and the twenti-
eth half an inch.

The average young man does not
attain his full height until he is
twenty-five years of age; but the
rate of increase during the five pre-
ceding years is only one-fifth of an
inch a year.

The height . of a full-grown and
well-proportloned man should be six
and three-quarter times the length of
his foot; that of a woman, six and a
quarter the length of her foot.

Different parts of the body grow at
different rates . The legs double in
length by the end of ‘the third year,
and triple by the end of the twelfth.
When growth ceases, they are five
times as long as at birth. Before
the age of ten the foot is ° shorter
than the length of the head;. at ten
they are equal; after ten the foot is
longer than the head.

Grows Differently.

Boys and girls grow differently.
"he year of greatest growth in boys
is usually the sixteenth "or - seven-
teenth. That is to say, the weight
increases most during that year. In
girls the chief increase is- in the
fourteenth year.

Girls usually: reach their full
height at or about sixteen, and their
full weight at twenty; boys, as we
have seen, are slower in -develop-
ment. ’

Boys are stronger than girls from
birth to the age of eleven; then girls
become superior physically up to
seventeen, after which ag® the tables
are turned again.

From November to April children
gain little, either in height or weight;
from April to July they gain_in
height, but not in weight; while
from July to -November they put en
weight but do 'n'ot grow much in
height.

Hair grows at the rate of .018 inch
a day, but the life of each individual
hair is on an average only six years.
Then it falls out. If hair never fell
out and always went on growing, a
woman seventy years old would have
tresses neardy _thirty-eight feet in
length. '

Eyelashes grow steadily, but are
not long-lived. They last only four
to five months, then fall out. Their
growth is about one-twentieth of an
inch weekly. e

Nails grow more rapidly than is
generally supposed. The finger nails
renew themselves in a little over four
months.

The brain weighs nine to ten
ounces at birth. When a man is full
grown his brain weighs about three
pounds and.one ounce.

These indlude .continuous. residence
in Japan for five years, good character
and- ability to earn. an. independent
livelihood.

A recent translation of the Japanese
Code. made.thege facts plaip. It shows
that foreigners cannot 'own land ir

incorperated,: they -may.
cannot engage in farming or mining
as'individuals. They cannot become
shareholders . in ~ Japanese banks.
They cannét be ‘owners of ships fly-
ing the Janamese flag. They cannot
hold public office. They cannot. be-
come sharehplders, members or brok-
ers in Japanese exchanges. They are
not permitted to exercise the fran-
chise. Surely this is not far from
as strict ag the American law. And
it is not the whole story.

All foreign labor immigration t{o
Japan is forbidden entirely by Im-
perial Ordinance of July 28, 1889. For-
eign life insyrance companies are not
allowed to write policies in_Japan un-
less a very considerable portiori of
the premium is paid to the Japanese
Government. The Japanese - hiave
thoroughly protected their shipping
interests. Besides refusing the use
of their flag to foreign-owned though
home-registered shipping, the laws of
Japan allow rebates to be given ‘to
Japanese steamship companies 0!'1 all
goods imported or exported by Jap-
anese merchants. b

The medical profession, too, s
strictly safeguarded in Japan. For-
eign doctors are not allpwed to engage
in the practice of their profession ex-
cept in missionary  hospitals, unless
they have passed a written and oral
examination, in. the Japanese Ilan-
guage, before a Board of Japanese
doctors. Foreign dentists are exempt
from this requirement.

One factor, -which- is said to have
particularly irritated Californians, is
the claim made by Japan that a Jap-
anese continues to be a subject where-
ever he may live or happens to be
born. This they hold to imply, among
other things, that he is subject to mil-
itary duty in Japan, and that a child
born of Japanese parents in the Unit-
ed States, and resognized by Ameri-
can citizen, would nevertheless be
claimed by Japan as one of her sub-
jects. X

On the whole, therefore, Japan
would not appear to have much ground
of complaint against ~ther countries,
considering her own. enactments af-
fecting them. Only Japanese dabor-
ers and farmers ‘are to be excluded.
from the United States or restricted
in euntering Canada; Japanese stu-
dents, ministers, teacliers, travellers
and business. men; have been, and are
still to be, accorded free an unrestric-
ted ' access and - admission %o . both
countries.—Morning - Chroni¢le.

But the Montgomeries failed
in thein ambitious enterprise because
of the panic which played havoc with
business throughout the\country, and
the estate was returned to the orig-
inal owners.

The failure of this venture did not
swerve Isaiah T. Montgomery from
his purpose of establishing '‘an agri-
cultural colony where the negro
might flourish under his own vine and |
fig tree.

As a leader of the migratory move-
ment of the late '70s he .planted a
colony of negroes at Nicodemus, Kan.,
which to-day remains in a goodly de-
gree of prosperity. These early at-
tempts indicate the ideal to which the
ex-slave had devoted his life.
