North Ward School.—In addition 
to the usual quarterly examination by the 
Rev. R. Torrance, Local Superintendent, 
the pupils of the above school have been 
subjected by their teachers to a thorough 
examination, extending through the en­
tire last week of the term. In the senior 
division the subjects were reading, spell­
ing, tablengramauur, geography, writing, 
theoretical, practical and mental arith­
metic. In the junior division the subjects 
were reading, spelling, tables, arithmetic 
and scripture history. The 59 pupils in 
the Senior Division received 2554 tickets, 
each ticket representing a correct answer 
to a question on one of the abovef sub­
jects. The 85 pupils attending the Junior 
Division received 1482 tickets for similar 
answers. After the examination, the 
teachers distributed a few small prizes to 
the most deserving : Frank Packham for 
the highest number in four classes ; to 
Matthew Parker for being the most dili­
gent boy in the school, and to Georgina 
Armstrong for being the most diligent 
girl. John Harding, Ernest Evatt and 
Rowland Hewer, nearly equal in the 2nd 
divison of the 4th book class. Phcebe 
Crowe, Duncan McCrea, Lewis Packham, 
Henry Barry, Daniel Cass, Joseph Bruce, 
Ellen Parker, Will Wells and Ellen 
Church, were nearly equal in the C divi­
sion of the 3rd book class.. Samuel Kirk, 
James Hunter,James and Eliza Turnbull, 
Mary Howling, and Alfred Harley were 
nearly equal in the D division of the 8rd 
book class. The pupils who excelled in 
the Junior division were Eliza Grafftey, 
Ellen Armstrong, in scripture history ; 
Robert Johnson; Geo. Fenwick and Alex 
McDougall, in tables and arithmetic ; W 
Murchy and Robt Stuart, in spelling, and 
Agnes Wallis and Wm Tovell, in general 
good conduct. Of the sixty pupils who 
write in copy-books, 26 were awarded a 
small prize by Mr Torrance for excellent 
writing, according to their various ages.

IT. FOREST CORRESPONDENCE.
From our own Correspondent.

The Municipal Elections now abeorb 
all the attention of the free and indepen­
dent, particularly the knowing ones, who 
have certain daims to the title of politi­
cal and municipal jockeys. Indeed, the 
crop of candidates is large, and promisee 
to increase on or before the day of nomi­
nation, and if the business talent posses­
sed by the candidates is only equal and 
in proportion to the number seeking elec­
tion, this quarter of the Dominion will be 
well represented for the year 1868. It is 
yet hard, to determine who will contest 
the Reeveehip of our village. Messrs. 
Swan, David Yeomans, Naismith, Soott, 
and McMillan are named as eligible ; for 
the Council, in fact their name is legion, 
but the probability is that a majority of 
the old Council will be re-elected for the 
village. For the township of Normanby 
Messrs McMahon and Hendry for the 
Reeveehip, and a dozen or so for the Coun­
cil. In Egremont there are about a dozen 
aspirante for the Reeveehip, and tiro or 
more in each concession for thé Council. 
In Arthur township, Messrs Small and 
R. Morrison, sent., for the Reeveehip ; for 
Deputy Reeve. Messrs Alex. Allan and 
Gordon. Candidates for Council quite 
numerous. The By- law for granting the 
sum of $10,000 to aid the construction of 
the Wellington, Grey and Bruce Railway 
was submitted to the ratepayers of Mount 
Forest on the 16th inst., and was carried 
almost unanimously, as there were only 
five nays recorded by the Returning Offi­
cer. The township of Normanby will 
submit their railway by-law after the 
elections are over ; the amount named is 
$50,000. The market here has been very 
lively during the past few days, owing 
to the abundant fall of snow which caus­
ed a sudden change inythe locomotion of 
the farmers—a chang^which all seem to 
enjoy, and no doubt will now make l»ii- 
ness extra brisk until long after the hap­
py times of Christmas and New Year.— 
It may not be inopportune to mention 
that farming operations have been car­
ried on in this section in vigorous style 
during the fall, such as ploughing, fall 
wheat sowing, fencing, draining, build­
ing, etc. The fall wheat looks splendid, 
and is now covered with snow for winter
Êrotection. There is evidence that the 

