The next charge was one of shooting 

with intent to kill. It did not necessar­
ily follow that the shooting of a person 
wiis done with intent. Take thc case of 
a man who shoots an officer sent to ar­
rest him—ho does not shoot the man with 
malice aforethought, but wishes to wound 
him so that he may avoid legal arrest 
The jury must satisfy themselves wliat 
was the intent in the case which would 
come before them. Although a man may 
kill another he may not be guilty of mur­
der. The essential distinction is malice 
aforethought. If a man waylays his ene­
my and deliberately shoots him, then he 
is guilty of murder in the most deliberate 
sense of the word ; but sometimes a man 
may kill another whom ho has never seen, 
by firing promiscuously into a crowd. 
Again, a man may commit murder when 
he uses a weapon against a weaker man 
than himself, when the former has com­
mitted a trivial assault upon him, on 
which account the stronger party kills 
him, and seeks to justify himself because 
of tho petty assault committed upon him.

Banquet to Charles DIokens*
b of Liverpool, April 10th, midnight.— 

The banquet to Charles Dickens occur­
red at St. George's Hall in this city this 
evening. About seven hundred gentle-- 
men sat down, and there were besides 
many spectators. The hall was grace- 
hrily decorated with flags and banners. 
The proceedings were characterized with 
good feeling and enthusiasm. Sir Henry 
Houghten and Lord Duffern, presided 
at the table. After the usual toasts had 
been drunk, Lord Duffern made a plea­
sant speech. “ He regretted that Mr. 
Dickens had not entered the field of 
politics, as he would have been a power 
in the House of Commons, and a fellow 
pens wf Wwahti^P^4l*d Lytton, at 
length, in glowing terms, proposed the 
health of Mr. Dickens. Mr. Dickene 
arose, and with much emotion respond­
ed. “ IIo felt, he said, that he was una­
ble to do justice to his feelings. Liver­
pool, after London, was always foremost 
in his estimation. She was always 
ready to respond open handed, sponta­
neously and munificently to all appeals 
for aid in art and literature. Relative to 
the remarks of Lord Duffern, Mr. Dickene 
said that after mature deliberation he 
had decided to stand and fall by Litera­
ture, and not enter politics. Thus far, 
he had not regretted his decision.” An­
thony Trollope also responded to a senti­
ment. “He eulogised Washington Irving, 
Mr. Motley and the American people. 
The latter were always willing to recog­
nize publicly the honor that was due to 
literary men. He closed by hinting that 
the appointment of Charles Dickens, a» 
Minister to Washington, would be bene­
ficial to both countries."

The Rev. speaker continued in a simi­
lar vein at some length, and they pro­
ceeded to combat with equal length 
certain popular theories regarding wo­
man and her sphere, and uphold, in part, 
certain other theories.

They 
have ignored marriage and proceeded on 
the mistaken assumption that singleness 
is the normal condition of both man and 
woman, and that they stand in the 
world as so many isolated units, each 
in his or her separate individuality, con­
fronting the other with a bill of rights.
It is remarkable to wliat an extent this 
blunder has got hold of the public mind.
The theory of our great legal authority,
Blackstone, that on which he builds the 
whole superstructure of society and of 
civil government, is that the wandering 
savage untrammelled by any ties or obli 
gâtions of any organized community, is 
the normal man. The savage is the nor­
mal man, and the Amazon, the normal 
woman. Away with all such miscon­
ceptions, whether ancient or modern.—
In the beginning it was not. The Cre­
ator made them male and female called 
their name Adam in the day that he cre­
ated them., and the twain became one-’’

The speaker, djiriog the course of a 
very exhaustive and comprehensive lec­
ture, combatted the idea that women 
were capable to engage in many of the 
pursuits now wholly monopolized by the 
grasp of a sterner sex, and adduced a 
number of statistics in support of his 
contention.

