Parents 
send your children to school if nothing 
unavoidable prevents you, and if they are 
past school age, get employment of some 
kind for them, teach them to he indus­
trious, and don’t let them loaf round 
taverns and street corners. If you carry 
out these instructions there will he fewer 
liars, fewer swearers and fewer thefts and 
burglaries in our villages and towns. If 
you don’t do it others will have to send

Palmerston situated as it is on tho 

main line of the Wellington, Grey, and 
Bruce Railway, between the townships of 
Wallace and Minto, is surpassing tho 
expectations of thexmost sanguine in the 
rapidity of its growth.
