IOttawa, Ont., April 24.—Bloquent 
jrferences were made by Premier Bor- 
jtn and Sir Wilfrid Laurier to the 
death of Sir Richard Scott at the open­
ing of the house this afternoon. Prem­
ier Borden said that the death of Sir 
Richard Scott had removed from the 
public life of "Canada a most distin- 
euishe figure. For nearly half a cen- 
turv he had uninterruptedly played a 
distinguished part in the life of the 
country and all who knew him inti­
mately received inspiration from the 
mental vigor which characterized even 
his extreme old age. His public career 
dad been marked by ability, energy 
and earnest devotion to duty and the 
public life of the country sustained 
a great loss in his death.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said he was per 
tonal’y grateful to the premier for the

negotiations being opened in 
while early in April a meet! 
between a magistrate' hfTh'e 
government and the Indians with a 
view to considering the surrender of 
the property. Mr. Oliver read extracts 
from coast newspapers declaring that 
the land was worth $7,000,000 and that 
the Puget Sound Railway had made a 
large offer. He also read a report 
stating that Attorney-General Bowser 
had told the Indians that they would 
get nothing for their lands if they 
waited, as they had decided to wait, 
until the Indian commissioner came.

Could Take It or Leave It.

they left it they would get nothing.

Winked at the Law.
The member for Edmonton pointed 

out that the government had the re­
sponsibility of protecting the Indians 
both as to their person and property 
and there was no right in which the 
Indian required protection more com­
pletely than in the ownership of the 
lands set apart for his use and benefit. 
He pointed out that the Indians under 
the present act can not alienate their 
land nor their interest in the land. 
That alienation can only take place 
under the Alienation Act with the con­
sent of the Dominion government In 
the present time, the Indian reserve, 
like all British Columbia reserves, was 
a comparatively sma’l property con­
sisting of eighty acres but it lay with­
in the corporate limits of Vancouver 
and had value as a city property as 
well as a special value froa location 
for railway terminus. There was no 
Question about the value, it was ab­
normal In value. Moreover, it was 
the property of the Indians and what­
ever could be secured for it must be 
paid over to the Indians. The British 
Columbia government had apparently 
bought it, paying $11,250 per family 
and the Indians agreeing to vacate the 
land. The transaction, said Mr. Oliver, 
had been in progress for some time,

urge the necessity of keeping good 
faith with the Indians.

Premier Borden, in reply, said that 
they had heard a rather extraordinary 
deliverance consisting of a series of 
charges against the British Columbia 
government which were based on noth­
ing more than newspaper clippings. 
The member for Edmonton had gone 
ahead, with these charges without find­
ing out if they were based on facts.

Maunsell of Macleod, ex- 
mounted policeman of the 1876^ squad, 
is in Calgary, a guest at the Alberta 
hotel. The rise of the millionaire cat­
tle king from his place in the ranks 
as a red coated rider of the plains is 
a story in itself, but when interviewed 
by The Albertan on Thursday Mr. 
Maunsell refused to tell it .even when 
pressed by his old corps commander, 
Lieut.-Col. Walker.

“Yau can say this then,” said Col. 
Walker, when Maunsell had repeatedly 
stated that any story of the old days

of the mounted police was decidedly 
‘‘unfit for publication.” “He was the 
greenest, scrubbiest little Irishman when 
we first got him that you ever saw, and 
now he’s a millionaire.”

According to the veteran cattleman 
this will prove a good year for cattle 
in Alberta.

“I don’t know when the cattle looked 
as good as they do now,” he said, “and 
we are looking forward to a record 
number of calves this year. It will 
be a big year all round in the cattle 
business In Alberta.”

Mr. Maunsell is said to have over 
10,00 head of cattle on the range in 
Southern Alberta, and modestly admits 
that while he himself doesn’t know the 
exact number, it is somewhere ‘there 
or thereabouts.”

Vancouver, April 24.—The authori­
ses today deported an Italian who 
gave his name as Guillame Quaggil- 
lazième.

