CATRLE STEAMER SILVERTOWN

The cable steamer Silvertown, which
is to lay the cable between San Fran-
cisco and Honolulu, arrived at San
I'rancisco on Friday and landed the
shore end of her cable, which is to con-
nect San Francisco with Hounolulu, on
Saturday last. She has 2,413 miles of
cable, which will be laid at the rate of
seven knots an hour. The Silvertown
has the record of carrying the largest
wheat cargo from San Francisco to Eng-
land, for when she was returning from
the Orient some years ago after laying
a cable line, she went to San Francisco
to load grain, and filled her tanks with
6,000 -tons.

“The Parting of Christianity and Judaism ”

HE period of history which relates

the rise of Curistianity must ever
remain one of unusual interest.
The sub’ime teacher of Galilee
had suffered an ignominious death at
the hands. of the ltoman soldiery. The
noble and exquisite teachings which he
bequeathed to his followers were, how-
ever, to be dulled and blunted through
the admixture of the coarse heathenism
of puagan tradition, and at length to
entirely estranged from the
mother faith and lead an independent
existence. The events which lead up to
this final break occupy the years 66-135
of the Christian era. I must ever im-
press the popular mind with the fact
that Jesus came to -fulfil and not to de-
stroy. He taught Judaism, and nothing
else but Judaism. He wished to gather
the lost sheep of Israel to the fold of
the one eternal fiod; he never intended
to introduce a new system of religion.
iHe was a pure ethical monotheist, a
great and noble-minded teacher, angd is
classed among Abraham, lsaac, Jacob,
Moses, Samuel snd David. It was the
energy of Pau) which occasioned mis-
sionary zeal; it was he who desired to
bring the heathen into tbe Hebrew com-
munion. Now, in order to teach a
heathen people the superiority of a
purer cult, or, rather, to bring such a
people to monotheism, one had to build
up the new re.igicn (1o tlem) on the
debris of the pagan cult. We cannot
imagine a people—such as, for example,
the Romans of old are reputed to have
willingly cast off their
ancestral beliefs and take up a strangpe
religion. ‘I'he process had to be
gradual. Taul attempted to spread the
universal doctrines of Judaism beyond
the Hebrew camp, but it was,in reality
a misguided zeal that prompted him.
His iutendon was good, but the result
proved a failure. The outcome was
Liomanism, not the lmiversal religion of
Jesus of Galilee,

In taking up this subject I am not
actuated by any malicious motives. 1
simply retail historie facts-—facts which
can be proved. his very question has
been very hotly contested. Nothing is
more iuteresting to the searcher aiter
truth than the unfolding of the diverg-
ence of the new teaching, between the

the hagiocracy. The four brothers of
Jesus, who were indifferent towards
him in his lifetime, joined his commu-
nity after his death, tlie eldest, James,
being appointed head of che church, and
styled by later writers the first Bishop
of Jerusalem. He rigidly adhered to
all Jewish practices, owing to the im-
pression made on 2im by the supposed
utterance of Jesus, that not one iota of
.\Io._ses or the prophets wouid perish
until he himself should return as judge
of the world.

The violent death of James, after
holding office for about twenty-four
years, was succeeded by a persecution
of the schismaties in Palestine, and in
the following year by the decapitation ju
‘Rome of Paul, and also, according to
tradition, by the crucifixion of Peter,
which caused the first marked rupture
between Judaism and Christianity, es-
pecially in the Christian being forbidden
access to the Temple. 'The next year
witnessed the commencement of the
great war between Judaea and Rome,
in the riot on August 5th, 66, between
iGreeks and Jews in Caesarea, and the
mwassacre on the same day by the zealots
in Jerusalem. The struggle then com-
menced culminated in 70 in the destrue-
tion of the Temple and the utter ruin
of the Jewish polity. One of the main
features of the conflict was the pre-
dominance of the sacerdotal element,
which, in the words of Mommsen,
proved more dangerous than even the
men of the mountains or the disorders
of the streets. The long duration of
the war between combatants so unequal
was due to the indomitable zeal and
bravery of the Jews, and also maiuly to
the political circumstances of the
Roman Empire. The Christians, at the
outbreak of the war, were beginning to
waver in their faith, in consequence of
the disappointments and discomfitures
they had experienced. Smarting under
Neronic persecutiors, and keenly alive
to the struggle in which the Jews had
finally embarked against heathen
supremacy, they questioned as to
whether they had the right to hold
aloof. But a congregation settled in an
important town in Italy, probably
Ravenna, who had asked for a solution
of the question, were directed by a

