The World has time and again said that the 

motive the people in the United States had in 
advocating Free Tirade with Canada was the 
securing of an increased market for their 
manufactures. The influence of the United 
States manufacturers is at the bottom of the 
agitation oil the other side of the border, and 

•ante influence has a good deal to do with 
Commercial Union shouting on this side.

Hitherto the overwhelming advantage to be 
gained by United States manufacturers in the 
event Of complete Free Trade with Canada has 
been kept quiet, but TheRBoeton Herald has 
come out stating plainly what the advantage 
would bei ...........

‘•There ie hardly an industry Carried on in 
this City that would not feel the stimulating 
influence in increased demand if Free Trade 
barriers which separate us from the Dominion 
were torn down. The jobbers and retail dealers 
of the Canadian cities and towns would then 
come to our market in the same way that the 
dealers in the New England Cities and towns 
now come here for the purpose of purchasing 
supplies for their home trade, while our Bos­
ton business houses would then include the 
provinces of Nova Seotia, New Brunswick, 
Quebec and possibly Ontario, in the range 
which they would consider it necessary to 
cover with their traveling salesmen. This 
demand would not come to one class of trade 
alone, for the Canadian ooneumotion is prac­
tically the same as our own. It would he 
equivalent to the addition at least of 2,000,000 
purchaseis to the number who are at this 
time.”

The gain to Boston, New York, Buffalo and 
Detroit would plainly mean loss to Montreal, 
Toronto, Hamilton and London. We need 
all the markets we have just now for ourselves. 
If Boston wants *' two million additional pur­
chasers ’’ it need not look northward for them.
