A FIGED

BATTLE BETWEEN FRENCH AND
NATIVE PISHERMEN,

The Newfoundianders Thrash the ¥or-
eigners in & Hand-.to-Hand Fight—The
Row Was All About Catching Bait—
American Fishermen Are Said to Have
Taken a Hand in the Fray.

New YORk, June 21,—The Herald’s special
from Bay B8t. ‘George, Nfid:, gives an ac-
count of a disturbance which occurred
Wednesday last at Broad Cove, Port au
Port, between. French and Newfoundland
fishermen,

Twenty schooners had put into the
cove for the purpose of 'catching bait
to be used in Grand Banks codfishing,
Seven of the schoones were French, three
or four American, and the others New-
foundlanders. They were all in a hurry to
get their bait and get out to the banks. The
Newfoundlanders and. Americans got into
the cove first and their nets took up about
all of the choice places for catching small
bait fish,

‘When the French schooners came in their
masters ordered the Newfoundlanders to
take up their nets immediately, resting their
order on the treaty which gives the French
prior rights toshore fishing. The Newfound-
land men refused to obey, and the French
made an attack on their dories and endeavor-
ed to drive them away. A

After a lively fight, in which clubs, oars,
boathooks and similar weapons were freely
used, the French were compelled to retreat.
No ene was killed or fatally wounded; buf
there were many broken bones and & number
of badly beaten sailors. After-their defeat
the French retreated up the shore a short dis-
tance,

Later, the Newfoundlanders having secur-
ed all the bait they wanted, took their nets
and on Thursday the French were fishing
where their enemies had been.

When the news reached Bay Bt. George
two French men-of-war and one British
cruiser sailed for Port au Port, and it is
thought there will be no further trouble,

The fishermen who brought the news differ
as to whether the Aynericans took part in the
row. One says that they helped the British
to beat the French, and gnother says that
they took no part in the fight.

Defects in the New Board of Trade.
[(From The Canadian Architect and Bullder.]

It has now become an acknowledged fact
that the new Board of Trade building
in this city is to all intents and pur-
poses a dangerous structure, and that
it will in part bave to be reconstruct-
ed. Bome months ago three stories of an in-
side wall fell, carrying with it two stories
more which were below, the whole forming a
mass of brick and girders in the basement.
Fortunately the fall of the walls took place
after the workmen had left the building or
there would have been a serious loss of life.
The accident as it was called (but accident it
was not), resulted through overloading the
brick work carrying one end of a double
girder. The brickwork was rather .inferior,
the pad stone was very small, and conse-
quently when a load four or five tifes what
it should have been was applied the jamb
gave way and leti the girders down with the

load of brickworki This portion of wall was
no\; the only one overloaded, a pier 2 ft. 3 in,

1 £t. 10 in. would have had if .it had not

leaves but few portions of the building
divectly supported in the foundations. Iron
columns with heavy loads are placed upon
brick walls with small pad stone, and iron
girders ave placed anywhere and everywhere
and loaded without any regard to results.
Not one calculation could have been made
by‘the architect during the preparation of
the drawings or.during the erection of the
building, or he would have discovered that
he was attempting to do impossible feats in
construction.  But if the construction of the
bmlding was bad in the first instance, the at-

mpts to remedy the mistakes and to make
the uilding safe were simply ludicrous, and
did very much more harm than good. What
it will ccst to make the building a reasonably
safe one we do not know. nor are we able to
make an approximate estimate of ‘the depre-
ciation in value as the result of the inferior
construction.
