S10vx Crry, Ta., May 18.—A great flood
disaster bas. overtaken Sioux City. This
morping & great wave came down tk)e
Floyd River,which flows through the centre
of the city and which was already swollen
bank full. The wave camea few minutes
after 7 o'clock. Warning had been sent a
short time before to the ibhabitants of the
lowlands, but only ‘a‘iifew of them
had been mnotified. first in-
timation was a volume of water
spreading over the banks  to 2 depth of
'.Eree feet and throwing a mist of foam be-
foreit. In a few minutes the water had
risen above iBe first floors and several
.thousand people fled in terror'to the higher
ground. The water rose four feet in an
bour and a half and from 9 o'clock con-
tinued to rise steadily but not so rapdly.
Piobably one-third oi the inhabitants of
the city live on the low ground which is
overflowed.

" Many Persons Drowned.

So rapid:was the rise of the tide that
great numbers were unable to escape and
the work of rescue cngaged every energy of
the people. Eleven pérsons have been re-
ported drowned and there must be many
others.

All the boats ‘from the boathouses on
the Sioux River were brought inand are
now béing used 1o save life and perty.

The Missouri River is very higli and
when the flood in the Floyd River struck
it the water dammed up and rushed over
the adjacent low grounds.

The stock yards and packing houses were
situated at the confluence of the two
rivers, and they were instantly inundated.

‘ About 2000 head of live stock were drowned
there. :Great numbers of dead stock have
alsc been found floating down the Floyd
River.

DEAIH OF 4 HELO.
Geun. Klapl tl;o;_ R

ist, Passes Away 1n Peace,

_ ViExNa, May 18.—Gen. George Klapka
is dead at Buda-Pesth, aged 72. He was
one of the heroes of thel%run rian revo-
lution. When the revolution of 1848 broke
oub against Austrin he commanded a com-
pany of Honveds and later succeeded Mes-
saros at the head of his army company.

Under Kossutk, Klapka was Minister of
War,but he yearned to serve his country in
the field, and quittisg the ministry he took
command of the important ition of Ko-
morn, which he defended wi reat hero-
ism. He held out while the civil leaders of
the revolution were seeking refuge in
foreign lands, and he exacted honorable
terms from the enemy when at length com-
pelled to surrender. Klapka went into
exile.

After the defeat of the Austrians by the
Prussians in 1866, Klapka thought the oc-
casion favorable for revolutisn and he in-
cited the Hungarians to throw off the Aus-
trian yoke. The attempt failed and he be-
came a fugitive in foreign lands. Under
the amnesty wich followed the granting of
autonomy to the Hungarians, Klapka was
allowed to return to his native land, where
of late years he has led a quiet life, revered
as a hero by his countrymen.

A NUN LEAVES A CONVENT.

She Claims to Have Been Persecuted

A MASONIC RELIC *O0F 1604.

PLOWED UP BY A FARMIR BNEAE
ARNPRIOR, ONTARIO,

Supposed to Have Been Deposited There
By An Attache of Champlain—No Ques-
tion As To the Genunineness of the
Stone Or the Characters and Emblems
Chiselled Thereon,

OrTawA, Ont., May 18.—There is a big
sensation in Arnprior and Almonte over
the discovery on a farm between these
places of a stone with a Masonic inscription
and a date on it.

A farmer was plowing his field, one
that he has plowed for 30 years, when
the iron scraped the earth off the boulder
and the farmer was surprised to see a letter
‘cnt in the stone.

His curiosity was aroused; he made
further investigation, got water and washed
the stone clean. He found a surface three
feet square, faced very smoothly anda
square and compass chiselled in the rock,
and a big Masonic G. in the centre, There
were also two hands cut in the stone, three
initial letters and the date 1604. There
are other characters chiselled on the stone,

Crowds have driven out from Almonte
and Arnprior to see the relic, which ap-
pears to be thoroughly genuine.

Champlain passed through this country
in 1603, and the stone isidentified with him
by the antignarians. John Ross Robertson
hus Deen telegraphed to come down. On
Saturday the stone is to.be photographed
and then the inscription is to be cut out and
put in a museum.

The editor of The Mimico Craftsman,who
happened to be in town on  parliamentary
businegs, has set out for the scene of the
discovery and hopes to be there before
Grand Master Robertson arrives.

QuEBEc, May 18, —In the Legislative As-
sembly to-day the Morris Bill to abolish
the Legislative Council created a lively
diecussion all afternoon and to-night,chiefly
by Conservative mbers. The Liberals
took very little part in the discussion.
Thebill was lost on a division of 19 yeas
and 44 nays.

