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RIO STILL IN THE HANDS OF THE
GOVERNMENT TROOPS,

The English Commons Adjourns—Glad-
stone Thanks Liberal M, P.’s For Their
Support — Earl Rosebery Visits the
Queen—Oarsman Suliivan '‘Shot At—
The Argentine Revolution,

Lonpox, Bept. 22.—A cable message re-
ceived here to-day from Rio, dated noon
to-day, by a prominent banking firm says
that Rio 1s stil held by the Government
troops, though early this morning the rebel
warships had their decks clegred for action.
Drums beat to quarters at early dawn, but
the bombardment had not been resumed
when the message was filed.

The panio continues. An enormous num-
ber of messages from Europe are being re-
ceived, but at Rio all outward messages are
rigorously scanned.

he Times this morning prints a long in-
terview its correspondent at Vienna had
with a prominent Brazilian diplomat just
arrived inAustria from Rio, The diplomatsaid
that Admiral De Mellos was a trusted friend
of Ex-Emperor Dom Pedro and the dipio-
mat was convincad of the ultimate triuraph
of Mellos, which meant eventually the re-
storation of the monarchy. Prince Pedro,
son of Count and Countess D’Eu, the latter
being Isabella, the eldest daughter of Dom
Pedro II., will be placed on the throne.

The Associated Press for days past has
been hunting Europe over for the countess
and finally located ber living quietly in
France in retirement. She was interviewed
as to the prospects of the restoration of the
monarchy, but after being shown the Asso-
ciated Press specials from Rioshe declined
to express an opinion. She hoped no blood
would be shed, and regretted the present
troubles in Brazil.

Count Mattavino and @ number of other
prominent Brazilians arrived to-day at
Southampbton per steamship Clyde from Rio.
It is understood they form a delegation visit-
ing London upon a delicate financial mission.
They say that for a long time friction exist-
ed between the navy and army officers, who
are mostly uneducated men. Many faction
fights occurred in the streets of Rio previoas
to the delegates sailing. These lately had a
direct bearing on the revolt in the northern
provinces, All expressed the opinion that
the navy would ultimately triumph.

Following is an official Brazilian Govern-
ment despatch received in London at 5 yes-
terday evening:

*‘Sedition confined to a part of the squad-
ron; all states, without exception, agree with
Peixoto on the necessity of repressing
sedition. Rebel vessels in Rio bay once
deprived of power the movement must end.
Rebels cannot land owing to resistance of the
land force nor leavethe bay on account of
the fire from the forts. The Republica suc-
ceeded in escaping, but was repulsed at
Santos.”

Latest reports from Brazil are that Ad-
mgral De Melios’ ships are blockading Santos.
ItSs reported that the insurgents have cap-
tured Desterro on Island Santa Catharina.

ONE MINER RESCUED.
Jhe Prospects of Saving the Other Seven
Are Considered Gloomy,

LoNDON; Sept. 22.—A young man named
Davis, one of the entombed miners at the
Doicoath colliery, near Camborne, was to-
day rescued arnid the rejoicing of the anxious
watcbers.

Seven men yet remain entombed. One, a
man vamed Osborne, shouted yesterday that
hggeould see the lights of the rescuers, A but
was unable to stir, his legs being pinned
down., Nothing was beard from him during
the pnight. More than 100 men are working
Aigorously for the rescue of the imprisoned
ien, but the prospects of saving the re-
mainder are considered gloomy.

FETEJNG THE RUSSIANS AT TOULON.
Baron Mohrenheim: Advises France Not
To Be Un“ecomingly Demonstrative.

Paris, Sept. 22.—Baron Mohrenheim,
Russian Ambassador here, has written a
letter to the press and the committes having
charge of the arrangements for fetoing the
Russians, saying that Russia relied on the
wisdom and good sense of Frenchmen to
avoid exuberant language aund unbecoming
demonstrations.

YANKEE SHARP PRACTICES,
After Selling to Euglish Syndicates They
Seek to Undermine Them.

LONDON, Sept. 22.—At a meeting of the
‘Washington Brewery Company to-day 5 per
cent was declared on :ordinary shares and
£2500 sterling was added to the reserve. A
discussion followed on the difficulties that
Englishmen and English capital had to con-
tend with in the States. It was saidthe very
people from whom English concerns acquired
the breweries did their best to destroy the
property in order to enable them to get it
back.

