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Detective Murray Brings the Bloodstalmed 

Leaves to Toronto for Analysis by Prof. 
Ellis—The Officer Will Not Accept a 
Confession from Welter-Hendershotl 
and the Dead Horse.

Chief of Provincial Détectives J. W. 
Murray returned yesterday morning from 
St. Thomas, where he has been engaged 
on the Middlemarch murder case. The 
officer brought with him the bloodstain­
ed leaves found in the woods, and left 
them with Prof. Ellis for analysis.

Detective Murray, when spoken to re­
specting the desire of Welter to confess, 
stated emphatically that he wanted no 
confessions, that he was satisfied he 
could convict the perpetrators, although 
there is a great deal of work still re­
maining to be done on the case.

With the arrest of John Henderehott 
and W. D. Welter all parties implicated 
in the murder may not have been arrest­
ed. It is quite possible that still an­
other party may be taken into custody; 
an a charge of being a principal in the 
affair.

The men who brought the blood from 
the dead horse in the adjoining field 
and sprinkled it in the vicinity of the 
other bloodstains may also be proceeded 
against, although they claim they did 
it merely out of curiosity, and with a 
view of seeing if the bloodstains bore 
any' resemblance.

It is a singular fact, not yet mem 
tioned, that the dqad horse in the ad­
joining field was placed there by John 
Henderehott, and the idea has become 
general that the murder of his nephew 
was contemplated even then, and the 
horse was placed there in order to ex­
plain if possible the presence of blood* 
stains, should any be found.

The veteran detective seems to be 
ending up the year with hie old-time 
vigor. Following the Chatte lie case, he 
convicted Kahoe, the Chatham firebug, 
sentence*! a few days ago to five years’ 
imprisonment, and Walter Irwin, the 
bank burglar, sentenced to five years. 
Of the latter's conviction The Clarkp* 
burg Reflector says : “ The conviction
of Irwin is due to the untiring and as* 
tute labors of Detective Murray.”

Mr. Murray will return, to St. Thomas 
to-morrow to prepare the evidence for 
the inquest on Thursday.

STABBED WITH A PITCHFORK,

Will This Arrest Develop Another Crest 
Harder Sensation*

Ottawa, Dec. 24.—Frank Jofmston, si 
farmer living on the Quebec shore of the 
Ottawa River, almost immediately oppo­
site Rockland, is in .the {lull police 
station with an awful suspicion hanging 
oyer him of having compassed the death 
of Joseph Bertrand of Buckingham; who 
has been missing since Dec. 1. The last 
known of Bertr&nd is that he left Rock­
land on Dec. 1, intending as was sup­
posed to go to his home in Buckingham. 
However, he was not seen afterwards. 
It is said that a little daughter of Johu- 
ston’s told that her father had quarrel­
led with a mau, whom he stabbed with 
a pitchfork, and afterwards buried him 
in the brushwood. This appears to be 
the foundation for Johznston’s arrest.

Vy (f X vl• v1An Important Decision Which Affects 
Many Canadians Who Fie With Other 
People’s Money — Those Mew In the 
Southern Republic Arc baking In 
Their Shoes.

When Chief Provincial Detective J. W. 
Murray was at Buenos Ayres in pursuit 
of H. C. Aitken, the defaulting private 
banker of Tottenham, he came across 
Tom O’Brien, the bunco-steerer, who wad 
pasting under the name of Colville, Doc 
Menton, another confidence man, McRae, 
the St. Catharines defaulter, and several 
other fugitives from justice, wanted in 
this and other countries. There was 
then no extradition between Argen­
tina and England, and the United State» 
and the Republic was a haven for these 
gentry. The unanimous decision of the 
judges of the Supreme Court of Argen­
tina a few dilye ago in favor of the ex­
tradition of Jabez Balfour is a most in­
teresting and luminous exposition of 
the principles which underlie and con­
trol the international surrender of al­
leged criminals. It further lias the high­
ly practical effect of leaving it open 
to Canada and other countries to re­
quest the Argentine Government to hand 
oyer a large number of defaulters and 
criminals now staying in the Republic. 
Among them are the parties named 
above, and they and their fellows are 
naturally beginning to shake in their 
shoes.

It was in 1892 that Jabez Spencer Bal­
four, the hero of the notorious Liberator 
swindle in England, arrived, under an­
other name, in Argentina and took up 
nis abode in the Province of Salta. The 
British Government asked to have him 
extradited, but the Foreign Minister of 
Argentina replied that as no treaty was 
in existence which authorizes the sur­
render of Balfour, it would be impossible 
to take action on a request for extra­
dition, without an offer of the condition 
of reciprocity Imposed by article 1 of 
the law of 1885, which was subsequently 
ratifiée’ by article 656 of the Code of 
Procedure in Criminal Cases. He added 
that if this offer of reciprocity were 
made the law would at once be set in 
motion and Balfour be given up.

Extradition Treaty of 1898
So fhe matter stood until December, 

1893, when an extradition treaty 
tween England and Argentina was finally 
concluded. Balfour was then arrested, 
and his extradition was ordered by the 
Federal Judge of Salta. This decision 
was appealed against by Balfour, with 
the result that the Supreme Court, as 
already stated, unanimously upheld the 
finding of the Federal Judge.

The arguments adduced in favor of 
Balfour’s appeal amounted to a Conten­
tion that the treaty co.uild not <be 
given a. retroactive effect, and that he 
was protected <by the coiusttitution of 
Argentina» from the request for ihis ex­
tradition.

