Demonstration of' Wealth 
In Biff CMm.

Entering Queen’s Park, Toronto, 
from College street, one can hardly 
fail to notice a huge pile of atones 
which stands out boldly through the 
bare branches and tree trunks beside 
the right sweep of the drive. On 
closer view one discovers that it is 
quite regular in form, rising from a 
substantial, circular base to a height 
of from 10 to 12 feet and capped 
with a large, roughly conical stone.
It is composed ot a great many rocks 
of various sizes, colors and shapes, 
each with a small number painted 
on Its surface.

This unusual structure Is a 
”calrn."! this particular cairn repre­
senting in tho rocks of which • it is 
built, the mine .and quarry wealth of 
Ontario. The various rocks were 
arrange^ by Dr, 1». Goodwin, and the 
cairn has been erected under the or­
der of the Department of Mines of 
Ontario.

The rocks ot which the cairn is 
composed are specimens which 
have been accumulated by the De­
partment ot Mines during the last 
thirty years. As they are for_ tke 
most part rather large and are 
duplicates of 1 specimens already 
exhibited In the eases,. they were 
merely stored away in tjie vaults of 
the Provincial House until this novel 
scheme for putting them on public 
view was hit upon.

This interesting pile contains in 
the neighborhood of three hundred 
distinct specimens.

It would provide a freight ot 
44,640 tons for every locomotive, in 
the cohntry, or five trainloads a day 
for each working day in a year; while 
it would take all the borges in the 
country twelve months tg transport 
it, assuming that\each horse made 
ten Journeys daily, hauling a ton of 
water each journey.

So colossal Is the weight of our 
“inch of rain" that it would allow 
of a dlstriAitlon of nearly five tone 
to «very man, woman, and child llv- 
ingfflh the earth tqjday, or approxi­
mately three galloiB for every day 
of thei year. If distributed among 
the people of the Dominion, eaph 
person would have sufficient water 
to fill a tank 160 feet i,qng and 2T 
feet u^de to a depth of five- feet.

JUDGMENT IN THE WILSON 
CASE

Justice Middleton Dismisses Bossn- 
quet Man’s $10,000 Damage 

Action

Because Stanley Wilson, Bosanquet 
township farmer, turned in his seat 
while driving his car to speak to his 
wife behind him in the rear seat, a 
triple fatality resulted, according to 
the judgment announced Thursday 
from the trial court, Osgoode Hall, 
Toronto, dismissing his $10,000 
damage acton against the municipal 
corporations of the -County of Lamb- 
ton for the deaths of “his wife, a 
three year old daughter and infant 
son on May 29, 1021.

This action was heard by the late 
Judge Robert F. Sutherland in Dec­
ember last and after the latter’s 
death it was at first thought that a 
retrial would be necessary but it was 
later found that he had prepared a 
judgment prior to his fatal illness, 
but had not announced it.

Driver Responsible 
The husband, wife and three chil­

dren were motoring on the highway 
j known as the town line, Bosanquet 
‘ and Warwick townships. The car 
which Mr. Wilson was driving slid 
down the side of a ditch and in doing 
so hit a stump, which caused the ma­
chine to overturn. The wife and the 
two younger children were drowned 
in the water in the ditch being un­
able to extricate themselves.

The judgment sets forth that his 
lordship was led to the conviction 
and conclusion that the plaintiff’s 
turning to hear what his wife said, 
and, in consequence, his failing to 
continue to steer in a straight dir­
ection, and to keep on the travelled 
part of the road, thus allowing the 
car to proceed towards, and reach a 
point at, or near, the edge of the 
ditch, caused the accident.

JURY DISAGREE IN McMULLEN 
CASE

Sarnia, June 16.—The jury trying 
IÇdward A. McMullen on a charge of 
robbery with violence on October 2,0, 
last, at Wyoming, failed to agree af­
ter five hours' deliberation.

After the jury had been out for 
about four hours they returned and 
asked that the evidence of Dr. Milne 
of o.Lndon, H. S. Lambert, mqeager 
of the ro-bbed bank; Vera MclnNsh, 
the. bank teller, and Alpheus McKay, 
an undertaker, who was in the bank 
when the hold-up occurred, be read 
over to them. The former was a Wit­
ness for the defense and the three 
latter for the crown.

