Sending Logs Down Nevada Mountains.

The California Architect amd Builder
gives the following graphic account ot the
wode adopted in Nevada for getting logs
to the market. A chute is laid from the
river's brink, up the steep wmountain to
tbe railroad, and while we are telling it,
the monster logs are rushing, thundering,
flying, leaping down the declivity. They
come with the speed of a thunderbolt, and
somewhat of its roar. A track of fire and
smoke follows them—fire struck by their
friction with the chute logs. They
descend the seventeen hundred feet of the
chute in fourteen seconds. In doing so
they drop seven hundred feet perpendic-
ularly. Lhey strike deep water with a
report that can be heard a mile distant.
Logs fired from a cannon could scarcely
have a greater velocity than they have at
the bottom of the chute. The average
velocity is over one hundred feet a
second throughout the entire distance,
and at the instant they leap from
the mouth their speed must be fully
two hundred feeta second. A sugar pine
log sometimes weighs ten tons. What a
missile | The water is dashed into the air
like a grand plume of diamonds and rain-
bows, the feathery spray is hurled to the
beight of a hundred feet. It foims the
grandest  fountain = ever beheld. The
waters foam, and seethe and dash against
the shore. One log having spent its force
by its mad plunge into the deep waters,
has floated so as to be at right angles with
the path of the descending monsters. The
mouth of the chute is, perbaps, fifteen
feet above the surface of the water. A
buge log hurled from the chute cleaves the
air, and alights on the floating log. You
know} bow & bullet glances, but can you
imagine a saw log glancing? The end
strikes with a beavy shock, but glides
quickly past for a short distance; then a
crash like the reverberation of artillery,
the falling log springs vertically into the
air,and with a curve like a rocket falls into
the water a long distancee from the log
it struck.

Tas Bririsa Buperr.— London, April 30.
—The budget for 1885 was submitted to
the commons to-day. Itshows a deficit
of £1,049,000. Childers, chancellor of the
exchequer, said the government did not
propose to cover the whole of the deficit
this year, nor to let the whole charge fall
upon property. It is prcposed to raise the
income tax to vight pence on the pound.
The income tax produced £12,000,000, ex-
ceeding the estimate by £750,000. The totul
receipts. from taxation were £14,247,000
and the total revenne £88,043,000 ; and the
toial expenditure £89,092,000. The pre-
sent government had. pald all the war
charges bequeathed it by the late govern.
ment, including £5,000,000 given to the
Indian government. Childers estimated
that the ontlay for 1885.6, not including
the vote credit, would be £87,872,000.
With income tax at five pence on the
pound sterling, the total revenue would
be £85,130,000. Childers concluded by
asking that the second reading be fixed for
the 14th of May 80 as to enable the house
meantime to fully study the proposals of
the government.

Recently a Government scout was captur-
ed by the breeds who were unable to  find
his dispathes, They -called upon Riel
who asked time for consideration, after
which he told his men” to pull off the
scout’s right boot, cut open the inner sole
and find the dispatch.

Antoine de Padua, at
Batoehe’s, but the priest dons his sacerd-
toal fiibes under protest, and would not
don them at all were he not frequently
thri ed with death. *‘‘ You suall be
shot “in the morning!” seems to
be a favorite phrase with this North-West-
ern Barrios, and, as lang syne in Fort
Garry, he whiles away the tedium of time
for bis prisvners by announcing to them
daily that this time they shall surely dic.
As his prisoners belicve bim half crazy,
they don’t get used to this ' quirp and
merrie jost,” ot knowing when insane
love of terrorism may overcome all
scruples and the order bo executed for-
with.

Tuae Russiax Cruiser SILENTLY StEALS
AwaY.—New York,April 20.—The Russian
corvette Strelok, is now anchored in the
north river. The Telegram says the Stre-
lok stole out of Hampton Roads Thursday
at midnigat carrying no lights, and in such
hurried secrecy she left three men behind
in Norfolk, where she had been coaling
and taking in miscellaneous stores. ‘The
Strelok was being.watched by the Britigh
covertte Garnet which tollowed the Rus-
sian and Havaua. All Monday and Tues-
day the respective captains were sending
telegraphic despatches to their govern.
ments, The inference ix that the Strelok’s
commander is acting under precise orders,
It is protable that war will soon be declar-
ed, and that the Strelok has been ordered
to pick up transatlantic steamers. The
Strelok is 1,335 tons register and mount-
ing 10 guns, four of which are heavy rifled
pieces ; her crew numburs 160 men. She
has a great spread of canvas with  double
topeails.

