WHITMAN—HALL.

—Our American cousins profess to care 
very little for titles of honor and all that sort 
of thing, and occasionally boast that to be a 
sovereign citizen of the greatest republic on 
earth is honor enough for them. The sover­
eign citizen who for some years has been 
president of the Canadian Pacific Railway 
does not seem to share in this sentiment, 
however, as a few years ago he renounced his 
American citizenship and took the steps 
necessary to constitute him a subject of Her 
Majesty. Now, in recognition of the dis­
tinguished services he has rendered the em­
pire, in connection with this great railway 
system, he has just received the honor of 
knighthood, and thereby becomes Sir Wil­
liam Van Horne, K. C. M. G. There are 
few men who have received this distinction 
at the hands of Her Majesty during recent 
years who have been more deserving of the 
honor than Mr. Van Horne. The Canadian 
Pacific is the longest line of railway under 
one management in the world, and the man 
who can successfully manage such a vast 
railway and steamship system as that cor­
poration owns must possess abilities of a 
brilliant type.

His predecessor, the first president of the 
C. P. R. Company, was first given the honor 
of Knighthood and afterwards was created 
Lord Mount-Stephen, a distinction, if we 
mistake not, entitling him to a seat in the 
House of Lords. Lord Mount-Stephen pur­
chased a fine estate in England and has taken 
up his residence there, thus becoming the 
founder of a family of the English nobility. 
At the time Mr. Van Horne became a British 
subject American newspapers accused him 
of having a similar ambition; and there may 
be some grounds for the accusation. At any 
rate it is rather a laudable ambition for even 
a sovereign citizen of the greatest republic on 
earth.

—Our old friend Senator Frye, of Maine, 
has been making another speech in the Sen­
ate on the question of the tariff, and as usu­
al a good part of it was about Canada and 
l^ose unneighborly Canadians. The senator 
^fcfesses to believe that the people of Can- 
^Kare the worst enemies the United States 
H while on the other hand the people over 
^Ke are continually acting the part of the 
^Rd Samaritan towards us. As an instance 
It this he mentions the fact that lumber has 
rbeen placed on the free list by the Wilson 
bill and as yet remains there.

We fear the Senator’s logic is not sound. 
At any rate we more than suspect that lum­
ber has been placed on the free list, not for 
the benefit of the people of Canada, but sole­
ly for the benefit of the people of the United 
States. The dominion controls the lumber 
supply of the future, while that of our neigh­
bors is already quite limited. They buy 
our lumber because they want it, and cannot 
very well do without it. Even at present, 
a duty of one or two dollars a thousand, on 
the imported article, has the effect of in 
creasing the price of the article to about that 
extent, while the absence of duty enables 
the consumer over there to get his lumber 
that much cheaper. When, therefore, Con 
gress decides not to tax lumber, they simply 
decide not to tax the consumer of the article 
among themselves.

That the American lumber supply is be­
coming limited is shown by the fact that 
five hundred million feet of logs are annually 
cut on the Canadian side and towed across 
the great lakes in rafts to be sawn in Amer­
ican mills. All these might be manufactur­
ed into lumber on this side, thus giving em­
ployment to Canadian labor instead of to 
that of our neighbors. A good many mem­
bers of the dominion parliament are anxious- 

■4yd|j|fiandmg that this destruction of our 
forests be stopped by an export duty on logs, 
which will prevent the exportation of logs 
and give employment to our own men in 
manufacturing it into lumber at home. The 
reason why this has not been done is very 
largely owing to the fact that our politicians 
desire to be neighborly with the United 
States and are anxious to avoid all action 
which is likely to cause irritation or ill feel­
ing.

Provincial Exhibition.

The great agricultural and industrial event 
of the year is the provincial exhibition, 
which has been fixed for the last week of 
September. The agricultural act of of Nova 
Scotia provides that a provincial exhibition 
shall be held once in three years and the 
Halifax Exhibition Commission, incorporat­
ed by act of last session, has taken the ini­
tiatory steps for carrying it out. The prize 
list and regulations have been issued, form­
ing a book of 136 pages.

