(OTHER OBSERVATIONS AND REMÂiRES.)
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[Reporlt b the IHalifaxv City School Board by the Sieerviqor.J

It la important, especially in a mercantile community, that a good systemi of peîîil-
shîp should be tauglit lxx the schools and that it should be well tauglit. Good Nvriting- iii an,
accomplishrnent of much practical value to the writer arîd a great conifort and sav 'rug of
tine to the reader. It bas considetab]e educative valute-training the band, and the poiwers
of observation, helping to formn habits of neatness, aud cultivating gond teste.

A good business hand la especially important to about one or two per cent. of those
pupils who wvill becomie bookkeepers. ln every school there wilI be a few, very feu', Who

,ou accouait of certain peculiarities or inherited tendencies cati nieyer beconte fine writerop
juat as there are sortie children who, can neyer learn to siug ; but ai] pupils may becoine
legible writers, an acquirement which should be considieied as nitucli a moral dilty as good
manners.

Upon the teaelîer's succesa iii making good writers of bis pupils depends to a greax ex-
'tent his professional reputation anong illiterate people who, aitbongh unable to judge of
other subjects are uevertheless capable of forming a fairly correct estimaite of the muerita Or
demerits of the copybooks.

As penhnans 'ip is so important and receives so much public attention, it la desirable
that tIre public should be well intorrned regardiug modern changes that have beeni taking
place witlî respect to if.

This la the more îieccsary at this timue, because some buaixiets mon fi nding tîrat
school boys geuerally are îiot expert penmen (a pereunial coxuplaint) blame the systetn Of
vertical wîriting which about twelve years ago displaced tire old slant ; or perbapa blafie
tue school course because teacliers in the liigher grades do flot eniphasize writing as tbcY
did fomnerly. Acquired tastes and prejudices are apt to be s0 strong as to render a faic
judgment of f ha twn systema very difficuit t0 the great inajority.

Ini the year 1892. there w'ere inany complaints about the writiug in the public scbools.
Our toachers failing to understaîîd wby the resuits werq, uot miore satisfactory appointed a1
cuîninittee to. inv'estigafe thoroughly and find anme better methods of teacbing. In the
ýcourse of thair iuquiry it was diacovered that the opinions of scientific experts were albnn5t
wlîolly lu favor of vertical wrifing, and the comumittea accordiiîgly recnmînended ifs adop,
,tion. Sie that tirne if bas been accepted in the great majnrity of Etiropean andi Aner
cari schools.

For the lasf few years the copybooks submîtted to the Board f romi our achoola showed
snuch improvemneuf, and the comnmissbonera who examined the achools invariably reported
the writing as being tremarkably good. As will be seen fnrfher on, simnilar resulta wereo
a'eported fron ater districts and coutmes.

Yet there is more or less diasatisfaction, much discussion, and iu s'one places a change
front the vertical f0 a mnedial systern.

Paint 1 fli> agree with Piresident Nicholas Murray' Butler. f Columbus Universit>', anc of
the itist distinguished educationiets in America. He sayb'.:-" It le the fashion ta Bay that
thesie branches are nlot Bc0 weil taught as they once were ; but the iact remains that the
ehildreiî oi the presient day are mtore proflient than werle their parents twenîy.five years.ago in reading, wniting and arithmcetic."
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ln order to ascertain to wlîat extent more attention to arm movemont miight lie useful,
,a few schools were directed to give special attention to it. 'lie result so fat lias proved tO
be only partially sticcessful. As the desks are non-adjustable it was fouund that in îuîanY
cases it was almost impossible to sectire proper position aud inovemient. It was also bolnd
that very few of the younger pupils had sufficient commnand of the armn muscles to effeet the
coniplex tuovements necessary to produce such w oll-formed letters as were possible hv a slo'w
finger movement, so that the progress made was flot readily appartnt. It Miay he added
that mnaoy teachers do not yet fully roalizo that long continued and systeniatic drill in armi
movoments is a necessity for those who would hecomo fluent permoen.

