closed and 73 partly clusod on account of strikes.

gimiliar lessons, taught indirectly, it may bo, in the
home circle?

Hoere i another case in which both deceit and
dishonesty are institlod into the young mind,
Littlo Robbie writea a letter to Uncle Robert, and
in 1t, boy-like, statos that he has saved a dollar, and
iagoing to put itinthesavings bank. Now, Robbie
mado figures to represent the money, and Uncle
Robort reads it ten dollars instoad of one. **Woell,
well,” he remarks, ‘‘the boy is doing well to have
8o much.” Now the uncle is of a thrifty disposition,
and approves of boya saving their pennies und
dimes, So he writes to Robbics mothor that if her
littlo son has ten dollars to put into the bank, he
will sond another ten to add to the sum, for a snug
nest-egg. But *‘I didn't write ton dollars,” said
Rubbie, when he read the lotter. “Uncle Robert
made a mistake in my figures.”

““Weoll never mind now,"” replied the mother.
““Uncle Robert can spare us the ten dollars; so we
nocd not say anything about it when wo writa,”

Thus the child’s better and more honorable
impulses nro chocked, and a lesson is carly learned
in greed and actusl dishonesty, Does this mother;
o professing Christian, anxious for the moral and
religious welfare of her children, consider what tarcs
she herself is sowing in the young mind?

Said a lady to hor guest: ““We will take the firat
tain after dinnerandgoto call on Qousin Alice.” At
tho etation, whon the visitor speaks of getting her
ticket, the hostess replics: “No matter about it
now.” So the matter is'left to be arranged later.
‘But, as no faro is paid on the cate, the subject is
roferced to agaiu by the guest after veturning home.
“The conductor does not call for our tickots half
‘tho time on these short trips,” replied tho lady;
“when ho does, wo pass him the change; and when
mot, wo save our fare.”

*Bnt 1 would much rather pay my fare than.to
‘save it in this way,” said the visitor.

“QOh, well, if conductors do not have time to fake
up the tickets, that is their look-out, not ours,” is
ithe caroless rejoinner; ‘“besides, we go so often, wo
.ought to have somo froe rides.”

And this is said boforo tho children, who, doubt-
loas, aro accustomed to getting free rides when they
can, and are thus learning dishonest practicés in
Jlittlo things which can not fail to blunl the moral
-gensibilities in referonce to larger dealings with man-
*kind.,

Thus in athousand trifling ways, are petty deceits
and peccadilloes practiced by psople who would
scorn to'bo thought dishonest, and who never seem
.to think what their influence may ba in tho family,
and among those with whom they have business.
Is it any wonder that from such lessons

that the love of greed is made subservienit to bitier
ends? Strict integrity is a priaciple which needs
to-be inculcated, both by precopt and example, in
tho home, the counting-house, the workshop, and
in all the afluirs of life.—Leslie Grey, in The

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REPENTANOPR.

And tho times of this ignorance God winked at, but
now commandeth all men ovory whora to repent, because
Ho hath app futed a day in the which He will judge the
world in richteousness by that man whom He hath
ordainod, w hereof He hath given assurance unto all men in
thet He hath raised him from the dead,—Acts, xvii. 30, 31,

The aubject of repontance is ono which deoply
concorns svery living man, inssmuch as God com-
mands all men everywhors to repent, It is one
of those universal commands so completely om-
bracing all' mankind that no human being can
escapo from it. ‘‘ All have sinned.” ‘¢ There is
none that dosth good, no, not one.” Opposite to
these dismal facts stand the following: * That He
(Josus), by the grace of God should taste death for
every maun.” ‘¢ Who is the propitiation for our
sins, ard not for ours only, but also for the sins of
the whole world.” *‘The blood of Jesus Christ
His Son cleanssth ue from ail sin.” Tho porfect
cure is as universal as the disease The command
is to sinners, and for them und also embraces the
whole so that nooe can passibly be left out. “Gou ye
into all the world and preach tho gospel to every
creature.” This leaves no sinner out. The samo
is true of God’s command to all men to repont. It
means every human being. Jesus found the world
in morals, a unity, and as such He died for it.
Aftor His resurrection He sont the poapel to the
world as s unity. The Jews who held mistaken
views of their connection to Abraliam could not sce
this, Nor can men who now hold mistaken views
of clection seo it. The Jewa thought thoy saw a
difference betweon Jews und Gontiles before they
heard the Gospel; the others think they see a dif-
forence botween the elect and the non-elect befors
these hoar the gaspel. But the voice of justice,
and truth and God's word, declzres, ‘¢ There is 20
difference; for all have sinned and come short of the
glory of God. Being justified freely through the
redemption that is in Christ Jesus,” ete., etc.
(Rom. iii. 22, 23, 24),

