take it in, was tapped on the shoulder by some one whg asked his

opinion concerning the genuineness of a bank note. When the young
mau turned again to the wicket, the teller asked him for the deposit.
It was not in the book and could not be found. The youth appeared
quite dazed at the loss. The amount was about $3,200, of which
nearly $2,000 was in_cheques to be deposlted to the firm's credit.

These will merely lend to some little inconvenience, but no loss. The
carelessness to which custom leads deposit clerks is often remarked.

Deposit books should not be crowded in the wicket, and when laid
there should not be lost sight of till safe in the hnnds of the teller.

The method adopted by the bank some time since of passing the book.
from the teller across an inner railing to the ledger-keeper was a step
in the right direction, and the stationing of a watchman in view of the
public area, was another no less commendable. The youth has been
dismissed for carelessness. His answers on examination were some-

a deposit slip with memoranda extendmg back to April, and & num-

THE MAIL ON THE CUSTOMS LAW.

Whatover ability and fairmess may be manifested on
other topics by our contemporary, the Toronto i, it
jg evident from recent utterances that he takes but a
partial or prejudiced view of the law for regulating
the adminisiration of the. tarif. In his issue of the 7th
ingtant, he deals with the subject under tlre caplion of *The
Arbitrary Customs Law,” beginning with the recent concession
made by the Government under pressure from our leading im-
porters. Now, there i8 no denying that the duty on the cost of
inland transportation was deemed specially obnoxious and op-
pressive, not only by importers but was looked upon in that
light also by the Government, and it was highly probable that
repeal would follow before the lapse of another year. The repre-
gentations made to Great Britain by the German Governmeni,
that our law in respect of the duty-on the cost of inland freight
to the place of direct shipment by which Great Britain and
Troland were exempted, was a violation of the existing treaty be-
tween the two countries, compelled the change proposed by our
own Government, and which our merchanis were fortunate
enongh' to successfully oppose, a change from which it was felt
the present state of the exchequer permitted no alternative, A
consideration of the bright suticipations of the Minister of
Finsuce furnished probably some warrant for the general sweep
ordored in compliance with the request of the delegates.

The language of our contemporary is not characterized by
that calm dispassionate choice which accompunies a tolerable
knowledge of the subject. **Absurd tax” is a term which. he
would scarcely employ were he acquainted with the difficulties

surrounding a proper appraisement of arlicles of import from in-
land points along the unnavigable rivers of Central Europs. It is
well known that since the enactment by which goods shipped
from the United Kingdom were fres of such tax, the manufac-
turers on the Continent were enabled largely to evade it by selling
their goods through agents at English ports as cheap as though
purchased direct at the factories. The future invoices will be
free of this, and it remains to be seen what effect it may have
upon the revenue. “Oppression ¥ % -¥*  forged for
their [the merchants] discomfiture” is another of those terms

as applied to the laws enacted for an equitable distribution of the-

burdens for revenue purposes, which one is grieved at finding in
the columns of one of our leading dailies. We believe we are
warranted in saying that no honest merchant in Canada looks
upon the Cugtoms laws in such a light. It would be interesting
to have our contemporary’s views ag to the best methods of

raising a revenue. This is no mere party question. Whatever |

the party in power—whogver hag held the reins of Government
in the past, whether honest Alexander Mackenzie or diplomatic
Sir Jobn Macdonald—whether Hon. Jsasc Burpee or Hon.
Mackenzie Bowell holds the portfolio of Customs, the tarift is a
stern fact, an unpalatable and disagreeable nécesstity as the
only method except direct taxation for obtaining the ways and
means for carrying on the business of the country, one which
few public men have yet found it possible to direct and retain
their popularity. )

As to the next charge made by the AMuil that the importer is
“kept perpetually in the dark” as to the appraised value of his
goods, and that he is allowed to pay the ad valorem duty if the
invoice is higher, but fined if they are 15 per cont. or more
helow, we have to ask whether thishas hitherto been the practice.
We have positive knowledge that the oflicers of the Customs
have volunieered information in some cages where invoices
were in excess; and there are few, if any, importeras who have to
complain of an arbitrary enforcement of the provisions of the
law in respect of penalties, or without the fullest investigation.
1t is ravely, except in the case of a first importation that mer-
chanis or manufacturers are wanting in a full knowledge of the
cost of the goods at the place of manufacture or in the home
market ; and in such a ease, or when in ignorance or forgetful-
ness of the provisions of the law, persons import articles for per-
sonal use or congumption, due consideration is taken of the cir-
cumstances—of the intent—however diflicult to ascertain—and
where no fraud has been contemplaied, the clause fixing a
penalty is never, as such, enforced. The methods of the most arbi-
trary government in Europe would hardly call for the language
employed by our contemporary—when he says that the modifi-
cation introduced some time ago in the Act in order to press less
severely upon suspects and by which the importer could * amend
the entry ” if the undervaluation did not exceed a certain per-
centage—that the provision of the Amended Entry Clause “ was
“ a palpable attempt at robbery—based on the theory that mer-
« cantile men had no rights that the Government need respect,
“ and that the Customs Officers were at liberty to play ducks and
“ drakes with any man’s property.” Importers who read this
tirade in the Muil must have smiled to themselves or wondered
if any honest man had been treated in & manner to call for such
language. o ' ;

