It has aways been chiimed bîy tih e Conservative
Party iltiat the only poptilar measutres effected bv the NiKexzix : Adminis-
tration were originally siggested by the liate JeoiN A. G overinmlienut. Truly,
one mn iglit say :-Greîît is the God ot' Party whomu both sides worship
wiei it suits then best! To ise a comimon phrase the letaliatory Policy
on tiat occasion " worked like a charm" and tIhe Americant guests who
were staying at te Windsor.' a iho witiessei te scenle front its
wiiidows. must have beenî coiviniced with a terrible convietion that a

Canadlian Retaliatory Poliev. imder flic superintendence of men who are
professors in lie business, is too fearfil a thing to contemliplate calily,
even from the American standpoint. But Sir Jons A. MacîoNAL who
was neither responsible for fite Chaboillez Square pandeioniinm lior for
the Dontinion Square exhibition of rowdvisi, helid out iiickily . and fougit

bis arguments through with the pertinaeity of a sexageiarimin warrior-as
he is. The good sense of the great majority, however. tolerated the rowdv
obstructionists (who were comparatively harniless) with a generous tolera-
tion-and morally, at least, the victory was ai great Conservative triumpi.
It is remarkable how far a half dollar will go amiong those. who having
no other stake in the Coutry, seek temporary employinent in vainly on-
deavoring to destroy frce speech. But let us change hie subject.

A CHAPTER PROM TEE CHRONICLES.

Now in lie fifth year of the reign of Alexander, the Grit, there
were gathered together at 3iontreal on the seventh evening of lie ninth
month, people of divers languages and longues.

Then) 1 rocceeed lie to speak of the great injuries Alexander the Gri it i
wroutîii among tei people; how Ilat lie halti taxet the pteole witi a soe
tax. hov titat IIe lad increased their buirtidens, and cIoseI his etas :tgaintst
Protection.

And atgauii a imightier shout vent ip frot aoniug th emi, an1d his
tribe revolted fromt thîeilur ltinlents, and cried: We willnot suffe titis.

AI great confusion reiginiei in the landi. wiein one of lthe servantîts
of AlexInder lte G'it threw ai egg, whici ial beenl over-ti alnti of
nio great vaille, mtiiong th cief of Johnî A. And it smolte h îîîîîim t ehn the
left eVe. But lie borrowed a piece of linîent froi one of lis owni triltitin
purifieti iiiiiself.

Bit the tmlîîîîîît Itmovetd lnot John A., for lie gatherei strengthî and
iis woris were words of bitterness.

Tiei irose a struiggle between the hand of' Alexander the Grit atitd
lie tribe of John A., andîi they fougiht violently Ivith sticks and stontes,
but lie mass of' the people ioveti not, thoulgit the tunuit conittiuei. So
Stephen lite Quinnîîite took counsel with Stewart hie Scribe. Ainid Stewii't
the Scribe saitd : Conmmatntd thy servaits to blOw an'id to shîouît for wve iit,u
overcome titis niai, to-tnight. Veriiy lis lostis attackei us but eiglt ditys
silice; why, therefore, should we not prevail against themi ? Atl h is
words were ield as words of wisdon for lie was in authoritv.

And they fel ipoit thent and smiote thei hip and thigh.
The men of Alexander the Grit then shouted witi ai increased

shout, but John A. spoke on.
And the eggs of fowls broke utpon tlie ears of the captains of John A.

and spread al smeil around with l strong odour, but John A. restrained
tlem fron vengeance, althougi they stiffered sorely. So lie servaits of
Alexander lie Grit waxed still more wroth, albeit they h'ad beenî hired for
lite service. Aid they carnetd their wages honestly.

But at lite tenth hour John A. hadt revealed to tlie people al tie
great wickedness ot' Alexander the Grit, the like of wiicit could nut be
written in a book, atdt lue made obeisance to iis hosts, for ie was anxiouîs
to depart front litat place. And there departed with Iint his captains ani
counsellors to sec him safely ta te tlihreshol of its innît whichi is named
lite IlWindsor."

So tue Square of tue Dominion was again deserted, andîu tley gave
il tlie naine of lie Place of Exposure to tiis Iay.

And as for the words of Jolin A. are they not wrtten it lthe
chronicles of hie Gazette ?

So :John A. prevailed agauinst his ceieies, albeit Alexaider tle
Grit hath not yet ceased to reign.
