“ MISSIONARY.”
‘SEE HON. A. McK—LL--R’S SPEECH AT PRESCOTT.]
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Fair Mcemories.
(Extruct from a private letter.)

viLLE, Sept, 27, 1874,

My Dear ——,

Well, we’ve been to the exhibition, had our fill of pleasure on half
reilroad fare and double hotel bills, dust, mud, erowd, crush and dirt.
‘We've seen the fatted calf and pig,—the big sqnashes, turnips, and
generalities, Ol! it’s all very nice, very pleasurable, cxciting and
exhilinrating—and, woll yes—agonizing . The first thing was
we, that's wife, babies, and I (the othier half), went pell-mell, hurry-
gemry, down to the R. R. station, half an hour beforo the time, in
hopes that we'd be before the crowd.
imagination of our siwple minds, for hundreds were there before us,
and we wept with disappointinent, or perhaps with the punches in the
ribs, or knocks in the stomach, or the gontle promenades made
'round and upon our petted corns, As for the twins, we suppose
they cried out of sympathy for ws both, at all events they wept—
andibly. On the train we got. Such a rnsh and crush ; such a jolly
exciting race for seats at half-price never was scon before.- The gen-
tlemanly young men were execssively anxious that the railway oflicinls
should not be put to any trouble in finding them seats, and very par-
ticular in not delaying the train by their tardiness to get settled, and
when settled, with what Leroic manliness, they intimated
their intention to ‘“stick” to their scats or die—ix only known
unto sach unsophisticated mortals as dared to ask for a seat * for
alady,” or for a “little weakly child.” We tried with tears in our
cyes—'twas no usc ; crush or uo crush, two in a seat was the rule.

Go down to the station two hours before train time, take a camp-stool
with you, having previously made n contract with the express com-
pany or a “cabby” to bring you and your lnggage down-—two weeks
previously, to yowr train. Having got a seat as you're a man, be
true to it, and look with & scorn upon all weak and helpless fermnles.
Heed not the tired look nor the appealing conntenance, wan und pale,
of the poor frail woman, or of the tottering old man, but sit ¢owm-
plucently in your place, and spit tobaceo juiee on people’s dresses and
boots. Jon’t by any means ovor offer to lend your seat for a little
while; that would be weak, and show yowre not up to the ways of
the world. Unhecded by you the manly oceupant of a velvet cushioned
seat, let women be erushed, ehildren faint, the conduectors talk of men
being ungentleinanly who sit while a womnan stands; no matter, as
long as yowrc wnble to be comfortable keep your seat. On
every occasion possible spit and swear, people will then think
you know something ; and if therc are females near be sure aund tulk
“fast” and wink knowingly, as then you'll be suve to be taken for a
gontleman, & mau of the world, and ““up to snuff.,” Trawmp ou overy-

. body’s feet, jostle everybody—rush, erush and push ; vespect no ouc,
young or old, consider none but yoursef. That's the way all the
lords of ereation do.

‘Wo are just recovering from the offects of our pleasure trip. We
saw little, felt much, and hiad our patience and endarance tried to the
utmost. Thank Heaven, it’s over, and we have made a vow never to
be caught going to an exhibition again on an excursion train with our
precious infants,
