Queliec, Fredeiicfon, Halifax, and Fo t Gt-rry.

The civil times both for the risini: aud setting of the Moon's centre are given for every day for Toronto, Quebec,

Prederlcton, Halifax, and Fort Garry.

The column, SuK on Meridian, gives the time that a watch should shew when the shadow of a sun dial is on the

noon mark.

Moon's Aqi.—This column shews to the nearest tenth of a day the Moon's age at Toronto Noon.

The column, Moon on the Mehidia.n, gives the mean time at which the moon's centre passes the meridian of longl"

tnde 4 h. 4'3 m.W. When in the column he;ided Mo"n"s rising or setting, or Moon on meridian, tiie ic'tters A.M. occur,

unaccompanied by any number, they denote that the numbers given for the succeeding days relate to t lie mornings

and those for the proccdiiig 'iiyj to the afternoon, but that the .Moon does not rise or sot or cross the meriiliiin (as the

ease may be) on that day.

The Moon's Meridian Zenith Distances are given to the nearest tenth of a degree for a point in latitude 45° and

longitude 4 h. 40 m. W. They are not corrected for parallax or refraction.

The column, Dpper Transit of Pole .«tar shews for every day the mean time at which the Pole Star makes its upper

transit across the meridian of longitude 4 b. 46 ni. W. It passes the nieridi^in in the morning from .ipril 9 tn Octobei

8, and in the afternoon fr >m October 10 to Acrii 8, On October 9, there are two transits, namely, at Oh Im ySs a.m,

and at llh. 57m. 3Ts. p.m.

The time at which the lower transit of the Pole Star occurs may be found by adding 11 h. 58 m. 2 s. to the time of iti

preceding upper transit.

The six last columns will serve with sufficient accuracy for the whole of Canada.

From the time of the upper transit of the pole star may be found the time of its greatest western or eastern elongl>

tion, by adding or subtracting the constants given in the annexed Table.

The times ofculmination, although computed for the meridian of Toronto, will serve approximately for

the whole of Canaja. The meridian zenith distances, being deelgned merely to aid in finding the planets, have been

given only to the nearest tenth of a degree, as seen from the latitude of 45°.

Star Table*

In the county. The head master must be a graduate of

a British or Colonial University, unless certificated and
appointed betore 18th September. 1866. Besides fees, local

rates to the extent oi half the government grant must be
raised for the masters salary. The grant is payable to

those schools only which attain a certain standard, and is

based on the averawe attendance of pnpils In the pre-

scribed studies. High Schools, which have an average
attendance of 60 male classlca'. pupils, may be made Col-

legiate Institutes and receive $750 additional grant. An
extra grant is provided for mahters laKing certain Meteoro-
logical observations and giving scientific knowledge pre-

paratory to military Instruction. Pupils attending these

Schools are prepared for matriculation in the Universities.
