In His crusade against impure and in-
jurious foods, Dr. Hastings now pro-
poses to investigate the ice cream Qold
in Toronto. This proposal was ais-
cussed at the meeting of the local
board of health yesterday afternoon,

hen the.doctor stated that his de-

tment would in the futuré insist

cream should be pasteurized.

In his latest report Dr. Hastings
states: “A few ples of ‘cream and
fcé cream have ‘bPeen examined, with
the idea of obtaining specific data as
to their composition and bacteria

that these are not responsible for

present in Torbnto in certain districts,
and if unsatisfactory, steps will be
taken to have all cream used for ice
cream pasteurized before-being used for
this purpose.”

Typhoid Death Rate,

The death rate for typhoid fever dur-
ing the month of August was 13.1 per
100,000 of the population, which, as Dr.
Hastings states, is quite gratifying,
considering that the average rate for
the past two years was 27.3. The im-
iprovement in the water and the milk,
‘and the fact that the cool weather pre-
vented many from golng out of the
city for their holidays, he claims, con-
tributed to this result,

Cure of Infants,

The necessity of a mother caring for
her own infant during its infancy is
‘another problem with which Dr. Hast-
ings deals in his report. This work, he
claims, requires the services of the
civic nurses all the year round, and
hence he recommends that they be
appointed permanently. In discussing
the question in his report, Dr. Hast-
ings says:

“City nurses are in attendance at the
‘Fred Victor Mission, Trinity Church,
Evangelia and Rhodes avenuye stations.
At all these stations the milk is sold at
eight cents a quart, which is less than
the price of commercial milk.

“Cases are referred to these stations
only when it has been found: inadvis-
able to continue breast feeding. .

“We find many mothers totally un-
trained in the care of infants, and also
find a tendency among the incoming
Population for the mother to become a
wage-earner.

The high infant mor-
tality of the summer months can be
prevented only by work of instruction
twelve months in the year. I should,
therefore, urge that nurses be appoint-
ed permanently.”

ON TO MEXICO.

There is reason to believe that the
United States will soon invade Mexico.
The Associated Press despatch from
Beverly, Mass., the summer capital,
announcing that an ultimatum had
been sent to the Madero Government,
has not been denjed, and would
hardly have been published ' without
the knowledge and consent of the pre-
i sident. From Washington comes the
report that congress will be convened
in extra session on Oct. 7, and that
many army officers on staff dity at the
capital -have been ordered to rejoin
their regiments. i

Mr. Taft has no doubt been urged
to intervene in Mexico by American
citizens resident in that country, by
the communities; on both sides of the
international !line which have suffered
from the guerilla warfare and by a
number of-American and European
firms. with investments ‘in Mexico. It
was generally understood some time
ago that the British’ Government and
other foreign governments interested
would make no objection to American
intervention. Why then has Mr. Taft
delayed and hesitated? i

One. reason for his inactivity un-
doubtedly has been the fear that the
invasion of Mexico would be miscon-
strued by the ‘Spanish-American coun-
tries of South America. So far as the
United States can be said to have any
"definite, diplomatic policy, that policy
has ‘been .in the direction of a unified
continent, under the influence and pro-
tection of the United States. This pol-
iey is difficult to work out, principally
because of the insuperable barrier of
| diverse languages. There is little com-
munication between the United States
"and South Ame.rica,‘ and the Spanish-
American republics, resentful of the
Mexican and Spanish wars and the
Panama grab, have been distrustful
of the friendly advances made to them
by the United States and of the Pan~
Americanism of Blaine, Root, Knox
and other secretaries of state. gAn at-
tack ‘upon Mexico would not scon be
forgotten. )
