Thre;éCornered Fights "Are
the que Rather Than
" the Exception.

London, Dec. 9.—Today the general
election enters its final week and both
pace and interest are quickened. The
number of contests - with more than
two candidates is unprécedented—ip-
deed, - three-cornered fights are the
| rule rather than the exception. This
fact is generally accounted for by the
emergency of what might 'be called a
new political world in which old party
distinctions have largely disappeared.

ENGLAND WILL BE.
SELF SUSTAINING

Overseas Agriculturists Say
~ They Will Be Able to
Grow Own Cereals.

Guelph, Dec. 9.—Dr. G. C. Creelman,
Ontario Agricultural College, commis-
sioner of agriculture, Was the speaker
today at noon at the first of 'the lun-

cheons given by the directors of the
Winter Fair. Dr. Creelman, who re-
cently returned from  England, spoke
on conditions in the old country and in
France. Dr. Creelman stated that
‘horses are higher in price over there
than ever before, and work horses
averaged from $500 to' $750 each. in
France, horség are scarce, owing to
war conditiong. He predicted a splen-
did market for Canadian -horses.

Cattle had increased 16 per cent.
this year over 1917, and the beef type
is being kept well up. At William
Duthie's big sale .in Scotiand, $21,000
was paid for a Shorthorn bull, while
heifers averaged $5,000 each. Junior
calves alone brought $105,000. Breed-
ing stock was a better business in
England today than ever before.

“Concentrated foods are wanted,
however,” said Dr  Creelman,  “for
cattle are scarce - and an effort is now
being made to secure 150,000 pounds
from. America.” Dr. Creelman stated
that the English minister of agricul-
ture and other agriculturists' are of
opinion that' England will become self-
sustaining after peace conditions re-
turn, as far as the growing of Gereals
is concerned. The speaker does not
agree with  them, for two reasons:
One is that, altho 93,000,000 bushels of
wheat were grown there .this. year,
none of it'was fit for human consump-
tion. The second reason is that, .in
_conversa,ﬂ%u with. farmers there, he.
had Jearned that. they do net wish to
gmwey " but want to 3;: back to
the live-stock business as soon as they
can.

The speaker told -of how all the idle
land in England had been plowed up
during the war, the increase being
3,000,0000 acres, with wheat as ~the
principal crop.

The breeding of hogs in England,
he said, had béen completely stopped,
owing to the food controller’s orders
that prohibited food being given to the
hogs. Their hog meat from now on
lr}ust come from other countries, prin-
cipally Canada and the United States.
No hog meat can be purchased in
England after the first of January
next.

Dr. Creelman paid a splendid tribute
to the policy of Great Britain jn never
considering the cost' of the war for
world liberty, but had made every ar-
rangement to pay her own bills. He
stated that England wanted our frozen
and chilled meat, because they know
the quality is of the finest.

show incréases over November of last
year. Revénue on consolidted fund
account last month was $29,518,692,
as compared with $24,322,946 in No-
vember, 1917. For the eight months’
period, revenue was $193,932,828, as
compared with $170,042,006 for the
same period last’ year. Expenditure
on the same account was $26,884,011
last month; in November last year it
was $12,922,685.

‘War expenditure for the month was
$21,768,261 in comparison with $18,-
714,472 for November of last year.
Net debt during the month increased
by over twenty million dollars. On
November 30 the net debt
$1,307,429,661.

