The Russian Proposal.

Exemption of Private Property.

“'he first haly of the voluminous paper
is merely a summary of past action on the
art of the United States in the matter,
T'he proposal itself follows : ‘Private pro-
perty of all the citizens or. subjects of the
signatory powers, with the exception of
contraband of war shall be exempt from
capture or sefzure on the high seas or elwe-
where by the armed vessels or by the mili-
tary forces of any of the’ sald signatory
powers, but nothing herein contained shall
extend the exemption from selzure to ves-
sels and thelr cargoes which may attempt

CANADA WELCOMES THE JAMAICA
DELEGATES,

The delegates who were sent from Jamalea
to negotiate a reciprocity treaty with, the
United States have been notified to proceed
directly from Washington to Ottawa. They
have falled in thelr mission to Washington,
and negotiations for closeg trade relations,
perhaps for anpexation, with Canada will
now be made. We are pleased that the
delegates are coming to this country. We
will be furnished with facts and figures

which will be all-important to us in decid-
ing the nature of the deal Canada ought to
make with Jamalca. No two countries are
better adapted for reciproeal trade than
Canada and Jamalca, The Island produces
practically nothing which Canada raises,
while we grow very little that is produced
in Jamalea, The one country Is the exact
complement of the other. We require the
tropieal fruits and other products of the
West Indles. They would furnish af ex-
cellent market for bur flour, fish and dairy
products. A t cal province or colony
would appear to be the very thing Canada
most urgently needs, If we possessed the
West Indies we would be almost as self-
contained as the United States. The rea-
sons which would prompt the United States
to reject the offer of the Jamaleans for
reciprocity are the very omes which should
make us favor reciprocity or annexation.
‘Ihie United States does not see much bene-
fit from a reciprocity treaty with Jamalca,
because It already possesses more tropical
lands than it requires. Several of the
States are tropleal, while its new colonial
possessions are all tropical. Canada pos-
sesses not an acre of tropical country. What
the Americans rejected we ought to accept
with alacrity. In addition to being the
complement bf this country, geographically,
Jamalea is a colony of Great Britain, It
will finally devolve upon Canada to concen-
trate within the confederation all the Brit-
Ish possessions of North America, including
Newfoundland and the West Indles. What
specific relation the latter should bear to-
wards Canada, constitutionally, Is a ques-
tion which ean be decided after mature de-
Iiberation, . In the meantime there is no rea-
son why closer trade relations should not
be established between the two colonles.
We trust that the Jamalea delegates will
have better Juck at Ottawa than they had
at Washington, or than Canada has had at
the same capital.

TRADE BETWEEN CANADA AXND
THE UNITED STATES,

The comparisons between the United
States exports to and Imports from Canada
do not afford pleasant reading for Cana-
dians., During the ten months of 189899
our imports from the United States increas-
ed 96,721,947 over the corresponding ten
mwonths of last yeary while our exports to
the United States in same time decreased
$048,662, Our Imports in 1808-00 exceeded
our exports by $#1,002,281;, or, Iu other
words, we bought from the® United States!
very nearly three times as much as we sold
to them, A few days ago, The World quot-
.ed from the speech of an American politl-
clan, showing that in his opinlon this state
of trade arises from the superior conditions
existing in the United States. Objection
may be taken to the utterances of politi-
¢lang in the United Mtates, who appear to
be expected to embrace every opportunity
for magnifying the ces and en
of thelr own country, and should not be
taken as representing the solid sentiment
of the commereial and financial Interests of
the community, Unfortunately, neatly all
of the commercial newspapers hold or af-
fect to hold similar views as to the de-
pendency of Canada ou the United States
as the market in which Canada must both
buy and sell, Bradstreet's New York Jour-
‘uanl, generally a fair and intelligent expo-
nent of commercial questions, has a long
article on trade between the United States
und Canada, In its issuc of June 17. It
gives an abstract of the above tables,
showing the large increase of exports to
