Splendid Concert Given By the Sepa-
rate School Children—Conserva-
tives in Merry Mood.

Hamilton, Dec. 80.—The final meeting of
the 1901 City Council was held this even.
ing. For a last gathering, it was quite a
talkative one. Mayor Hendrie presided,
and twenty aldermen were present.

The Board of Works recommended in its
report the payment of & number of small
claims against the city, and these were
agreed to.

Many Recommendations

These recommendations were added to
the report of the Fire and Water Conmdt-
tee, already before the aldermen: That
John Dickenson, the filtering basin con-
tractor, be paid the full amount of his
claim, with $120 for interest, on his giving
the city a full release on the contract and
for all extras; that the widow of Fireman
Smith, killed recently, be granted $10 a
month for 24 months and one month full
pay; that the Skedden Brush Co. be paid
$100 for damages done to its factory; that
A. Henderson be placed on the permanent
list of the Fire Department, and that the

West end fire hall be opened on the under-
standing that no additional expense is
placed on the department.
The aldermen didin’t like to have such an
avalanche of recomdoendations thrust on
them in this way, and discussed the com-
mittee's repert clause by claunse. That re-
cemmending that the asphalt pavements
be sprinkled by hoorse carts, instead of a
special trolley, cansed some debate, severai
of the aldermen being opposed to the cart
system. The recommendation was carried.
Referred Back
In regard to the Dickenson econtract, It
was explained that the cost of the excava-
vation was $20,375, the claim made for
balance $8375, and the proposed settlement
$€600. A motion to refer the recommend-
ation back brought a vote of 10 to 10. and
the Mayor voted to refer back. Ald. King-
don considered the city was not treating
Mrs. Smith generously, and moved that she
be given $500 and exemption from taxation.
Several aldermen pleaded for the matter
to be left to the new Council, and #t was
decided to refer the matter back.
The Skedden recommendation was agreed
to by a vote of 13 to 4.
No objection was made to the Henderson
appointment.
Ald. Birrell and Wallace moved to refer
back the West-end Firehall proposal, but,
after some discussion, the comittee’'s re-
commendation was earried by 12 to 7.
Business Ended.
A bylaw was passed appointing Abner
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Fraser auditor, to succeed Alexander
Whyte, resigned. This terminated the
city’s business, and the Council ended after
the al¢ en, on motion of Ald. Waddell
and AIW Walker, passed a vote of thanks
to the Mayon.

SEND THLM TO CANADA.

The great bulk of emigrants from Great
Britain go to the United States, the Re-
public having taken over 102,000 during
the year 1000, while less than 10,000 came
to Canada. ustralia got less than 15,000,
and S held the top figure among
the colonies with about 27,000. The rea-
sgon of the great preponderance in favor
of fhe United States 1Is easily found.
Agents are actively at work for that coun-
try, directly and indirectly, all the time.
Steamship agents are all emigration agents,
in an indirect way. They are looking
for business for thefdseives, and are con-
tinwally shouting for the United States.

The decision of the Canadian government
to advertise this country more systematl-
cally and thoroly i® a good one. Follow~
ing the visit of the Prince of Wales,
recent ‘speeches have done a good
deal to direct attention to the great re-
sources of this country there should be
a vigorous effort .made o Induce the
proper kind of people to emigrate this
way. With a commercial deﬁm in
prospect in the Old Land, there is rea-
sonably sure to be a larger emigration in
1902 than for years past, and if Intend-
ing emigrants are made aware of the fact
that Canada offers as good a field for them
as any other country, they will likely
follow the old flag rather than establish
themselves in a foreign community. ¥Eng-
land bas. too many people to the square
mile for all to have a comfortable living,
while we in Canada have millions of,ﬂ‘fnnre
miles of first-class land awaiting fultiva-
tion, ‘and we want the people. Not only
that, but the very classes that ax-é most
pressed in England—the fanming classes—
are the ones we need most. Men who
know how to farm have a sure prospect in |
coming here, and every effort should he!
made by the government ‘and people of
this country to force that fact home to
the minds of the English people who wish
to make a change for the better. With-

h

out saying a word against settlers who
come to us from continental countries, !t?
is not out of place to say that our own;
people are preferable. They understand |
our language, and are therefore ready to |
commence business the moment they land.
There are differences in modes of living
here, and those from EngMnd will soon
discover that we live at a faster pace,
but a few years will bring them into line.
Thousands, who have settled in this coun-
try and made money, visit the old home
every year, and when they return to this
side will tell you wifh one accord that
they could not think of returning to Eng-
iand to lve; yet the love of the Old Land
remains with them and is transmitted from
generation to generation. It becomes a
glory to them and their children to live
under the old flag, and to prosper under“

Later accounts of the Boer victory on
Christinas morning show that the British
were caught napping. It seems remazk
able that a force of 1200 men could steal
upon a camp in the middle of the night,
if the British sentries were loyal and
watchful. It is an evidence of poor scout-
ing when the ememy in such strong num-
bers could hover in _ the neighborhood,
within striking distance, and not be de-
tected. ‘The unfortunate affair wiil not
have a serious effect in prolonging the war,
but that such a disaster to British arms
ghould occur when there was so much
peace talk im the air was lamentable, The
prisoners have been released, and the
Boer forces scattered, but there is no dis
guising the fact that it was a serious re-
verse.

