The debate from bbe government side 
has taken a wide departure from the 
Hires upon which the minister of jus­
tice appealed for the passage of the 
■bill. Mr. Aylesworth’s chief plea for 
federal intervention was the necessity 
of providing against disfranchisement 
of voters by the over-lapping of federal 
and provincial electoral boundaries.

The western Liberal members who 
followed him in support of the bill made 
no secret of their hostility to the Mani­
toba lists in to to, insisting upon it that 
the -'Roblln lists" were altogether bad, 
and should not he accepted even as a 
basis for the federal franchise. Some 
of the pleas put up in defence of this 
extreme position were palpably ficti­
tious, yet they indicate the unebmpro- 
ir.ising attitude of the force that Is 
pushing the government on to extremes.

On the other hand, there appears to 
be a disposition on the part of moder­
ates on both sides to arrive at a com­
promise. On the Basis of Mr. Ayles- 
vvorth’s declarations this could easily 
be effected. There is no reason why 
provision should not be made against 
over-lapping of boundaries. The pro­
vincial lists might easily be applied to 
federal electoral boundaries, and if the 
revisions proposed in the bill were en­
trusted to county Judges, with ample 
time afforded tor appeals, chief objec­
tions to It would probably disappear.

God wanted men to fight to the last 
cartridge for truth and righteousness. 
They should take as their motto Gen.

ally retire, 
twenty-five minutes, 
demonstration of bridge building be­
ing quite illuminative, as they will 
build a structure In ten minutes upon 
which ' a small army can cross the 
river In safety. The other displays 
will Include trooping of the color 
and exercises by the uniformed cadet 

rcorps of Toronto. The competitions 
for officers and non-commissioned offi­
cers and men all promise to be hotly 
contested. This will comprise wrest­
ling on horseback, old-fashioned tug- 
of-war, bayonet combats, cavalry 
melee, tent pegging, riding and jump­
ing, foil v. foil, lemon cutting, sabre 
v. sabres, and the Victoria Cross;

As the proceeds of the tournament 
will be devoted to the South African" 
memorial, the Interest that the Daugh­
ters of the Empire are taking In the 
event Is but fitting, as It was this 
society which undertook the care of 
the soldiers’ graves In South Africa. 
The members of the society will con­
duct a tea-room during the tourna­
ment. which should prove a highly 
pleasing feature. -

Canadian Shipbuilding Co.’s docks, at 
two o'clock Saturda yafternoon.

The explosion took place when a six- 
inch circulation tube crumpled under 
a light head of steam after having 
stood a milch more severe test at the 
hands of the government inspectors.

The tube spread at the forward end 
of the boiler. This allowed the steam 
to burst Into a closed forward com­
partment, where, the doors being 
closed. It was forced back and came 
out" thru the firehole Into the fire- 
pit, where the five men were at work.

Killed' by Inhaling Steam.
This is but a small space and quick­

ly filled and two of the men, who seem 
to have stood directly before the 
blast, were instantly killed by inhal­
ing the steam. “

The chief and an oiler, who 
were standing a little to the side, es­
caped instant death, but were fright­
fully scalded, the skin peeling from 
their hands and faces.

They dropped" unconscious. Char­
boneau, the second engineer, who 
was working at the side of 
the engine, was severely scald­
ed by the escaping steam, which 
filled the narrow confines of the boiler 
room. He managed to escape thru an 
exit, thru which clouds of steam were 
pouring. Crazed with pain and envel­
oped in this steam he was a ghastly 
figure as he emerged on thé deck 
above. -

MR. CHURCHILL AT DUNDEE.
Dundee has returned the Right Hom. 

Winston Spencer Churchill, president 
of t'he board of trade in Mr. Asquith’s 

■ government, by a majority of 2709, j 
which represents substantially the nor­
mal Liberal preponderance m that city ; 
before the appearance of theLalbor party. 
Dundee is a doutie-barreled constitu- ! 
et cy, and at the general election of 19C6 
placed Mr. Edmund Robertson, whose 
recent elevation to the peerage created 
the vacancy, at the top of the poll with 
9276 votes; Mr. Wilkie, the Labor can­
didate, gaining the second seat with 
a total poll of 6833, while Mr. Robson, 
the second Liberal candidate, was run- 
per-up with 6122 votes. The highest 
Conservative got the support of 3366 
electors, the second Conservative can­
didate receiving only 3183. Mr. Robert­
son’s great personal popularity appar­
ently secured him many plump ere, while 
he also benefited by the cross voting 
that must have occurred to give him 
his huge majority.

Mr. Winston Churchill'^ poll cannot 
fairly 'be set against Mr. Robertson’s, 
and besides the feeling of the country 
in 1906 was so overwhelmingly against 
Mr. Balfour’s government as almost 
e\erywhere to affect the Conservative 
vote. A fairer test of the feeling In 
Dundee can therefore be got by going 
back to 1906—the Boer war election. 
Mr. Robertson again headed the poll 
with 7777 votes, 698 more than Mr. 
Churchill has now received. In that 
year only twenty-nine votes separated 
the two Conservatives, the higher poll­
ing 5181, while at this last election the 
Unionist candidate polled 4370, or 811 
less. No Labor candidate ran in 1900, 
but in 1906 the Labor vote was 6833. It 
has now fallen to 4014, a drop of 2819 
votes. At this time, too, a Prohibitionist 
candidate was In the field, but his 
trifling poll of 655 does not materially

“What is Sin?" said:

“It is any theory, belief, thought or 
action which misrepresents the like­
ness of God.

If 
this be so. and we may not doubt 
the one who best proved his teach­
ings, then we are delivered from evil 
and find it Uo be neither actual nor 

, real in proportion as we follow the 
guidance of Spirit. This the Psalmist 
understood when he said : ‘Thou art 
my God: Thy Spirit is good; lead me 
In the way of uprightness." Christian 
Science teaches that the eternal 
principle underlying all reality is good; / 
hence all forms of evil are transient | 
and false conceptions, existing because j 
of recognition, yet having no real be- j 
ing."
