A Milestone in Railway History.

We are so engrossed in the war that
nothing else -seems of any moment., What
happens in the United States is of in-
terest only as it may affect the issue
of the war., Hence a great deal of his-
tory is being made in that country of
swhich we know little or nothing. Only
the other day the supreme court in de-
ciding the Adamson case laid down
principles of far-reaching application
wwhich cannot but hasten the nationaliza-

~$lon of American raflways, and must, to

some extent, influence the future policy
of Canada.

Speaking for a majority of the court
Chief Justice White declared that all
men engaged as common earriers of in-
terstate commerce are subject to the
power of congress to ‘‘regulate’ such
commerce. The duty to operate is one
assumed not only by the railway .com-
panies, but by their trainmen as well
The rallway companies and their em-
ployes alike are bound to operate the
roads. They are free to contract about
wages, but if they will not exercise that
freedom, if they will not get together,
then they must accept a scale of wages
fixed by national authority.

The decision is one of the most sweep-
ing assertions of national power ever
hand€d down by the supreme court., It
is all the more notable because it is
written by an ex-Confederate soldier.
The companies complain that their pro-
perty is being taken without due pro-
cess of law when congress compels them
to pay higher wages than the bueiness
wrill justify, and the trainmen, on the
other hand, resent the announcement
hat they sacrifice a portion of their
individual liberty when they accept em-
ployment in the quasi-public service of
carrying interstiate commerce.

Military GHospitals Director
Tells of Improved Arrange-
ments For So"ldnerg.

TAKE BRANT HQUSE

The, Well-Known Burlington

S. A, Armstrong, d'h-eot‘
military hospitals commission, was in

Toronto yesterday and stated * that]

several important steps had been taken

by the commission since his last visii.|

here. Of special interest locally fs the
acquisition of the Brant House at Bur-
lington ‘Beach, where in. about .three
weeks accommodation will be ready
for 300 convalescent soldiers. The
plans are now in Ottawa, thé district
enginedr having already made ‘a sur-
vey of 'the premises. The necessary
alterations will be undertaken at once.
Fortunately the Brant House ~ jg¢ 4dn
ideal convalescent home as it stands
and the chief things necessary will be
simply the knocking out of a few
partitions to make large wards, and the
installation of modern sclentific ap-
pliances of the kind vequired in that
clags of institution. The - sunny
balconies and grounds facing the lake
shore gtve unsurpassed recuperative
popsibwties for the patients,

It is initended that the Hamilton men
at present in other institotions shail
be placed at the Brant €onvalescent
Hospital) ‘except in cases where the
movement would interfere with the
men’s treatment of vocationdl train-
ing. The first object of ‘the commis~
sion is to give the veterans the very
best treatment and educational train-
ing available in the country, and this
cannot always be done in the man’s
home town. It is the policy of the
commission to house the soldiers in
their own districts as far as.possible,
however,

The increased number of mén re-
turning from BEurope at present will
enable the Brant Hospital 10 be pretty
well filled with Hamilton district
patients this summmer it is expected.
The great enlistment from around the
mountain city prompted this provision’
for the district’s needs.

Quebec Depot Enlarged.

Expansion in the accommodation at
the Quebec discharge depot was un-
dertaken early this week when all the
leading officials of the commission
visited the ancient capital. The entire
two upper floors of the recently ecom-
pleted immigration shed have been
takén over and will be remodeled and
redecorated as to the interior. The
imminent opening of St. Lawrence na-
vigation, when the ships can come di-
rectly alongside the building, and the
heavy arrivals expected shortly, led to
the undertaking of this very large
work, which when completed will re-
sult in the transformation of the im-
mense structure into a cheerful, well-
equipped hospital of 1,000 beds.

Unit wards of 40 or 50 beds each
will be provided for the special ¢lasses
of cases, such as tuberculosis, insanity,
contagious diseases, etc. Specially
equipped dispensaries, operating rooms,
medical and surgical apparatus, kitch-
ens, etc.,, will be installed, while ample
recreation space is being provided. The
tuberculosis ward will open on a south
exposed roof garden, where abundant
fresh afr and sunshine will be avail-
able.

Six new hospital cars were taken
over from the C.P.R, last Saturday,
and these will run directly alongside
an elevator shaft from the hospital
wards of the discharge depot, so that
bed cases can’ be moved from place
tc place without disturbing the oeccu-~
pants. Huge double doors in the cars
enable free movement there. These
