Rome, Dec. 18.—Vigorous attacks by
the Austro-Germdns on the Monte
Solarolo salient were repulsed today,
according to the announcement of the
war office.

Checked for Winter.

Paris, Dec. 18.—Congressman George
H. Tinkham, of Massachusetts, arrived
in Parts from Italy today. Mr. Tink-
ham, who has visited the entire Italian
front, sayvs he feels convinced that the
Austrlan advance has been definitely
checked for the winter.

“The TItalian army,” he eaid, “is
fighting with the greatest courage, and
the high command is exercising the
finest strategy. If any trouble arises
in Italy it will be from the economic
situation, not the political. The sup-
ply of corn available does not exceed
an amount sufficient. for three months,
and the country’s hopes are fixed on
the United States.”

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UNIFORMITY IN PAY '
FOR ACTIVE MILITIA

Headquarters Announces N°w Regu-
lation Which Will Date From
December 1 of This Year.

Military -+ headquarters announces

that in order /to have more uniform-
iy in the rates of pay and allow-
ances of officens, n.c.0.'s and men of
the active militia (nom-permanent) on
duty in Canada, lyhother or not at-
tached to the permanent roxjce, it has
been deccided that from December 1,
1€17, they all will be pald active ser~
vice rates of pay and anowaqc\el,
that is, régimental pay, field pay, sub-
sistence allowance (!f not provided
with quartars and rations), and sep-
aration allowance, #f married, %
When requested by the soldier con-
cerned, the change may be. made
from October 1, 1917, the date on
whiclt 'separation allowances for the
active militia cams into effect.
After December 1, 1917, only those
who are active members of the per-
manent. force should recelve pay ani
ellowances provid-d for the perma-
nent force and paid out of the “per-
manent force vote.”

Officers of the active militia (non-
permanent) holding, temporarily,
district staff appoin®®ents, may draw
the rate laid down for. the appoint-
ments, in which case the expense is
chargecable to “pay of staff,” altho no
reduction need be made on account of
the pensions fund. )

Prohibition Ahead.

Yesterday ihe senate agreed to the change made
by the house of representatives in the prohibition reso-
, lutlon giving the various states seven years instead of
six to ratify the nation-wide measure which will drive
alooholic liguors as a beverage from the length and
breadih of the United States. The change is a radi-
¢al ome, but it has been steadily approaching for a
generation or two. - When the big business interests

- ~began to.figure their losses from drinking, the doom
of Mquor was in sight.,. The ingurance companies were
the first to “discriminate against the drinking man.
The moderate drinkeér was as poor a risk as a diseased
person, and no more welcome than a toper. He gen-
erally died in the middle fifties of whiskey liver or
fatty degeneration or some other synonym for alcohol.

The railways discovered that accidents and losses
of heavy amounts were usually traceable to alcohol.
Efficiency demanded not merely temperance, but ab-

" stinence. ~ Tobacco, also, was shown to be detrimental
10 efficiency. More and better work was to be had
out of the sober man than the drinker. Consequently
the sober man was more in demand and got better
pay. This economic side of the question has had de-
finite results, and piety and morality have never had
such an effect on public opinion as these .practicat
economic facts.

It is believed by competent authorities that the
ratification of the constitutional amendment will be
completed within three years. This means that after
the war the great republic will stand stripped of every
handicap that might interfere with her industrial and
economic supremacy. Nations that expect to compete
with her must throw aside such a material clog to pro-
gress ms the liguor traflic has been demonstrated to be.

enjoy high prices for all the live stock they. can raise
for years to come. ‘ :

: The Sugar Situation.

Oni- neighbors in the United States have been ex-
periencing a much more acute shortage in the mattof
of sugar than we have experienced in Canada. Ip
many of the cities the retailers sell im-only one~pound
packages, and care has been exercised in conflning
even these small sales to regular customers. Yet the
scarcity has all along been accompanied by the assurs
ance that there would be abundance of sugar after the
turn of the year. : 7

That there should be plenty of sugar for the United
States seems evident from the undisputed figures as
to production in Cuba, Porto Rico, Louisiana and the
Hawaiian Islands, not to mention the very considerable
production of domestic beet sugar. In short, the ex-
perts tell us that-the United States is producing more
sugar than she can consume, and that her available
surplus for export to the allies will be Iarger this year
than last. :

The fact seems to be that there has been ‘a deal
of hoarding in the United States, and that the Cuban
crop was deliberately witliheld from the market' for
specylative purposes. Publicity, however, has served
a useful purpose and relief seems in sight. The pros-
.pect, therefore, is that the United States will have
plenty of sugar for all legitimate purposes, withouf
stinting the allies or the boys at the front.

