MANY FACTS IN SMALL COMPASS.

The number of languages spoken is 4064, The number of
men is about equal to the number of women. The average
of human life is 33 years. One quarter die before the age of
7 one half before the age of 17. Of every 1000 persons 1
only reaches 100 years. Of every 100 only 0 reach 75 years ;
and not more than 1 in 500 will reach 80 years. There are
on the earth 1,000,000,000 of inhabitants. Of these 33,333,333
die every year; 01,824 die every day; 7,780 every hour ; and
60 per minute, or one every second. These losses are about
balanced by an equal pumber of births. The married are
longer-lived than the single ; and, above all, those who observe
a sober and industrious conduct. Women have more chances
of life previous to the age of fifty years than men, but fewer
after. The number of marriages are in proportion of seventy-
six to one hundred. Marriages are most frequent during tne
months of June and December. — Selected.
