Organized something over seventeen
years ago, through the initiztion and per-
sonal efforts of Lady Aberdeen, the Ab-
erdeen Association stands for a single
idea—the free distribution of good litera-
ture to settlers in isolated parts of Can-
ada. It is absolutely free from all bias—
political, social, or denomtinational. Its
mission is to brighten the homes of Can-
ada’s new citizens in the remote districts
of the great Northwest; to furnish 'the
means of education and ‘recreation to
those sturdy pioneers who are doing so

minion. The object of the Aberdeen As-
sociation is, therefore, mot merely phil-
anthropic; it is patriotic in the broad-
est sense of the term.

The parent branch of the Association
was formed at Winnipeg in 1890. Three
years later a second branch was organized
at Halifax. Others were formed in rapid
succession, until to-day the Association
embraces fourteen branches, with a cen-
tral organization at Ottawa. For several
years the work was confined to the distri.
bution of literature.to individual settlers,
the effectiveness of which is proved by
hundreds of grateful letters received year
by year at the different branches. Every
application for literature is carefully in-
vestigated, and there is no doubt that the
parcels’ of books and magazines sent ' out,
go where they will do_the most good. The
magnitude of this branch of the Associa-

fact that up to -the. present time nearly a
quarter. of a million parcels of catefully
selected literature have been distributed
throughout the Dominion. ~The Associ-

-{ation at present has on its lists about

thirteen hundred names, to which liter
ature is sent periodically.

Three years ago, with the object of in-
creasing the effectiveness of the work,
and meeting changed conditions in the
West, it was decided to establish small
circulating libraries in the newly-gettled
districts, wherever there was sufficient
population to make it worth while. This
system of libraries is still in the experi-
mental stage, but the results so far ach-
jeved lead to the belief that the Associa-
tion will find here an even broader field
of usefulness than in its distribution of
literature to individual settlers.

It has already become apparent, how-
ever, that our very limited and uncer-
tain resources of revenue will not be-
gin to meet the demands of this new and
rapidly growing project. Since 1894 the
post office,” recognizing the far-reaching
benefits conferred by the Association and
its educational and social value to the
most desirable class of settlers, has car-
ried parcels of literature free through
the mails, under certain limitations as
to size; and one or two of the railway
and steamship companies have - grarited
us similar privileges; but the pressure of
regular mail and freight traffic may at
any moment cause these favors to be
withdrawn, and there are many other
expenses in connection with the collection
and distribution of literature, especially
in the form of libraries, which can only
be met by the provision of an adequate
annual revenue, Above all, the work of
the Association has grown to such an
extent that no honorary secretary can
afford the time to do it justice. It is
imperative, therefore, that provision
should be made for a permanent gecretary.
whose whole time could be devoted to
the interests of the Association, and, who
would be free to personally inspect the
work in the West from time to time and
organize it upon the most efficient ba-
sis. All this requires money, and that
is the crying need of the Association at
the present moment.

A’ provincial Conservative convention
was held in Keith’s assembly rooms yes-
terday afternoon.

Dr. Macrae in his speech made a lengthy
and bitter criticism of Hon. Mr. Pugsley,
minister of public works. Mr. Fowler in

from his view point, of the election re-
sults in the various provinces predicting
victory for the Conservatives. He also
introduced a resolution, seconded by R.
A. March of Hampton, recommending
that efforts be made to have the election
‘law changed so as to allow commercial
travellers to vote in whatever constitu-
ency they might happen to be on elec-
tion day.

Mr. March, in supporting the resolu-
tion, said that there are 20,000 commer-
cial travelers in Canada and, in his opin-
ion, 85 per cent. were Conservatives.

The matter of a provincial organizer
was taken up, and H. A. Powell, K.C,
said that he had in mind one who would
be very suitable for the position.

LAURIER AT NIAGARA SAYS

J

THE ELECTIONS ARE AT HAND

Speaking at Niagara Falls Premier Says He May
Make an ‘Announcement at Strathrey in a Few
Days --He Defends the Administration Against
Conservative Charges of Extravagance.

