LAMBETH CONFERENCE AND OTHER GATHERINGS.

I was present at the commemoration of my college. 
Along with Archbishops and other Bishops I visited Ebbs 
Meet, Richborough and St. Martin’s Church, Canterbury in 
commemoration of the arrival in England in 597 of Agus- 
tine, the first Archbishop of Canterbury; and also Glaston­
bury But above all it was my privilege to be among the 
one hundred and ninety-four “Archbishops, Bishops, Metro- 
po itan and other Bishops of the Holy Catholic Church, in 
full communion with the Church of England, all having 
superintendence over Dioceses, or lawfully commissioned to

: I
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exercise episcopal functions therein, assembled from divers 
parts of the earth at Lambeth Palace, under the presidency 
of the Most Reverend Frederic, by Divine Providence, 
Archbishop of Canterbury, Primate of all England, and 
Metropolitan and to attend the quiet day for the Bishops, 
conducted by the Bishop of Lincoln, and all other services 
and meetings held in connection with the Conference.

It is impossible for me to convey to others the im­
pressions of such gatherings. To me they were deeply, power­
fully refreshing. Again and again I felt that it was good 
to be there, and the aspiration most frequently felt was : Oh 
that I may be able to take back to my work—to my clergy— 
to my people some of the spiritual bles. ings I have found 
here. Oh that the whole Anglican communion, nay, the 
whole Church of Christ, militant here on earth, may receive a 
Divine impetus proportionate to the strength of the gather­
ing ; the felt presence and power of God, the Holy Ghost, 
and her urgent needs.

I desire to commend to the careful study of those who 
get it the report of the conference containing the Ency­

clical letter from the Bishops, with the resolutions and re­
ports. On the present occasion there is no time to refer at 
greater length to this report. I think the Synod might well 
consider whether it could afford to print the Encyclical 
Letter and the resolutions in the next Synod report.

BISHOP’S WORK IN ENGLAND.

During the whole of rev visit to England I worked very 
hard preaching and speaking on behalf of the great Church 
Societies wl ich help us. By far the largest amount of such 
work was for S. P. G. I secured for the Calgary Bishopric 
Endowment Fund the sum of £436, 4s. id , which has been 
paid to the treasurers in England ; and the promise of £10 
per annum for this and the next three years, total, £476, 4s. 
id.; and for work in both Dioceses, ,£357, 2s. 3d., together 
with a promise of £10 per annum for this and the next 
three years, made like the promises for the Bishopric En­
dowment Fund by my kind friend Mr J. C. Sharpe. From 
the £357, 2s. 3d. I deducted £147, 2s. 3d. for expenses. Of 
the balance £112, 10s. has been paid to our Treasurer, and 
the balance has gone to Saskatchewan I never work hard­
er than when I am in England, and I only wish the financial 
results were greater than they are.

MAINTAIN EN CE OF CHURCH WORK, ETC.

For this is just our position. Two years ago I put be­
fore you as clearly as I could the course the S. P. G. then 
proposed to take with regard to us. Under that scheme 
its grant to my two Dioceses has already suffered a re­
duction.

Having come to the Red River Settlement exactly 
thirty years ago as one of the Society’s missionaries ; being 
fully acquainted with its history and its methods : being not 
only without any notice of any reduction up till 1896, but 
having actually received in 1894 a special grant of .£750, to 
be spent at the rate of £250 per annum during the years of 
1895, 1896 and 1897, in opening new missions in this Diocese 
I could not bring myself to believe that the Society’s Stand­
ing Committee would seriously carry out its policy of re­
duction when our circumstances were fully before it. But 
memorials, letters and persona; interviews have had little or 

effect. Towards the end of last May I received a letter 
from the Secretary, as follows :

“ The Society continues its policy of reduction of the 
Canadian grants, but has determined to limit the same to 
10 per cent per annum, thereby giving you a long period in 
which to prepare, and it is hoped to impress on the older 
Dioceses of Canada their duty to the younger Dioceses.” 
Under this arrangement the Society’s block grant for the 
Dioceses of Saskatchewan and Calgary for 1899 will be £972 
that is to say it will be less by £358 than the sum the 
society is giving us for this year.

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CALGARY BISHOPRIC ENDOWMENT FUND.

At the meeting of the General Synod held in Winnipeg 
nearly two years ago, the following resolution was 
mously adopted, viz.:

“ That whereas it was considered necessary by the 
Provincial Synod of Rupert’s Land in 1887 to separate the 
civil territory of Alberta from the rest of the Diocese of 
Saskatchewan, to form a diocese to be called the Diocese 
of Calgary, to be placed under the care of the Bishop of 
Saskatchewan until such time as in the opinion of the Pro­
vincial Svnod an adequite endowment is provided for the 

Bishopric, and whereas there has been since 1887 a great 
increase in the population and mission work of the Dioceses 
of Saskatchewan and Calgary, so that the number of clergy

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2. The self supporting parishes of the Diocese are three, 
viz Calgary, Lethbridge and Edmonton,—all, from their 
inception, till they reached their present condition, missions 
aided by the Society for the Propagation of the Gospel. 
And they arc now self supporting from the fact that the 
clergyman in each case receives the whole of his stipend from 
the offerings of the people. There is no endowment either 
in money or land ; none of the three is as yet in a position 
to provide a house for its Rector ; Calgary and Lethbridge 
have temporary churches only ; and while the S\ nod re­
quires from them annually certain offertories for Diocesan 
and Provincial purposes, each of the three has as much as it 
can do to support its own means of grace.

