The revulsion appears to mani­
fest itself partly in a disposition to chiti- 
eise the policies of the president and to 
anticipate probable bad results from 
them to an extent that has not been ob­
served for years, perhaps at no time since 
the president embarked upon his plans 
for corporate control.

Officials have been sharply alarmed by 
the renewed downward move in the stock 
market, but are at a loss to account for 
ft. The opinion that this is the beginning 
of an industrial reaction, though how 
pronounced such reaction will be no one 
is willing to say, seems to be more and 

widely accepted. There is peremp­
tory refusal to entertain the theory that 
anything done in Washington is respon­
sible for the panic and depression. In 
some quarters there is a pisposition to 
throw the blame wholly on the should­
ers of the State Legislatures and in oth­
ers the claim is broadly made that no 
legislation is the cause of the trouble but 
that tire situation is the result of the 
very abuses that the president, and in 
their way the legislatures, have been try- 
ing to control.

While there is a view in some quarters 
that there have been too many imitators 
of the president’s policy who have im­
itated him not wisely but injudiciously 
and that much of the alleged lack of con­
fidence is due to such work, no evidence 
of any intent to withdraw or weaken in 
the plans that have been undertaken is 
visible. If the president issues a reassur­

Already In 
Canada we are told on the best authority 
that “money is plentiful, the wheels of 
commerce move smoothly, work is abun­
dant, poverty is eliminated.” The miner­
al wealth of Canada is not a quarter de­
veloped, indeed only the fringe of it is 
touch, half Alberta—a province as large 
as the German empire—seems to be under­
laid with coal, and new mines are being 
developed yearly. Also the visit will assist 
in calling attention in Canada to the na­
tural resources and the people of the West 
Indies. The delegates’ eyes were opened 
in many rspects, and it appears from their 
own admissions that the same dense ig­
norance of the British West Indies and its 
people, which we had thought a peculiar 
product of Great Britain, prevails largely 
in Canada.

Sib Wilfrid read from the blue book 
the reply of the Canadian government to 
the invitation to the conference, in which 
it was stated that, while such a com­
mission would facilitate the work of the 
conference, the Canadian government 
“cannot wholly divest themselves of the 
idea that such a commission might con­
ceivably interfere with the working of re­
sponsible government.”

Sir Wilfrid disapproved of the propos­
al to create such a body.. In regard to 
the proposed Imperial council, he said he 
was not clear that it would improve 
Canada’s relation» with Britain to deal 
with a council rather than through the 
colonial office.

“We have made no representations and 
no suggestions, when these were invited 
for the reason, as I have already stated, 
that our relations with the empire are 
happy and that we have no grievances. 
The only question in which we are in­
terested, and the only question we intend 
to bring before the conference, . is the 
question which absorbed the most of the 
time of the last conference—the trade 
question. And upon the trade question 
itself we have nothing new to offer. My 
friend, Mr. Borden, has stated that the 
resolution adopted by the British 
ferenoe in 1902 was adopted at the sug­
gestion of the Canadian minsters. It is 
embodied in the blue book and was quo­
ted a moment ago—I need not repeat it.

“Such as our policy was in 1902, such it 
is in 1907. We have given to the British 
people a preference under our tariff. This 
we have done for our benefit and for the 
benefit of the relations which exist be­
tween us and the rgother country. But 
we have stated that if it suits the British 
people to reciprocate, we shall be prepared 
to discuss the situation and to go a step 
further than we have gone. Now, we have 
nothing to say upon this point. This 
policy which we suggested has not met 
with favor in Britain.

“For my part 1 may say frankly that if 
I had my own view, if I were asked what 
would be the ideal condition within • the 
British empire which would tend to build 
up the British empire upon an even stronger 
basis than it is at present, if that 
possible, it would be to have a universal 
system of free trade between all the parts 
that compose the British empire. This

“My honorable friend has desired my 
view upon the question of imperial de­
fence. This is a delicate question. I have 
nothing more to say, as I am about to 
sail for England to attend the conference 
of 1907, than what I said on a similar oc­

He also wished to 
know the prime minister’s views with re­
ference to the Pacific interests pointing 
out that the construction of the Panama 
canal would be of great importance not 
only to the people of the United States 
but to the people of Canada, as well. He 

surprised that the government had 
not suggested as a subject of discussion 
the question of emigration, and thought 
the proposal of New Zealand with regard 
to reciprocal agreement between self-gov­
erning colonies was a matter upon which 
it was desirable to have the views of the 
government.

“If I understood rightly,” Sir Wilfrid 
said, “the leader of the oppdsition has 
nvtiher complained that the government of 
Canada has no suggestion to offer as to 
the matters to be discussed at the colonial 
Conference. I do not know how far this 
may be regarded as a matter for criticism. 
It seems to me rather a cause for rejoic­
ing that the relations of Canada and the 
mother country are so happy 
ground for improvement, at least in the 
immediate future.
