FIRST_TRIP SUCGESSFULLY

The Deutchland, With ?“e{\ty Aboard, Travelled
Three Hundred Miles in vwae Hours—Trip Costs

$25 to $50

Dusselldorf, Germany, June 22—The
first regular airship passenger service wis
fnaugurated today when Count Zeppelin's
great craft, the Deutschland, carrying
twenty passengers, successfully made, the
first scheduled trip from Friedrichshafen to
this city, a distance of 300 miles, in nine
hours.

The weather was perfect and the motors
worked faultlessly. The average time was
approximately 33 miles. The best speed
for a single hour was 43 1-2 miles.

Count Zeppelin was at the helm when
the Deutschland rose at Friedrichshafen
at 3 oclock, and sailed away on the trip
that was to mark an epoch in aviation.
The passengers were some of the direc-
tors of the Hamburg-American Steamship
Company and the German Airship Stock
Company, joint owners of the divigible,
and guests. They occupied the mahog-
any walled and carpeted cabin, and from
the windows viewed the scenery. Count

Zeppelin steered for the greater part of
the distance. The route was via Stutt-
gart, Mannheim, Cologne to Dusseldorf.

Tt had been carefully marked out in ad-
vance for the guidance of the pilot and
was followed exactly. There was no air
stirring and the Deutschland made her
way unhampered through a flood of bright
sunshine. The hour and minute of the
probable passing of tlie various points had
been bulletined ahead, so that not only
the people of the cities on the line, who
filled the streets, but the inhapitants of
all the intermediate villages turned out
and cheered enthusiastically as the im-
mense torpedo-like structure with its
whistling screws drove over their heads
at a height of between 200 and 300 feet.

The Deutschland came gently into her
lanling here at noon, and the multitude
surrounding the landing yards shouted a
welcome,

The city has been daily decorated
honor.of the event.

Regular trips will be made and many
tickets have already been sold for the first
few days at from $25 to $50 each. The
airship is equipped with a restaurant.

The dimensions of the Deutschland are:
Length 485 feet, width 46 feet . Its gas
capacity is 24,852 cubic yards and it carries
three motors having a total of 330 horse-
power. It was designed to maintain a
speed of 35 miles an hour. Its lifting ca-
pacity is 44,000 pounds, of which 11,000
pounds cover the crew, passengers and ex-
press. It is expected to be able to accom-
plish a continuous trip of 700 miles.

Rate—Additional Military Ser-

Paris, June 22-—A series of measures: des
signed “to stimulate the birth rate in
France was introduced in parliament {fo-
day. They include the imposition of ad-
ditional military servicg upon bachelors
over twenty-nine years of age; making
obligatory the marriage of state employes:
who  have reached the age of twenty-five
years, with supplementary  salaries ‘and
pension allowance for those with  more
than three children, and the repeal of
the law requiring the equal distribution
of estates among the children.

The dislike of Frenchmen to divide their
property is a frequent cause of restricted
families, according to those who have '
made a study of the subject.

This proposed legislation follows the re-
cent publication of vital statistics which
showed that the births in the republic
durmng 1909 were 770,000 against 792,000 in

Sir,—Your correspondent of last evening
seems for ever finding fault with some-
thing or someone. Last evening he was
condemning the temperance advocates. A
few weeks ago it was the churches.

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_HELP THE MOVEMENT :

Mayor Frink is to be congratulated on
heading a movement to beautify the city
by tree-planting in such streete as it may
be done with hope of successful growth.
Indeed it is doubtful if there is any street,
of sufficient width, where trees of a suit-
able kind cannot find sustenance. No in-
telligent effort has ever been made to re-
lieve the streets of this city of the bare-
ness of aspect caused by the absence of
trees. Going into the suburbs one finds
trees flourishing, whose roots seem almost
to be inserted in the crevices of the rocks.
Already some private citizens are giving
attention “to the planting of trees in
front of their residences, and there should
be little difficulty in arousing a public
gpirit which would clothe many streets
with beautiful trees. There was a time
when it was difficult to keep the squares
in good condition, but they are now a
source of pride to the citizens, and doubt-
less within a few years public sentiment
will demand that they be made much more
beautiful than at present, an end that
could be accomplished at very little addi-
tional expense.

