Tokio, Jan. 28. — Prince Regent 
Hirohito was married on Saturday to 
Princess Nagako, eldest daughter of 
Prince Kuni. The ceremony was held 
in strict accordance with the ancient 
marriage ritual, ante-dating the Chris­
tian era.

The royal couple exchanged bowls 
of rice and sacred wine to plight their 
troth, and the spirits of 122 royal pre­
decessors witnessed the union and 
gave their blessing, according to the 
devout Japanese belief. The wedding 
was celebrate^ with Shinto rites, and 
the royal couple took their vows in 
front of the Keashikl-Dokoro, or Holy 
of Holies, wherein are supposed to be 
enshrined the imperial spirits.

Notwithstanding the recent earth­
quake, residents of Tokio indulged in 
joyous celebration of the marriage. 
Great crowds gathered in the streets, 
which were gaily decorated. Many 
thousands thronged the open spaces in 
the vicinity of the imperial palace for 

glimpse of the royal couple. No 
foreigners witnessed the ceremony.

The garb of the Prince was the 
simple dress suit of the Japanese gen­
tleman. Princess Nagako wore a cos­
tume the chief garment of which was 
a dazzling kimono of scarlet and 
purple with a chrysanthemum crest in 
white on it. She carried a fan of" 
gilded wood on which appeared paint­
ings of flowers of all colors. The fan

Yesterday was the second coldest 
day in 63 years in SL John. It wa8 
the coldest day since Jan. 31, 1920, 
according to D. L. Hutchinson, direc­
tor of the observatory here. On that 
occasion in 1920 the thermometer reg­
istered 19.7 degrees below zero at 7 
a. m.. That was the coldest since 
Feb. 8, 1861, "when 22 was the lowest 
mark reached in St. John. Yesterday 
morning at 7 o’clock it was 19 de- 
grees below zero and at midnight last 
night, 16 below.

At 9 o’clock yesterday morning the 
thermometer registered 17 degrees be­
low zero and at three in the afternoon 
eight degrees, which was the highest 
temperature registered for the day. At 

o’clock last evening there was a de­
cided inclination to colder weather 
with 13 degrees below zero and the 
wind blowing 30 miles an hour.

Through Saturday night and part of 
yesterday the wind’s velocity reached 
60 miles an hour and permeated every 
building, making comfort almost an 
impossibility.

In his series of muck-raking arti­
cles that created a sensation some 
twenty years ago Lincoln Steffens re­
ferred to Philadelphia as “corrupt and 
contented.” Brig.-Gen. Butler’s sensa­
tional crusade against the lawbreakers 
of the city Indicates that the content 
at least has vanished. Only corruption
of the most flagrant -----
roused such a disciplined party man as 
Mayor Kendrick to disregard politics 
altogether while he attempted to clean 
up the city, and a sample of the kind 
of corruption that brought the boister­
ous marine into the town is given in an 
issue of “Current History.” Through 
the influence of the late Senator Pen­
rose, Republican boss of Pennsylvania, 
a man named William McConnell was 
made chief prohibition enforcement 
officer of Philadelphia. His actions 
roused the suspicions of T. Henry 
Walnut, an assistant district attorney, 
who put detectives to work, the result 
being that he informed the Depart­
ment of Justice at Washington that he 
had proofs of a conspiracy that in­
volved McConnell.

The win­
dows were raised and it appeared that 
only the words from 
street “Don’t Jump” prevented some 
from leaping to the hard pavement be­
low. It was not very long, however, 
before a couple of ladders had been 
placed to the windows and while sev­
eral were rescued in this manner others 
found their way to the street by both 
front and rear entrances.

There was considerable difficulty in 
getting Mrs. Jackson through the win­
dow and on the ladder, but she had 
only made a couple of steps downward 
when she becamef lightened and was 
assisted the rest of the way by the 
firemen.

While some children were taken 
from the first floor window, officer 
Ganter placed others out of the upper 
story window where they were re­
ceived by Policeman Chisholm and 
with others taken to safety.

It was certainly a thrilling exper­
ience for all the tennants, but they 
all voiced words of thanks for their 
escape, and spoke words of praise for 
the successful efforts of policemen

“A bout 100 years ago the father of 
Joseph Wilson Lawrence came to this 
country from Scotland, and acted for 
a time as Precentor in the church be­
fore the introduction of organs. His 
son, Joseph, was a diligent and suc­
cessful student of history, especially as 
it related to the province of New 
Brunswick.

