ciated Press)—Japanese guarding the 
railroad sector adjoining the maritime 
provinces have experienced many dis­
turbances in the last ten days. Trains 
have been fired on and wrecked, while 
stations have been attacked by Bolshe­
vik bands in an attempt to interrupt 
traffic.

A drowning accident was narrowly 
averted at Beiyea’s Point on the St'. John 
river yesterday when a tender carrying 
two young men and women filled anu 
sank. The party arrived off the point 
in a large motor launch and starteti for 
the shore in a small tender. When they 
were about eighteen feet from the shore 
the boat began to fill and suddenly sank, 
leaving the occupants in the river. One 
of the young men was able to swim and, 
seizing the young lady nearest to him, 
struck out for tne shore. The other 
man could not swim, but by moving bis 
feet and hands succeeded in reaching the 
beach after a brief but hard struggle. 
The other young woman sank.

The accident was witnessed from the 
shore and George H. Crosby, a returned 
soldier of the 4th Siege Battery, jumped 
into the water and swam to the spot 
where she had disappeared. He suc­
ceeded in catching bold of her as she 
was sinking for the third time, but as 
she was frantically struggling he had 
considerable difficulty getting her to 
shore. She had' swallowed a large quan­
tity of water, but after* a rest seemed to 
be none the worse for her thrilling ex­
perience.

The accident caused considerable ex­
citement and it was reported along the 
river that some one had been drowned. 
This caused quite a stir in other resorts.

Men who have had experience on the 
river, especially in Grand Bay, contend 
that unless some stringent method is in­
troduced to prevent crowding of small 
motor boats there will be an appalling 
catastrophe some day. Rowboats that 
have been converted into motor boats 
are seen on holidays and Sundays pro­
ceeding up river overcrowded and not 
Infrequently they are -down to a few 
inches from the gunwale. These boats, 
they contend, could not live in the bay 
if the water was rough and as the ma­
jority of the occupants are women and 
men who cannot swim all or nearly ah 
would perish.

He 
said there was undoubtedly a strong 
body of Canadian sentiment in England 
running counter to the decision of the 
Canadian parliament regarding honors. 
Hundreds of men and women had de­
voted their whole time during the war 
to works of mercy. Canada with her 
small population had given million^ 
sterling to the society, but not one of 
the workers in England had received 
recognition.

Hundreds of decorations had been 
given to the British Red Cross Society 
and other dominions for this work. Oars 
were neglected -because ninety-six mem­
bers of the Canadian House of Commons 
passed a resolution asking the king to 
refrain from granting titular honors or 
distinctions to Canadian citizens. “Of 
all times,” said Colonel Blakelock, “is 
.this the time when they should say the 
king and country may not honor the 
gallant sons and daughters of the Maple 
Leaf?”

A Desperate Battle on British 
Tanker Beech leaf 06 the Az-

New York, June 9—The story of a 
desperate battle with flames in mid­
ocean, in which two.men lost their lives, 

told yesterday -by members of. the 
of the British tahker Beechleaf 

which was towed into port by the trans­
port West Haven.

The Beechleaf, bound from Baton 
Rouge, La., to Ireland, took fire off the 
Azores Islands a week ago when an oil 
fuel line broke. Her engines were 
quickly put out of commission by the 
flames, her rudder control disabled and 
her wireless sending equipment destroy­
ed. The French steamer Chaleur stood 
bv, but after working two days in a 
heavy sen to get a line to the Beechleaf, 
sent out a wireless call for assistance. 
The West Haven responded, and despite 
the rough weather Capt. C. W. Dever- 

ran his ship close enough to the 
helpless vessel to throw her a line.

During the trip to New York the cap- 
jam of the Beechleaf informed Captain 
Devereaux by semaphore signals that two 
of the crew had been badly burned while 
fighting the fire.. Captain Devereaux 
lowered, a small boat and sent a physic­
ian to treat them, but he was unable to 
save their lives. Captain Devereaux 
stopped the West Haven and her tow 
for a half hour while funeral services 
were read and the bodies buried at sea.

