England’s Foremost Writer 
on Bird Life Died Recently 
at His Home in London— 
His Books of Rare Charm.

W. H. Hudson, a prominent figure In 
English letters and the literature of na­
ture, died in his home in London on 
Aug. 18. Mr. Hudson’s first book was 
“The Purple Land Which England Lost,” j 
published in London in 1868. The title 
alludes to the history of the Republic j 
of Uruguay and its brief conquest by | 
British troops. It established the writers 
reputation and it was followed in 1887 
by “A Crystal Age,’* the picture of a 
Utopia in which human nature is per­
fected and made passionless, but is shown 
to be savorless for want of strife, the 
condition of normal life.

In his early life Mr. Hudson lived at 
an estancia on an Argentine pampa, 
where on the vast southern plains he 
acquired his love and knowledge of na- 

“The Crystal Age” was fol­
lowed the next year by “Argentine 
Ornithology.” In 1892 appeared “Nat­
uralist in La Plata.” A second edition ; 
was called for within a few months and ; 
the author took his place with Wallace 
and Bates among the greatest English 
writers on South American natural his­
tory.

When Mr. Hudson went to England 
! he contributed to magazines while he , 
I turned to the study of nature in Eng- 
I land. In 1893 appeared the first of the | 
volumes dealing with that subject, | 
“Birds in a Village,” the village being 
Cookham Dean, near Maidenhead. As 
his observation of England grew fuller 
his imagination found a second con­
genial field and his books which fol­
lowed were full of rare charm.

“Nature in Downland" appeared in 
1900, “Hampshire Days” in 1903, “The ; 
Land’s End” followed in 1908, "Afoot i 
in England” in 1909 and “A Shepherd’s 
Life” in 1910. More purely ornitho­
logical works were “British Birds, 
published in 1895; “Birds, in London 
(1899) and “Birds and Man” (1901). 
“El Ombu” (1902) is a email collec­
tion of South American sketches, while 
“Green Mansions” (190*) and “A Ltt-

He represent­
ed India at the Imperial Conference in j 
London in 1921, at the second assembly \ 
of the League of Nations tn Genoa and j 
at the conference on the' Limitation of I 
Armament in Washington.

Mr. Bajpai, who is accompanying Mr. 
Sastri, is an Oxford graduate and a 
member of the Indian civil service, the 
corps elite of the administration in In­
dia. He was with Mr. Sastri in Genoa, 
Washington and London.

The “Servants of India” Is a political 
and social organization which regards ! 
India’s connection with Great Britain j 
as ordained by Providence for high pur- j 
poses. Its members are under a vow1 
not to engage in any money-making 
profession or business for themselves or 
families, but to serve their country on 
a mere subsistence allowance granted by | 
the society. Their chief aim is to sc- | 
cure' for India a status similar to that 
of Canada or the other elder docinions. 
India’s Future.

Hon. Mr. Sastri says he regards the 
British Empire as the greatest humani­
tarian organization the world has ever 
seen; that the British spirit is something 
greater than any single British mind 
can express ; rooted in a desire for just­
ice and truth. In a recent address in 
Victoria, Mr. Sastri spoke as follows:—

“I have no fears for the future of 
India. The non-co-operation movement ! 
headed by Mahatma Ghandi was doom­
ed to failure because it was founded on 
utopian and idealistic theories, and it 
has virtually collapsed already. Whether 
the arrest of Ghandi had any effect in 
that regard I am not prepared to say. I 
would rather not discuss that incident, 
because I was not in India at the time 
and I think that its significance has been 
considerably exaggerated. All I know is 
that Ghandi is safe behind prison bars 
and apparently will remain there for six

Trts EFFECTS OT CAPACITY.
The fundamental wave-length of an antenna system is the Wave-length at 

Which the antenna circuit when connected to earth oscillates by virtue of the 
inductance and capacity contained in the antenna system itself without the n- 
sertion of any coils or condensers. If a ooij of wire is connected in §cr es 
the antenna the wave-length will be increased by an amount dependent upon 
the size of the coil used, but if a condenser is connected in senes with the an­
tenna the wave-length $s reduced and the smaller the condenser used the shorter 
the resultant wave-length will be. In other words as we approach a Condition of 
infinite Capacity in the series condenser by continually Increasing the capacity, we 
approach the point where the wave-length would be the same as the simple 
grounded antenna with no series condenser. As we continually reduce the te­
nacity of the condenser we finally reach a condition where the capacity of the 
condenser is zero under which condition s we have merely the wave-length of the 
un-grounded antenna. The wave-length secured by using a series condenser can 

be less than half of the wave-len gth of the grounded antenna.
If two condensers of equal capacity are connected in series, the capacity 

’of the combination will be equal to one-half the capacity of either condenser in­
dividually, but if the same condensers are connected In parallel the total ca­
pacity will be twice the capacity of a single condenser. A combination of the 
series and parallel connections is often employed in transmitting circuits 
where the voltage from the transformer is too great to apply to a single con­
denser unit. For example, the transforme r may have a voltage of 30,000 volts and 
a condenser capacity of .002 micro-farads may be required. If it is desired to use 
condenser units having a unit capacity of .002 micro-farad each » will be read y 
seen that a single unit has the desired capacity but a single unit will usually 
have a break down voltage of less than 20,000 volts. By connecting up four such 
units so that there are two In series an d two in parallel (see diagram) the re- : 
ouired capacity of .002 micro-farads is obtained and the high voltage is impress­
ed across two units in series, thereby m aking the voltage on each unit only 10,- 
000 volts.

