SIR WALTER SCOTT.

If the Telegraph is correct in the con­
tention that it is “ the duty of the gov­
ernment to make an appointment of a 
police magistrate for the united city,” 
then it is clear that it is out of their 
power to appoint B. L. Peters as such 
police magistrate, for Jhe act of union 
explicitly declares that Mr. Peters shall be 
police magistrate “ until another person 
is duly appointed and sworn in his 
stead.” The same is true in regard to 
the office of chief of police, so that anoth­
er person and not Mr. Marshall will have 
to be appointed chief of police. Yet it is 
hard to understand why the legislature, 
in passing the union bill, should have 
enacted that Mr. Peters aud Mr. Marshall 
should not be capable of being appointed 
to the offices which they at present hold. 
Their disqualification is the more re­
markable when it is considered that the 
legislature thought them good enough to 
continue in the offices which they now 
hold,until other persons are appointed in 
their places. Perhaps, however, we 
ought to apologize to our readers for 
treating thus seriously an argument 
which is manifestly absurd on its face. 
It is repugnant to reason and common 
sense to assume that the legislature 
intended to disqualify Mr. Peters from 
being police magistrate of the new city, 
or Mr. Marshall from being its Chief of 
Police. The proper construction of the 
act is,that these gentlemen shall continue 
in the offices they now hold until it is 
found necessary, in the public interests, 
to remove them. It is a novel doctrine 
truly that the tail is greater than the 
dog, that a part is greater than the whole, 
or that a provincial government is greater 
than the legislature which created it. As 
it is evident that Mr. Blair will not re­
move Mr. Peters and appoint Mr. Ritchie, 
hut will let the union act. take its course, 
the editor of the Telegraph, and those 
who believe with him that the govern­
ment must make a new appointment,will 
have an opportunity of testing the cor­
rectness of their legal contention in the 
courts. Let them assail the title of Mr. 
Peters to his office by applying for a 
writ of quo warranto, and then we shall 
see what we shall see. Every lawyer 
knows that a reference to the statute 
which makes Mr. Peters police magistrate 
until anotlur perron is appointed in his 
place, would lie a complete answer to 
such an application, and that any tier- 
son making such a preposterous motion 
would simply be laughed out of court.
