A good deal of indignation has been
excited throughout this province by the
attack which was made in a London
paper called the Financial News on the
Canada Eastern Railway, which was
formerly known as the Northern &
Western. This road, we need hardly ex-
plain, runs from Fredericton to Chatham
and passes through a very important and
interesting country, full of wealth and
resources. The article referred to, it is
shrewdly suspected, was cither written
on this side of the Atlantic or inspired
from it,'there being certain local matters
dealt with in it which are rot likely to
be within the knowledge of persons re-
siding in England. The character of the
Financial News, however, is not such as
to give any weight to its opinions. Our
readers well remember that seven or
eight years ago, when the Can-
adian Pacific was being construct-
ed, this very paper, the TFinan-
cial News, was used by the Grand
Trunk Railway of Canada to injure the
Canadian Pacific among English invest-
ors. These attacks,which showed all the
animus and vindictive malice possible
were directed against the Canadian
Pacific with a view of preventing the
English people from buying their bonds.
The article utterly failed because the
reasons given for depreciating the Can-
adian Pacific were shown to be groundless,
and the result has been a triumphant
vindication of that great transcontinenti-

al railway. The sane thing will, no
doubt, be seen in regard to the Canada

interests.

through a number of processes for the
purpuse of being cleansed and freed from
impurities and finally goes through a
paper making machine from which it
comes out in the form of thick, yellowish
colored, paper in which form it is most
convenient for export.

There does
not seem to be any good reason why
other mills of the same kind should not
be built in this Province. The Chatham
pulp mill sells its products in the United
States paying a duty of 10 per cent,

Some time ago a gleeful despatch came
from Chicago to the eflect that the
British investors who had purchased the
Chicago stock yards, would gét nothing
for their money because the men who
had sold them, intended to establish
other stock yards which would take
all the business of the old ones,
This telegram sounded very much
like the rejoicing of a thief over
a neatly planned and successful robbery
But it seems to have been rather pre-
mature for the British investors did not
complete the purchase of the stock yards.

or not the stamlps attached to such certificate
represent exactly the value the amount of cash
paid. ers are requested to bear in mind that
certificates of verification are of no value what-
ever unless stamps covering the full amqunt of
fees charged are attached.

3. Owners and holders of these official certifi-
catesare specially requested to keep them care-

AGAINST THE CZAR.

Arrests Made.

Paris, Aug., 2.—Figaro and Siecle state
that a fresh nihilist plot against the czar
has been discovered in St. Petersburg.
A number of students in the university
of St. Petersburg and many persons in
Moscow who are alleged to be concerned
in the plot were arrested.
