FOREST FIRES RAGING
IN EASTERN STATES.

in Adirondacks—Pennsyl-
vania Mountain Ablaze.

Albany, N. Y., Oct. 20.—The forest
fires raging in the adirondacks , ap-
pear to have been témporarily check-
ed, according t6 a telephonic com-
munication 'rec.eived this morning
from various points in the mountains.
A heavy frost last night aided the

men in fighting the flames. The
heavy gale which blew across the
mountains yesterday has apparently

subsided. There appear to be no in-
dications of rain. Thes fire at Lake
Kushaqua which threatened to reach
the Stonywold sanitorium is reported
as being under control.

It was reported [rom Lake Kush-
aqua that the fire at that place was
within three-quarters of a mile of the
Stonywold sanitorium,  which hasg
about 84 patients. The patients were
prepared to leave at a moment’s no-
tice. These fires extend for several
miles between Loon Lake and Lake
Kushaqua.

Fire lines are being maintained day
and night. The fire fighters were aid-
ed last night by the arrival of sev-
eral firemen from Utica, who were
taken to. the scene on a special train.
They brought with them an engine
hose cart and several thousand feet of
hose. There is plenty of water close
to the fires.

Word was received from Dannemora
that the fires in that locality were at
one time dangerously near the state
prison, but that they were now under

control. Séveral prisoners aided the
fire fighters under instructions from
Warden Cole. Considerable valuable

timber land was destroyed,

Chief State Fire Warden Emmons,
who is at Lake Placid, said that while
the fires in that vicinity are threaten-

BOY ACCHDENTALLY

Shotgun Discharged While Boy

During the day he
mentioned the fact of his brother ly-
inging alongside the log to several of
his playmates, who when they went
home spoke of what the Todd boy had
told them. Believing that something
might be wrong, a neighbor went to
the Todd home that afternoon and got
the eldest boy to accompany her Jto
the lJog where he said his brother was
lyving. On arriving at the spot and
seeing the boy and the gun on the
opposite sides of the log, and without
making any further investigation. she
came to the conclusion that the boy
had been shot.

EXCELLENT CHANCE OF
SWEEPING PROVINCE

Resume of Political Outlook
Shows Five Certain Seats
for Liberals.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

A careful survey of the political sit-
uation. in British Columbia confirms
the belief that the government will be
sustained. Five seats are certain and
in the two others fierce contests will
be fought.

In Victoria the election of Hon. Wm.
Templeman is a foregone conclusion.
No good reason why he should not be
re-elected has been advanced by his
opponents; they have been unable to
make any headway against his credit-
able record, while the campaign of the
party they represent has disgusted the
reople of Canada from the Atlantic to
the Pacific. The people of Victoria
have no desire to retire into the cold
shades of opposition for flve years,
which would be the case if they elect-
ed 'G. H. Barnard. The marked con-
trast in the two campaigns here is
also worthy of comment. Mr, Tem-
pleman is discussing questions of ma-
ierial importance to the country, ques-
tions of trade, of land settlement ani
ilarge projects such as the Hudson Bay
railway, the Grand Trunk Pacific, the
ccnnection - of the big transcontinental
railway with Victoria and the All-Red
rcute. Mr. Barnard and his friends
are representing a negative policy and
talking scandal’ while the unfortunate
break of the Conservative candidate
when mayor, namely, the notorious
secret agreement, has lost him many
friends. In view of these facts it is
easy to predict the result in Victoria.

In Nanaimo, Ralph Smith is engaged
in a spirited fight against an unholy
alliance between the Socialist and
Conservative promoters. - He cannou
possibly be defeated. Even if the So-
cialist secures a majority in Nanaimo
and Ladysmith he will be easily de-
feated as his strength outside of these
two places is insignificant and there
are three thousand names on the list
with Nanalmo and Ladysmith exXx-
cluded.

The political apochrypha about W.
T. R. Preston’s alleged doings in Japan
was surely brought forth prematurely,

his article. Mr. Preston dealt solely
with the Japanese nation as a possible
economic factor in the affairs of the
industrial] and commercial world. Mr.
Barnard may not know these things,
because mentally the candidate of the
Conservative party is merely a sort of
human phonograph, giving off such
impressions as he receives from those
in contact.
But ‘the Colonist knows that in des-
seminating its stories about the mis-
sion of Mr. Preston it has been delib-
erately giving currency to untruths.
The absurdity of the statements is
apparent, because is it not evident that
if Mr. Preston were engaged in a pro-'
paganda of emigration the Japanese
would view his- work with marked
favor? Instead of that they are abus-
ing him and holding him up to public
opprobrium. They resent his criticisms
of  their trade methods.

The agreement between the Japan-
ese government and the Canadian gov-
ernment absolutely bars the way to
Japanese immigration to British Co-
lumbia. Mr. Preston may not be a
perfect man, but he is not a fool.
Neither is he an ignorant man. None
but a fool and an ignorant man in
such a capacity as that of Mr. Pres-
ton, would undertake to run up against
that agreement. We ‘believe the terms
of its contract with the Canadian' gov-
ernment will be fully adhered to by the
Japanese government, because that
government knows' it cannot afford to
transgress any of its provisions. It
fully understands that the instant it
does so transgress, the treaty of trade
and commerce between Canada and
Japan will be denounced. The future
of the Oriental nation commercially
depends upon itsgMmaintaining cordial
relations’ with its neighbors.

THRILLING BRAVERY IN
TYPHOON AT PHILIPPINES

Victims in Submerged Settle-
ments Number
500.

B memeare.

Manila, Oct. 22.—Additional reports of
damage wrought in the Cagaiyan val-
ley by the typhoon of October 12th in-
dicate that the loss of life will reach
500, At Appari, where the thrilling res-
cue of a hundred natives was effected
through the heroism or Lieut. Robert
Clark, Lieut, Redway and Postmaster
Fosse, the survivors say that 300 resi-
dents of the submerged village which is
located some distance below Appari
were swept away and drowned.

The three Americans aided by one
Filipino volunteer were informed of the
danger that threatened the village and
managed to reach it by boat. Ap-
proaching the shore in a series of short
rushes between breakers, that threat-
ened at any moment.to swamp their
frail craft, the rescuers found scores of
natives clinging to the poles of their
wrecked houses. Lieut. Clark and Lieut.
Redway, carrying lines from the boat,
foyght their way through the breakers
and swimming from house to house
saved the lives of about 100 women and
children. So thorough was their work
that all but six of those living, when
the -boat reached the willage, were
saved.

The half-dozen unfortunates in ques-
tion were swept away by the force of
the water while the Americans were
striving to reach them. More than 350
bodies were recovered’in this locality.

It is reported that many were drown-
ed at Illalang, and that the town itself
was almost entirely swept away. It is
feared that the storm and the resulting
flood has seriously damaged the to-
bacco crop of the island. The principal
supply and the best quality of Philip-
pine tobacco is grown in the Cagatan
district, where two plantations report
serious damage. Up to the present time
there has beer no communication es-
tablished with other sections where the
cotton crop is of more importance,

BRYAN'S STRONG APPEAL
TO LABOR VOTERS

Criticizes . Republican Cam-
paign and Says Taft Follow-
ers Growing Desperate.

EXPEDIENTS TO SOLVE -
PROBLEM OF UNEMPLOYED

British Government Provides
Millions in Effort to Help
Sufferers.

London, Oct. 22.—The very serious

matter of the unemployed in England
came up for discussion in the House
of Commons yesterday afternoon, but a
larger dole of money than last year
and the expediting of the naval ship-
building programme were the only ex-
pedients proposed by Premier As-
quith in his unfolding of the govern-
ment’s plan to meet the situation.

"The gravity of the case, arising from
the fact that hundreds of thousands
are on the verge of starvatian through
lack of work, was fully recognized by
the premier, but he said he could not
undertake in the legislative field to
cope with the permanent causes there-
of until next session. The government
he said, was prepared to_ provide a
fund of $1,500,000 to help the unem-
ployed, and the admiralty was giving
out orders for the construction on nine
torpedo boat destroyers and five un-
armed cruisers, to cost a total of $12,-
500,000 two months earlier than origin-
ally had been intended.

The Premier made also a bid for re-
cruits, saying that the war office was
ready to take on 24,000 men for win-
ter training, in the special reserves.
These proposals quite fail to meet the
demands of the labor members of the
house,

LORD MILNER ON

Sir Wilfrid Laurier may be fairly

described as the first statesman of the |

new Canadian era. Much of the life-
work of his predecessors had bgen done
before Confederation. At Confedera-
tion Laurier was a young man, just
beginning his practice at the bar, and
it was four years after Confederation
when he began his public career as a
member of the Quebec legislature.
Three years later he made his first ap-
pearance in the House of Commons. For
many years he was known as a grace-
ful orator, little interested in the or-
dinary political strife, but always com-
manding attention by the dignity and
grave courtesy of his bearing, and the
distinction of his style.

From the time that he was elected
leader of the opposition in 1887 he
steadily grew in public esteem. It was
gradually realized that he possessed not
only eloquence of speech and urbanity
of manner, but strength, in an uncom-
mon degree, simplicity, directness, and
the power to make decisions quickly.
He could rise to an occasion, and the
greater the occasion the better. This
characteristic was generally remarked
in the various meetings that have been
held in England for the discussion of
Imperial affairs. His tact, judgment,

Evidence Produced to Show|

A. Johnson Was Not Inter-
fered With.

The regular meeting of the Trades
and Labor council was held last night
in Labor hall, with President McKay
in the chair. The principal business

{ was somewhat of a political nature and

had to do with ‘the resignation of A.
Johnson from the position of asslstant
janitor at the Post Office. At a previous
meeting a committee had been appoint-
éd to investigate the reasons for his
resignation, he being a member of the
Laborer’s Protective Union, A report
was submitted by them included in
which was a reference to the dismis-
sal of Moses McGregor by the contrac-
tor who is doing the work on the Post
office éxtension. The chairman ruled
this part out of order as the committee
had not been appointed to investigate
anything but the Johnson affair. Ob-
jection was taken 'to this rulihg by
Representative Buckle, foreman of the
Colonist printing office, who appealed
to the meeting. The vote stood six to
six but there were several who did not
vote and therefore the president de-
clared the motion carried, non woters
being always considered as in favor.

