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REFORT ON THE
ISTHMIAN CANAL

+sANAMA ROUTE WILL
3 COST LEAST MONEY

Commission Recommends Acceptance of
the Canal Company to- Sell Pro-
perty for Forty Millions.

Washington, D. €., Jan 20.—The
President to-day sent to eongress a mes-
sage transmitting the supplemental re-
port of the Isthmian canal commission
in which it is upanimously recommended
that 'the offer of the mew Panama Canal
Company, to sell all of its rights, pro-
perty and unfinished work to the United
States for $40,000,000 be accepted. The
senate ordered the report printed in the
congressional record and also as a docu-

ment. J

After quoting the correspondence
which passed between the commission
and the officers of the Panama Canal
Company in Paris, the report says: The
“Potality, without exception, of its
property and rights on the Isthmus”
mentioned in the cablegram of January
9th, includes the following classes of
property:

First—Landg not built on,. There are
56 parcels of land to which the title
rests in the eanal company amounting
to about 30,000 acres, svhich, with the
lands belonging ‘to the railway com-
pany, cover nearly all of the ground re-
quired for the actual’ construction of
the canal,

Second—Buildings. There are sched-
uled 2,341 buildings, divided among 47
sub-classifications, used for offices, quar-
ters, storchouses, hospitals, shops, stables
and miscellaneous  purposes. Among
them are two large permanent buildings
in Panama, one used as a headquarters’
residence and the other as the general
office. large general hospitals at Colon
and Panama, and several important
buildings at Colon. The buildings are
furnished.

Third—Plint.- There is an fmmense Y
amonnt of machinery consisting of float~
ing plant, tngs, launches, dredges.

Fourth—Work - done. - The excavation
already accomplished, upon the main
canal line, whieh will be of value in the
plan recommended by the commission
was carefully computed and was found
to be 36.680,.956 cubic yards. A tem-
porary diversion of the Panama railway
has been at Culbra Cut, which also must
be considered. Using the same classifi-
cation of materials and the same unit
prices as in the other estimates with
the 20 per cent. added for contingencies,
the value of the work done is found
to aggrégate $27,474.033.

Fifth—Panama Railway. Of the ex-
isting 70,000,000 shares of the Panama
railway, the canal company will trans-
fer to the United States all but about
1,100 shares. These latter are held
by a few individuals residing in various
parts of the United States and in Eur-
ope. At the par value the 68,863 shares
to be transferred to the United States
by the canal company amount to $6,-
886,300. It owns three passenger and
freight steamers on United States regis-
fry of approximately 2,000 tons net
each. For the past year it has operated
a line of chartered steamers of. United
States registry between San Francisco
and Panama. These steamers on the
Atlantie and Pacifie constitute the Pan-
ama railroad steamship line. The rail-
wiay company owns. an undivided half
interest in the Island of Naos, Culebra,
Perico and Flamenco in the Bay of
Panama, the Pacific Mail Steamship Co.
being the joint owners. Besides — its
right-of-way, the terminals, wharves
and considerable areas of land it owns
nearly the whole town 2f Colon, the
i;j{ns«-.\- lmin;{ umstrm'tg(l under Jleases.

Kitchener, and that he would be exe-
cuted next Saturday. The fact is that
he was executed on last Saturday, Janu-
ary 18th.

Senator Teller’s Resolution.

Washington, Jan. 22.—In the Senate
to-day Mr. Teller offered the following
concurrent -resolution, which he asked to
g0 over until to-morrow:

“Whereas it is. announced that sen-

Regarding the much disputed point as
to what powers were previously pre-
pared to sign-this fiote had Great Brit-
ain acquiesced thereto, a foreign office
official makes the following statement:
“We have no direct evidence to prove

that any power other than the one which |
formally approached us was concerned ;
in this effort to send a collective note |

to the United States. We had at the
time, however, every reason to believe
that France, Germany and Russia were
only waiting our assent formally to an-
nounce their own.” We have:never had
reason to change that belief, which
amounts to a moral certainty.”

Paris, Jan. 22.—In view of the stafe-
ment made by Imord Cranborne, the
British under secretary of state for for-
eign affairs, in the House of Commons
on Monday, on the subject of vepresen-
tations made to Great Britain before
and after the outbrealy of. the Spanish-
American war and the -dispatch of the
Associated Press from London yesterday
on the same subject, the comespondent
of the Associated Press made inquiry in
an authoritative quarter hevé and re-
ceived the following explanations, which
throw a somewhat different light on the
question,

In the first place, in the Spanish ne-
gotiations at the end of Maxrch, 1898,
to secure the intervention of the powers
in ‘her favor, Groat Bmlain took the
same attitnde as France and the other
powers. She neither refused nor con-
sented to join in a collective action. All
the powers were hesitating until they
ascertained the intentions of the others.
Russia clinched the mstter by the late
Court Muravieff’s blunt rejection of the
proposal.  Subsequently. affer General
‘Woodford’s conference with the Spanish
premier and Senor Gullon (foreign min-
ister), at which the Iattor indicated the
extent of the surrender Spain. was will-
ing to make to the United States de-
mands, the Austrian government, bhe-
lieving Spain’s surrender was sufficiently
complete to satisfy the United States, in-
structed its ambassadors to propose to
the European governments that 2 note
be presented at Washington urging the
United States to accept Spain’s offer and
avert war.

SCHEEPERS GUILTY

TWO MEN IN A SLOOP.

AN OLD QUESTION
BEFORE NEW BOARD

INAUGURAL SESSION
HELD LAST EVENING

L
Decided to Take No Action Till Mid-
summer—Report 6f Arbitrator
Will Be Published.

The first meeting of the board of school
trustees for the year 1902 was held last
evening in the council chamber, all the
members being present. Dr. Lewis Hall
was re-elected chairman for the ensu-
ing term. The question of teachers’
salaries confrontcd the new board in all
its pristine force, and was discussed at
some length, no action, however, being
taken.

After the wusual preliminaries, the
superintendent read the reply of the -city
auditor to the reauest of the board that
he audit a statement prepared by them,
declining to certify t¢ its correctness.
This has already been published.

The city treasurer wrote informing
the board that his instructions as to
preparing a statement must come from
the eouncil, not from the board. He en-
closed a statement requested by the
hoard. and authorized by the council.
Both communications were filed.