Ig prices now paid out for all kinds of 
farm produce has even stimulated the 
lazy drones who claim to be farmers, and 
has induced them to give to the soil a 
vigorous kick, so that their sporans may 
be well lined with “ siller” by the abun­
dant return of their farms. Fair day was 
duly observed by farmers and others who 
flocked into the village at an early hour. 
Several yokes of working oxen were dis­
posed of at from $80 to $100 ; beef was in 
good demand, sales brisk. About sunset 
a number of gentry, evidently under the 
inflenoe of old rye and probably over­
heated by libations swallowed during the 
day, kept up something very near or re­
sembling the Dervish dance, sometimes 
coming in rather disagreeable contact 
with their nelghbors’fadal perfections.— 
Subsequently the services of Head Con­
stable Conklin were required to straight­
en up matters and things in general.— 
Probably the village exchequer will be 
benefited to-day by fines imposed upon 
those belligerent gents who think, evi­
dently, that to be a drunken “ bruiser” is 
something meritorious and commendable.

The Victuallers Association in a New 
Character.

To the Editor of the Mercury.
Sir.—Some days ago the Adver­

tiser publiai ed a series of resolutions pass­
ed at a late meeting of the Licensed 
Victuallers Association, but as they 
studiously omitted one of the resolutions 
passed at that meeting, and as I am desir­
ous of giving the public all the informa­
tion concerning its doings that I can, I 
copy the following from a note whi ch I 
received on the 19th over the signature 
of Mr E. Grand, Secretary of the Associa­
tion, addressed to me. It reads as follows : 
“At a meeting of the Licensed Victuallers 
Association, held at Mr. Wald’s last even­
ing, it was moved and seconded that 
on account of the course you saw fit to 
adopt at the recent election, your name 
be erased from the books of the society as 
a member.”

They might have saved themselves 
the trouble, for I had ceased some time 
ago to be a member of this precious As­
sociation, having voluntarily withdrawn 
myself from it when I found that its ob­
jects were not so much to watch over and 
protect the interests of tavern and saloon 
keepers, but more of a political organiza­
tion, banded together to support a man 
who had by his own written confession be­
come their slave, and had promised to 
do anything they asked on condition that 
they would give him their influence and 
support. Well, we all know what that in­
fluence and support amounted to. Simply 
next to nothing, although such high 
flown orators as Jae. O'Neil, stumped the 
Riding in ms behalf, and such prejudic­
ed and bigotted whippers-in as John 
Hewer ran about like a man out of his 
senses. I joined the Victuallers Assocla- 
ation and paid my share to its support 
until I was asked to pledge myself along 
with the other tavern keepers of the town 
that I would give $5 to pay Mr. Leslie’s 
expenses in case he was defeated. To 
this I decidedly objected, for I refused 
to be bound down by the society to sup­
port any man they chose to bring out, 
and then to pay $5 as the price of my folly. 
I had also a decided objection to* the 
society becoming a political organization 
for that was foreign altogether to its 
original intentions. I therefore would 
have nothing to do with it,for I rather 
chose to conduct my business in the way 
it best suited me without being under 
the dictation of any set of men who wish­
ed to turn the society into an election 
committee for Mr. Leslie.

Mr. Editor I don’t care a rush for all 
the resolutions the VictuallersAssociation 
can pass against me. I snap my fingers 
at them and their resolutions too. But 
the one which I have given above, and 
which was conveniently left out of the 
report of their proceedings, shows what a 
narrow exclusive, and tyrannical spirit 
governs them if they had the power to 
put it in force. Fortunately they have not 
that power, and never will have, else we 
would soon see liberty of speech and ac- 
tion denied in Canada.

MUNICIPAL NOMINATION.