FROUDE ON EDUCATION.
The English historian Froude, in­

stalled on the 19th nit. as Lord Reo 
tor of St. Andrew’s University, Scot­
land, delivered a very interesting and 
eloquent address on that occasion. 
He had pinch to say both about ordi­
nary and University education, and 
the English clergy—-and he said it,too, 
in no round-about way, but in very 
plain unmistakable Anglo-Saxon.— 
Leaving aside Mr. Froude’s attacks 
upon the conduct of the English cler­
gy, which are perhaps not justified 
in some instances, wc turn to what 
the speaker had to say about educa­
tion, more particularly the higher col­
lege grade. He is especially severe 
on the cramming process too often 
adopted, and from the evils of which 
poor Mr. Toots in “Dombey and Son” 
is scarcely an overdrawn illustration. 
After alluding to the modern model 
schools, where the common rudiments 
are taught, Mr Froude finds that, 
while the universities confine their 
honors to the old Latin, Greek, &c., 
a mixed multitude of matters is forced 
into the heads of lads—history, natu 
ral history, philosophy, chronology, 
geology, political economy, and he 
knew not. what besides—“stuff ar­
ranged admirably for the one purpose, 
and one purpose alone—to make a 
show in examinations. To cram 
lad’s mind with indefinite names of 
things which he never handled, places 
he never saw, or will see, statements 
of facts which he cannot possibly un­
derstand, and which must remain 
merely words to him—this, in m;

J opinion, is like loading his stomacl 
with marbles—for bread giving him a 
atone.”

Mr. Froiide condemns this whole­
sale mental education, to the neylect 
of industrial, and greatly doubts if the 
general honesty of the country has 
Seen improved by the substitution. 
He is also particularly severe on the 
present University training, with 
which, he is most familiar. There is 
more truth than poetry in these re­
marks:— “University education in 
England was devoted to spiritual cul­
ture, and assumed its present charac­
ter in conséquence ; but, as I told you 
before, it iiught originally the accom­
panying necessary lesson of poverty. 
And if a university persists in teach­
ing nothing but what it calls the hu­
manities, it is bound to insist also on 
rough clothing, hard beds and common 
food. For myself, I admire than an­
cient rule of the .lews that every man, 
no matter of what grade or calling, 
shall learn some handicraft—that the 
man of intellect, while, like St. Paul, 
he is teaching the world, yet, like St. 
Paul, may be burdensome to no one. 
A man was not considered entitled to 
live if he could not keep himself from 
starving. Surely those university men 
who have taken honors breaking 
stones on an Australian road were 
sorry spectacles j and still more s irry 
and disgraceful is the outcry coming 
by every mail froju our colonies— 
“ Send us no more of what you call 
educated men—send ffs smiths, mas­
ons, carpenters, day laborers.’’

On the whole, while Mr. Froude’s 
speech contains some pretty re­
marks, in particular those relating 
to the clergy, he is to he commended 
tor the manner in which lie lays bare 
the deficiencies of the training at the 
principal universities in England, par­
ticularly Oxford, which is fast degen­
erating into a school of instruction 
for Ritualistic forms and beliefs, to 
the neglect of that practical training 
which fit»» man for the contest of life 
in this matter of fact age.

Itclining Petroleum—A Great Dis-s 
covery.

From Monetary Times and Insurance Chronicle
Foi years past the petroleum trade of 

Canada has been in a stagnant condition. 
The demand has been strictly limited to 
the requirements tor home consumption, 
so that a little over-production always re­
sulted in glutted markets, a fall in prices, 
and losses to the well owners and refiners. 
The offensive odor that Canadian refined 
oil exudes has condemned it in European 
markets, and branded it as unfit for use. 
All the numerous attempts to remove this 
odor bave hitherto proved fruitless, but 
we now have the true satisfaction of in­
forming thé public that this seemingly 
insuperable obstacle has Ix’cn entirely 
overcome.

So thoroughly has this been accom­
plished that a- number of the most expe­
rienced refiners i'u this Province have 
organized a company in order to unite 
tfieir capital, energy, and business capa­
city in the establishment of an export 
trade in this most valuable product. Al­
ready works are in operation in the city 
of Hamilton where the process of deodor- 
ization is being carried ou. The refinery 
of Messrs. J. M. Williams &.Uo. is being 
used temporarily for the purpose. When 
the manufacturing establishment which 
the company are erecting at Hamilton 
shall be completed, it will have a refining 
capacity equal to one-half of the united 
capacity of all the refineries in the Pro­
vince, or from 2,000yto 3,000 barrels per 
week. The latest a'nd most useful ma­
chinery will be used reducing the cost of 
manufacturing to the minimum.

' It is proposed to distil the oil at Petro- 
lia, and convey it to Hamilton in tank cars, 
where it will be “ treated" and shipped 
by the narrow gauge on the Cheat West­
ern Railway to the seaboard at Boston or 
New York. A still is being erected at 
Petrolia of 2,800 barrels capacity—proba 1 
bly the largest still ever built, the largest j