Are Calgary architects unpractical?
Out of eight plans submitted to the 

city by local architects for an indus­
trial building for the housing of small 
industries likely to locate here this year, 
only two plans were at all workable

Of the eight, two were found to be 
minus the most essential details to any 
factory building, viz., a spur line. The 
plans had been drawn to cover all the 
land available in an inside lot without 
any provision for adequate lighting or 
for lanes for the transportation of either 
raw or manufactured material.

The location of elevators in one or 
two plans was such as to be $r 'IV 
impracticable in operation, and to cause 
serious interference with the work of 
several establishments. Although the 
dimensions of the building were speci­
fied at 100 x 130, there was a difference 
of 28,000 feet of rentable area between 
the various plans. The average space 
for rental was about 67,450 square feet, 
but one of the plans finally selected by 
the railways and new industries com­
mittee exceeded this by 10,400 square 
feet. # x

The lack of foresight displayed by 
several of the architects was commented 
upon by several of the aldermen when 
the plans were examined yesterday af­
ternoon. The plans had been submit­
ted In response to the city's advertise­
ment, but apparently many of the ten­
derers were quite unfamiliar with the 
type of building required to fulfil the 
local conditions, and to meet the aims 
of the city council in providing such a 
btrftiling.

Court Record Shows No Abatement àf 
Number of Chattel Mortgages Given 
Implement Companies By Farmers

Despite the statement freely circulated during the recent politi­
cal campaign that the re-election of the Sifton government would 
mean that implement and machinery houses -throughout the prov­
ince would not continue in business in Alberta, the Calgary court 
records of the last few days fail to show any abatement in the num­
ber of chattel mortgages given by farmers to the implement com­
panies. This in itself is an indication that far from going out of 
business the companies are already getting into the work of selling 
machinery for spring and summer.

During the past few days over 50 chattel mortgages were regis­
tered at Calgary. In all*bf these cases the mortgagers were farmers 
from every section of the province; while the mortgagees were ma­
chinery and implement houses. It is estimated that in the other 
judicial districts the business will be as large, and in some cases even 
larger than at the Calgary court house.

An interesting point in regard to the above is “How many of 
the farmers against whom mortgages are registered really know that 
they have given mortgages?” During the election campaign several 
instances were discovered where the implement houses, under the 
guise of getting a credit statement from the farmers, had in reality 
obtained chattel mortgages from them and had registered them with­
out the knowledge of the farmers. In one instance three farmers 
at Duagh, Alberta, had purchased $1,178.30 worth of machinèry from 
an implement house, giving lien notes, bearing interest and covering 
the machinery, for this amount.

A few days later the agent of the company asked the men for a 
signed “statement of- their effects,” producing a form for this pur­
pose. This form was filled in by the agent and signed by the farm­
ers, but as the list of their effects was too long to go on one form,

He did not believe that a com­
mission could properly deal with the 
matter. It was only appointed to cover 
the dispute as to the rights to the 
Indian land.

be satisfactory to the Dominion. The 
late, government, Mr. Rogers said, ap­
parently had confidence In Sir Richard 
McBride a* that time, and so had the 
present government today. At the 
same time the Indian department had 
not yet given the proposed surrender 
by the Indians consideration and at all 
events It was properly a matter for the 
Indian commission to pass upon.