Judaeo-Christian - church,
and James, and the church freed from
the synagogue, under Faul.

rigid in their accustomed ceremonialism;
they practised all the rites of the
Mosaic law. We are also informed
that many who lived in outlying dis-
tricts—who breathed, as it were, an im-
pure air, through their very intercourse
with pagans—without any scruple broke '
away from those practices. Now, this
would not have been so disastrous in
itself had they not taken up with pagan |
usages. However, in the nascent stage
of Christianity converts still joined with
the Jews in all prayers, and the Oid
l'estament remained alike for all the
sole scriptural and canonical authority.
For example, the public observance of
the seventh day was maintained, but a
private form of worship was held on
the first day, which supplemented, but
was . not intended to supplant, the
ancient Sabbath. Such assemblies were
held with closed doors, in private
houses, such as those of Mary in Jeru-
saiem, of Lydia in Philippi, and of
Jason in Thessalonica. With the growth
of the church these lhouses became too
small, and gave way to public school-
rooms, as was the case with Paul at
Ephesus. For nearly two hundred
years, however, no regular place of
worship, exclusively used for this pur-
pose, existed. The readings from the
Old ‘Testament in the private gatherings
were either in the vernacular, or, where
the latter was noy understood, were in-
terpreted from the Hebrew by profes-
sional expounders. In the earliest
stages of Christianity the believers met
every evening to partake of a meal »ln
common. Originally of.a purely social
character, it gradually assumed a re-
ligious character and tendency, through
the assemblage partaking of the sym-
bolic bread and wine. Subsequent]yg
the meetings were held every week, and
a+ last they fell under suspicion in the
church itself and were condemned
as lendine color tog the calumnies
which pagans heaped upon them,
through the secrecy observed in connec-
tion therewith. Prior to the siege of
Jerusalem the new doctrine had spread
in different countries, without causing
any absolute cleavage from the old. No
distinction, for example, was yet known
in Rome between Jews and Christians.
The latter were eimply regarded as
Jewish schismatics, and were probably
denounced as such by the Jewish popu-
lation. In Rome, as was shown by
Cicero and Tacitus, religion was essen-
tially associated with the political or-
ganization of the State. Despite the
hatred in which the Jews were held,
and the persecutivn they endured from
time to time, Judaism was. recognized
oin Rome as a lawful religion; its free
exercise was secured, its sviagogues
mitltiplied and its cemeteries protected—
privileges which were not accorded to
‘Chiristianity for more than two cen-

MONUMENT TO A SIN.

Marble Warning to Undevout Takers of
Snuff In Church.

From Glasgow Herald.

In Plurien (Brittany) there a
quaint old parish church, built in the
early part of the fifteenth century, and
having, with many other primitive ar-
rangements, the bell rope from this bel-
fry hanging down from the roof of the
nave and dangling in front of the pulpit
so that the process of bell ringing is
performed in full view of the congrega-
tion.

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‘WHO LAUGHS LAST.

In a mood of not unnatural, if short-
sighted jubilftion over the triumphant
return of Mr. Prefontaine, the Times
remarks that ‘‘a minister has been dis-
missed for advocating a 'policy mot in
accord with the principles of the party
as a whole.”

-of political worldly wisdom. He fore-
saw that compromise upon the tariff
could not long remain a possibility, and
he acted accordingly. He withdrew the
curtain which shrouds the inner councils
of the government, and showed the
party riven in two by an irrecorc:leble
difference of opinion. Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier bas drawn the curtain azain, buct he
has not mended the rent, and with all
bis genius he cannot mend the rent! It
4is the fashion mow for the government
press to declare that Mr, Tarte is
a totally discredited individual. Very
likely he is. Buot—the true point is
whetheg his doctrine upon the questions
of tariff and transportation is 4 totally
discredited doctrine. It is all very well