20 SAVI OVEK A MILLION.

The Quebec Estimates for the Year 1892-3
Brought Down. =

Quezsec, May 17.—Esti mates for the fin-
ancial year 1892-3 were laid before the
House to-day, and nothing shows .more
clearly the determination of the Govern-
ment to eéxercise the most rigid economy.

In every item there is a substantial de-
crease, with the exception of the public
debt —and the repayment of the railway
guarantee deposits, in 'which there is an in-
crease of §225,806, but for this the present
Government is, of course, not responsible.
On public works there 15 an economy of
$803,315. Under other heads there is a de-
crease of $609,434, making. a total econothy
of $1,514,749. Deducting from this the
$225,806 increase ow the two items men-
tioned there is still a. decrease of
$1,288,943.

TUE PHILHARMONICS.

Splendid Performance of Gounod’s “Re-
demption” at the Pavilion.

A somewhat larger audience than that of the
night previous was present at the Philharmonic
Society’s seeond concert last evening. Gounod's
sacred trilogy, “‘Redemption,” was performed.

Gounod's great work has not been heard pre-
vicusly in the city for some years, but the
grandeur, digoity and solemn beauty of ‘“Re-
demption” is well known. In one or two in-
stances the orchestral iuterpreiations are par-
ticularly fine and the greater”part of all the
music is of a very high order. The orchestra’s
plnyi;:f was very flneand the balance of tone
was admirably sustained tbroughout.

The
“Behold the King of Glory” chorus was magni-
ficently done with its fine orchestral accompani-
ment,and to be repeated entire.

The solists were, Messrs. F. Warrington, E. W.
Schuch and W. H. Kaiser, whoall rendered a
great deal of heavy work ina most acceptable
manner. Mr. Warrington sang *“Thé Words of
Jesus” in a wonderfully sympathetic manner
and was entirely satisfactory, Mr. E. W. Schuch's
strong baritone and e distinct enunciation
made him particularly well adapted for the lines
of the narrator, a task which ‘was shared with
Mr. Kaiser, who also snnF acceptably, although
his words were lacking in distinctness. In the
second part, the latter gontlemen had several
effective duo numbers.

The lady soloists were: Soprani, Mrs. T.
Parker, Miss Elia Paterson, Miss Mortimer; con-
traito, Mrs. Petley. Miss Flint. Mrs. Parker, who
is the daughter of Prof. Torrington, gave a -fino
rendering Of a solo with chorus, which was loud-
ly epcored.

No character comedy of recent years has met
with such popular approbation as *““The County
Fair,” and there is no gainsaying the fact that
the Grand Opera House will be crowded during
the coming performances, as there are so many
features in the play to appeal to all classes of
theatre-goers.

The Increases Made by the Various De-
inations in C d

Orrawa, May 18, —The census returns in
regard to religion were brought down to-
day. They show that the total increase of
the population in Canada during the 10
yeays is 507,869.  That increase is divided
among the denominations as follows: Ro-
mat Catholics, 198,483; Methodists, 103,-
488; Presbyterians, 79,034; Church of Eng-
land, 66,69%; Lutherans, 17,629; Baptists,
7224; all other, 2151. :

In Ontario the increase of population was
190,993, According to denomination this
increase is divided as follaws: Methodists,
62,439; Roman Catholics, 37,461; Presbyte-
rians, 35,397; Church of- England, 18,471;
Lutherans, 7128; all others, 30,097.

The Methodists have made the greatest
proportionate increase in the Dominion as a
whole since 1881, followed by the Presby-
terians, the Church of England and the Ro-
man Catholics in the order named. Two
dénominations have increased theirstrength
in every province of the Dominion, the Ko-
man Catholics and the Methodists The
Church of England has decreased in New
Brunswick and Prince Edward Island. The
Presbyterians have decreased in New
Brungwick, Nova Scotia and Prince Edward
Island.

In Manitoha the growth of Presbyterian-
ism has been remarkable, more than 28 per
cent’ of the whole increase falling to that
denomination.

In British Columbia the growth-of the
Church of England is even more remarkable,
that body having 31 per cent. of the total
ingrease in population.

A Huge Diagram That Vividly Illus-
trates The Size, Geology, Resources
and Characteristics of Our Frovince—
A Sketch of lts Contents.