Some papersattribute the Kaiser’s
advances toward reconciliation with Bis-
marck as due to the influence of the Grand
Duke of Baden or the King of Wurtemburg,
but in best informed circles it is the impres-
sion that the Emperor sent it on his own
initiative as soon as the news of Bismarck’s
danger reached him.

A World's Fair Express Traveling 55
Miles an Hour Crashes Into a Nreight
on a rding—Cars Piled Up in a Tangl-
ed Mass—The Boiler Burst—Terrible
Scenes.

KiNGsBURY, Ind., Sept. 22.—Eleven per-

a freight train and a World’s Fair express
oun the Wabash railroad at this station at 5.20

The freight was on a siding west of the
depot and was bound east. &

The first section of the express train

by on the main track at 5.25. a.m.
The brakeman did not know the train was
running in two sections, and threw the
switch so that the freight train could pass
out before the cars had begun ta move.
However, the second section of the fast ex-
press came west at the rate of 55 miles an
hour, and dashed into the side track, collid-
ing with the freight vrain.

The Wreck Was Complete.

The force of the collision drove the freight
engine back against the box cars, completely
demolishing the first three, The passenger
eogine waa partially stopped by the collision
and the baggage car and smoker, day coach
and onesl were telescop The rest of
the coaches piled up on top of each other in a
tangled mass of wood and iron, and the
passengers, who were nearly all asleep, awoke
to meet an awful death, serious injury or
witness the indescribable sufferings of their
less fortunate companions. The steam
escaped, scalding the injured who were
unable to crawl to places of safety.

How the Collision Occurred.

An instant of forgetfulness or absent-
mindness on the part of the brakeman tells
the story of the seconds that preceded the
catastrophe. As to the facts themselves there
is no reason for dispute. Freight train No. 4
east bound_ from Chicago was due at this
point at 420 am, It was under
orders to take the sidivg and
wait. the arrival of an
passenger express, No. 5, which according to
the scbedules should have passed the Kiungs-
bury depot at 4.40,

The express, however, was an hour
and 20 minates late, and owing to
the _ heavy *travel growing out of
the World’s Fair it was divided into two
sections, the second section running 12 min-
utes behind the first. Both sections were
made up at Buffalo, the passengers iucluding
people from that city as well as from
the various lines centering in it from
Canada and the east. With the knowledge
that under the schedule he had 20 minutes to
spare, Engineer Whitman of the freight

| proceeded up the siding to the main line to

take water, the switch being thrown open
by Thompson, the  trackman of the freight.
After the engine had taken water the freight
was backed to the siding and Thompson
closed the switch, Regarding this latter
fact there is no room for doubt.

What were the movements of Brakeman
Thompson in the next few moments remains
to be developed. Certain it is that when 12
minutes later the second section of the west-
bound express came thundering alongata
speed of 40 miles an hour the switch was
open. .

Like a flash of lightning the train took the
siding and almost before the engiueer and fire-
man realized they bhad missed the main
track they bad crashed into the waiting
freight. A second later and the air was
filled with shrieks, groans, moans and piteous
appeals for help and assistance. The En—
senger train consisted of a baggage car, three
ordinnrry cosches and’ two and the
force of the collision was such that only the
rear sleeper escaped serious injury,

NINE BOYS FROM TORONTO.
One Killed, Two Fatally Injured, Others
Also Hart

Among the passengers on the Wabash ex-
press trains wrecked at Kingsbury, Ind,, yes-
terday, full details of which appear else-
where, were nine Barnardo boys, who left
this city the previous day for Chicago. They
were members of what is known as the
Orpheus Bell Band, and arrived in Toronto
a few days ago from the Barnardo Home,
London, England,

They remained at the Barnardo Boys’
Home, Farley-avenue, until Wednesday
when they tcok the G.T.R. to Hamilton and
then connected with the Wabash train.

Superintendent Owen of the homereceived a
despatch from  Kingsbury yesterday after-
noon conveying the intelligence that one of
the boys, Harry French, aged 13, had been
illiam Adams,
14, and William J. Hoskin, 14, fatally in-
jured, and Edward Bush, 13, Albert Marton,
12, and James G. Wookly, 12, seriously in-
jured.

Superintendent Owens left for the scene of
the wreck yesterday afternoon, and will look
after the injured.. Those able to be moved
will be brought to the Home in this city,

AN EXPRESS TRAIN WRECKED,
Vandals Remove a Kail—Engine and Two
Cars Demolished—No One Killea.