With these arguments the judgment 
deals in a very clear and Convincing 
£a»hi,oht “ As regards extradition,” says 
one passage, “ att nations are equally 
interested- in the «ritthuh who ttee from 
their respective territories, and in hav­
ing them submitted to» trial according to 
their laws, and international conventions 
for the reciprocal surrender of deljn - 
quents profceed from this common con­
venience and from the moral duties of 
governfrnbnta. The faculty of hâtions to 
make such reciprocal surrenders of or­
dinary delinquents is indisputable, be- 
cosu3 it emanates from their sovereign­
ty tofid not from any individual right, of 
the guilty. If he hod any pnc-exlsting 
right to be pratefcfted iin his asylum his 
extradition could not be stipulated. . 
• • No law, no doctrine nor authorised 
opinion is known which includes among 
the modes of extinguishing criminal re­
sponsibility the taking refuge by the 
guilty pierson in foreign territory ; con­
sequently, 4t is impossible to SUund a 
negative to a request for extradition on 
any right of the delinquent derived from 
his arrival in the country.”

lift]four* Intenable Flea.
Respecting Balfour’s claim to be shield­

ed from any retroactive effects of the 
treaty. the language of the judgment 
is very much to the point: ‘‘The re­
fugee cannot complain that a law pos­
terior to his crime is applied to him 
which has not for its object to qualify 
it or punish it. because nothing of this 
is done, seeing that his extradition can­
not produce any other effect than that 
of submitting him to the prosecution 
initiated, that he may either prove his 
innocence or suffer for his crime in ac­
cordance with the laws which previously 
had established the punishment for it.

“The crime follows the criminal where- 
ever he goes, the penal de<bt contracted 
by him subsists until it hajs been legal­
ly redeemed, niad his asylum in a for­
eign land never imposes on it the obli­
gation of freeing him from that respon­
sibility, nor does it confer on him the 
right of requiring protection against 
the laws which he violated in his own 
country a«d the evils which he caused 
in it. ' * i

‘‘Jabez Spencer Balfour claims that 
his surrender to the authorities of his 
country should be refused, without hav­
ing demonstrated that he has any right 
to the protection which he invokes, and 
this though laws exist which authorize 
his surrender without any treaty, and 
though, besides, a treaty exists which 
makes his sui-render compulsory 
good faith of the republic, under con­
ditions of perfect equality with the na­
tion requiring the surrender.”

The foregoing are some of the most 
startling passages of a judgment which 
is too long to be quoted in full. It is 
not surprising that the evil-doers who 
have taken refuge in Argentina, in the 
expectation of being “ protected 
again»! the outraged laws of their own 
countries,

At Ridgeway in 1866 he com - 
manded the right wing of the skirmish­
ers with distinguished gallantry, And 
captured the Fenian barricades when the 
unfortunate signal to retire sounded. 
Major Skinner retired leisurely, picking 
up a number of wounded, men on tha 
road, and did not reach Port Colborne 
until evening. He was placed in com­
mand of the regiment, and after its re­
turn was gaxetted lieutenant-Colonel. He 
remained in command until a few years 
ago, when Lieut.-Col. Gibson took com­
mand. In 1870 he commanded the first 
Canadian Wimbledon team. In 1874 he 
was elected to represent South Oxford 
in the Dominion Parliament, and again 
in 1878, but was defeated in 1882.

Action Be Fust Steamship* Deferred.
Many: people have been stating that 

very little progress is beipg made with 
the establishment of the new fast steam­
ship service between Great Britain and 
Canada. But nothing definite can be in­
itiated in the direction of forming a 
company and raising the necessary capi­
tal until the views of the Government 
in regard to Lord Jersey's recommend- 
atiohs are made, known. No doubt meas­
ures will soon be taken to elicit an 
expression of opinion from the Marquis 
of Ripon on the subject, but it is believed 
that the report has not yet been con­
sidered by the Cabinet, and nothing defi­
nite is likely to be made known until 
that takes place. In view of^the Christ­
mas holidays, it is possible that noth­
ing certain will be forthcoming until 
abuut the time of the meeting of the 
British Parliament, which takes place 
on February 5 next.

The steamship question, together with 
other matters which formed subjects of 
discussion ht the Ottawa Conference, 
were dealt with in Sir Henry' YVrixou’s 
paper before the Royal Colonial In­
stitute two weeks ago, and that gather­
ing will long be remembered as the last 
occasion on which the late lamented Sir 
John Thomson made his public appear­
ance. Sir John Colomb and a few others, 
who were not able to see beyond their 
noses, raised the objection of the Im­
perial Defence Committee, as they are 
pleased to call themselves, with a view 
to throwing cold water upon the Ottawa 
Conference and its recommendations. 
The meeting, however, was too enthusi­
astic and-too thoroughly imbued with 
colonial and Imiierial instincts to stand 
any declamation of that kind, and there 
is no doubt that the meeting separated 
with an almost unanimous conviction 
that it is in the interests of the empire 
that the recommendations of the con­
ference should be carried into effect.

Canadian Hornes in London.
Considerable uumbers of Canadian 

horses are now being used in London, 
and some of the large omnibus ami 
tramway companies seem to prefer them 
to an.y others. Although the trade has 
been a subject of discussion for some 
years past, the class of horses in de­
mand have not hitherto been sent over 
in any numbers. Mr. Hunting, the pre­
sident of the Royal College of Veterinary 
Surgeons, who acts as the veterinary' 
expert to the Canadian Government in 
London, made a report to Sir Charles 
Tapper last year ns to the horses which 
would meet with the most ready market 
in Great Britain, 
specially mentioned 
“Omnibus” horse, and it is these varie­
ties which have been .so much in favor 
this year. Mr. Hunting's report, print­
ed by the Department of Trade and Com­
merce, deserves to be studied by tluwe 
connected with this industry, as there 
is a large market for such horses. It 
appears that they largely go to Glas­
gow, but a good many also find their 
way to Croydon, a London suburb, and 
it is from that place that the large Lon­
don companies purchase their supplies.