What Was Desired.
The jury, in asking for the read­

ing of Dr. Milne’s testimony, gave 
the reason that they were not sure 
he had been able to identify Mc­
Mullen as the man upon whom he 
had operated on the afternoon of the 
robbery, without the aid of a certain 
chart. They also wanted to know if 
his testimony showed that he was 
■sure of the day of the aforesaid 
operation.

After Dr. Milne’s evidence had 
been read the jury retired again 
without hearing the other evidence 
they had asked for.

It was learned that 11 of the jur­
ors were in favor of a conviction, 
With one for acquittal. This is be­
lieved- to have been the state exist­
ing from shortly after the jury first 
retired to consider the evidence, and 
it is believed they returned to court 
to hear the doctor’s evidence solely 
for the benefit of tne one. Finally 
however, they announced there was 
no hope of their coming to an agree­
ment, and Judge A. I. Taylor, after 
expressing his regrets, dismissed 
them.

Ayres was found 
guilty. He will be sentenced later. 
George Anderson and John Yohn are 
now on trial.

cabbage Magot prevalent

The prevalence of the cabbage 
magot this, ypar has led to an issu­
ing by the Ontario Department of 
Agriculture of a specially prepared 
pamphlet by L. Ceasar, provincial 
entomologist. This pamphlet describ­
es the insect as a small, white legless 
magot about one-third of an inch 
long, that attacks chiefly the roots 
of cauliflowers, cabbages and radish­
es. It says that tlhe best method to 
control it is to saturate the soil 
around each plant with a solution of 
corrosive sublimate in water, at the 
strength of one ounce of corrosive 
sublimate to ten gallons of water, on 
transplanted cabbage and cauliflower, 
and one ounce to eight or ten gallons 
of water for radishes and cauliflower. 
The first application should be given 
on the third or fourth day after the 
vegetables have been transplanted or 
come through tlhe soil, the second five 
days later, and the third a similar 
elapse of time. The solution is pois­
onous, and should be kept out of the 
way of children.

DOPE FORJROSE PESTS
How to Deal With Some Persis­

tent Rose Enemies.

EVEN SENATORS DON’T RULE

Wife of Eighty-T wo-Year-Old “Live
One” Waxed Sarcastic at Hubby's 

Expense, the Morning After.

The story Is still told in chuckle 
circle In Washington, where old cro­
nies get together, of the night when 
E. W. Pettus, senator from Alabama, 
then elghty-two years old, stayed out 
too late.

The day after the escapade the sen­
ate was droning along and Mr. Me- 
Cumber was making a speech that 
was well studded with statistics and 
entirely denuded of thrills.

A Remedy at Hand for Every Assail­
ant—In Cold Weather Spray In 
the Mornings — Generous Cows 
Need a Good Grain RUtlon.

(Vontrlbuted by Ontario Department of 
Agriculture, Toronto.)

Spraying with water under pres­
sure with a fine spray Is a good 
preventive for the various pests that 
Infect rose bushes. This, however, 
Is often times not full effective, but 
only a help.
Tobacco and Soap Solutions Effective.

Strong tobacco or soap solutions 
applied in the same way as stated for 

i the water are good remedies. Three 
j ounces of whale oil soap dissolved in 

a gallon of water will make a good 
solution tor green aphids, red spider 
and thrlp. A solution of tobacco 
water can be made placing to­
bacco leaf stems dr'- raw tobacco 
leaves In a pail, or 2 pounds; 
fill the pall with boiling soap suds, 
cover up, and allow to cool. Strain 
and spray it on the plants as re­
quired.

Another good formula is made by 
mixing one part slightly sour milk 
and two parts of coal oil. These must 
be mixed (churned) together thor­
oughly first, then add 20 parts of 
water and mix thoroughly. This must 
be Used quickly, as it does not keep 
long.

The following preparations sold at 
large seed stores are also good. Sul- 
pho-tobacco soap and Black Leaf 40 
are good remedies. These are also 
sold at some drug stores. Full direc­
tions for use are given on the pack­
ages. I find it an improvement to 
use soapy water in mixing Black 
Leaf 40.

These remedies are for aphis, thrip 
and red spider mainly.
Dealing With the Slug.