Loxpox, May 2, 4 8. m.—An agreement
has’ heen concluded between the English
and Turkish governments by which the
later will allow vessels of the former to
pass through the Dardanelles in the event
of war with Russia, In return for this
favor Turkey will be allowed to send an
expedition to occupy the Soudan by way
Suakim and England will restore Cyprus
to Turkey at the end of five years and
guarantee the integrity of the status of
the ports,

A war between England and Russia for
ascendency in India would be a. tremen.
dous conflict. All the resources of modern
military and naval science would be
brought into play, and by a system of
privateering, England, upon the ocean and
in her vast colonial extension, could be
stiuck by Russia at a thousand points.
On sea and land, and on every cootinent
the cooflict wonld be carried on, and the
days of Chatham, when the news of Eng-
ligh battles came with cvety morning,
would be renewed. The policy of Russia
for the last generation has tended to su-
premacy in Asia, and in a great
and general yiew, as contrasted with
the immovability of the Asian continent
and without regarding England in Asia,
it is & civiliziog policy. Bat it was inevi-
table, of course, that Russian advance
woulid at last reach the frontier of British
Asian power, and that the two empires
should compete for mastery. So in the
middle of the last century, England and
France came face to face upon this couti-
nent and the Roglish race was victorous.
The revolution that followed, the indepen-
dence of the colonies, and the rise of the
new nation did not dislodge that race, nor
its language, laws, faith, tradition, and
civilization.  In the deepest and -truest
sense the same blood, the same political
genius, and the same spirit in laws and
government, which have made England,
have made the United States. There are,
indeed, mixtures of differing races, of otber
blood, of a conflicting spirit, but the do-
minant and characteristic impulse of Eng-
lish and American development is the
same.

In a great controversy for dominion,
therefore, between England and Ru »
American sympathy will naturally lean
toward E«gland. It is not that as a state
Eogland has been always friendly to us,
for she has not always been so. Not only
did the Revolution and the later war tend
bitterly to alicnate feeling, but the attis
tude of the English Government toward
us in our civil war was cold and unfriend.
ly. It must not be forgotten, however

that ile the ministry and Parliament,
an e London clubs and drawing rooms
and the 7imes, were hostile, the Knglish
people were kindly, and great English-
men were onr friends, The Russian Gov-
ernment, indeed assured us of its sympathy.
But to the Russian people we were practi-
cally unknown. It is not that England as
a state has been uniformly friendly that in
such a controversy as that which impends
we should regret ber defeat, but because,
historically and upon the whole, England
has been the great champion of liberty in
modern Christendom, and that her objects
and course, the extension of populat rights
the progress of the great body of the
people, have been and are our objects also.
Would any sagacious Amecrican see with
pleasure Russian privateers sweep Eng-
land from the ocean, or Russian military
hordes expelling England from India, and
the Czar replacing the Queen? Undoubt-
edly England and Rus«ia are botn invaders
of India. Bnt the present question is not
that. The que-tion of torday is whether
the world, whether liberty and civilization,
would gain by dislodging Englaod from
India and planting Russia there. Would
we substitute Russian influence for Eng-
lish influence in the world ?

There can be no doubt of the answer to
that question. Russia invading Turkestan
may be the advance of civilization upon
quasi-barbarism. But Russia driving Eng-
land from India is qnasi-barbarism advanc-
ing upon civilization. As we write, the
conflict seems to bLe hardly avoidable.
The Russian explanation oftheattack upon
the Afghans is plausible. But at such
a time, and in the actual situation, the
probabilities of the case must determine,
Why is Russia in snch force upon the
that point? Why are troops coustantly
pressed forward? Why is such constant
explanatiou necessary? What has been
the Russian course in that country, and
and what is the general object of that
course? The answers of such questions
reves| the extreme probability of war,
In that event the course of our Govern-
ment would be one of abgolute neutrality,
Fitting out, arming,and equipping vessels
which may be supposed to be intended for
use against a friendly Power are prohibited
and so is the use of our waters as a base
of naval operations, or to obtain military
supplies, or to recruit crews, Ourduty is
plain, and undoubtedly it will be vigors
ously discharged. The shock of war be-
tween the two empires is apparently im-
minent, and even if postponed it cannot be
finally averted.

Rights of American Fishermén.

From the Cape Ann Advertiser.