The public days of the exhibition are 
Tuesday 25th, Wednesday 26th, Thursday 
27th and Friday 28th September. Intend­
ing competitors and other exhibitors are 
required to make entries on the proper 
printed forms, previous to the time of exhi­
bition. Entries of live stock, poultry, dogs, 
dairy produce, ladies’ work, fine arts, and 
all classes of manufacture are required to be 
so entered befoie 25th August; grain, field 
roots, fruits, and horticultural products be­
fore 15th September. No exception will be 
made to this rule on any consideration what­
ever. In the horse, cattle, sheep, swine and 
dog classes, the entry must be made in the

received of a landslide and flood at Bale St. 
Paul, Charlevoix county, about 75 miles be- 
low this city, on the north shore of the 
river St. Lawrence, showing the damage to 
have been very extensive. The continued 
rains of the last week caused the river known 
as the Bras Nord Eat to rise rapidly, and 
the water undermined a large piece of cul­
tivated land, which gave way about noon on 
Friday. Then the river changed its course, 
flowing with irrestlble force through the 
•fields, finally demolishing an extensive break 
water built by the provincial government.

The greater part of the village was pro­
tected irom periodical inundations by this 
breakwater, and when it was carried away 
twelve residences, with numerours barns 
and other outbuildings, went along with the 
flood. Live stock of all descriptions were 
lost, but the people had fled only in time to 
save their lives.

Several dams were carried away, and a 
flour and saw mill wrecked. The river con­
tinues to rise, as rain is still falling heavily. 
Several bridges cannot stand the flood much 
longer, and much property Is In imminent

Many crops of fruit have been ruined and 
thousands of trees destroyed by this peat, 
which in 1892 had travelled to New Mexico. 
In 1893 it reached Virginia, and has been 
recently discovered in Florida and Mary­
land. In all probability it exists in other 
sections. The Department of Agriculture 
has therefore issued an emergency bulletin, 
and urges upon all fruit-growers the impor­
tance of making immediate examination of 
their orchards to ascertain whether or not 
this insect has made its appearance, since 
very great damage to the fruit growing in­
terest may result if the scale is allowed to
SPThe insect itself is a small, flat, round 
scale, a little lighter in color than the bark 
of the tree, and will be found most abun­
dantly upon the younger limbs and twigs. 
It is, when fully grown, about one-eighth of 
an inch in diameter. At or near the middle 
of each scale is a small, roond, slightly elon­
gated black point, or this point may some­
times appear yello

The wood underneath the scale is apt to 
be discolored and somewhat purplish. When 
the insect is abundant the bark is complete­
ly hidden by a close layer of these scales, 
which are then hardly distinguishable to the 
naked eye and give the appearance of a 
slight roughening of the bark.

The natural rich reddish color of the limbs 
of the peach and apple is quite obscured 
when these trees are thickly infested, and 
they have then every appearance of being 
coated with lime or ashes. W hen the scales 
are crushed by scraping, a yellowish, oily 
liquid will appear, resulting from the crush­
ing of the soft, yellow insects beneath the 
scales, and this will at once indicate to one 
who is not familiar with their appearance 
the existence of healthy, living scales on the

The insect effects not only young twigs 
and limbs, and, with young trees, the entire 
plant, but is also found unon -he leaves and 
upon the fruit. When abundant the fruit 
is destroyed.

Where trees are found to have become 
badly infested, the safest and, in the long 
run, the most economical course will be to 
cut them down and burn them, trunk and 
branch. When the infestation is less mark­
ed, insecticide washes and sprays may be 
used. The young lice, before they have be- 

to secrete scales (and at this time they
__ only be discovered with the help of a
magnifying glass), may be destroyed by 
spraying with kerosene soap emulsion. A 
formula for this mixture follows:

Kerosene, two gallons, 67 per cent.; 
mon soap or whale-oil soap, half pound, and 
water, one gallon, 33 percent.

Heat the solution of soa 
ing hot to the kerosene; 
by means of a force pump and spray nozzle 
for five or ten minutes. The emulsion, if 
perfect, forms a cream which thickens upon 
cooling, and should adhere without oiliness 
to the surface of glass. If the water from 
the soil is hard, or has a large percentage of 
lime, add a little lye or bicarbonate of soda, 
or else use rain-water. For use against 
scale-insects dilute one part of the emulsion 
with nine parts of cold water.

The gas treatment has not been extensive­
ly used in California against this insect, but 
has been used with very considerable success 
against the so-called red scale upon orange 
and lemon trees. It is an expensive opera­
tion, but it is unquestionably more thorough 
than spraying. Trees infested with different 
kinds of Aspidiotus have been entirely freed 
by a single application of this gas.