In the Commercial Department of thre Halifax Academy, whlere the pupils are older, and
thoroughly in earnest, feeling that thoir success largely depeuds upon good peunmanship,
ancl where the teaclier thoroughly understands her subject in aIl its details, tire teachlîig Of
writing is a Most markod success.

GENERAL CONCLUSIONS.

i. In the priînary grades the fit-st exorcises leading to writing should cousist ili dtaw-
ing straighit linos to formý the simplor capitals as in Roman type-the more conîplex formaS
beiog gradually learned, until the whole alphabet iii its simplest vertical script forin is
mastered. This gives tire pupils clear concepts of the fondamental foris that should hoe the
ideal in ail their writing afterwards. In learnitig theso letters they should ho groupod ac-
cet-ding to form ami difflculty.

,2. lu the noxt stage thre lotters are to ho conocted-the vertical forin hoing still re-
taineil. Mlien convenient, exercices shouild ho occasiouially given iii %vritillg on the black-
board for the putpose of developing the larger muscles, In the kindergarten and in very
small schools this is possible and really the correct way of beginniiig, but it cannot hb'
profitably doue in large schools.

3. The blackhoard is indispenîsable iii toaching writing aiid should 1)0 constantly eru-
ploye<l to show the proper foi-ins and contrast threur with the wrong Somne one feature is
to bc nmade proininent ut eacli lesson, and tie pupil's attention focused on the forni of anY
new or, dificuit loti or. There should ho a vast arnounit of practice in rapid ropetition Of
ovnis and other elenientary forîns and of lot tors one at a tinie filling page atter page, until
a good autouratic m-tritiiug habit is attained and rapidity from a free a-m movoruent gmÈaduallY
doveloped in the higher grades, lu the eighth and inth grades the pupils should hoe able
to write fluently without the use of tho linger moveenonts.

4. After the piopil lias acquired a perfectly clear conception of the forms o>f thie jettera
singly anii comtied, ho May ho allowed to adopt any alupe wlïich comtes niatural to hitl,
providied bis writing is uniform in that respect. This inay, perliaps, ho donc iu tire fourtil
.grade, but noV later thau the seventh.

5. Althougli writing shoulil ho auglit mainly froin theo blackboard, yet copybooks* 0'-
copy slips are almost absolutely niecessary in order tii givo tire typai letter-forms, and VO
correct any misconceptiolns of forai that niay arise, and in order to eliiniiate any peculiar-
îtie,ý that May exist in the teacher's wlititîg.

6. 1 lio teacher slîonld be careful that his writing 011 the hlackhoaird or elsewhere is a
wortliy miodel for tho pupil, and ho should nover accept fron the pupil any exorcise Which
is not carefully writton Iu thre Public school course ail writing miust ho considerod traininlg
in writirîg. 11i file liîgher grades care iu the genoral work iniproves the writing moreO Lhafl
the special nriting lesson. The teacher w1,os0 hlackhoard w-riting is uniforinl y neat and
legible wili goneraily have a class of uniformly good wrlters.

7. A thorough and uinronriitting supervision 011 the Part of tirue teacher is ahsolOit0ly
essential to check caroless methods, and to prevent tire pupilS from gr'<wing into nad habitB.
During writing hout- tire teacher must 'lot Bit et his des teand write notes.

8. AUl teachers of' tire higlier grades who do 'lot undorstand IIow to teach writiug Pro'
perly, and ln particular the gysteinatlc use of free-armi miovomonts, shonild lose 110 tifile in
acquiring that knowledge.

(1) ihat the course of study for commun sebools encourages aut economical expenditure
for the text books by providing a system of oral instruction for junior classes. Too many
teachers try to satlsfy tbemselves in respect to their more youthful pupils by placinig li
"tbeir bauds text books not needed in any case, and worse 'Lhan useless wheil unaccompanied
by proper oral exposition. A text book should net ha rerjuired for a cbild util hie is

,Prepared to use it intelligeutly.
(2) That the regiulation wbich mnakes it illegal and impropar for a teacher to introduce

unauthorized texts, by nuc means hinders billi froili giving bis pupils the benietit of other
treatises te wbose explanations bue may attach importance. '[ite progressive teacber will
ý'lways have snch aida witbin reacli, and will su nie thein as to iiopart varicty and interest
tO is instructions.