It is after mnen hear the gospol that the separa-
tion takes place—a separation that will continue
and be confirmed in the day of judgment, The
Rospel is God's power, and does not leave men as it
finds them; for he who receives the gospel with all
hus hoart receives the salvation which God sends in
it to the loat, while he who despises and rejects tho
gospol, recoives condemnation, Jesus was in carnest
when He sont the gospel to every creaturo aud
declared, ** He that bolieveth and 18 baptizzd shall
be saved, buthe that belisveth not shalibs damned.”
(Mark xv1. 15, 16).

Our attention is called to the division of time in
the passage—the past, the present and the Juture.
In tho past, God winked at the ignorance of men,
In the present, Ho commands all men to repent,
In the future, He will judge the wo:ld righteously
by Jesus Chriat.

The paet or ** times of ignorance” was when mon
thought that the Godhead was like unto gold, or
silver, or atone, graven by art and man's device.
The religions creed of the philesophers of tho wise
city of Athens was about the following:

1st. We beliove with our poet that we aro all the
offspring of the unknown God to whom wo have an
altar, and whom we worchip as our croator.

2ad. We balieve that ekilful men can make God
out of o pioco of gold, or silver, or stone. 1t
God mado theso skilfur men as well as us
and then they made‘3od of theso materials, This,
thi », is what the wise men of this world know
of God. We learn howmen became 80 Jow as to hotd
such absurdities respecting the Creator ** when

they know God they glorified Him not as God,

noithor wole thankful, but becsmo vain in their
imagiuations and their foolish heart was darkoened.”
*“And oven as theydid notlike tuoretain God in thoir
knowledge, God gave thom up to & reprobate mind."
(Rom. i, 21-28), (roes as was this ignorauce, God
suffered all nations to walk in their own ways, He
gent no prophets among them, gave them none of
His oracles, nor established His worship in their
midst. All theso privileges wero confined to ono
small nation, Theso times laated until the coming
of Christ. Eveu when He was on earth and sent
His apostles to preach the gospel of the kingdom,
or the good news that the kingdom was at hand,
Heo chargad thom not to go among the Gentiles nor
tho Samaritans, but only to the loat sheep of the
Louse of Israol,

Tho cross of Christ divides the past from the
present. His death was the propitiation for the sins
of the world. The love which prompted it burst
all fumily and national barriers to veach the world,
From the cross God speaks to all men overywhere.
Jesus has been lifted up on it and will draw all men
to him. Ho savos all who come to Him, and will
draw to judgment all who refuse Bis grace. It
was at the mouth of the conquered grave God said
unto Him, *‘ Thou art my Sou, this day I have be-
gotten Thee. Ask of Me and I will give Thee the
heaven for Thine inheritance, and the uttermost
parts of tho earth for thy possession.” From that
hour Jesus claims all men as the purchase of ‘His
death. All who dispute a claim so just and good
He will break in piccos asa potter's vessel. (Ps. ii)
When Jesus sont His apostles into all the world
with the guspel to all, it was on the ground thatall
power in heavon and on earth wasgiven unto Him.
And itis on the same ground that God now com-
mands all men everywhere to repent.

Let us nezt enquire what is meant by the com-
mand to repent, We should certainly understand
the command in order to obey it.

Some regard repentance as a godly sortow or
grief of heart .hat wo havo offended God. Under
this impression many spend weeks, and months,
and years, striving and praying for an amount of
sorrow which seems indisponsable to their salvation,
but which they cannot obcain. We cabnot by
volition produce .grief, or sorrrow, or joy, or any
other emotion of the toind, and to be directly com-
maaded to have such emotions would leave us
as helpless as if we were directly commanded to
alter the pulsations of the heart or the secretions
of the Jiver. But God commands men to repent
becanse He knows they can ropent.