The comparison made by our contemporary with the
practically free-trade fystem in-England calls for no remarks,
It is impossible to enforce laws framed for the’ punishment of
offenders without an occasional error. 'We have recently an in-
stance in one of the middle counties of England, where two men
convicted of a crime under a fair trial had completed nine years’

-

penal servitude for a erime neither had committed, and which
the real criminal confessed on his death-bed. The Government
has awarded both men a sum. of money as the only amends it
could make. The oflicers of the Customs in Canada have as yet
made no such serious mistakes, A few cases that might have
led to injustice were checked in time, ’

The reference to the moiety system by onr contemporary is
an evidence that he has not given dve attention to the working
of the Act in the United States* The experience of
some of the highest officers of the United States Govern-
ment, including the collectors and deputies at the principal ports
of entry and’ of leading manufacturers, all goes to show that
since the parilial repeal in 1874, undervaluation has increased at
the large cities, and that merchants cannot import silks and,

‘other goods because of the system of agents of European manu-

facturers stationied in New York. Secretary Manning (in 1885)
gays in effect that the Customs oflicer deprived of hisjust moiety
will and must avoid personal risk. " The experiment of detect-
“ing frauds without moieties has been tried and found wanting,
“and in the absence of a proper equivalent to the seizing ofticer
“and with a high tariff in operation, smuggling and frauds upon
“the revenue will be encouraged and run riot. * * * lore-
“over, he is under heavy bonds for the faithful collection of the
“revenue., Will any man in that oflice tako the great responsi-
“Dility of making seizures without a fair and equitable compen-
“gation? No. And it would be unrensonable and contrary {o
* the laws of nature {o expect it.” Deputy Collector Williams of
New York contributed the following opinionto the speclal report
issued in 1885 by Becretary Manning:

“1 believe that undervaluations of invoices greauly increased
since the repeal of the Moiety Law. Although the law was de-
nounced and made to appear as very unpopular, it is noverthe-
less true that it was beneficial to the best interests of the Gov-
ernment, and it afforded the honest importer appreciable pro-
tection against the ‘dishonest practice of swindling importers,
The sentiment againet the law was stirred up and formulated
by men 1nimical to the interests of the business men of the
country. The practical effect of the repeal of the law has been
to drive honest American importing hiouses out of the trade, so
that to-day the vast bulk of the importing husiness is in the
hands of foreign agents who have no respect for our revenue
laws, and are mercenary to the last degree. I believe it is this
class of men who are most guilty of corrupting officers in the
{Je\;?{n’llle gervice. Congress should restore the law to the Statute-

ook. .

Anyone who takes the trouble to read the business signs
along the principal wholesale and commigsion streets of New
York will be struck with the predominance of names indicative
of central or eastern European origin, and will recall the remarks
of Collector Williams concerning “ foreign agents.” ‘T'he remarks
of Special Agent Power in the same report fite the Mails' com-
ments a8 to the seizure of books &e. to prove cases of frandulent’ .
undervaluation: : ’

“Under the old Iaw an officer could make an unexpecled des-
cent on a suapected importer and having power to examine all
books and papers, could discover fraud if any existed. While
the power conferred by the law was arbitrary and liable to abuse,
the honest merchant had nothing to apprehend from its oper-
ation. The repeal of the Moiety Law removed all incentive &e.”

The Muil's reference to the Ayer case is an upfortunate one.
In this respect we cannot do better than quote from the recent
speech of the Hon. Mackenzie Bowell before the House of Com-
mous on the occasion of ‘the abortive resolution 'to amend the
Customs Act. The Minister of Customs has taken advantage of
the opporiunity given by the resolution to enter into a thorough
elucidation of the workings of the Act, and which in view the

‘meagre reports in'the newspapers we are glad to see has been

reproduced in pamphlet form, making in all about 63 pages:

“My hon. friend from Chateauguay (Mr. Holton) in defence
of that portion of his resolution which provides for the carrying
of every cage into court, says that the Minister of Customs. does °
not seem to have much confidence in the courts. Well, il I were
to speak frankly I would say that, judging from my past ex-
perience, my hon. friend is not far wrong. It may be presump-
tion on my part to say that csses wliich have gune before the:
courts have not been decided in accordance with, what I:believe

to be, Customs law or Customs usages. My hon. friend referred” -

to the Grinnell case and to the Ayer case,.and he might have
gone a little furtber and referred to the Bertin' case lately tried
in Montreal. The Grinnell case was'one which eame within the
megning of that section of the Act which provides that parts of