CANADA’S TROOPS TRAINING
NATIVES IN NORTH RUSSIA

One-Third of Siberian
Force Joins With Allied
Soldiers in Affording

_Protection From Bolshe-
viks. '

Ottawa, Dec. 9—A cable from the
overseas military authorities to the
director of pudlic information states

ed in northern Russia consists of
vhree parties. The first and third
parties are engaged in training and
leadirg the local forces raised in
Archangel and Murmansk and in ad-
ministrative duties. The second party.
forms part of the allied expeditionary
force operating from Archange] and
including, in addition, oBritish and
Canadian contingents, American,
French and Russian = troops, whose
object ig to protect the Russian pegple
from the ravages of the Bolsheviks
and to.maintain the status of the
allies. The following extracts from
the diary of am officer serving with
the ICanadians gives a good jdea of
the nature of the campaign:

““October 4—Stariing loading guns
and vehicles on barges and reported
ready to move at 11 am., sailing..
Postponed until 3 pm. as no tugs had
shown up at 3.30; found the naval
transport officer and the reason. for
the delay in the form of the captain
of the steamer Basher, who absolute-
ly refused to start yntil his ultimas
tum was accepted, viz, a revolver,
two thousand cigarets and a case of
Scotch. By spending an hour and a
half using a combfnation of diplo-
macy and vocabulary, got him to
agree to start.

“October 5—Dvina is a very fine
river, with a ocurremt of about four
knots. Mounted two 18-pounders, five
machine guns, so as to present very
warlike appearance, and am only
waiting for some Bolsheviks to start
sniping. Bveryone gets an hour’s
physical training daily, and to - this
we attribute our immunity from seri-
ous sickness, as influenza.is very pre-
valent.

“Oct. 6:The men have made them-
selves very comfortable and their let-
ters indicate high spirits. Heard full
details of that Frenchman's wine on
the ‘sieamer. A case) of chocolate was
being taken up by us. and was, Stolen
from the boat. Suspicion fell as.: the
Erench whob had a #pecial sentry on
& barrel of wine. One battery deter-,
mined to et even, and after careful
watching found the sentry Jdozing gnd
pushed in the bung of ‘he barrel and
Xed a suction pump from the deck.
‘hen secured "several dixies’ full, but,

g@tting the eighth the sentry woke,
securing the dixie as evidence. He
placed another sentry over the bar-
rel and the dixie, while he went for
one of hig officers. 'The members of
the battery, realizing the necessity of
recovering the incriminating dixie,
started a fake fight and so interested
the sentry that the dixie disappear -
ed. As the whole thing was a con-
test of wiis and in return for our :
own loss, nothing was dor: in the
madtter.

“Oct. 8: Had a long talk with Capt. .
Richardson of the navy, who has
been all over Russia since 1915. He
commanded - H.M.S. Basher pre-
viously referred to. He gave the de- -
tails of the- capture of ‘he Askold,
a Russian cruiser, from the Bolshe- .
vixs. The ship was in the harbor
ahd threatening shipping. The cap-
tain did not wish to engage her;”’
owing to probable damage ' to our
ships. With the assistance of mili-
tary airplanes, which gave wonder-
ful “loopifig-the-loop’ s:unts very low
down, just off the Askold’s starboard
side. The crew all crowded to wakch.
After half an hour's entertaiament,
the aircraft left and the Bolsheviks
found five cutter loads of sailors had
boarded them unseen, compelling sur-
render.

“Oct. 21: Arrived at Shankhurst,
quits a decent place of 5091 inhabit-
ants. Have arranged for a supply of
horses, also, hay. Got a big school
as billets for the men. Officers are
in a monastery. Are pre-war' bar-
racks here full of troops? These bar-
racks were occupied by the Bolshe-
viks, but before the English arrived
in the town they formed their own
white guards, filled :he barracks with
rifle shots and c‘rove the Bolsheviks
out.”

The governing, bodies of the Cana-
dian universities, having decided o
add faculties of aviation to their cur-
riculum, there will. be & chair of this
modéern science at Toronto Univer-
sity. ; .