Thru the American press, we get reports
that some British officers do not care to
end the war in a ‘hurry; that there 18
collugion between them and the tramsporta.
tion and supply compamies to prolong It
for personal aggrandizement, and so on,
the same as was found to be the case in
the Philippines; but the probability
that it a rdpetition of the blunders
that have been made ever since the war
began, of trusting treacherous Boers or
unreliable Kaffirs infor-
mation. Be that as it may, everyone will
welcome the news that peace terms of a
most liberal kind are again being offered
to the Boer leaders in the field. It wonld
seem that Lord Kitchener has been au-
thorized to offer almost general ammesty
to Cape rebels, evem those convictedq of
treason, and this is surely going as far as
JLord Rosebery and his followers wouid
suggest. Kruger and his cliqué in Holland
must be ignored, if peace is to be hrouch:

American and German compe-
titien in manufactured articles undoubted-
ly has had a depressing influemce, and
British manufacturers have had It made
plain to them that they 'must adopt ‘m-
proved methods in order to hold their
supremacy. But why should they sit down
in a despondent mood and allow their busi-
ness to be taken away from them? Would
it not be better to bestir themselves and
“keep up with {he procession.’ At all
events it fis always a bad omen when
people begin to talk in a ®=spondent way.
Many a financial and business institution
has been ruined by the circulation of
an idle rumor, and while it is often s5s-
serted that “talk {s cheap,’” sometimes it
proyes very costly. A general spirit of
pessimism does more to bring om busi
ness depression than people imagine. When
an individual loses: faith in himself he is
pretty sure to meet with disaster, and
the same rule will apply to a community
or a nation. Naturally enough, the pro-
longation of the war has caused some
depression in Great Britain, the stimulus
imparted to general business by prepara-
tions, securing supplies and transporta-
tion of troops baving passed, but the
close’ of the war should bring a revival.
English manufacfurers should take ad-
vantage of the present lull fo instal new
and modern machinery, and be prepared to
handle their share of the business that
is bound to spring up in South Africa.
The United States, Germany, TFrance and
the Netherlands will all be making a bid
for it, and if Englishmen are alive to the
situation they will adopt methods by which
they can fill orders as promptly as do the
other people. The “slow but sure” policy
usually attributed to Englishmen must be
changed 1o “swift and sure,” and there
need no extensive or long-continued
commercial depression.

Germany and Russia are suffering more
seriously in the way of business -than
Great Britain, and there can be no doubt
that some of the stagnation In the latter
country is due to the depression in the
continental countries.

as a supply of fuel gas at
possible price for every
munity. Furthermore, T !
{s at hand when the heating of our houses
will be tmproved by the use of gas as fuel.
Water boilers burning gas for heating
houses ought to be cheaper, cleaner and,
what is also of great Interest, much ,nore
easily regulated. There are cities now
that have gas for that purpose, and I be-
lieve that, if the gas plant of this city
were municipalized, as I said before, gas
could be sold for 60 cents a thonsand. Look
at the saving in the cartage of coal to the
houses, in the handling of coal within the
house, the sifting of ashes, and other ways.
This may appear trivial to some people,and
it sometimes excites ridicule, but it is.a
thihg which appeals to the average man
and woman of the commuaity, and I am
for the municipalization of the gas plant
at the earliest possible moment, so as to
give cheap gas for heating, light, fuel and
very impertant also for power. Cheap gas
makes the cheapest power.
Street - ar Q-’e.{)n.