‘ From Jamaica comes word that the sugar crop is
to be conserved so as to increase the export to the
mother country, but the Jamaicans do got fail to re-
mind British statesmen that their adherence to free
trade in /the past led them to difregard the claims of'

, the Jamalca planters to preferential treatment. Mean-

while the royal commission which bought and dis-
tributed sugar on such a gigantie scale for the Britisa
Government at and after the outbreak of the war has
filed an interesting report, which seems to fairly jus-
tify its work. Some eighty million pounds sterling
was expended, and while the price of sugar may have
been to some extent artificially stimulated thruout the
world the commission ¢laims that the retail pricd of
sugar in the United. Kingdom was always a trifle lower
than the New York level. ‘

There is-sugar in abundance to feed the world, bat
thgre have been insidious attempis by American specu-
lators to create an artificial scarcity with a consequent
rise in price. Some startling cases of hoarding have
been unearthed by the federal authorities in the
United States; and a keen watch Wwill have to be Kkept

on the Cuban crop to prevent extortion and specula-
tion.

., All Enemy S8hips Undamaged.

says that the Germans “successfully
attacked enemy mercantile traffic, in-
cluding two large steamers, off the
Tyne and close to the English coast.”

Enemy Gave No Assistance.

London, Dec. 18, — Testimony giv-
en at the inquest over the victims of
the German, attack on the British con-
voy shows that ‘the'@ttack oceurred
between four and five o’clock Wed-
nesday morning and that the enemy
destroyers fired as hard as possible
for a few minutes. A Swedish steam-
er was torpedoed twice, the second
torpedo cutting ‘the vessel completely
in two.

16 were . either - killed or
are missing. No assistance was ren,-
dered by the enemy boats. British
destroyers came upon the scene and
rescued ‘the survivors.

All Merchant Sailors Saved.

The
merchant- vessels had _timfe to retire
while the outnumbered British de-
stroyers and trawlers engaged in a
desperate fight with the Germans.

'RESULTS WERE SENT
TO OTHER COUNTRIES
United States, Engfand, France and

Japan Were Supplied With
Bulletins.

New York, Dec. 17.—Never before
has New York and the United States
generally evinced so much interest in

Canadian politics as was displayed to-
night. The Associated Press, the na-
tion’s greatest news-gathering organi-
zation, maintaeined a bulletin service
that kept the emtire country informed
‘as the figures showing the trend -of
the vote were flashed over the wires
of the Canadian Press, Limited, and
up to a late hour telephoned the re-
sults to all parts of the city and sur-
rounding towns. England, Japan and
France receivgd a bulletin service
thru the Reuter agency.

Among the prominent persons who
displayed the greatest intgrest in the
result of the election was former Pre-
sident Roosevelt; who kept in close
-touch with the office of the Canadian
Press, Limited, over the long distance
from ' Oyster Bay. Col.
Roosevelt declined to comment on the
result of the election more than to
say that he_had the fullest confidence
in the will'and ability of the Canadian
people to work out their own political
salvation in harmony with the best in-
terests of world-wide democracy.

At the Canadian Club in the Bilt-
more Hotel, large numbers of mem-
bers assembled to listen to the re-
turns, which were read to them by
President Kneeland. . As a bulletin
was read over the telephone indicat-
ing the return of the Union govern-
ment, President Kneeland -was asked
concerning the political complexion of
the club ‘members.

“Non~partisan,” was the reply, “but
listen a moment,” and there came to
the ears of the listener over the®
wire the strains of “God Save the
King.”

CHINESE UNDERTAKE

Bolisheviki Entirely Control Population of
Russian Town—Disorder Prevalis.

Lack of ‘Pfopcr Transportation
Facilities is - Only Serious
‘Problem, However.

The cui'rept monthly commercial
letter of the Canadian Bank of Com-

Special ef-
forts are being .made to secure the
more prompt return of empty cars
from the United States, but even if
these efforts are successful there will
still be a. decided shortage. To add
new rolling stock under present cir-
cumstances is very difficult, as the
builders will not guarantee delivery

within, a year and prices  average.

about 100 per cent. higher today than
in 1915. Labor is as difficult to ob-
tain for the production of new rolling
stock as for its operation, and wages
in both cases are steadily rising. The
manufacturer of .the rolling stock,
however, can adjust his prices to
correspond with thé cost of produc-