Niagara Falls, Ont., Sept. 15—Sir Wil-
frid Laurier, accompanied by cabinet min-
isters and other prominent Liberals,
reached here from Toronto this morning
on a government car and found Niagara

Falls at the station to meet him. Local
and visiting bands greeted him with “Oh
Canada,” and a huge crowd cheered en-
thusiastically as the premier responded
to repeated calls and appeared on the
car’s rear platform. ;

There he was presented with an ad-
dress of welcome by Mayor Carter. Re-
plying, Sir Wilirid warmly thanked the
mayor and crowd for the address and
the hearty reception. The mayor had
spoken of the honor to Niagara Falls in
having the premier’s Ontario tour com-
mence here, but Sir Wilfrid declared that
it was he who was being honered in com-
ing to the Falls.

Cheers were given and the ‘“Maple
Leaf” played, and then Sir Wilfrid, Hon.
Mr. Graham, Hon. Mr. Lemieux and W.
M. German; local M. P., went for an
auto ride. . A big procession from the
heart of Niagara. Falls to Queen Victoria
Park preceded the speaking of the after-
noon. Bright weather marked the whole
day’s proceedings, and there was just
enough breeze to keep the flags and ban-
ners nicely floating. The city was gaily
decorated and nearly everybody wore
Laurier vadges. . .

Fully ten thousand people from Niagara
district, comprising Welland, Haldimand,
Lincoln, and 'Wentworth counties, faced
the premier when he and his colleagues,
Hon. Mr. Graham and Lemieux with
Wm. German, M. P, of Welland, and
many others mounted a specially” erected
platform at 2.30 this afternoon and re-
ceived the plaudits of his admirers.

‘Mr. German made a speech in behalf
of the ‘present -government and said he
knew the elections would either occur
on Oct. 28 or 29.

In his opening sentences Sir Wilfrid
said he was not sure the election was to
come off immediately, but it was not very
far distant. He might make an announce-

.ment in a few days, when epeaking at

Strathroy.

Referring to the ovation given him, he
said Ontario had always done well by
him, though it might have done better in
way of votes. In 1803, at the time of the
convention of the Liberal party, the Con-
servatives had taken the ground that the
principles adopted there were dangerous

iland that if the Canadian people returned
‘the Liberals to power the application of

these . principles would certainly be dan-
gerous, if not fatal.

The Conservative party had come to
believe that the Creator had made them
of some sort of superior -clay amnd that

‘the lot of poor Grite was simply to hew
‘wood and draw .water for them.

(Laugh-
ter.) Every day and every night they
dreamed dreams of Joseph and they saw
small Grit sheaves paying obeisance t0
big Tory sheaves. The elections of: 1896
came and they were mightily undeceived.
No, they were not undeceived. Their
éyes were not opened. ‘They still believed
that. they were bound to rule and they
expressed the opinion that the Liberal
victory in 1896 was simply a fluke, that
already the people had repented of what
they had done and that as soon as they
had opportunity of so doing they would
reverse the verdict.

Opportunities came in 1900 and 1904 and
the verdict of 1906 was not reversed
Now that another election was coming
the Tories had changed their tactics.
They no longer attacked the platform and
spoke of the dangers that would result,
if it were adopted. But they attacked
those who made the platform, “me ,and
my fellow leaders.”

Now the charge is that we have de-
serted Liberal principles and failed to
apply our policy. This is, it must be
admitted, a very strange reproach in the
mouth of the Conservative party, in Con-
gervative organs and the Conservative
speakers and pressmen. This subject is
strange in their mouth, that they make
it a reproach upon us. Now, Sir, if they

were honest when they speak thus of
the dangers of our policy, if they were
honest and s&incere in saying that if we
applied our principles and policy it would
be injurious and perhaps fatal to the
people of Canada and if it were true, a8
alleged, that we had failed to apply the
principles, there might be some attention
paid to them, but this is not their lan-
guage; I could understand that language
in the mouth of a Liberal, and if it were
true, that Liberal should say it, but for
the Coneervative party to make that re-
proach is simply madness. But if it ja
madness there is method in their madness;
they know what they are about. Only
the thing is obvious; the trick is too
gross. We can see it as through glass.
Their object is to create discontent.
Read their oratory, their newspapers, and
you find every day they are appealing to
the old Liberals, hugging them to their
bosoms with an affection not suspected
of them before. Now I ought to have my
share of that affection of theirs, for I am
myself an old Liberal, a disciple of Bi#
Alexander MacKenzie. They would have
the old Liberals believe that we have not
applied our principles. They are telling
the story of Charles II. of England, who
assured his brother James that' no one
would ever kill him to make James king,

Sir Wilfrid added, “there is not an old
Liberal who will take power away from
me and my friends, George P. Graham
and Rodolphe Lemieux, to give it to the
hands of Mr. Borden or Mr. Foster.”