4- The extent of almost every mission for settlers is so 
large, and its population is, as a rule, so small and so scat­
tered, that not only is it impossible to make the apportion­
ment for each clergyman on the Society’s list smaller at the 
present time but it does not seem probable that any material 
reduction can be made, except in two or three missions, for 
tht. next five v cars. At the same time we feel we can point 
with pride to the record made in this young Diocese to re­
duce giants as quickly as the circumstances warrant without 
any direct pressure from the Society.

3- No mission once opened, can without serious injury 
to the work, be again closed. I he Red Deer mission which 
embraces a wide area, and for which there is not a full grant, 
should be re-opened without delay.

The C. P Ry. and C. & E. Ry together with the Al­

berta Railway and Coal Co.’s lines give already a consider­
able service to the district The Crow’s Nest Pass Ry. from 
Lethbridge into B. C., now in the course of construction, will 
be open for traffic probably in September next and will no 
doubt greatly stimulate development, not only mineral 
development but also agricultural by the increased consump­
tion caused by the mineral progress.

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2. LAY REPRESENTATION OF PARISHES IN SYNOD.

In view of the great importance of an adequate representation of the 
laity of the diocese in the Synod, and that such representation is not at 
present at all what it ought to be, owing to the great difficulties in the way 
of laymen in a diocese such as ours attending the Synod meetings, even 
though duly elected and intending to attend, if possible, we beg to recom­
mend that the Synod take into consideration the question of the provision 
of substitutes in any parish, to take the place in Synod of those persons 
who, at the parochial election, received the highest number of votes, and 
who may be prevented from attending its meeting. This may be done if
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the Synod is unanimous upon the point, by an amendment either to section 
3 or section 5 of the Constitution,
3. THE TRANSFER OF £3240 FROM THE SASKATCHEWAN BISHOPRIC EN­

DOWMENT FUND TO THAT OF CALGARY, BY THE SYNOD

The Sub-"ommittee of the Executive authorized by the last Synod 
to examine the reports from the different Parishes and Missions in the 
Diocese beg to state that they have examined all the returns since the date 
of last Synod and find that owing to a want of system in the making of the 
reports and the disposal of them they have been of no practical utility and 
we feel they could be made of very great value to the Diocese.

In the first place reports, on the whole, have been sent in irregularly 
and there has been a want of uniformity in the information given, probably 
owing to a misunderstanding as to what is desired We also find that 
practical use has hitherto been made of them

We desire therefore, to suggest that the form of the annual report be 
changed that it may be the more easily understood by the clergy.

“ Regarding the quarterly reports we would suggest the advisability of 
the Indian Missions and self-supporting Parishes in making these reports 
with a view to disseminating information regarding the work throughout 
the Diocese.

We think that the present form might be improved and would sug­
gest that a Sub- ’ommittee be appointed to act at once in the matter and 
that this should be a standing Sub-Committee to deal with the reports as 
hereafter suggested.

With a view to the making of these reports we would impress upon 
the clergy the necessity of keeping accurate and full records of their work 
and matters of interest in the district under their charge.

As to the disposal of these reports we would suggest that the standing

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Sub-Committee should each quarter make a careful summary of them and 
that this summary be laid before the Executive Committee without delay, 
and that it be forwarded to the Church papers in Canada and, if possible, 
printed for distribution in the Diocese. Finally, that the reports themselves 
he sent to the societies interested, in England .and elsewhere.

The interesting nature of some of the reports which we have exam­
ined convinces us that they can in this way be made of considerable value 
in arousing increased interest in the affairs of the Diocese,and should result 
in bringing financial and other aid to the work.

1 Whereas to this Synod the election of Bishops to Sees in the Province * 
of Rupert's Land other than those provided for under clauses 1 and 2 of 
section vii of the Constitution of the Provincial Synod does not appear to 
be the best in the interests of the Church, because the interest of the Dio­
cese involved is not sufficiently represented in the election of its Bishop, it is 
resolved that this Synod strongly recommends the procedure of election in 
such cases to be as follows : —

No. 3. In all other cases the selection of the Bishops shall be as fol­
lows :—The Synod of a vacant Diocese shall by a majority of the votes of 
each Order voting separately, decide upon the names of three persons to be 
submitted to the Metropolitan and two other Bishops of the Province, 
of whom they shall be requested to elect Bishop of the vacant See. Notice 
of such election shall be sent by the Metropolitan to the Bishops of the 
Province. Any Bishop objecting to such election shall send his objection 
in writing to the Metropolitan. Such objections shall be 
more of the following grounds :—

(a) That the person elected is not fully thirty years of age.
(b) That he is not a Priest in Holy Orders of the Church of England 

or of some branch of the Church in full communion therewith.
(c) That he has either directly or indirectly secured or attempted to 

secure the office by any improper means.
(d) That he is guilty of any other crime or immorality.