When the new organization for the pro-
motion of arboriculture is formed it should
rapidly attain a large membership, and
place at the disposal of its officers a suf-
fcient fund to enable them to produce re-
sults. .

THE STANDARD RETRACTS

The Standard is gradually approaching a
state of qualified enlightenment, which is
perhaps the more notable because of the
depths of gloom from which it was com-
pelled to rise. Every citizen who has a
good memory of the last federal campaign
remembers what the Standard and Dr.
Daniel said about Courtenay Bay and the
Grand Trunk Pacific. They ridiculed the
statement that the great railway would
eeek a terminus at St. John, and were es-
pecially scornful in their allusions to the
merest possibility of any development of
terminal facilities at Courtenay Bay. This
morning, though still disposed to argue
that there wil: be delay in the matter, the
Standard makes this frank acknewledge-
ment:—

“ventually Courtenay Bay will be
dredged, wharves will be constructed, and
the Transcontinental will build a termin-
e

This confession will horrify those Con-
gervatives who have been misled by the
Standard into a belief that the Grand
Trunk Pacific was heading for a foreign
port, and had no intention of coming to
St. John; but they must become accus-
tomed to such experiences if they continue
to repose faith in the utterances of that
newspaper. (f course the Standard
couples with its confession an attack on
Dr. Pugsley and a sneer at Mr. C. M.
Hays, president of the Grand Trunk Paci-
fic; but these do not hide the significance
of the retreat from its former attitude.

.MR. FOSTER ATTACKED

The Borden tour in Ontario develops
new features of interest every day. On
Monday at Niagara Falls Sir James Whit-
aey compared Sir Wilfrid Laurier to Paul
Kruger. Yesterday at Trenton Sir Mac-
senzie Bowell and Mr. Johnston, M.P.P.,
made a fierce attack (without naming
him) on the Hon. George E. Foster. Mr.
Johnston's attack was especially bitter
and personal.

Some days ago the Times-Star observed
that Mr. Foster had been deposed and
Mr. Doherty exalted in his stead. The
8t. John Standard disputed this statement
and declared that there was no reason
to assume that Mr. Foster had been sup-
pressed. The Standard added:—

“The great work of restoring honest and
capable government to Canada demands
the best that all the best men can give.”

Mr. Foster was thus classed with the
best men of Canada. But Sir Mackenzie
Bowell and Mr. Johnson of Ontario do
not assent to the classification. They laud
Mr. Doherty as the good man, and lay
the lash on Mr. Foster. They pointedly
tell Mr. Borden that there must be no
Foster in his cabinet—if he ever forms
one.

Could anything better illustrate the
hopeless division in the Conservative
ranks? The Standard has sought to con-
vey the impression that the attacks on

Me, Foster wera made by Libazals. The

v

answer to this is found in the speeches of
Bowell and Johnston yesterday.
And- Mr. Borden did not reprove them.
While the ex-finance minister is seeking

to receover his health in New Brunswick,

he is being savagely “attacked in presence
of his leader at Conseervative meetings in
Ontario. Whatever his faults, he will be

1 more or less than human if he endures

this treatment with complacency.

It is a party thus divided against itself
that the people are asked to place in pow-
er at Ottawa. Surely Mr. Borden is still
a very long way from the goal.

IMMIGRATION

In an address at Trenton, Ontario, yes-
terday, Mr. Borden criticised the immi-
gration policy of the government. He said
that until recently the government aimed
at quantity rather than quality. Thus he
deals with past rather than present con-
ditiops. The present conditions are satis-
fact.oh_". Mr. Borden must have observed
that in England they are sharply criticising
the government on the ground that its
provisions to secure guality rut.hex: than
quanhif)" are too strict. ‘But the opposi-
tion leader does not enlarge upon this fea-
ture of the situation. He quotes from the
report of a United States official in an
effort to show that Canada is losing many
citizens to that -country, and to convey
the impression that as fast as Canada gets
immigrants they move over the border
and out of the country. There is always
some movement of population toward the
Tnited States. Years ago it was enormous.
But now the tide hE.s turned and citizens
of the United States are pouring into
western Canada, settling on farms, help-
ing to build towns, and peopling the wil-
derness.