“He will be best remembered in af­
ter years as the author of a book en­
titled, ‘Footprints’ published in 1883 
giving Incidents of the early history 
of New Brunswick. This volume con­
tains a wealth of information pertain­
ing to the province and is widely 
known and valued.

“Mr. Lawrence was ever a loyal 
churchman. He was one of the origi­
nal scholars who attended the first 
Sunday school in this province which 

held in the mother church of Tri­
nity. Later he was one of those keen­
ly interested in securing the Rev. 
George Armstrong as rector of this 
church when the parish of St. John 

divided, and St. John’s church be- 
independent of Trinity church. 

He held the position of church war­
den for a time.

“Mrs. Lawrence was a sweet and 
quiet woman of deep piety.

“The memory of their daughter, 
Mary, will always be cherished and 
very specially because of two things. 
First for her long and devoted ser­
vice as secretary-treasurer of the 
Church Workers Association of this 
parish and, secondly, for the active 
part she played in connection with the 
establishment of the Free Public Lib­
rary in our city of which she became 
the first secretary.

“Of the three sons, William died 
young; George went into commercial 
life; while Bloomfield graduated with 
honors from Harvard Medical Col­
lege in 1876, taking second place in a 
class of thirty. After graduation he 
went to Edinburgh to specialize, but 
there he was stricken with an incur­
able disease and died in 1880.”

Rev. Mr. Fleming in thanking the 
donor, expressed gratitude at the 
choice of a magnificent subject depict­
ed in the memorial window.

The cause of social servicê-svgs pre­
sented in able Sermons delivered In 
several of the city churches yesterday 
by some of the most distinguished of 
the clergymen who have come to SL 
John to attend the annual meeting of 
the Social Service Council of Canada.

Very Rev. Dean C. Norman Tucker, 
dean of St. Paul’s cathedral, London, 
Ont., was the preacher in St. John’s 
(Stone) church in the morning and in 
Trinity in the evening. In his morn­
ing sermon he spoke of the example 
of Christ in caring for the sick, feed­
ing the hungry and comforting the 
sorrowing and said that those who did 
similar services were doing the work 
that Christ would have them do, and 
the work which thê Social Service 
Council was trying to accomplish. He 
then told of some of the problems 
which confronted the council, the care 
of little children, the care and protec­
tion of the mother and the safe-guard­
ing of the family as the unit of social 
life which at the present time needed 
protection as it never had before, be­
cause of the many influences seeking 
to disintegrate the family.

Evening. THE ORIGIN OF BILLIARDSSt. Andrew’s Ice.

Billiards had its origin in an outdoor 
game called “paille maille,” an old 
French pastime played like croquet. It 
was this game which gave its name to 
a famous London street—Pall Mall— 
which is built on the site of an alley 
where “paille maille” was played in 
the old days.

When the billiard table was invented 
is imt known, but it is mentioned in a 
mr / script dated 1591. For iqany years 
the indoor game continued to be played 

the same lines as “paille maille.” 
The cues were curved like hockey 
sticks, and the balls, which were larger 
than those in use today were made of 
wood.

Gradually the hoops of the original 
i game were reduced by pockets and the 
table was reduced to its present size. 
The balls and cues were also altered 
as time went on and for the last hun­
dred years or so the game, has retained 
the form with which we are familiar 
today.

Hollywood, Jan. 28.—It is an evenes- 

cent shadow of “The Eternal City” 
which George Fitzmaurice has done for 
Samuel Goldwyn in his film transmuta­
tion of Hall Caine’s novel.

Its most vigorous element is the pro­
ducer’s courage in dealing unequivo­
cally pith the political status quo in 
Italy; his ardent patronage of Musso­
lini’s Fascist regime, in sequences gra­
tuitously added to the original story, 
qitte as if Americans, and especially 
thSse of Italian lineage, 
mind as to Mussolini’s messiahship.

That phase of the picture, debatable 
as to its reception, its drama given a 
news-reel semblance, is calculated to 
leave a positive impression, perhaps 
even to excite some impassioned argu­
ment. The rest of the production is 
pretty commonplace in all its angles.

The Cain pattern has been warped 
out of shape.