Three Rivers, Que., June 9—From 

Halifax to Three Rivers by air is the 
feat terminated yesterday by Lieut.

Maurice Protective Association ; Mr. 
Sorgius, manager of the St. Maurice For­
est Protective Association, and Ellwood 
Wilson, of the board of directors.

Mrs. Graham received a bouquet of 
roses from Mrs. Tessier and the aviators 

. were then taken in automobiles to their 
hotel. They had dinner and then left 
again in their hydroplane at 630 last 
night for Lac A La Tortue, seventy 
miles north of Three Rivers.

Some astounding statements are made 
in a report of the cost of living commis­
sioner to the minister of labor in regard 
to the prices of woollen and cotton goods. 
With regard to cottons a summary of 
the report says:—

“In the case of cottons, the manufac­
turers* prices have also declined since last 
fall, and the stocks coming ahead for re­
tail sale have cost the middle man de­
cidedly less than earlier stocks. The re­
tail price of such commodities should be 
reduced. Evidence at hand so far indi­
cates That a moderation of profits should 
allow an immediate drop in prices. In 
addition to large afid increasing manu­
facturers’ profits, the middlemen have 
added a very heavy percentage of profit 
to the manufacturers’ prices. Evidence 
given in the report shows that, in many 
cases, the retail price is more than double 
manufacturers’ prices. The margin taken 
byv the middlemen is greater than the 
whole amount that went to the farmer, 
manufacturer, and laborer.”

While this condition exists the .Ottawa 
report says that Canada has a larger sup­
ply of raw material for cottons and wool­
lens than ever before.

It is also a fact that the supply of cat­
tle, sheep and hogs in Canada today is 
larger than before the war. And Aus­
tralian mutton can be imported and sold 
far cheaper than Canadian mutton.

dom. With, most papers today there is 
a tendency to abuse that privilege. I ad­
mire the freedom in American college 
life, but if not careful, that freedom may 
be abused. There is not so much free­
dom of the press or freedom of speech 
in Japan, but with all the regulations 
there is a tendency toward yellow jour­
nalism.'’
News Should Be Unbiased.

The interpretation of news should be 
unbaised, said Dr. Minakuchi, again em­
phasizing a point which he made many 
times during the interview. He said 
that the editor stands in much the 
position as a public' speaker. The public 
speaker must be sincere in what he says. 
He should have sincerity and honesty 
of purpose and speak, not for his own 
glorification, but put the interest of the 
public first. So it should be with the 
press, he said, but in too many instances 
it is the reverse.

“The trouble is,” continued Dr. Mina­
kuchi, “as we have found, all humanity 
is selfish, and this selfishness has assert­
ed itself as materialism. The attitude is 
not humanitarian, but utilitarian. With 
too many papers it is a mathematical 
calculation in terms of money. The ques­
tion is not how much good may be 
accomplished for the public, but how 
many copies of the paper can we sell?”

Every newspaper, in the opinion of Dr. 
Minakuchi, should have a definite pro­
gramme to follow, and should concen­
trate its efforts on that programme. Its 
foreign news should be such as would 
furnish the public with a view to creat­
ing a better feeling among all nations, 
and its advertising department, he con­
tinued, should encourage business hon­
esty.

Dr. Minakuchi said he wouli^ not 
think of going back to Japan and en­
larging upon the worst side of American 
life. But the newspapers that are sent 
broadcast can present wrong impressions. 
There are too many journals, he added, 
that have no compunction of conscience 
on those things, and give wrong impres­
sions of the real America. If the news­
papers would publish good things, said 
Dr. Minakuchi, rt would encourage peo­
ple to do good, and if the papers pub­
lished this class of news, the public 
would take it quicker than the sensa­
tional.