London, Aug. 18—(Associated Press, 
by Mail)—Great Britain sho 
misfortune to be engaged 
big war, it is safe to predict that no 
cases of “shell shock’ will appear among 
her list of casualties. The first recom­
mendation of the War Office committee 
on shell shock, whose report has Just 
been t ubllshed, is that the term should 
be cut out of the official language.

“War Neurosis’’ is considered to be 
the^best general term. “Shell shock” is 
declared to be wholly misleading, because 
it occurred to patients who had 
been even within hearing of a shellbtirst.

“It is no surprise to find that the gen­
eral lay conception of the term was very 
loose and ill-informed, the committee 
state. “There was such anxious solitude 
during the war as to the. incapacitated, 
and such was the appeal of the term 
“shell shock,” that this class of case ex­
cited more general interest and sympathy 
than any other, so that it became a most 
desirable complaint from which to suffer.

THE “NE# CHURCH” 
IN SOVIET LANDWestern Recommendation re 

Criminal Trials, to Super­
sede Assize System — Re­
duce Jury Number. Moscow, Aug. 11.—(A. P, by mail.)— 

The “red èlergy,” led by a group of 
young men, held its first congress here 
early in August and discussed plans to 
establish a new “live church.” It was 
contended that the church must be 
brought nearer to the masses, and that 
the “new church” should be as “Simple 
and as humble as was Christ Himself.”

| The aims of the “red clergy,” so 
called because of its acknowledgment of 
the social revolution and the Soviet In­
ternationale, include liquidation of the 
superiority of the regular clergy in Rus­
sian church affairs; doing away with the 
reactionary section of higher clergy, 
who, it is contended, are still hoping for 
a coup d’etat to sweep them into power 
again, and preparation of an all-Russlan 
conclave at which a successor to Patri­
arch Tichon is to be elected.

The “red clergy” group, headed by 
Archbishop Antonin and some, young 
Moscow and Petrograd clergymen, came 
into existence as a result of a split 
among the Russian Orthodox clergy, 
brought about soon after confiscation of 
church treasures was started by Soviet 
government officials.

Because of the opposition which de­
veloped among the ruling church author­
ities. some of the clergy were prose­
cuted in various parts of Russia, even 
Patriarch Tichon himself having been 
placed on trial. Many sentences of 
death were Imposed, some of which were 
carried into effect, and various arch- 
bisTiops, bishops and clergymen 
given Jail sentences. Realizing that the 
conflict between the state and the church 
threatened the very existence of the 
church itself, the group of young clergy­
men took the initiative and demanded 
the abdication of Patriarch Tichon. The 
patriarch yielded to the demands, and 
Immediately afterward the movement of 
the “live church” was inaugurated.

The new movement, first of all, is 
against supporters of the old Bizantine 
church service, which demands splendor 
in all its glory. It is contended that the 
costly mitres of gold studded with 
jewels, the magnificent vestments, the 
priceless rugs are too significant of ans- 
tocracy. “In all this splendor,” says the 
young clergymen, “little room is left for 
the light of Christ’s mercy and love.” 
The church must be brought nearer to 
the masses—it should be “proletarlzed.” 
And it is on these grounds that the “red 
clergy” have recognized the revolution, 
its results, and the Internationale.

The “live church” proposed also to 
clear the churches and parish councils of 
counter revolutionary cleifcy and to re­
move the vow of celibacy for bishops.

Winnipeg, Man. Sept. 5—Declaring it 
to be a necessity owing to the increase 
of major crime In Manitoba during the 
last year, Col. J. G. Rattray, commis­
sioner of provincial police, has 
mended to the attorney-general’s depart­
ment the abolition of the present system 
of assize court sittings in favor of a 
continual criminal court session presi­
ded over by one judge. He also recom­
mends a reduction in the petit jury from 
twelve to seven persons.

These recommendations will be put be­
fore the next session of the legislature 
by way of amendments to the jury act.

The present system for handling cases 
provided for four sessions of the assize 
court each year. Each session is handled 
by two and sometimes three courts, 
which during the last year have failed to 
clean up all cases on the docket, due to 
the impossibility of holding a petit jury 
longer than thirty days. When the sum- 

assize court closed early in June 
more than a dozen cases were laid over 
until the fall assize.

The recommendation of Colonel Rat­
tray will provide for one king’s bench 
judge to sit in criminal court continu­
ously, or until such a time as all crim­
inal cases on the docket are disposed of.