The report was then adopted and the
communications ordered to be publish-
ed, They were handed to the Colonist
newspaper by the secretary of the
council but the two letters of the gov-
ernment officials were suppressed, only
that of Johnson being published. Unfor-
tunately no copy was kept of the letter
written by Noah Shakespeare, but it
stated that previous to receiving the
resignation of Johnson he knew nothing
of his intention to resign nor had he
communicated with him on the sub-
ject. The following is the report and
two of the letters:

The Report,

“Gentlemen: Your committee ap-
pointed to investigate the resignation
of Mr. A. Johnson from the employ of
the Dominjon government post office in
Victoria is as follows:

“In reply to a communication from
your committee to the Victoria post-
master, also to the Hon. W, Temple-
man (see exhibit A), exhibits B, C and
D Wwere received.

“The replies received do mnot cover
the question in a manner that your
committee would consider satisfac-
tory. Only the actual resignation
was dealt with. There is no affirma-

tion or denial to the report which has,

beéen publicly circulated ‘that it had
béen intimated to Mr. Johnson by
someone above him in authority that
he would have to resign if he took a
certain course in the present political
campaign.’

“While we, your committee, have

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WOMEN FAIL TO
GET FRANCHISE

CANNOT VOTE MERELY
AS HOUSEHOLDERS

Law Is Clear on the
Subject.

e e e

The women who are not municipal
voters by clear definition of their right
have failed in their effort to be restor-
ed to the list by a legal interpretation
of the provincial legislation which cut
them off. Chief Justice Hunter late
Monday afternoon refused to grant
Mrs. B. Huckell a mandamus compel-
ling City Clerk Dowler to place her
name on the list.

Tha whole case turned upon whit the
intention of the legislature was and the
language in which they expressed it.
Two years ago the wording of the
Municipal Elections Act left it open
for every woman over 21 whe register-
ed to vote, and thus giving the sex
womanhood suffrage, which male resi-
dents did not have. 1n the consolidation
of the act and amendments last session
the definition of a household elector,
militiamen excepted, was altered to
mean anyone who pays at least $2 in
taxes, other than taxes on land, water
rates or do§ tax, In plain English this
meant, and”is now held by the Chief
Justice to mean, that a ‘““householder”
voter is one who has paid the $2 road
tax collectable from every male be-
tween 21 and 60, This, of course, ex-
cludes women who are not freeholders
or holders of a trade license,

R. T. Elliott, K. C., was heard yes-
terday for Mrs. Huckell. He based his
argument largely on the fact that
“householder” was defined to “extend
to and include” certain classes, while
other terms in the act are defined to
“mean and include,” From this he
argued that the legislature, by using
different words in the interpretation
clause, intended that the word house-

- holder should have not only its com-

mon law meaning, but should also ex-
tend to the meaning set out in the act.
It followed from this that his client and
all in a like position who had paid all
taxes due to the city were entitled to
be registered as voters. The proviso
regarding the $2 road tax could not ap-
1ply in her case as she was not liable for
E

W. J. Taylor, K. C., contended him-
self with a statement of the city’s po-
sition, which was one of neutrality,

The Chief Justice went into the
clauses and the declaration which ap-
plicants have to sign carefully, and said
he could not come to any other con-
clusion than that it was clearly in-
tended that no one should have a vote
who had not contributed $2 to city treas-
ury exclusive. of land taxes, water
rates and dog tax, That .was the un-
mistakable intent of the legislature, to
which he must give effect.

Mr. Elliott remarked that this de-
tision would deprive over four hundred
women of a vote.

“Well, if you wish to appeal I will do
all I c¢an to facilitate the matter,” said
the Chief Justice. “I will see that the
argument is put down early in the Full
court list and that you are given every
opportunity to get a decision without
delay.”

“And I will undertake, for the city,
that if any apepal is taken this lady’s
application and any similar ones will
be held over pending the decision of the
Full court,” added Mr., Taylor,

REMARKABLE RECORD OF
THE POSTAL DEPARTMENT

Conservative Deficit Turned Into Big Surplus Under
Liberals, While Cost of Service to the
Public Has Been Cut in Two.

Terrifying pictures are drawn of the
graft and incompetence that charac-
terize public undertakings. It is ar-
gued that as the work now done by
national and municipal governments
is done badly, the field of their oper-
ations ought not to be enlarged. One
Gepartment of government in Can-
ada that furnishes no material for such
post office. There
was a time when it had a deficit of
$761,152. This was in 1896, the last
year of the late Conservative admin-
istration. To-day it has a surplus of
$1,101,827. Considering the nature of
tne service, and the enormous and
sparsely settled territory which is
covered, this result is truly remarkable.

SHIP JUPITER HAS
PERILOUS VOYAGE

a lengthy

Troubles Begin First Day Out
From Liverpool—Difficul-
ties Not Yet Over.

As the climax to -the troubles of a
long and stormy passage from Liver-
pool, Capt. L. Funder, of the Danish
ship Jupiter, found upon arrival at Port
Townsend that his vessel is subject to
a fine of $5,000 for failure to produce a
consular bill of health. But this is not
the master’s only worry. He was also
informed that ‘the ship’s cargo of creo-
sote is liable to an import duty
amounting to $14,000, covering the im-
post on the metal casks in which the
fluid is stored.

The Jupiter sailed from Liyerpool on
Good Friday, April 17th. To this fact
the superstitious sailors asq{,_i,be‘ 2all the
ship’s troubles. Her adventires dur-
ing a passage of 185 days include ter-
rific gales in the Atlantic, a fight with
the elements of fifty-four days in
rounding Cape Horn and the loss of
rigging and sails.

The Jupiter's cargo is consigned to
the Pacific Creosoting Company’s Eagle
Harbor plant, for which port the ves-
sel departed after completing customs
entry at Port Townsend. The duty lev-
ied is alleged by Capt. Funder to be
wholly new as regards creosote casks.
He claims to have been informed that
the ruling in the matter ‘isentirely
without precedent and issued since the
departure of his vessel from Europe.
On the ground that such is true he wiil
ask release from the payment of $14,000,
which is fixed at an appraisement of 45
rer cent, on the valuation of 27 shillings
and 6 pence per cask. The point is of
vital importance to the owners of sail-
ing vessels engaged in the creosote
carrying trade, as at the present .time
two other ships, the Sardhana, from
London, and the Hawthornbank, from
Terneuzen, are bound for Puget Sound
with similar cargoes.

It is estimated that should the United
States government officials demand a
full settlement for duty on the casks, as
imposed on the Jupiter, a payment of
$38,000 is to be -collected. Adjustment
of the case is of vital importance to
importers of the preservative,

The trials of the Jupiter on her long
and memorable passage from FEurope
constitute a story of marine adventure
that is exceedingly rare with modern
ocean trips. It is logged that almost
from the first day out of Liverpool the
ship encountered trouble. ‘While off
the mouth of the river Platte a gale
was met that seemed certain would
send the craft to the bottom. After
having weathered it the fore and main
royal yards and sails had been blown
out and the entire rigging demoralized.
Weather encountered in rounding Cape
Horn is pronounced by Capt. Funder
as the worst experienced in a long life
of sea-going. Fifty-four days, prac-
tically every hour of which tvas marked
by battles with storm and floating ice,
were consumed in sailing from latitude
50 south in the Atlantic, to 50 in the
Pacific.s

Capt Funder has filed a protest
against payment of the $5,000 fine for
failure to produce a consular bill of
health. He explains that when his

NO ALTERATION
IN CABLE RATES

GENERAL MANAGER OF
PACIFIC BOARD HERE

John Milward Says Wireless
May Connect Pacific
Islands.

John Milward, general manager in
Australia for the whole of the Pacific
section of the Pacific cable board, ar-
rived last night en route to Sydney, the
Australian headquarters of the board,
where he is returning from leave spent
in England. At the Empress this morn-
ing he sald the business of the board
had maintained the same standard and
was controlling its share of the Aus-
tralian cable business in competition
with the Eastern Extension Company,
which prior to the establishment of the
all red cable route held the monopoly.

Referring to cable rates, Mr, Milward
said no reduction or increase was con-
templated. The coding of merchants’
messages has grown within the' past
few wears, so that the value given is
greater than might appear. The rate
of three shililngs per word for thirteen
thousand miles compared, he said, more
than favorably with the rate of one
shilling for the two thousand miles
across the Atlantic, nor did he think
the merchants as a whole were desir-
ous of a reduction in the Pacific rates.

The  board does not contemplate any
further extension of the cable system
at the present time. Although there are
several islands in the Pacific, which
would welcome cable connection, the
business to be derived from them would
niot warrant the expenditire entailed in
the establishment of connections, The
possibility of connection with mid-Pa-
cific islands, however, is probable
through the introduction of wireless
systems by which connection with the
Pacific cable would be had. The future
of wireless, according to its present
state of development, does not promise
to be capable of spanning the Pacific
he thinks, owing principally to the fact
that wireless for long distances does
not commend itself for regularity, while
the possibility of tapping messages en
route would also tend to prevent its
popularity with the merchants of the
world. The wireless Is at present not
sufficiently developed for general use
in commercial purposes.

The state of the Pacific cable is ex-
cellent, having been down six years
and beyond the ordinary maintainence
requires no repairs or renewals. For
strategic purposes Mr. Milward cites
the Pacific cable as invaluable, it be-
ing placed at a depth of three and a
half miles, which would act as a pre-
ventative against damage in time of
war. Should any accident happen to
the Eastern Extension Company’s cable
England would still have connection
with the southern hemisphere.

Mr. Milward returns to Australia with
more extensive powers than heretofore,
now controlling the whole of the Pa-
cific. Owing to the death of Mr. Reyn-
olds, the direction has been divided in-
to two sections, the English and the
Australian, the London official con-
trolling the former and Mr. Milward
the latter. He will leave to-night on
the steamer Tees for Banfield, and will
return to Victoria on November 1st,
leaving for Sydney by the Aorangi on
the 9th prox. ¢

Mr. Smith pointed out that the shed
was'available for all classes of immi-
grants that needed it whether from
Australia, the Orient or elsewhere. He
believed that no immigrant even if he
were an Oriental should bhe allowed to

| come into the country and not be

treated in a proper way as became a
human being.