E. C. B. Bagshawe asked for the use
of North Ward school for a public meet-
ing on Saturday night. Granted.

The contractor for the new High school
building addressed the board as follows:

To the Board of School Trustees, Victoria,
B, C.:

Ladies and Gentlemen:—I believe it is the
intention of your honorable board to let the
contract for the heating of the High school
building this evening. I beg leave to say
that this is a matter that would at this
time, and for three months hence, inter-
fere-with my contract to a considerable ex-
tent, and most certainly should not be done
to my detriment. I do not want in any
way to stop thé progress of the work. I
would say. that the roof will be all closed
in in about two days more, and that I
shall be ready at that time to put the
plaster on. I fully recognize tne fact that
the heating should be at once proceeded
with, so as to save a large amount of un-
necessary work and expense hereafter; but
I submit that I cannot allow of any inter-
ference or delay on my contract without
due compensation, and I further submit
that if your honorable body lets the con-
tract for the said heating that I must cer-
tainly have the customary 10 per cent. on
that, or any other trade, perhaps tbought-
lessly, thrust upon my contract during its
progress.

Trustee Jay pointed out that séparate
contracts had been let for the building,
and the heating and ventilating, and
that any other contractor coming into
the building would interfere with Mr.
Catteral’s work. It had been proposed
to allow him some compensation. The
matter was referred to the building and
grounds committee for report.

The secretary of the Trades and Labor
Council - forwarded a resolution passed
at a meeting of the council objecting to
the presence of Chinese children at the
schools.

Trustee Jay said that the question was
outside the power of the board to deal
with. The writer will be informed to this
effeet. i

H. M. Grahame asked for a share of
insurance patronage. Tabled.

The principal of the North Ward
school informed the board that some of
the junior pupils were inadequately pro-
vided with books; etc.  The city super-
intendent will inquire the number of
books required and report.

W. Ridgeway Wilson asked that the
report of the arbitrator on the High
school plans be published.

Trustee Huggett was of the opinion
that these plans had been discussed fully
enough, and moved that the request be
filed.

Trustee Jay favored publishing the re-
port and moved to that effect. The mo-
tion was carried.

Applications for increase in salaries
were read from Miss A. E. Fraser;. Miss
Cldire MacGregor and B. R. Smpson.

Trustee Jay explained that the last
board had thoroughly dealt with the
question of tedchers’ salaries, assigning

them for the balance of the school year.

He felt that it was a wiser plan for
the outgoing board to deal with this sub-
ject than to leave it to the incoming
members, who were not so familiar with
the situation. He thought, however,
that Miss Macgregor had been unjustly
treated and favored increasing her salary
to $50 per month.

The chairman observed that there were
others desiring increases who had been
in the service of the bbard longer than
either of the avplicants. If advances
were granted in any of these three cases
the whole question would be re-opened
and a hornet’s nest would be stirred up.

Trustee Huggett pointed out that when
the board discussed the salary question
they decided to make no further increases
until midsurhmer. ‘While not desirous of
being unjust, he agreed with the chair-
man that the granting of increases in
these cases would cause considerable dis-
satisfaction amonrg those who, by virtue
of longer service, consiflered themselves
entitled to an advancement also.

Trustee Mrs. Jenkins thought that in
not paying the two ladies mentioned sal-
aries equal {p those received by teachers
in simalar positions in other schools, the
board was treating them most unjustly.

Trustee Huggett explained  that the
regulations adopted by the board did not
provide a stated salary for any position.
A primary grade teacher may receive as

Drury, theschairman said that the regu-
lations regarding the process of increase
which were adopted by the board were
still in force. These provided thdat fur-
ther increases were not to be given un-
til midsummer.

Tations, - He felt,” However, that in con-
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sidering this subject injustice had been |
dope some of the teachers by the out- |
going board.

Trustee Boggs moved that the app'li-
cations be received and filed. He re-
gretted that he felt bound to make this
motion, but contended that it was unfair
that the new board should be expected
to vot# on a subject of which they had
very little knowledge. He did not be-
lieve in breaking through the rules adopt-
ed by the board governing the question.

Trustee Matson was under the impres-
sion that some of the lady teachers had
_been dealt with unjustly., He believed
in treating all fairly.

Trustee Drury added that if all the
members of the board were in favor of
rescinding the regulations he would most
heartily join with them. But unless they
unanimously decided te do this he did
rot consider they would be justified in
taking action, It was useless to adopt
rules if they were to be broken.

Trustee Mrs. Jenkins believed in doing
justice to all. If there were other teach-
ers besides those mentioned who had
been unfairly treated they should be
dealt with equitably. She thought it un-
fair that the outgoing board should bind
the incoming one to its action in the mat-
ter.

After some further discussion Trustee
Boggs’s motion was ,carried.

J. Colbert’s tender was limited to 4,465
feet of radiating surface. The architect of
the building informed your committee that
about 6,000 feet of radiating surface was
necessary to properly heat the building.
T'he next higher tender is that of A. Sheret,
$4,355. Mr. Sheret agrees to supply all
material and perform all work according
to plans and specifications,

Your committee therefore recommend that
the contract be awarded to A. Sheret for
$4,355, and that the contractor be required
to enter into a bond with securities in the
sum of §1,000, for the proper completion
of the work and its efficiency for one year
from the date of the occupation of the
building for school purposes.

The report was adopted and the econ-
tract awarded to A.-Sherett.

Trustee Jay reported that after a con-
‘ference with the chairman and Trustee
Drary, he had placed insurance to the
amount of $5,000 on the new High school
building, upon which there had been
none. The contract called for joint in-
surance to be carried by the contractor
and the board. He did not, however,
think this amount sufficient, and advised
that another $5,000 be added.

Trugtee Jay’s action was endorsed and
the building and grounds committee em-
powered to place the insurance required.

Resolution passed by the board of school
trustees, 'December 21st, 1901:

Resolved, That, in the opinion of the
board of school trustees of the city of
Vietoria, Article 17 of the Rules and Regu-
lations, published in the School Mannal, de-
prives the trustees of the management of
the city schools and vests the same in the
city srperintendent, who is not responsible
to the trustees who employ him, but to the
Council of Public Instruction, thereby mak-
ing that officer independent of the repre-
sentatives of the people, and is snbversive
of responsible government. It is therefore
moved that a deputation consisting of as
many members of the board as can be pre-
sent wait upon the Council of Public In-
struction with the view of securing the re-

peal of the regulations as contained in Ar-
ticle 17.

Upon motion of Trustee Huggett, sec-
onded by Trustee Drury, this resolution
was rescinded.