THE MAYOR, REEVE * DEPUTY REEVES 
ELECTED BY ACCLAMATION 1

The nominations of Mayor, Reeve and
Deputy Reeves, for the corporation of the 
Town of Guelph, took place in the Town 
Hall to-day (Monday) at 10 a.m. James 
Hough, Esq., Returning Officer, read the 
notice convening the meeting, but nearly 
twenty minutee were allowed to elapse 
before anything else was done. The at­
tendance was moderately large.

Mr. P. Gow, at the expiration of the 
period we have mentioned, came on the 
platform and said the time had again 
come round to elect a chief magistrate, a 
reeve, and two deputy reeves. He had 
much pleasure in rising to nominate as 
his fluooessor à gentleman who, he felt 
certain, would give universal satisfaction 
to the ratepayers. The position is one of 
responsibility, and he believed that before 
any person were elevated toit he should 
be able to show that he had done the mu­
nicipality and the State some service — 
CoLHigtobathsm hadlsE»—dfcfihftiUy 
performed his duty in the Council, and 
had been for a lengthened period an ac­
tive and energetic member of the Volun­
teer force. He thought that all parties, 
without distinction of politics, creed or 
nationality, would say that the Colonel 
was well deserving of the position, In­
deed it was the prevalent opinion that 
the honour should have been conferred 
upon him ere now, but he had declined 
on the grounds that he could not spare 
time from his business to attend to the 
duties of a situation with which were 
joined at that time the functions of Police 
Magistrate. He would not make any 
lengthened remarks about municipal af­
fairs, but he would just again urge the 
necessity that there was for the Mayor, 
and Reeve and Deputy Reeves to see that 
something were done immediately to 
place the town in a safer situation with 
regard to fires. He closed by expressing 
the extreme pleasure he felt in nomina­
ting Col. Higinbotham as his successor to 
the Mayoralty.

Mr Peterson, in the absence of the gen­
tleman who it had been agreed was to 
second the nomination, had muchplear 
sure in doing what he should have done. 
Mr Peterson endorsed the remarks of Mr 
Gow, and although we might regret that 
he was retiring, still that regret would 
be somewhat assuaged by the hope that 
a gentleman so worthy as Col. Higin­
botham would be his successor. If long 
service can entitle any man to m exalt­
ed position, the Col. was certainly deserv­
ing, and the manner in which he had 
served the town in the capacity of Coun­
cillor would be a guarantee for his con­
duct in the future.

•Mr. F. W* Galbraith nominated Robert 
Melvin Esq. as Reeve for the current 
year.

Mr. Geo. Howard seconded the nomina­
tion, and said that they could get no one 
better fitted to represent them in the Coun­
ty Council.

Mr. John Stephens nominated H. W. 
Petersen Eeq. as Deputy Rbeve.

Mr. Holden seconded the nomination.
Mr. John Harvey nominated Richard 

Mitchell Esq. as Deputy Reeve.
Mr Thos. Holliday seconded the nomi-

There being no other nominations for 
the present,the Candidates were then ask­
ed to address the ratepayers.

Mr. Higinbotham said that since the 
appointment of Police Magistrate had 
relieved the Mayor of the heaviest part of 
his duties, he had no hesitation in appear­
ing before them as a candidate for that im­
portant and responsible office, and could 
assure them that he should devote all the 
time necessary in the discharge of his 
duties tod in watching over the interests 
of the ratepayers. As he had not been in 
the Council for a year or two, he would 
leave to others to discuss the subjects 
that had come under their notice. With 
regard to the means fgr putting out fires, 
the subject was of rieat importance to 
every ratepayer, and he should with plea­
sure support any plan which would be 
efficient, and not entail too heavy a bur­
den on the town. Something must be 
done and very soon. The expenditure on 
roads And bridges this last year may 
have perhaps been extravagant, and to 
that matter also he would, if elected, give 
his attention. The general course he had

6ursued in the Council in previous years 
e intended again to follow out. He 

would-act with impartiality towards all 
parties whatever might be their station 
or religion. He thanked them for the 
position which they were about to confer 
on hin—that of the Chief Magistrate of 
this rising and prosperous town, and he 
could assure them that he would endea­
vour to discharge its duties with a single 
eye to the interests of the town and the 
ratepayers generally.