Guthrie Commend» Oliver.
Hugh Guthrie, of South Wellngton, 

commended the course followed by Mr. 
Oliver in bringing the matter before 
the house. So much of a questionable 
nature on the part of the government 
had already been brought to light this 
session, he said, that it was wise that 
notice should b* given to transactions 
such as that referred to by Mr. Oliver. 
In this connection Mr. Guthrie spoke 
of the case of the man Landry, who 
had been appointed to office by the 
government when a convicted criminal 
and had then been released by the gov­
ernment from jail. The defence set 
up for the government’s course, he 
said, had been that the ministers did 
not know the facts of the case. Simil­
arly, Mr. Rogers had attempted to ex­
cuse the Donaldson deal on the score 
that he had not known the facts of 
the matter so the opposition did well 
to draw attention to matters such as 
hat now under discussion. Mr. Guthrie 
agreed with Sir Wilfrid Laurier that 
the scope of the Indian commission is 
simply to investigate the question of 
property rights as between the Do­
minion and the province and he Went 
on to say that, according to newspaper 
reports, Hon. Mr. Bowser had offered 
$11,600 per Indian family for land in 
Vancouver. The attorney general, Mr. 
Guthrie claimed, had gone far be­
yond his power when he told the In­
dians to take this sum or elect to take 
nothing except some land in the inner' 
part of British Columbia. The Do­
minion government, he said, should in­
vestigate the matter and see that the 
Indians get all that Is due to them, but, 
as usual, all that comes from the cab­
ine i» tu que argument There was, 
he held, every indication that the lands 
In Vancouver were to be sold at a 
gross undervaluation. The government 
should not leave too much to Its com­
mission but should have its own offi­
cials value the land, or, better still, 
have the matter deal with by. the ex­
chequer court. The commission might 
determine questions as to land titles, 
tout the chief point, he contended, in 
the present case Is as to the adequacy 
of the price to be paid.

Hon. T. W. Crothers took the ground 
that Mr. Guthrie was not so much con­
cerned with: the welifare of the In­
dians as he was with making a point 
against the government As for Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier’s contention that the 
Didlans had surrendered their interest 
In the reserve, Mr. Crothers said that 
whatever Interest the Indians had In 
Afcril they still had, as the Dominion 
government had not given its consent 
to any surrender. Continuing, Mr, 
Crothers drew attention to the differ­
ence which he claimed there was be­
tween the stand of Sir Wilfrid In 1910 
and that gentleman’s stand at the 
present time. In 1910, he said, any 
agreement satisfactory to the Indians 
suited the present opposition leader.

Mr. Guthrie: “That was perfectly 
right. For years the late government 
knew what the Indians wanted, but the 
British Columbia ■ government would 
not pay the amount”

Hon. Mr. Crothers declared that the 
Interests of the Indian in the Kitsa- 
lano reserve were the same today as 
they had been on the first of April or 
before. And the government he said, 
would see to It that these Indians were 
protected.

Mr. Barnard, of Victoria, said that 
the changes of the Songhees reserve 
had been the best thing that was ever 
done for that tribe. Formerly they 
lived in hovels, now they had houses 
and were prosperous He advised the 
members of the oppoelton to depend 
upon the British Columbia government 
to treat the Indians right

Mr. Stevens, of Vancouver, pointed 
out that the reserve being situated 
within the limits of the city had a con­
siderable value. It was bad for the 
Indians and bad for the city to have 
them there and the British Columbia 
government deemed it 'best that they 
should be removed if possible. He 
himself had been working for that end 
at ' Ottawa. He was ojpposed to this 
property going Into private hands. It 
should go for public purposes of some 
character and he hoped that this would 
be carried out. He said that the Bri­
tish Columbia government had inti­
mated to him its desire to protect all 
public interests that might be affected.

Mr. Stevens said that the talk of 
this tract of land being worth $7,000,- 
000 was ridiculous. Yet Hon, Frank 
Oliver had quoted these figures ap- 
orovlngly and based all his argumente

ject to the approval of the governor in 
council. It is also provided that the 
government would have power to take 
back from the commission land which 
would be vested in that Vancouver 
body under the act. Referring to the 
present and prospective business car­
ried on in Vancouver harbor, Mr. 
Hazen stated that the annual tonnage 
now going to Vancouver is about 10,- 
000,000 tons whl’e the returns coming 
to the government from the harbor are 
about twelve or thirteen thousand dol­
lars.

CHICAGO WHEAT MARKET.
Chicago» April 24.—Wheat weakened

Com suffered a net 
decline of 1-8 to 1-4, oats closed 1-8 
lower to 1-8 to 1-4 higher and pro­
visions made a net gain of 10 to 12 1-2 
to 30c.