for the Liberal press to publish fatuous

<editorials reflecting an indefinite free

trade eentiment, which it is ready at

any moment to reconcile with any mea-
sure of protection which the government
sees €fit to sanction or introduce. But
how long are the people of Canada going
to stand -t sort of thing, how long
is the Libera! party itself going to stand
it? There are scores of Liberals in
Victoria aloue who openly declare them-
selves followers of Lauricr, but believers
in the principles of Tarte, It is quite
obvious that as s>on as the government
has to face the issue upon which the
party itself is so divided, its boasted
strength must wvanish. ‘Conservatives
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like the government, and who for that
reason are trying hard to prejudice 'the
mind of the people against its policy.
But they are in no agreement betweten
themselves as to any one thing which
should be done. What, then? ' ‘
against the government candidate in any
constituency is a vote for anarchy, or no.
government at all. We do mnot mean
that opponents of the governmgm are
anarchists, but that they are disorder-
ed and unsettled units without any pos-
sibility of that cohesion amoung them-
selves which is the first condition of any
government whatsoever.

A WELCOME WAVE.

Our good friend Henry Clews reporis
that “the crest of the boom seems to
have passed from the East across the
Appalachians, and is now under fu}l
headway for the Pacific Coast.” This
appeals to us as a rather more elf)que.ut
sentence than is usual in a ﬁnan,cu.\l c1%‘-
cular. The information it contains 1s
also gratifying in the highest degree.
There has been such a ‘boom in manu-
facturing concerns, and mergers, and
trusts, and so forth, for the l;ast few
vears, that capital and enterm"xse.have
'1»0011 withdrawn from the 'exploltatlon of
these natural products which are the
mainstay of the West. So long as an
ingenious and enterprising gentlemfm
could make a million dollars by combin-
ing a soda water fountain and ice-cream
barrow, and a fruit stall, why should
the resources of the West receive any
attention? There seems to be a con-
tinual oscillation between activity in
the developgent of new resources, and
activity in ‘manufacturing. The laFter
appears to foilow the former, and just
so soon as manufagturing languishes,
development revives.! After all, if we
look closely into the mnature of things,
we see a reasonableness in this. The
development of natural resources pro-
duces a large increment of wealth in a
rich, new country. This in its turn
creates a demand for the articles which
this wealth can buy, and cousequent
expansion of manufactures. So that the
free capital of a country swings in this
way from East to West and from West
to East. Observe that we do not refer,
and neither presumably does Mr. Heury
Clews, to the prosperity which results
from active employment for everybody
at good prices and good wages, for that

at the present time; but to a fresh flood
of enterprise and development by means
of mnew ‘capital, intercepted for some

tunities for its profitable employment
presented *in the East.

GREAT BRITAIN AND GERMANY.

The visit of the German Emperor to
Great Britain has shown the feeling of
hoetility between the two peoples to be
deep seated and lasting. The reception
of the Emperor in England was decided- |
ly cool. As the King’s nephew, people
were glad to see him, but to the repre-
sentative of Germany, they .indulged in
no warmth of welcome whatever. On
the other hand, he has been openly de-
clared to have lost all his popularity in
Germany by his action in visiting Great
Britain. The cause of the estrange-
ment between the two countries is
deepseated, much more deepseated than
an outburst of sentimental enthusiasm
over the Boer cause would lead us to
believe. .Germany, an artificial union
of States, burdened by a huge military
organization affecting the time, money
and morals of the people, with a medie-
val aristocracy at one end of society and
its counterpart in anarchical socialism
at the other, imagined that in a few
years it could become a world power in
commerce and dominion, and could rival
the glories of the British Empire, the
slow spontaneous growth of a free peo-
ple. Germany is now beginning to find
out that the task is an impossible one.
Germany has begun too late. There is
a0 room for the expansion of fhe race.
Every German who leaves Germany be-
comes absorbed in Anglo-Saxon civiliza-
tion. If he does mot, his children do.
It is all the same. One generation is
nothing. It is the coming generations
which count. Industrial civilization has
conquered the world. It is now amplify-
ing the conquest. But the essential
crisis is over. No matter how Ger-
many strives and agonizes, she finds
herself in the end the handmaiden of
‘Anglo-Saxon civilization and Anglo-
Saxon commercial predominance, Ger-
many imagined that the great collec-
tion of nations, known as the British

Castro Takes
Defiant Stand

|

t shand German Subjects in
Caracas Have Been
Arrested.