“Its not & bad country we're living in,”
would be a natural exclamation from a
person who had been inspecting the huge
map of Ontario. which now bangs in the

Legislative Cuaamber in the Farli t
buildings. The map is by Mr. David Boyle,
and reflects great credit on bis patience, his
information and his patriotism. It is des-
tined for the lmperial Institute in London,
but is on exhibition -for a few days and
should by viewed by all who can spare the
time. Half an hour spent before it will have
a most beneficial influence upon the average
Ontarian, and will make him feel that it is
no mean province of which be is a citizen.

Its size has already been mentioned. It
takes up a good half of the “northern
wall of the chamber. Then again
the gay border will attract “attention.
In the centre of the top of theborder are
the arms of Ontario, and at the corners are
the arms of Toronto, Ottawa, Hamilton and
London, Toronto's arms and motto occupy
the upper left hand corner; Ottawa’s the
tﬁpper right band corper, and those of

amilton and London the left and right
hand corners of the bottom -of the border,
Three smaller cities, Kingston, Belleville and
Brantford, have places with- their arms and
mottoes in the centres of the lett, right and
Jower sides. of the border respectively.
The orpaments of the border are
gay in color and yet practical,
there being a continuous wresth of the
fruits, flowers, agricultural products, and
even fishes of Ontario,

But what really impresses one at the first
sight of the map is the immense size of an
area which we bear very little in our
thoughts, Our ordinary maps continue the
nortuwestern portion of the province as far
as the head of Lake Huron, and thenin &
corner put the rest ‘‘on a reduced scale.”
Consequently we mnever have an idea
of what the real size of that north-
western ~portion is.  But Mr. Boyle’s
map gives the whole province on the same
scale, and the resuls is that the despised
northwestern part occupies fully twice as
much space as the more inhabited part.
Some suggestive figures in a corner empha-
size this by telling us that the greatest
length is 1010 miles, the greatest breadth 750
miles, the total area 222,650 square  miles,
and that 187,000 square miles are unsold,
while the area of Great Britain and Ireland
is.but 121,115 square miles,

The Geological Formations.

The map is labelled a geological map, .and
accordingly it gives a full and lucid diagram
of the different formations prevailing,
each formation having its own shade and
number, and in the margina key - to the said
tints and pumbers. Thus we find that the
Trenton formation extends forom Durham
County to Kingston and.north to the north-
ern side of Rice Lake; that north of this is a
huge belt of Laurentian rock, having a nar-
row froutage on the St. Lawrence and ex-
tending to the north of nearly all the in-
babitated portion east of the western Penin-
sula. This formation is very rich in
minerals, containing iron fold, copper,
apatite, mica, marble and lead. In the
eastern parts of the province, Grenville, is
calciferous, while  still further east
there is a medley of formations, with
Chazy predominating. A curious fea-
ture of the central isthmus between
the Georgian Bay and Lake Ontario
is the pr of a ber of wunarrow
belts 'of rock formations runniog
across it, Toronto being situated .in
one of them.

It was found early inthe work of the Infants’
Home that to admit children without providiog
them with a sufficient number of nurses would
only aggrayate the evils from which they were
suffering, therefore, except in rare cases, and of
the children sent in by the city, no infant is ad-
mitted to the home unless with its mother,
who remains nine months or a year with
her child. That this plan bas en suc-
cessful, the special committee to the
Provincial Board of Health reporting in 1886 with
reference to infanticide and the best means of
diminishing the large mortality among found-
lings showed that the system ol nursing infants
followed at the Infants’ Home in Toronto was
scientifically correct, recommendiog all fnfant
asylums in the province desirous of receiving aid
from the Government to adopt a similar plan.

Owing to the terrible scourge of diphtheria
with which the Home has recently been visited
applications for admission have had to be re-
fused; but before very long the medical staff hope
to report the Home re-opened.

The need of the Infants’ Home and Infirmary
and its steady usefulness are shown in the
fact that during the 16 years of its existence
2350 infants have beeu cared for, 1097 mothers
shellered‘ 108 children adopted into good homes.

It should be noted that these numnbers repre-
sent residence in the Home of periods from six
months to three years.

The secretary’s report for 1891 says: “The
Home aims at the protection and care or infaot
life and the resioration of the moral and spiri-
tual nature of often cruelly-tempted and sorely
tried young mothers.

crop, probably 50,000,000 to 75,000,000, and it will
soon be recognized as a national calamity, .Corn
and oats—Many traders remember sharp break
that followed & day's suushine.