BIRMINGHAM, Sept. 22, —At 1 o’clock this
morning, 19 miles north of Birmingham,
limited express train No. 1, Queen and
Crescent route, was wrecked by unknowfi
persons removing a rail from the track. The
engine, baggage cur and mail car were de-
molished. Eugineer Frawley, Fireman
Waite, Postal Clerk Stockton, Flagman
Malley and Porter Howell were all hurt, but
none of them fatally. Two hundred passen-
gers were aboard, but none were injured, as
the train did not turn over. No clue to the
wreckers, and bloodhounds are put on their
trail.

STRUCK BY A fRAIN,

A Man Falls As a Train Pasges Him—His
Skull Fractured by a Car Step.

FErGus, Sept. 22, —While Mr. John Jack-
son of Aboyne was walking on the railway
track from that place to Fergus the passenger
train, which arrives in Fergus about 12,30
p.m.,caught up to him, and, he being hard of
hearing, was not aware of its approach until
it was pearly on him, He got off the track
with all possible speed, but on reaching the
high embankment which lies along the track
on this side: of the Grand River his feet
slipped from under him and he fell back-
wards, when the steps of one of the cars
struck him on the temple, fracturing the
skull and gashing his face in a horrible man-
ner. He cannot recover.

KILLEDWITH A SCREWDRIVER

BURIED 7TO THE HILT IN A
MAN’S SKULL.

Two New York Carpenters Quarrel, When
One Seizes an Extenslon Screwdriver
and Drives It Into His Companion’s
Brain—The DMurderer Attempts to
Commit Suicide With a Chisel,

New York, Sept. 22 —Christian Moese,
81 years old, of 678 East 143rd-street, and
Jacob Schoenenberger, 30 years old, of 32
Stockton-street, Brooklyn, carpenters, em-
ployed in the shop of E. H. Fuller, at152
Prince-street, had a fight yesterday about
some tools Schoenenberger lost. : Jacob Ran-
dall, the foreman of the shop, heard them
quarreling and found them about to attack
each other. Schoenenberger had a hammer
in his hand, while Meese held a sharp-point-
ed, extension screwdriver.

Schoenenberger raised his hammer threat-
eningly. Then Meese threw the screwdriver
at Setnoenenberger. It struck him point

first on the left temple and penetrated so

deeply as to bury the weapon to the wooden
bilt, *Schoenenberger dropped his' hammer
and fell,

“My God!” cried Meese, *‘I've killed him.”

He ran forward, seized the handle of the
screwdriver and pulled it out of the wound,
Then, rushing into the next room, he picked
up an old chisel and tried to stab himself
~with it. The chisel was dull and only made
a few soratches. Meese then rushed back
into the room where Randall was bending
over Schoenenberger’s body.

“He's dead! he's dead!” he cried.

He tore his coat and shirt off, and picking
up the screw-driver which he had thrown
at Schoenenberger tried to fall on the point.
Randall threw him down; ahd two carpen-
ters held him till the police came. Meess
was committed without bail at the Jelferson
Market Police Court.

of the old leaders, and he claimed no spacial’

ability on the part of himself to wear their
mantle. -Nevertheless, the whole tona of the
speech was that Sir John Thompson had ac-
cepted the high trust at the command of his
supporters in Parliament aud throughout the
country, and that, having assumed the trust,
be was bent upon discharging its many and
great responsibilities to the best of his ability.

He spoke as a man of fearless resolve and
determination, and he gave Mr. D’Alton
McCartby to understand that he must re-
gard that gentleman’s previous efforts as an
attempt to not only disrupt the Conserva-
tive party but to break up the country, In
other words, Sir John Thompson in assuming
the leadership has determined to rule the
gountry on the principle of conciliation
rather than by the proscription of any race
or creed. He did not mean by this that he
would therefore try to conciliate the Roman
Catholics of Manitoba by giving them their
schools, All that he held out for them was
that he was bound to give them whatever
the constitution called for, and no more. In
a word, Sir John proposés to be a constitu-
tional ruler, but one who does not ignore the
fact that he can only succeed in such a work
by enforcing it in a conciliatory way.

As'The World said the other day, Sir John
Thompson has no intention of abandoning
Canadian politics or seeking an outlet for
his wonderful energy in any field other than
in the service of his own country.. The more