St. John’s, Dec. 24.—The financial com­
plication received a new development 

_to-day from the announcement in a tele­
gram published in a Government organ 
to the effect that a bill to guarantee 
the Union Bank’s paper currency would 
be introduced in the Legislature either 
to-night or on Wednesday next.

The schemes put forward for the solv­
ing of the financial difficulty multiply 
daily, the latest of which is for the es­
tablishment of a new bank; the present 
concerns to go into liquidation, their 
paper being taken over by the new bank 
at its valuation. Considerable oppo­
sition has already been developed to­
wards the proposition for the Govern­
ment to extdnd aid to any banking in­
stitution, whether solvent or insolvent, 
and what the result of this opposition 
will be remains to be determined in the 
near future.

The Union Bank still stands high in 
the general estimation of the public, 
and^its notes are being taken in trade 
everywhere, but the agitation for the 
prosecution of the directors and man­
ager of the su6]>etnded Commercial Bank 
show» no signs of cessation. It is im­
possible now to send a postoffice money 
order either to Europe or to America', 
as the Postal Department here has no 
means of transmitting money.

Fone Alarms From One Section ef the 
City In Two Honrs—All Fonr 

Fires Incendiary.
The north and northwestern sections 

of the fire brigade had a busy Christmas 
Eve. Incendiarism was rampant and 
the blaze of burning stables could be seen 
in the northwestern district of the city 
during the entire evening. Within the 
space of 21-2 hours four alarms were 
sounded, all for fires within a small ra­
dius from College and Bruuswick-avenue, 
and three of them were for stables, in 
one of which four valuable horses were 
cremated.

The first alarm was turned in from 
box 86 at 7.45 p.m. The blacksmith 
and wagon shop of Kane & Baker, 260 
Rrunsw'ick-avenue, was the location of 
the blaze, and the building was consum­
ed with its contents. The total loss is 
$1000, with a slight insurance. The lire 
also communicated to a near cottage, 
which suffered $25 damage.

Box 143 was pulled at five minutes 
past 9 for a fire in a stable at 040 
Spadina-avenue, owned by the Dr. Graf­
ton estate, and occupied by Mr. Darley. 
Loss $75.

The firemen had scarcely reached their 
halls, when a second alarm came iu from 
the same box, and this was the most 
serious blaze of the evening. The .Salmon 
Lumber Company had stables in the rear 
of 308 College-street, and to these a 
torch was applied. That the tire was 
clearly of incendiary origin was shown, 
when fire burst simultaneously from sev­
eral portions of the building, and in less 
than three minutes the place was 
wrapped in flames. The building was 
valued at $500 and the contents, includ­
ing four horses, at a like figure. Fully 
covered by insurance.

Ten minutes later a call was sent in 
from box 145. A stable in the rear of 
145 Bruuswick-avenue, owned by ex- 
Ald. Maloney and occupied by Mr. Pens- 
combe, had been fired in the same mys­
terious manner, but the blaze was sub­
dued when the loss was trifling.

Furs I
Firmly Convinced That Her Father and 

Annl Were “Done So Death** By a Band 
of Conspirator#, She Believes the Same 
People Now Seek to HaVx Her Life.

New York, Dec. 24.—One of the most 
remarkable cases over brought. into the 
American courts promises to be that of 
Mrs. Hetty Green, one of the richest 
women in America, against the execut­
ors and trustees of her father’s estate, 
involving millions of dollars.

According to the story told to-day by 
her lawyer, William H. Slayton, Mrs. 
Green is in fear of her life. A belief that 
conspirators took the life of her father, 
Edward M. Robinson, and of her aunt, 
Sylvia Ann Howland, of New Bedford, 
years ago, and are now seeking her life 
and the lives of her children, continually 
haunts her. Whether or not Mrs. Green 
is the victim of a strange hallucination 
remains yet to be learned, but that her 
fears have incited her to lead the life 
of a recluse there can be no doubt.

Her Father*# Ht range Death
Mrs. Green’s lawyers said to-day that 

she tells the following story of the deaths 
of her father and aunt:

She was called to New York on June 
14, 1805, by an announcement of her 
father’s sudden illness. She found him 
weak in mind and he declared that he 
was the victim of some conspiracy. He 
could speak to her only in broken sen­
tences, but impressed on her the truth 
of hie belief that he was in the hands 
of conspirators. He warned her to be­
ware for her own life and pleaded with 
her to marry her present husband, Mr. 
Green, in whom he had perfect faith.

A mo meut 
or two after her initial appearance- 
before she has met Armand—she stands 
in reverie for a moment, while the Count 

playing a few chords in a minor, key 
ana you feel the impending tragedy even 
then.

Miss Nethersole is one of those ac­
tresses of the modern English school, 
like Mrs. Kendal and others, who fill up 
every moment with by play. But her 
by play is always graceful, always sig­
nificant. Miss Nethersole has never seen 
any other woman act Camille, and per­
haps this accounts for her originality.
This element was first exemplified in the 
crucial scene of the play, that in which 
Armand’s father induces her to give up 
her lover husband. She is on her knees 
throughout the episode, sobbing with 
grief that is terribly poignant with sup­
plication and yet with the awe-stricken 
air of one who feels that it was fore­
ordained.

It is re­
alism illuminated by imagination, like 
a burning taper within a porcelain vase.
The little disappointments, ^the little 
griefs of those last hours, seem like so 
many blows to the sympathetic specta­
tor, and when Armand comes and joy 
blazes high, only to end in death, one 
finds oneself grieving as if some dear and 
loving friend were passing away. No 
wonder the audience paused breathless 
a moment before it burst into applause.

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Anxiety In Egypt.