Another peat that infests rose 
bushes is what is known as the rose 
slug, a slimy green caterpillar, about 
one Inch long, that eats the leaves 
and also eats into the flower. Dust­
ing the bushes when the leaves are 
damp (not too wet) with dry helle­
bore from an oW baking powder tin 
having a perforates ltd, will help to 
keep down these pests; or an ounce 
of hellebore powder may be mixed 
with a gallon of water and sprayed 
on the plants. These are all very 
effective remedies for pests on rose 
bushes. Care must be taken, how­
ever, not only to be particular in 
mixing the ingredients, but also to

apply imAsragniy to an parts or ‘.ne 
plant, more especially to the ond«-r 
side of the leaves for the white thrit* 
and red spider, and start tariy in 
the season before the pests appeal. 
JA»eveution is tetter- than cure.
When to Spray.

In applying any of these solutions, 
any spraying necessary in chilly 
weather should be done in the morn­
ing. During the very hot weather, 
spraying may be done in the evening. 
If spraying is done in chilly weather 
it induces mildew. The remedy for 
downy or powdery mildew is to dust 
the plants with flowers of sulphur or 
spray with a solution made by mix­
ing one ounce of potassium sulphide 
Vs three gallons of water. An appli­
cation of any of these remedies 
jhould be made every week or ten 
days from early in the season until 
the end of summer. The potassium 
sulphide is also a good remedy for 
"Black Spot,” another fungus dis­
ease that attacks the leaves of rise 
bushes. All dead or diseased lesve» 
caused by black spot or mildew 
Fiould be gathered up and- burned. 
—The late Wm. Hunt, O. A. Colle ge,

Generous Cows Need Good Grain 
Ration.

With the pasturing season at an 
end, every owner of dairy etwa 
zhould begin to plan his winter feed- 
tag. Cows often suffer more for lack 
ejf feed between the time when the 
rasture is good and the time whe» 
winter feeding in earnest begins than 
they do after winter is really at hand. 
Every experienced feeder has learn­
ed that it is easy to let cows decline 
in milk as a result of poo;? feed, dot 
very hard to bring them back. A 
good production for the year is pos­
sible' only when the cow is kept at 
a high level of milk production all 
the time.

_ The foundation of all good dairy 
rations is a succulent feed, either 
silage or roots, and a legume bay, 
which mfeans clover or alfalfa. Just 
as aoon aa the grass begins to get 
short, therefore, the feeding of silage 
and hay should begin. It never pays 
to scrimp on roughage. Let the cows 
have as much as they will eàt up 
clean all the time. That is what a 
cow is for—to convert roughage'idto 
milk.

A good grain mixture should euntr 
tain at least three different feeds, 
one of which is rather high in pro­
tein. A good grain mixture for coww 
of médium production is ground comb, 
or barley fobr partageais or bran two 
parts, linseed meal one part.

The grain feed should vary with 
the milk produced. The cow that tar 
milking heavily is the oaie to receive» 
the liberal grain allowance. A good 
rule to follow with reference to 
amount of feed, is to give one pouxitfi 
o£ grain to each three pounds of milk 
produced by a Guernsey or Jersey, 
and o’ne pound of grain to each three 
and one-half pounds of milk by a 
Holstein.

It Is Infi­
nitely more probahletimt manjn the, 
distant tuture will "be a giant than 
that such ever existed in a previous 
age.

The recent revival of the petrified 
giant Industry In the United States 
recalls the story of the monstrous 
fraud perpetrated on the American 
public during the year 1869 when 
people were led to believe. that a 
10-foot man had once lived and was 
buried near the little village of 
Cardjff in New York State.

The idea had its inception out In 
Fort Dodge, Iowa, when an ad ven­
ture tis showman purchased a huge 
block of gypsum from a quarryman 
of that place. The block then was 
shipped to Chicago, It being taken 
in charge by a sculptor, who chiselled 
It into a 10-foot giant. The surface 
was pricked with needles to give the 
appearance of pores In the human 
skin, and then treated with a variety 
of acids which made the entire sta­
ture appear of ancient origin.

After completion the giant was 
securely packed in an Iron box and 
shipped to Union, New York, where 
the owner claimed it, loaded the 
bulky box upon a large wagon, and 
hauled It fifty miles to a farm near 
Cardiff. The giant form was then re­
moved from the box and secretly bur­
led, remaining under the ground 
nearly a year, until It was "accident­
ally" discovered by some workmen 
who had been engaged to dig a well 
by the promoter*of the fraud.

This great discovery was made on 
October 16th, 1869, and news of the 
wonderful petrified giant spread all 
over the country. The lucky finders 
covered It with a tent and put It on 
exhibition, while special trains were 
run from New York City and other 
near-by points so that the clamoring' 
multitudes could see the astonishlifg 
remains at the earliest opportunity.