The only rights of American fishermen
in British waters under the tieaty of 1818,
upon which they must fall back on the
termination of the Fisheries Treaties, July
1st, are ¢ to enter British bays and bhar-
bors for the putpose of shelter, of repairs
ing damages, of purchasing wood and oh-
taining water, and for no other purpose
whatever.” The Canadians construe this
not only as forbidding our vessels to fish
within three miles of the coast, but as de-
barring them from transferring cargoes,
outfitting vessels, buying supplies, ice eor
bait, procuring sailors or engaging in any
kind of traffic whatever. Such s esistuct-
ion of the law strictly emforced would
prove a serious anngysfice to the American
fishermen i s-business loss to the peo=
ple of th time Provinces,

The Treaty question, however, is one
between Great Britian and the United
States, and our government will not be
likely to accept of any arbitrary interpre-
tation put upon it by the authorities of the
Dominion or her colonie: The commer-
cial rights which are cheerfully conceded
to coasting or other vessels cannot safely
be denied to fishing craft; the rights
which British vessels enjoy without ques-
tion in American ports cannot be denied
to American vessels in Canadian harbors,
without leading to retaliatory legislation
which would prove injurious to colonial
interests.

Nor will the people of the maritime col-
onies themselves rest content under an
interpretation ot the treaty which robs
them of a legitimate and profitable trade,
in provisions, ice, salt, bait and other sup

plies. Many of the tradesmen of Halifax,
Canso, and all aloug the line find the
American fishing fleet among their best
and most profitable customers. They will
not.quietly submit to the loss of the free-
dom of the American market for their fish
products, and the additional loss of the
benefit they receive from supplying the
necessities of the American fleet.

The re-imposition of dutics on Canadian
fish brought to the United States will be a
serious blow to the prosperity of the ceol-
onial fisheries, As an offsct to this they
have the undoubted right under treaty
stipulations te prohibit American vessels
fisking within three miles of their coast.
That territory belongs exclusively to them,
and the United States government has
issued notice to our fishermen to respect
that right, and it will be respected. If
any man violates it, he must expect to
suffer the-consequences. But the seizure of
vessels not engaged in fishing, as has been
threatened, under the pretence that they
are fitted for fishing, or preparing to fish ;
to seize vessels for exercising commercial
rights to which they are entitled by the
laws of nations and common equity ; to
seize, or harass and annoy vessels legi-
timately following their occupation out
side the marne jurisdiction of Great
Britian ; these are outrages which ough-
not and which will not be quietly submitt
ted to,

There are grave doubts among those
versed in international law of the power of
Canadian Courts to deal with matters at
issue between the United States and the
mother country ; there are serious doubts
of the power of Canada to fit out cruisers
to enforce a treaty made by Great Britain ;
these are questions whica must be met and
decided, and which will be met and decid-
ed by the proper tribunals if the Canadians
assume a jurisdiction which they do not
possess.

The fisherivs provisions of the Washing-
ton Treaty have had this gooed effect, that
the payment of $5,000,000 and the ques-
tions growing out of the Halifax Com-
mission, have called attention to the mat-
ter, and the importance of the fishery
question, the rights of the fishermen, the
importance of protecting the fishing inter-
est, has never been so fully understood by
the American Congress as now. Congress
and the administration are now in a posi-
tioa to take a firm stand in the support of
that interest, and if it shall be unjustly
assailed and hampered, will be prompt to
demand redress. -

THE CAUSE OF IT.
What Bogland and Russia are Going to
Fight About.

(N. Y. Sun.)

England, as every body knows, has
an immense population in India. Rus-
sia has of late years been pusning ber
conquests in the direction of India, and
about two years ago, when the Russians
seized the oasis of Mery, and got con-
trol of the great Turcoman desert, they
ocame right up against what has alwaye
been regarded as one of the bulwarks
of India—Afghanistan, Then England
became alarmed.

Look at the map of Asia and you
will see that all along the northern edge
of India, like & wall of defence, runs
the gigantic chain Himalayas, the
greatest mountains in the world. At
the northwestern corner of India this
range of mountains splits up,and turn-
ing towards the southeast, spreads out
into a number of diverging ranges
which cover Afghanistan, the backbone
of the system being the colossal Hins
doo Koosh Mountains,  This rugged
country of Afghanistan therefore forms
a sort of natural breastwork for India
toward the northwest, the direction
from which an invasion by Russia would
come, and so England has for years
Kkept a sharp oversight of things in Af~
ghanistan. In the north western cor-
er of Afganistan lies the fortified town
ot Herat, which on account of its com-
manding position has long been known
as the key to India. Right over against
Herat on the north and only .some 200
miles away is the new post of the Rus-
ians at Mery.