The treatment consists in enveloping the 
tree in an air-tight tent and afterward filling 
the tent with hydrocyanic acid gas, generat­
ed from fused potassium cyanide, sulphuric 
acid and water. This gas is much lighter 
than air, and as soon as generated rapidly 
rises and fills the tent. It is, of course, fa­
tal to all forms of animal life, and care must 
be exrcised in using this treatment.

To prevent the spread of this insect no 
orchardist should admit a single young fruit 
tree, or a single cutting, or a single bud 
from a distance into his orchard without first 
carefully examining it and satisfying himself 
absolutely that it does not carry a single 
specimen of the San Jose scale. If this plan 
is adopted by every one interested, and with­
out exception, the rate of spread of the spe­
cies can be limited to the natural spread by 
crawling, by winds and by the aid of other 
insects and birds.

We wish particularly to impress upon the 
minds of fruit-growers that as soon as this 
insect is found to occur in an orchard the 
most strenuous measures must be taken to 
stamp it out. No half-way measures will 
suffice. The individual must remember that 
not only are his own interests vitally at 
stake, but those of the entire community in 
which he resides. Trees badly infested 
should be instantly burned as previously 
stated. The individual may think that he 
cannot bear the loss, but the loss in conse­
quence of the slightest neglect will be much 
greater. The fact, too, that there is a com­
munity of interests among fruit-growers in 
this matter must not be lost sight of. • Fruit 
growers must be mutually helpful in an 
emergency like this.

Wheat and Dull Times.

The low price at which wheat is now 
quoted has caused quite a discussion in the 
American press in regard to the causes which 
contribute to bring about the dullness in the 
cereal market. As is well known, the price 
of wheat governs the price of all other grains, 
and to a greater or less extent is now affect­
ing the price of almost everything the farmer 
produces.

A large English importer of wheat, speak­
ing to a New York paper recently gives his 

- the subject as follows:
“ Briefly, it is, as he sees the matter, the 

growing volume of Argentine exports which 
is killing the American wheat trade. It is 
not generally appreciated how large this 
volume has become. The fact that, leaving 
flour out of the question, it is g 
that of the wheat exports of 
States is a sufficiently startling one. For 
the month of February the wheat exports of 
this country were 4,000,969 bushels; in the 

month Argentina shipped to Europe 
4,320,000 bushels. In March our wheat ex­
ports were 6,535,818 bushels, while those ot 
Argentina were 9,128,000. The figures for 
April have not been issued by the bureau of 
statistics, but they are certainly much be­
low the Argentina total of 9,392,000 bushels. 
In February last the wheat exports of the 
United States were less than half the num­
ber of bushels reached in the same month of 
1893, while in the Argentine total showed 
an increase of 16 per cent. In March last 
the falling off in our wheat exports was 
about 10 per cent., while those from Argen­
tina were more than double the sum record­
ed for March, 1893. For April there was a 
gain in the Argentine exports of 1863 of 86 
per cent.

As the authority referred to puts the case, 
the United Kingdom alone is getting 8,000,- 
000 bushels of wheat a month from a country 
which a year ago sent but 4,400,000 bushels 
a month, and nothing at all a few years ago. 
And, not with standing the liberal levies al­
ready made on this year’s crop, Argentina 
has still 40,000,000 bushels left to export.

The statistics of the movement of wheat 
from the Canadian Northwest show that 
this year there has not been more than two- 
thirds the number of bushels forwarded via 
the C. P. R. that there was last year, caus­
ed, we believe, by the competition from 
South America in the European markets.

Viewing the facts here presented there 
be no doubt but, to a certain extent, 

the depression now felt in the United States 
and Canada is due in a great measure to the 
slackness of the wheat market.

Stir the soil to conserve moisture and pro­
mote plant growth, as well as to kill weeds.

Use hardwood ashes liberally on all gar­
den truck, small fruits and orchard trees.

Apply liquid manure to force rapid and 
full maturity of choice crops.

Nitrate of soda can be used with benefit 
on all crops. It is immediately available, 
and should therefore be only employed in 
connection with plants in the active stage of 
growth.

There is far too little mulching done. 
Small fruits, trees and garden crops are given 
a most favorable opportunity for attaining 
the highest perfection and development 
when their roots are covered with a thick 
mat of leaves, wet straw, or other suitable 
material.