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SCHOOTI LIBRARTES (SUPERIOR).

Ail schools whose Principal is receivilg more Provincial Aid than that of the
regtilai " B " grant must have a school lihrary as one of the conditions of the
advanced grant. This appiies to the county academies as well as to the other
high schools. No condition dctermining the minimum circulation of the books of

Snblibrary is required, however ; but each such school lias to report the statis-
tics of each library on the regular form, for otherwise the Education Department

nnot make a report on the libraries of these schools. WVhen the Superintendenit
le going to the trouble of coilecting sucb statistics for the information of the
PlIblic, as is being done in other progressive countries, the principale of the schools
l"ceiving these superior grants will flot wish-when they think--to give the[ bepartment. any addîtional labor in cetting the facts fromi theiii.

SCUQOL LIBRARIES <RURAL).

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MILITABY DRILL.

There are now several conipanies of uniforrned and armed Cadets iii conneC-

tion witlî saine of the best schools of the Province. Thiere are three companies, Of Ia strength of about one liurdred and fifty, iii the Halifax Caunty Academ y. 111
Yarmouth, at Middleton, and iii a few other centres, some very superior drill is
given. But elementary drill should lbe given in every sehool; for thiere is no bet-
ter systein of maving pupils in aider. And why need any ather system ever be
use(l ? If the majority of our teachers are ladies, they have to teach the rnajoritY
of our boys and therefore sbould be able ta drill themn.

This is quite a different thing from developing the objectianable sentiment Of
militarism. The teacher shauld be careful liat ta glorify the aggresive in W'ar.
But if she dues not develop ]fl lier pupils the patriotic desire ta holp eachi other
and ta inake a sacrifice for the welfare of our comnion country should the occasion
for it ever arise, she is nat dainig bier duty.

SINGING IN THE SCIIOOLS.

At the Normal Institute, held iii North Sydney during the last week Of
Seitember, whicb wvas attended by a large number of teachers from theSI
enstern counties of the Province, a rernarkable demonstration of the stuccessfUî
musical educaticui of the public sebool.pupils of North Sydney ani Sydney Mines
was given. Professor Cbisho]m bas put these towns in advance of any others in'
the Province iîî tbis respect.

This sugg ests the necessity of carrying out as soon as possible tbe advaflc6

mient of the qualifications of teachers iii this respect, as intimated years aga.
niusie xve are very far behind eveil the British colonies in the southern
beémispbere, as can be seen. by reference ta the tests wbiclî their teachers have to
pass and ta their modern, courses of study.

Those who cannot sing shoultl take up ather p)rofessions than that of teaciîg
in aur comman sebool gradfes. Anc those w~ho cmn sing, should ba boetter trailled
titan aur minimum Dow recquires. If childreîî are ot cta have the adatIe Of
learning ta sing in their yauth, wben it can be brought in as a hatfla v'
as dlelightful exercise, witbaut 'adding ta the am-ouint of their rote work, they are
likely ta be condemned for the rest cf tbeir lives ta the loss of a faeulty Of very
great value ta every ac in any position cf life.

PROPOSED CilANGE IN< TRI SCIIOOL LkW.

The Superintendent cf .lducation wauld bc glad ta knaw the opinion of those
interested as ta the effeet cf înaling the Provincial Aid payýable directlY ta the
,qchool boards insteal cf ta the teachers. It is e]aîmied that this change Would
înterest the scbool sections mare in the financial support cf the scboals ; hile
tbe teacher would bave the adivantage cf knaiving tbe exact remuneration to bc
received foi- tbe termn of en.gagemlent. Iii Halifax, and several of the towls cf the
Province, it bas been founid maie convenient tu pay the teachers a definlite 'O~
for salary, even under the present general law. If it is felt ta be Worth the
trouble ta rnake a special agreement iii 80 nlany mptatshool sections, it would
be a ,enleral simplification ta change the law for ail. There would bdDOloe
any deficits in the teacher's expectations, and the sehool boards 'ol be1 nof~
interested in obtaining high class teaclicis, and i the general administrationo
the sehools.