Again, a mero sorrow from crime is useless. The
inebriate is often deeply grieved at his folly when be
becomes anber, but this doos not keep him from
the intoxicating cup when he mests it again. If
repentance meant a grief of heart we could nover
tell how much griof would be necessary to obey the
command of God, which leaves the mind in dark-
ness and doubt,

Othors, aware that sorrow for sin is not obsying
the command to repent, understand it to mean a
reformation or amendment of life, and even substi-
tuto these words for repentance. Many anxious
persons have labured hard to produce this reforma-
tion or amendment of life, and at times tattered
themaolves with the thought that they were ““new
creatures,” when a sudden return of old feclings
and habits exposed their sandy foundation and
renowed their disappointment.

Again, when the advocates of ¢ faith alone * soo
that God commands men to repent as woll us to
believe, thoy conclude that faith and repentance
are the same, which is another cause ot bowilder-
ment to anxious enquirers for salvation. Repen-
tanco is something peculiar to man while faith is
not. Holy angels believe but do not repent. Lost
angels beliovo but can never repent.  But loat man
both b:lieves and repents.

Wo Jearn that ropentauco is a heartfelt defermina.

tion lo turn from sin lo the service of God. This
is what God now ¢ommands all men everywhere
to do kowwthing that no ono can do for another,
Every man must do it for hinsolf or perish. There
is no ono that knows he iz doing wrong but can
resolve to give it up, snd resolve to do better whon
a botter way is within his reach. A man may be
very weak in carrging out that rosolution, and
others may help him, but others cannot make the
resoiution for him. God ¢ommands all moep overy-
where to make that solemn dotermination, and
waits to give overy man who obeys Him strongth
to carry out that determination, but will not make
the determination for any man. He commands
man to do it. This leaves the way cloar beforo the
eyes of every man who wants to bo a Christian,
He cannot direetly control his ¢motions, but he can
detormine to do what God tells him to du, God
will control his feolings and save him from sin and
fit him for overy good work when he believes and
oboys Him. Godly sorrow leads to ropentanco, and
ropontance leads to reformation or a godly life,
Man gets this godly sorrow by bolieving in the
death of Jesus for his sins, Gud's goodness leads
to repentance, and Hoe never commanded all men
to repent until He had displayed His goodness in
giving His S)n to die for every man. He gives
every man who belioves in Jesus o dosire to repent
and powor to becomo a son of God. (Juhn, i, 12).

Let us see how the New Testament treats of
repentance. A certain man said to tho first of his
two sons: Go work to-day in my vinayard! Ho
anawored and aaid, J will not. But afterwards he
ropented and went. (Matt. ‘xxi. 28-29). When
told by his father to work, the purpose of his mind
was 80 much against it that he positively rofused.
But afterwards he changed that purposé and deter-
mined to go and went. Hedid not repent by going
but repented and wont. Jesus gives a beautiful
illustration of repentancs int the case of the prodigal
son. (Lukexv). It was the goodness of his father
which led him to repeutance. After he bad spont
all his subatance in sin and was about to starve to
death among strangers, he came to himself and
thought of his father’s wealth, und his father’s love,
and his own guilt and ruin, and he came to this
determination, 1 will arise and go to my fathor and
tell him all I have done against him and heaven,
Jesus tells us how he carried ont the detersination
and of his glad reception toshow the joy among the
angels over ono sinner that repenteth, Wo see
what a fether's love and a son’s sorrow led to—and
what the purpose of heart led to in this case.

We read in Acts second, that the apostle Petor
addressed the people with such power as to convince
them that God had in heaven made tbe same Jesus
whom they had crucifi 4, both Lord and Christ.
When they heaid this they were pricked in theif
hearts and said, Mon and brothren, what shall we
do. They wero in deep sorrow when they asked,
What shall wo do? The firat thing he told them
wag to repent. If he meant by that to have godly
sorrow nat one of them obeyed Him, for they gladly
received His word, If he meant by it to reform
their lives and bo baptized, not one of them obsyed,
for they did not wait to reform their lives. Rut if
He meant to defermine with all their heart tn turn
to (fod and bo baptized in the name of Jesus Christ
for the remission of sins, they did obey Him by
making that detormination and being baptizad,

When they balieved that Jesus whom they had
crucified was now both Lord and Christ they had
gudly sorrow; when they dotermined to turn to God
thoy had repentance; and whon they were buried
with Christ in baptism and rose to walk in newness
of life, they had reformation or dmendmant of life.