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,machinery hrought into this country shall he valued for duty
relatively to the value of the whole article when imported. We
all know why that clause was placed on the Statute-books. Ifa
completed article bore a rate duty of 30 or 35 per cent., the prac-
tice was Lo bring it in piecemeal and put it together in Canada;
and in order to prevent that kind of fraud the law was so framed

a8 lo make them pay duty on the parts of an article relatively
lo the value they hora to the whole article. The Grinnell parties
objected to the ruling of the Department. It was. taken to the
Ixcheguer Conrt, and Judge Gwynne, who is certainly as emin-
ent ag the Chief Juglice himeelf, gave a decigion in favor of the
Cnstoms Department, and in giving that judgment he went a
great deal farther than the Customs Department ever thought
of going, becanse he not only declared that the Customs oflicials
were correct in imposing the duty in the manner T have pointed
ont, bug that they would have been jusiified had they added the
toyalty which is paid in the United States, and then imposed a
daly on the fnll value of the article, though it had to be put to-
gether when it came into this country. The practice of the De-
partiment has been this: When an article is brought into the
conntry in different parts, we deduct the expense necessary to
put it together and (:oxn‘plele it in this country, and charge the
duty on the residue. Mr Justice Gwynne decided that we need
not even have gone that far, but that we would have been justi-
fied in collecting a duty on the full value of the article as if it
had been complete when il came into the country. The Ayer
cage wus on all fours with the CGirinnell case. The Ayers had
Leen 1 the habit of importing their patent medicines in hulk,
a8 in harrels, puncheons, or casks, and then hotieling it, and
lubelling it in this country. In that case we decided precisely
a8 we had done in the Grinnell eage. Chief Justice Ritchie took
i very strong view in opposition to the decision of the Depari-
ment, and delivered the judgmoent which my hon. friend read
to-day, and which, 1 am bound to say, to my mind was not
cPeditable to r judge occupying his position,—[Mr Jones (Hali-
fux). Order,]—Mr. Bowell. It may be in order to defend a
judgment, and to read lo the House n condemnation of oflicials
Ly a judge, a8 the hon. gentleman opposite has done, and to de

nounce such oflicials as everything that is wrong and villainous;
bul it is apparently out of order, in the opinion of the member
for Halifax (Mr. Jones) to question tnat condemnatien, parlicu-
larly if it comes from so ominent a gentlemen as o judge on the
hench, DBut T say {o my hon. friend who called me to order, that
i ha had baon in the witness box, ug T was, and the judge had
prevented him from telling the whole story, as I was prevented,
lie would feol precisely as I do in teference to that matler. It
muy be the rules of court to stop a wituess from telling the
whole truth; but I question very much whether it is either
moral, or correct, or equitable.”

The Berlin (Montreal) case alluded to in these pages
at tho time, concerned somie consignments of a cheap class of
wines from Krance, the invoices of which were 8o prepared that
after deducting the various expenses of commission, freight, leak-
age, insurance, &e,, the amount remaining {o the consigner in
Bordeanx was between one and two cents per gallon! The
magistrate dismissed the case—each party to pay their own
costs, and this in face of the clearest evidence rom the invoices,
letter-books and individuals, 'The Government has taken the
caso to Appeal.  The Mail says “the law must be changed.”
By all means suy we; and if our contemporary who,
i, wo fear, “agin the government” for good or ill, will devote a
littlo of his time to the preparation of a betler Customs Act the
country will have oceasion long to bless his memory while he
himsell will have the comforting consciousness of having con-
forrad n lasting benefit upon the people.

TUE BANK STATEMENTS.

The goneral statomont of the chartered banks for the month
of April is {o hand somewhal earlier than its predecessor. The
nsual seasonable reduction in circulation continuos, being 1}
million less than in March, Dominion Government deposits
have ineronsod about } million and Provincial Government de-
posits $220,000. Provincial deposits after notice are less by $360,-
000, Public deposits on domand are greater by nearly
nillion, and after nolice grester by $620,000, an evidence of
hesitation to mako investments as well as of balauces of lines of
discount. ‘I'he amount due banks or agencies in U.K, is greater
by $1,700,000, but this is8 more than offset. by the amount due
from the same sources. The availuble assets are less than in
March by nearly 2 millions. 'In Government debeutures there
is an increase of $0650,000, of $600,000 in loans to the Dowminion
(iovernment, which has probably some relation to the increase
of deposits from the snme source, Yoreign securities have in-
vronsed about $600,000. TLoans to “other corporations” have in-
crensed nearly & quarter of & million, aud other discounts to the
public something noar half a million. The rapid and steady jn-
cronge in discounts, as alveady pointed out in our review of the
Statomentas for Mareh, would seam to call for altention on the
part of our hankars and bonrds of direction. Although directors’

liabilities are less by $170,000 thanin March, the total of discounts
under the three heads has reached the enormous figure of
178,825,000, or $515,000 more than in March, over § millions more
than in February, or more than 7 millions of an increase since
the 18t January last. This is brisk work, and it behooves our
prudent financial guides to see that the sail being carried is not
likely to prove too large for the ship. Everything points to a
bountiful harvest ; bnt our climate is subject to sudden changes;
a drouth in July would destroy it all; it were therefore well
that we risk not too much, but 8o arrange matters that we be not
taken nnawares whatever letide. The full statement will ha
fouud elsewhere; the subjoined table wifl be usefal for pur
poses of further comparison :(—

TERMINAL TFACILITIES,

The necessity for enlarged and improved terminal facilities
has recently been brought under the notice of the Board of
Trade by the representativea of the amaller lines and transient
vessels trading to this port, Their petition containg an aftack
upon the four leading lines of steamships which make their
terminug here, and which have succeeded in obtaining all the
central wharfage accommodation.