“The War and Philosophy,” was the
subject of an address last night de-
livered hy Dr. F, L. Paiton, a former
president of . Princeton  University,
who is in-Toronts to- deliver a course
Lof, lectures on subjéets touching on
the great war: afhid present condit.ons.
Convocation” Hall last ‘night had ' a
large audiemee,” Wwho'¥ followed ' the
learned doctor thry the mazes of the
phiicsophical teachings that he ciaim-
ed led 1o the wqrld catastrophs, thru
which we hdve just passed. Man had
been led away ‘frﬁx the old philosopay,.
and Had followéd scientific teachings
that had- brotight them to the -belief
that/waterial things were of greater
value than ‘spiritual’ things. Tho re-
sult of this philosophy, developed in
Germany, had been the great conflict
thru’ which the world~had gone.
Reviewing triefly the causes that
led to the war, Dr. Patton pointed out
fts' uselessness, and showed clearly
that the blame lay with the German
emperor, .He told how the kaisar had
L¢ounted on. the various’ parts of the
British Empire failing the mother-
land in the crisis. “He staked  his
throne and his“power," his credit and

Enlarging on_the idea of the state's
interest being ali-important, Dr. Pat-
ton went on to-show that the state
was, made up of ‘individuals and that
‘what .was .to be the morals of the
state would be.the morals of the in-
dividual. . Then, if it was right for the
state. to’ have its, interest . of para-
mount import#nce to the exclusion of
all other ,:deals, then /the individual
German could o logically justify hig
actions in the conquered territory.
But Dr. Patton did not alow that the
supreme duty of the state. should be
to look after jts own interests,‘and so
-claimed .that. the  philosophy tas
wropg. - “Germany has sold hef birth-
right for a cheap mess of philesophi-
cal pottage,” said Dr. Patton, “and I
fear that she is not the only one that
is likely to do so.”

The. fighting instincts in man might
be justified by ..the -cosm;’ process,
said the speaker; but therel were still
altruistic instincts/ that separated
man: from the -bruté. The controversy
still went on between duty and desire,
between what is' and what ought to
be. -

True democracy, he pointed
out, was that brand which meant jus-
tice and liberty for all, and made pos-
siPle for every citizen the development
and maintenance of a sound mind in
& sound body. What our nations
needed today, he stated, and what
every individual was entitled to, was
the development of the best, mental
and physical, of which he was cap-
able and no government was worthy
of being called a democracy that did
not make this possible.-

“In the United ‘States and Canada,”
he stated, “less thansone-half of one
per cent. of the people own ‘and con-
trol nine-tenths of the entire wealth.
It is estimated that this republic pos-
sesses more than one-quarter of the
entire wealth of the world. And yet
on this continent it is alleged that
3,000,000 children go to school either
without breakfast or with improper or
insufficient food for their breakfast.
In the United States and Canada ovept
10,000,000 people are in a state of
chronic poverty. Ninety-nine per
cent. of the wage-earners in our cities
die without leaving any property, and
we call this democracy.”

" Health First.

The efficient solution of the social
problems of our homes constituted the
very foundation of public health ad-
ministration, he pointed out. To
make a country really safe for de-
mocracy it must be first made healthy.

Quoting from the army records of
enlistments, Dr. Hastings pointed out
the colos®al inroads made upon the
health of our manhodd by disease.
From §0 to 75 per cent. of our volun-
teers, draftees and conscripts,’ had
been found physically unfit for mili-
tary service, and these had been for
the most part the victims of prevent-
able and curable diseases and physi-
cal defects. "Fifty thousand were dis-
charged from the first draft in the
TUnited States because of tuberculosis.
Government records showed that 66
per cent. of the first million volunteers
for the army and navy were reject-
ed as physically unfit. Fifty per cent.
of school children had been found on
examination to be defective.

“Cursed Be.”