The next thing that I woul§favor Is the

rly naunicipalization of ouf street car
ystem. This idea is being realized ali
pver Emngland, Ireland and Scotland, and
the more it is exploited the cheaper is be-
coming the cost of transportation in the
cities. It Is also being done in many of
the cities of the European Continent. Fub-
lic ownership has been justified in these
cases, and the people have had cheaper
transportation in more comfortable cars
than when the transportation was owned
and controlled by private companies. Pub-
lice ownership of city tramways is coming
with a rush in America, and Toronto at
the earliest possible mongnt ought to be
fn the race. I believe a schenmie can be
brought forward whereby at @ not very
distant date the street car service of this
city can be recovered by the municipality
gnd run by the citizeus in their own inter-
ests, dnd that two-cent fares would be the
rule. The two-cent rallway fares, with
transfers to all portions of the city, ought
to be the aim of every' civic reformer In
Canada and in the United States to-day.
It has been realized in places, and could
be realized in Torento. And I have to tell
you what, I have told the people of To-
ronte before, that, owing to the over-capi-
talization of the Street Rallway Company,
the entire receipts of the system from the
moment the cars begin running in the
morning until after 12 o’clock noon.ere de-
voted to paying the interest on a capital-
ization that represents absolutely 1othing.
After the dividend on their stock is jaid
then the road is run from noon until mid-
night to pay the wages, the interest on the
bonds sold to build the road, and mainten-
ance of cars. The road was capitalized
at six million dollars, and not one
cent of this was paid im. A great
deal of this stock was sold at 40c on the
dollar up, and now it is earning 4 and 5
per cent. and the object of the manage-
ment is to muke it earn 6, 7, 8 and 10 per
cent. As I said, not one cent of this stock
went intothe road. The road itself was
built on bonds om which interest is also
being paid. 'I believe that under a proper
civic policy the details of which I am pre-
pared to furpish later on, the contro'ling
shares of the road, iIf no ofher means is
found, could be obtaimed, for less than
three millions of dollars, the interest on
which, at 3 per cent., would not be more
than $90,000 a year, which could be paid
.by the red tickets that are used in the
mornings before 8:o’clock, and then the
entire earnings of the road from 8 o’clock
to i1 o’clock, which now go and will go
in the future, under the present system, to
pay the interest and dncreased dividends
on the $6,000,000, would go into the pockets
of the people in the shape of reduced fares,
extensions and improvements in the ser-
vice and better cars, and better pay to
the men who run the system. Further-
more, 1 believe that no private corpora-
tion should control the entrance into the
city of outside tramway :sysfems, that
our legisiation should be such that any
outside tramway system presenting itself
at the limits of the city should be allowed
to enter the ecity on existing tracks on
payment of a réasonable toll fixed by some
kind of public ordinance. I so contended
at Ottawa, where the very question came
up, and was jeered at for making the con-
tention, and yet I stake my reputation on
it that the franchises owned by the varicus
street railway corporations in this coun-
iry are simply franchises for the transpor-
tation of people within the city and that
they in no way ‘control the streets or the
right of the city to allow its streets to be
used for a tram system coming from tie
outsidg. The steam railways are altlowed
to-day to enter a ecity. The city has the
right to allow the G.T.R. to come Jnto the
city over any of its streets if if agrees
to it, and so with the C.P.R. and with any
other steam railway. And in the saine
way we have the same right to allow tram-
ways from the outside to run over our
streets Irrespective of the contentions of
tha Street Railway Compuny.

Let City .wn Telephones.

Another great public convenience is that
of the telephone, and I am an absolule
bellever in municipal ownership or state
ownership, or both, of the telephone sys-
tem of this country. I have been for years
mn advocate of nationalization. 1 believe
the first step in this divection is the as-
sumption by the government of the tele-
graph service of this country and making
it a branch of the postoffice, as it is in
England. Public ownership of telegraphs
has been a great success in Emgland. The
rates have been cut in two and the nuwm-
ber of words allowed to a message have
been doubled there by public ownership.
True, there has been an occaslonal deficit
in England i@ connection with the system
of public ownership of telegraphs, and
great stress has been laid on this fact by
the opponents of public ownership until
it is pointed out that if there is a slight
deficit it has been caused by trebling and
quadrupling the number of stations frowm
which telegraph messages can be seut.
That is what has made the slight deficit.
But the cost of the convenience has been
cut in four and the convenience extended
from 3000 stations to 12,000. But that 1s
just the very thing that municipal owner-
ship desires to secure; it carries the bene-
fit or the convenience or whatever it may
be to the greatest number of people. The
tendency of all private monopolies is to
stop at what is called the non-piaying
point. Public ownership always moyves
forward and is extending the convénience
peyond the paying point for the benefit
of the people. The Street Car Company
does not wish to give the people a service
at night, because it is not profitable, Pri-
vate companies -never do wish to take the
jean with the fat; they wish the fat all
the time, and when they come to lean meat
they wish to stop. Public ownership wounld
give the people of Toronto a first-class
night service, even if it had to be doue
at some small loss, and public ownership
would constantly be extemdimg the
phone system always towards the non.pay
ing point. And just for one moment let
me return again to my plan in connection
with the public ownership of the telephone
I believe the Federal government

teie-

system.