It is said in the present campaign of
Mr. Borden and by Mr. Foster that this
is a campaign for clean politics. If that
is to be the issue I accept the iseue in its
entirety. They say that we have been
guilty of corruption and if that be a
challenge, then 1 accept it in its entirety,
but before I go further let me say.this,
that I am familiar with such tactics o8
these, and I am too old a bird to be taken
in by them. I know something of .the
history of the Tory party. The Tory
party is famous for much preaching and
for poor performing.

Taking up the charge of extravagance
made by Mr. Foster in the maritime
provinces some days ago, Sir Wilfrid said:
_ “What is the evidence which he brings
in support of the charges that we have
been -criminally extravagant? His ' evi
dence is that in 1896, the last year he
was in office as finance minister, the ex«
penditure was $36,000,000 in round figures,
and that last year the Liberal government
epent $76,000,000. That is to say in
twelve years the expenditure 'doubled, and
he calls that extravagance. Sir, if 1 were
to ask how many men there are in this
audience who in the year 1908 spent
double the amount they spent twelve
years ago, dozens and hundreds, would
rise up, because times have been good,
and the public and private wealth has
increased, and men can spend double what
they spent twelve years ago.

“There is one easy criterion by which
to judge extravagance, but Mr. Foster has
forgotten it. If a man has a certain in-
come and spends within that, income he
cannot be called extravagant. But if a
man spends beyond his income then he
becomes extravagant. That is my logic,
at all events, It is not the logic of Mr,
Foster. If there is a man in this audi-
ence who has an income of $10,000 and
spends $8,000, in the eyes of Mr. Foster
he would be extravagant. But i
he is a man who has an income of $10,000
and spends $500 more than that amount
he would not be extravagant, but would

.be saving. That is the logic of Mr. Fost-

er.? -\

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THE TRUE CANADIAN

Discussing the subject of foreigners in
Canada, the Ottawa Citizen with keen
discrimination points out that the differ-
ence between a true Canadian and “for-
eigner” is not mecessarily mor merely rac-
lal.

“The difference,” says the Oitizen, “i8
deeper. It is that of character, and not
of color. It is t.h‘t of aim, and not of
sttainment. It ie found in the fact
thet is made dominant in a man’s life,
and not in the flag that flapped over his
cradle. It involves things in which a
man has voluntary choice, and not in
those in which he has nome. That he
has ocome from Russia, Japan, Italy,
counts for nothing when joined with the
fact that he has rashioned his life in con-
sonance with Canadian ideals, and given
his best efforts to their fulfilment. Let
him do this, and he takes his place with
us on equal footing. ‘(;anadian’ is not
a color of face, or a dialect of speech.
It is significant of a kind of life, a qual-
ity of purpose. Herein is the true cri-
terion of the foreigner. Whoever among
us is living life or doing deed that is
foreign to Canadian ideals, is the real
foreigners. ~ Whoever is locking himself
up in eixth century seclusion in the
midst of twentieth century problems and
struggles, whether he be student, min-
ister or recluse, is more really a foreigner
than the Italian who toils eleven hours a
day in helping to build the transcontin-
ental railway that shall develop the re-
sources of Canada. It is this kind of for-
eigner that we have real reason to fear.
The train-load of native-born hoodlums
who passed through the country a few
weeks ago, setting at defiance all order
and decency, were as foreign to our Can-
adian life as a elime-wallowing pig would
be in a lady’s parlor. So.long as we can
produce such aggregations, let us for
sweet consistency’s sake say nothing of
the poor Italian who forgets to discard
his customary dirk when he lands, and
who forgets in the hour of passion that
he no longer needs it as a means of de-
fence. Let #t be known that the goddess
of patriotism is color-blind. She sees
no distinction of color. A white skin is
no guarantee of a white life, and is no
substitute for it. A birth certificate is
pno certificate of good Canadianism. It
simply shows that the one holding it had
a better chance than some others to get
the real spirit of Canada, and if it is not
possessed and shown forth, it simply
means the more shame. Whoever would
not be called Yoreigner’ must realize that
Canada stands for liberty, law and the
larger life, and must so live that his
actions will help in the fulfilment of
these high aims, and become in his own
life what he knows Canada ought to be-
come in the large.”