Not only is this true but in the month
of May almost 20,000 immigrants sailed
from the United Kingdom for Canada,
and the rush continues. The present year
will witness a record immigration, and the
people who are coming are bringing with
them millions of dollars to swell the ag-
gregate wealth of the country. The ifn-
migration policy of the government, there-
fore, does not offer Mr. Borden good
ground for effective criticism. We do not
observe that he has outlined any better
policy than that of the gevernment. He is
merely finding fault.

Over 100,000 settlers have come over the
Atlantic to Canada since the first of Janu-
ary.

Five Weeks With the Fruit

Growers

A. G. Turney, Provincial Horticulturist,
returned ten days ago from a five weeks’
tour among the illustration orchards and
fruit growers. The government orchards |
at Andover, Stanley, Doaktown, Chatham,
Tetagouche, Balmoral and Buctouche were
visited and pruned and a nymber of
trees replaced. New illustration orchards
were set at Little Shemogue, Westmor-
land County, and Plaster Rock. All the
illustration orchards have been pruned
with the exception of those at New Ban-
don, Kingston, and upper Queensbury.
Five hundred trees were planted and
pruned on the farm of Philibert Depres,
Cormierville, Kent Co. Five hundred trees
belonging to Stanislas Cormier at Abou-
jajane, Westmorland County, were pruned
and assistance in planting and pruning
private orchards given in the counties of
Kings, Victoria, and Carleton. Thie trees
are in bloom exceptionally early this year,
and in some localities slight damage from
frost is reported. As an instance of the
early season the eggs of the tent cater-
piller were reported hatched April 27th.
This insect and the larva of the bud moth
are increasing steadily from year to year
and spraying will have to be more gener-;

ally adopted if their ravages are to be

SPANISH BEEFSTEAK

Take about 2 pounds round steak an
inch thick; pound until thin, season with
salt and cayenne pepper, cover with a lay-
er of bacon, or -salt pork, cut in- thin
slices, roll and tie with a cord. . Place in
a covered baking dish and pour ‘around it
1% cupful each of milk and water. Cook
two hours, basting occasionally.

FROZEN PUDDING.

Two quarts of milk, 6 eggs, % pint jar
of cream, 1% pound of candied cherries, 1
cup of sultana raisins, 1 tablespoon of
gelatin, 14 pint or more of rum. Heat
the milk, then pour over the beaten eggs.
Return to the double boiler and cook till
it adheres to the spoon, then add the gela-
tin that has been soaked in a little cold
milk and strain when cold. Add the cream
whipped stiff. When nearly frozen add the
fruit. Turn a few times and pack well.
Soak the cherries in the rum over night.

WHITE POUND CAKE

One cup of sugar, % cup butter, % cup
milk, whites of two eggs beaten stiff, 11
cups pastry flour; 1 teaspoonful of cream
tartar, % teaspoon of saleratus or 2 round-
ing teaspoons of baking powder. Cut cit-
ron in long, thin strips, dredge with 34
cup flour and stir in last thing. Citron can
be left out and a nice white cake will be
the result.

MEAT PIE

Suppose you have four slices of pork
left from a rib roast; take the meat and
cut it into slices, put into kettle with cold
water with the gravy leftifrom the roast.
Boil it until it will almogt fall from the
bones. Take out the meat and strain the
stock, then thicken it with flour stirred
smooth in a little cold- water, Take 3 or
4 good-sized potatoes, pare and slice 1 or
2 onions. Remove skins and slice; put po-
tato, then onion, in layers with salt and
pepper into baking dish. Cut meat in
small pieces and lay on top. Put a little
water and some of the thickened stock
into dish and set on stove (covered) while
you prepare a rich bischit dough. Roll
out about an inch thick,stut two or three
slits in it and place gvegythe top of pie.
Bake until potatoes a
Serve with thickened gravy. This makes
a good-sized pie, and with one or two pre-
ferred vegetables makes a good hearty
meal. Apple, sago or tapioca pudding with
liquid sauce makes a nice dessert to serve
with a meat pie dinner. Beef, veal, lamb
or chicken are equally good as the pork.