There is at the moment some reason 

to call a halt in the housing movement, 
and the king has shown the reason why. 
“Homes,” he remarked, “is what is re­
quired, not merely ‘houses,’ ” and it is 
exactly in the ratio in which the aver­
age citizen discerns the full value of the 
essential difference between a mere house 
and a “home” that the good hoped for 
from the vast government building 
schemes will bear fruit of real quality. 
A halt, however, does not mean a delay. 
All that is required is a moment in 
which to grasp the essential value of 
plans and projects, before bricks and 
mortar play their part, and evidence is 
seen on all sides that any attempt to 
dump houses down, regardless of social 
amenities, will be opposed. Barrack 
“model dwellings,” no doubt a step out 
of the chaos of the industrial period, are 
by no means the ideal, “home,” as any 
worker in their vicinity or any inmate 
can testify, and rows of houses in rows 
of streets in their way are almost as 
undesirable as congested “model dwell­
ings.” It. is, as it were, an appeal head­
ed by the king that is being made to the 
powers that be, that “homes” and not 
only “booses?’ shall be built in the fu­
ture.

Happily those “who know” are active­
ly engaged In educating public opinion. 
The Garden Cities and Town Planning 
Association are holding lectures to 
further their programme, and the secre­
tary of the National Housing and Town- 
Planning Institute, Henry Aldridge, 
speaking before the Housing and Town- 
Planning Institute, emphasized the nec­
essity for making town-planning schemes 
obligatory on all local authorities in 
whose areas-growth was likely to take 
place. He instanced the bill before the 
French senate tod chamber of deputies, 
which proposed that all local! authorities 
above ascertain population should be re­
quired to prepare schemes, and he con­
sidered that Great Britain should be as 
courageous in her attack upon the hous­
ing question as the French government 
Obligatory Town Planning.

Old methods, he declared, were obso­
lete, and the policy of obligatory town- 
planning should be embodied in the bill. 
Mr. Aldridge believes in the ways and 
communications bill as a measure which 
will bring to an end the controversy as 
to obligatory planning, because a na­
tional system of road development is 
based upon the preparation of all local 
authorities of simplified schemes of plan­
ning.

A conference of public utility societies, 
convened by the Federation of Public 
Utility and Co-operative Housing Socie­
ties, has been held under the presidency 
of Lord Henry Cavendish Bentinck, M. 
P. He pointed out that great difficulties 
stood in the way of giving assistance to 
private enterprise, and the only alterna­
tive to placing the whole business of 
providing houses on the local authorities

Recalls Bishop King, Once Famous In

London, June 9—The old Palace of 
Bishop King, in St Aldate’s, Oxford, is 
to be converted into a seminary for the 
training of candidates for the ranks of 
the Catholic secular clergy. The candi­
dates while in residence will pursue their 
studies at the university.

The direction of the theological side 
of the seminary will be in charge of the 
Right Rev. Mgr. Stapylton Barnes, M. 
A., of University College, formerly the 
vicar of St Michael’s (Church of Eng­
land), Shoreditch, who was received into 
the Church of Rome by Cardinal Merry 
del Val in 1896. For some years he held 
the post of Roman Catholic chaplain at 
the University of Cambridge.

Bishop King was the first Bishop of 
Osney, the original diocese. He built 
the palace about 1648'. After his death 
in 1657, when he was buried in Christ 
Church Cathedral, the house passed into 
other hands and subsequently became 
the property of Unton Croke, a colonel 
in Cromwell’s army. From 1619 to 1627 
it was the residence of John Howson, 
Bishop of Oxford.

Bishop King was originally a Cister­
cian monk, but afterwards joined the 
Austin canons and passed through va­
rious changes of faith during the reigns 
of Henry, Edward and Queen Mary.