John Jardine, M. P. P., presided last
night, but spoke very briefly.

S. Perry Mills,

S. Perry Mills paid a compliment to
the public men which Canada had had.
Among them none excelled Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, a statesman that had not
been excelled among the men of the
empire. Sir Wilfrid commanded the
greatest attention in London when he
attended the conference there. Would
it be too much to say that the brains
of Canada were in the Liberal party at
this time. Why, even a Conservative
paper like the Colonist had to seek a
man for editor who was - an avowed
Liweral.

He appealed to the electors te vote
for. Ralph Smith as their representa-
tion. :

Smith Curtis,

The Liberal candidate for Kootenay,
Smith Curtis, being introduced, ex-

pressed the belief that the people-of}
the district would likely return Ralph;
Smith. He had had the pleasure of |
sitting in the Hous¢ with Mr. Smith.
Again at the Liberal convention a year
ago he found Ralph Smith taking a
most prominent part ;in fighting for
the rights of: the people. He fought
then in favor of the public ownership
of telegraphs and telephones. This
had already borne fruit at Ottawa and
government control was now assumed
of these by the government. Mr.
Smith had tajen a stand there against
the allowing: of Oriental labor to enter
Canada. This had already . borne
fruit.

Mr, Curtis then proceeded to deal
with the Asiatic question about which
the Conservatives were making so
much noise. What had the Conserva-
tive party done in the matter., It had
placed the enormous tax of $50 a head
tpon the Chinese which amounted to
nothing. Theén when the C., P. R. want-
ed Chinamen in, this was removed.
(Hear, hear).

The Liberal party had placed a $500
head tax against the Chigese. This
had kept them out for a time. If this
was not effective he agreed with the

policy of Mr. Smith that was in-
creasing this head tax to $1,000. The
Chinese could not be kept out by con-
vention as could the Japanese. If the
Liberal party was returned he felt safe
in promising that a $1,000 tax upon
Chinese would be passed,

Japanese Question.

On the question of Japanese and
Hindus the immigration was dealt
with by the Liberal government. The
Natal act had been ‘disallowed at Ot-
tawa but at that time an arrangement
had been already entered into by the
Ottawa government by  whieh" not |
more than 400 Japanese were allowed |
to come into Canada. Later followed
the treaty made by Great Britain with
Japan. The latter country had become
a great nation, The Ottawa govern-
ment, when in 1905 the terms of the
treaty was agreed to,.had absolute as-
surances from the Japanese through
letters from Mr, Nosse that the emi-
gration from Japan would be restricted
gccording to the convention arranged.
The Japanese had broken that arrange-
ment, however. This was at the in-
stance of the C. P. R. and Mr. Duns-
muir, big corporations. The Ottawa
government, learning this, took advan-
tage of the right it had to cancel the
treaty and threatened to do so. Mr.
Lemieux went to Japan and was able
to make better terms with the Jap-
anese government. It was now agreed
that no Japanesé laboring men shouid
be allowed to come in under any cir-
cumstances. it = the arrangements
were not lived up to the treaty would
be cancelled. What had the Conser-
vatives to say more than this. Mr.
Cowan, of Vancouver, had gone back
tc the East and seen Mr. Borden. Ail
the latter would say was that if the
arrangements were not lived up to
he would favor the cancellation of the
treaty. That was exactly what the
Laurier government agreed to do.

The Japanese were actually exclud-
ed under this -arrangement. What
more could be done. The Ottawa gov-
ernment favored expulsion and was
carrying. it out.

False Reports.

On the matter of the Hindus, Mr.
Curtis said it was the C. P. R. which
was always the friend of the Conser-
vative party, that was always bring-
ing in these Asiatics.” Quoting from
Mr. Van Horne, of the C. P. R.,, Mr.
Curtis showed that he had stated that
Canada needed the Asiatic labor and
only the hoodlum element opposed it.
(Laughter). ' Sir Chas. Tuppér, the old
war horse of the Conservative party,
also had stated there was room for all
the Asiatics that chose to come.

Taking up the Japanese colony in
Alberta and the representations that
the Laurier government had sSet aside
sections for Japanese, Mr. Curtis.read
from a telegram received from Hon, F.
Oliver. Mr, Curtis had telegraphed to
Mr. Oliver on October 4th as follows: |

“Conservative Candidate Goodeve |
asgerts Laurier government has estab-
lished Japaneése colony in Northwest.

Socialist’s Record.

Mr. Curtis then dealt with Mr, Haw-
thornthwaite. He said he had no fault
to find with Socialists as such. He ob-
jected to what was advocated by them
because it was unattainable for many
yvears to come, He was himself a re-
former and believed in getting step by
step the needed reforms.

Mr. Hawthonthwaite, after Mr. Cur-
tis left the House had attempted to
labor measures with one
hand to catch votes and with the othar
hand had handed out large bonuses
and grafts to corporations that were
not acting in a legitimate manner. He
had not stood by Socialist principles
and opposed measures irrespective of
the party that supported it.

Mr. Curtis then proceeded to show

| specific inconsistencies of Mr. Haw-

thonthwaite. He took up the granting
of* 800,000 acres to the Columbia &
Western railway. Mr. Curtis claimed
that the C. P. R. had lost:its right to
the land. He had as a private citizen
in 1905 protested to Sir Henri Joly, the
Lieutenant-Governor. It was brought
before the government and was agreed
it could not be given. But the next
yvear, 1906, an\ act was brought in to
make a clean present of this $4,000,000
worth of land. Hawthornthwaite sup-
ported this. The excuse was that it
made no difference who it went to that
the Socialists would soon come into
power and take over it all. (Laughter),

E. & N. Taxes.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite had declared
that the worst enemy of the working
man was Mr. James Dunsmuir. When
the E. & N. railway was sold to the
C. P. R. the coal and iron retained by
Mr. Dunsmuir was taxable. But this
land was not taxed. 'He had asked
Mr. McKilligan why it was not taxed.
Mr. MeKilligan’s reply was that he
could not do it until the government
ordered him to do it. What had Mr.
Hawthornthwaite done? He stood by
these grafts. Was he standing for
the people or standing by the capi-
talists that robbed the people? Mr.
Hawthornthwaite was not consistent.
He had helped  Mr. Hawthornthwaite
with his labor legislation when he was
in the House and he (Mr. Curtis) had
put legiglation through in the interests
of lab that ‘Mr. Hawthornthwaite
now claimed credit for.

Mr., Hawthornthwaite could -not find
a case where Mr. Smith ever stood for
any such grafts as this.

Clean Leaders,

The labor people must keep their
lcaders straight. Sir Wilfrid Laurier
was a clean one. Who could say Hom.
W. Templeman had ever made a eent
out of politics. No one could make such
a charge. He warned the electors - not
to be carried away by the hysterical
representations. of Mr. Hawthornth-
waite and others. The Laurier govern-
ment had had a grand record in press-
ing labor ilegislation. Mr., Smith had
had greatiinfluence in having -these
measures ‘\passed. The Lemieux aet
was ¢ited..Mr. Keir Hardie had praised
this act. The constituency had a good
clear repres¢ntative in Mr.. Smith, Hav-
ing such a ‘representative they ‘should
stand by Bim, ;
Referring 'to the Compensation Aect
Mr. Curtis‘wanted to know why My,
Hawthornthwaite had made provision
that the naval and military men should
be exempted from the benefits but all
other government  employees were pro-
técted. Surely the men ‘who defended
the country should be protected as well
as others. (Cheers).
Mr. Curtis was asked by one of the
audience why the Liberals in the House
with the exception of Mr. Jardine had
supperted the proposition to give the
lands at Prince Rupert to the G.T.P.
In reply Mr, Curtis said the province
had a reversionary interest in the In-
dian land that it was proposed to give.
That intérest was a small one, It
might not come into effect for 1,000
vears unti] the last Indian died. For
once he believed the McBride govern-
ment had got good value for the small
interest they had and they were justi-
fled in supporting it. It was not giving
away grafts as Mr. Hawthornthwalite
had supported.
RALPH SMITH,

Labor Legislation,

4Mr. Smith then proposed to look into

! sense. Whén “he went to Ottawa he

repredented the great masses, and not
any class, The Bocialists were a class
he was glid to®say a small class. The
man who stood for the interests of the
great masses of, his constituents was
the one who did"good. Was the party
that did nothing for labor to be sup-
ported in preference to the party that
had done something? Perhaps the Lib-
erals had not done as much as they
should, but they had done some. He
showed how on the Asiastic question
the Liberals had placed restrictions on
Orientals coming into Canada,

Two years ago 420 Japanese had come

into Canada during September and Oec-
tober, this year only 32, all of them

members of families already here and{

therefore legitimate Immigrants. That
was what the Lemieux treaty had done.
With the settlement of that and the
arrangement for the dgportation of the
Hindus no Asiatic labor could come in-
to Canada. The Laurier government
had lived up to its promises. A
treaty to permit of the development of
trade with the Orient, and at the same
time the exclusion of the Orientals
form the country was a statesmanlike
arrangement, The Liberal government
at Ottawa, at the request of the people
of this province, had restricted Asiatic
immigration in a satisfactory way.

Fair Wages,

Mr. Smith then referred to the fact)

that the Liberal government had had
a fair wage clause inserted in all con-
tracts made by the government. In this
way the sweating system was wiped
out and the cause of labor was ad-
vanced. .

Interruptions from seme Socialists |
present lead Mr. Smith to say that if |

they did divert him from the
trend of his speech he would te}]l them
what Mr. Hawthornthwaite had done
to play into the hands of grafters.

The true labor man was a friend of
trades unionism always, the source
through which reforms were gained and
not by Socialism,

Personal Slander,

On the accusation that he had left
the House of Commons when the
autonomy bill for the Northwest was
going through the House, Mr. Smith
said he had shown that he was present.
Mr, Hawthornthwaite then contended
that the record was untrue.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite said that
in one session only eight votes were
cast by him (Mr. Smith) and only four
of those against the government. Well
that was a better record than Mr.
Hawthornthwaite. He (Mr, Smith) had
cast 50 per cent, of his votes against
the government, which was far morg
than Mr. Hawthornthwaite® had cast
against the McBride government.