Trustee Drury, seconded by Trustee
Huggett, moved the following resolution:

That in conjunction with the publication
of the arbitrators’ report on the High school
plans, the minute of proceedings awarding
the contract on the design chosen in the
first instance and aiso the motion providing
for the enlarged plan of the building as
being now erected, be likewise published
for thg information of the publie,

The mover explained that the arbitra-
tors’ report did not show the building
which was now in course of construe-
tion, as the designs then only provided
for six class rooms, while the present
buildirg would contain ten. He wanted
the rublic to be fully informed. The
moticn was ecarried.

Trustee Boggs, seconded by Trustee
Huggtt, moved that the superintendent
furnish the board as far as possible with
the ages of all the boys and girls attend-
ing the Victoria High school. The parent
of the motion said that his object was
to counteract the impression that the
pupils of the High school were over the
school age. The motion was carried.

In reply to a question from Trustee
Mrs. Jenkins, the city superintendent ex-
plained that with the exception of those
already engaged, he knew of no teaech-
ers’ substitutes available.

Since he had chosed to
lift the weil over those proceedings the
speaker proposed to go fully into it.

A conference to arrange matters was
held. There were four there, Col. Prior,
D. R. Ker, 1. P, Duf and Gordon
Hunter, The interview lasted a con-
siderable time, The Colonel was no
le1 ger jaunty, but meek as Moses, and
anxious to know what knowledge they
had. He wanted to know what charge he
could plead guilty to, in order not to dis-
qualify himself, The speaker had sng-
gested that "he plead guilty to hiring
hacks, as that ‘was one of the lightest
of offences, and the Colonel decided to
do so.

He then came to terms. Finding Mr.
Esrle in trouble, Mr, Riley had volun-
tarily withdrawn from proceeding
against him. 8till the difficalty lay in
the fact that +the election was run
jointly, and it was hard to stop the
charge against Mr. Earle and proceed
with that against Col. Prior.

Col, Prior thought it was essential
that the Liberals should give a pledge
that British Columbis should he repre-
sented” in“the cakbinet. They could not
give that pledge or bind the party- to
such a step. If the Colonel made “a
statement that'such an agreement was!
reached he must know he was wrong.
Col. Prior was not only distinctly told
that ‘no suca pledge could -be given, but
both he and everyome else must know
that that was a matter which had to be
settled by the Dominion government for
itself.

Each party was to bear his own costs.
Col. Prior was net only not to be a can- |
didate, but was to influence the unnﬂai‘-i
vatives not to mominmate. Tn the pre-
sence of the three gentlemen named he!
had made that agreement. Yet he nom- |
inated Mr. Barnard, and the best evi- |
dence that their version was coerrcet was
that they could wnot find D. R. Ker's|
rame on the nomination paper.

and he would certainly have signed Mu. |
Barnard’s nomination paper had he sot
felt bound by the  agreement as the!
speaker had outlined.

Was it the way to get all we
were entitled to to send one hostile to
the ‘government? Was it not more advis-
able to send one in' general sympathy
with them instead of Mr. Barnard, who
would go again to advance his own pri-
vate ends?

When Sir Wilfrid was here he pro-
mised that British Columbia skould have
a representative in the cabinet. If they
showed they didn’t want a minister by
sending Mr. Barnard, they would have
a right to suffer. The effect of their
action on the redistribution of seats was
also alluded to, and the speaker con-
cluded by a stirring appeal for suppoit
for the Liberal candidate,

R. L. Drury.

R. L. Drury thought those present
were interested as Victoria citizens, then
as British Columbians and then as Cana-
dian citizens. Mr. Barnard had referred
contemptuously to the securing by Mr.
Riley and Senator Templeman of a mud
dredge. Yet when Sir Wilfrid visited
Victoria the mayor, who was alive to
the interests of his city, tenderéd his
thanks to Sir Wilfrid, showing that he
apprecitated the value of the concession.

At that same interview 8ir Wilfrid
asked, “Is there anything else I can do?”
Mayor Hayward seized the opportunity
to ask for something else.

It was said to be low ground to ap-
peal to the people to send a representa-
tive who would get them their dues, yet
this was the very ground they took in
appealing for Mr. Barnard.

‘Was it not better for Mr. Riley to go
down as a token of gratitude for what
Sir Wilfrid had already done than to
send Mr: Barnard down with a shillalah?

Coming to British Columbia at large,
he asked what claim the government had
to their suppnort? It had been alleged
that the Alaskan boundary question had
not received sufficient attention, yet Sir
David Mills, one of the ablest ministers
of justice Canada ever had, made the
closest study of the question. There were
a variety of questions dealt with at that
commission, but the Canadian commis-
sioners made the settlement of the boun-
dary question the crucial one, and they
let the Eastern question go overboard,
sacrificing everything to the Alaska one.
They did their whole duty  to British
Columbia ir that respeet.

Senator Templeman interjected that at
the same time the members of the com-
mission refused absolutely to.entertain
the United Stotes claim that Dyea and
Skagway should be regarded as Ameri-
can cities prior to the case for arbitra-
tion. -

Regarding northern trade the Domin-
ion government made an arrangement te
build a railway into the Yukon, the_ sub-
sidy for which would not have eost Brit-
ish Columbia aa acre of land. - The Con-
servative party prevented the consum-
mation of that project. Col. Prior, how-
ever, had stated that had he been pres-
ent at the time he would have voted
for that bill. It would have been im-
possible to get a railway heavily bonused
in cash through a House with such a pre-
ponderance of Eastern members. At any
rate that railway had the endorsation of
Col. Prior, and he must have thought
it was a good thing for Victoria.

No government since Confederation had
to meet questions so lurge as the present
one. When the Conservative govern-
ment left power the country was rent
with religious strife, That was healed
to-day. Sir Hibbert Tupper had deserib-
ed the goverament as a lot of mounte-
banks, but had they made spectacles of
themselves as he and six other ministers
had done, when the “cat came. hack”?
They were confronted with Imperial ob-
ligations and thleir statesmanship had
risen to that test,

He saw every evidence that Mr, Riley
wotld receive the support of the constitu-
eucy. (Applause),

The Candidate. :

Mr. Riley, the last speaker, said he
had been the busiest man in British Col-
umbia for the last few days. "His friend,
Senator Templeman, had been interrupt-
ed by Jimmy Owens, who complained
that the larger of the fishery cruisers
was bnilt 'in Vancouver. Well, Vancou-
ver sent a Eiberal member. (Hear, hear).
If he had been the member for Victoria
and Vancouver was represented by a
Conservative he would have insisted on
both being built in Victoria. (Applause).