Mr. Melvin thanked the electors for the 
honour they had done him in again nomi­
nating him as a candidate for Reeve.— 
He thought that on the whole the Coun­
cil had very few sins to answer for, that 
they had done their duty. As an individ­
ual he had tried to do his. The expendi­
ture this year was after all not so great 
when they took everything into account. 
Last year the town paid for debentures 
maturing and interest $7,480. This year 
they paid for the same $8,842. This 
made a material difference. Complaint 
had been made by some that the expen­
diture on roads and bridges was large.— 
But they must recollect that some seven 
or eight years ago a very large sum was 
expended on necessary repairs, and now 
a number oi the roads ana bridges were 
getting out of repair, and he did not 
think that for some time to come they 
could get along with less, if they wished 
to keep the roads in to efficient state.— 
Besides this, they had the additional cost 
of lighting a much larger number of 
lamps than in the year before. The 
members of the Council had every incen­
tive to be as economical as the ratepay­
ers, for their interests were identical 
with those of the Council. He then 
touched on the defects of the present As­
sessment Act, and showed wherein it wm 
defective. As regards the fire depart­
ment he had always done what he could 
to render it efficient, and he was willing 
to adopt any system of water works com­
mensurate with our means. With res­
pect to the County Council he thought 
we had realised all than we could expect. 
Of the total amount expended on roads 
daring the year, $12,589 out of the $18,- 
880 had been expended on roads lead 
directly into the town, and all this 
been done without any log rolling or 
being obliged to give grants for opening 
up side-roads. Should he be again elect- 
ed he would endeavour faithfully to do

Mr. Peterson said that the observations 
made by Mr. Melvin were in the main 
correct. As one of the representatives of 
the town he had endeavoured both at the 
Council Board and in the County Council 
to promote the interests of the town, and 
Should he be elected he would do his best 
to follow out the same coarse. They had 
been able during the year to get the Erin 
Road extended, and to secure a grant for

line which would form part of the El­
mira Road. He hoped that during the 
coming year they would be able to dostill 
more in extending these roads. He made 
some remarks with regard to the Houses 
of Refuge, which by the terms of the new 
Act, Counties were obliged toprovide for 
the homeless and indigent. The present 
scheme was very crude, and the Local 
Legislature would require to take the 
matter up and devise something of a more 
definite character. He very much ques­
tioned whether we required such Houses 
in Canada yet. As regarded the water 
works he thought the ratepayers were 
not so much to blame, because this wap 
new matter, involving a large expendi­
ture. We required eotae scheme that 
would combine a supply of water for sup- 

■ilii» fill! and mm*» culinary pur­
poses. If again elected he would en­
deavour to do his duty both to the County 
and Town.

Mr. Chas. Davidson said he would nom­
inate a party for Reeve who had acted 

year as Deputy Reeve—Mr. Richard 
Mitchell. There had been a good deal 
said about contracts binding as regards 
the Mayor, but nothing about any other 
party being required to carry it out. In 
coming up the stairs to-day, he had seen 
the iron plates on them marked Mills 
& Melvin. He considered that Mr. Mel­
vin was to all intents and purposes a 
contractor. He was sorry to find that the 
Mayor elect had been brought out for a 
political purpose^nd for placing him there 
as one of a political party. Such being 
the case it was time to enquire why these 
plates were cast at the foundry of the 
Chairman of the Market House Commit­
tee, and it was time for us to know when 
such a thing was to end.

There was no seconder to the motion 
which fell to the ground.

The Returning Officer then declared 
Mr. Higinbotham duly elected as Mayor, 
Mr. Melvin as Reeve, and Mr. Peterson 
and Mr. Mitchell as Deputy Reeves for 
the current year.