More than five per cent, of the wheat 
acreage in Kansas will be abandoned 
according to the state board of agri­
culture. The general condition Is 
placed at 89.5 which is 8.35 points 
higher than a year ago. Acreage is 
more than 1,190,000 greater. Barring 
accidents, this indicates the largest 
crop of wheat in Kansas’ history. Be­
fore this report had been made public 
an ifpturn had been given the market 
by reports of fresh sales of export 
wheat, 650,000 bushels, at Duluth. This, 
however, could not be confirmed, and 
prices had already begun to ease off 
when additional downward Impetus 

was given by the Kansas crop state­
ment. The market showed some 
nervousness at times, uncertainty over 
the European political situation be­
cause of the crisis at Scutari being 
manifest. Primary receipts of whqat 
today were 470,000 bushels, against 
365,000 bushels last year. Seaboard 
clearances of wheat and flour equalled 
130,000 bushels.

Cora ruled weak during the entire 
session. Some little upllfe came on 
an improved eastern demand, but It 
was only temporary. Expectation of 
the Increased receipts militated 
against values. Fine growing weather 
depressed oats and there was some 
short covering. Light runs hogs here 
and in the west again influenced high­
er provision prices. There was a good 
demand, especially for lard.

GOVERNMENT.

Among the results at President Wil­
son’s regime, «when governor of New 
Jersey, was the passing of an act of 
the legislature authorising municipali­
ties to adopt the commission form of 
government. On Tuesday last several 
cities in that state voted on the pro­
position, and though it was defeated 
in Bayonne, Hoboken and Union Hill, 
it carted in Jersey City by a majority 
of over 4,000. As about 40 per cent 
of the electors who voted at last fall's 
election cast their ballots, Jersey City 
will be the first municipality in the 
east of more than 200,000 population 
to pass under commission government. 
At the- primary election on May 18, 
the candidates for commissionershlps 
will be reduced to ten and the final 
election on June 10 will settle who are 
to be the first commissioners-

Less than two years ago Jersey City 
reected the commlsrton plan' by a 
majority of about 1,600. At that time 
It was opposed to both the Republican 
and Democratic organizations, but 
these have since undergone a marked 
change of heart. On the result of the 
experiment now to be made much will 
depend for the future of commis­
sion government in the eastern states. 
Should the commission of five men 
who will now administer the affairs of 
Jersey City have a good record, it 
cannot but greatly as 1st the move­
ment. So far over 200 cities have 
adopted the plan, of which ten have 
populations exceeding 100,000 and four 
exceeding 200,000. Jersey City will be 
the ninth municipality in New Jersey 
that bps decided for commission gov­
ernment.

WHY WOMEN
SHOULD’NT SMOKE

WHY ARE PRICES'SO HIGH?

London, April 24.—“Smoking,” says 
Dr. Hargrave, a London physician, 
“does not have the same effect on 
women that it has on men. An im­
perious necessity felt by most smokers 
to satisfy their passion after eating is 
physiologically explained by the excita 
tlon o fthe salivary glands whose secre­
tion, so useful in digestion, the smoke 
augments. Moreover, ‘it has been 
shown that it sterilizes the saliva and 
that it is really beneficial from the 
viewpoint of the possible infection 
from the foods themselves.

“But with women it is a serious con­
clusion reached from many experi­
ments that few of them need tobacco. 
While the proportion of men whose 
salivary secretions were stimhilated 
and sterilized by smoking was very 
large, the proportion of women, on the 
other hand, was very small. Even in 
women who had been habitual smok­
ers for years the action of this weed 
was found to be less marked, in fact, 
almost negligible.”

So apparently Dr. Hargraves is of 
the opinion that women shouLd not 
smoke because they do not need it.

Since the publication in these columns 

of certain wholesale and retail prices of 
food in the city we have received a let­
ter from the Vernon Fruit company stat­
ing that the figures are unfair to some 
dealers in Calgary, while the fruit case 
cited, they say, . could not have hap­
pened in this city. Further, they uçge 
that the difference between wholesale 
and retail prices is chiefly due to much 
handling of gqods and bad management.