.President Pretends that He Did
Not Know of British
Clgims.

Caracas, Dee. 9.—All British and
German subjects -in Caracas were ar-
rekted today.

Kingston, St. Vincent, Dec. 9.—The
British cruiser Indefatigable, which has
arrived here from Laguiara, Veuezuela,
brings a report that President Castro,
of that country, is defiant and indiffer-
ent to the threatened blockade. It is
asserted that President Castro is pre-
pared even to expel the German and
British residents in Laguaira, and to
close that port.

Caracas, Dec. 9.—President Castro re-
ceived the correspondent of the Associ-
ated Press at Maraflores Palace today,
and in reply to questions, the.President
1 of Venezuela said: ‘The Venezuelan
government has not received any ulti-
matum, properly speaking, but rather
simultaneous requests from Great Brit-
ain and Germany. The claims Great
Britain asks this government to settle
are small and up to the present we have
not been aware of them. Never having
been aware of them, Venezuela has con-
sequently never refused to settle them.
Great Britajn’s action is therefore
without jurgsdiction. The Venezuelan
government €annot decide on foreign
claims before the revolution has been
entirely crushed. At present the gov-
ernment is working for the reestablish-
ment of public order, and other ques-
tions must necessarily be subservient to
this object. Nevertheless, to prove
Venezuela's desire to settle all pending
claims in a comfortable manner, the
government issied. a decree during the
last session of Coungress, November 23,
creating a committee to which all pend-
ing claims should be referred. No claims
have been presented to this committee,
and no claims have been rejected. There
has been no denial of justice. Why
then should foreign chancellories intev-
vene, thereby ignoring our laws and en-
deavoring to violate our national sov-
ereignty? We do not understand this
action. .

The correspondent then said to Presi-
dent Castro: ‘““What do you intend to

How Markle ‘Company Kept a Family
in Bondage.

Scranton, Pa., Dec. 9.—Tales of evie-
tions from houses owned by G. B, Mar-
kle & Co., the narration of the death
of a wife as a result of an enforced
removal from her home, and the story
of a mother whose husband was killed
in the (Marklp mines, of how she and
her two boys struggled for years to pay
the Markles the back rent and coal bill
she owed them, were the principal fea-
tures of today’s eessions of the Coal
Strike Arbitration Commission. The
miners today concluded the calling of
witnesses against the Markle company.
The ‘attorneys for the large coal com-
paLies having nothing to say regarding
the testimony now being presented, but
those representing the miners are well
pleased. One of the latter, speaking of
today’s  proceedings, said: “The indepen-
dent operators in their meeting with the
big companies in New York two weeks
ago, when they succeeded in blocking the
settlement, said the whole matter should
go before the commission, so that the
country at large would know who is
right and thus vindicate the coal com-
panies. We are willing to go ahead
with the proceedings if they are satisfied
with the vindication they are now get-
ting.” After closing the Markle case,
the representatives of the miners called
witnesses who had formerly been em-
ployed in the mines of several companies
to show that a blacklist exists, and that
some of the companies had broken the
agreement which ended the strike, and
resulbed in the appointment of the arbi-
tration commission,

National Board member Gallagher re-
sumed the witness stand at the afternoon
session, and explained the powder ques-
tion. An 18-year-old Hungarian slate
picker employed by the Markle company
said that before the strike he received
85 cents a day, now he receives only 55
cents. The company never notified him
of the reduction and he still does the
same work. He said the breaker boss,
who stands over the pickers, often club-
bed him, kicked him, and swore at him
for mot picking slate faster.