According to the latest advices from 
Egypt, the authorities are extremely 
anxious about the economic situation, 
owing to the low prices prevailing for 
all agricultural produce, especially cot­
ton. It seems certain that1 cultivators 
cannot continue to pay the present rate 
of land tax, which constitutes nearly 
half the annual revenue. The value of 
land has already fallen considerably in 
the Delta, where the lower prices have 
forced growers to increase their cotton 
areas, this being the only crop which 
can support the tax. In these circum­
stances the soil must gradually become 
impoverished. The general opinion 
appears to be that something must 
be done to lighten the burden that 
now crushes the agriculturists. One 
correspondent writes : “The inevit­
able result of unprofitable farm­
ing is to force the grower into bor­
rowing at ruinous rates, which ends in 
his land becoming the property of his 
foreign creditor, as occurred during the 
reign of Ismail. When this happens, 
the great relief which has been afforded 
to the fellah in late years, in the way of 
enabling him to pay off his debt, be­
comes nullified. Yet the country pos­
sesses unused resources which, though 
they may not be entirely adequate to 
counterbalance bad times, are still suf­
ficient to afford immense relief it applied 
to the reduction of the actual scale of 
the land tax, which in great part dates 
from the period when produce realized 
more than twice what seems now to 
have become the established normal 
price. "—New York Post.

“This instrument," said the piano 
he ran his fingers lightly 

he keys, “is uneven in tone. It is somo 
\ hat worn. You ask 8300, but I cannot 
give vou more than 8150.’’

“An absurd offer!” exclaimed the 
owner of the instrument indignantly. 
“That piano is not yet a year old, and 
it cost me $400 when new. As regards 
its tone, it is better'to-day than it was 
when I bougiit it. ”

“There is where you are wrong, 
«ponded the dealer. “Why there is not 
a piano made that holds its tone for 
longer than six months if it has been 
used to any extent. Oi course you,hav­
ing heard this instrument every day, 
cannot detect any difference in its tone. 
As it has gradually deteriorated with 
it. All musicians know that the ear 
can be educated down as well as up. 
An artist, or a competent piano sales­
man, lor that matter, could tell immedi­
ately that your piano was the worse for 
wear —a trifle worn.”

“But I have a written guarantee that 
this instrument would last for five years, 
and do you mean to tell that it is worn 
out already ?”

“To all intents and purposes it is as 
good as new and will probably remain 
so as long as your guarantee holds good, 
and longer. But it has lost its original 
tone nevertheless, although the change 
would be perceptible only to an educat­
ed ear. Pianos are said to last a life­
time, and for ordinary uses good ones 
do, but for artistic purposes they last 
but five or six months, as I have said. 
No first-class pianist would give a public 
recital on an old instrument, nor wjll an 
artist use'an old piano éven for prac­
tice. When Paderewski was in this 
country, he used up a new piano in 
practice every month. He realized that 
even an ear as educated as his would 
lose its fine perception ol tone if he ac­
customed it to the gradual changes that 
time and usage effect in a piano.

“The ear for tone is such a very deli­
cate sense that it can be deteriorated 
without the knowledge of its possessor. 
Custom exerts a powerful influehce in 
the matter. To employ a familiar illus­
tration 
daily
mark any material change for weeks 
at a time. But the changes have taken 
place nevertheless and are plainly no­
ticeable to outsiders.

“It is ■ exactly so with pianos. Those 
who play upon them every day fail to 
mark the gradual falling off in their 
tone that time effects. The deteriora­
tion has taken place in such impercept­
ible degrees that the ear has tailed to 
distinguish it. Hence a piano 6 6r 6 
years old is as satisfactory to the ordin­
ary player as it was when he first 
bought ft and it was new.

“Pianos are at best but imperfect in­
struments, ” continued the dealer. “The 
chamois skin caps that cover the ham­
mers in Ahe middle octaves are worn 
down sooner than those in the upper and 
lower, because they are brought into 
play of tenor, and an unevenness of 
tone in the instrument results. Even 
the sounding board wears out in time. 
The constant vibrations of sound to 
which it is subjected cause a disintegra­
tion of particles in the wood of which it 
is made, and it becomes porous, losing 
its resonant quality. So you see that 
when I offer you $150 tor your instru­
ment I am making you a fair bid, 
especially when you take into consid­
eration the fact that I shall have to sell 
it for $200 or more to recompense me 
for my pains."—New York Sun,

▲best Toronto’» Eeesme Champion»—Per- com-
baps the Strongest In Canada.

The default of 'Vanity to the Gore 
Vales on Saturday brought to a close the 
most successful football year in the his­
tory of the Gore Vale Club. In view of the 
position which this club holds, being in 
all probability the strongest Association 
football combination in Canada, a short 
synopsis of its history may prove inter­
esting to old footballers and encourag­
ing to those junior and intermediate 
clubs, which have been struggling in 
the face of inevitable defeat. The Gore 
Vales number among their ranks some of 
the greatest players that Canada has 
evifr possessed, but they owe their -pre­
sent success as much to the excellent 
manner in which the club has been of­
ficered ns to the ability of their, players.

Gregor (Rob Roy) was a great exemplar 
of the best sort of philanthropy. There 
was some narrowness, perhaps bigotry, 
in his religious creed, but none what- 

in his practice. He was a man of 
considerable attainments in literature, 
science, art and music. Above all, he 
was a born adventurer, as his voyages 
in his “Rob Roy” canoe testify, and all

By lecturing alone he earned and 
thus applied £10,000, and having set 
himself to collect that sum he perse­
vered in the work during several years, 
and after his health had begun to fail, 
until the total had been reached. Dying 
in 1802. at the age of 67, he left a record 
of steady heroism and of real service to 
his fellow men which is almost unique.—

Horrors of Captivity Under Hie Mahdf 
In the Soudan.