Until the deception was discovered 
It is estimated that more than 50,000 
persons jostled each other In order 
to view the wonder, paying a dollar 
apiece for the remarkable privilege.

But, passing on frouLthls greatest 
hoax, it is found that tlwlate Captain 
Bates, a nativl of Kentucky, was 
probably the tallest of modern Amer­
ican giants, although his 8-foot 
height was slightly exceeded by that 
of Anna Swan, a native of Nova Sco­
tia. A recent visitor to the United 
States and Canada, Johann Van Al­
bert. of Amsterdam, Holland, Is said

Sir Robert Borden 
English Sergeant.

It was of the “ ’eathen” that 
friend Rudyard Kipling wrote. " ’E 
don’t obey no orders unless they Is 
Ms own.” Not of the British soldier. 
My word no. You ask Sir Robert 
Borden. He can tell you a story to 
-prove that to the British soldiers 
“orders is orders," and that you may 
take the broad and easy path to the 
place where there Is no bother 
about winter, before he will depart 
from them to the breadth of an eye­
lash.

It happened when Sir Robert was 
Premier of Canada, He was In Lon­
don attending the Imperial Confer­
ence that preceded the Peace Confer­
ence. On the afternoon that the then. 
President Wilson of the United States 
was to arrive In London, Sir Robert 
put on his best topper and hied him 
to the station to take part In the 
reception. Until he reached the 
railed-off circle wherein stood the 
King and other dignitaries, also bent 
on welcoming the United States 
President, .Sir Robert had no mis­
givings. At a drop barred entrance 
to the railing he was confronted by 
a handsome representative of the 
British army, wearing a sergeant’s 
chevrons and a number of stripes In­
dicating wounds.

"Ticket, sir,” skid the sergeant 
smartly.

Sir Robert realized something 
then. "By Jove,” said he, "I’ve for­
gotten It.- Left them on my desk in 
Whitehall Gardens.”

"Must have a ticket to get In ’ere 
sir," said the soldier.

„ “But I won’t have time to go back 
and get it before the train arrives," 
protested Sir Robert. "Here’s my 
card—I happen to be "the Premier of 
Canada."

They do say that about the mild­
est words he used sounded suspi­
ciously like "Gol darn, it.” But,sub­
sequently he saw. the humor of the 
situation as well as Its illumination 
of the British character. “It’s typi­
cal," he said. “How could the Ger­
mans ever hope to beat a race like 
that?”

Among royalty Itself it Is claimed 
that one of the Roman emperors was 
nearly nine feet high, but the meas­
urements of those days may have 
allowed him considerable more 
height than he would be entitled to 
at this time, though no doubt he 
was a person of great stature for 
history to make note of the fact.

Deserts Wife for Squaw.
How a romance of the wilds of 

Canada triumphed over fin Infatu­
ation of the city was told In the di­
vorce court In London, Eng., by Mri. 
Florence Delaney, who was granted 
a decree nullifying her marriage to 
Archibald Delaney on the ground of 
it being a bigamous marriage. Her 
action was not contested. •

The plaintiff said she went 
through the form of- marriage to 
Delaney In February, 1917. She had 
known him several years before, but 
he went to Canada and she heard 
nothing more of him until 1916, 
when she saw him here with the 
Canadian forces. They were married 
and lived in Hastings. Soon after 
their marriage, however, he return­
ed to Canada with the understand­
ing that she was to follow him, but 
a year later she received, a letter 
from him in which he said he'had 
married an Indian girl on Bear Is­
land, Nlplsslng, In 1910, and that she 
had rejoined him and they were liv­
ing happlW together.

He said* he was under the impres­
sion that his marriage with the In­
dian girl was^illegal. but had found 
It was not. He hoped he would not 
have to go to prison for his mar­
riage in England. Mrs. Delaney also 
received a letter from Angel Mac- 
qulna, Delaney’s Indian wife, which 
was in thf form, of an affidavit, tes­
tifying to her marriage to Delaney.

Lloyd Smith, son of Luther and Eliz­
abeth Ann Smith, in his 30th year. 
The funeral was held from the family 
residence, Park street, Tuesday after­
noon to Bethel cemetery, Warwick, 
in which township the family resided 
before their removal to Strathroy 
about a' year ago.