After the Russians had got control of
the country thus bordering on Afghan-
istan the question immediately came up
ag to where the exact boundaries of the
latter country were. [England was so
anxious to keep the Russians from ad-
vancing further, and so fearful that
their next step would carry them to
Herat, that she lost no time in demand-
ing that these boundaries be definitely
settled, and a joint commission of Rus«
sians and Englishman was appointed to
deal with the question on the spot.
This commission has been on the
ground during the past year, but has
not reached an agreement. The Rus~
sians, it appears, claim a piece of terri-
tory between the rivers Murghab and
Heri Rud, the control of which, it ig
alleged, would give them command of
the road to Herat. The town of Pen-
jdeh, which,it is said,the Russians have
just captured, lies upon this road, and
acoording to English claim, within the
edge of the Afghan territory.

The recent negotiations beiween
England and India relate to the ques-

tion as to where the line should be run|

and what should be regarded as debat~
able ground for the purpose. Two or
three weeks ago the two governments
agreed to make no further advamces
ment on either side pending the nego-
tiations —that is, Russia promised not
to push her troops further into the de-
baitable ground and Euogland under-
took to restrain her friends, the Af-
ghans. The recent battle between the
Russians and the Afghans, however,
shows thatone side or the other has
failed to keep back.

As England believes that the safety
of her Indian Empire depends upon the
keeping of the Russians out of Afghan.
istan, the world looks on to see Eng-
land sid the Afghans against Russia
with all the power and prestige of her
arms.

Do not plough wh'on the -ground is
wet, cold and heayy. Olten s field
will be found to be in a proper condis
tion for ploughing with the excaption
of a strip which is too wet and 30ggy-.
Of course this portion should have-
been underdrained. The next best
thing is to draw furrows across it in
such a manner as réaaily to removethe
surface water. A half hour's work
will often save several days t/me in
fitting the land. for the plough—ap
item of great importanceat plotighing
time ‘especially in s late veason.
Another plan is to mark the fields out
intoparrow lands. The water.will
then drain into the furrow and evapors
ate and soak away very rapidly. Some
farmers first plough a bead . land, and
trample over this ploughed strip each
time when turning at the end. This is
a poor plan. The head land should be
ploughed last of all. - In sod ground to
be ploughed in lande a light furrow
should be made a certain distance from|
the fence, as a guide where to stop and
commence ploughing. ‘This furrow is
not usually neccessary in stubble land,
as the ploughman can guess very near-
ly the proper distance from the fence.
Where land is naturally dry or proper-
ly underdrained, leve! culture will - ‘be
found best. In this case large lands
are made, or the field ploughed by pass-
ing around it.

When possible, purchase a chilled
plough in preference to a cast-iron one,
even though the cost be a third more.
As to the advantage of a sulky plough,
every farmer muet decide that point
for himself.-—L. D. Snook.

Points in Horse Breeding.

More ocare should be taken in selects
ing a horse the first time & mare i
bred than afterward. A singular phe-
nonenon, and one which should be
more widely known, is the lasting in~
fluence conferred upon the mare by
her first stallion. This first horse that
serves her should be as perfect as pos-
sible in blood and breed, for all her
colts thereafter are certain to resemble
him in one way or another.

Peouliarity of form and constitution
is an important bat neglected consid-
eration in pairing. The unskilful or
careless breeder too often so badly
couples the animals that the goed
points of each are almost lost, or the
defects of bothare increased, and " the
produce is far inferior to both sire and
dam. The defects in 01e should be
met and got rid of by excellence n
that particular point 'n the other.
Breeding from one marc by different
stallions is -sometimes :itended with
success, but 1t should pever be -encour
aged after the first deciced ‘ nick.” A
horse and mare are ‘aild to ‘nick’
when they produce their best qualities
o the foal. The morefrequently two
animals are bred togethisr the oftener
the blood of-the males mingles: with
and assimilates to that #7 the female.
As a matter of course, “the first foal
should show that the bidod of the stal-
lion ‘nicks’ with that of the mare,
when successive breeditg to the same
horse is to be con:aued.— W. W.

spoonful of salt and the beaten whites
Jjust before frying. This quantity will
make two good-sized omelets, and will
be cooked more conveniently than one
large one. Have the fryingpan hot
and drop in a small teaspoonful of but-
ter, and let it melt and cover the sur-
face of the pan evenly; then pour in
half the above mixture, and let it cook,
raising it with a knife or griddle~cake
lifter, so that it will not scorch or
brown too quickly. When of a light
brown underneath and soft above roll
it as carefully as possible, after the
manner of a jelly-cake, and turn it
upon a hot platter. From three to
tive minutes is plenty of time to cool
it.