A good mulch keeps down weeds, and ren­
ders the soil loose, moist and porous at all 
times, and that, too, with little labor and 
cultivation.

Be sure and commence early to thin fruit 
on trees and vines that have set the same too 
freely.

Remember that oftentimes by the removal 
of fully half the fruit, the remainder pro­
duces a* much bulk and sells for more money 
than the whole would if all had been left on.

Let the sheep and poultry run in the or­
chard to consume the wormy fruit and in­
sects. t

Sort all fruit very carefully, and send 
same to market neatly packed in attractive 
packages. This must not be neglected.

In making sales, get as near the consumer 
as possible. Many commission and middle­
men’s profits leave little for the producer to 
recewe for his products.

Live off the best your land produces. l)o 
not stint yourself for the sake of having 
more produce to sell. Get all you can out 
life.

We have spent much of the last 34 years 
in farmers’ homes and have seen that boy— 
the country lad—as he is. He arises early; 
he is acquainted with and interested in all 
the stock and poultry; he is acquainted 
with every bug and worm, weed and cereal 
on the farm. He has a good appetite and 
good digestion, his sleep is sweet and re­
freshing. He reads thoughtfully the great 
book of nature, whose leaves open before 
him day after day. He loves his father and 
mother and calls them such, and he loves his 
sweetheart as no town boy does, and is loved 
in turn by her as no town boy is.

He, works hard all day and when night 
comes he enjoys a frolic with a healthful 
test, and then lies down to peaceful dreams. 
He grows to a man’s estate with the rich 
heritage of good health, a clean, pure char­
acter, industrial habits, a mind well stored 
with practical knowledge gained by the fire­
side and in the country lyoeum, affectionate 
and trusting in his disposition, polite and 
courteous, though perhaps somewhat awk­
ward in his manners, and in every way equip­
ped for the battle of life. He knows noth­
ing of the follies and vices, the mockery and 
hollowness so often seen in city life.

The fancy for sofa pillows is by no means 
on the wane, but many are so elaborate that 
they serve rather for ornament than use. 
One which combines service and beauty, 
however, can be quickly and inexpensively 
made of a square of heavy linen, on which a 
pattern of large interlaced rings is worked 
in outline stitch with heavy linen floss. Cut 
the square of linen (which may be either 
bleached or unbleached) the size desired; 
then commencing at the upper left-hand 
corner, lay a saucer upside down on the 
material (far enough from the top and side 
to allow ample room for turnings), and draw 
a line around it with a pencil Move the 
saucer to the right till the left-hand edge 
just touches the centre of the circle, and re­
peat. Continue in this across the top, then 
down both sides and across the bottom, thus 
forming a border. It may save time and 
perplexity to suggest that the marker should 
first lay the saucer on the material, get the 
exact measurement, and see how many rings 
the width of the square will allow. Divide 
the surplus. For instance, if two inches, 
make the first circle one inch from the top 
and one inch from the side of the upper left- 
hand corner.

If preferred, patterns of crescents, triang­
les, pansies, clover leaves, or any design, 
can be cut from stiff brown paper, laid on 
on linen, and traced with a pencil at irregu­
lar distance over the whole surface, and then 
connected by slanting lines.

When the embroidery is finished, cut an­
other piece of linen of the same size sew 
neatly together around three sides, slip the 
pillow in, and catch the fourth side lightly. 
When the cover is soiled, it can be easily 
ripped, and will come from the wash look­
ing as good as new. A ruffle of embroidery 
or heavy lace can be added if desired.

The easiest way to get the pillow is, of 
course, to buy a so-called “ down cushion” 
at any of the large shops. But if expense 
must be considered, very nice ones can be 
made at home of ticking stuffed with fea­
thers, or’ if they cannot be had, the inner 
husks of corn torn lengthways in narrow 
strips, the finer the better, may be substi­
tuted. This latter filling is also excellent 
for boat cushions, which may be covered 
with the durable blue denim, on which the 
name of the boat or the initials of its owner 
have been embroidered with coarse white 
thread in outline stitch, arranged diagonal-

Every bird having feathered legs is not a 
Brahma or & Cochin, and the breed is con­
demned by some for faults that do not belong 
to it, simply because many do not know 
what a pure bred Light Brahma is. The 
description of a Light Brahma is as follows: 
Pea comb (a large comb with a smaller one 
on each side of the large one, the whole, 
however, being a small comb resembling a 
partly opened pea pod). The plumage is 
white, except the hackle, saddle, tail and 
some of the wing feathers. The legs are yel­
low, with heavy feathering down the sides, 
which extends to the ends of the toes. The 
beak is yellow, the upper mandable having 
a dark stripe. A full-grown male should 
weigh twelve pounds and a hen ten pounds. 
The Brahma cannot fly, and is therefore one 
of the best breeds for yards and low fences 
It is also a very hardy breed, seeming to be 
adapted to any climate.