The resuit was
lha.t the C. P. 1. baï t) autharize the ha iks (bafare they were finally
'reeolnmended hy the Advisory C, mniittee) far tho present, schaal year, or
'else request the baaksellers ta import another year's supply of the aid
,1eaders. Neither the publishers nar the public desired the latter alter-
nlative.,

The publishers af the first three Readers prafess ta be unable ta give
the trade any better discaunt than is the mile in Ontario and the rest,
ýOe the continent generally. The Caînîittee on the other baud were
resolved uat ta allaw the price af the baoks ta be increased ta the peaple.
lThe resuit is cheaper baaks fc(.r aur peaple than they have in the Unted
ý8tates, the same discounts for the baoksellers, but less profit. for the
-Publisher, sa far as the facts eau be ascertained.

AGRICULTITRAL AND SCHOOL GARDEN GRANTS.

(hi page 138 preceding, urîder the head Il Legisiation of 1.905," xvili bc found'
-section 1 cf chapter 19, amieniling the previous laws hearing on the inspection
and classification of tlie schools in charge of teachers hiaving the Ilagricultural
diplomna ; and section 2 authorizing the C. P. 1. to franie regulations for a special
Municipal grant on accounit of school gardens.

The Council has been considering this probleni, and th.e following outline
bas beei favorably discussed ; and is prîblislîed hero so that any suggestions
stiinulateci therehy ray he consiulcrcd before the regulations are definitely passed.

1. That the Il Agricultural"Y diploma be awarded only te candidates who
show a liractical acquaintanice with the biologY cf the Province anti the scienîces
liflderlying the art of agriculture ani cognate industries, sucli as may be approxi-
Iately acquired hy a fuit year's course of stifdy after attainingf at lcast tlic

S'Cholarslîip cf a grade XI '' pass " certiticate ;the candidate heing specially
qUalifled te interest children in tic objective study cf nature, anti the practical
liPplicatiens cf science f0 thl ettermienit of thic conditiens of the home, iii auddi-
tion te the ordinary qualifications cf a Normal trainied first-class teachpr. The
1uilperiîîterndent Ahall prescrnt to tht C. P. 1. flie records' of candidates for flic
diplorna with the jeint recemniendation cf the Principal cf the Norinal Sclîool
and cf the Cellege cf Agriculture liefore flic dipleiua is awarded.

Of
an acre (5445 square feet), one-haif of which rnight be set ont as ant arboretiln
and shrubbe*y, the remaindor beinig plowed eachi spring, thon 'vorked up by the
pupils into beds of four feet by ton, separatod by walks three foot hroad. This
arrangement xvonl give one beil to each of thirty pupils. The yonnger pupils
might be assigned in twos to eacli bed. The grounds should bo prettiiy fenced
and kept in good orlecr, even iluring holidays, whein they shonld Le visited 11
relays of pupils at least once ecd week. Such a school garden nîight bc recoinl-

A snîall 'shed for th"
gardon tools, with a proýjection, glass roofed, facing the sun, to serve as at rillia-
ture " hot house " for forcing plants in spring, is a ilecessary part of anly standardl
,garden.

9. The size, inmber and management of plots specifird above are giVOl
Merely as general directions when teachers or school boer ls have io other scheOL0
whieh they deom superior. Any other arrangements approxinatilug tiies condi-
tions, but demonstrating,novel, or special a+ivantages, or iniproveints, are ifflt
only allowable ; but will bc -;pecially comrnended after a scefi test.

10. If the teacher or the secretary of the Scblool Board recorded unidel' oath
the'attendance of pupils during the holidays in wveediîîg and observing thebO,
sncb time might ho arranged throngh the Ilispector to ho substjtuted for an lh
valent num ber of holidays during the wvinteî' Or stormIlY weatlier of the schoOl year
followîng.

11. Inspectors may have to consit with eaph other, and perhaps exchli'ge
visite to the schools of each inspectorate, in order to ho su're that the sanie staiid-
>ards of classification are' maintained iii each inspectorial division The sanie
-conditions hold w'ith respect to the inispection of Mannual Training and Superior
SuhIoolsgenerally.