When the church of Ephesus had lefe their first
love, the faithful and true witness gave them three
commands: 1at. Remomber from whence thou arg
fallen, 20d. Repént. 3rd. Do the first works,
By obeying thuse they would have 1st.Godlysorrow,
2nd. Repentance. 3rd. Amondment of Jife. (Rev,

ii. B).

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THE UNION QUESTION.

The brothorhood to which wo belong, known as
Disciples, or Christiuns, originated in the desire of
spiritually minded men to restoro tho lost harmony
of the church; hence, in all their writings and
proaching, this question of the union of Christians
hos over boon prominent. That this labor, that
has now covered considorably over fifty yoars, has
produced a salutary effect on the roligions bodies
around us is evident, Strong men in these bodies
are cuming to the front and speaking grand words
on behalf of Christian union. The power of the
creods to bind the faith and conscionces of mon
has beon 80 weakened, that thousands now neither
understand nor respect tho croeds of the churches
to which they bolong, Besides this, there is a
growing desire on the part of the more intelligent
in all the religious bodies for the consummation of
this grand work.

But, notwithstanding all that hes been done,
and all that is being done to perfect this work, the
uniun does not come. Che religious world is yqt
divided, and the prayer of our Lord is yot un-
answered. This stato of things, for which we are
not reaponsible, compels us to ask oursclves, almost
daily, what is our duty toward our religious neigh-
bora? I confess I cannot always answer this question
to my own satisfaction, I see earnest, faithful men
labering to turn men to God. True, they do not
labor as { think they should, with anopen Bible bofore
them. Still they preach Christ to the people, and
lead them to see, and feel their need of Him,
Why, in order to promote Christian union, cannot
I go in and assist my neighbor in this work? Just
here is iny trouble. To admit for one moment
that the hear’ of this great brotherhood is not in
tho apirit of Christian union would be surrendering
the grani ubject of our existence as a separate
religious body.

If, then, we have tho mind of Christ and His
prayer is our prayer, that all EFis ¢ may be one,”
why are we, seemingly, more sepacate than they
all? It is a fact, that notwithstanding our plea for
the uninn of Chiistians, put so prominently before
the people, we are seldom found uniting with onr
religions neighbors in holding meotings or other
church work. True, there are a few exceptions to
this, but I am speaking of therule. This position,
£0 manifest, often causcs our sectarian brothren to
judge that we are the most sectariar of all. Now,
unless we are able to show the world that we aro
consistent in the stand we take, we are placed at a
disadvantage. Just here, as it appears to me, is
whete we need to be very careful. A grost charge
is committed to us, and we should mnake it our chief
aim to be truoe to it and to our God.

If ever the religious world become united, it is
very evident the union must be upon the word of
God. Anything Jess or more than this never will
belaccopted as a basis of union. This position,
taken by tho Disciples in the carly days of this
offurt to restore the lost harmony of the church, is
the Jover which is moving the whole religious world.
Now tho work to which we are called requires men
of faith and wisdom. Tho religious bodies around
us must be mude to understand that while we aro
set for tho union of God's people, we dare not, we
cannot, compromise the word of God. Itis when
wa aro faithful to this trust, and decline to assistin
the doing of that which we believe not to bein
harmony with the terching of Christ, that wo are
unfavorably judged. But if we aro still true tothe
gospel, and insist on preaching it just as it hascome
to us, our influence will continue to tell for the
good of all. But if wo aro faint hearted, and wink
at tho errors thav aro taught, aud by our scewin

ncquiescence, leave the impression that we think
this all right, we but weaken our causa, But we
must bo very careful lest while wo are buildihg up
on the one hand, we are not pulling down with the
othor; whilo we are earnestly contending for **tho
faith once for all delivered to the saints,” wo donot
lose the spirit of the gospel, and henco fail at an
important point,

Wo conclude, then, that in order to promoteo
Christian union, we shonld, in every possible way,
consistont with the wurd of Gud, show our religious
noighbors that we have the spirit of union, and aro
over ready to co-operate with them in every good
word and work, whon wo are uot compelled by our
actions or silence, to endorse that for which wohave
no ‘*thus {saith the Lord.” 1n loading men to
Christ we must be allowed to give the scriptural
answor to the question, * What nust I do to be
saved.”” So long as we are compelled to endorse
that for which wo have uo ** thus saith the Lord,”
and axo not allowed to give tho goapel just as it is
writton, T do not see how we can consistently
work with our neighbours in their offorts to build up
what we believe to be unscriptural. In all our
efforts to unite God’s people, let it be understood
that we have no authorily to legislate for Christ,
*¢ All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and
is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction,
for instruction in righteousness, that the man of
God may be perfoct, thoroughly furnished unto all
good works,”” II Tim. iii. 16, 17.