Yo our mind the natural position of the harbor, with its
wharfage extending in almost one straight line along the river
front, ia the real cause of the difficulty. Outside vessels should |
be encouraged, as they form a very valuable adjunct to the trade
of the port and enable business to be done with the smaller
ports, but the lines with their regular service are certainly
entitled to great consideration. One gentleman, at léast, who
signed the memorial would not have done so if he had known it
contained an attack upon the lines, as he is of opinion, as many
others must be, that the liners have not too much accomodation,
and they frequently have to-berth their vessels outside of their
allotted wharves for want of room. - For many years past it has
been the same story, all ships coming here with general merchan-
dise attempting to crowd into the upper harbor to save the heavy
cartage expenses on cargo from the lower wharves. It has been.
well said, however, that all vessels coming here cannot expect
to discharge under the shadow of the Custom House, until, at
least, the accommodation between the long wharf and Windmill
Point has been vastly increased. 7Thisseems tobe an immaediafe
necessity, much more important in fm‘:_t; than the extension of
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wharves for miles down the river, which work appears to be
ahsorbing the sole attention of the Harbor Board.

In declaring that the present accommodation of the harbor is
‘quite inadequate for the general business of the port, the
memorinliste are at one with the President of the Canadian
Pacific Railway, who has bad excellent opportunities of judging
and is able to form some iden of the possibilities of the future.
""he greatly increased facilities of the Grand Trunk and Canadian
Pacifie will naturally direct more traflic to this pomt-,. A move
of probably great importance has been the purchase by the
C.E.R. of a controlling interest in the Duluth, South Shore &
Atlaniic with the ultimate object of bujlding a road from Duluth
to Winnipeg. Itissaid that the Grand Trunk contemplated this

deal which would have given it o ghort cut to Manitoba through l

United States territory. The Canadian Pacific is also said to
have formed an alliance with the Manitoba road and the Burling-
ton system, which will give it connections at Chicago equal to
those recently obtained by the Northern Pacific. As to the
Grand 'Trunk it is now alleged that it will penatrate the North-
West with the aid of the Northern Pacific, and will thus-have a
system extending from Portland and Tacoma on the Pacific to
Montreal and Portland, Me.,in the east. With all these schemes in

progress and the advaniages likely to arige from the completion:

of the Sault route, it is important that Montreal should be in a
position to handle with expedition- the traflic which points in
this direction. According to the best authorities the port is by
_no means in a condition to denl suceess{ully with any consider-
able sugmentation of business. The petition of the general
shipping interest speaks for itgelf:—

To the Councit of the Beard of Trade:—

GenrieMeEN,— Understanding that a committee of members has had
the various schemes of harbor improvement under consideration for
some time, we_the undersigned, representing varions shipping lines
und transient vessels, desire to urge on the Council the vast import-
ance of some prompt and vigorous mensures to secure some efficient
plan of harbor improvement and extension being set about without
delay.

The present wharfuge accommodation of the harbor of Montreal
i quite inadequate for the general bLusiness of the port From the
entrance of the canal down to the long wharf (which i at present the
only wharf accommodation for vessels of general cargo), is occupied
by the Allan, Dominion, Reford and Beaver Company lines. If an
outside vessel with a general cargo arrives, not consigned to either of
thoge lines, whers can she be berthed, save and except at Windmill
Point or gomewhere near Hochelaga ?

Those gontlemen who represent the slnppmg interest on the
commitiee of the Board of Trade are managers of different lines above
specified, and naturally, for their own interest, think there is not
much nced of uny increase of shipping accommodation. They are
sutisfied with what they have got, and do not see the necessity of any
ouiside steamers here, or to run in competition with thom.

What is wanted is more wharfage accommodation in . front of the
cily ; and, having this, the shipping interest, the city of Montrealand
the general trade of the country will reap the benefit. '

It may be stated that for ‘over forty years endless schemes
have been propounded and plans prepared for the improvement
and enlargement of the harbor proper; and few, projects have
commanded such universal interest even beyond expert engin-
eering and shipping circles. , We now learn that the joint inun-
dation and harbor committee, representing the government, the
port commisgsioners, the hoard of trade, the city council, ship,
steamboat and barge owners and the endless other interests in-
volved, having investigated and deliberated at great length have
presented a report which will be given to the public in a few
days. -It ¢an scarcely be unanimous on every point as the com-
mittee comprises men who have formed decided views, but the
main features of the réport should present some general plan
which with slight concessions should meet the requirements of
the case. - The facilities of the port in recent years have suffered
from the lax administration of the by-lawsrelating to merchand-
ise unloaded on the whbarves whieh have béen allowed to lie
there far beyond the allotted time, The reform promlsed in thig
direction should be ngldly kept in view. .

1t is understood the report recommendﬁ the adoption of plan
No. 6, prepared by Mesars, Kennedy and St George, with a fow
slight alterations. The main foature of this plan are the widen-

\

ing of Commissioners and Common streets to 75 feet minimum
east of St. Pater streat, by encroaching on harbour property and
to the same widih west -of McGill strest by private property.
Between St. Peter atreet and McGill strezt there will be no cbange
on account of the limited wharf accommodation.” The wharves
are proposed to be raised to the present Commissioner sireel
level. TFlood protection is to be secured by a parapet wall with
openings. The cost of this scheme is estimated at $2,827,504, and
of thig the city’s portion would be $708428, the Harbor Com-
missioners paying the balance.