“Attend almost any church burial

service today,” he continued, ‘“and
you will hear the officiatimg parson
read from the service, ‘The Lord give
eth, and the Lord taketh away. Bless-
ed be the name of the Lord.’ In the
light of modern knowledge, can you
conceive of anything more libelous on
the Almighty? 1f the church is de-
termined to retain this form, why not
\change it sufficiently to make it con-
‘sistent, and have it read: “The dord
giveth and the municipality taketh
away. Cursed be the name of the
municipality.’ ”

Dr. Hastings pointed out the bene-
ficial results of medical science in the
treatment of typhoid fever, the mor-
tality having heen reduced 75 per
cent. during the past ten Yyears. De-
spite the lowered death rate from
typhoid and tuberculosis, the death
rate of children was still appallingly
high. “In- the light of modern know-
ledge of the principles of antiseptic
surgery and its aPplication to obstet-
rical practice, it is nothing short of
eriminal that such a high death rate
should continue.”

The speaker advocated medical ex-
amination for all children on entering
and leaving school. There should be
2 well-organized division of indus-
trial - hygiene, and education in hy-
giene should be established for the
future governors, the future legisla-
tors of our community, the future
parents of  our country, the medical
profession, the nursing profession, the
clergy, the legal profession and for
the generation to come there was
only one efficient way, and that was
to begin in our echools. i

Toronto Board of Education will be
directly affected by the projected
consolidation of the rural schools.
This will be in Tespect to the salary
schedule, which, it is expected in of-
ficial Quarters, will have to. be raised)
to continue to draw the best quali-
filed of the outside teachers for To-
ronto staff vacancies. According to
the information : received in board of
education circles, the plan to be put
into operation by the Ontario Depart-
ment of Educdtion, will be on the
lines of consolidgting small” schools
in certain portions of the province
with large township schools, and in
other areas with county schools. The
township and county schools would
vequire higher paid prindcipals and
teachers than the present scattered
small schobls, and a general raise of
teachers’ salaries thruout the pro-
vince, caused by. an increased demand
for principals and teachers for the
higher grades.

SEED GRAIN LOANS

LIKELY TO CEASE;'

Altho no official d%cision has yet!
been reached it is not. considered |
likely that the provincial government |
will pursue further its peolicy of as-
sisting farmers by making loans to aid
them in the purchase of seed grain
and other necessaries. This policy
was adopted as a war measure to in-
crease the nation’s food supply, but
with the conclusion of the war it is
thought that the efforts-in this direc-
tion may be allowed to lapse.

“My judgment,” said the Hon. T. W.
McGarry, provincial Areasurer, yester-
day, “would be that now the war is
over and the need for encouraging
production ‘is not so pressing, seed
loans are no longer necessary. As a
matter of fact, I doubt if there would
be much demand for them.,”

The pian for advancing money to
farmers for the purchase of seed was
put into effect in 1917, the banks mak-
ing' loans without, security in many
cases under an arrangement by which
the province was to make good any
loss incurred. Up to the present a
sum of about $300,000 has been I6aned,
and it is not believed that the'banks,!
have suffered any material loss. Sof
far, the provincial treasurer has not !
made any payments on account of
losses, pending investigation of the!
evidence offered by the banks under
the agreement as to the care exercised
in advancing loans.

TRIUMPHAL ARCHES

BY IDA L. WEBSTER.

If ‘here is any way known, or any
eéxcuse- which may be used for col-
lecting money, then you can take it
from us that some one in the city hall
will think it up. Every day one or
the other of the public representa-
tives pops along with another scheme,
and always it is for the raising of
money, but it cannot be said that
always the object is worthy of the ex-
penditure,

Yesterday for instance, a committes
met for the raising of money to erect
triumphal arches, which will be ersct-
ed in five different parts of the city.
and. thfu which the boys will march.
These arches -will be built with the
idea of keeving them standing for at
least a year.

Just why the members of this com-
mittee want to inflict the hardship of
marching upon boys who have been do-
ing that little trick for the last four
years is quite more than we in our
utter ignorance can understand If
they were showing the boys a good
time it might be different. but when
it comes to ‘“padding the hoof” the
fellows who are coming back from
over there have had enough.