ought to immediately take over the tele
graph system and ought to take over the
trunk lines in connection with the teie

phone system of this country and that the
municipalities, from the Pacific to the
‘Atlantie, whether great or small, whether

in townships or cities, In towns' or vii-
lages, ought’to organize and own thelir own
telephone systein and connect ome with
the other over goveriment-owned and con-
trolled trunk lines. In eother words, the
government should own the trunk lines and
the municipalities should own the local

1 read he said the other night, that I had
not supported the agitation in Ottawa In
favor of a reform in the telephone system
I have only to say that hé has neglected
to read Hansard. I have spokén more ou
the telephone question In Ottawa and 1
believe to as much purpose as any other
member in the House, Only last session I
exposed one of the ralding acts of the
telephone people. A most innocent looking
bill was imtroduced into parllament when
the telephone first began to come for-
ward, the object of which was to declare
that the words telephone and telephonic
were not to be considered to mean tele-
graph and telegraphic. It was a very
simple looking measure and was put thru
by the late govermment. But omce it be-
came law it took ‘the telephone service
out of the comtrol and regulation of the
government in the way that the telegraphs
are under regulation by the government.
I bave not the time now to go into the
detalls of this, but If anyone is inclined
to look it up they can read the speeches I
made in parliament on the question dwring
last and previous sessions. And one thing
1 imtend to propose at the coming session
of parliament and for which I hope to
have the support of all the members from
Toronto and the members all over the
«country as a whole, is a bill to compel the
Bell or other telephome company, as loug
as it enjoys its present monopoly, to give
a trunk line service over its wires at tolis
regulated by the government to any and
tevery maunicipality and Iadividual who
happens to own his own system. The
monopoly that the Bell Telephone Company
control is not theirs, but is really thelr
subscribers, tho the law is such that it
appears to be the company’s. The mono;
poly really centres in the collection of sub-
scribers that are in the concern, and yet
these subscribers have no voice in its
management or as to its tolls. I am in
favor of Toronto, at the earliest possible
moment, municipalizing its telephone ser-
vice, and I am in favor of the federal gov-
ernment taking over the control of the
Trunk lines In connection with the tele-
phones of this country. Glasgow has
shown us how to do it.

Glasgow Has Shown Us How to do Tt
I think that, with the municipalization of
telephones, the people can get a good tele-
phone service in their houses for less than
$15 a year; It has becn done in several
countries in“Europe; it could be done here
in Canada. And cheap telephones in the
city make cheap telephones in the country
for the farmers; and, with municipal owner-
ship of the system, they can be given one
of the greatest,benefits and conveniences
of modern civilization. Farm life would be
fmproved in every way by municipal tel2-
phones and by munlcipal tramears running
along thelir roads, owned and controlled by
the people.

And speaking of telephones brings me to
the point where my membership in the
House of Commons at Ottawa may be valu-
able to this clity, at a time when T also bap-
pen to be Mayor. There is coming forward
this session at Ottawa, and notice of the
bill has already been given, that the people
who own the Bell Telephone monopoly in
Montreal are about to ask for powers creat-
ing them Into a new and powerful corpo-
ration for conitrolling and owning the ducts
or tunnels under our streets for the carry-
ing of all kinds of wires. In other words,
they propose to create an immense mo-
nopoly thruout Canada, having a franchise
in every city controlling the tunnels under
the streets thru which all electric wires
are run. I do not know of a more menacing
proposition to the municipalities of this
country than the one Involved in this pro-
posed legisiation, and as Mayor of this city,
or in any way connected with ‘the govern-
ment of this city, I will oppose any private
corporation getting control and possession
of the streets of our cities for this purpose.
Let me then for 4 moment just resume by
saying that I am in favor of stopping, once
for all, the acquirement of any new mo-
nopoly within this city by any corporation
in regard to lighting, fuel or power, or fele-
phones, and that I believe in the immediate
adoption of a policy which looks to the
ultimate recovery by the city on some fair
and equitable basis of the monopolies in
these respeets which are now controlled by
private corporations. The details of how
this is to be done I cannot explain at this
present moment, but I have clear views in
regard to them in my own mind, and if the
citizens of Toronto give me an opportunity
I will try as best I can to start the ball
a-rolling on these llnes.