A UNIVERSAL DUTY

The following observations, made to the |
people of British Columbia, by the Vie-
toria Colonist, in view of the coming fed-
eral elections, are as applicable in the east
as in the west, and in St. John as well
ag in Victoria:

“If we may accept as eettled the general
understanding that the federal elections
will take place within the next two
months, a very grave responsibility rests |
upon the people of Canada and it ought
not to be regarded lightly. The evolution
or our institutions has resulted in the de-
velopment of a eystem under which the
people at the general elections really dele-
gate to a set of public men the full charge
of the affairs of the state until another |
general election shall be held. Theoretic- |
ally this may not be true. Theoneticallyi
the members of parliament are at liberty !
to vote as they please on all subjects and |
may dismiss from office a ministry at aay
time, by one of many ways with which all |
people are more or less familiar. Practi- |
cally this power remains in abeyance. The}

Hence the serious nature of the duties
which citizenship imposes upon the peo-
ple of Canada at the present time.

“This drticle is not intended as an ap-
peal to partizanship, and therefore we
make no mention of any issues before the
people. It is intended to impress upon
those, who read it, the imperative duty
devolving upon them to take a freeman’s
part in the coming contest. The welfare
of the citizens of the countrp and all citi-
zens ought to lend their assistance to the
accomplishments of the results, which in
their opinion will best promote that wel-
fare. If they believe it is to the interest
of the country that the present govern-
ment should be retained in power, let
them say eo in terms that cannot be mis-
understood. If, on the other hand, they
think it is time for a change, let them
vote so as to bring about a change. Let

there is no difference between parties ex-
cept in names, and no real issues except
between the outs, who want to get im,
and the ins, who want to stay in. Those
who take this position are too indolent or
too indifferent to appreciate the real na-
ture of public questions. If men believe
that the affairs of the country are well
administered, it is their duty to say eo by
their votes; if they believe they are being
badly administered, or might be better
administered, they ought to express their
views at the ballot box. But if this ex-
pression is to be of any value, it must be
the result of a thoughtful study of pub-
lic questions. Therefore we hope that
the forthcoming campaign will be one of
intelligent discussion and one in which
all citizens will take part.”

There is much difference of opinion in
Toronto concerning the very costly tech-
pical school which it is proposed to es-
tablish in that city. Thus the World
says:—“The board of education last even-
ing on a close vote decided to go ahead
with the erection of a technical school at
a cost of at least $800,000, but which some
members said may cost a million. Whe-
ther Toronto should or should not spend
such an amount of money on such an im-
portant work is a point that may bring
about honest differences of opinion, but
it does eeem imperative that some-
body should take official action that would

verify or approve the oft-repeated asser-
tions of Trustee Brown that some of the

members of the board of education have
been only the mouthpieces and the vot-
ing power of certain interested property
owners. In view of these assertions the
whole technical school site muddle might
very properly be probed by a commission
before the huge expenditure is under-
tafen.”

Governor Hughes has made so good a
record as governor of New York that the
Republicans have re-nominated him as
their candidate for a second term. The
world has not forgotten the ringing de-
nunciations of graft and corruption, and
the challenge to the people to apply hon-
est business principles to the administra-
tion of public affairs, which marked the
first Hughes campaign. Mr. Hughes be-
came a national figure, and his election
was a notable triumph for sound princi-
ples and honest government. If in of-
fice he failed to realize his ideals he at
least stood firm to his convictions, and
has proved himself a strong and able gov-
ernor.

In his eagerness to bring down a moose
a York county hunter mistook his brother |
for the game they both sought, and, with-
out taking time to learn the facts, sent
a bullet into his brother’s body.

OUTLOOK BRIGHT
DECLARES MR. PEASE

Who Has Just Returned From
a Tour of Western Canada.

The tone of optimism which is becom-
ing general throughout Canada is very
well expressed by E. L. Pease, general
manager of the Royal Bank of Canada,
who is touring the western portion of the
Dominion. Mr. Pease, in the course of an
interview, stated that with the prospects
so good for a big wheat crop all over the
western part of Canada, and the substan-
tial recovery that was to be mnoted in al
most all lines of business, he could see
no. reason to doubt but that Canada is

The depression of the past eight or ten
months was anticipated, according to Mr.
Pease, and the only wonder was that it
was so long delayed. It was not reason-
able to expect that the country could al-
ways remain on the top of a wave of
prosperity, and the “cropper’”” which had
resulted from trying to run too fast should
gerve as a lesson from which we may
derive many beneficial results.