STRAWBERRY AND RHUBARB PIE

One cup finely cut rhubarb, one cup
strawberries, one cup sugar, one egg, two
tablespoonfuls flour, butter. Mix rhubarb,
strawberries, sugar and beaten egg and let
it stand half an hour. Add butter and flour
rubbed together. Bake with two crusts.

IMPRESSIONS
OF THE W.C.T.L.
CONFERENGE

Canadian Delegate Writes of
Pleasures Attending Re-
ception at Glasgow—A Visit
to the Burns Country—Trip
to Ireland

The following correspondence to the
Maritime Herald by a Canadian delegate
!:o the recent W. C. T. U. world’s gather-
ing in Glasgow will be read with interest.
Mrs. J. H. Grey, of Fairville, and Mrs.
C. H. Davidson, of St. John, were at the
meetings: —

(Special Correspondence Herald.)

Glasgow, June 6— ‘The Land o’ Cakes,”
I always thought, meant the land of oat
cakes, and as a child I had always object-
ed to oatmeal because I was so often told
it was ‘“good for me.” I have been in
Scotland a week now and have not yet
tasted an oat cake, and hardly seen one.
We have tried a different hotel or tea
room for each meal, and sampled at least
two new kinds of cake in each one, and
our longing eyes still gaze over more new
ones which we yet hope to taste. English
women assure the Scotch women, as Scotch
women tell us, that they cannot give such
teas in London as they give here, because
they cannot set the cakes.

“Britain is a decaying nation,” I was as-
sured last week by a passenger coming
over on the Cassandra. (It was an “Am-
erican,” I think), and ever since I have
been looking for the blue mould. At the
dock at Greenock a Toronto man, with his
hands in his pockets, poked out his nose
over the orderly ranks of luggage ranged
under different letters and exclaimed in
disgust: “What a rottéen system!” But
he seemed to be the only one wortying.
Our suit cases, which had disappeared
from the staterooms before the tender
came alongside, lay near the trunks we had
not seen for%en days. An officer, when
assured they contained neither cologne nor
spirits, chalked them without looking at
the bags, a second man whipped thém on
to a barrow, a third smiled genially as he
handed us our railway tickets and we were
seated comfortably in the train in less
time than we could have got a trunk from
the baggage room in Canada. Yet no one
seemed to hurry.

A Noiseless Gleszow

At Glasgow the train slipped- into the

station without any clanging of bells, and
others started with only a short, sharp
whistle from a man on the platform. My
own trunk lay among the “left baggage”
for a week while we went sight-seeing, and
no storage was charged. The street cars
are light, small affairs, making not half the
noise of ours, and are double decked, so
.that you can ride all day in the open air
if you wish. Thetrolley wires are the only
wires to be seen in the city and the poles,
with their graceful curve from which the
glectric lights hang, are works of art. The
only person I have seem excited was a
Montreal woman, who, of course, was
running over a crossing. 1 grabbed her
and he!d her still and paused a moment
to consider whether I should not apologize
to at least one of the dozen or more mo-
tormen going in four different directions,
for my unladylike haste.
The weather is a conundrum. It seems
to be according to when and whom you
ask. - The first two days if one had looked
out only every second half hour, she would
have shivered and drawn back. On each
alternative half hour she would have dived
in glee to the bottom of the trunk to
bring out her prettiest and lightest sum-
mer dress. In the first hotel my room
mate shivered and called for a fire in the
room. I protested, and she put on a golf
jacket and went down to thaw out at the
drawing room grate. I walked miles and
think .the weather glorious, while one Mon-
treal girl has already bought a heavy coat,
and last evening I met another Montreal
woman just arrived, chilly with a heavy
cape over her jacket. But we have already
begun to congratulate one another on the
improvement in our complexions.

The beauty of Glasgow Cathedral makes
one silent. The grave, gentle, contempla-
tive nature of an old friend I am now
able to account for. ‘“As a boy,” he says,