At present services are being held in 
the old hall of the palace, but it is pro­
posed „to convert the stable at the back 
of the palace into a temporary chapel

Dr. Minakuchi, in an Interview, Contrasts 
l Publicity Methods in United States 
and His Own Country — Integrity 
Urged

Chicago, June 9—Because of the posi­
tion which the United States occupies to­
day in world affairs, a greater responsi­
bility rests upon the American press 
than ever before, declared Dr. Yu taka 
Minakuchi, Japanese lecturer, in an in­
terview here with a representative of the 
Christian Science Monitor. i

Dr. Minakuchi was educted in the 
universities of Kentucky, North Caro­
lina, and Virginia, and at Yale. He 
speaks excellent English, and is an ora­
tor. Not only is he a student of the af­
fairs of Japan and the Orient, but he is 
also a student of American life. At the 
present time he is delivering lectures in 
various universities of the United States 
on the subject of “American-Japanese 
Relations.”

America’s influence is tremendous, and 
will be greater, said Dr. Minakuchi,when 
asked what of the responsibilities of the 
press in international affairs. Japan, 
China and the Balkans are looking to 
America for a fresh moral influence. 
America stands as the great interna­
tional moderator, continued Dr. Minaku­
chi. With the United States occupying 
the position it does in world affairs, he 
declared, its press should see to it that, 
first of all, it gives correct information, 
and in giving this information its inter­
pretation of the news should be un­
biased and impartial, leaving the reader 
to draw his own conclusions.
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How Everyone Can Help /FIRST ATTEMPTED
OCEAN FLIGHTFunction of the Press.

“The function of good journalism is 
to inform the public on the vital ques­
tions of the day, speaking in general 
terms,” he said. “And of course that 

that the information must be au­
thentic and reliable. Of late, we have 
seen all kinds of foreign news published, 
some of it having no foundation or 
ground whatever. This has been true of 
the Korean question. One day a de­
spatch was published from Peking and 
the next day the paper that published 
it told us that the report was not so and 
had been denied officially. What sense 
is there in giving such a report? Why 
can’t the people wait until such reports 
are authenticated?

“There is a tendency in this country 
to put what is offensive on the front 
page. The policy ought to be the re­
verse, and the other pages ought to be 
devoted to what is to our vital interest. 
There ought to be a wider margin be­
tween news and gossip. A good journal, 
in my opinion, should make it a point to 
put what is good first.

‘I believe in the freedom of the press, 
but I do not believe in abusing that free-

From Birmingham and other large in­

Washington, June 9—The fate of far­
time prohibition rests with Attorney- 
General A. Mitchell Palmer. If he ad­
vises the president, on his return, that 
demobilization has proceeded to such a 
point as to justify a proclamation of its 
completion, it is assured that the procla­
mation will be forthcoming.

The president’s recent message to con­
gress, stating that “demobilization of the 
military forces of the country has pro­
gressed to such a point that it seems to 
be entirely safe now to remove the ban 
upon the manufacture and sale of wines 
and beers, having produced no congres­
sional effect, the next logical step is the 
exercise of the discretion vested in him 
by the war prohibition act. Just as he 
asked and received an opinion from the 
attorney-general when lie wanted to 
know if he had the power to terminate 
the law, it is surmised that he has made 
a similar request for advice as to his 
authority to declare demobilization com­
plete.

Thus, Canada, 
with no food surplus, and in many cases 
with a production considerably leas than 
the domestic consumption, not only is 
exporting food in large quantities, but is 
maintaining taxes and restrictions 
against food imports.

Cost of Living Commissioner Says 
Woolens and Cottons Are Sell­
ing Above Actual Value

Ottawa, June 8.—The cost of living 
commissioner is laying a report before 
the Minister of Labor, which shows that 
the prices of textiles and staple articles 
of clothing should decline in-The near 
future. The ordinary story of the sales­
men of such goods is that prices are 
going higher than ever before. In view 
of such alarming statements, pre­
liminary investigations have been made 
into the matter. Information collected 
from the leading 'manufacturers shows 
conclusively that insofar as the price 
of the goods at the /nill affects the situa­
tion, these statements are utterly mis­
leading.