He said Mr. Hawthornthwaite
had represented that Mr. Smith had
dodged his votes, when he knew that
he (Mr. Smith) was ill and could not
be present in the House, He. had re-
turned $8 a day for every day he was
absent from the House. Mr. Hawthorn-
thwaite was not an honest opponent,
as shown by his record.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite had represent-
ed that he (Mr. Smith) was supported
as a friend of labor by some ‘“labor
skates.” Mr. Smith then read some let-
ters from the recognized parliamentary
represe tives of trades unions, These
were as Toltows:

The work
ef the commission was elaborately
planned, every conceivable subject of
interest te labor was embraced in its
scope, and its personnel was so widen-
ed as to include the names of men
prominent in labor circles in the most
The work of this
depended on the govern-
ment being returned. It was returned
on the promises made. The labors of
this commission were extended over a
period of almost three years, so thaf
the working classes might be kept
mindful in the interval of the interest
of the Conservative party in their wel-
fare, but as anotheér election ap-
proached, it was necessary that the
commission should be made to again
serve the party ends, and its report
was brought down. The chief recom-
mendation was the need for the estab-
lishment of a labor bureau which
might undertake an investigation of
all the questions in which labor was
interested.. The commission had cost
the country $80,000, and for this, if no
other reason, it was impossible that
it¢ recommendations should be wholly
ignored. The Conservative adminis-
tration at the last session prior to the
election of 1891, thereupon passed an
act for the establishment of a bureau
of labor. The various duties’ of this
Eureau of labor were set forth at length
and the sum of $10,000 (one-eighth of
what the commission had cost) was
voted to pay the salary of a commis-
sioner of labor, the clerks, and all ex-
penses for a year. The act could not
go into effect till after ghe election, and
0of course the workingmen of the coun-
try were led to expect that on the re-
turn of the Conservative party to power
depended the establishment of the new
bureau created in their interests. The
act did its work, as the commission
had done on a previous occasion, the
Conservative party was returned to
power, but the act was allowed to
drop. It was not removed from the
statutes, but no appointments were
made, no labor bureau established, and
the vote of $10,000 which had been ap-
rropriated for this purpose. was al-
lowed to lapse. Though the act re-
mained on the statutes, parliament was
never again asked to vote any money
to enable its provisiong to beren-
forced. It remained there a dead let-
ter, a monument to Conservative hy-
pocrisy in. the matter of its professed
interest in labor, until when the stat-
utes were being consolidated in 1906
under the present administration, ° it
was dropped from among the acts of
the Canadian parliament as effete and
abortive legislation.

With the advent of the Liberal party
to power; performance took the place
of:promise and pretence.. Public'money
wag not wasted on the appointment of
a commisgion to take evidence: for
three vears that it might point out
the necessity of creating some branch
of the government which might be spe-
cially charged with safeguarding the
great interests of labor and promoting
progressive legislation on its behalf. It
was taken for granted that, ag there

authorities on the subject of immigra-
tion from the Orient and immigration
from India in particular.

(10) Regulations of the immigration
branch of the department of the in-
terior, requiring immigrants to come
to Canada by direct passage_ on a
through ticket, to hayve in their pos-
session a specified sum of money, and
other like requirements.

The enactment of legislation and the
adoption of measures to protect the
health gnd life of workingmen and
women, in so far as action along these
lines was within the power of the Do-
minion, as for example: <

(1) The investigation, wunder royal
eommission, in 1898, into the death
from diptheria -of workmen employed
upon the construction of the Crow’s
Nest Pass railway.

(2) The enactment ‘in 1899, as’ a re-
fult of the investigations of the royal
commission of 1898, of an act for the
protection of the health of employees
engaged on public work, followed by
further regulations by order-in-coun-
il on January 31, 1800, and again by
order-in-cduncil on May 13, 1902, pro-
viding machinery for the proper carry-
g out of the measure,

3) Legislation for the prevention
of accidents on railways, and the ap-
pointment of an officer to inyestigate
causes of all railway accidents,

(4) An investigation in 1897 into the
methods by which government clothing
contracts Wwere being carried out,
which has been followed by regula-
tions for the suppression of the sweat-
ing system .and the adoption of a fair
Wwages policy on all government con-
tract work.

(5) An investigation in 1907 into
conditions of employment of the oper-
alives in the emplay of the Bell Tele-
phone Company which resulted in a

aterial improvement in the condition
of labor of hundreds of women and

Young giris, and in the publication of
a repost which will have a far-reach-
ing effect in influencing provincial leg-
islation and practice in the matter of
¢tmployment in this ealling.

(6) An investigation during the past
few months under royal commission
into conditions of employment of oper-

The Conservative party had a much

| the building up of the Dominion of
Canada. Accordingly, in 1900, an act
was passed, establishing, not a bureau
of labor merely, as the Conservative
government had proposed to do—but
had not done—but gz department « of
labor, and the moment the act was
passed the work of organization was
begun. How that department has
grown and what service it has ren-
cered the country and the industrial
classes in particular is known to-day
from one end of Canada to the other.
No branch of the whole administra-
tion has developed more rapidly, or
been more closely identified with many
of the progressive measures of the
present government. Its record of the
past eight years is the best augury of
what under a continuance of Liberal
rule, may be expected in the way of
further progress.

The information embodied unde¥
these heads is such as has nevér he-
foré been systematically accumulated
in Canada, and its value as a basis for
legislation, and all efforts looking to
the improvement of the conditions of |
the working classes of the country, is
not to be over-estimated. With the ex-
ception of the Labor Gazette, there is
in Canada at the present time no
source to which workmen and their
employees are able to turn, or will be
able to turn in future days for the
story of actual industrial ang labor
conditions in the twentieth century.
The information contained in the
Labor Gazette has already been of the
greatest service to workingmen and
those interested in their welfare in all
parts of Canada.

Suppression ‘of the Sweating System.

It has been shown how, in 1886, the
appointment of a commission on capi-
tal and labor, and in 1890 the promise
Oof a bureau of labor, were made to
serve the Conservative interests on the
eve of elections; it has been seen how,
once returned to power, the true intent
of these acts or promise was made ap-
parent, and nothing more was heard of
the reforms that were" to be accom-
plished. The - commission on capital
and labor could not be made to d»
service for a third election, and  the
ectablishment of a labor bureau could
not again be mooted, as the aet was
lying on the statutes a deag letter, It
Was necessary, however, as the elec-

The Fair Wages Policy.

The fair wages resolution, which is
the basis of the fair wages policy of
the Liberal government, was intro-
duced in “the. House '6f Commons by
Sir Willlam Miloeck, the first minister
of labor in March, 1900, It set forth:
“That all government contracts should
contain ~such conditions (a8 will pre-
vent abuses, which may arise from the
sub-letting of such contracts, and that

 every effort should be made to secure

the payment of such wages as are
generally accepted as current  in each
trade for competent workmen
district where the work is carried out,

| and that this House cordially concurs

in such policy, and deems it the duty
of the government to take immediate
steps to give efiieet thereto. It is here-
by declared that the work to which
the foregoing policy shall apply includes
not only work..undertaken by the gov-
ernment itself, but also ali works aid-
ed by grant of Dominion public funds.”

The late D. J. O'Donoghue, an ardent
advocate of labor’s interests, was ap-
pointed an officer to assist the govern-
ment in giving effect to this resolution,
and when the department of labor was
established in July, 1900, the enforce-
ment of this resolution was entrusted
to the new departmernt, Mr. O’Donoghue

policy, an order-in-council was passed
on the recommendation of the fair
wages officers, requiring that in all gov-*
erament contracts awarded* the con-
tractor should be required to post the
fair wages schedule in a conspicuous
place on the works under construction;

also requiring the contractor to keep a
record of all payments to workmen in
his employ, and to allow to fair wages
officers of the department access to. his
works and books for the purpose of
inspecting the same when such inspec-
tion was deemed necessary by the min-
ister of labor.

A further evidence of the determina-
tion of the Liberal administration to
bring within the scope of its fair wages
policy all kinds of work, either directly
or indirectly under the government’s
control, and to secure a fair wage to
| workingmen, was apparent at thé time
of the discussion in parliament of the
Railway Act of 1903, when opportunity
was taken by the government to insert
in the act in question a section bearing
upon the labor employed in the con-
struction of railways, haying regard
especially to the interests of the thou-
sands of employees whose services
would be required in connection with
the construction of the Grand Trunk
Pacific railway. This section, which 1s
now part of the law of the Dominion,
is as follows:

“In every case in which the parlia-
ment of Canada votes financial aid by
way of subsidy or guarantee towards
the cost of railway construction, all
mechanics, laborérs, or other persons;
who perform labor in such construc- |
tion shall be paid such wages as are |
generally accepted as current for com-
petent workmen in the " district in
which the work is being performed;
and if there is no current rate in such
district, then a fair and reasonable
rate; and in the event of a dispute aris-
ing as to what is the current or a fair
and reasonable rate, 1t shall be deter-
mined by the minister, whose decision
shall be, final.”

tion of 1896 approached, that the Con-
servative party should show its zeal in
the cause of labor, and on the very eve
of the election Mr. A, W, Wright, the
Conservative organizer, was appointed
a commissioner to make inquiry into
the sweating system in Canada. Un-
fortunately for the Conservative party;
the workingmen of the country had
lost faith in its good intentions, and
this subterfuge was of no avail, The
Conservative party was defeated and a
Liberal administration was returned.
It is of intérest to read what Mr.
Wright had to say as to the existence
¢’ the sweating system. At page 7 of
his report he stated: “As far as 1
could ascertain, the sub-contracting
system, which some in England have
held to be the only one rightly de-
serving of the  appellation ‘sweating
system,” does not exist in Canada.”
No sooner was the Liberal govern-
ment in power than they directed at-
tention to this evil. Mr. Mackenzie
King, the present deputy minister of
labor, who at that time was devoting
special attention to a study ef indus-
trial conditions, was appointed by the
govefnment in 1897 to make an inquiry
into the methods by which government
clothing contracts were being carried
out. His investigation covered the
important clothing centres in Canada
and his report when ready dealt with

during the preceding ten years, a period
of time covering that on which Mr.
Wright, the Conservative commission-
er, had reported. The public will re-
member the findings of that report; it
wag in brief that work of the clothing
contracts had been executed in sweat
shops, that in some instances women
were:- receiving on government work
only twao and a half ¢ents an hour, and
that at the very time the Conserva-
tive government had been telling the
people of Canada that no sueh thing
as the” sweating * system existed in
Canada, the government itself 'was fos-
téering that very system in the meth-
ods by which'it was' allowing its con-
tracts to be executed. No sooner was
Mr, King's report presented to parlia-
ment  than immediate steps were
taken to insure that all future con-
tracts would contain stiplations which
would prevent sweating, and secure to
the workers a fair day's wage for a
fair day’s work. The reform was first