He hoped they could see their way
clear to support him on the 28th. He
had no axes to grind. He had yet to
receive a dollar from any government
in any shape, form or manner. It had
been insinnated that he had received
whiskey permits. That was not true.
He perchaps regretted that it was not, for
there was lots of monéy in them, and Sir

[ Chas. Tunper had gone to England and !

made money for a big company on the
strongth of such permits. The hour be-
ing late, the candidate confined Lis speech
in very narrow limits, concluding with
an appeal for support.

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GATHERING OF ELECTORS
IN TEMPERANCE HALL

The Speakers at Cedar Hill Given a
Splendid Hearing and Were
Warmly Receiyed.

Mr. Riley and a number of his sup-
porters addressed a meeting at Cedar
Hill last night. The Temperance hall
was the scene of the gathering. A large
number of the electors were in attend-
ance, and the speakers, one and ail, re-
ceived a splendid hearing, there being
not a single interruption in the proceed-
ings and not one dissenting voice to the
remarks made by any of the speakers.

Andrew Strachan was voted to the
chair, and in opening explained the ob-
jecets for which the meeting had been
called. The Liberals, he believed, bad
reached a turning point in the constitu-
ency, and'if any ome n.an had done
more for the distriect than another it
was Mr, Riley. He felt sure that he,
Mr. Riley, would be elected, and con-
cluded by asking all for their support.

L.. P. Duff was then called on amidst
applause. He felt it a privilege to ap-
pear before the electors of the con-
stituency. It was almost superflous to
say anything about Mr. Riley, as he was
well known to them. He had been a
Liberal for several years, and his inter-
ests had invariably been for the advance-
ment of those of the district. Should
he be elected that fervor would be in-
creased. The speaker, however, was
glad to advocate his candidacy on per-
sonal grounds. Mr. Riley was a sup-
porter of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, and there
were various way in which the matter
could be viewed. Canadians during Sir
Wilfrid's regime had.been brought into
close intimacy with the whole Empire,
a fact which had found manifestation in
many ways. Sir Wilfrid Laurier was
the first: Canadian who had achieved the
rank of Imperial statesman.. He had
lifted the country up to a position in
connection with the Empire. no colony
had ever attained before. But he was
not only an idea]l statesman; he' was
eminently practical. He had shown this
in his selection of a cabinet, the most
capable that had ever been selected in
the Dominion of Canada. Trade had
developed to an enormous degree on
every hand.

He believed that the electors would'do
well 'to thoroughly consider whether
they will vote for Mr, Riley, who is a
friend of the government, and in every
way sympathetic with it, or for Mr.
Barnard, who is opposed. to the present
administration and an enemy of the
government.

He asked why it was- that Mr. Bar-
nard wanted to go to Ottawa, when he
could not give some good reasons why
he should be sent there, and what might

Barnard, if successful in this campaign)
would be one of the minority in the
House. The speaker then, explained the
working of a government, and pointed
out how that if any member of ‘the op-
position' had to bring anything Dbefore
the government he could only do 'so on
the floor of the House. As 2 member of
the minority nothing might be expected
from him in consequence. M Duff con-
trasted this position with that of a rep-
resentative who attend the government
caucuses, who could be in touch with
the whole working of the government,
and who was| a: personal friend of all the
members of the government.

A perusal of the columns in the Colon-
ist containing the speeches of the oppo-
sition would shyw . that Mr, Barnard,
Mr. Prior or his colleagues had only one
complaint to make of the present gev-
ernment,
finaneial consideration which this pro-
vince received. He admitted that there
was some ground for this complaint, but
in this connection the speakér compared
what had been done during the last gix
years to the six years preceeding this
period under the Conservative ' regime.
He Dbelittled the idea- of. Mr. Barnard
going - -to ‘Ottawa tu pootesi -against
this, and with the expectation. of ré¢eceiv-
ing better treatment when that repre-
sentative was an enemy to the govern-
ment. He asked if it was reasonable
that Mr, Barnard could look for the
same consideration as Mr. Rilev. who
could approach it as a friend. The op-
position said that they had stolen their
policy, but if this was the case what
would be the object in(sending Mr, Bar-
pard to Ottawa. If Mr. Barnard had
the tongue of men and angels he would
be but a voice in the wilderness. .(Ap-
plause.)

In. conclusion he asked one and all fyr
the support of Mr, Riley.

Dr. Lewis Hall was the next speaker.
There was one poirt Mr. Duff had
omitted which he wished to make. Mr.
Barnard wanted to go to Ottawa to criti-
cize the government, but he could not
see what that gentleman could do in that
respect. He quoted from Mr. Barnard’s
speech at Spring Ridge to point out the
; inconsistences of that address, and liken-
ed Mr. Bamard’s position to that of an
agent who might be sent by a farmer
to Ottawa to buy a property from one
to whom the latter was an enemy.
The sitnation would be absurd in either
case. What the people of Victoria

The tariff on farm implements of all
kinds bad been excessive, but this had
been reduced from 5 to 10 per cent.
Under the Conservative regime the duty
imposed was from 80 to 35 per cent, on
all articles of machinery which the
farmer might need:

Referring next to Mr. Barnard's cir-
eular, he pointed out some of the ihcon-
sistencies there to be found. It occur-
red to him as very peculiar how Mr.
Barnard could be an independent, and
at - the same time represent the Conser-
vative element. Mr. Barnard said that
he was going to Ottawa to watch the
government. The speaker remegabered
when he had gone to the Hous#‘,:_ efore,
but could not remember a single thing
which he had done for the constituenecy.
The Conservatives had been in power
for 18 years, and had done nothing.
When the Liberals came into potwer it
was predicted that they would not be in
for six weeks. In fact he remembered
when a Liberal in Victoria was looked
on as a curiosily, but the great wave
of Liberalism had swept the country,
and in 1896 British Columbia had re-
turned Liberals in four out of six con-
stituencies,

Mr. Riley was personally acquminted
with every member of the cabinet, and
it stood to reason that there would be
an advantage in sending such a man to
Ottawa. There was to be a meeting
of the opposition in the hall to-night;
and Mr. Prior would doubtless tell of
the corrupt practices in the. Yukon.
This was a subject which the speaker
knew something about. In 1897 the
country wis a great wilderness and
thousands of miles from the seat of
government. Officials had been chosen
for the territory, and it was supposed
that at the time that they were good
men. A number of these men had not
proved themselves such, but as soon as
they were reported at Ottawa they were
immediately removed. Sir Charles Fup-
per had rushed through from Vancouver
to Ottawa making charges against them,
but not one of those allegations had been
substantiated. He defied anv
say one word derogatory of the present
administrator. In the interests of the
Liberal party and of the community he
asked for the electors to support Mr.
Riley.