Mr. Higinbotham, in thanking them 
for the honor they had done him, said 
they made a great mistake in not elect­
ing Mr. Davidson, Mayor or Reeve or 
Deputy Reeve, for he combined the whole 
wisdom of the Council in himself. 
(Laughter.)

Mr. Melvin was sorry, or rather glad, 
to say that the only littleness displayed 
to day was by Mr. Davidson. He (Mr. 
Melvin) never got a cent for these plates. 
The work was not dona bv him, and it 
only showed how great Mr. Davidson 
was in small things to bring up such a 
matter.

Mr. Mitchell, in thanking them for the 
honor they had done him, defended his 
conduct during the year as Chairman of 

Road ana Bridge Committee. He 
said we had altogether 28 miles of roads 
and streets, and 12 miles of sidewalks, 
and it was no easy matter to keep these 
in repair, considering the vast amount of 
travel on them. The expenditure would 
be large for some years, if they did not 
wish to see the roads and sidewalks get 
out of repair.

Mr. Davidson instanced the case of Mr. 
James Armstrong, who, while in the 
Council, was not ’allowed to do a cents 
worth of work for it.

Mr. Melvin said he had no interest 
whatever in the work referred to.

Ottawa, Dee. 21.

Parliament adjourned this forenoon un­
til 12Û1 of March. About twenty-five 
members of the House of Commons were 
in their places at the adjournment, the 
remainder having previously left for 
their homes.

At 11 o’clock the Governor General 
proceeded in state to the Chamber of the 
Senate in the Parliament building. The

fluman nature is prone to* grumble 

afffl complain, end to ftncy that other 
Ptoph are happier and better off than 
wh are ourselves. We are too often 
Inelined to judge from mere superfi­
cial v^ews and observations of our 
neighbors. This has often been the 
fbshion of many Canadians when dis­
cussing the fortunes of their “ Ameri­
can Cousins.” Whom they deemed 
supremely forthnate while they wore 
correspondingly wretched. Often after 
a hurried visit to New York or some 
other large American city the humble- 
minded “ Canuok ” would return very 
muoh impressed with the glories of 
the republie across the lines, where 
tihere were lots of money and appar­
ently endless profusion, and where 
ceaseless activity and bustle were 
apparent everywhere. He would re­
turn irf a discontented and desponding 
frame of mind, and would begin to 
4raw comparisons highly unfavorable 
to the enterprise and condition of the 
lànd we live in, coupled sometimes 
with a determination or longing to pull 
up stakes and cross the border. One 
often hears the remark —“Just look 
at the Yankee cities and towns, how 
much they are ahead of our own—how 
busy things look by the side of our 
own.” And yet if a little quiet re­
flection were indulged in, the Cana­
dian’s comparison would almost al­
ways be highly favorable to his own 
Coil and people- It is indeed not #1 
gold that glitters. But while saying 
this we do not consider it necessary to 
abuse our neighbors in order to prove 
our patriotism On the contrary we 
all must admit that the United States 
is a great country. Her people, sprung 
tike ourselves from a common stock, 
possess the same energies and the same 
aspirations as we ourselves do. Nev­
ertheless Providence has smiled upon 
Canada with the most unbounded 
benignity—sent her peace, health.and 
prosperity in all her borders—the 
want of which in many senses our 
neighbors lament. Look at the terri­
ble desolation caused by the mighty 
war which liearly rent that great 
Union asunder, and which left behind 
it but the shattered wreck of its once 
powerful confederation of States.— 
Look also at the herculean task it has 
now in hand—which for the present is 
well nigh hopeless—of ever recon­
structing the wayward sisters of the 
South.