In the firs*' place, trie prices quoted 
were obtained from the manager of one 
of the largest Calgary firms, who, it is 
unlikely, would exaggerate on the wrong 
sidé.

The fruit case quoted did not happen 
In Calgary, but in Vancouver, though why 
it could not happen here is hardly clear. 
Taken as a whole, we have no proof that 
Calgary middlemen are •. more honest 
than their neighbors, only wo have no 
record of their being caught at the game, 
as was this coast dealer.

It may be that the middleman does not 
pocket all the actual difference between 
the price he gives and the prlcé he gets, 
but surely better management would 
make such an amount of handling un­
necessary. It does not Improve the 
food, and as the food comes mostly from 
producers close to the city, mere buyers 
search in vain for a reason.

Whatever may be the right and the 
wrong of the matter, the city prices are 
too high. The twomen, however, may re­
duce this price and force the dealers to 
reconstruct their management accord­
ingly.

London. Apfil 24.—This country is 
steldily—or pretty steadily—growing 
more ÿâbét, hut the sum that the nation 
spends on drink still is an astounding 
one. That is the gist of an uncommonly 
interesting survey of the situation by 
George B. Wilson, secretary of the Unit­
ed Kingdom Alliance, who also points out 
how the brewers of Great Britain have 
pushedd off on the consumer all the extra 
tasàflon which they ■ incurred under 
Lloyd Geoifge’s famous budget, and a 
large sum besides.

According tt>" Wilson, the Sum spéot on 
Intoxicants in the United Kingdom in 
1912 was $807,716,500, representing a de­
crease of $6,219,450. as compared with 
1911, and that notwithstanding the 
abounding prosperity of the country. This 
might be thought only a "wave," con­
sidering that, in the proceeding two 
years, the nation’s drink bill went upp, 
bu tthe figures, going back to 1874, dem­
onstrate clearly that temperance really 
is on the increase in these islands.

Each cardinal writes the name of

Thia is 
of an oblong form, prepared accord­
ing to th*e directions of the bull of 
Gregory XV. At the foot of the altar 
the voter lifts up his hand and exhi­
bits the ticket between his thumb and 
finger. He then kneels and pray» for 
a moment, after which h'e takes oath 
that he is about to elect him whom, 
according to God, . We ; think» ought to 
be elected. He then puts the ticket on 
.the paten and slips it from thence In­
to the chalice, which he reverses up 
again. Then he makes $tnew a rever­
ence before the altar and return» to 
his place.

Two-thirds Required.
When all have voted in lik’e manner 

the six tellers examine the papers and 
proclaim the result. If no cardinal has 
obtained the required number of votes 
—twothirds of the number of cardln - 
ate present—ttoe result Is declared void 
and the voting papers, collected to­
gether, are burned in a brazier, with 
damp straw, the dense. smok'e from 
which Issues through a particular 
chimney, visible from outside, and 
proclaims to the outer world that no 
election has taken place.

Heretofore the burning of the bal­
lots has clos’ed the session of the day, 
and the conclave has adjourned until 
the evening. Four years ago, however. 
Pope Pius X. introduced an important^ 
change to the method of 'electing his 
successor. Instead of having but two 
ballots each day, the new ruling pro­
vides for four ballots, two in the morn­
ing and two in the evening. Thus the 
conclaves in future are exp’ected to 
take just half the time occupied dur­
ing the last seven centuries.

Bell Announces Result.
Proceeding with the election by bal­

lot .voting is continued on the lines 
indicated until a choice is reached The 
result is then announced by the ring- 

: ing of a bell, and all the senior car­
dinals advance to the plac'e occupied 
by the newly-chosen Pontiff and en­
quire if he accepts the election. On 
receiving an affirmative answer, he is 
at once salut’ed by the entire college. 
The new pope then retires to robe 
himself in the pontificial vestments. 
On his return the Fisherman’s Ring 
is placed on his finger, and the new 
Vicar of Christ gives his first solemn 
benediction to the members of the 
sacred college from the steps of th*» 
after.