Mrs. Kate Burns, of Jeddo, was ex-
amined by Lawyer Darrow, and said
her husband, who was an engineer in-
side in the Markle mines, was killed un-
derground, leaving her with four chil-
dren, the oldest a boy of eight years.
The company never offered her a penny,
but the employees gave her about $180
to defray the funeral expenses. After
her husband had been killed she moved
from her four room house into one con-
taining only two, the one above the
other, and for the next six years she
struggled on just as she could to get
along. She took in washing, scrubbed
for the meighbors, and once in a while
she was given work cleaning the offices
of the Markle company. During these
six years she said she kept her chil-
dren at school. When the eldest child
was 14 years she sent him to work in
the mines, At the end of the first
month the boy brought home his wage
statement showing that the mother owed
$396 for back rent. The boy's wages
for the month had been taken off the
bill and he came home open handed.
She submitted to this and in the course
of time her next boy was old enough
to help earn a living, and he too, was
sent to the eolliery. I.ke the other
brother the second boy received no pay,
his earnings being deducted for rent.
When the woman added that the money
she earned for cleaning the Markle of-
fice was never given to her ,but kept
by the company for rent, the commis-
sioners looked at one another in sur-
prise. She said it took the three of
them 13 years to make up the debt. The
mother's earnings from neighbors being
the principal contribution towards the
maintenance of the family. The debt
was cleared last August. ‘During the
six years from the time her husband was
killed uutil the time wben the boy went
to work the companrv ~~ver asked her
for rent.

CIVIC FEDERATION.
— -
Its Attempt to Bring Together Capital
and Labor,

New York, Dec. 8.—At the afterroon
session of the Civiec Federation today,
Archbishop Ireland made an address in
which he said the year that has gone
by had cenfirmed the originators of the
Civie Federation in their conviction that
they were engaged in a great and salu-
tary work, that of striving to bring to-
gether, to put face to face capital and
labor, go that the one would understand
the rights of the other, and that each
would be willing to perform its own
duty’ towards the other, and that in this
manner industrial peace should be made
to rule over the country. The Archa
bishop referred to the coal strike and
the lessons learned from it. He also
spoke of the league which he said had
already accomplished much,

Mr. Carpenter of Dayton, Ohio, spoke
on the labor bureaus in industrial ecities.

N. €. Sykes of Chicago, former sec-
retary of the Street Railway Commis-
sion of that city, speaking on the subs
ject of arbitration as relating to public
service corporations, said: “I am op-
posed to the idea of compulsory arbi-
tration, as relative to industry morally,
but I differentiate between the publid
service corporation and the ordinary in-
dustrial corporation. The public has a
right to demand un uninterrupted street
railway service, and to that end it has
a right to insist that everything rea+
sonable possible be done to prevent
strikes and lockouts. - Companies ac-
cepting grants  should be reauired to
snbmit all labor disputes to arbitration.
The same argument applies to lighting,
telephone, and water companies in the
national field.”

Chats With
Mining Men

Several Managers Speak Frecly
on Interesting Mining
Matters.

Elmore Process, Zinc Mining
and the General Pros-
pects Ahead.

Mining men of all sorts were very
much in evidence in the city yesterday
on the occasion of the annual meeting of
tue Mine Owners association of British
Columbia, says the Nelson Daily News.

A reporter from the Daily News had
short talks with some of the members of
the association and they are appended.

Edmund B. Kirby, general manager of
the War Eagle-Centre Star mines, said
he had no information to give out about
the Rossland situation further than had
already appeared in the official report
of the Centre Star company recently
published. Mr. Kirby added that ore
was now -bei regularly shipped to the.
Silica concentration works and this
would be kept up all winter.  “Qil,” said
Mr. Kirby, “is not at present used in
our reduction scheme. 'We are going at
the matter step by step and it may be
later on we may add the oil process to
oug own.” 1In his recently issued report
on the Centre Star Mr. Kirby stated
positively that the sueccessful treatment
of the large mass of low grade ores in
the Centre Star had been solved and
that an experimental mill would be in
operation on the property by next spring.
Speaking of the Elmore oil process,
which is about to be tested in Ross-
land on an experimental scale, Mr. Kir-
by said that the proposed scheme was
the best and in fact the only way to
demonstrate the practicability of apply-
ing the process successfully to the var-
ious ores of the camp. The results of
the experiments would be anxiously
watched by all mining men in the prov-
ince, and it was quite possible that
eventually it would be clearly shown
that the process could be worked sue-
cessfully on a commercial basis with at