Father Rossignol! escaped from lira 
long and cruel captivity in the Soudan 
by a stratagem which, in the circum­
stances, must be regarded as the most 
pious of frauds, says The London News. 
He pleaded sickness, was allowed to go 
to Khartoum for change of air, fled 
thence to Berber and finally by the aid 
of a judicious bribe to the jailer, found 
his way to Assouan, Father Rossignol! 
was one of the so-called Austrian mis­
sion, which was mainly composed of 
Italians, and the name by which he was 
known among his captors was Sobah-el- 
Kheir. Among bis original companions 
in bondage were Father Ohrwalder, 
who escaped some time ago, Brothers 
Polinari and Rognotto and four Italian 
nuns, two of whom recovered their free- 
dom in much the same way as himself. 
The two fathers earned their living 
by weaving, the sisters by making 
bread. Father Bonomi, who was 
originally of the number, escaped 
from El Obeid in 1885. At that time, 
that is to say, in the earlier part of their 
captivity, the nuns were employed as 
domestic slaves, beaten and tortured. 
The late Mahdi cherished a special aver­
sion to them, on account of the success 
of the mission station which they had 
established before he bad made good his 
hold in the Soudan, and also because of 
the obstinate defence of Obeid under its 
Christian garrison. Seven captive 
priests were led out before him and 
ordered to profess Islamism, but their 
firm refusal seems to have won his re­
spect, for he spared their lives. It 
after a second refusal of this sort that 
the unhappy nuns were sold as slaves 
and beaten and tortured. The fanatics 
slit the nose of Sister Teresa (who after­
ward escaoed), and beat Sister Ven­
turi ni, after tying her to a tree. This 
broke their spirit, and after being 
again dragged into the presence of the 
Mahdi, three of them embraced Islam­
ism to escape further tortures. They 
were married in the Mohammedan fash­
ion to three Greek converts, who mere­
ly went through the ceremony to save 
the miserable captives, and, to their 
eternal honor, regarded it as purely of 
a formal nature. .

In 1887 the list of prisoners still in 
captivity at Omdurman included four 
Italian sisters, two priests and two 
laymen. Four years later one of the 
priests, Fr. Ohrwalder and two of the 
sisters, one of them Sister Venturing 
made good their escape after terrible 
sufferings. Their camel journey oc­
cupied twentv days. When they left 
Khartoum %ae in ruins and the Khalifa 
had a very uncertain hold on the Sou­
dan. Three-fifths of the entire popula­
tion had been destroyed by war, famine 
and disease, and the women were in a 
large preponderance. Lupton Bey had 
died in captivity. Neufeld. one of his 
companions, was employed in the salt­
petre works and was heavily chained. 
Fr. Ohrwalder had almost forgotten his 
native language. For ten years he 
had supported himself by the produce of 
a small loom of his manufacture. The 
Italian advance to Kassala brought 
them into communication with the outer 
world and ultimately led to their escape 
by furnishing them with supplies sent 
by their ecclesiastical superiors at

Furthermore, 
the Occupation pff the land will put the 
district in a much! better ‘sanitary, con­
dition than we find it at present. Ash­
bridge’s Bay will always be more or 
jess a nuisance until the low, marshy 
parts arp filled in, and that which is 
intended as a waterway made deeper. 
.The dedication and use off the marsh for 
manufacturing purposes will ensure the 
district being put in a proper sanitary 
Condition. At present the marsh is not 
only unproductive, but a positive nuis­
ance. The establishment of manufac­
turing concerns {will give the city 
a revenue and remove the nuis­
ance. There is still another reason why 
it is advisable to pursue an active poli­
ty in converting the marsh into use- 
able property : it will atffoird an oppor­
tunity of getting rid off our street sweep­
ings to advantage. W© understand that 
several acres can bfe reclaimed yearly 
by depositing these sweepings 
marsh. From every point of View it 
would appear, therefore, tft be a good 
policy to* proceed as quickly as possible 
with the reclamation of the marsh for 
the purpose of stimulating manufactur­
ing in Toronto. Once a beginning were 
made we verily believe there would be 
a hejira of manufacturers to this de - 
sirable locality.

the suspension of» W. Adamson Bell, clerk 
in the City Clerk’s Department, in 
nection with hie evidence before 
boodling investigation, and asked for 
approval or disapproval of his action.

The Aqueduct Agreement. I 
The Mayor submitted a joint letter 

from the City Solicitor and tthe City 
Engineer, enclosing the proposed agree­
ment with the Aqueduct Company, draft­
ed and revised in accordance with the 
instruction of council on Oct. 22. . The 
letter was laid on the table without 
discussion.

As showing Jhe loose way in which 
the draft agreement was prepared, these 
recommendations of the Solicitor P-nd 
Engineer are interacting:

1. The city streets should only be 
broken up by the City Engineer at the 
cost of the company. The agreement 
does not contain this clause.

2. The company should deposit $10,- 
000 with the City Treasurer for any 
possible contingencies. This idea is 
not contained in the agreement.

3. The city cannot legally enter into 
an agreement to purchase the 
pany’s works at the expiration of 24 
years ,or at periods of five years there­
after. If the Council determines to ou­
ter into this agreement it might be well 
to obtain legislation validating the 
whole agreement.

4. The agreement as at present draft­
ed does not clearly define whether it is 
the intention of the Council to purchase 
-only the works of the company within 
the city of Toronto or, in addition, the 
aqueduct which may be supplying th 
works in the city with power from Lake 
Simcoe or the Georgian Bay.

6. While the rate to be charged for 
electric energy is fixed by clause 3 at 
1 cent per horse power per hour, it is 
not clfear what will be the price charged 
by the company for electric light or 
heat, If the company should go into the 
businesa of supplying these to the con­
sumers. Some arrangement as to , the 
prices to be charged for light and heat 
should be made in the agreement.

6. No time is indicated within which 
the company is to complete its electric 
system, and its right in this respect is 
pnactically a perpetual one.