The Slaughter of Birds.

The terrible story of cruelty to birds in 
their capture and killing for commercial pur­
poses printed lately in one of the city’s pa­
iera seems to have aroused anew the feeling 
Ih&t women should .do something more effec­
tual than their previous efforts in this line 
to put a stop to that abominable slaughter 
of the little feathered creatures for fashion’s 
sake. Walter Besant inquires, with much 
reason, in a comment on the question, why 
all the blame is laid npon the women. They 
wear, indeed, the murdered innocents, but 
they do not kill them, nor do they ask for 
them. If the men refused to capture and 
slay the birds, the traffic would be stopped. 
M Nor is it more cruel,” continues the writer, 
“ to shoot a bird for its plumage than for its 
carcass. The dying bird does not inquire 
why it is shot.”

These considerations aside, the remedy 
for the practice is very largely in the hands 
of women, and particularly of fashionable 
women. Let the leaders of society refuse 
and persistently refuse to wear breasts and 
birds and aigrettes, and the rest of the ft-in* 
inine world will be very apt to follow suit.

The ignorance of many women concerning 
this matter, after nearly twenty years of 
exploiting and protest, is remarkable. Many 
of them still seem to have no knowledge of 
any connection between the feathered orna­
ment in the milliner’s boxes and the little 
songster of the meadows and forests.

That the coming generation is going to be 
better informed may be assumed from the 
introduction into several of the schools in 
this city and Brooklyn of classes in bird lore. 
Mrs. Olive Thorne Miller, the well-known 

"authority on birds, says of some of her pu­
pils: “ I find that boys know infinitely more 
about birds than girls, and, as a rule, take 
considerably more interest in the subject.” 
—New York Sun.

SIMPLE REMEDY FOR A VERY COMMON DE­
FORMITY.

A woman physician has recommended to 
the Boston Herald the following simple ex­
ercises, requiring little time and no appar­
atus for the cure of all except very severe 
cases of round shoulders, when braces are 
also sometimes a necessity: “1, Raise arms 
before you shoulder high, extend arms side- 
wise, throw head back, straighten head, 
move arms forward, lower arms, repeat ten 
times. 2. Stand erect, raise arms before 
you, raise on tip toes, then throw arms as 
far back as possible, sink again on heels and 
drop arms to side, repeat ten times. 3. Raise 
arms with elbow bent shoulder high, bring­
ing palms together in front of face, then with 
elbows still bent swing both arms vigorously 
backward as far as possible, even with the 
shoulders, palms looking forward. This 
should be repeated several times, but as the 
position is somewhat fatiguing, rest or 
change of exercise may be made between the 
movements.”

Another simple movement designed to 
bring about a correct position of the shoul­
der blades consists of holding a cane or wand 
in both hands, throwing the head back and 
carrying the stick from “ above the head 
back and down the hips.”

As the clothing, if too tight and unyield­
ing about or over the shoulders may help to 
produce round shoulders both the under and 
outside waist should be comfortable and 
bands over the shoulder of garments made of 
elastic.

In setting out cuttings, the first and most 
important point is to make the soil firm and 
solid around the base. This does not mean 
that the cutting is to be simply pushed down 
into the ground. Willows, it is true, will 
aften grow that way, but grapes, currants, 
quinces and the more desirable plants that 
can be grown from cuttings should have a 
trench opened five or six inches in depth, 
and the cuttings placed in it, slanting slight­
ly to the north. Then with the hands the 
earth is to be pressed closely around the base 
for two or three inches up. When more soil 
is filled in the foot may be applied, but the 
last two or three inches on the top should be 
left loose, with the upper bud of the cutting 
at the surface of the ground or very slightly 
below it. The distance apart in the row may 
be three to six-inches.