A recmnt issue of A,,wriean Mii'ie contains an article entitled ''Dust

Infection and Dust Disease," l'y Pr- Robert Hlessler, wvhieb every inmber of a
ecijool board sbouid read. I t shows that a large inîmber of ininor a ilmients, suchi
as colds, catarrb aud varions forins of nervoîîs and stonacli troiubles are caused I ly
the inhalation of gerni-Iaden dust. Patients remnoved te a pure atiinospbere rapidly
inmprove in health, wvbile on returning to the dust contaîminated atinosphere of the

*city, they again show the saine symptomis. It is a wvell known fact tbat miost con-
tagfious diseases such* as nueas]es, wbooping codgb, searlet lever, etc., to wbivli
sebool eildren are subject, tire comniiiiicate'i hy disease genms in dust, but it
bas not been so well understood, altbough no less a fact, that catarrh ansi many
foîrns of nervous and stomacb troubles froin wvbicbi few sebool bildren escape re-
S ant froni the sanie cause. Tl'le delicate membrane of the nos(-, tbroat aund longs
is Constructedl to withstand the onslawht of a certain qflaltity of this germn life,
but it succumbs before the enormons amont of *foul dnist which permeates the
avea(,e schoolhouse. Few niembers of the school board ever inake a personal i ii-
vestigation. into this miatter, wluich is one of the most important to school admin-
-istration. It is ail left to the janitor, andi in inost cases nobody is too ignorant or
c&1'eless to act as janitor, providing lie does the wvork cheaply enougbi.

-No standard of cleanlîness is required. No intelligent tor scientitic attenupt
is made to reduce dust to a minimum. The janitor is of ten witbout adequate belp
and appliances to (Io the work properly, if lie wanted to. Yet, dust infected
F3cbIoolhouses are responsible for the sacrifice of tho liveS Of b'undreds of scbool
Ichildren every year, anal very few children pass tbrough their scbool period with-
'Olit soine imipairment of healtb, which is directly ti.sceable to inaiggerm-laden
du8t. As recently said býy a physiciari inenibey of the School Board of Chicago,
the old methods of sweeping scboolrooms are harbRrus'u. Every miember of a

.Sebcool bsoard shoi-ld feel his personal responsibilitY ' in this natter. He should ac-
* qaint biniseif with modern saruitau'y miethods of sweeping ami cleaning schooltooms
and( See tîuat these methods are applied iii his scb1ool

TuE ALIAl SCRiOOL PENSION SCIIEIEý

Tbe Hlalifax School Board bias been mnaking history iluring the ]a.4 few years.
Agood commercial dcpartmient lias been organized in connection with the Cointy

Academy, the first four diplomas having just been awarded et the comnnencemnent
exercises tis month.

But a more remarkable stop of progress bas just been conipleted iii the frauii-
ing and unanimous adoption of a pension scbeme for the City teachers. The
teachers agreed to have their contributions taken out of their monthly payments
'by the Secretary of the Board, and the Board bias agreed to pay ail the balance
'uecessary for the payment of pensions necessary fromi year to year. It will imi-
prove the outlook of the teachers of Halifax, but it is likely to benefit the educa-
*cational. work in the metropolis to a very mnuch greater extent.

If the sceene goes into operation smoothly it w'ill be a guiding lighit for other
'Parts of the Province, even should the gencral Provincial Scheille reconîmended by
the Educational Association et Trui-o in August, faiu to hae approvcd hy the Legis-
lature-and not for this Province alone but for- the cities of the other provinces.
ht is the strongast stimulus possible for the succssful inauguration of a provincial

;sYstern. Halifax is stili continuing to distînguishi itself as a progressive and sound

leader in educational reform.