Foneron MisstoxNs aAMONG THE Di1scipLES oF CHRIST.

Twelveo years ago, last October, there was organ-
ized in Louisville, Ky., an sssociution known as the
Foreoign Christian Missionary Socioty. It was the
first attempt made by the Disciples, as a people, to
tako their share of the work of the conversion of
the heathen world to Christ, The growth of the
work under the auspices of this society has been
full of encouragement. There are now missions in
Scandinavia, Turkey, England, India, Japaun and
China. Schools have been cpened in India, Turkey,
Japan and China, for the cducation of children in
secular and religious knowledge. Several chapels
have been built for mission work, and svvoral homes
have been erected for the wissionaries. Since the
beginning of the work, 3,618 porsons have been
added to the churches. It is the purpose of this
article to treat of the missions on distinctively
heathen soil.

1. Tur Jaranese Mission., In the fall of 1883,
Goorge T, Smith, wifo and davghter, and Charles
E. Garst and wife, were sent to Japan as our
pioncer missionaries to that heathen nation. They
located a mission at Akita, a town of 30,000 in-
habitants, in the northwestorn part of the country,
in tho .midst of a territory containing 1,200,000
inhabitants, and in which there i3 no other mission-
ary. 'The history of this mission has been un
intoresting ono. In less than a year after their
arrival on heathen soil, the missionaries had the
supremo joy of baptiziug their first convert; and so
successful has been their work that the native
church of the Disciplesin Japan now numbers nearly
one hundred souls, Sister Josephine Smith was
summoned from missionary tuils to heavenly
triumphe early in the history of the mission, and a
chapel has been built to her meinory in Japan hy
the siaters in Awerica. Two young ladier, Mrs.
Calla R. Barrison snd Kate V. Turner, have beon
addod to tho working force, and several of the
Japanose converts aro employed in the mission
work. Georgo 1. Smith has recently takon another
wife as a helper, who, with Eugone Snodgrass and
wife, recontly appointed, will soun give additiunal
strength to the mission,

.but encouraging progroes has been mado,

2. Tae Ixmax DMissiox, Wo have in India
a8 missionaries, G. L. Wharton and wife, 31 D.
Adams and wife, @. W. Jackson and wife, and
Miss Helen Lovermore, in tho employ of the foreign
socioty, besides soveral lady missionaries who aro
supported by the Christian Woman's Board of Mis-
sions, Then there aro two native helpers with their
wives who labor rogularly in the mission, This
miesion was established in 1882, Its growth has
not boon as great as that of the Japanese missiun,
Much
faithful work has beon done by the missionaries,
the fruits of which do not yet appear, but will, un-
doubtedly, in the future. Great numbers of the
gospels and roligious tracts have been sold to the
natives, and much preaching hes been done on
overy availabie occasion, A school of 250 boys is
carried on continuously, and another of 25 girls ;
aund the results of tho teaching and influence of the
missionaries over thoso young lives caunot be
estimated. The prospects of this mission are very
encouraging. India is opening up to the better
influences of civilization with great rapidity, and
the prejudices of ages are fast giving way before
more enlightened ideas,

3. Tur Turrise MussioN. The work of this
mission is carried on by three ordained mlssionaries
and nine helpers, all of them natives of. Turkey or
of America. One of the missions is at Constanti-,
nople, and another at Smyra, the seat.of onoof the
churches addressed by John in tho book of Revela-
tion. The work of this mission is carried on under
great difficultics, on account of the poverty of-the
membors of the mission churches, and the deter-
mined opposition from Mohammedans and others.

Yet the outlook is promising, and the work has the

hearty sympathy of the brotherhood in America,

4. THe CuiNese MisstoN. There are at present
several persons engaged in this mission, Dr. W, E.
Wacklin, who went out as a medical missionary,
has been there several years. E. P. Hearndou and
A. F. H. Shaw have gone there more recently; and
E. T. Williams and wife, and F, E. Meigs and wife,
went oat late in 1887, This mission is yet too
young to report results; but the missivnaries aro
full of confidence and hope for the work, and
carnestly call for moro laborers for that field. E.
T. Williams writes that ten young men aro needed
at once, and urges the Board of the Foreign Suciety
to send that number.