THE UNDERWRITERS ASSOCIATION.

Now that the Fire Underwriters Association has sacificed one
of their members tg Nemesis, it might be well {o take a further
survey afield for the purpose of agcertaining whether the
capricious goddess thinks she bas reason to be sifliciently ap-
peased. It is not concealed by some who think aloud that there
are yet other misdeeds calling for atonement, though prolably
nol within the ken of a large majority of the members. Itisto
be hoped that the example may prove of salutary eflect and
that it may not turn out to have been injudicious or too hastily
applied. 'The assogiation has Vorne with patient endurance
time and again attacks from within and without, and refrained
with characteristic wisdom from any action that might threaten
its own existence, io the evident benefit of waaker or less
popular companies, and hasbrought the system as near perfection
as anything of human conception can ba; but it can never ignore
the fact that its very existence depends upon a complete union
of its parts, and that any severance from its ranks may threaten
the whole structure. It is woll to consider what is implied hy
the term “scotched, but not killed.” The eflorts of the most
sagacious members among the association have heretofore heen
directed towards guarding the body from possible danger, while
gradually adding o its ueefulness, and have doubtless secured o
hearty c-operation from the present experienced heads of the ro-
covered members. Yet, if ever there was need, of wise counsels
within, it is perhaps when attention has been directed to what
may happen “while the lump holds out to burn.”

; SILK MANUFACTURERS MEET.

The Silk Association of America ate their sixteenith annunal
dinner in New York on the 14th instant, Mr. Frank W. Cleney
presiding. There was a large atlendance of members., The
{oasis and responses on the occasion were natually confined to
subjecig connected with the manufacture in which the Associa-
tion is most deeply interested, and it ig not surprising that there
was a general consensus of opinion a8 to the necessity of main-
taining the high prolective tariff under which the -industry hag
atigen and prospered. Mr. Ammidown of the Tariff Association
stated in the course of his remarks that 92 to 95 per cent. of all
the agricultural products grown in the United Siates is con-
sumed in the country, and not more than 5 to 8 per cent. ex-.
ported. This he adduced to prove that the United States with-
in themselves were a series of nations, as it were, all enjoying
the blessings of federation and international free trade, and o
home market not equalled by &ny country in the world. Refer-
ring to the fact that the manufacturers. have raw silk free of
duty, with the best machinery at command, he said they have
not yet been able to export silk goods at a profit, showing Whe
fallacy of the argument that with free raw materialg, they could
copse with the older manufacturers of Burope. With free cotlon
they had not been able to export more than 1 per cent. of the
$250,000,000 aanual product in ihat line. England is still able
to buy the raw material, spin and weave it and sell it hack to
them in spite of the tariff,

PRESIDENT VAN HORNE BEFORE THE SENATE
© COMMITTEE.

"The evidence recently given by President Van Horne before this
United States Senate Committee on inter-state commerce was crowded
out at the time. As the JourNAL of CouuErex is generally prcsdrve;il""
for reference in government, banking, insurance and other offices, wo
need not apologize for occasionally placing on record matter worthy
of preservation some time after the occasion to which it owes its riso,
The frank explanations given by 80 sagacious n railway manager as
the President of tho Canadian Pncmo Raflway, though given orally, .
are well worthy of study and of being plsced upon record, - ‘I'hé fol-

lowing copy is furnished by the New - York Times of the 10th fust:—
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IFour railrond presidents appeared before the Interstate Qommerce
Committee of the United States Benate yesterday. President” Van
‘Horne of the Canadian Pacific made a favorable impression and
seemed entiruly willing to give all the information wanted ty the
committes, More thun once in the sossion the committee was in-
formed that the elimination of Canadiun® railronds from the railroad
problem would greatly benefit American ronds, although the wipiog
out of the Cunadian ronds, the committes was assured, would have no
effect on freight rates. The two bits of information did not scem to
jibe, but the committee mude no commonts on the circumstance.

WIAT MR, VAN HORNE HAID.

W. C. Van Horne, president of the Canadian Pacific, succeeded Mr.
Roberis, of the Pounsylvania, us a witness, He said the main line
extonded from Quebec to Vancouver. Auother line extended from
Montren! to London, and would be extended to the Detroit river. A
lensed line would oxtend across Maine and connect with the New
Brunswick system. ‘Lhe real castern terminug was at Mattawnmkeng.
Phe system extended to St John and Halifax. There was o branch
from Sudbury Junction to Sanlt Sto. Marie. The only lines in the
United States wore in Maine and from the St. Lawrence to Newport,
Vi. Tho roads connecting Duluth und Minneapolis with the « Soo”
road were not owned by the Canadinn Pecific, but the latter's friends
control it, The bridge over the “ 500" was owned by the Canadisn
Pacific balf, Duluth, South Shore & Atlantic a quarter, and * Soo”
rond & quarter.  Mr. Van Horne could not be induced to say the Can-
adisn Pacific coutrolted the bridge or the two roads which own half
of it.  Jinch rond was a sepurate corporation. Sir George Stephen,
Sir Donald Smith, md the witness were directors of the Duluth and
{he Canadinn Pacific,