Some one attempted to dampan thelr
ardor by saying that the troops would
not be returned in units, and that if
they were, there was a possible chance
that the military authorities would
not want them to parade the streets
where these wonderful arches :would
be; however, the argument was with-
out avail, because there were those
among the gathering who knew that
walking the streets surrounded by
limelight is one of the best things
which reception committee officers
like to do.
| Apparently it did not dawn on the
men who were doing all of -this pro-
posing ‘that the fellows from overseas
have not the faintest dJdestro,in this
world tc parade, and what is more,
cnce the boys get out of uniform they
will not get back into it again to
march under all the 4riumphal arches
that were ever erected.

There will be a tag day for this
purpose, and the objective will be
$20,000. Not only that, but- the
government will be asked to mafe a
good sized .donation.

SIX CRITICAL MONTHS
IN CANADA'S HISTORY

Sir John Willison Says if That
Period-is Safely Passed, Pros-
perity Will Follow.

Montreal, Dec. 9.—The next six
months will be the critical ones in the
history of Canada, according to Sir
John Willison, who spoke to the Cana-
dian Club at a luncheon today. Sir
John is chairman of the federal re-
construction comfnistee, His subject
was, “The scheme of land settlement
for soMiers.”

“If the coumry c¢an be carried

safely thru the next six onths we
will probably enter upon a long era of
expansion and prosperity,” he said. “It
may be that precedents will have to
be disregarded and projects of a
revolutionary character sanctioned,
but the time demands initiative and
courage and the co-operation of all
elements and intefests to ensure a
satisfactory adjustment to peace con-
ditions.

- “A great responsibility lies upon the
government at Ottawa, and I do not
believe that it will be unequal to the
situation.”

Sir John also said that in addition to
land grants for soldiers it is impera-
tive that-we should establish a sys-
tem of cash credits for many veterans
Who have lost their old connections
and who will face a hard struggle and
a difficult future if the state does not
afford temporary assistance and sup-
port. Every undertaking should be a
permanent national investment, em-
ploying labor in  the meantime, but
also improving ‘the national estate and
increasing the national efficiency.

Washington, Dec. 9.—Congress was
asked by Secretary McAdoo today to
authorize loans after the declaration
of peace to the governments which
have been associated with the United.
States in the war, 'to aid in feeding

and reconstructing dé,asta.ted coun-
tries.

The secretary estimated that aboyt
‘a billion and a half dollars of war
bonds already authorized will be avail-
able for this purpose, but loans can-
not be'-continued atter peace is pro-
claimed without specific legislative
authority.

A special meeting of the house ways
and means committee, to which the
request was addressed, was called for
Wednesday to hear Mr. McAdoo on
the subject.

Secretary McAdoo also proposed
legislation to permit the treasury, after
Dec. 15, to’extend the credit to allies
with the understanding that they might
be used “for such purposes growing
out of the war as the secretary of the
treasury shall determine.”

Legislation was asked to permit the
notes which the allied governments
have given in return for credits to be
converted into long-time obligations,
the maturity of these to be determined
by the secretary of the treasury, with
a maximum of thirty years for loans
under the first Liberty bond act and
20 years for 2ll' others. The existing
law makes it mandatory to have the
maturity of these foreign government
obligations coincide with the maturity
of Liberty loans from which the loan
payments came.

Of the $10,000,000,000 authorized by
congress for allied loans, $7,608,690,483
has been paid out as cash, and $611,-
647,218 represents credits established
but not yet advanced in cash or other-
wise made efféctive. Secretary Me-
Adoo allowed $279,659,298 for further
credits for war purposes. This made
$8,500,000,000, leaving  $1,500,000,000
available out of credits already aue
thorized to be effected by the legislae
tion now prqposed.

LLOYD GEORGE APPEALS

It is a real delight to get an Eng-
lish company on the stage, and last
night’s perforinance pt the Rovyal
Alexandra was sufficiently English to
produce the desired effect.