And there are other things relative to
public franchises that I intend to bring
forward, and especially if I am chosen
Mayor of this city. If I become Mayor of
thig eity I will pledge you my word that
ax the earliest possible moment, with all
the dignity and force at my command, I
will present mpyself before Mr. Ross, Pre-
mier of this province, apd before his col-
leagues in the  government, and later on
betore the legislature of Ontarifo, and de-
mand :

Demands on Legislature,

KFirst and foremost, that the City of Toron-
to, whose population to-day is 207,971 souls,
and which constitutes 10,4 per cent. of the
entire population of Ontario, shall be given
10.4 per cent. of ‘the representation in a
legislature which controls and regulates the
municipal rights of the people. We have
to-day four members in that legislature.
We should have nine; and I shall demand
both of Mr. Ross and of his government
and of the legisiature that we have our
just number, which is nine. 1 shall ask
the present four sitting members to go with
me in making that demand, and we will
never have our rights as a city, and we will
never he protected from the cOorporations,
until this is done. If Torento had nine
vates in that legislature, as she is entitled
to, have, the raiding that has taken place
would have failed. The scrap-iron legisla-
tion was secured thru the monopoly corpo-
rations working members who do not repre
sent cities. The iniquitous law which de
clares that before any corporation can go
into municipal lighting it imust first buy out
the old and obsolete plants of the monopoly
companies, would never have been passed

one of my first efforts will be to demand
of that legislature and of that government
in the most respeciful way, and in the most
forceful way, that this law shall be repealed
and that Toronto be given its dusfrepresen-
tation in the house. And let me give you
another instance that Is quite proper to
this discussion. An attempt is being made
in Ontario to-day to have a law in favor of
prohibition passed in this province. In a
word, my views are that such a law 1s an
attack on the liberty of the subject, ig an
unfalr attack on private investment, and,
worst of all, in my opinion, is not calculated
to cure the evil of intemperdhce, but rather
to increase it. But there are people in this
country who are willing to-day, and who
are anxious to-day, to have a moribund
legislature, in which Toronto has only four
members, when it shonld have nine, to im-
pose such a law upon the people of this
province. In the name of the citizens of
Toronto, 1 demand that before such a law
is even considered we, as citizens of this
province, as over one-tenth of the total
of its eitizens, shall have our
::"' and just representation in regard to

it measure and every other measure, I

lines. And when Mayor Howland says, as’

can imagine, as the representation now I8,
a majority of the constituencies, repre-
senting a minority of the population, pass-
ing such a prohibition law,

Things Have Changed.

Anl there is another thing of* the high-
est importance. It is to me a matter of
regret that men llke Sir Oliver Mowat and
Str Willam Meredith are not now in the
legislature of Ontarlo. If there is one thiuk
that these two eminent citizens had’ in
mind it was that Sir Oliver, as head of
the goVernment, and as Attorney-General,
and Sir Willlam, as leader of the opposi-
tion, regarded their office as heing especl-
ally that of guardians of the munlicipal
rights of the people. I take thls opportunity
of saying that both Sir Qlfver Mowat and
Sir Willlam Meredith, when in the legis-
lature, invarably looked Into propositious
laid before them from the standpoint of
the municlpalities, and both of them wers,
each in his own way, a check on pernicious
legislation as regards municipalities, Since
thelr time things have changed. The At-
torney-General of this province does not
regard it ds his duty to do this, but defends
the claims and ralds of the corporations,
and enhe of the things that I would urge
upon Mr. Ross and upon the emembers of
the legislature is that ‘the municipalities
100k to them to protect their interests and
to compel any private corporation, once it
has made &8n ‘agreement with a municl-
pality, te obey the law and live up to its
agreement. Kvery corporation in Toronto
to-day is guilty in this respect. The Con-
sumers’ Gas Company of Toronto has utter-
ly ignored its duty in connection with re-
ducing the price of gas In this cily, and
pno assistance whatever has been given by
the government or the legislature of the
province to compel that company to do its
duty. In the same way, the Street Rallway
Company has ignored its obligations in its
agreement, and in the same way the light
companies have ignored their agreements.
What 1 contend is that the Attorney-Gene-
ral ought to exercise the power that he
undoubtedly possesses, and which he can
reinforce by an act of legislature whenever
he desires it, and be in a position to order
ihese compunies to forthwith live up to
their agreements. And 1 go still further,
and 1 say and contend that the City Engi-
neer is empowered by the law, and by the
agreement even as it stands, to order the
Streéet Rallway Company to Increase Its
service, to improve its service, and
to give the people a  bétuer
service at night, and that if he were backed
up by the Attorney-General of the province
he would have no trouble In getting the
citizens a better car service. But the old
trick is to send the matter off to the courts,
I do not myself say this, but I have the
authority of the best legal opinion In this
country, and the best advice to be had in
this country, that all it requires to compel
these companies to do their duty is am in-
timation from the Attorney-General and
the legislature that If they de mot carry
out their agreements the legislature will
quickly find a way of making them do it.
And my -contentiom, further, fs that the
municipality has mandatory powers in all
these agreements, and is not helpless, w®
is alleged, and if I were Mayor of Toronto
I would not hesitate for a moment to order
out the police force at any moment to bhack
up the City Engineer in compelling the
Street Rallway Company to do what he
said he considered was best in the interests
of the citizens, and what he said was In
the line of the agreement with the city.
All 1t wantg is a Ifttle determination. I
have no fight with Mr. Mackenzie or the
officials of the company as individuals. We
know them all, and we are not making any
personal attack on them, but we are simply
asking of them to do what they have sol-
emnly agreed to do. If the citizens of To-
ronto, for instance, are not satisfied with
the present night service of the stfeet rafl-
way,and if rellef is to' be had In no other
way, 1 would not hesitate for a moment to
recommend that the city purchase three or
four of the new tram cars, driven by steam,
gasoline or compressed air, which are now
manufactured in the States, and which will
accommodate from 75 to 100 people. These
cars are magnificently constructed, and
each car is complete in Itself, both as to
power and other accommodation, and 1if
the street car company would not give the
accommodation demanded of them. 1 would,
as 1 said, secure some of these cars, and
start ‘them running over the company’s
tracks at night, under conductors working
for the city. And if I found these ears a
success, and If the company still refused
to put on additional cars during the crowd-
ed portions of the day, these cars, owned by
the city, could be put on the streeig at any
hour, and the congestion relieved. That
would bring the company to time.