“Things are picking up wonderfully,”
continued Mr. Pease, “though I do not
look for a resumption of the former good
times for a little while yet. We are re-
covering slowly, and _after the wheat
crop is marketed, and money is available,
the merchants will stock up and gradually
business will resume its former propor-
tions.”

“British Columbia and the Maritime
Provinces were affected in a lesser degree
than others parts of the Dominion, and
had there been a good crop last year in
the Northwest it is a problem if the West-
ern province would have notited at all
the depression which had so marked an
effect on general conditions.”

At Lariviere Thurs-
day there were 95 loaded cars on the sid-
ing for which no engines were vailable,
and from all over southwestern and cen-
tral Manitoba and southern Saskatche-
'wan come similar reports.

Threshing as yet is scarcely general and 5

when the great volume of wheat begins
to pour in here as it is in Alberta the
game conditions are expected. Out there
the elevators’are full and the tie-up is
said to be practically complete. Thresh-
ing is proceeding rapidly throughout cen-
tral and southwestern Manitoba and
along the Soo line in Saskatchewan, and
returns indicate wheat is going more a-
bove than below the estimates prior to
the harvest. Other sections of hard wheat
have not as yet started threshing in ear-
aest. Around Carberry yields are going
from fifteen to thirty bushels to the acre,
with the average around eighteen or
twenty.

At Portage La Prairie the outturn is
sbout the same and in southeastern Man-
jtoba there is generally a yield of from
fifteen to twenty bushels with the grade
going from No. 1 to No. 3 Northern. The
weather continues remarkably favoraole
for harvesting all over the country.

A GREAT FEAT

at the annual games of the Paterson Har-
riers, held at Willard Park, Paterson (N.

5

Rose made the put on his third trial,
his best previous record being 49 feet, 9
inches. Today’s performance is one foot
nine inches better than the world’s record
made by Rose on Labor Day, when at the
games of the Irish-American A. C., he
sent the ball flying through the air a dis-
tance of 49 feet 10 inches.

Besides Rose, there appeared among the
contestants Harry Hillman, Melvin Shep-
pard and Harry Porter, and as each of
the olympic athletes took his place on the
field, he was cheered.

In the 300-yard handicap, Hillman easily
won his heat in 33 3-5¢, but was unable
to make any headway in the finals, and
failed to be placed. The event was won
by H. De Loiselle of the New York A.

Harry Porter, the world’s record holder
for the high jump, cleared the bar at 6
feet, getting first homors. H. G.. Grum-
pelt was second with 5 feet 9 inches.

Melvin Sheppard, the world’s champion
half-miler, ran an excellent race in the
half-mile event. He won by two yards,
with H. Gissing four yards in front of W.
Dillman.

The three-mile Tun was won by Gober-
meyer of the National A. C., who started
from the 220-yard mark. Muller was set-
ond and Bailey a close third.

His musical talent was of
no mean order, being an excellent cornet-
ist, besides’ a pleasing singer. During his
illness he showed a true Christian spirit
of patience and cheerfulness and those
who visited him spoke of help received by
his words. His funeral on Tuesday, Sep-
tember 8 was one of the largest ever seen
in this place. The Carleton Cadet Band
furnished excellent music. The sermon
from John x:10, by Rev. L. A. Fenwick,
B.A., was feeling and appropriate.

Hon. .. Rodolphe Lemjeux, postmaster
general said: “There is in store for Cana-
da another great postal reform which is of
particular interest to the farming com-
munity. I refer to that system known
as ‘the free rural mail delivery.

“The post office department has evolv-
ed a %cheme of rura] free delivery and
collection from the present system of
stage routes, whereby the rural popula-
tion of the country may be able to re-
ceive and post all ordinary mail matter
at their doors, instead of having to drive
from two to three miles to the nearest
post office for that purpose.

“I have, therefore, determined, with the
consent of my colleagues to equip all ex-
isting ‘mail routes in Canada with rural
delivery ,boxes, under regulations to be
published and enforced shortly at the
junction of every concession line with the
main road. The people will also be given
the privilege of having the boxes located
for the receipt and collection of their
mail as derired. ;

“The department has made all arrange-
ments for the carrying out of the scheme,
and -will at once proceed to inaugurate
it. This system of rural mail delivery can
be introduced at a cost which the country
can afford to pay. It will evolve and ex-
pand gradually with the growth and de-
velopment of 'Canada and at’ a ratio of
cost that will not prove burdensome. It
is ‘on the whole a ‘great postal’ reform
which will be hailed with delight by the
farmers of Canada.” : .