The situation regarding woollens and 
worsteds is that Canada is more heavily 
supplied with the raw material than 
ever in her history and the price for the 
same is very much lower than last fall. 
The finished cloth is now coming on the 
market more freely than when the looms 
were engaged in weaving khaki cloth, 
and the cloth sold this spring by the 
manufacturer which should reach the 
wearer this fall was sold at lower prices 
than the material sold last season.

Consumers’ Coal Company Service Goes Far 3acK of the Mere Delivery of the Coal by Team Cottons Down, Too.
In the case, of cottons the manufac­

turers’ prices have also declined since 
last fall and the stocks coming ahead 
for retail sale have cost the middleman 
decidedly less than earlier stocks. The 
retail price of such commodities should 
be reduced.

Evidence at hand so far indicates that 
a moderation of profits should allow an 
immediate drop in prices. In addition 
to large and increasing manufacturers’ 
profits the middlemen have added a very 
heavy percentage of profit to the manu­
facturers’ prices.

Evidence given in the report shows 
that in many cases the retail price is 
more than double the manufacturers’ 
prices. The margin taken by the middle­
men is greater than the whole amount 
that went to the farmer, manufacturer 
and laborer. There are even cases of 
this shown where the goods were pur­
chased direct from the manufacturer by 
the retailer.

This preliminary report will be tabled 
before the House committee on the high 
cost of living. Further reports on these 
commodities will be made later to the 
Minister of I^abor.

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John W, Campbell, a high school stu­

dent with a liking for the sea, was one 
of the crew of fifteen on the berkentine 
Vuako, whose captain and second mate, 
Adolph C. and Adolph B. Pedersen, 
father and son, are being tried In New 
York on an Indictment charging them 
with having caused the death of Axel 
Hansen, an able seaman. The alleged 
crime occurred when the Puako was six 
weeks out from Cape Town, South Af­
rica, whither she was sailing with a load 

' of lumber on a three months’ trip from 
Victoria, B. C.

Campbell halls from Iowa. He testi­
fied for the government He was rated 
as an apprentice seaman. Hansen and 
the steward, who also died on the trip, 
were the only men aboard who were 
members of the Seamen’s Union.

It is alleged that Hansen, driven des­
perate because of short rations and cruel 
treatment, leaped Into the sea on Aug. 
6, 1918. Campbell told the story of the 
tragedy. It was 4 o’clock in the' morn­
ing. A high wind was blowing from the 

' northwest and Hansen was sent aloft 
by the second mate to loose the royal 
sail The deck was high with lumber, 
chained fast, and the hold was filled 
with It, which made the vessel loggy and 
slow to respond to her rudder.

“When Hansen came down,” testified 
the witness, “I saw him and the mate 
talk together for a few minutes and then 
I heard a report and saw the mate slap 
Hansen in the face. Hansen ran down 
the deck toward the stem, with the 
mate in pursuit. Reaching the starboard 
side, near the stem, he slipped under the 
rail and jumped overboard. The mate 
was within eight feet of him when he 
jumped.”

Then-the witness said that Jack Joe, 
who was at the wheel, was ordered by 
young Pedersen to bring the vessel 
about, and Pedersen lent a hand at the 
wheel to hurry the movement The wit­
ness, peering over the rail, saw that 
Hansen had clutched the log line and 
was clinging to it. Captain Pedersen 
was summoned, and he came oh deck 
and took charge. According to the wit­
ness the captain was not deeply con- 

* ceraed over the situation. He asked the 
steersman who ordered him to bring the 
vessel about, and Joe replied:

“The mate. There’s a man over­
board.”

“Then," testified the witness, the cap­
tain retorted, “To hell with the man 

, overboard. Put the vessel back on her 
course.”