But -more than that—in practically all
the tmportant contracts, such contracts,
for example, as have been awarded by
the department of public works, the de-
partment of railways and canals, and
the department of marine and fisheries
—fair wages schedules, setting forth
the minimum rate of wages to be paid,
and naming the hours of labor to be
worked, have been inserted as an in-
tegral part of the cofitract. These
the

Altogether, up to the close of the fiscal
yvear 1907-8 (being March 31st, 1908),
1,157 schedules have been prepared by
the fair wages officers and inserted in
government ‘contracts. The influence of
this pelicy has,spread far and wide,
some of the provinecial governments,
and many municipalities, have followed
the example of the Dominion govern-
ment, and awarded their contracts sub-
Jject to fair wage labor conditions. The
government of Manitoba, a couple of
vears ago, adopted the fair wage pol-
icy of the Liberal government of Can-
ada, and appointed a fair wage officer
to work along lines similar to those
of the Dominion offiicals. In Natal,
South Africa, also, the Canadian fair
wages policy has been cited and legis-

I lation on similar lines is promised for
the methods as they had been in force | e

the coming winter., Not only has the
department of labor seen to the inser-
tion of fair wages schedules in govern-
ment contraects, but it has seen that
contractors have been made to comply
with these conditions, Where a. com-
plaint has been received that contrac-
tors were not living up to their obli-
gations under their contracts, these
complaints have been investigated and
redress secured. Seventy or more claims
of workingmen for wages alleged to be
due in accordance with the schedules
inserted in the contracts given to their
employers, have been made the sub-
ject of special investigation, and have
resulted, as the annual reports of the
department will show, in a large num-
ber of payments to workingmen of
moneys to which they were justly en-
titled, but which, save for the interest
of the department on their behalf, they
would:.never have-received. To insure
publicity the fair wages schedules have
been published in the Labor Gazette,
but in August, 1907, to make more ef-
fective this feature of the government's

A ~

adopted a.more enlightened policy in
the matter of protecting the rights of
labor than is exemplified in the work-
ings of the fair wages policy of the
present administration, and its method
of enforcement by the department of
labor,

Restriction of Alien Contract Labor.

The Liberal government was the first
in Canada to enact a law to prohibit
the importation of alien labor. under
contract , The Alien Labor Act was
passed as early as 1897 and has been
twice amended to make its provisions
of easier application. . Where there
has been reason to believe that any
large number of aliens were being em-
ployed to the exclusion of Canadians,
the government through - the depart-
ment of labor has instituted special in-
quiries by royai commission, as for ex-
ample in the case of the alleged em-
ployment of aliens on the Grand Trunk
Pacific, and the alleged employment of
aliens on the Pere Marquette railway
in 1905, The government’s determina-
tion, as expressed in these commissions;
to see that Canadian labor was protect-
ed on the great works of construction
and railways of Canada, as unques-
tionably had a most important effect
in causing a due respect for and ob-
servance of the provisions of the law.
Where the constitutionality of the law
was questioned in the courts, as in the
case of the famous decision by Mr.
Justice Amglin in 1905, the department
of labor carried an appeal to the judi-
cial committee of the Privy Council,
which appeal resulted in the reversing
of Mr. Justice Anglin’s decision. Where
prosecutions under the act have been
commenced in the courts by individuals
.and have resulted Successfully, the de-
partment of labor has secured for the
informers half of the penalty inflicted
by the courts. Several hundreds of dol-
lars have in the last few years been
paid over in this manner from the
funds of the reeelver-g@neral, through
the department of "labor, to parties
who have assisted in securing the en-
forcement of the provisions of the act.
False Representations and Fraudulent

Practices of Employment Agenioes..

Among other matters which deserve
very special mention in any record of
the achievements of the Liberal gov-
ernment are the steps taken to prevent

als have been the inroads of other

classes of undesirable immigrants
which have been brought to this coun- |
try on occasions despite the desires and
endeavors of the government to prevent
their coming here. A large influx of |
Italian laborers into the city of Mon- |
treal in the spring of 1904 resulted not |
only in suffering and hardship to the |
Italians themselves, but seriously |
threatened the condition of the labor
market in Montreal, and gave grounds
sufficient to authorize an investigation
in the first instance by the deputy min-
ister of the department, and subse-
quently the appointment of a royal|
commission. The Ilast-named investi-
gation took place before His Honor
Judge Winchester, and resulted in the
exposure of the fraudulent practices
employed by certain employment agen-
cies in Montreal with a view to induc-
ing immigration to Canada, while
swindling on every side in connection
with the same practices was clearly
indicated. In the report of the commis- |
sioner the fraudulent practices of one |
Cordasco were dealt with at length,
as well as the methods adopted by
other employment agencies in the city
of Montreal, the extortions of Cordasco,
the over¢harges for provisions supplied
by him, and fees collected from labor-
ers were all dealt with in special de-
tail. ITn conclusion the commissioner
stated that the -evidence fully estab-
lished the fact' that the large}'nﬂux of
Italian immigrants into Montreal in the
early part of 1904 was the result of
advertisements and representations of
Cordasco, acting with the assistance of
steamship agencies in Italy and the
co-operation of a special labor agent
of the Canadian Pacific railwdy. In the
commissioner's opinion, Cordasco's
main object was to compel men - thus
brought into the country to pay him the
large sums he wais shown to have re-
ceived, and this he was enabled to do
by the company’s agent refusing him
in obtaining steamship agencies which
it was his evident intention to use in
carrying out his object and in mak-
ing further extortions,

The commisisoners recommended that
the city of Mentreal should pass a by-
law similar to that in force in Toron-
to respecting intelligence offices, which
provides that every person Kkeeping an
intelligence office for registering the
names and addresses and residences of,
and: giving information to laborers,
workmen, glerks, domestic servants,
ete., should@ procure a license before
being permitted to carry on busjness;
and fixes a penalty for extortion, false
representation, etc., at a maximum fine
of 350 for each offence, or imprison-
ment for a period not to exceed six
months,

As already stated, the Immediate ef-
féet of the inquiry into the large influx
of Italian laborers Into Montreal was
to put a stop to this influx, and to re-
Heve the critical condition of the labor
market in that city, and other parts of
Canada in consequence of the heavy
immigration of this particular class of
laborers." More important, . perhaps,
were the results which followed from
the ‘exposure of the fraudulent prac-
ticés of 'certain of the employment
agencies_ in Montreal. Prosecutions were
commenced against Cordasco, and suc-
cessfully maintained by some of the
Italians who had had money fraudu-
lently extorted from them by him, -

To prevent other actions,” Cordasco
refunded the sum of $2,017.25 of moneys
received by him from Ttalian lakor-
érs. Steps were also taken by the com-
{Zinies immediately concerned, to see

at in connection with their business
there should be future imunity from
the frauds exposed.

The most important and far-reaching
result, however, was the passage of an
act in 1905, making it a eriminal offence
for parties to induce laborers to come
to Canada under false pretences, or,
in other words, through methods sim:
ilar to those adopted by the fraudulent
agencies in Montreal:

“Every person who does, in Canada,
anything for the purpose of causing or
procuring the publication or ciréulation,
by adyertisement, or otherwise, in ‘a
country outside of Canada, of false re-
presentations, as to the opportunities
for employment in Canada, or as to the
state of. the .labor market in Canada;
intended or adapted to encourage or
induce, or to deter or prevent the im-
migration into Canada of persons resi-
dent in that country, or who does any-
thing in Canada for the purpose of
causing or procuring the commuhniea-
tion to any resident of such country
of any false representations, shall, if
any such false representations are
thereafter so published, circulated, or
communicated, be guilty of an offence,
and liable, on summary conviction be-
fore two justices of the beace, to a pen-
alty of not more than one thousand
dollars, and not less than fifty dollars
for ®ach offence.”

This act has prevented labor agencies
and individuals from carrying on in
Canada. operations similar to those re-
vealed in Cordasco’s case. Thwarteéd in
this manner, they* sought to evade the
law by ‘going to the British Isles and
there “making false representations,
This was a favorite method adopted
where the desire was to bring in strike-
breakers to assist in dereatingz strike,
A case of this kind came to the atten-
tion of the department of labor in 1905,
in connection with the immigration of
a party of English printers, about 60

representations made  in England to
proceed to Winnipeg during a strike of
printers in that city. The incident was
the subject of a good @eal of corres-
pondence, and the printers who haad
come from England to Winnipeg, feel-
ing themselves aggrieved, sent a peti-
tion to King Edward, Mr, Mackenzie
Kingy the deputy minister of labor,
procéeded to Winnipeg in the summer
of 1905, and made a full investigation
into the whole matter,

In his report the deputy minister of
labor pointed out that the Canadian
Act was necessarily restricted to offen-
ces committed in Canada, while the ac-
tion that had induced the British print-
ers to emigrate to Winnipeg had taken

fore, suggested that a remedy to meet
future cases of a similar character
should be provided by Imperial legisla-
tion analogous to the Dominion Act.
Mr. P, M. Draper, secretary-treasurer
of the Trades and Labor Congress of
Canada, later, in a letter to the min-
ister of labor, urged that in the inter-
ests of the workmen of Canada, every
effort possible should be made by the

| Canadian government to secure legisla-

tion by the British parliament on the
lines proposed. It is ndt necessary to
follow this question in detail, but it"is
sufficient to state that Mr. King’s mis-
sion 'was wholly successful and resulted
in the incerporation of the following
section in the Merchant's Shipping Bill,
which was at that time before the

{ British House of Commons:

“If any person, by any false repre-
sentation, fraud, or false pretence, in=
duces, or attempts to induce, any per-
son to emigrate or to engage a steerage
passage in any ship, he shall for each
offence be liable to a fine not exceeding
£50, or to imprisonment with or without
hard labor for a period not exceeding
three months.”