Dr. Milne, who was the next speaker,
was sure that what had been gnid re-
garding Mr. Riley would be endorsed by
those present. Speaking of the prosperity
of the country, he said no industry had
been affected so much as that of the
agriculturalists. He argued that if the
government policy was wrong, then the
prosperity would not be the same, and
showed how the government had con-
tributed to that prosperity. Quoting
from. the trade returns, ne said that
there had been an increase of $457,000,-
000 in the last five vears, the returns
for the five years preceding the present
regime being $1,103,000,000. The farm-
ers had benefited by this, for during the
last.five years they have had exported
pProduce to the value of $368,000.000, as
against $254,000,000 for a like period im-
mediately preceding the present adminis-
tration. The manufacturers’ exports hid
increased from $39,000,000 to $62,000,-
000, during the same Deriods. 'The Lib-
eral policy had also increased foreign
trade, the improvement for the same
periods amounting to $127,000.000. The
averag: anunal increase was $26,000,-

In still another way was the improve-
ment noticeable and that was in the agri-
cultural exports, which increased from
$50,000,000 to $800,000,000. The annual
increase in the manufactured goods was
$290,000, between 1878 and 1896, while
now the average increase was $1,329,-
000,000. 'These figures, the speaker con-
tended, proved that the government had
contributed to the prosperity of the coun-
try.. In conneection with the tariff re-
form, the speaker pointed out that the
removal of specific duties and the lower-
ing of the tariff had done much to do
away with the burdens of the people.
In some cases under the Conservative
government the duties ran as high as
70 and 80 per cent., but under the prefer-
ential tariff a reduction had been made
on British goods to 33 per cent. The
only trade that could be said to languish
was the woollen indastry. The manufac-
turer' was able to get his raw material
in free and there was no protection to,
the farmer on wool. Under the prefer-
ential tariff, however, high prices were
obtained. The exports of cattle to Great
Britain had increased in price from $97,-
000 to $115,000. The reduction in the
postal rates was also alluded to and the
speaker thought that in every way the
government had Jemonsirated that it
was a business one. He said the eyes
of the Dominion were centred on - this
election, and hoped that the electorate
would do their duty. The speaker took
his seat amid loud applause.

Mr. Riley was the last speaker of the
evening, and took advantage of the first
occasion presenting itself to thank the
electors. He was not going to talk poli-
tics, as all present knew the record of
the .Liberal government. That had
already been pretty thoroughly gone into
by previous speakers. As there was to
be a meeting to-night in the hall he
thought that Col. Prior and his colleagues
might tell them some things which were
not true regarding Lim being respon-
sible for the whole election, and he would
therefore tell them what had transpired
in connection with the unseating of Col.
Prior.

In dealing with this subject the speak-
er went over the same ground he spoke
on at the meeting at Esquimalt on Mon-
day evening.

The speaker <aid that he was accused
of being: interested in the Victoria &
Sidney railway. This 'he denied. The
salmon industry was one, which if de-
veloped along the lines he stated at Es-
quimalt, wonld bring a big influx of peo-
ple into the city, and this would mean
something for all. In Metchosin the quar-
antine station was not cnly taking some
of the nroduce of that district. but was
also givinz empleyment to many. and he
believad that when men were required,
they should be taken, as far as possible,
from that particular district.

OF THE POSITION

MR. MARTIN’S COURSE .
IN VICTORIA FIGHT

He Withdraws From fis Candidature
in'the Bye-Election—The Executive
:Adheres to Its Resolution.

~

(Daily Times, January 18.)

The  anneuncameat made yegterday
that Joseph -Mdartin would  agaim. seek
the  suffrages of -the people “of Victoria,
this time for the Dominion House of
Commeons, may :appear inexplicable to
those not acquainted with the facts, and
a short review of the situation may
therefore enable some. who are ' puzzled
over. the situation to understund it.

Since the announcement of the cail for

a Liberal conwvantion in Vancouver on
the 80th of this month, Mr. Martin and
his friends have manifested a great deal
of activity at the different local associa-
tion meetings in having delegates elecied
thereto favorable to the member for
Vancouver.
* At a meeting of the Victoria Liberal
executive held last week it was decided
to call a meeting of the Liberals of the
city for the 29th to elect delegates to
the provincial convention from Vietoria.
The reason for this delay was due to a
fecling among the members that there
being but two Waeks before the Do-
minion bye-election, the party had suf-
ficient work on its hands withdut giving
its attention to a matter which might
be disposed of subsequently. It was
therefore decided to hold the meeting to
elect delegates on the 29th, .

In selecting this date the members
were under the misapprehension that
the convention was on the 31st, as it
was manifestly unwise to ‘eleet delegates
the night previous {o the convention, as
they wounld be obliged Lo take boat the
same-night for Vancouver, the conven-
‘tion being on the 30th. As soon as this
was discovered it was agreed that a
change wounld have to be made in the
date for electing delegates,

Hearing of the decision of the execu-
tive, which, by the way, 'was a unani-
mous one, Mr. Martin came down to
Victoria and accused them of attempt-
ing to burke the convention by declining
to elect delegates.

He threatened that if this was
ot done he would become a- candidate
for = the Commons in Victoria;, thus
lgssening: the chances of Mr. Riley, the
accredited Liberal candidate, being elect-

Shonld the” provincial executive decline
to postpone the convention, it was
agreed that a mecting would have to be
held before the 30th to‘elect the dele-
gates. " It was, however, decided without
hesitation that the meeting should not
take place before the 21st.

The refusal of the local body to be
dictated to by Mr. Martin in naming
delegates before the 21st is therefore
the immediate =ause of his_announce-
ment of Mr. Martin’s eandidature yes-
terday, .