Canada happily has been kept free 
from all such conflicts and disorders. 
In addition to the protection secured 
by her own stalwart sons, she has also 
She powerful protection of the mother 
country, whose generous assistance is 
ever ready to be extended to us either 
to guard our homes or advance the 
material welfare of the new British 
Dominion. As a people, therefore, 
we have great cause for thankfulness, 
especially when in no spirit of exulta­
tion, but rather the contrary, we begin 
to draw comparisons between our con­
dition and that of our neighbors. As 
a nation they have gone through the 
severest ordeal, and if they have noth­
ing else to show for it, the boast that 
no slave now pollutes her soil is some­
thing to be proud of, even though 
bought as it was by the blood and 
treasure of her sons. But when we 
look at the present state of American 
trade—at her industry partially para­
lyzed—her prosperity in a measure 
checked—we must feel all the more 
satisfied with our own country and our 
own prospects. Just fancy the debt 
of the United States made up to the 
1st November, and taken from the 
returns of Mr. McCulloch, Secretary 
of the Treasury, as the state of the 
finances for the present year

distilled liquors. It is extremely 
difficult in places where polities are 
apt to influence, if not to control, elec­
tions for offieere, and yhepre skill in 
evading the requirements of the reve­
nue laws is not among the leest decid­
ed characteristics of the people.” 
After this candid confession let ue not 
undervalue British politic or official 
ntegrity.

His remarks upon the necessity of 
economy in the publie expenditure can 
be quoted with profit and adyantage 
for our own legislators “ The people 
have a right to demand that their ne­
cessary prudence shall not be neutral­
ised by unnecessary expenditure.-— 
Public economy is in all nations a rare 
virtue, and it is a singular truth that 
nations which are most deeply in debt, 
and whose affairs ought therefore to 
be most prudently managed, are the 
very nations in which the least econ­
omy is observed. This truth is large­
ly attributable to the well known fact, 
that the contracting of public debt is 
unavoidably attended with imprudent 
if not reckless expenditure, and that 
when those entrusted with, or possess­
ing, governing, power have once enjoy­
ed the luxury of using or expending 
freely the moneys under their control, 
proper economy is often and exceed­
ingly difficult to be enforced. Thus 
national debts become chronic, and 
efforts to reduce them are rarely suc­
cessful.”

His remarks u. the currency ques­
tion are also so j n and so sound 
that we would commend them to our 
financiers and to any grumbling visitor 
who may have lately returned from 
Uncle Sam’s territory, where there are 
so many greenbacks flying about as to 
give him such an exalted opinion of 
the plentifulness of the sinews of war 
as to make him wish for something 
like it here He says:—“Had the 
specie standard been maintained and 
bonds been sold at a discount for real 
money, there would have been economy 
in all the branches of the public ser­
vice, and the country would have 
escaped the evils resulting from a dis­
regard of the great international law, 
which no nation can violate with im­
punity—the one that makes gold and 
silver the only true measures or value.’ ’ 

We think it sufficiently clear from 
the views of Mr. McCulloch himself, 
that the American people have a path 
not strewn with roses ahead of them 
Let us profit by the example and warn 
ing presented, and with industry, 
economy and a patriotic self-reliance, 
work out the manifest glorious destiny 
of the Dominion which so plainly is 
ahead of us, if we prove troe to our 
institutions, our antecedents and our­
selves, and

" With hearts resolved and hands prepared,
The blessings we enjoy to guard."

l>een steadily declining, and that con­
sequently the United States is gradu­
ally ceasing to bo a great maritime

The Mew York Tribune says :—For 
some time, the news from our sister 
Republic of Mexico has been of the 
most satisfactory character. The last 
vestiges of civil war are disappearing ; 
the highwaymen are put down with 
energy and success ; the evil prophe 
cies of some interested and dishonest 
speculators have proved to be untrue, 
and a Congress consisting of abler men 
than have ever assembled in Mexico 
has begun, in full harmony with the 
President, the work of reconstruction. 
The'speech of the President of the 
Republic on opening Congress, and 
the reply of the President of Congress, 
will be read throughout America with 
profound interest. During the fierce 
ordeal through which the Mexican Re­
public has had to pass, it received the 
warmest expressions of sympathy from 
every republic of the American conti­
nent. The fact is gratefully acknow­
ledged both by Juarez and the Presi­
dent of the Congress.