"Walter H. Aldridge, manager of the
smelter at Trail, who has just returned
from an extended visit to Montreal, and
other Eastern Canadian cities, was reti-
cent over the results of his trip. Practi-
cally he had nothing to say for publica-
tion. There was mno truth, he sald, in
the alleged sale of the Trail smelter
to the Goederham-Blackstock people or
to anyone .else. ‘The matter had been
discussed some time ago, but had never
come to anvthing definite and had been
dropped. Three furnaces—out of six—
were now in active operation at Trail
treating between six and seven hundred
tons of ore daily. Two of the furnaces
treating gold-copper ore, one of which
was the large one recently completed.
The third furnace was a lead stack.
When all the six furnaces were in use
about 1,200 tons of ore could be treated
daily. Mr. Aldridge said he was glad
to hear of the movement in zinc ores.
They would not attempt to treat any
of this at Trail. but had to penalize it
and as the producers of zinc had now
obtained a market for their ores the
Mrail smelter would reeeive a higher
grade and cleaner class of silver-lead
ores.

G. 'O. Buchanan, referring to the ex-‘
portation of zinc ores said that the three
principal shippers would be the 'Slocan
Star, Ivanhoe and Payne. The prop-
erty which had the finest zinc vein in the
country was the Lucky Jim near Bear
lake station on the K. & S. railway.
The property was now controlled by
Braden Bros. It had been shut down for
a long time but would now probably be!
opened up and worked again. Mr. '
Buchanan will remain in town today to
attend the adjourned conference of the
mine owners,

Geo. H. Ransom of the Payne mine,
said the published statement that the
Payne management had discarded the
electric drills at the mine as useless
was absolutely untrue, The drills had
done- good work and were merely set
aside for the present on account of
the hardness of the rock encountered.
and in another month the drills would
be at work again.

John M. Harris, who has been spend-
ing the last -few days in Spokane, had
a good deal to say on the silver-lead
question. He did not think an increase
of duty as suggested would benefit the
silver-lead mine owners to any great ex-
tent, but had voted for the resolution
passed at the Sandon meeting on ac-
count of the rider attached. If this rid-
er ‘was thrown out he did not think
the lead men would benefit at all nor
would thev sunnort the proposal in that
shape. Mr. Harris added that he be-
lieved the silver-lead situation could best
be helped at the present time by the
governments—provincial and federal—
making it clear by some reasonable con-
cessions to .the ining industry that it
was their honest desire and intention to
assist it, and not to increase the already
heavy burdens laid upon it in the past.
Onutside capital was clearly dubious
about future legi®ation affectine min-
ing and would require a plain indication
of what must be exnected in the future.
Some of the legislation passed, Mr. Har-
ris thought. was unwise and there had
hen a tendency to over tax the industry.
He thought the revival of the zinc ex-
portations would assist at least some
of the Slocan properties and he gladly
welcomed any good news. By itself,
however, it would not accomplish all
that wae desired. Mr. Harris left for
Sandon this morning.

Empress in
From Orient

— .

Two Million Dollars Worth of
Silk Brought by the
Empress.

Damage Suit Against the Mys-
tery Thrown Out—Surcouf
From Frisco.

R. M. S. Empress of India, Capt.
Marshall, arrived in pert yesterday from
the Orient after a stormy passage,
bringing one of the largest shipments of
silk yet brought across the Pacific. She
had 3,101 packages of silk and silk
goods valued at over two millions of
dollars. The Empress encountered very
heavy weather on her outward trip, in
the gales which wreeked the deckhouses
of the Tacoma and Indrapure, which
latter vessel was afterwards on fire at
Hongkong. The saloon of the Empress
was flooded and her decks washed,
there being water everywhere, but no
damage was sustained.” She also ship-
ped some water during the gales which
she encountered near the meridian on
her passage from Yokohama, but no
damage resulted to the liner.

The Empress brought 25 saloon pas-
sengers, amongst whom were C. S.
‘Windsor, the well known cannery man,
who for years had operated canneries on
the Fraser and in Northern waters. He
went 'to the Orient to investigate the
possibilities for the establishment of
canneries on the Siberian Coast. Other
passengers were G. R. Gregg, a Winni-
peg commercial man, who has made
several round trips to the Orient, [Lieut.