Editor World: In ttie year 1873,more 
than 21 years a go, baring been chair­
man of a bomtoittee Of the above asso­
ciation, to formulate a plan for Its 
better organisation and make sugges­
tions tending towards its stability and 
prosperity, e few facts jnst at this 
juncture may not tie without inltefeet to 
the 4000 commercial travelers who now 
constitute its membership.

The report of that committee was 
submitted at a general meeting of the 
association bedd in the Queen’s Hotel, 
April 6, 1873, and without amendment 
was (unanimously (adopted. At that 
time the annual fee Wjas only $2, and 
the membership idnty numbered 
travelers, Iwhile the salary paid to the 
secretary was $600 per annum. As a 
result cjf this inequality of expenditure 
And tncpm.fi the association was serious­
ly in debt. To meet thiis inequality the 
annual $ee xyas increased from $2 toi $3, 
and at the end off 1874 it wfcA made $10,. 
at which figure it has remained up toj 
the present.

Having had mpre to do with the, Com­
mercial Travelers’ Association than pro­
bably any other member i:n its early 
formation land struggle for existence, it 
is a matter otf very great satisfaction to 
me that it has had erich a marked car­
eer of success and prosperity. To-day 
its membership numbers 4000, and its- 
accumulated fund reaches the handsome 
sum otf $238,000, 4

The publication of the report in 1878, 
which I had, the honor to draw up and 
submit for the consideration and adop­
tion of the association, first appeared in 
The Hamilton Standard, of April 9, 1873, 
which was published by Mr. J. Wijlkinficra, 
now editor and proprietor of The 
St. Thomas Times.

As this report covered or contained 
the constitution and bylaws for the gov­
ernment of the association, fifty copies 
of The Hamilton Standard were pur­
chased for $5 and the columns cut up 
and parted in small blank books, as a 
cheap method of providing a book ofi 
constitution and bylaiwa for the mem- 
bens of the association.

The present status and importance of 
the Commercial Travelers’ Association, 
and the splendid career of progress 
which it has had, give practical force 
to the aphorism, “Behold, what a great 
matter a little fire kindle th !”

The association became incorporated 
tyr an Act of the Dominion Parliament 
in 1874, in which Act my name appears 
as one of the incorporators.

It would make a very long disqjuisi-' 
tion were I to enumerate the difficul­
ties attending the persistent advocacy of 
the principle and duty of associations to 
live strictly within their constitution 
and bylaws, especially when they have 
received legal sanction by Act of Par­
liament.

It may, however, be fairly assumed the 
Commercial Travelers’ Association of 
Canada has acquired wisdom commen­
surate with its age and experience.

In spite of the continuous cry of hard 
times, it is claimed that the merchants 
of Toronto have done a bigger Christmas 
trade this yean than in any preceding year 
in the city’s history. Yesterday espe- 
cially. was an unusually busy day with 
every merchant who had Christmas goods 
for sale. Not only did the people spend 
a large amount ifa the aggregate, but 
they were able to buy with their money 
a great deal more than was, possible! in 
years gone by. The market price of all 
commodities has thecreasedjrom twenty to 
fifty per cent, within the past five years. 
Even anthracite coal, that bete-noir of 
this Antarctic country has been sub­
dued. It can now be had at from $8.75 
to $5 a ton. Clothing is approaching 
English prices. House rents are low and 
do not, on an average, allow the land­
lord more than from 3 fto 5 per cent, on 
his investment, 
are equally low in price. . Everything 
necessary for an excellent Christmas din­
ner could be had this year cheapen than 

* at any preceding; time. If the people 
have less money,• to-day than formerly 
they have this satisfaction, that they 
are abler to get a larger amount of com­
modities in exchange for it.

About the only thing that has not yet 
taken a tumbles in Canada is the rate 
of interest. The banks bave apparently 
conspired to maintain the old-time rates, 
in face of the fact that every.thing elN 
has depreciated in value. There is a

to the effect that in future the Bursar ot 
the Central Prison, Toronto, is not author­
ized to paj the return fares of discharged 
prisoners from places outside of Toronto, 
except for oases of a first conviction ; and 
whereas the effect of such a policy would 
be to throw epon the citizens of Toronto 
the burden of maintenance of a very un­
desirable class, very few of whom would 
succeed in obtaining employment, and many 
of whom would doubtless sooner or later 
drift into the ranks of either the pauper 
or criminal 
solved, that in the opinion of this Council 
the carrying* out of such an order by the 
Inspector of Prisons would result in great 
injustice to the citizens of Toronto, and 
would be an act of injustice to the prison-» 
ers themselves.

And whereas we learn that out of a total 
of 45 counties of the province, only nine 
or ten are supplied with houses of refuge, 
and whereas this lack of accommodation for 
the dependent poor of the province causes 
an accumulation of the pauper class in the 
larger cities, where they become a burden 
upon the taxpayers or the benevolent citi­
zens of said cities.

Therefore be it resolved, that In the opin­
ion of this Council a law should be enact­
ed (1) making it obligatory upon 
municipality to support its own paupers ;

of IU. Laws Of the V.rlouiTls. Detail.
Civilised Nation. Relating 

Tliere to

The British House of Commons last 
year expressed a desire to be furnish­
ed with a return giving details of the 
marriage and divorce laws prevailing 
among the civilized nations of the 
world: Circulars asking for information 
were, therefore, sent out by Lord Rose- 
herv and the result has just been pub­
lished The Auckland News,Auckland, 
contains a summary of the reports,from 
which we take the following:

•‘One of the questions especially ask­
ed was as to the age of which marriaçe 
may be contracted: It seems that in 
Austria the marriage of children under 
fourteen is not legitimate, but up to 
tiie age of twenty-four the consent ot 
father or guardian has to be obtained.
In Russia, the bridegroom may not be 
younger than eighteen, nor the bride 
vounger than sixteen and persons over 
eighty are prohibited from marry­
ing at all, while no person 
is permitted to contract I 
fourth marriage. The farther north 
we go the later Becomes the marriage­
able age, till in Sweden and Norway the 
law is that a man cannot marry until lie 
is twenty-one and the women until she 
is eighteen. In America, it is extremely 
difficult even to outline tho marriage 
laws, as there are forty-seven sovereign 
States, each claiming exclusive control 
over the matter of the marriage or its 
citizens. Hence it comes that in Mon­
tana and Washington twenty-one is the 
earliest marrying age for man and 
eighteen for woman, while in New Jer­
sey and Condecticut tho ages are re­
spectively fourteen and twelve. All 
that a schoolboy in Washington has to 
do in order to wed a schoolgirl friend is 
to induce her to lay aside the skipping- 
rope for a while and fly with him across 
tho border to a-wor© -complaisant state- 

“In the matter of charges and fees 
th«rc is a delightful lack of unanimity 
among civilized nations. In Sweden 
and Norway, for example, time and 
place are quite optional, Weddings in 
church being of exceptional occurrence, 
and vou are not bound to give the 
officiating clergyman any feo whatever.
In Switzerland, the only fee is one to 
cover expense of the publication ol the 
marriage in a local newspaper, and 
registration, and you can bn married at 
anv. hour you please. In Greece, a 
bishop’s license ' costs four drachmas 
(sixtv cents), and the registration five 
drachmas (one dollar). In Belgium 
they make a little charge for a mar­
riage pamphlet’ presented to the par­
ties, and for stamps, but even these are 
dispensed with if the parties make a 
declaration of poverty.

“On the subject of the grounds of di­
vorce, very great divergences occur be- 
tw< en the'diiferent nations. In France, 
to call a wife canaille before her child­
ren justifies a decree of divorce, as also 
does a wife’s ‘refusal to obey her hus­
band when it is a question of a theatri­
cal engagement. ’ A wife can also get 
a divorce if the husband ill-treats his 
mother-in-law. In spite of the proverb 
the advantages of a little aversion at 
the beginning of matrimonial life, it is 
the law in Germany that ‘insuperable 
aversion mav become a ground for di­
vorce, if both parties consent and there 
are no children. ' Roumania distin­
guishes herself by an enactment that a 
divorce can be procured if the tribunals 
are satisfied that ‘existence in common 
is impossible.’ In Massachussetts aud 
Mississippi ‘the habitual use of opium 
dr like arug’ is held 
for untying the marriage knot ; and in 
some States, as West Virginia, marriage 
will be annulled if one party is a negro 
and the other a white person. As to 
the cost of divorce, the cheapest and 
simplest kind in the States costs $100, in 
Germany it varies from $12 to $250. In 
Russia, Consistorial Courts pronounce 
in divorce cases, and the expense is 
very great. Saxony’s modest figure is 
from $12 to $25, There are other curi­
ous regulations in different countries. 
Thus, in Portugal, ‘it is the duty of a 
married woman to follow her husband 
everywhere except to a foreign 
try.’ A Portuguese married woman 
also ‘mav not publish her literary works 
without her husband’s consent.’ Partie» 
divorced mav notre-marr.v in Roumania. 
In Italy, there is no divorce at all, 
marriage being annulled only by tlid 
death of one of the parties. In America,

C. MARTIN & CO., and )YOUR pN INTERESTThe British House of Commons last 
year expressed a desire to be furnish­
ed with a return giving details of the 
marriage and divorce laws prevailing 
among the civilized nations of the 
world. Circulars asking for information 
were, therefore, sent out by Lord Rose­
bery, and the result has just been pub­
lished. The Auckland News,Auckland, 
contains a summary of the reports,from 

: which we take the following:
■‘One of the questions especially ask­

ed was as to the age of which marriaçe 
may be contracted) It seems that in 
Austria the marriage of children under 
fourteen is not legitimate, but up to 
the age of twenty-four the consent of 
father or guardian has to be obtained. 
In Russia, the bridegroom may not be 
younger than eighteen, nor the bride 
younger than sixteen and persons over 
eighty are prohibited from marry­
ing at all, while no person 
is permitted to contract a 
fourth marriage. The farther north 
we go the later Decomes the marriage­
able age, till in Sweden and Norway the 
law is that a man cannot marry until he 
is twenty-one and the women until she 
is eighteen. In America, it is extremely 
difficult even to outline tho marriage 
laws, as there are forty-seven sovereign 
States, each claiming exclusive control 
over the matter of the marriage of its 
citizens. Hence it comes that in Mon­
tana and Washington twenty-one is the 
earliest marrying age for man and 
eighteen for woman, while in New Jer­
sey and Connecticut tho ages are re­
spectively fourteen and twelve. All 
that a schoolboy in Washington has to 
do in order to wed a schoolgirl friend is 
to induce her to lay aside the skipping- 
rope for a while and fly with him across 
the border to a more complaisant state.

“In the matter of charges and fees 
there is a delightful lack of unanimity 
amoug civilized nations. In Sweden 
and Norway, for example, time and 
place are quite optional, Weddings in 
church being of exceptional occurrence, 
and you aro not bound to give tho 
officiating clergyman any fee whatever. 
In Switzerland, the only foe is one to 
cover expense of the publication of the 
marriage in a local newspaper, and 
registration, and you can bo married at 
anv hour you please. In Greece, a 
bishop’s license costs four drachmas 
(sixtv cents), and the registration five 
drachmas (one dollar). In Belgium 
they make a little charge for a "mar­
riage pamphlet’ presented to the par­
ties, and for stamps, but even those are 
dispensed with if the parties make a 
declaration of poverty.