SCHOOL Boom AND GCHOOL GROlJNI DECOlIATIONS.
The beautifyin)g Of tbe school room and of the seliool grounds is makin con-

8iderable progress in the more civilized portions of tbe Province. J. 'George
Ilodgins, the widely known Historiographet' of the Education Departmient
for Ontario, bias doue a great deal for his Province. His School iRooni Decorations
take a wide range, illustrative of Nature Study as well as of the national andpatriotie, xvhile always remainling artistic. The teacher miust taka the Joad iii this
leformation,,asQ well as in others, as a rule. It should never happen that into a
-Cultured cominunity an uncultured teacher might somietime come. In niany coni-
Mli1ities there is already a high standard of taste;- and when this is tbe case it is
reflected in the internai appearance of tbe school monm, as well as in the adorn-
Mient of the grounds without. The lack of it in and aroun(1l the scbool ro, ie a
sin against the soul of the rîsingz generation. But in many large regions cf the
Province the conditions are yet primitive enough for savagery, and the pofle
themselves are not awara of it, and in sonie cases the Ilnspector dues net appear te
be conecious cf it. It would be a capital thilig if we could have the Inspectors ex-
'Change divisions for a short tiie'. Thiere is a great difference between the sahool
10u8es and grounds of différent ragions cf the Province.
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NATIJEAL HISTORY SURVEY OF THE PROVINCE.
It is very gratifying to note the increasing nurnber of our teachers wiio spen&ýtheir spa)e time iu enlarging our knowledge of the. field of nature within the-provilnce. A great deai of %vork hais to be done before this survey is even approxi-niately well advancedI, ranchl Iss comnplete. It is gYood to see thut so much of theleisure tinie often given to unproductive recreation is now heing directed ta-reseaicb. It is a good tbing to feel that the search for more truth is in the air.Mýay this inteilletuial climate develop more and stronger men and wonjen of initia-

tive in the next generation than we eaîi reekon in the present.
Every schooi should have its diary for the noting and preserving a s permna-nent history, the remarkab]e ineteorological, biologica], liistorical, and slich likeincidents coming within the range of the pupils' knoiedge. It is iii connectiorbwith such incidents which croate the psycholugical instant of supreme impressive-ness, that the tactful teacher can effectiveiy apply a lesson which lasts for a life-

time.

THE PHENOLOGIC.AL OBSERVATONS.
These observations are not sent in fromn as mny sehools as formerly, butthose sent in are more correct and more fu, it appears. ht is a good sehool exer-'aise which the teacher eau direct to be done when going to and returning fr0111sehool, where it adds interest to the otherwise monotonous tramnp forth and back

every dlay.
lIn a series of able articles in the London Timzes, written by a delegate senitont to report upon the new developments in the sehools of the UJnited States andCanada, a very appreciative paragraph is given to, this Nova Scotian feature whichis beginning to be copied in some foras in other counitries.
But the Nova Scotian observations are aiso valuabie as scientifie work, beingmore accurate iu the great majority of cases than the observations ruade hy indi-vîduals of the scientifie societies, who often were able to make their observations-only once or twice a week, and then only over *a comparatively circumnscribed

ground. It is assumed that the reason why reports are flot sent lu fromn sonle
schools is the meager knowledge of Nature and the coinmon things around us by
their teachers. The recording and sending in of such reports are purely optionalr.so that thtere is no temptation for a teacher to, 611 in the sehiedules by inference,
f rom the observations of neighboring teachers or previous reports f rom the section,,Any act of this kiind, of course, would necessitate the cancellation. of a teacher'o
license; , s that it is better to, send in DO report at ail than to, send in 01105 not

quite worthy of being botind up in the aniual volume of Nova Secotian PhenologY
for permanent preservation.

The work of the Phenological staff inl examining, selecting ind compiuiflgthiese observations froin the individual seheduies is on1e of very con8iderable labor.
But the resuits are s0 valuable as scientifie data, and the criticisms S0 tisefiil to
observers iu training, that their naines and their work are beginning ta be re'cognized lîeyond the Province. The work, like that of nearly ail Our scieutifice
societies, is done without any remuneration exeept the sense of doing a very use-
ful service for the future deveiopment of the Province.
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EXAMINATIO'tS AND CRAIMING.