These are the distinctively heathen wmissiuns,
under the coutrol of the Foreign Christian Mission-
ary Society. The men and womenr employed in
those missions arc persons of superior abilitios,
Any ono of them could command the choiceat place,
and fill with honor the most covoted position at
home. Some cf themn have Joft honored positions
and the most flattering prospects, to spend their
days amoug the benighted heathen, E T.Williams
went fromn tho pastorate of the central Christian
church of Cincinnati, one of the choicest places in
the gift of the brotherhood, and from the pleasant
environments of a good home and hosts of life-long
friends, F. E. Meigs vacated the office of State
Suanday-school Evangelist in Missouri, an honorable
place of great responsibility, to become an exile
from his home and his country for Christ and China.
G. L. Wharton resigned the pastorate of the church
in Buffaly, N. Y., one of the best churches in the
couniry, to brave the dungers of fever, wild beasts,
and pagans in India. They are all tnen and women
of strong convictions, liberal epirit, comprohensive
understanding of the truth, noble purpuse; thoy are
brave, consccrated, Christ-like, And they will
stamp tho work under their cure with'the excellen-
cies of their own lives.

Theso are our representatives to the heathen world,
Thoy have givon themselves to tho work which God
has committed to them, and to us alike. They
have shown more courage, more self-sacrifice, more
heroism than we. They have gone out depending

-
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first on God, whoso they are and whow they serve,
and secondly, on us whose work they have volun-
teorcd to do. Thoy must be fod with earthly food
while they break the broad of life to the porishing.
They must be clad with earthly appavel while they
persueds men to put on the robes of righteousness
which Christ « ffors. They must be sheltered from
the burning sun and the smiting pestilence, whilo
they direct tho howeless outcasta from God to the
mansions of our Father's house. And to us who
have remained at home to enjoy the privileges c.ad
pleasures which they have voluntarily renvunced,
to us who have an abundance of God's matarial
riches under our control, thoy look for sympathy
and material support

The foreign socicty is the agent of the brother-
hood in directing this important work, It has
since its organization received $269,201 60. Its
recoipts last year amounted to $40,659 35, Much
of this was received in peraonal pledges. The
Sunday-schools contributed $10,613. Only one
church in six contnibuted to tho treasury, The
number of churches contributing was 834,

The socioty calls for $100,000 for the work of
the current year. Thero are 1,000,000,000 of
heathen and Mohammedans in the world. They
aro dying at the rate of 30,000,600 every year,
without God and without hope, A great people,
throe-quarters of a million strong, ought to give
more than forty thousand dollars a year to save
these dying millions. The $100,000 asked for by
the society, amoants to but fifteen cents apiece for
the whole brothorhood. This is but a paltry sum.
Wespend more than that fuolishly every month, We
devote many times this wuch to merely solfish
purposcs evory year. A brotherhood which has
been so richly blessed, in both spiritual and tom-
poral things as we, ought to be liberal in the Lord’s
work. A body of people, whose growth in num-
bors and power, has been the religious wonder of
tho ninetsenth coutury, ought to be the most in-
tensely missionary peuple of this *‘contury of
missions, "

There are many reasons why wo should infinitely
multiply our gifts to this work, Not tho least is
the signal success already attendant on cur efforla,
The fitst-Protestant mssionaries to Japan had but
eleven converts during tho first thirteen years of
their work. Our missionaries baptized their first
convort within a year of leaving home, while as yet
they could scarcely speak the language intolligently;
and in the four years, during which they have been
but preparing for efficientwork, they have converted
over fuur-score persons. It was more than seven
years from the time Judson went to Burmah till he
baptized his fitst convert; whilo our inissionaries
in India have now two converted natives and their
wives, associated with them in Christian work,
early in the sixth year of their mission. God has
opened a wide door before us. We would be
eriminally puilty, if through selfishness or indiffer-
ence wo neglect to entor in and occupy the field.