THE C. . 18 TRAPKIC,

Tize chief traflic of the Canadian Pacific was Canadisn to the ex-
tent, of 80 per cent. "I'his included cotton goods hudiness from Canada
to Chinn,  Very little purely American business pussed the Detroit
fronticr. [Eastern business reached Bogton by the South Eustern and
Boston and Lowell and by the Boston and Concord. The road had
gome traffic from the Kast to San Francisco, Seattle and Puget Sound
points, nnd vice versn  The Canadinn Pacific obtained, exclusive of
coul, only a very inconsideratle portion of ity tonnage from the United
Htates. Much of it was lumber. The American rouds compeled on
traffic from Ontario to Maunitoba, Tho Cunndinu Pacific got a passen-
gor differontin] on Pucilic const businesr, e thought it was $6 for
wecond-clngs and $10 for first-class pussongers. The rond did little
fruight business with San Francisco. It obluined o differentinl, he
thonght, on that business.

A IUSTORY OF THE ROAD.

Mr. Van Horne was asked to give a histocy of the rond.  He gave
wuch testimony produced on Wednesday by Jumes J. Hill. The
(tovernmont turned over to a private compuuy 771 miles of completed
roud, ho snid, when the public so demmnded, a8 work under the
(tovernment was slow and expensive.  The subsidies of $25,000,000
and 26,000,000 neres of tuud were given for constructing only a part
of tho rond. 1t borrowed $35,000,000 from the Government and paid
it back in $26,000,000 in cash and 7,000,000 acres of land, The road
was opened for traflic in 1876, Mr. Van Horne said the bit of road
which cost the Government $35,000,000 aud was turned over to the
compnny was worth nothing as a bit of proporty. Just as advantage-
ous & picce could bo built for $22,000,000. The item of capital stock,
$65,000,000, is correet. Tt was originally $100,000,000. 1t was to pay
n dividoud of 8 per cont. The comipany borrowed $29,880,000 from
the Governmont at 4 per cent., giving all it had as security, That
wns in 1884, Afterward it borrowed $5,000,000 more. It claimed
power to mortgage property by decreasing stock from $100,000,000 to
$66,000,000. It veduced its land grant by giving the Government
about 7,000,000 acres in liou of $10,000,000, and also paid the Govern-
meont $25,000,000. ‘The land grant bouds have been caneolled by pro-
ceods of land snles, all but $5,000,000. The Government was paid by
land grant sales and proceeds of sale of $35,000,000 of bouds to the
public, Thoy sold for 944 to 94§, The company had had 4 mono-
poly of wilrond building in the Northwest. It was proposed if the
(overnwent would guurantee interest on $156,000,000 of bonds for
fifty yenrs to cancel the monopoly. This was done, Those bounds,
34 por cents , sold for 93, The subsidy on the line from Montreal to
Muttawambkeng, which will bo opened next month, umounts to $18¢,-
000 & yenr. Paymont began last year.

‘pay a bonus to the latter, - Mr. Van Horne said the Dominion simply

guaranteed tho interest on $15,000,000 of 33 per cent. bonds. Mr.
Van Horne was asked the total cost of the Cunadian Pacific. Exclu-
sive of the cost of 714 miles given to it by the Government, it tost,
he said, $153,000,000, The actual cash money on the road, exclusive
of the 714 miles, was $120,000 000, of which $85,000,000 was private
capital. He was asked to tell the earnings of the road. The gross
receipts lust year were, he said, $18,195,635. Tne net earnings wereo
$3,870,774. 'These figures included the earnings of the lake steamers.
The earnings per ton per mile last year were 1 2-100 cents. There
was little difference in the rates of through and local freights. The
road had carried two or threo consignments at less than cost from the
Pacific coast on account of a tax inflicted by the Northern Pacific.

A WAR AND A PEAGE,

Tho road scted with full understauding with the other transcon-
tinental lines. The latter had an associntion. The rond conformed to
the provisions of the Interstate law, whether the goods were carried
from an American to a Canadian point, or from an American point to
an American point. For about two weeks, during a war, the Canadian
Pacific carried goods to the far Northwest. Not an agent was sent
south of tho international boundary until the agrecment was broken
by Ametican lines, Thon the Canadian Pacific hurled a stone through

-the French plate-glass windows of its neighbors, and made matters as

hiot a8 possible until they all came together again and shook hands.
Now they worked in"peace. '

A RIVAL TO THR BUEZ OANAL.

Mr. Van Horne bad never-considered tho American lines their real
competitors for Asiatic trade. The chief competition was by the Suex
Canal route. The Canadian Pacific never expected to compete with
the Suez Canal in carrying English teas, which come from China.
So far ns Great DBritain was concerned, the road relied upon its
The line of stenmers that ran between 'Krisco and
Vancouver was an American line, and had been running before the
Canadian Pacific was built. The Dominion paid it & subsidy for carry-
ing the wmails. . ,

Senator Gorman~-What do you mean by observing the Interstate
Commerce Law ?