Compulsory Clause Needed.

It is true ‘that the agréements we have
with some of the corporations are not as
explicit as they ought to be In this re-
speet. There ought to be in every agree-
ment a clause which gives to the munict-
pality, as represented by a certain desig-
nated official, full and ample powers 1o
compel the company with monopoly fran-
chises to carry out its obligations and to
live up to its agreement. There should be
no pretence that the civie official represent-
ing the city had not the power to enforce
the agreement, and the old effort made o
refer the matter to the courts, but the offi-
cial shounld have full and ample powers, as
eminent counsel have advised me, to enforce
the agreepveut forthwith. 1 belicve that
the City Engineer has that power, as a
matier of fact, to-day, b\}t if he hag not
got it the legislature should give it to him,
the city members ought to demand °‘t, and
if 1 am Mayor I shall refuse to sign any
agreement with any monopoly corporation
which does not contain within it a clause
which vests full and ample power in some
designated city official for compelling due
performance of the contract. For instance,
if the City Engineer says more cars should
be put on, the company should forthwith
put them on, or have its charter cancelled.
If the City Engineer says, “you must give
a ho(h-r style of car and a better service
at night,” the company should be compelled
to give bolh of these things or have its
charter cancelled, and along these lines I
am prepared to move. One of the main

a technicality, the law is there to-day, and
it ought to be vindicated, and the Attor
ney-General of this province and the legis
lature of this province ought to see that it
is vindicated. There is emough force in the
courts, and I believe the judges are only
waiting for an opportunity to do their dtuy
to the people.

Whevere it is not, where the power so de-
veloped is for the public, it ought to e
put umder public regulation and control.
There i8 now heing developed on the Cana-
dian side of the Niagara River by a pri-
'vate corporation an lmmense power supply,
and negotiations are mow under way, I be-
lieve, for the sale of that power to the
cities and towns of thig province that are
within a.hundred miles of the. Falls. The
guestion Is whether the government and
the legislature of Ontario are to secure for
the municipalities that power against the
itervention of local companies. Is the
vity of Toronto, for instance, to be free to
own its electric lighting plant, and to hitch
on its system to the trunk Hnes of that
great corporatiom, and is that great cor-
poration, which is developed by that power,
to be allowed to make its own prices, or i
the price to be fixed by the government
and the legislature of the province? That
is one of the issues now before the dublic,
and as Mayor of Toronto I would demand
of the legistature the amplest protection
of the righte of the municipalities in that
respect. If this is not done, that immense
source of heat, light and power, which will
soon be available for the use of the citi-
zens of Toromto, for the use of the citizens
of Hamilton, and of many other towns, will
pass into the hands of immense local mo-
nopolies, which will be disposed to demand
the highest possible price. They will ad-
minister this great trust with a view to
private rather than to public benefit and.
convenience. And there is something in
sight etill more formidable. I belicve ne-
gotiations are going om, or there are at
lenst men with the idea in their heads,
who hope to consolidate into one great trust
the street railway of Toronto, the gas snp-
ply of Toronto, the electric power of To-
ronto and the coming trolley systems be-
tween here and the Falls and all those
in the city of Hamilton and other pla:es
into eme great, enormous combination.
Something very like this is, indeed, under
way In Montreal, and ‘t promises to be a
menace to that great city. It is at the
doors of the city of 7Toronto to-day, and,
unless the representatives of this city in
‘the legislature and :he government of this
country and the legislature of this country
take warning in time and protect the peo-
ple, a serious condition of affairs will be
brought about.
Public Corruptiom.