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ACCIDENT NEAR
FREDERICTON LAST NIGHT

Edward Smith Shot His Brother Taking Him for a
Moose in the Uncertain Light---The Wounded

Man Was Left Alone

in the Wog:! fu: Hours

While Help was Summoned.

Fredericton, N. B., Sept. 15.—Shot by
his brother in mistake for a moose while
out hunting together last evening, Benja-
min Smith, of Beaver Dam, New Mary-
land, fourtéeer, miles from this city, is
now lying at. his home at the point of
death, with a bullet hole through his
body.

The terrible accident happened in the
woods six miles from their home, and the
unfortunate man was obliged to remain
alone on the ground for hours, while his
brother -made his way out to 4 settlement
and telephoned to the city for medical
aid. Surgeon Bridges and Dr. McNally
received the message at 10 o’clock last
night and immediately started to drive to
the scene.of the accident..’They left:the
carriage’ at Beaver Inn and made- their
way into the woods over a rough road by,
lantern light. It was nearly 3 o’clock this
morning when they reached the side of the
sufferer. They remained with him until
daylight and then made a rough stretcher
on which he was borne to his' home.

Dr. McNally did not get back to the
city after his strenuous trip, until 3 o’-
clock this afternoon. He reported the
patient to be in.a critical condition, but
thinks he has a fighting chance. .

The Smith brothers, Edward and Ben-
jamin, eons-of Israel Smith, and hunters
of considerable experience, left home yes-
terday ' afternoon, .to_hunt moose. After
pitching their tent in the early evening
they started out to visit a small pond a
short distance away, to see if there were
signs of any game.

They went to the pond by different
routes, and Benjamin was the first to ar-
rive. Leaving his rifle against' a tree he
set to work to make a birch bark horn
for calling purposes. While he was thus
engaged, Edward approached cantiously,
and hearing a elight noise he thought an’
object in the semi-darkness was a moose,
but which was in reality his brother in a
stooping attitude. Without stopping to
investigate closely he raised his rifle, a
forty-four calibre Winchester, and fired.
As usual, 'in such cases, his aim was ac-
curate, and the bullet struck his brother
in the back just over the kidneys, and
pasing through the body emerged ‘at the
front of’the abdomen.

With a yell of terror the unfortunate
man sank to the ground and the brother
horrorstricken at the accident, was at his
side in an instant. Making the sufferer
as comfortable as possible, he wended his
way out of the woods to a settlement, and
after telephoning for doctors, returned
with others to the scene of the accident.
The vietim of the shooting was removed
to the tent where he suffered great agony
till the physicians arrived. Morphine was
administered to alleviate the poor fellow's
sufferings, (but -not: until daylight. arrived,
were the doctors enabled to ascertain the
exact nature of the wound. They found
the bullet had missed the kidneys and the
spinal column, and as far as they could

tell, it had not penetrated the howels. A%

the same time the wouui is a very dang
erous one, and his recovery is considered
doubtful.

Fortunately accidents of this nature
have been very rare in New Brunswick.

Smith is twenty-seven years of age, and’
has a wife and one child. Edward, who

A GAME PRESERVE

Editor of Times. ‘

Sir:—I notice in the Times a most in-
teresting article regarding the work of the
Game Preservation Bureau of the United
States, which cares for fifteen bird pre-
serves ranging from Florida to Alaska.

1 would like to see a beginning made in
this direction in New Brunswick, and I
suggest that the government set aside
that section of the Nerepis Marsh, lying
between the bridge at Westfield and the
covered bridge at Nerepis and extending
for a short distance on either side, where
at no time of year will it be lawful to kill
or molest a bird of -any species.

This locality is a natural feeding ground
and hatchery for many kinds of birds,
both water and land varieties. Westfield
and vacinity is rapidly becoming a subur-
ban resident district and not a suitable
place for sport, while a protected and
therefore increasing number of bird life
would not only add to the pleasure of
the sportsman otnerweher in the province
but would materially increase the delight
of the bird-lover and all people who are
s0 fortunate as to dwell in this vacinity.

If the government will act upcn this
suggestion it will not only increase the
natural resources of the province but will
place at the disposal of naturalists and the
youth of our province a unique education-