Several of the seamen were standing 
about, and the captain, said the witness, 
sternly ordered them go along and take 
care of their sails. The witness and a 
seaman named Riley didn’t move quick­
ly enough, Campbell testified, and the 
captain picked up a tiller pin and start­
ed for them, whereupon they quickened 
their movements.

“As I started forward,” the witness 
continued, “I looked back in the seas 
and saw Hatiseh ' struggling at the end 
of the log link and I heard him cry 
three times for help. But the vessel con­
tinued on her course and Hansen was 
left to perish in the sea.”

Campbell had signed a statement ex­
onerating the captain and his son from 
any responsibility for Hansen’s death, 
and swore to it before R. A. Lee, a jus­
tice of the peace at Cape Town. When 
he was asked about this he explained 
that he signed and swore to it under 
duress. Soon after Hansen had been lost, 
he said, Captain Pedersen began to talk 
to him about the trouble on the vessel 
and to drill him into what he must say 
if he were questioned about it. This

NEWS OF MOTHER’S DEATH. 

Mrs. Hazen Brown of Torrybum has 
death of herreceived news of the 

mother, Mrs. Charles Skinner, aged sev­
enty-five years, which occurred at her 
home in Colee, III, on June 1.

With a war record which is perhaps 
unsurpassed in Canada today, which in­
cluded service on both the French and 
Italian fronts, Sergeant-Major Arthur 
Ellis who was among the first hundred 
thousand—the “old contemptibles” who 
were the bulwark on which the safety of 
Paris rested in 1914, was welcomed to his 
home at 48 Exmouth street this momipg. 
He had just arrived from Halifax where 
he landed yesterday on the Adriatic. j

SergiL-Major Ellis, a six-footer and 
every inch a soldier, was in Canada at \ 
the outbreak of war. ' Before coming to 
Canada he had served twelve years with j 
the Royal Horse Artillery and after the 
call to arms came in 1914 he lost no time j 
in returning to the motherland and of­
fered his services. Landing in England 
on the last day of August, he was receiv­
ed back into the ranks of the Royal 
Regiment of Artillery and five days later 
left for LaHavre and the badly threat­
ened battle line on the western front.

Joining the Second Corps headquarters 
he lived through the nightmare of the 
Mons retreat when every ounce of 
strength was required to stay the tide of 
Prussian force in their first taste of vic­
tory. After the Battle of the Marne 
he was transferred to the 7th Division 
and with them saw the First Battle of 
Ypres, Neuve Chapelle, Givinchy, Fest- 
ubert and Loos fighting; the campaign 
on the Somme in the fall of 1916, taking 
part in the battles of Mametz, Bazentin, 
Guinchy and High Wood and the battle 
of the Ancre. He was with the divisions j 
that pushed their way to the Hinden- ' 
burg Line in 1917, when for the first time 1 
they were knocking at the gates of Cam­
brai, but were later forced to give up the 
fruits of their splendid victory.

He accompanied his division into the 
battle of Bullechttrt and went with them 
into the Flahdek battles of the autumn 
of 1917, through- the hell-fire of Zonne- 
beke and Fhsschèhdale.

After Passathendaele, Sergt-Major 
Ellis’ division was moved to Italy where j 
it took part in the battles on the Mont- i 
ello and Asiago plateaus. His division J 
remained in the southern theatre until 
the close of hostilities, being one of the 
formatioans which effected tile passage 
of the Piave rivér, taking in its victori­
ous passage the Island of Papadopdi, and 
pushing on to the Monticano and Tag- 
Hamento rivers and staying in until the 
final act which ended in the complete 
surrender of the Austrian army. j

After the armistice, Sergt-Major Ellis 
was sent to Trieste with a fdfcl relief de­
tachment and returned to England in 
February. After going through the rou­
tine of repatriation he was sent to the 
Canadian camp at Winchester where he 
remained until the sailing of the Adriat-

;