This is another signal instance of the
prompt and energétic manner in which
the Liberal government through the de-
partment of labor which it established
for the purpose, has responded to the
wishes of the laboring classes and has
endeavored to protect their interests.
The Restriction of Immigration From

the Orient—(‘hinése, Japanese,
Hindu.

In no particular have the well-being
and interests of the working c¢lasses in
Canada been so seriously menaced a#
in the threatened invasion of a tidé of
skillfed’ 'and unskilled labor ‘from the
Oriént. " Inasmuch as the interests’ of
the whole of Asia, with its countléss
hordes.of Chinese, Japanese and Indian
natives are one in this matter, and in-
ternational and.imperial considerations
of :the highest importance involved in
the handling of it, it is within the mark
to say, that no problem which has ever
confronted .this country has called for
more skilful. handling or a higher
statesmanship. . Considered from _this
standpeoint, how  brilliant has been the
record of the present Liberal adminis«
tration!

ternational negotiations ~¢ommenced
which have resulted in a complete re-
striction in the numbers and classes of
these people who shall be entitued to
come to this country.

inducedtd come' to’‘Canada, the suc-
cessful mission of the deputy minister
of labor to England to interfview the
British authorities on the subject of
Oriental immigration, and to secure a
restriction of further immigration to
Canada from India, are all still fresh in
the public mind, and are further indi-
cations of the widening scope and in-
creasing activity of the department of
labor, as well as of the thorough and
increasing attention given by the gov-
ernment to the industrial interests of
the coutnry.

Mackenzie King, the deputy minister of
labor, was zent to England to negotiate
with the British authorities and see
what could be done to end the influx
of East Indians at Pacific ports, It was
of course open to Canada to take radi-
cal action on her own account, for no
other government has a right to say
who shall come within her borders, but
by working in concert with the British
authorities, Canada did her best to
protect the intgrests of her own peo-
ple without arotising the antagonism or
resentment of the people of India, and
sought- particularly to avoid increasing
the agitation and unrest at present ex-
isting in the eastern dependency of
Britain. As in the case of Japan, Can-
ada again succeeded in securing such an
arrangement as she wished, promtly
and effectively, through the British
government, and the Dominion has
again the privilege of remembering
that no step taken by her has been
detrimental to the great interests of
the Empire, while she has, neverthe-
less, not failed fully to protect the wel-
fare of her own people. It is-the more
needful to dwell on these points be-
cause with the growing importance and
dignity of Canada, among the nations
of the world, international problems
will confront Canada with increasing
urgency and it is well to see how tact-
fully and advisedly the Liberal govern-
ment has succeeded In handling those
that have arisen during the last year,
Preserving the dignity of Canada, se-
curing all that Canada could ask, yet
éndangering no international relations
and working in the strictest aceord
with the British government. The op-
position so far as it gave evidence of
any policy on the subject of Japanese
immigration would have inconsequently
and recklessly shattered the treaty with
Japan, causing the gravest relations
with the Eastern Empire.
A Comparison of Records.

GALE HURLS WORKMEN
OVER HILLSIDE TO DEATH

Six Known to Have Perished in
Cheyenne Disaster—30
Others Injured.

Cheyenne, Wyo., Oct. 20.—As the Te-
sult of an unprecedented accident on
the Union Pacific at Lone Tree Creek,
30 miles west of Cheynm last night,
six laborers are known to be dead and
several others probably met death
while 25 or 30 others were injured,
many seriously.

A terrible gale picked up the caboose
of a work train, tore it away from its
coupli and carried it over the edge
of a hill.

Paris, Oct. 20.—Gaston Thompson,
the minister of marine, rési_gned ves-
terday “as a result of thé vote in the
chamber of deputies deploring the neg-
ligence ‘in his department' as indicated
by the navy register.

The growing dissatisfaction with the
methods of the minister of marine cul-
minated in an intérpellatién in ™ the
chamber. M, Delcasse led the attack
against Mr. Thompson, and in a
powerful speech asserted that the long
geries of accidents in the navy was
directly due to the administrative an-
archy and culpable negligence of the
navy department.

During the past two years there has
been a large number of serious acci-
dents to French warships, ; the most
terrible of which was the blowing up
of the battleship Jena on- March 10,
1907, at Toulon, more than a hundred
officers and men being killed.

A senate commission was appointed
to investigate the explosion, and-. its
report charged that the disaster was
directly  traceable to the responsibility
for general negligence and lack of
harmony prevailing in the navy,

The immediate cause of the explo-
sion wis found to have been the spon-
taneous combustion of powder in the
magazine, where the temperature was
too high on account, of its proximity
to the dynamo compartment,

COMMANDER SPAIN
EXPECTED THIS WEEK

Officer Will Investigate Cause
of Collision Between Steam-
ers Vadso and Amur.

Commander O. G. V. Spain, the re-
cently appointed wreckage commis-
sioner, is expected to arrive in Vic-
toria at the end of the week, his visit
having a double purpose,
will investigate the ecollision .between
the steamers Amur and Vadso, which
took place a short time ago during a
dense fog off the Queen Charlotte Isl-
ands. This work has been done dur-
ing the last two years by a commis-
sioner especially appointed for the
purpose.

- There has been a good deal of
discussion on this subject from time
to time and changes in the system of
collecting dues have been made with
an. idea .of arpiving at a satisfactory
basis. The  appointment of an inde-
rendent and competent man who will
consider the. question in all its . as-
pects, both from the point of view of
protectinng the lives and property of
mariners and shippers, and also with
the view of encouraging: the shipping
industry on this coast, is being wel+
comed by everyone.

Further consideration of the amende
ments to the: building by-law befors
the city council last night resulted in
the matter being set over for another
week to allow ‘of its ‘reconsideration
and re-drafting by the city solicitor in
some way which would not prove so
drastic as at present.

not exceeding $200,

In reply to @ question from the
Mayor it was found that if the by-
law went through every owner of a
stable how buiit would next year have
tc- remeove it, #f not in accordance with
the proposed amendment,

Individuals, communities, and nations
not infrequently become the object of
eriticism, the consequences of which
are serious and far-reaching. Men are
subject, in a greater or less degree, to
national and racial prejudices, which
become modified by mingling with the
great world beyond our early narrow
surroundings., We claim the right to
regard our own kindred, nation, or race
as the highest form of civilization that
the world has ever known, and no one
will depreciate the patriotism prompt-
ing such a conviction. We are ani-
mated by a high ideal of thought and
life. evolved through centuries of strug-
gle and culture, and we are properly
proud of our attainments. It is, there-
fore, perhaps natural that we should
assume to sitiin judgment on other
races. Yet, in doing se, it should not
be forgoften that they also have a civ-
jlization of which they are as proud as
we are of ours. Therefore, in criticiz-
ing, care should be taken to avoid judg-
Thents biassed by racial or national pre-
judices, prompting injustice. i

I would thus preface a candid review
of the genera] conditions and outlook
of Japan, our ally in the Far East. I
am sure I need not add that I have no
other end to serve than to frankly re-
eord the impressions formed by person-
al, intercourse with the people of the
Empire of Japan during a recent visit
extending over several busy months.

In anything that I may have to say, I

point far distant from the scene of mil-
itary operations, towards which they
were continually casting longing and

plains why some of them, debarred
from pending authentic news to the
press in England  or America, have
since devoted themselves to criticizing
Japan. And, as a consequence of this
campaign of prejudice, prejudices have
been created on the one hand which
may possibly never be dispelled, while
on the other, currents have been set in
motion which may conceivably lead to
troublesome complications,

I need not re-tell the oft-told tale of
the evolution of Japan, from a military
autocracy to a modern State, within
the amazing space of forty years.

To-day thejruling authority is an en-
lightened 'Emperor, responsible govern-
ment exists under a popular constitu-
tion, the civil power is predominant,
ample protection is afforded to human
life, the liberty of the press is assured,
and freedom of discussion permitted.
Oémocracy is obliterating the line of
demarcation between patrician and ple-
beian. Ability and success in any call-
ing or profession is the open sesame to
positions of honor and i‘mportamze. An
Imperial educational system exists in
as perfect a form as any in the world,
and the laws are those enacted by the
people themselves,

Japan truly presents a picture unique
in every particular. The nation has
burst with meteoric brilliancy upon the
world as one of the acknowledged
Great Powers. Almost before the civil-
jzation of the West has realized the fact
a new claimant, with an unbroken
dynastic lineage reaching back to the
period co-incident with the zenith of
Babylon’s greatness, and long anterior
to the advent of the Caesars, demands
a-not unimportant place amongst the
controling nations of the world. The
result of Japan’s war with China was
a foregone conclusion, and if a concert
of Western powers had refrained from
interfering at the close of that sané
guinary conflict, and by their action
prevented Japan from securing the,

possible that half a century might have
elapsed before the “Land of the Rising
Sun’” would have acquired a prominent
place in the civilized world. But West-
ern diplomacy steppéd in; Russia was
allowed to take temporary possession of
Manchuria, under a promise to evacu-
ate the great Chinese province at the
expiration of. a stated period. When
the time came for the retirement of the
Czar's forces, no combination of West-
ern powers coudl be effected, possessing
either sufficient courage or interest, to
present an ultimatum to St. Petersburg.
But, to one Eastern nation, the undis-
puted presence of Russia in Manchuria
wag a perpetual menace to hopes and
aspiration for a glorious future,

I need not dwell on subsequent de-
velopments. The Japanese kept their
counsel for ten long years. Quietly
and determinedly they  prepared: to
stake everything on a supreme effort to
drive Russia back to her national boun-
daries at the appointed time. The-na-
tion was as one man. Such patriotic
preparation and secrecy find no parallel
in history. Only once in the war was
the result of a battle in doubt, i.e., for
a ‘brief period at Liaoyand. With that
Rubicon crossed, the world awaited the
final result, believing that it was only
a question of time when, from Port Ar-
thur to the Siberian boundaries, Russia
would retire. This time the West re-
mained quiescent—the blunder of ten
years before, resulting in a second war,
the continuous fighting of the largest
armies the world has ever seen, entail-
ing a loss of half a million lives, the
destruction of a prodigious fleet, the
capture of an impregnable fortress, to-
gether with an expenditure of hundreds
of millions of pounds, was not repeat-
ed. Japan emerged from the conflict
with a military reputation that might
have been envied by Napoleon, possess-
ing a stupendous collection of war tro-
phies, and with a prestige that made
the world fear for the future, should
this new power fail to be controlled by
the ripe judgment of wise, peaceful
statesmanship. Western diplomacy per-
force recognized the advent of another
force to be reckoned with in the coun-
cils of the nations, and gauged the pos-
sibility of an unwelcome addition to the
eomplications -of the Pacific ocean.