Mr, Martin’s announcement to be a
candidate in the city, where he could not
hope to secure any considerable support,
demonstrates primarily how far he is
prepared to rend the party to secure his
own personal ends,

During the whole of yesterday
Martin was actively engaged in en-
deavoring to find some means of bring-
ing about a reversal of the decision of
the executive of the previous evening.
and eventually he discovered a clause in
the constitution of the Liberal Associa-
tion requiring the president of the asso-
ciation, on the requisition of five mem-
bers, to call a meeting of that body.
Taking advantage of this circumstance,
Mr. Martin caused to be circulated a re-
quisition demanding that a meeting of
the association should be ealled for
Saturday (that is this evening) for the
purpose of taking into consideration tha
question of sending delegates to the pro-
vincial convention, and for the purpose
also of considering certain protests made
by the Vancouver Association agsinst
the action of the provincial executive.
This requisition was signed by a numhes
of gentlemen, some of whom were not
members of the association, several of
whom did not notice that the meeting
was called for so early a date, and
others of whom werg not aware of the
fact that the exeentive of the associa-
tion had already dealt with the matters
as above mentioned.

On the requisition being presented to
the president. an informal meeting of
several] members of the executive was
called to consider it, and it was decided.
after a short .discussion, that it was
entirely out of tha question, the opinion
being very freely expressed that Mr.

Martin’s interference in the affairs of
the association was not to be tolarated.
1t was decided that no action should be
taken which could be in any manner
construed into an acquiescence in Mr.
Martin's demands. This decision was
no doubt communicated to Mr. Martin.

The result was that on I'riday even-
ing Mr. Martin was face to face with
the following situation: He had, for twe
days, been declaring that in the event
of a meeting of the association not be-
ing called for the purpose of electing
delegates before Tuesday, the 21st in-
stant, he would be a candidate on that
date. The officers of the association had
flatly refused to comply with his de-
mand; in other words, Mr. Martin’s bluff
had been called, and he was confronted
with the alternat..es of resigning his
seat in Vancouver and suffering a crusb-
ing defeat in Victoria, or laying down
his hand. He chose the later, and one
or two of his lieutenants went to the
officers of the association and to Mr.
Riley to explain that they had succeeded
in quieting Mr, Martin, and requesting
that Mr, Riley should have an interview
with him at the Vernon. Mr. Riley
courteously went, and acceeded to the
suggestion of Mr, Martin's friends that
Mr. Martin should appear at Mr. Riley’s
organization meeting and announce that
he desired to withdraw the statement
that he wounld be a candidate in Vie-
toria.

SAILED FOR ENGLAND.

New York, Jan. 22.—The American liner
Philadelphia, which sajled for England to-
day, had among her passengers Guglielmo
Marconi, the young Italian electrician who
is developing wireless telegraphy,- and
Richard Croker.

SELE-ABNEGATION
OF THE COLONEL

HE SAVED MR. EARLE
AND OTHER FRIENDS

A True and Candid History Given by
Himself —The Conservative Candi-
date on the Issues.

Mr. Barnard, the Conservative candidate,
and  his friends, held a the
Masonic hall in Esquimalt iast night, there
belng a good sized' audience in attendance.
A number went down from the central com-
mittee rooms in the city as enthusiasm-
generators, and fulfilled their duties satis-
factorily. - The fact that the majority of,
the local electcrs were at the Liberal meet-
ing detracted from the value of the Con-
gervative gathering as an edueator.

The chair was occupied by C. E. Pocley,
K. C., who, in opening the meeting, de-
plored the political sins of Col. Prior which
liad resulted in his being unseated, but cx-
pressed the belief that in Frank Barnard
the electors had a worthy successor of the
Colonel. He also said that he thought
Victoria did not need a representative in
touch with the powers that be so much as
one who would constantly insisf on justice
being done this province.

The candidate, Mr. Barnard, also tender-
ed Col. Prior bouquets, and attributed his
unseating to the over-zeal of a friend. The
election, he said, had been free from the
wholesale corruption which characterized
the work of the Liberals, whose candidate
in one of the contests he fought in Yale-
Cariboo spent. $50,000 -in corrupting the
electorate.

Coming to the contention that Victoria
shkould be represented by a Liberal he asked
what had the Ottawa government done for
these constituencies which sent Liberals to
Ottawa? How had they treated the prov-
ince as a whole? He regretted to say that
though the province had been treated in
this shameful manver it aroused no protest
from the Liberal nrembers, who were too
brsy grinding their own little hatchets.

Mr. Barnard also reverted to Sir-Wilfrid
Laurier’'s speech in Victeria in which he
had promised great things for British Col-
umbia, but these he said Lad all simmered
down to a light on San Pedre rock.

The Liberals had been equally culpable
in regard to thelr promises of free trade.
The net results of their efforts in connec-
tion with the tariff was its reduction one-
half of one per cent. The Liberal govern-
mnt he accused of hleeding British Colum-
bia for, the purpose of building up cities
in the East. He also accused the Liberals
of spending $250,000 in one of the recent
bye-elections, notwithstanding which the
Conservatives had captured a number of
seats. 4

He concluded by imploring his hearers
not to be misled by the specious promises
of the Liberals, but to stand by the party
of progress, the Conservatives.

D. H. Macdowall, ex-M. P. for Saskat-
chewan, handed out compliments to Messrs,
Fooley, Barnard and Prior, and, reviewing
the history of the Conservative party, he
centrasted it with that of the Liberals,
whose whole aim, he said, seemed to be to
tax the people as much as they could stand
and give them mnothing in return. He
stamped as un-British and cowardly to hold
that Victoria shouid send a Liberal to Ot-
tawa simply because that party was in
power ‘there. The appeals made by Mr.
Riley and. his friends were ignoble and
mwean—mere appeals to the most selfish and
degraded instinets of mankind.

_Col. Prior, the next zpeaker, bespoke for
Mr. Barnard the same. support as he had
received, and explained why he could not
rvn. He had been compelled to make a
certain compaet in order te save one seat.
The Lll);»mls, he complained; had taken a
mean advantage of the election law, and to
prevent his. friends - being dragged into
court and branded as law-breakers, as weil
as to save his old friend, Mr. Earle, he had
consented to plead guilty to the charge
against him.

The Premier, when Col. Prior had drawn
attention to the unfair way in which Brit-
ish Columbia was being treated, had mere-
1y said that it should bhe proud to be able
to pay more than the other provinces.

He repeated the charges of inconsistency
in. the trade poliey jof the' Liberals, and
said that there kad been more corréption in
the adniinistration -of the Yukon jn three
¥years than in the avhiole eighteen. years of
Conservative rule.