“On the subject of the grounds of di­
vorce, very great divergences occur be- 
twi eu tlie'different nations. In France, 
to call a wife canaille before her child­
ren justifies a decree of divorce, as also 
does a wife’s ‘refusal to obey her hus­
band when it is a question of a theatri­
cal engagement. ’ A wife can also get 
a divorce if the husband ill-treats his

In spite of the proverb 
the advantages of a little aversion at 
the beginning of matrimonial life, it is 
the law in Germany that ‘insuperable 
aversion may become a ground for di- 

, if both parties consent and there 
no children. ’ Itoumania distin­

guishes herself by an enactment that a 
divorce can be procured if tho tribunals 
are satisfied that ‘existence in common 
is impossible.’ In Massachussetts and 
Mississippi ‘the habitual use of opium 
or like drug’ is held a sufficient excuse 
for untying the marriage knot ; and in 
some States, as West Vircrinia, marriage 
will be annulled if one party is a negro 
and the other a white person. As to 
the cost of divorce, the cheapest and 
simplest kind in the States costs $100, in 
Germany it varies from $12 to $250. In 
Russia, Consistorial Courts pronounce 
in divorce cases, and the expense is 
very great. Saxony’s modest figure is 
from $12 to $25, There are other curi­
ous regulations in different countries. 
Thus, in Portugal, ‘it is the duty of a 
married woman to follow her husband 
everywhere except to a foreign coun­
try. ’ A Portuguese married woman 
also ‘mav noFpuhlish her literary works 
without her husband’s consent.’ Parties 
divorced mav not re marry in Roumania. 
In Italy, there is no divorce at all, 
marriage being annuUed only by the 
death of one of the parfies. In America, 
the onlv State that has a similar latv is 
South Carolina.”

Provincial Detective Rogers Returns With 
Embezzler Lord.

Detective Rogers arrived in the city 
on Saturday evening from Detroit, where 
he had succeeded in arresting John Me* 
Kellax Lord on a charge of embezzling 
$2028.

Four years ago Lord was appointed 
tax-collector of London West. He was 
a man in whom implicit confidence was 
reposed, hut this feeling was reversed 
when in June last he disappeared. An 
examination of his books disclosed the 
fact that there was a shortage of about 
$2000. He first went to Windsor, where 
he stayed two wcieks> and then crossed 
to Detroit, where he has been living 
with his family at 190 Ash-street. He 
is a broom-maker by trade, but on ar­
riving in Detroit he secured employment 
as agent for a pickle factory.

id London it was supposed Lord had 
gone to Kansas, and on the application 
of Ccmnty Attorney McGee the Ontario 
Government put the matter in the hands 
of Detective Rogers. He had neither 
a description nor photograph of the ab­
sconder. Officer Ward of London Wept, 
received information that led him to 
think Lord was in Detroit, and last 
week Rogers proceeded thither, Ward 
following the next day.

The various broom factories were visit­
ed,but no trace of the man could be found. 
At the last factory visited an employe 
remarked : “I guess it is McKellar you 
want: he is working at a pickle factory.” 
The pickle factory Was visited, and after 
a few hours he drove up and alighted 
from the rig. ‘‘The jig is up, Lord,” said 
Detective Rogers. “I guess it is,” re­
plied the man. He was arrested, and 
when taken to headquarters acknowledg­
ed his identity.

He at first said he would fight extra­
dition. Rogers found that the accused 
had a brother-in-law in Windsor, whom 
he induced to come to Detroit. After 
an interview Lord decided to forego ex­
tradition. He was lodged in London jail

R.S. WILLIAMS&S0NCLARKSON & CROSS MThe Novelist Was Stricken With Apoplexy 
While Preparing a Salad.

Apia. Samoa, Dec. 6.—R. L. Steven- 
boh, the novelist, died of * apoplexy on 
Monday evening at 8 o’clock. About G 
o’clock the same evening Lloyd Osborne, 
Mr. Stevenson’s step-son, was seen in 
Apia hutless aud coatleaa, anxiously en­
quiring for medical assistance. Fortun­
ately Dr. Anderson, of H.M.8. Walla­
roo, was available, and Dr. Funk, the 
local physician, was soon communicated 
with. Both doctors hastened to re­
spond to Mr. Osborne’s request for as­
sistance, Dr. Anderson being on the 
ipot nearly half an hour before his fel- 
luw-practitioner Mr. Stevenson was dis- 
îovered insensible and breathing heavily 
ind intermittently. Dr Anderson recog- 
aized the symptoms of apoplexy, and did 
ill he could to afford relief, although 
iware that the case was hopeless. On 
Dr. Funk’s arrival further remedies were 
ipplied, 
tient b
ibove mentioned, never having recov­
ered consciousness. The deceased was 
[interred Tuesday between the hours of 
L and 2 in the afternoon, on the ex­
treme summit of Vaea Mountain, at the 
foot of which Vailima. is situated. There 
were about twenty whites and sixty 
Samoans present. Revs. Clark and New- 
ill officiated.

Mr. Hteveuson’s health of late has been 
bo much improved that hi* relatives had 
hoped that his lung trouble was gradual­
ly ceasing to be absolutely dangerous. 
For a long time hemorrhages had not 
been in evidence, and all thought that 
the faculty's prediction that the 45th 
fear being turned, the sensitiveness of 
the lung would disappear, might be veri- 
lied. Apople«xy does not seem to have 
been contemplated. The deceased being 
in, for him, robust health, had put 
through an enormous amount of work 
lately.

Just before his attack Mr. Stevenson 
was superintending the manufacture of 
some salad dressing, which indicated he 
was in good health and spirits. Sudden-i 
ly he lelt pains in1 his head, and was 
almost instantly struck down. He was 
carried into the big ball room and laid 
on a small bestead, which had been 
hastily conveyed there. Here he re­
mained surrounded by his family and 
native servants and friends. Just 
fore he ceased to breathe, his favorite 
body-servant, an intelligent Samoan lad, 
begged to be permitted to sing a hymn, 
which he did in a sweet but powerful 
voice, affecting all present.