An examinatien systein is useful in public education as tbe sun is in suimtuer.
Lut the sun may be blamnel fer scerclîing up the Sahiara, niaking yellow fever
cimates, er by its absence causiîîg the cruel solitude cf the Peles. It is net con-

Sidered sane theelegy, however, te curse the suni for these bad things. It is
tisar te irrigate the desert, te, annihilate the mesquito, or te put on a flue. The

exarînination systern is useful and is a necessity. Let us train the teacher and the
Press, and threugh tlîen the pupils and their parents, te understand that it is net
haste te obtaiti pass marks which is requircd, but tirne te be educated. The>
sechools in which pupils are being educated èan as a mIle generally pass nearly ail.
Where they are being trained merely te clear the loîv pass line, they are neither
being cducated, nor prepared te clear the line with general credit te the class.

BECA!ING SCHGOL SECTIONS.

There were 1817 scheol sections in the province cf Nova Scotia duringy the,
8chool yaar ended July, 1904. In 240 of these there was ne school, because
either the population had nearly disappeared, or the smail pepulation left made
110 sufficient efort te open a scheel befere teachers teelk up other emipîcyrentg
fer the year.

There were 240 more school sections which, taken teg'ether, lmad enly an
aera ge attendance cf about six pupils each day. These teachers drew as much
Provinîcial Aid ani as rnuch cf the Nunicipal fund as teachers having an attend-

anc1e of flfty pupils. Thirty teachers ceuld teach all attending these 240 seheels.
I3ut tîtere were 240 drawving full Provincial and Municipal grants, when there
8110uld he no more than 80. Thiere were 21j0 unnecessary teachers, <could tîte pupils
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be collected at tbirty scbools), drawing at least$12,000 fromi the Provincial Aid
fund and at least $5000 froni the Municipal funid. This illustrates one cause for'the cuttting down of the Provincial grants to teachers. If the 240 sections %vitholit
sehoo] bcad teachers also ernploycd for the baif a dozen or Icss ptupils on an average
in each, there wvould be a draft of a stili greater amnount rmade upon these funds.

This is suthicient to illustrate that the Province is extremely liheral to s5mai'
school sections. To no less than 254 of the poorest schools of the saine year one-
third more 'of Provincial Aid wvas paid than to teachers in large scbools ' and one-
baîf more of the Municipal fund. The figures given above as the aniounits Of
public money spent on these poor schools should therefore be increased in the onle
case by one-third ani in the other case hy one-haîf.

During the last sebool year teachers were disappointed at the additional cnit
in their grants. It wvas due mainly to the fact that înany of the srnall scbools
with. a baîf a dozen pupils which were closed the previons year were this year open-.

XVere all the small sebool sections capable of consolidation without being S0large as to require conveyance, built up into sections of the proper size, there
would be vcry few school sections vacant, and[ the Provincial grants of ail teacherswonld rise to the maximum of olden tinies.

We hav'e reason to he tbankful, therefore, that thore have heen mnany con'-
solidations of small scbool sections during 4he pas, year. ht is to be ferventY
hioped that this progress niay continue unabatcd until the sniall scbool sectiofl
disappears wherever it is unnecessary.

WHAT GOVERSMEN? 1S 7O BUE?
In Nova Scotia the Governnient to blame for closed school sections is the

government of the school section itself. The education laws of the Province alloWv
,even more than four times the puplic grant per pupil to small sehonîs thanl isIdrawn by the large schoo]s. The 8chool sectioni in Nova Scotia is a free and in-dependent corporation wvbich, bas the power of taxing itself, and lias been allowed
by District School Corumissioners somietimes to determnine its own size at the be-hest sometimes of soins seîfish local party who desired for a few years to have thesc-hoolhouise near bis own house. When bis family is educated the school section
is found to be too weak or too smaîl te keep school open for the remnaining few.

The /'olly of blaming the Provincial Governinent for cases of this kind, andi
they are the great inajority, is apparent as soon as the facts, are known. But stilithere are parties who propose that the central (4overnment should inove the L-egi5
lature to give sncb sehool sections still more money whichl would bave to be takell
from the school sections which are naking a local effort with less than a quarter
of the public funds per puPil, ini order to allow the sinaîl sections to exist as an
independent corporation, a parasite on thc public flnnds.