“CORRUPTED WORSHIDP”

‘* AndJ, brethren, could not speak unto you as unto
scriptural, but as unto carnal, even as unto babes ip
Christ. I have fed you with milk, and not with meat ;
for hitherto ye were not able to beur it, noither yet now
are ye able, Fo‘r ye are yet carnal; for wheress thereis
among you envying, and strife, and divisions, are ye not
carnal, and walk a3 men "—1I.Cor. hi. 1-3.

Hero is a very clear caso of “‘corrupted worship,”
which, of course, admits the corruption of the
heart; as it is the worshipper thai corrupts tho
worship. To worship God acceptably thore must
be unity. Theso brethron were members of tho
same church, and thorofore united organically,
but badly divided spiritually. Their church union
was all right, bt thoir heart union all wrong. They
bad received the first principles of the gospcl; but
the principles of a godly life wero 20 corrupted,

»

they had not gone beyond their baby-hood. Thuy
woro still living on & 1ilk diet, and were not able
to receive tho woightier things of God., Thoir
worship undev such & pocverted, corrupted con-
dition, was of no account whatever. Their strife
and dinisivn caused their corruption, which, says
Paul, is carnal, and to be carnaliy minded 1s death,
because the carnal mind 18 enmity aganst God. To
worship God acceptably, we muat, therefore, bo of
ong mind and oue heart, and do all things without
murmuring and disputing. To have strifo and
divisivn in the church of Gad corrupts the worship,
and will thereby parry the weapons of truth and
bring odium upon tho cause of Christ.

The apostle in the thirteenth chapter of thia same
opistle, mahes tho luve and umty of God's children
all important. Whatover we may do, it is of no
avail in the absonce of love. Towevor sound our
faith may be, it is all useless and a1 ompty nose with-
out love. Wo may sacrifice our lives for the faith
of tho gospel aud be Jost at last for the want of
love, It is this love that * bearoth all things and
endureth all things" that unite the children of God.
The idea that wo can adhero to a principlo that we
admit is not gssontial to our salvation, at the cost
of the peace and unity of the church, ought to find
an early tomb,

But says one, ‘‘it is impossible to be nuited in
heart where wo have honest differences.” If that
is so then Paul'srobuke was unmorited and unjust,
Why should they be blamed for what they could
not help?  We cannot admit auch an inconsistency
ag this. There was uo necessity whatever for their
strife and divieions, Whatover their differonces
may have Leen, they had no just cause for strife
among them. They were brothren and admitted
cach other to be Christiana. If their differences
had been of such a nature that they could not have
recognized each other as Christiana, then divisions
might have been justifiable. But this was not the
trouble. Thoir strife was not because of any vital
Christian principle, such as would effect their church
relation or their standing with God. They had
accopted the gospel and become members of the
““ono fawily.” Their strife and contention were
about matters that did not dischurch them. They
did not dare to say that the acceptance of their
ideas, over which they werelcorrupting the church,
were necessary to their accoptanco with God. Had
thia been the case, they would have had undoubted
right to have refused union or fellowship with each
othor. We caonot unite in Christian fellowship
with any who reject the law of God; the principles
of truth upon which rests the salvation of the soul.
Neithor can we causo strife and divisicn among
brethren over principles that we dare not admit
are cssential to salvation. However honest I may
bo in my belief that certain principles are wrong,
I have no right to condemn my brother for receiv-
ing them, and thereby destroy the peaco of the
family of God, unless I believe the acceptance of
such principles will condemn thoso whoaccept them,

To illustrate this point we will give a case that
came under the observation of the writer. It was
a brother who was very active with his pen in con-
demning a certain brother, because he practiced
certain things that he believed was not right. He
went so far as to call them *f innovations.” Un-
fortunately, the brother who was so bittorly con-
demned died, and the brother who condemned him
wrote his obituary, and strange to staze, he gave
him a big place in heaven. This is one case, and
wa devoutly wish it was the only one, When the
peace and prosperity of the church was destroyed,
and the worship corrupted by notions and whims
that will save no one if received, or condemn no
one if rejocted, is this not gleringly incunsistent,
not to say unchristian, to condemn brethren for
doing what they think is right and proper, and
thereby sow the sceds of strifo and division, when,
at tho same timne, wo admit thom saved here and

[}
hereafter?