Mr. Van Horne—We carry freight from Americon points to
Amurican points, from American to Canadian points, and Canadian to
Amurican points, according to the law  Every agent is under instruc-
tions to this effe .t. We publish our rates. We are liable to punish-
ment for infraction. We have no bigher intermediate rate than from
States to States’ points, We did not voluntarily observe the long and
short haul clause within Canadian territory, but couusel informed us
that, according to the law, we were compelled to do so. :

ABLE TO HOLD IT§ OWN, :

Scnntor Gorman asked o bo provided with lists of directors, copy
of lenses aud other details ot all roads controlled or owned in the
United States by the Canadian Pacific. Mr, Van Horne promised to
furnish them, v also stated that ull the subsidies were granted to-
the road that ran from Lake Nipissing to the Pacific corst. The
Northern Pacifi>, an casier line to construct, got 46,000,000 acres of
land. No subsidy was given to the Canadian Pacific for roads that
competed with American roads. There wag not a day in the year, Mr.
Vau Horne suid, when the Canadisn Pacific could not be operated,
Not ap hour had been lost Inst year. The snow sheds were really
cedar tunnels, They cost as much as $300,000 a mile. Seven or
eight of them cost $4,000,000. There were 5,291 miles in the road:
It was a shorter road from New York to Vancouver than any of the
Chicago ronds to Puget Sound. All things considered, he thought the
Canadian Pacific was able to hold its own. Committee and witness
were on very good terms before Mr Van Hornoe finished his testimony
and gave place to an American railroader. ;-

OTHER TEBTIMONY, *

. President Smith, of the Chamber of Commerce, was the first. wit-
ness of the day. He stated that lnst year ono firm shipped $2,000,000
worth of cotton to the Orient by way of the Canadian Pacific road and
by English steamers, Of this Oriental trade he thought the Canadian
rond carried last year about 90 per cent Mr. Smith thought that
some cousideration was glven by the rond to secure this trade, The
Cnnadian roads, he snid, are constantly increasing the amount of their
traffic between Now Eungland and Chicago, to the detriment of Ameri-
can ronds. The foreign ronds, he held, should be put on equal foot-
%pg with our own. Then we can fairly compote with the Canadian

1nes. .

J. H, Heinck, chairman.of the committee on Interstate Com-
merce of the New York Produce Exchange, said that during certain
months of the year the Eric Canal acts as a regulator to the railroads,
If it was not for this the Canadian roads would do the regulating, If
the Canadian roads wore shut out of the country it would bring a
great additional amount of trade to New York and Philadelphia, but
the rest of tlis country would suffer. But tlie Canadian roads shonld
bo under the saine conditions as thé Anierican roads.
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John J. Kernan eaid the remedy against Canadian compoetition is
not in pooling. Our local traffic is so much better than that of the
Cauadians that our roads can live where a foreign road would starve.

Ecoxony v Orus —The competition among oilmen and the cutting
of yprices have led to various cheapening processes of manuficture, to
such an extent that a.thorough knowledge of lubricating oils is some-
thing to which no man can lay claim: and keep anywhere near the
truth, The general'demaud for cheap oils has elicited the following
comment from the National Car and Locomotive Builder of New Yorle:
# A number of years ago & certain man took ' the contract to furnish
oil, waste and brasses for all of the coal cars on a trunk line. He be-
lieved that the best was the cheapest. In all his purchases, therefore,
he bought only the best of supplies. He attended to the business in
person, and thronghout the whole time of the duration of his contract
not a train was delayed by a hot box, while the standard train hauled
by the locomotives in the service rose from 14 to 19 cars. Uanfor-
tunately for the railroad company, he made money out of the job, and
the purchasing agent found it out. This wily official therefore per-
suaded the railroad authorities that what man had done man could do,
and that the company could purchase its own supplies and save the
profits of the contractor. So when the contract expired it was not
renewed, and the cra of cheap oils and waste once more setin. Asa
result, in less than three months; or as soon as the old oil had all
worked out of the boxes, the length of traia hauled dropped from 19

"to 14 cars, and the cost of oil and waste had risen above the fignre
paid to the contractor. . Here was a cage of a direct logs to the coﬁpxmy
of over 26 por cent. in the hauling power of their locomotives, due
entirely to a difference in the grade of oil used. Tho readoer will
readily understand that this will -compensate for a vastly greater
difference in price. In each case the engine was doing all the work
of which it was capable, therefore the consumption of. conl remained
the snme.  Wuges of engineer, firemen and trainmen were the same.
Hence the company lost 26 per cent. in crew wages, and the increased
cost. of .oil, but the purchasing agent had the satisfaction of knowing
thut he was paying the bottom prices for supplies.
asked whether it paid the company to disregard such a purely
theoretical matter as the co-cfficient of friction of the oil it was using.”