And I have said so much in regard to
public ownership. Now let me say just a
few words in regard to the so-called cor-
ruption that the opponents of public own-
ership are always alleging. 1 will admit
that in some respects a private corpora-
tion can turn out a product at little less
cost than a municipality can turn it out,
Lut let me also say that a private corpora-
tion will also sell that product invariably
at & higher price than would a municipali-
ty. But that Is not all. 'They also say
that municipal ownership means more or
lese corruption in administration. This may
be so; it is not necessarily so. The littie
extravagance in this connection and the
petty corruption which the advocates of
provate corporations are always alleging
against publc ownership are to my mind
uothing as compared with the corruption
and demoralization of public ‘ife which
takes place where great corporatioans exist.
The people talk about the corraption ef
popular institutions in this -ountry, “ut I
have seen something of’ the inside, and I
tell you that all my observation %oes to
show -that the corruption in our public af-
fairs which everyone knows and which
everyone deplores, comes from the rich
wen of the country, who own and control
the corperations. They are the men: who
are demoralizing public life; they are the
men who furnish funds to politicilans who
use money in public affairs, and when the
people talk about corraption, let us be
honest and straightforward and let us look
to the sources of this corruption iather
than to the people who participate in it. 1
like to hear men denouncing aldermen as
being corrupt, and that members of the
legislature are corrupt, and that this man
and that man is corrupt, and therefjre
that the people cannot own street rallways
and lighting and power plants, but It all
omes down to this: That the corrupting
money does not come from the aldermen,
doesn’t come from the people, doesn’t comé/
from the members of the legisliture, but it
comes from the corporations, and the rich
wen who are interested in them. They
supply the money, and, therefore, they are
fhe corruptors, and they are the sSources
of the evil, and, if the great corporations
were to disappear and public ownership
take their place, in my opinion 70 per cent.
of the present corruption would -eage. The
rich men who are connected with the cor-
porations in Canada and in the United
States have made a sclence and a business
of handling public representatives, and
newspapers, and of employing the ablest
lawyers and expert mén in every direction,
and they have so much money at their dis-
posal that they are almost masters of the
situation. With my expericace of public
life I teil you frankly that I have almost
despaired of our public representative in-
stitutions, if the activity of che corpora-
tions in our political affairs is not ohecked.
Aud I confess to you frankly that I can
see no other way out of it than the disap-
pearance of these great private corpora-

tions and monopolies from the scene. To
do this they must be taken over
Ly the municipalities and by the:state

In this great struggle, therefore, which
is going on in this country and In the
States and in other portions of the world,

We are likely soon to have an
improved system of transportation betweeu

fit thereby. I cannot tell you just now
anything further than that I will give
this question of harbor improvement and
that of the new trunk sewer my most
careful consideration and that I will con-
sult with everybody who can at all assist
me in dealing with the question. But It
must be dealt with in some progressive
Way.
How to Reduce Taxes.

And bringing up a question like this
brings thut of general taxation. 1 Belleve
that whatever evils there are in conneec-
tion with our taxation and in con-
pection with the rate, can be modified by
more careful administration of the clvie
finances and by other means. We have
to-day certain tax charges which are dis-
tributed over a certain number of people
and if by some kind of policy
which while it doesn't increase
our general expenses will at the same time
largely Increase our population, the burthen
of taxation will in that way be distributed
over a greater number of people, and cor-
respondingly lessened. I believe that To-
ronto can be made a city of half a million
on its present lines without any great in-
creased expenditure other than for a trunk
sewer. And if we can handle this, and
make the city attractive and bring in in-
dustries to this city, we can In that way
reduce the taxes. I believe the
people of this country are about to insist
on National Policy on more extended
lines, and that the hundred millions of dol-
lars now going out of the country for for-
elgn manufactures will be kept at home,
to be paid to our own workpeople and manu-
facturers, and in that way atfract industr.es
to Canada and enlarge our cities and towns.
Toronto will largely benefit from such a
policy, and I am confident that the citizens
of Toronto and the people of Canada will
insist that parliament adopt such a measure
of protection &s will glve us great iron and
stee] works in this country, and a great
increase in the number of manufactures in
this country, and that many of these can
be induced to locate in Toronto. I believe
that the Massey-Harris people would treble
their industry in this city with a small
change in the fiscal polley of Thix country,
and ‘I believe that change is near at hand.
And that is only omne industry of many
established here which would tend to In-
crease the number of residents of Toronto.
1 would as Mayor advocate the most lib-
eral treatment towards industries locating
in Toronto. Next year the law which now
enables the city to exempt the machinery
of manufacturers from taxation rung out,
and it will be impossible to extend that law
unless certain new legislation is obtained.
1 intend to try and get such legislation,
because 1 belleve in encouraging manufac-
turers. The present exemption is a real
and substantial encouragement to our manu-
facturers, and we must keep that law and
make it still more tavorable, due considera-
tion always being paid, of course, to the
general citizen.