Japan has “arrived” as a power.
‘Whether her influence and importance
will increase is a much mooted prob-
lem. There are those who earnestly
desire that it may be otherwise, and
who cling to the hope that, in the fu-
ture, Japanese ambition may receive
a check. I neither share that view nor
that hope. Japan is guilty of a great
offence, according to certain organs of
the Western press, because her states-
men are too ambitious for her advance-
ment. The world is wont to regard am-
bitien as a commendable quality, and
surely that which is commendable - in
Western nations is no less commend-
able in Asia. I firmly believe in the
increasing influence of Japan in the
future. She is unlikely to sustain any
serious check this generation. She is
evidently preparing forall contingencies.
It must also be said, in all fairness, that
as Japan is the pioneer of the East in
the adoption of Western thought and
civilization, any weakening of the force
of her example to other Asiatic nations
could only be regarded as a calamity.

Form the present outlook the conclu-
sion is inevitable that the development
and progress of Japan are unlikely to
be retarded.

The cultivable portion of Japan with
a teeming population of forty-five mil-
lions is less than the square mileage of
Holland. Possibly the development of
her agricultura] resources has reached
ful] fruition. There scarcely seems to
be scope for further development in
that direction, unless science reveals
new methods of cultivation. Every
available plot of land is cultivated most
assiduously. By the introduction of a
similar elaboration of agriculture Into
England and Ireland, the problem of
the food supply of the Mother Country
would be much nearer solution. The
manner in which’ agriculture is carried

on in Asia furnishes all the practical ar- |

guments necessary to demonstrate the

be expansion in some direction, and
other avenues must be discovered. The
cultivation of the soil is the chief chan-
nel open to the population. While there
is room for some further mining de-
velopment, the needs of the nation can-
not be met in that direction. Industry
alone affords an adequate field for the
employment of the people, and will pro-
vide the greatest changes in Japan.
No nation to-day, with the possible ex-
ception of China, presents such scope
for industria] expansion. Notwithstand-
ing the heavy drain on the life of the
! nation caused by the war, the aver-
| age increase of population is likely to
| be maintained, owing to changes in the
! hitherto accustomed mode of life, and
the adoption of improved hygienic and
sanitary measures. The livelihood of
this additional population is the press-
ing problem of Japan. It is one of
which the rest of the world will soon be
forced to take note,

Judging by what has already taken
place in the Empire, the industria] ex-
pansion of Japan will probably aston-
ish other nations. Many Japanese fac-
tories are managed by Japanese who
have been trained in the industrial cen-
tres of Europe and America, and who
therefore have a thoroughly practical
acquaintance with every department of
their ‘business. Some of these establish-
ments employ hundreds and thousands
of hands. There are also enterprises of
a smaller character which will grow to
much greater proportions as soon as
the necessary capital is available. With
the introduction of Western methods
and labor-saving machinery, an Iim-
mense impetus has been given to in-
dividual and national life, which will
inevitably be accelerated in the future as
capitalists become aware of these ave-
nues for profitable investment.

So, as far as can be foreseen, certain
phages of restriction on labor which
characterizes labor organizations in the
west, are not likely in the near future
to flourish in Japan, where the Social-
ist doctrine that all men’s capacity
should be limtied to a uniform earning
power, does not find favor. The Japan-
ese have learned none of these things.
They are naturally an industrious peo-
ple, and their inclination to work,
coupled with their intense ambition,
stimulates the utmost personal effort.
The majority may not have heard the
Divine injunction that “man shall earn
his bread by the sweat of his brow,”
but they live up to it. And, so far, they
show no disposition to recognize any
law, human or otherwise, limiting their
right to work. These conditions are
conspicuous in the industrial life of
Japan; and the products of Western
labor must compete with them, not only:
in the markets of Japan herself, but, in
ccurse of time, throughout the entire
East. Unless Western labor is placed
upon the highest posasible productive.
level, I doubt whether the West will
hold its own against Japan.

With industrial and commercial ex-
pansion on sound business lines, there
need be no “limit to the aspirations of
the Far Eastern Empire. The people
are beginning to realize their powers,
and their business capacity is increas-
ing by leaps and bounds. There are
.already extensive commercial enter-
prises, managed upon European lines,
producing great fortunes. I have no
hesitation in expressing the opinion
that the permanent industrial and
financial stability of Japan is as certain
as that which has already been secured
in recent decades in Germany, the
United States, and Canada; indeed, Ja-
pan is likely to attain her objective
more expeditiously then these countries
owing to the superabundant .supply of
suitable labor immediately available.
If the nation continues to be as indus-
trious and sober as it is to-day, Its
future pre-eminence may be regarded
as assured beyond the shadow of a
doubt. Japan, so far, has not adopted
certain Western customs; and it will
be surprising if provision is not made,
by education or legislation, to avoid the
pit-falls so painfully evident in our
world.

The Japanese take life seriously.
From the moment the pupil goes to his
first school, until he enters upon the
activities of life, his every action bears
the impress of earnestness, Even school
and college amusements are calculated
as much to promote physical develop-
ment as to furnish menta] relaxation.
On all sides is evidence of the natural
capacity of the race for industry, one
of their strongest characteristics being
a keen desire for improvement. All the
world over, as at home, a Japanese will
accept the conditions of employment
to-day, with a view of qualifying for
advancement to-morrow. They are very
economical, and the practice of settliné
all accounts before each New Year, en‘-
courages thrift, which together with
the natural adaptability of the race,
their singular intelligence, sobriety,
morality, and love of home, forms a
combination of qualities conducive to
the best results, national as wel] as In-
dividual.

The passion for sport, so far, has not
taken possession of the general public.
Drinking cafes and beer_gardens, which
are regarded as essentials in the social
life of Western nations, have no seri-
ous viace in the scheme of life in Ja-
pan. The majority of the people ex-
pend their energies in other directions.
They prefer to be busy rather than do
nothing. Add to this naturally indus-
trious disposition the inducement of
earning, during sixteen hours a day,
the same proportionate remuneration
received for eight hours, and the Jap-
anese wil] work for the longer period io
the full extent of his mental and phy-
| sical capacity. Some conception of the
| ccmpetition the West will have to meet
in the not distant future may be gath-
ered from this fact,

The sudden introduction of such a
people into the competitive marke*s of
the world cannot be otherwise than a
disturbing factor. It. will undoubted-
ly create a demand for cheaper labor
in Europe and America. In order to
secure the advantages of cheaper pro-
duction, Japan will become a favorite
field for foreign capital in industrial
enterprises. This suggestion sounds
‘ appalling but, in view of its possible re-
{ lation to Western industrial life, it has
i minimizing anq compensatory qualifica-
| tions. The development of Japanese
| national life on these lines will be ac-
i companied by such domestic changes,
as to produce conditions now undream-
ed of. Markets will be opened in Ja-

pan for the world's commodities to an
almost unlimited extent. Great and
disturbing as these changes may be to

various interests in the West, they v'vill-

vancement of civilization,

Beéfore the middle of the present.cen-
tury, Japan will have no-room for:her
enormous population, unless every com-
muuity becomes a veritable hive.of in-
dustry. Even then the.supply of Ala-
bor will be’ practically.inexhaustible.
I have already said that Japanese labor
is adaptable, sober, and intelligent. The
Japanese character, in these respects,
appear to be cast-in-a different mould
from that which Western civilization
has so far come in contact with any-
where else in the world. It will not
unnaturally be suggested that the
changed conditions of life in Japan,
consequent on the industrial develop-
{ ment, may bring about mental and phy-
| sical deterioration, as in many Western
industrial centres. But it should be re-
membered that under such an admir-
able compulsory educational system,
intellectual development rather than
deterioration, is likely to act as a pre-
ventive; while the physical training
'and discipline, incident to compulsory
military service, will tend to preserve
the stamina of the race.

I have said that the Japanese take
life seriously. This spirit permeates
every class, from the highest ‘officials
to the humble peasant. A sense of re-
sponsibility is conspicuous in the pub-
lic service Although -official etiquette
follows the most advanced Western
models, government departments are
managed with more capacity than pre-
vails in any Western countries, where
government service is synonymous with
the least possible labor. Throughout
the Japanese service there is an intense
anxiety for the advancement of na-
tional interests, and officials appear to
be imbued with the idea that everything
depends upon their personal exertions.
Governors and chief secretaries of prov-
inces and prefectures do not deem it
beneath their dignity to discuss in de-
tail the various interests of their re-
spective districts, with a view to se-
curing some share of the general trade
expansion. This oneness of purpose is
equally evident in -the military and
naval life of the nation, Duty appears
to be the central thought of every-day
existence in official Japan, Socia] dis-
tinction has no attraction whatever for
any of them, and 'it.is only at some
great Imperial function that the mili-
tary or naval chiefs are ever to be seen
vnless the opportunity be afforded of
coming in contact with them at their
various headquarters.