Regarding - the charges of corruption
against himself; he and Mr. Earle had con-
ducted a pure campaign. On the other
hand they had sent twelve men into the
Liberal committee rooms with their pockets
empty and seven of thein came out with
$2.50 each In their pockets, which. was
turned over to Mr. Helincken and deposited
in his safe, 5

He also repeated his statements regarding
the injustice of the manner in which con-
tracts were being awarded.

A. E. McPhillips condemned the Liberals
for “their failure te give British Columbia
cablnet representation, and stated that the
sclection of Mr. Riley as a candidate by the
Liberals was ar admission that they did
not hope to get cabinet representation, as
he was merely a lightweight, and was put
up to relieve the government from an em-
barrassing position.

Mr. Helmcken, after a short address,
moved a resolution pledging the support
of the meeting to the candidate, and with
cheers for Mr. Barnard and the singing of
the National Anthem the meeting closed.

REPORTED SUICIDE
OF YOUNG GAMBLER

LOST HIS EARNINGS
PLAYING CHUCK LUCK

Is Reported to Have Taken His Life in
Despair—Story Will Be Inves-
tigated. by- Police.

During the next few days the police
will be busily engaged in investigating
a report -which will be made to them this
afternoon regarding the sensatiounl sui-
cide of a young Chinaman in Chinatown.
According to information obtained by the
Times from 1eliable sources, he had been
gambling considerably of late, apnd on
Monday had lost something like two hun-
dred dollars at c¢huck luck. Plunged into
despair through the loss of his savings,
he is said to have returned tg his quar-
ters on Fisgnard street and takenpoison,
from which he died.

If this story be true, the body of the
suicide must have been taken away
somewhere, as no burial permit has been
issued ‘from the city clerk’s office, and
the by-law requires that this and a phy-
sician’s  certificate as to the cause of
death must be obtained before there can
be an interment at Ross Bay- cemetery.
This morning a Times representative
went to the place where the young China-
man lived on Fisguard street, and was

The story. of the suicide is vouched for
by a Chinese domestic, who told it in
such a manner as§ to induce the belief
that there is something in it. The vic-
tim, it appears, had been gambling quite
frequently of late, and had been alter-
nately encouraged by gains and losses.
Buoyed up by the prospect of depleting
the bank operated by his wily country-
men, to the tune of several hundred dol-
lars, he continued to play until he found
his earnings swept into the coffers of
the banker, and himself penniless.
Unlike an experienced votary of chance
he did not take his loss' philosophically
and await the turning of the tide in his
favor, but filled himself with a quantity
of crude opinm and died. The Chinese

The young China-
man who is alleged to have tiaken his
life <is said to be between sixteen and
eighteen years of age; the other Chinese
who is ill is known to be sixteen years
of age.

It may be that the affair is not so
gerious as reported, and that the rash
attempt of the young Celestial miscar-
ried, with the result that he is now very
much under the weather at his home. |
It is also possible that there were two '
losers and there was a double attempt
at suicide, which was successful in one
case and a failure in the other. At all
events the matter will be thoroughly in-
vestigated by the police and a day or so
may throw some light on the matter.

Body of Young Geo. Henry Recovered

THE CHIEF JUSTICESHIP.

Mr. Davis Thinks the Szlary Insignifi-
cant—Some of the Claimants.

EXPENDITURES O
DS T0 ARIRER

WHAT HAS BEEN_SPENT
BY THE GOVERNMENT

Charge of . Comservative Speakers
* Stamgped as Fallacious by the Re-
cords of Public Departments.

In the campaign now cn in this city,
Mr. Barnard, the Conservative candi-
date, -has based his principal charges
against the Liberal government on the
alleged neglect which it has shown of
the interests of this city. The low pay
of the letter carriers has formed one
stock argument, while he has laboriously
sought to create an impression that the
necessities of shipping -in the way - of
beacons, ete., have been entirely over-
looked with the exeeption of a light on
Brotchie ledge,

This same fallacy was advanced at the
time of the general election, ana was
thoroughly exploded by the Liberal
speakers at that time. But as it is be

ing revived for use in the bye-election

some figures given at the meeting at
Boleskine road last night by Senator
Templeman may be quoted to show how
unfair and ungrounded these -criticisins
are, and as an indication of the honest
endeavor of the Liberal government dur-
ing its tenure of office to meet the needs
of the province and city in this respect.

In the speech referred to, reference
was made to the enlargement of - the
quarantire station from one of insigni-
ficance to a station unexcelled for its
size on the continent; to the carrying
out of the promise of"two cruisers .be-
ing constructed in British Columbia; to
the building of the new dredge, and its
promised use for Victoria; to the eredit-
able publie buildings erected at Ross-
land, Nelson and other points; to the
building of the Yukon telegraph line at
a cost of between $200,000 and $300.000;
to the construction of the Crow’s Nest
railway; to the doubling of the head tax
on Chinese, and to the new fish hatcher-
ies to be built this summer at Skeena
and Naas,

Regarding the salaries of those em-
ployed in the post office and custom ser-
vice in this city, an examination of the
records show a marked increase in sal-
aries during the Liberal regime. Since
1896 there have been increases in the
salaries of the permanent staff to the
amount of $1,300, and of the temporary
staff to the amount of $490.

But in selecting the marine and fisher-
ies department for. criticism, the oppon-
ents of the government -have been singu-
larly unfortunate, for it is in_this de-
partment that some of the heawiest ex-
penditures have been made.

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THE. ARBITRATOR
 REPORT ON PLANS

IS NOW MADE PUBLIC
FOR THE FIRST TIME

Information Regarding Selection of De-
sign and Awarding Contract for
High School Building.

At the meeting of the board of school
trustees last night it was decided to
publish the report of the arbitrator, W.
Henderson, on the competitive plans for
the new High sehool building, now in
course of construction. This was pro-
posed by Trustee Belyea before last
year’s board went out, but was opposed
by the majority of the trustees. Last
night, however, Trusteq Jay moved that
the report be published and it was car-
ried. At the instance of Trustee Drury
it was decided that in conjunction with
the publication of the report the minute
of proceedings awarding the contract on
the design chosen in the first place and
also the motion providing for the enlarg-
ed plan of the buiiding as now erected
be also published for the information of
the public.