The knavery of not specifying the particular grovernrneien to blame, is seenwbien the ratepayers of the delinquent sections are tbus belped to, believe
that the rest of the Province owes theni a school, when tbe law already ýllw
theni in inany cases more tlîai four times as much funds per pupil shjould .theYchoose to ta'x theniselves at tbe sane rate as the other sections anîd keep School
ope n.

During the past year tbe public prcss lias begun to point Ont where the blâmle
lies; and as a result, notvithstanding' the great migration of our teachers to thle
west, the inîmber of closed schools bias considerably dininiished. Let the truth be
knion and we shaîl have reforni begin. at the 0111Y proper place-at home, in the
independent, self-governiing sebool sectioni.

The vegetabies, cereals, &c., grOwn '0
the plots jneluded among other things beetp, cahhage, lettuce, potatoes, radisli, toniatoeo,
barley, beans, clover, oats and wlseat.

IIn the largest sehool, two hours work per week by the pupils was fuund requi5ite to
keep tise gardon in propor condition, In oue school the ottusiasm was su great that thse
pupils did ail their garden work ontside thse regular school heutrs. At ibis school, alsO,th
garden did not suifer fromn neglect in the sliglitest degreo during thse midsummer vacationbe
six weeks. Experience indicatos that whon the gardens are fuily organized thse plots c'il b
well kept by dovoting two half hours per wveek to the work. This lime is uentiolled 110e
as tise idoal condition, but as an encouragcment to tîsoso wîo nsay dcsire to start 111
gardens in districts whiere prejodices are likely to ho nhet. Thé fact is that in tise ordilisrY
ungraded school, and for tîsat niatter in 'the urban school as well, the wurkinig puwer1 of the
pupils is ili sustainied throughout the day owing to tîseir meroly forced interest inj tuch -
the prescribod work. An awakening as to the edlucatiotial waste of our selsuols is ct'g
and when tise school gardon is seen in ils truc relation it will bave a pem'ino ins eaeli ha if dlY
uf the schoot programme during tise gruwing season. Tihe chiidren have ample tinse to 5paIre.
and tise work of the gardens is psomoting their intelligence andi progress in the ordiflsry
school course.th

IlThe gomerai adoption of schooi gardons may iiattàrally brissg about a desire tu keeth
rural schoois opeiq al! summor, close theni ini the winter when tise roads are wurst an tise
woather sovere. The eonveying of pupils to consolidated schools may also heîp t'O n1O
an arrangement of tîuis kind. nthmetie brisninuonotable (litbcultY or verY
serions problemt in keeping the school gardesi decent during the long sumnmer vacation-Evi
if the garden wero to deteriorate from negleet dut ing huiidays, that fact would ho of alto'
gether minoir consequence against school gardens, since a well ordered pupil rather tis5l' ,
well ordered gardon is the supreine end of it ail. If the pupils do Isot provide for thexr
plots during vacation, by ail means lot the weeds grow. The worst possible nulistake 50sa]
a case would ho to pay a janitQr or some other person to take careo <f the plots for ilsdiffereclt
ansd unmindfssi pupis. At sorte school gardons in Carleton Couuuty last su1050 5 r,
pupils returned after vacation to weed-ehoked plots in wlsieh tîseir flowers and vegetaSel
eompared very unfavorably witm tisose of their mure diligent cuopanions. Theirsun
observation of this faet, and their strentuons efforts to redoesn tls&ýr plots, nsprossed upon
them a lesson of moral and usatorial value. At ahl the gardexis tise attendane of Pu'1
averaged one hour each per week during the vacation. Where tihe gardois wurk is conduete'
in the right spirit during the foresunmner the pupils can ho relied upon tu do their shaG'n
the vacation. The pupils look after their tools carefully, make notes of values and allat,
ties of seeds sown, time spont in tending their plots, anda quantity and v'alue Of prOdslce
obtained. In other wordfl, a spirit of accnracy and thrift is incnlcated and beconies8 'i iteeO
a valuable preparation for life work in any direction.