Wo have a perfect right to our con-
victions, but we have no sounsible or scriptural
right to disturb the peace and unity of the church,
by condomning others for their convictions unless
we beliove such convictions aro destructive of their
salvation,

Here 18 the only jussible pround of Chrigtian
union, 1, e, to fellowship a brother in Christian
union, whom wo admit is in union with God., Itis
tame cnough for us to bo out with a brother when
he is out with God. Whon wo believe and admit
that God will accept him, then we must accept him
in our fellowship, and that too without atrife or
hatred. Weo cannot live in peaco with thoso in
heaven with whomn we havo not lived in peace on
carth. That tho love, poace, and unity of-tho
childron of God are greater and more important
than all olse goes without the saying. To destroy
the peaco and unity of the church is the greatesi
evil, and demands the languago of soverity, Hero
aro two things we cannot dv while the love of God
dwells in our heart:

1 To fellowship those whom we believe are not
n fellowship with God. 2. Not to fellowship and’
to live in peace and unity with those whom we
admit will bo saved. The violation of either of
theso will corrupt and destroy tho worship and

church of God.

THE WORK OF THE CHRISTIAN.

Those who are out of Christ expect to be invited
to partake of the riches of His kingdom, Too
often are they disappointed. The truth should be
accepted by every church member, and be made
use of in bringing men to Christ, Evory Christian
should preach the word to those with whom he may.
come in contact, Suitable opportunities for so
dc ng, if cagerly sought, will be found. Day after
day passes by without our work being attompted,
Our oxcuses for shunning the sinner are invalid,
The fact that we are timid, or that we think our
worda wil{ be spoken in vain, would hardly be
mentioned, if our own money wero at atake.
Timidity, and other failings which tho Christian
possesses, would disappear like a flash of lightning
if the small sum of five dollars were given him for
conversing with the sinner upon his lost condition
and npon Christ as the Saviour of the world, Every,
disciple of the Lord would seek out the lust for a
small suin of money. Woe fail to realize the value
of the soul, This is due, brethren, to selfishnoss,
For five dollars each one of us would visit any
sinnor within his reach, There would be gain in
this for ourself. ~Whore there is not a worldly
reward to be gained one often sits with folded arms
and closed lips so far as Christ is concerned, and
allows souls around him to sink into tho depths of
sin. Which is of more value to me, the sum of five
dollars or the soul of another? He who is selfish
will seek the money, the Christ-like man will seck
the soul.

Only ono way has beon designed by God for
reaching the hearts of sinners. He has provided
the means—the gospel. Wo are to make .use of tho
means by preaching the word. Our duty in respect
to the sinner is limited to preaching the word. I
do not believe that the preaching of the gospel
should be confined to the pulpit. The noble
workors in the reformation spoke to the people
often undor great disadvantages. They preached
wherover thoy could. Their clear and‘sweot-toned
voices gave the messago in such a manner that the
very words resounded with joy. The barn, the
work-shop, the school-house, and the kitchon, they
deemed to be suitable places for making known to
mon that Christ was incaroate, that through Ris
work tho sinnor can enter into communion and
proper rolations with God, It is true that at this
time thero could not ho found five houses in which’
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to speak., Thoy novertholess did a grand work in
bringing sinnors to the Lord,

Again, the pulpit does not reach the mass of
common pooplo, as they are genorally styled.
Henco, the preacher of the gospel, who expounds
the wurd from the pulpit only, has lost sight of the
great commission, ‘¢ Preach the gospel to every
croaturo.” To ‘“go” to overy mun in his reach
and deliver tho message to him is the duty of the
preachor.

The Christian who talks in the prayer-meoting
only ought not to think that his duty has ended
there. Hois * in duty bound " to proach elsowhere.
The prayer-meeting is not the world, He very
soldom meets a sinner in the regular weakly prayor-
meotings. The work of tho Obristian leads him
into tho atreet, into tho homos where darkuvss
prevails, into every placo whore good can be ac-
complished,

Every follower of Christ should earnestly seck
to uso his tongue in winning men to the truth. If
wo aro silent the work will not bo done. It isoftec
neeessary to speak to the cinner more than once.
Showd you extend a rope to a drowning wan who
did not fully realizo his dangor, and on account of
blindsess failed to grasp tho rope at first, wounld it
not bo cruel to assist him no further? You would
doubtless urge him to be wise that ho might not
Jose his lifo. [Romemher that our work is not
confined to the pulpit and prayer-meotings; it
takes in the whole world.