A New Procegs Wita Frax Fmere—The U. 8. Economist of New
York publishes the following letter from an American travelling in
Ireland, which should bear some interest for our Ontario flax growers:
#There iz nothing in-the climate or soil conflicting with the assertion
that just as good fiax and linen may be produced in every State in the
American Union as in any country. Germany now sping and weaves
the finest linen, and she has no essentially differing climate from
America,
produce a million acres of fiax for both seed and fibre over and above
what i8 now produced, which would give 12,000,000 to 15,000,000
bushels of seed, worth as many millions of . dollars, and 2,500,000 tons
of flax straw,worth $50,000 000, and from which 500,000 tons of flax fibre
would be obtained, worth $100,000,000. Once established, American
invention would soon build up an industry to consume this raw ma-
terial. Further thau this I have to say that I believe an entire re-
volution in flax.and linen for the whole world is at hand, and most
assuredly awaiting the opevations of the next few months to de-
monstrate this in America, I have discovered a process by which the
flax straw ia handled, and its fibre recovared in n length of time of bub
five minutes, from the dry natural straw to the perfect fibre, doing
away with all water or dew rettmg and the labor of scutching, and pro-
ducing & fibre as soft and fine'as raw silk, saving the great expense of
bleaching, while the fibre is much etronger and the yield ruch
greater than by the old processes of dew and water retting. I have
demonstrated the practicability of this invention, made the fibre from
American, Irigh and Belgium flax straw, had it spun and woven, and
there ig an exhibit of the American product al the Paris exhibition,
placed there by Mr. Dodge, of the Department of Agriculture at Wash-
ington last January. I enclose you a small sample of the fibre as pro-
duced in five minutes by the new process from the flax straw taken
in its natural condition, and no injurious chemicals are used, nothing
more g0 than an emulsion of linseed ofl.””  The sample enclosed was

-examined with much interest by Prof. Willetts, Assistant-Secrotary of
Agriculture, who, in his earlier days, had hackled flax, and it was so
satisfuctory that he informed the sender that the subject of his letter

1t may be well tostate here that the
figures given in respect of the import of logs from Maine to New Bruns-
wick are merely a rough estimate. Along the Upper St Johu, logs
would appear to be moved to and fro according to the lo-
cation of the mills with more or less disregard of international laws, and
of these movements there is little or no statistical knowledge avail-
able. The logs are floated across to mills on either side, according to
convenience, and the product is probably all or nearly all of which
any record is kept. Tho other statistics in' the article are compiled
from the tables of Trade and Navigation. ' Qur contemporaries, all,
gave one, approach the subject in a calm and dignified manner, The
Northw:stern Lumberman, of Chicago,which we supposed to be the organ
of the large lumber interests in that city, has no argument for or
against the recommendation, except what may be contained in the
phrase, *teating crow,” a dish in which our contemporary would seem
to pose as a connoisseur. The subject was treated exhaustively in our
article, and we regret that it met with no botter -support in Parlia-
ment. Probably our people fancy they have had crowing enough.

Frox Mount Forest and vicinity come accounts no less encourag-
ing concerning {he agricultural outlook. The town of Mount Forest
is thriving and its prospects have not been go bright for several years.
The ssgessors return for the current year, just completed, shows a
gratifying increage both in wmaterial prosperity and in population,
The large cabinet factory of Mr. Zoellner is working at full capacity
with about 70 hands.

Robert Douglas, a well-to-do steam tanner of Teeswater was
imprudent enough to allow his insurance to expire, and in proof, as
it were, of the truth of the saying that nothing is so likely to happen
as the unexpected, was shortly afterward burnt down. He was obliged
in consequence to call & meeting of his'creditors who considerately
agreed to accept 256 cents in the dollar, payable in twelve months, se-
cured.

Manxuvracruring IN New TowNs.—A large
number of cities and towns throughout tha
country’ are now making efforts to add to
thelr industries and population by securing
now lines of trade and manufacture looking
for locntions. As an inducement to new busi-
ness, towns have been led to offer not only
exeniption from taxation, but in some- cases
the citizens have furnished buildings and put
in capital. 1t must be admitted, however,

that fow such enterprises have proved success-
ful. It seems that simple exemption from
taxation for a term of years is about all that
the average town can afford to offer as an in-
ducement for new enterprises. The firms ac-
cepting such an ofter are more likely to pos-
sess the elements of success, To use a some-
what glaugy but expressive phrase, the woods
are {ull of enterprising men ready and willing
o engago in new prejects if they can do so
with very littlo at stake, leaving the responsi-
bility on other shonldcw This class of men
and firms are strongly aftracted by the offer of
o bonus. A manufacturer in sclecting a loca-
{ion should consider other things as well as
the inducement held out to him, Hemay have
every natural facility at hand, good power and
shipping facilities, but the markets that con-
trol the goods have to be counsidered and the
ndvantages to bo gained by being located
within the circle- of competing firms, One

great inducement for maoufacturers to locate
in small towns is found in the fact that the
further one gets from the great centres of
trade, the less liable he is to be affected by
labor troubles. The employes of a manufact-
uring concern in a small town_are generally
permanent residents, aud being such are apt
to fully consider any step that may lead to
logs of work.—dm Mfr. and [ron World.

In the close geogra-
phical relations of the United States and Oan-
ada perfect commercial freedom is the only
sensible rule. In a tariff war both would be
losers, but the great loss would inevitably
fall upon the country with the largest com-
mercial and manufacturing interests. - The
people who want a tariff conflict between the
United States and Canada must have motives
of interest that are hostile to the true inter-
ests of both countnes.—Plulaielph;a Record.