Another twning I will pledge my-
self to try and do is to secure

practicaly confiscation of property is
taking place on account of pavements and
gewers.

you of this kind. I further believe that
rcontractors have exploited this law in
order to make work for themselves amd
taxes for the people, and in the end have
caused the loss of the property to the
owners.

Garrison Commons,

Another thing that 1 will try and do is

to assist In arranging some Kind of a

government and the city In conmection
with the Garrison Commons. Since I have
been a member at Ottawa my late col-
league, Hon. N. C. Wallace, and myself
were instrumental in inducing the govern-
ment to set apart a large portiom of tae
Garrison Commons for the Industrial Ex-
hibition. 'I believe that negotiations can
be carried on now at Ottawa by the city
members and myself, if I am to be Mayor,
with the Minister of Militia, which will
end in that large block of land on which
Stanley Barracks stands, beimg transfer-
red to the city in exchange for a more
central site for military headquarters and
barracks. If we can secure Garrison Cowm-
mons it will make a fine enlargement ot
Exhibition Park and will give, at a very
small cost to the vity, the beginning of a
very beautiful driveway from the foot of
Bathurst-strget along the Old Fort, along
the New - Fort, along the Exhibition
grounds and on along the lake shore to
Humber Bay, comstituting one eof the
finest drive ways in the world.

I am in favor of improvements on the
Island. The ferry service to the Island
could be made more useful and the Is-
land could be made a better recreation
ground for the people of Toronto. The
ferry service could be largely improved
witheut any additional cost to the cily.
I be'ieve that with a little negotiating on
the part of the Mayor a fine summer hotel
could be located on the Island, which
would attract a high class of visitors from
the States, who would come and spend
their money liberally among us. There is
no reason why the most fashionable and
most attractive summer hotel im Ontarlo
should not be on the Island, in front of
Toronto. Such an hotel, so situated, woula
have more attractions for the summer visi-
tor than anything else I know of. 1 Dbe-
Heve in sound business principles in the

administration of the city's affairs. I be-
leve that when the budget of estimates is
prepared the various committees ought to
keep their expenditures within thelr ap-
propriations, and that there ought to be

no overdrafts of any kind. I believe In
nothing but a business administration in

dealing ‘with all contractors and those who
There must be the freest
competition In tendering and every one
must be held to strict account in the mat-

furnish supplies.

every detall. There must be no scamp
work, no fraud work, and no excuses of
*'Oh, that's just as good!”
Believes in (Organized Labor,

And when I am dealing with monopolles
and with great corporations and the rights
of capltal, and all that, I have no hesitation
in telling you that I belleve in organized
labor and the rights of organized labor,
and that ewery man is entitled to falr com-
pensation for hig services. If capital is

organized, and it Is organized, and is being

formed into immense trusts, then the rights
of laber to do the same thipg must be rea-
ognized. Proper buliding laws must b‘e
made for the protection of workmen, and
in any direction where those who work
have to have their righfs maintained, I
shall feel myself bound, both by conviction
and as a matter of duty, to assist them in
bettering thelir position,

In a word, gentiemen, I am for the peo-
ple first, last and always. I believe, as I
have told you, in public ownership. I be-
lieve in the strictest regulation of private
corporations, as long as they continue in
our midst,

and big concerns don't go into the pocket
of the workingman. but, into the pocket
of the idler. They all theant no increase
of wages to meet the Increascd cost of
living. He predicted that a period of de-
pression is coming here. It is now in
Gérmany. When it comes the working-
men will appreciate the demcrits of pri-
vate ownership. - Not until the state owns
the instituion will the workingman get
the full profits of his labor.

Incidentally thru his speech Mr. Wool-
ley said Mr. Maclean could not carry out
his promises, but meant well as far as
bis ideas went. He soured all the time
on Mayor Howland, and time and time
again reiterated his opinion that the street
swecper's job might fit the Mayor. When
the aristocrats are compelled to go to work
we might find the Mayor amongst the
street sweepers was one of Mr. Woodley's
gems of thought, and the audience thought
kindly and unkindly about it by cheering
and hissing. %
Mayor Howland was next called upon,
and was recelved with applause. He |is