It should not be forgotten that the
Japanese are.a reading people. There
are more than four hundred newspapers
and periodica'l_s‘issdgdvin the vernacu-
lar in Tokio alone.”, Add to this the
publications: of .other; jarge towns, and
a reasonable idea may be formed of
Ithe means, gvailable for the circulation
tof information in the Empire: The
!sooner: we dismiss-the.idea that Japan
may possibly be “a hewer of wood and
.a drawer of water” for Western na-
itions, the  better. ,There could be no
| greater .illusion, The acthal situation
should be frankly and fairly faced. It
may startlé some stay-at-homes to
realise that the Japanese regard them-
selves as the equal of any Western
nation. It'is true that they have not
gone through the same refining, process
as we have, Japan is but beginning at
the. point that the West has reached.
The Empire has studied our systems
and customs, and it has unhesitating-
ly adopted many institutions which
cost Europe and America centuries
of experience, rivers of blood, and
cceans of treasure.

Japan is  prepared to contribute her
share to the peaceful advancement ‘of
the world, What her contribution may
lack in some particular will, it is fair
to believe, be amply compensated for in
others. Japanese claim that they have
dealt fairly by. other nations, and they
seek reciprocal treatment. The Far
East will -not indefinitely .submit. to
have a stigma placed on the race, The
resentment may not be demonstrative,
it may not be heralded with a blast of
trumpets, but as sure as day follows
pight, its effects will be {xotlceable, The
continual references in the West to the
so-called “Yellow Peril,” is bound to
create popular indignation, which may
possibly have far-reaching results in
the near future. Statesmen will do their
utmost to prevent complications, but an
exasperated populace may succeed in
circumventing the most astute politi-
cians.

It may not be out of place here to
refer to the somewhat singular posi-
tion that Japan occupies on account of
the unrestricted liberty accorded to
foreigners. This is specially noticeable
as regards newspapers published in
foreign languages, some of which are
controlled and edited by notoriously
anti-Japanese influences. These indi-
vidual have no stake in the Empire
except residence, Their organs contin-
ually impugn Japanese character, ad-
ministration, and authority. The gov-
ernment is ridiculed, the administration
is pronounced incompetent, the public
finances are alleged to be-on the verge
of bank‘ruptcy, a slight deficit between
revenue and expenditure is cited as
showing the pending inability of the
nation to meet current obligations, an
excess of imports over exports fore-
shadows a financial crisis, veiled hints
are given that foreigners need not look
for justice in legal tribunals, and the
authorities are accused of encouraging
the spoliation of foreigners. Nothing
whatever is left undone tqQ weaken re-
spect for authority at home and to de-
stroy public confidence abroad. Japan-
ese are referred to as “Japs” and ‘“‘na-
tives”’—phrases which are as objection-
able to them as “Cockney” if applied
to an educated Englishman. Many
Japanese regard this propaganda with
suppressed indignation, although some
profess absolute indifference. The out-
side world reads the papers published
in English in Japan, and is encourag-
ed by an anti-Japanese clique to mis-
judge the character of the Japanese, as
well as the financial, political, and com-
mercial outlook of the nation,

What, T may ask, would happen in
Berlin if a French journalist establish-
ed a newspaper there, and accorded
similar treatment to the Kaiser's gov-
ernment; or in Paris if a German had
the indecency “to follow suit; or in Rus-
sia if a Japanese néwspaper were es-
tablished in; St. Petershurg to *crab”
all things Russian; or if an Austrian
undertook such a mission in Genoa or
Milan, Even in London, patience un-
ger such aggravating circumstances
might reach the breaking-point. The
liberty allowed to foreigners in any
couhtry may unconsciously }‘)rqadpn in-
to licence, when it becomes intolerable
and leads to deep and legitimate re-
h sentment. Tt seems to be ‘forgotten by

On the two issues of Asiatic
éxclusion-and better terms, which the
local Conservative -party is 4rying to
force to the front as the main issues
here, he pointed to the continued si-
lence of Mr. Borden.

John P. Hancock was’unanimously
voted to the chair and bespoke a fair
hearing for the speakers. To the
workingmen, of whom there were many
in the audience, he pointed out the
great obligation they were under to
the Laurier government for legislation
safeguarding their interests, while
frcm the Conservative government
they never received the slightest con-
sideration.

Mr. Tait Answered,

A. B, McNeil expressed his personal
delight at being able to ask the sup-
port of the electors for such an able
colleague of Canada’s greatest pre-
mier as was Mr, Templeman, the first
rull-fledged minister British Columbia
had ever had at Ottawa. The people;

be worked by wyellow labor.

The facts were well known in Brit-
ish Columbia but had been mis-stated
by Premier Roblin in Ontario. It cer-
tainly was a daring thing for any Con-
servative to mis-state them where the
facts were familiar, The British Co-
lumbia government several years ago
had given a land grant to the British
Columbia Southern railway. After
being hawked around for some years
the charter was sold to the C. P, R
That company went to Ottawa to get
authority to extend the line through the
Crow’s Nest Pass. In view of the im-
rortance of the undertaking to southern
British Columbia the federal govern-
ment gave a cash subsidy of $11,000 a
mile but the company hagd to give up
fifty thousand acres of valuable coal
lands, now owned by the Dominion
government, had to bind themeselves to
sell coal ‘at not more than $2 at the
pit-mouth, and to agree to give run-
ning rights through the pass.

The result was that the
metropolis was taking the grain ex-
port trade away from New York and
insurance rates were being reduced,
which would fully recoup the country
for the = expenditure. Transportation
being one of the great questions any
government would have to deal with
in Canada for years to come, the gov-
ernment was deepening harbors, im-
rroving waterways, had extended ths
Intercolonial, subsidized the Crow's
Nest Pass railway, erected necessary
public buildings, assisted the fisheries
and in many other ways spent money
wisely and well. Of all the expendi-
tures there were none, certainly not in
British Columbia, which had worked
as much benefit for the amount ex-
pended as the three and a half mil-
lions on the Crow’s Nest line. (Hear,
hear).

Better Terms of Right Kind.

“This Is the best kind of better terms.”

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
‘WEST LAND REGULATIONS.

Any person who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter section (160
acres, more or less) of available Dominion
land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Al-
berta. The applicant must appear in per-
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or
Sub-Agency for. the district. Entry by
proXy may be made at any agency, on
certain conditions, by father, mother, son,
daughter, brother or sister of intending
homesteader. .

DUTIES.—Six months’ residence. upon
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homestead on a
farm of at least 80 acres solely owned and
occupied by him or by his father, mother,
son, daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader In
good standing may pre-empt a quarter
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre. Duties.—Must reside six
months in each of six years from date of
homestead entry (including the time re-*
quired to earn homestead patent) and-
cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right and cannot obtain a pre-
emption may take a purchased homestead
in certain districts. Price $3.00 per acre.

CCONSERVATIVE SPEAKER
- ADVOCATES SECESSION

Solid Sixteen at Ross Bay Turn
3 Out to Greet Mr.
Barnard.

" ‘Tuesday night was the coldest that has
Peéen experienced as yet this autumn, and
it' was quite in keeping with the natural
order of things that there uhoulrd‘ have
been a frost at Cramer’s hall, Ross Bay.
As a matter of fact the frost there was
much more severe than that outside. The
sixteen residents of  that district who
turned up to meet the Conservative can-
didate and his little group of followers
who went out to that corner of the city
gat uneadily on hard benches, and six of
.them left before the meeting was half
over. Mr. Barnard himself found it im-
~possible to endure the cold more than a
few minutes after giving his talk, and he
returned to town.

"~ +'T. Smith was chosen as chairman of the
fmeeting. He explained that he was a
milkman. He was a sort of endless chain
that went from door to deoor, and in his
peregrinations he made a point of putting
in a word for Mr. Barnard. He did not
think the Conservative candidate would
have a big majority, so they would need
every vote.

The candidate, who was the first speak-
er, told in almost pathetic terms of his
friendship for the chairman, which had
existed for many years, almost as long as
he could remember.

at Ottawa and the province of British
Columbia. He characterized the bargain
made as a hard one,

The Songhees Indian reserve question
was then touched on. The speaker ob-
jected to the method that Mr. Temple-
man had taken in dealing with the ques-
tion. He thought that the minister was
tpoo much inclined to dicker with the In-
dians instead of making them a generous
offer at first, and spoke of this manner
of doing it as miserable and unbusiness-
like.

In .conclusion, Mr. Barnard made light
of the development work that had been
done for the province, and especially for
Vancouver Island, and prophesied that
he would be returned on Monday next.
He also prophesied that Mr. Borden
would be the next Premier, although it
was noticeable that he did not set a date
for the commencement of that gentle-
man’s duties of office.

J. W. Bolden was the next speaker. He
told the audience that he had attended
every political meeting in that hall for the
past ten years, At the campaign that
preceded the election of 1896 the cry was
“Turn out the rascals and put honest
men into power.” This was done, and
since then the country had been very
quiet. He took exception to Mr. Preston
as commissioner of trade in Japan.
Concluding, he said he did net care who
they voted for as long as they supported
right principles.

Herbert Cuthbert complimented the
newspapers on the high plane on which
the election was being conducted. Dealing
with the gquestion.of better terms, he said
that all the province asked for was the
same measure of justice that was meted
out to the other provinces. Every tax-
payer, he claimed, was paying from three
to five ‘times as much intd the Federal
treasury as the citizens of y other pro-
vince, while at the same time  getting
back only one-fifth as‘much as those of
any other province. He quoted: Hon.
James Dunsmuir to show that the pro-
vince was not getting a square deal.
Waxing more enthusiastic and at times
pathetic, Mr. Cuthbert threatened that if
Sir Wufrid Laurier did not-give the pro-
vince what they wanted she would secede
from Confederation. . This; however, did
not. arouse ‘any enthusiasm, and a smile

passed over most of the faees present.

In coneclusion, Mr. Cuthbert said he did
not believe in any man being a mugwump,
but he ‘thought it would be right on this
occasion for Liberals to support the Con-
servative candidate. In illustrating this
point he turned to the question of Home
Rule .or Ireland, telling that when Glad-
stone brought in that measure his, the
speaker’s, father had prophesied defeat.
What happened then? asked Mr. Cuth-
bert.. John Bright, Joseph Chamberlain,
the Marquis of Hartington and Sir
Michael Hicks Beach all left the Liberal
ranks in order to oppose Home Rule.

After passing votes of thanks to the
speakers, the little gathering adjourned.