In the first instance the conditions gov-
erning the competitive plans called- for
a building with eight rooms, an assem-
bly apartment, and, principal’s and teach-
ers’ rooms. Being of the opinion that
such a building could not be constructed
for the amount available for this pur-
pose ($27,000), the bcoard modified the
conditions, providing for a building with
six ‘roorus, an assembly hall, which conld
be converted into two class rooms, and
princival’s and teachers’ rooms. Eight
plans were received, two of which con-
formed to the original conditions, and
the others to those calling for a six
roomed building.

The arbitrator reported in favor of
W. Ridgeway Wilson’s plan, but the
board. after careful consideration of the
matter, accepted that of Mr. Rattenburr,
and tenders were invited. The lowest
tenderer was Mr. Catteral, who was
awarded the contract, his figure being
$21,442. In view of the unexpectedly
low tender, the board thought that they
could have a larger building, and come
within the appropriation. Mr. Ratten-
bury submitted an estimate for an ad-
dition, which would give the building
ten  class rooms, besides the assembly
hall and other apartments;, and with
these changes provided for, the contract
was let for $28,042. The resolition de-
ciding thet this be done was moved by
Trustee Belyea, and seconded by Trus-
tee Drury, as follows:

That the plan of thee nssembly hall and ad-
ditional class rooms and changes in the in-
terior arrangements of the new High school
building, as proposed by the architect, he
accepted, and that the chairman and secrec-
tary be authorized to sign the contract for
Mr. Catterall for the sum of $28,042.

The arbitrator’s report is as follows:
Victoria, B.'C., August 14th, 1901.

Sir:—Acecording to instructions conveyed
in your letter of the 9th inst. with condi-
tions for the guidance of architects in the
preparation of competitive designs, ete., for
a new High school proposed to be ®rected
at the elty of Vietoria, B. C., I have ocare-
fully examined the various - designs, etc.,
handed me, made approximate estimates of
the cost of same, all of which I now beg to
submit for your consideration.

I received eight competitive designs with
the necessary drawings attached, numbered
as follows: Nos. 11, 12, 13, 14, 15, 18, 17, 18,

Deslgn No. 17, in my opinion, is the best
in every respect. I consider it is the most
handsome, and the best arranged’ from
basement to roof. The furnaces are so
situated thdt they can be attended to with-
out access to the girls’-play rooms or toilet;
no other set of plans provide against this.
The ventilating is good. The accommoda-
tion for the children and teachers is excel-
lent.  In fact, everything is all that could
be desired for a perfect and complete High
school building. The approximate estimate
of cost is $28,88). T am of opinion that this
could be made less by modifying the sizes
of timbers, etc., w'thout detriment to the
stability of thé building.

1 strongly recommend that Noc 17 desigh
be awarded first place,

Design No. 18, in my opinion, is the next
best, and beg to recommmend that it be
given second place. It is very well ar-
ronged internally and a very neat design.
The arrangement shown for heating and
ventilating could be improved. The ap-
proximate estimate of the cost is $24,460.

Design No. 16 I beg to recommend for
third place. It is, I consider, very well ar-
ranged internally, has a fairly good eleva-
tion, aithough the finishings to gables, etc.,
are objectionable in this climate, untess all
exposed surface is constructed of - stone.
Bricks would decay more rapidly than under
a projecting roof. Approximate estimate of
cost is $26,810. §

Design No. 13 I beg to recommend for
fourth place. There are two sets of plans
submitted under this number, those marked
alternative are those recommended. This, I
congider, is a very good design, well ar-
ranged internally, and very neat elevation,
but I consider it is only fair to you to say
that I firmly believe that design and plans
No. 13 and design and plans No. 18 have
been prepared by the same person, but
whether both have been designed by the
same person I am not in a position to say.
Approximate estimate of the cost of No. 13
is $25,256.

Design No. 14 1 beg to recommend for
fifth place. The elevation is fairly good,
but the interior nx'mng.emonts are very poor.
The lighting is also very badly provided
for. The approximate estimate of cost is
$28,017.

Design No. 12 I beg to recommend for
sixth place. The elevation is very good,
but portions of it is impracticable if the
conditions of competition were complied
with. ' The interior arrangements are poor,
except the basement, which is good..  The
heating and ventilating is first-clase. “Ap-
proximate estimate of cost is $33,064.

Design No. 11 has nothing particular to
recommend It, either In design or interior
arrangements, and, I consider, is only en-
titled to seventh place. Approximate® esti-
mnte of cost is $25,475.

Keefer, saying that the dredge was now at
liberty to come to Victoria, as promised
some ‘time ago by the minister of public
works. Mr. Topp, after consultation with
the Mayor, wired back that the city was
not ready for the dredge, as the wall of the
causeway-was not completed.

The dredge therefore leaves New West
minster to-day to clean a channel near
Pender Island, after which she will likely
return to New Westminster, and will come
down to Vietoria in May or as soon as the
city engineer signifies that he is ready
for it.

SURVEYORS START FOR
THE TAHKEENA RIVER

Volume of Trade Over Northern Routeés
Last Year—Reported Land Slide
Back of Juneau.

As it is in Victoria so 1s 1t in Dawson
in regard to the weather this winter.

The steamer Amur, which arrived from
Skagway this morning, brings
from Dawson, dated January 14th,
which states that the winter in the
North has been comparatively miid, and
that in the price fuel
has been greatly reduced. At Skagway
there was little snow on the ground when
the steamer sailed, but the weather was
not disagreeably cold. There was little
travel between the inland points and the
coast, and of the eleven arrivals from
the North on the Amur not one came
from the interior. The steamer called
aty”Vancouver on her way Gown, and as
her passengers were destined for that
city and Seattle all were landed there.

Information from White Horse is to
the effect that two surveyors and three
assistants left there with instruments
and two months’ supplies, their destina-
tion being the Tahkeena river,

Further reports are that this party is
to make a snowshoe survey up the river,
tap the Arkell Lake district, terminating
their work at the boundary line at Ior-
cupine. 4

A letter from United States Commis-
sioner D. A, McKenzie, and sent out
from Coldfoot by a musher to Dawson,
says that befors the freeze-up a $660
nugget was found on the Koyukuk. The
great drawbacks of the district are the
poverty of the miners and the great cost
of provisions. Pay extends over an im-
mense area, and Mr, McKenzie will be
greatly disappointed if the district does
not turn out to-be the greatest producer
in Alaska,

total, 36,527 tons.

The shipments to Dawson by the two
routes last season, 1900, were: Upper
river, 20,417 tons; lower river, 11,627
tons; total, 32,044 tons,
