THAW TRIAL RESUMED
AFTER FOUR DAYS DELAY

tawyers Had Another Dispute,
But Have Settied It--
Clergyman Predicls That
Thaw -Will Escape Both
Prison and Asylum.

NEW YORK, Feb. 18—After an inter-
ruption of four days the trial of Harry
K. Thaw was resumed today. Juror
Joseph B. Bolton, the death of whose
wife on Thursday last caused the post-
ponement of the case and the release
of the jury from close confinement,
was early at the criminal courts
building this morning, declaring he
felt perfectly able to go ahead with
the trial.

During the  period of the long ad-
journment there had been many ru-
mors of a conflict among the counsel
but at the opening of court today all
of the six attorneys who have repre-
sented Thaw during the proteedings,
were at his counsel  table, consulting
together "as usual. Even Mr, McPike,
who had not been-included in Mrs. Wm.
Thaw’s official list' of ' attorneys as
given out Saturday, was in his accus-
tomed place at the 'prisoner's’right. Dr.

Britton D, Evans; of New Jersey State |,

Hospital of the Insane, was. on the
stand last Thursday when the trial was
adjourned, and will be recalled today
as the first witness. Mr.' Delmas took
up the examination of the witness,
thus resuming his position as leading
counsel.

Dr. Evans sald: “I took a letter of
introduction to Mr. Thaw from Mr.
Hartridge and was finally conducted to
his cell. He gave me his hand and
loked at me with a staring and twitch-
ing eyes with a nervousness such as
we seldom see and in an agitated man-
ner he asked me to have a seat beside
him on the cot.” He loked at me a long
time and then said: ‘You have differ=
ent eyes from Dr. ' Hamilton, Your
eyes look as if you were a sane
man, his eyes suggestéd insanity.

“I asked him how ihe was, saying I
had been sgnt by Mr. Hartridge to
talk matters over. He said it was all
right if I came from Mr. Hartridge
and in response to my question as to
how he felt he said, “Oh, I'm all
right.” »

“The words “were nervousty Ttteted
and were piled together. Then he
continued: ‘Lew Delafield, a lawyer,
and the firm of Black, /Olcott, Gruber
& Bonynge are in a /conspiracy with
Jerome so as to closé this matter up
and railroad me off to. an asylum.
They . want to have me declared in-
sane. It is all rot. There’s nothing to
it. They 'don’t want me to: come to
trial where I may be. vindicated and
where I can-tell the court and the jury
all there is in this matter.’’’ - _

Dr. Evans said that Thaw told him
ke had not wanted to kill White, but
had sought to bring him to the trial
and justice and would rather have thus
humiliated him.  “But this was an act
of Providence,” the prisoner said.

BOSTON, Feb. 18.—The Rev. F. A.
Wiggin, in a sermon on *the unwritten
law,” yesterday predicted that Harry
K. Thaw would go free for the murder
of Stanford White. The speaker said:

“Thaw will go free, even from .the

His “Rhearsals” on Street Cause Spec-
tators to Shriek Aloud in
Horror

LONDON, Feb. 18—Two piercing
screams, unmistakably feminine, caus-
ed an excited crowd of tradesmen’s
boys’ school children, workmen, Wwo-
men and unemployed to make a rush
from the Hammersmith road toward
Olympia shortly after noon yesterday.

One scream came from an elderly
woman, who carried a string bag and a
small dog; the other came from &
small “general,” who was carrying
home some washing, and had, in the
emotion of the moment, scattered
shirts, collars and other garments over
the pavement.

Thers were others who, being males,
did not scream, but. stood transfixed
with horror. And this is what they
saw.

A large motor car, laden with six
passengers,- came hurtling down the
Hammersmith road from the direction
of the Bioadway and turned swiftly
into the road leading to Olympia. Then
something went wrong; the car came
to a sudden stop, and in the fraction
of a second a rather rotund dark-look-
ing gentleman dived in between the
front and back wheels and lay on his
face.

The chauffeur, appeared to lose his
head and started the engine. The offside
back wheel, with its.steel-studded tire,
rose in the air, poised on the spine of
the victim, and descended again with
a“thud. The passengers waved their
arms wildly. The dark, rotund gentle~
man lay prostrate for a few seconds.

Then, to the amazement of the crowd,
and the indignation of a policeman, the
«corpse” picked himself up, smiled gen-
{ally on the throng, brushed a little
mud from his knees and more from his
back and calmly lit a cigarette.

‘When the constable learned that he
had been hoaxed by M. Gadbin, the
Frenchman who makes a hobby of be-
ing run over at Olympia, his face grew
a shade redder, and the crowd grew
hilarious.

The school children of course im-
plored M. Galdbin to ‘“do it again,
please,” but that gentleman does not
really enjoy being run over more than
twice a day. The car weighed one won
one ‘hundred weight without passen-
gers, 1

There is absolutely no trick and ro
armour plate about M. Gadbin's per-
formance.

He appears be insensible to pain.
The excruciating tortures infiicted by

friendly to his worship. In answer to
the mayor’s question the director stat-
ed that he was rot responsible to him,
would take no instructions from him
and would not pass over the maps
without authority from the head of his
department, Ald, McGoldrick. Mayor
Sears therefore telephcred to the
chairman of the Board of Works, who
was i1l at his home. Ald. McGoldrick
sent instructions to the director to
pas them over to Mayor Sears, which
was done, Mayor Sears arriving dt the
depot . with the precious documents
about a minute before the expres
pulled out. i

Although the. delegates have left,
there are still enough people in the city .
to discuss the amount of water at the
1. C. R. pier. Ald. McGoldrick, chairman
of the board of public works, said last
night that the soundings were quite
satisfactory and would enable the del-
egation to put up a good fight in Ot-
tawa if necessary. Director Cushing
entirely refuses to make any statement
about the soundings, saying that he
‘had given one copy to Mayor Sears and
the other had been sent to General
Manager Pottinger.

At
the extreme inner end the water ‘s
much shallower being only 15 feet at
certain points, y

Mr. Pottinger said this morning that
he had not yet seen the copy of the
soundings sent him by Director Cush-
ing but he was awaiting the results of
the independent soundings which were |
being taken under the direction of Mr. (
Burpee this morning. '

These soundings were taken this
morning by Fred. Condon, of the 1.Co
R., under Mr. Burke’s instructions.
Mr, Condon when asked about the re=
sult said that he did not feel at liberty,
to say anything beyond the fact that
his soundings did not differ materially
from Director Cushing’s. It is under=
stood, however, that the soundings
were considered quite satisfactory and
that while lying overlapping into the
stream, 75.feet, as is quite possible to
do and still work the hatches, even at
the very lowest tides of the year the
turbines would still have 20 feet at her
extreme bow, but that at ordinary low
tides the water would be quite suffi«
cient.

One alderman said this morning that

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DEPRESSING READING.

The newspaper of today is a chronicle
of the world’s life of yesterday, a col-
lection of facts from everywhere, ar-
ranged chiefly for the purpose of dif-
fusing information. Whether such
publications shall be of a cheerful nat-
ure or otherwise, elevating or degrad-
ing, depends almost wholly upon the
condition of the public mind. The news-
paper is the reflector of public feeling,
and if the mental appetites of readers
turn to the sensational, such appetites
will be gratified. It would appear that
the present age is one which demands
thrills for the greater attention in the
journalistic world today is devoted to
the extended description of horrors,
while those other phases of life in-
structive, pleasing and beneficial, are
given second place. Thus while any
great philanthropie pfoject is dismiss-
ed with a few lines, a particularly bru-
tal murder is described in column after
column. There is, in some quarters,
complaint of this state of affairs, but
the press ls~n'ot to blame. Newspaper
men have no Bsensations. However
shocking or grand a story may be they
feel little personal interest in it. They
look upon a tragedy or a sermon as
just so much eopy, worth a certain
amount of space, and a two or three
column headlng "As men they care
little about thq ha.ppenings, but they
easily discern the sentiment of read-
ers, and it is their duty , merely as &
matter of business. to cater in so far
as is fitting, to: the public taste. People
must have the news, and the present
demand is for thrillers; There are
many, even in this town, who think a
paper isno godd\ unless it has a vivid
account of some tragedy, who look up-
on all the high achievements of hu-
manity as something only to be con-
sidered when there is nothing else to
do, and who take from the press only
the very worst that is offered.
Realizing the existence of such a de-
mand, the makers of news hestow upon
the sensational greater attention than
it deserves.” The same feeling is found
.among those syndicates where the mat-
ter is distributed, and to a lesser de-
gree in the offices of publication. Thus
it happens that the papers  of today
are filled chiefly with .reports of tra-
gedies of all sorts in which the minu-

.test details are given. There is very

little of 'an educative nature, and still
less to make cheerful reading. Morbid
sensationalism is the tendency of the
age, and this feeling is reflected in the
press,

This state of affairs has been parti-
cularly noticeable during the past year,
abnormal conditions in the world of
news having been created by the
alarming frequency of great calami-
ties. Never before have s0 many ser-
fous accidents taken place in so brief
a time; never has natural catastro-
phes resulted in such loss of life and
destruction of property. Voleanic erup=
tions, earthquakes, fires, and wrecks
on sea and on land,. have formed a
succession of tragedies so shocking as
to be almost bewildering. Within the
past three years there have occurred
almost as many “world's greatest cal-
amities” as are recorded for all former
ages. The Chicago theatre horror,

Mount Pelee the Indian famine, San
Francisco, the burning of the General
Slocum, Santiagé 'de. Chile, Kingston,
the Japanese and Russian famines,
and a number of mining and shipping
disasters in Europe form a list such as
must make the world stand aghast.
Small wonder, then, that the appetite
for sensationalism has developed, and
less wonder that the papers are full of
such gloomy news,

Yet the world wags on In the same
old way. While some men are com-
mitting crimes, many others are doing
good; the poor are not all being rob-
bed; the suffering are not all left in
agony; the brotherhood of man is not
a forgotten dream; milllons of people
travel by rail and by steamboat with-
out being killed; and those who - are
rendered helpless, and homeless by
earthquake, fire or famine, are recelv-
ing the generous assistance of their
fellow men. Only these things, by our
own desire, are kept in the back-
ground.

Gluek made this offer after complet-
ing the organization of the ruling coun-
cil of his strange cult. The purpose of
The Architects is perfection through re-
creation, he declares, The members of
the colony are to make themselves over
as nearly perfect as possible through
the conditions they have passed
through, but for their children they
shall have determined absolute perfec-
tion through training.

The 24 members of the Gluck colony,
156 of whom are men and nine women,
will wear clothing that will distinguish
them from the common herd. These
garments, which are to be alike for
both sexes, will consist of a pair of
roomy trousers, and a loose, double-
breasted coat, made from unbleached
linen.

The members work in two shifts ot
are eight hours for work, eight hours for
sleep and eight hours for education
and recreation. One day a week is giv-
en for rest. This day may be any one
the individual desires.

The daily diet of the colony is fruit,
cereals, nuts and vegetables, with oil
as a beverage. No meat of any kind
is allowed inside the house. Nothing of
animal origin is permitted to the mein-
bers. Hair mattresses are tabooed, the
members taking to hay for slumber.
Brushes are made from fibre altogeth~
er, Barbers, butchers and saloon keep-
ers are not admitted to the house. The
men are bearded, as no shaving is al-
lowed.

Dr. Gluck, wearing a bathing suit
fand a huge watch chain, referring to
the objects of the institution, says:

“We give a livellhood to our mem-
bers. We require no money from them.
“We ask no question of their religion,
but we all belleve in God, Who is per-
fect. In order that God may find a
worthy tabernacle in our bodies we
wish to make our bodies as perfect as
possible.

“Parents among us have no more
than two children, one male and one
female. Thoe father and mother study
to have a perfect child. We have now
a young man and woman studying to
marry each other, Miss Uundka Fyffe
ds to marry Richard Wunder. They
must study our philosophy of life for
a year before they can marry, how-
ever.

“The married ones of our colony
will not live separately from the other
members, This induces slavery, and
we do not believe in this, We have a
Spartan system of having the men and
women in separate parts of the col-
ony."

Those with whom he does business
say that Shiloh is on easy street.
Their coffers are full, so are their coal
bunkers and meal sacks and their
bank account is increasing. New con-
verts are flocking to Shiloh. So many
have arrived during the winter that
the room is overtaxed. Those now in
the Holy Land may have to sleep in
tents on their return unless the pil-
grims move.

“Praise God; Hail to Elijah! Amen!”
cried a Holy Ghoster when the news
was told him. “God rewards the faith-
ful. He was testing our faith during
the trying times of , last fall. He
wanted to see whetl.-xer our religion
was only skin deep. But he didn’t
find us wanting. Praise His name!
Hallelujah! God looks after His peo-
ple.”

Someone closely connected with Shi-
loh says the temple, annex, hospital,
children’s bulding and all the private
homes at Shiloh have been comfortably
warm during the cold winter. They
have ha@l plenty of coal, many tons
of which have been burned. It has
cost a small fortune to keep Shiloh
heated.

The Shilohites have continued to live
cn their simple fare of mush and milk,
bread and potatoes and beans once or
twice a week with an occasional meak
of fish and plenty of vegetable soup.
All their prosperity has not caused
them to return to their palatable and
wholesome diet to which they were ac-
customed Dbefore they joined the
strange religious colony on Beulah
Sand Hill.

Their method of living has kept sick-
ness below the average. Even the
epidemic of colds that has prevalled
among the  ‘‘worldly people” has not

affected them so much as it has others. |
It is not known at Shiloh when Mr. .

MURDER AND SUIGIDE
‘RESULT OF JEALOUSY

ltalian Shoots Woman Fatally and Then

PARIS, Feb. 18.—An Italian named
Carlos Matronat, 58 years of age, yes-
terday afternpon shot a young woman
named Juliehne Piat, concierge of the
Louse 158 Rue Saint-Martin, and after-
wards committed sulcide.

M. Payaud, commissary -of police of
the Saint-Avole quarter, stated that
Mme. Piat had come along to the com-
missariat at 11 o’clock yesterday morn-
ing and asked police aid to get rid of
Matronat, who lived with her and of
whom she went in fear. A couple of
policemen went back with her, and
Matronat packed up his things and
went off,

He returned, however, at 2 o'clock
in the afternoon, broke the little win-
dow of the lodge with a blow of his
fist and fired two shots from a revolver
at Mme. Piat. The bullets struck her
on the temple. She died three-quarters
of an hour later. As soon as he saw
her fall, Matronat put the revolver to
his own head and blew out his brains.

Matronat had first met his victim
at Palmero, in Sicily, where she was
a maid in a French family. He was
of a jealous and vindictive disposition,
and though when in Palermo he had
already tried to kill her by stabbing
her, she was so terrorized that she
dared not report him to the police.

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CHURCH AND STATE.

PARIS, Feb. 17.—The fate of the
Clemenceau cabinet and the definite
decision whether the settlement ¢f the
church lease question negotiated by
Minister of Education Briand shall
stand will probably be determined
Tuesday. On the morniyg of that day
the cabinet will deeide ‘its course and
in the afternoon it will go before par-
liament and define its position. M.
Meunier and Guieysse, the Radical
Republican deputies, have - consented
to postpone thair interpellations sche-
duled for tomorrow until the cabinet
has had another eopportunity to com-
pose its differences and meantime the
negotiations between M., Selves, pre-
fect of the Beine and Mgr. Amiette,
archbishop coadjutor of Paris, on the
subject of contracts for the lease of
churches,; will bé suspended.

It is certain, in advance, that if M.
Briand is beaten in the cabinet Tues-
day he not only will retire, but will
appeal from the decision of the cabinet
to the chamber of deputies and that
the issue will be fought out upon the
floor in a battle royal between the
premier and his young leutenant,
whose - speeches in faver of a liberal
interpellation of the separation law
have becn repeatedly ordered placarded
through the country.

It is a curious fact that while the
gavernment is hesitating, scores of
communes, disregarding the injunctions
and advice of the government are con-
cluding contracts between mayors and
cures.

FARIS, Feb, 17.—Attempts were made
again today to interrupt the serwces
of the Independent Catholie church at
the church of the Holy Apostles but
they were quickly repressed. A dozen
arrests were made.

As the congregation was leaving the
church some young men belonging to
the militant Catholic erganization
hooted an old veteran who turned upon
them saying:

“T was five years in the Cuirassiers,
my father was thirty years a soldier,
one uncle was decorated on the battle-
field and another was killed at Reich-
shofan. I am a better Frenchman than
you.”

Later Archbishop Vilatte, in company
with Dr. A. E. Maillon, was Insulted
by the editor of the Soleil. Dr. Maillon
went to a pelice station and made a
complaint against the editor,

ROME, Feb. 17—Tifteen thousand
persons, among them one hundred réd-
shirted Garbaldians, with 120 flags and
twenty bands of music, participated
today in an anti-clerical demonstration
in favor of TFrance. The progession
crossed the city and went to the mon-
ument of Giordano Bruno, thé italian
philosépher, who was burned at the
stake by order of the Inquisition,
where thicty wreaths were deposited.
Afterwards the marchers went to the
capital and, despite their being prohib-
ited doing so, entered the balcony of
Michael Andalo, overlooking the hill,
planted the red Republican flag, and
amid enthusiastic cheering, Republican
and Socialistic deputies dellvered vio-
lent anti-clerical speeches,

The government took energetic meas-
ures to avoid trouble, The whole garri-
son was under arms and all the streets
feading to the Vatican were barred by
troops,

Similir manifestations took place in
all the leading Italian towns,

ROME, Feb. 17—Advices received by
the Vatican are to the effect that Pre-
mier Clemenceau of France has order-
ed a cessation of the negotiations be-
gun by Minister of REducation Briand
with M. Selves prefect of the Seine, for
the leasing of churches,

The Vatican was not surprised to
hear of such action as it expected what
it calls “a second coup de main’ after
the first, namely, the expulsion of Mon-
signor Montagnini, the secretary of the
Papal Nunciature of Paris last Decem-
ber.

The Vatican adds that those persons
to whom M. Clemenceau is subservient
would not allow M. Briand to do any-
thing having the character of reaching
an understanding with the church, It
is alsq curious to see if M. Briand will
resign, and, in case he does, if the ma-
jority in the chamber will be with the
minister of education or Premier
Clemenceau,

KNOWLTON'S GREW TELL OF
THE LARCHMONT DISASTER

Thers arrived in the city on Saturday
three survivors of the Larchmont dis-
astef, They are Frank Govang, mate;

GERMANY AND RUSSIA
OPPOSE DISARMAMENT

Question Not Likely to Lead fto Practical
Result, Is Discussed at
Conference.

PARIS, Feb, 18.—Professor de Mar-
tens, who is visiting thé Buropean
capitals as the agent of the Czar, to
arrange the preliminaries for The
Hague Peace Congress, holds out no
hope that disarmament, or eveni the
limitation of armements, will have
much chance of a hearing.

The professor states, in an interview,
published by the Temps, that the pro-
gramme has been complicated by the
desire of Great Britain and Americg to
introduce this question.

It has been omitted after mature
consideration, and at present there is
no prospect that its discussion will lead
to any practical resuit. In this view
Germany is in agreement with Russia.,

The Czar, however, has no intention
to exclude any question of this kind
more than any other. He only hoped
that no surprises would be sprung on
the conferences and that there would
be no hitches. For that reason he has
decided to ascertain exactly the views
of the various powers and to try to
arrange a harmonious preliminary
hearing.

There were many gquestions with
which the conference could ~usefully
deal, including the gettlement of inter-
national disputes, the amendment of
the convention regarding war on land
and the drafting of a convention on
naval warfare. No objection on prin-
ciple had been raised on any of these
subjects,

A BUNCH

The historic old inn at Treadwell's
Lake, owned by Ephraim Treadwell,
and formerly known as the Loyalist
House, was totally destroyed by fire
yesterday. Mr, Treadwell lost the ma-
jor portion of his furniture, and $300 in
cash. His loss will be $4,000. There
was no insurance.

The fire was discovered by sever-
al goantlemen who were driving
out to Barkers, They saw smoke
issuing from the roof and at
first thought an extra strong fire had
been -kindled in the stove, but on ap-
proaching the house they could see the
smoke coming out of the roof. They
gave the alarm, but the fire spread
very rapidly, and only part of the fur-
niture, which was on the ground floor,
was saved. Water was brought from a
well nearby, but nothing coutd be done
to check the flames. There was grave

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danger of the barn also catching fire,
but it e¢scaped, and none of the stock
was hurt. The hall was also saved, and
Mr. Treadwell will live in this until he
can make further arrangements.

None of those in the house knew of
the existence of the fire until warned
by those from the city, and there was
no chance of saving any of the valu-
ables upstairs. Mr. Treadwell lost
$300 in cash which he had in a trunk.
upstairs. Josephne Roy, the domestie,
had all her clothes except those which
she wore at the time, stored upstairs
in a trunk. She also had $256 in cash
in the trunk and it was lost. Robert
Jackson of this city was the first to
notice the fire at 10 o’clock, and at 11.30
o’clock the building had been entire-
ly destroyed. . The loss will be over
$4,000. Mr. Treadwell had no insur-
ance.

On Saturday evening the residence
on the Mahogany road owned by the
city, together with the barn in connec-
tion, was also burned to the ground.
It was wuninsured. The house was
valued at $3,000 and the barn at,$1,000.

The .fire started about 10.30 o’clock,
and soon worked its way to the barn
adjoining the house. For over two
hours the buildings burned and the re-
flection could be seen very plainly
from the city, giving the, impression
that the fire was more extensive than
it really was.

The house was occupied last summér
by Thos., Leatham, who had sublet it
from Mr. Mott. The house and barn
were completely burned. There is no
knowledge of how the fire originated.

The building was worth $3,000 and
the barn $1,000. There was no insur-
ance,

Mr. Mott’s loss will amount to $200
and Mr. Leatham’s to $150.

At the last meeting of the Safety
Board this residence was leased to A.
‘W. McMackin.

The fire department had a busy half
hour last night. At 9.40 o'clock an
alarm was sounded from Box § for a
chimney on fire in a house at No. 32
Mill street, occupied by Wm. Webber
and two other families. Practically no
damage was'done: A small quantity of
water that leaked through the floor
threatened to damage some of Mr.
Webber’s dry goods in his shop on the

ground floor, but this was averted by
the Salvage Corps’ covers.

It was while the firemen were at work
on Mill street that an alarm was
sounded from box 21 far another chim-
ney fire in Alexander Winchester’s
house on Waterloo street. No damage
was done. The North End department
responded to the second alarm so that
about every piece of apparatus in the
city was called out in the storm.

Jury’s Verdict in Connec-
tion With Recent Accident

No Blame Attached to Sears, Doyle or
Gameron, But the Issuing of Ambig-
uous Orders Is Criticised

' e

NEWCASTLE, N. B.,, Feb, 17.—Yes-
terday morning Dispatcher Henderson
sworn, said he remembered giving
Doyle and Cameron orders on the fifth
inst. Generally the dispatcher calcu-
lates for the train getting further or-
ders before his orders expire. Once be-
fore witness issued an order to a work-

ing train to operate between Busby and |

a point two miles east, leaving it with-
out naming the station at which to get

further orders. Witness recognized
Doyle’s order as written by him. He
considered the order correct and proper
and within the limits allowed dispatch-
ers of the railway system. He remem-
bered the conversation with Doyle and
Cameron before and after handing
them the order. dHe thought William
Condron was present. He would swear
positively he did not tell Cameron he
was giving him an order that would
bring him to Beaver Brook at twelve,
nor use any words to that effect. He
would not swear that Cameron did not
ask if the order would bring them to
Beaver Brook at twelve, but did not
remember him asking. Had no definite
intention as to where Doyle would get
further orders. Wished to get Sears
over the road. If no train is in sight
when a working train could reasonably
reach Beaver Brook it would not be
authorized to go there, but it was the
usual practice to do so. When Doyle
and Cameron were making for Beaver
Brook they were, witness believed, fol-
lowing the usual practice. Witness did
not issue an order to Warman January
28th. Dispatchers are left to their own
discretion issuing orders and are held
responsible for the results., The work-
ing train crew are allowed to move be-
tween points named in the orders at
their own discretion, subject to the
general rules. S

‘Wm. Condron, sworn, said he was
foreman of the working crew Febru-
ary bth. Was present when Doyle and
Cameron got their orders. He heard
their conversation with Dispatcher
Henderson. Told them I wanted to
work two miles east of Busby till 12,
then west of Busby. Cameron told
Henderson he would have to be at
Beaver Brook at twelve for water,and
asked if it would be right to go there.
Henderson replied, “Yes, certainly,
and report for orders.” Henderson
was then handing the order to Cam-
eron. In the presence of Henderson,
Cameron told me we should leave the
loaded cars at Beaver Brook at noon.

McCarron, recalled, said that why he
ordered thirty-eight to look out for
Doyle was that he expected Doyle to
remain on the. main line till twelve
and then take till thirteen to signal
himself to Beaver Brook. He had
no idea Doyle would do otherwise or
he would not have allowed Sears to
pass Beaver Brook. When issuing or-
ders to working trains it was custom-
ary to give them time to reach a
station where new orders can be pro-
cured before their orders expire. Ver=
bal orders were no good. With no
trains in sight Doyle should have
stayed at the working point till
twelve. He had often known trains to
move off the main line at Newcastle
to the wharf without any orders. This
was contrary to the system and un-
justifiable. No. complaint was ever
made and he supposed there would be
none till something happened. Only a
shunter went to the wharf without or-
ders. Still he held Doyle should not
have left the working point before 12
no matter what opinions Price and
others had previously given in evi-
dence. The coroner then ordered
the Jjury to retire about five
o’clock. At 9.45 they agreed to following
verdict: “Docithe Thibedeau found
dead on the fifth day of February on
the Intercolonial between Busby and
Beaver Brook, parish of Newcastle. He
came to his death from a skull frac-
ture by the wreckage in the passenger
car attached to the working train in
charge of Conductor Doyle, which col-
lided with Sears’ special. Doyle and
Driver Cameron are not to blame, in-
asmuch as they carried out the orders
as they understood them. No blame is
attached to Sears. The primary and
actual cause of the collision was due
to. the loose system practiced by the
Intercolonial management for the pro-
tection of working trains and the am-
biguous style of order sometimes is-
sued to such trains.”

COMPLAINTS ABOUT
CAR SHORTAGE

R

OTTAWA, Feb. 17.—During the past
month the railway commission has re-
ceived forty-six complaints of car
shortage from various parts of the
country, chiefly from Ontario and the
west. The railroads have been com-
municated with and have stated that
they could not obtain from the rolling
stock producers cars and engines
enough to meet the demands of traf=-
fie. The commission has looked into
the question on its own account and
has found the trouble is not due: so
much to scarcity of cars as the lack of
engines with which to haul them.
They have informed the railroads that
they -must provide the motive power
for the operation of the railroads they
have built, rather- than bending all
their efforts toward the construction
of new mileage.

The commission serves notice on the
railroads that if they do not provide
the necessary motive power to operate
their lines the penalties of the railroad
act will be applied against them,

TWENTY KILLED AND 145

INJURED IN TRAI

Terrible Accident

on the New York

Central Railroad Saturday Night

Two of the Injured Will Dic and a Number Are In
Serious Condition —- Cars of Electric Express,

Filled With Suburban

Passengers and Matinee

Crowd, Jumped Track While Going Round Curve

at Terrific Speed.

A

NEW YORK, Feb, 17.-Twenty dead,
two fatally hyrt and 145 others more or
less seriously injured, is the tesult of
the wreck of an electric express train
on the New York Central railroad at
205th street and Webster avenue last
night. Of the large number of in-
jured fifty are, according to hospital
and police reports, seriously hurt and
the death list may be increased within
the next 24 hours. :

Most of the others are suffering from
lacerations or shock and will recover.

Train No. 265 left the Grand Central
station at 6.13 o’clock, dirawn by two
heavy electric motors and loaded with
a matinee crowd and commuters on
their way home from business in the
city. It was made up of the combin~
ation baggage and smoking car, and
five passenger coaches. After stopping
at 125th street, the train was scheduled
to run express to White Plains. At
Woodlawn road the four tracks run
through a rocky cut. When the train
feached the curve it was, according to
the passengers, running at a very high
rate of speed, estimated by some at 60
miles an hour. Both motors and the
smoking ¢ar swung safely around the
curve, but the cars following left the
rails and, plunging over on their sides,
tore up the tracks, and skidding a hun-
dred yards collapsed in one mass. Of
those instantly killed by far the great-
er number were women. Many were
mangled beyond recognition.

Ambulances and surgeons from
every hospital in the Bronx and from
Bellevie responded to hurry calls, as
afa two fire engine companies and the
police reserves’ from many stations.
Many of the injured were quickly ex-
tricated from the wreckage, while
others were s> pinioned that they
could not be taken out for some time.
Those most seriously injured were
hurried to hospitals, while the coroner
took charge of the d& as fast as the
bodies were recove!

Fire started in the overturned cars,
but the flames were quickly extin-
guished and the firemen lent thelr ald
to the injured.

Special trains carried many of the
injured to White Plains and Mount
Vernon, while others were brought to

‘the Grand Central station and sent to

hospitals here.

The rear car, containing more wo-
men than the others, suffered the most
as it overturned and before the break-
ing of the coupling released it from
the cars ahead, it was literally torn
to pleces and broken bits scattered for
e hundred feet across Woodlawn av-
enue, , Many passengers practically
uninjured, tumbled from the cars and
hurried to telephones summoning aid.
As others injured, climbed from the
twisted wood and iron, they were help-
ed to the roadside and made as com-
fortable as possible until physicians
arrived. .

When the ambulances arrived those
desperately hurt were hurried to hos-
pitals.

The train, No. 265, was & familiar
designation to score of commuters,
who nightly are carried to their sub-
urban homes on this train. It was in
charge tonight of Engineer Edward
Rogers and Conductor John Williams.
In the engine cab with Rogers was As-
sistant Supt. of the Division F. B. wWil-
liamson: Joseph Evans was in charge
of the rear car, James Brill of the sec-
ond car and. William Willis of the com-
bination car. -

_ The other trainmen were Edward Col-
lins, while Operating Imspector B, C.
Stevens was also on board. i

The cause of the wreck has not been
officially determined. At the Grand
Central station there was" inclination
to blame the accident to spreading
rails, but later it was said that it was
believed that the axle of the first pas-
senger coach broke, throwing the cars
from the track. The train pulled out
of 120th street on time, at 6.56, having
a clear headway for White Plains,
over one of the four tracks of this dl-
vision. Just below -Woodlawn - avenue
there begins a deep cut, which above
the Woodlawn road bridge comes out
into more open country. At the road
the eight rails turn rather sharply to
the left. £moker and passenger coaches
were well filled, the first two cars
chiefly by men and the fear cars with
women.

rallroad men who later viewed the
wreck estimated by the distance which
the gathered momentum carried ' the
overturned cars, the train was making
between 40 and 50 miles ah hour at the
time.

“I remarked on the speed,” sald Mr.
Green, "when we hit that curve. We
instinctively stopped playing a game of
cards and looked back. Suddenly the
car lurched to one side. In a moment
we seemed to have broken loose from
the rest of the train and we could see
the other cars turning over.” -

So ran the stories of other survivors.
Both motors whirled around the curve
carrying the first car with them.

The second car struck with a thump
and followed by tne others whirled to
the right and with on terrific rip and
tear and splintering of wood fell on
its side. Cars went into short strings
of iron and tles were made into kind-
ling wood as the coaches bumped along.
The latter slid for a hundred yards be-
fore they stopped. Then thers was &
moment of silence, and for the next
hour or more groans and screams rose
above the confusion of the stene,

Many of those in the cars were
rescued still ‘alive but fatally injured.
Two score were taken out with slight
fnjuries; sixteen others were dead or
dying.

With the eclearing of the wreckage
interest turned to what the authorities
might do. Perhaps the most signifi-
cant statement of the day wasthe one
made to the Associated Press by Cor-
oner Schwannecke. He had secured &
statement from Motorman Rogers, of
the wrecked train, In this, according
to the coroner, the motorman * had
stated that he was running on sche-
dule time when the accident occurred,
and admitted that the speed of his
train was 70 miles an hour. Rogers,
said the coroner, deciares that he did
not know anything was wrong until
an eighth of & mile beyond the place
of derailment. Then, said the cor-
oner, it was another eighth of a mile
before the motors” came to™a stand-
still. Rogers declared the motors did
not leave the tracks. :

The train consisted of a double-
headed motor coupled into one engine,
with one motorman, drawing five
coaches. The first was a smoker, the
second is described as & power car,
though it is commonly designated as
a combination baggage and smoker,
and the three following ordinary pas-
senger coaches. :

Coroner Schwannecke, in an inter-
view, eaid @

“T am skeptical as to the statement

because the ties show that the mot
and first car were off the track -an
eighth of a mile from where they stop-

ped. In examining the ties this morn=- |

ing I discovered the marks of wheels
which showed that the tracks had been
jammed. The smoker was on the ties,
not on the tracks as has been stated.
The train broke in two about an
eighth of & mile above the Woodlawn
road bridge, The rear portion appar-
ently jumped to the tracks to the east,
breaking the third rail. Consequently
the motors lost contrél of the train and
the air brake was set autpmatically.

“I have an Iidea that one of the
motors left the ralls first. I have 2
part of the rail which indicates ‘that
it is so. It appears to me ‘that &
spreading of the rails caused the dis-
aster. I think that ope of the motors
hit a section of the track with force
enough to cause it to jump off. The
smoker followed and swung the cars
following completely -off the track,
breaking the coupling. If the train
had held together there would not have
been a disaster. When the rear car
broke loose they ran’ wild for a dis-
tance and finaly turnéd over.”

The coroner declared he would pre-
gent the section of rail. to the jury,
which will begin the inquest tomorrow.
This piece of iron, he declared, he had
ordered taken from a flat car which
was about to carry it away. He says
it will show indentations which tend to
support his theory that the ralls were
out of alignment.

The coroner then went on to detaill
some of the evidence which .will be
presented tomorrow. He said that he
had secured statements from some of
the passeagens that the train was run-
ning at a speed which frightened them,
that several declare they were 80
alarmed that “they put on their over-
shoes in the third cer and went to the
rear car, believing there was less dan-
ger there.”

Assistant Attorneys Smith and Man-

L ley were with Coroner Schwannecke

most of the night. From the district
attorney’s office came 2 gtatement to-
day bearing out in part the theory of
the coroner. The New TYork Central
officials also issued a statement.

There were many exaggerated stories
of the wreck in circulation last night
and today. One was to the effect that
many of those killed had been electro-
cuted by the third rail. This was ab-
solutely denied by the coroner, as well
as by the police, who declare that none
of the bodles were burned.

When the wreck occurred the three
rear coaches, completely filled with
passengers, were thrown on their right
sides just above & sharp curve at
Woodlawn road bridge. The shock
was terrific. People were hurled vio-
lently from their seats and the mosat
of those who were killed were pitched
through the windows as the cars siid
on their sides. The third rail held for
a time, but finally broke with a flash
and a roar seen and heard a great

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GUIDED HIS DOGS
- T0 DEATH IN SNOW

Detalls of Mounted Police
‘ ‘Surgeon’s End in Wilds.

Refused Al Assistance and Was Caugh
by a Blizzard — Dogs’ lnstinet
Would Have Saved Him.

~“WINNIPEG, Feb. 16.—Further de-
tails of the tragic death of Surgeon
Flood, R. N. W. M. P, at Fort Chur-
chill, where he was frozen to death,
have been learned from W, Beech, the
courier, who brought the first tidings
According to Beech’s
story Dr. Flopd, Major Moodie and En-
gineer Thibadeau, who had been sur-
veying the harbor and dock reserve for
the Federal Government at Fort Chur-
chill, left home on November 28 for
the purpose of exploring for timber.
When they left, the weather was fair
and everything looked favorable for
them. They had prepared a carp up
country and proceeded to that, but
when they arrived they found that
they had dropped their grub box on the
way and were without food.

Dr. Flood said that he would go back
for it, and declinéd Major Moodie’s of-
fer of assistance. He took the dog
team and his dead body was found by
a search party three days later.

‘While he doubled back a snowstorm
came up, he lost the trail and wander-

.ed about until he dropped from ex-

haustion. The search party found that
he had guided the dogs, and when they
instinctively turned towards the camp
he turned their heads away and went
lurthgr into the wilds. Had he et
‘them 'go théy would have taken him to
safety. Whenever the trail left by him
showed that the dogs were given their
heads they turned towards the camp
and made for it, only to be . turned
away into the jaws of destruction,
Flood, when found, lay in the snow
and his faithful leader lay alongside
of him, also frozen stiff. The dog had
evidently tried to keep his master's
body warm and had perished. When
Flood dropped in his tracks the other

_dogs bit themselves free of the harnest

and each other, and sought safety, but
the leader lay down beside his master.
_Major Moodle and Mr. Thibadeau
took two days in getting back to
headquarters, and immediately on
their arrival, all the white people, In-
dians and Xskimos, turned 'out to
search; ]

The storm was the worse that Mr.
Beech has ever seen, The thermometer
tell to 25 below and the wind blew at
the rate of 60 miles an hour. The dogs
which broke loose from the shed re-
turned to Churchill .seven days after
they had left the camp.

The body of Flood was buried at the
barracks at Churchill. His is the first
grave and the first death in the his-
tory of the Royal North-West Mounted
Police in the Hudson Bay district.

Dr. Flood was 30 years of age, and
wént north from Quebec, where he

Assistant - District - Atiorney Nathan
Z. Smith, with two “sother assisty
ants, continued his ingiiries inte the
wreck today with & view’to determin-
ing whether the 'circumstances war-
ranted. eriminal” prosecution. Mr. Smith
and his associates worked in cenjunc-
tion with Coroner Schwannecke and
Police Inspector Flood and interview-
ed a number of the officials and em-
ployes of the New York Céntral, in-
cluding - Ira A.  McCormick, superin-
tendent of ‘motive power. Mr. Smith
said tonight that he made his inquiries
particularly on the speed of the train,
whether a tire had been lost from one
of the motors and as to“the condition
of the rails. He said he found that one
of the outer rails on the curve had
been torn up and that the heads of the
spikes which held the rail to the ties
had been cut off, but there was noth-
ing to indicate by what agency. He
said pleces of a broken wheel of the
first motor were found at a point far
beyond where the rail had been ripped
up. Whether the rail or the wheel was
the first to give way he had no means
of knowing, but it appeared that the
wheel had broken after it had passed
over the displaced rail.

As to the speed of the train at the
time of the accident, Mr. Smith said
that E. R. Rogers, the motorman, who
was operating both motors, under one
control, declared he was running forty-
eight miles an hour.

Byron Evans one of those killed was
president of the Cape Breton Railway
Limited and was one of the best known
consulting engineers in the country.

One of the sad stories of the wreck
is that surrounding the death of Miss
Fiste D. Warren, a_trained nurse, who
lived in this city, but who was attend-
ing a case 1n Pleasantville. Miss War-
ren was adopted several years g0 by
a family in Greenwich Village, Mass.,
after having been rescued from a fire
nd left parentless.

E. R. Rogers, the motorman of the
derailed train, who was arrested late
last night by order of the Coroner
and taken before him for examination,
was subsequently paroled on his own
recognizance to appear before the Cor-
oner’s inquest later.

Rogers declared that the train was
running no faster than steam trains

were commonly run.

Booth at New York Service

NEW YORK, Feb. 17.—More than
5,000 persons, representing every glr-
cumstance of life, crowded Carnegie
Musie Hall today, while as many more
were turned away on the occasion of

the memorial service held by the Sal-

vation Army for ten officera who lost
their lives when the Joy Line steamer
Larchmont went down off Block Is-
land last Monday night. Commander
Eva Booth presided. Only three bodies
of Salvationists have been thus far
recovered—those of Captain Flin Lam-
dert, Lieut. John Molin and Cadet John
Cederbloom—and caskets containing
these were borne up the centre aisle
of the hall, to the platform, each cov-
ered by the colors of the Salvation
Army and the Stars and Stripes.

" AND THEY TOOK HIM IN

Soft Scotchman From Amherst Relieved
of His Cash by the Sheffield
Street Gang.

There were four prisoners in the po-
lice court this morning. Two were Sat-
urday drunks and were fined $4 each.

John Grant, a Scotchman, was found
wandering about Sheffield street about
6.30 o’clock Sunday afternoon and was
arrested by Sergt. Baxter and Officer
Marshall and complained that the pro-
prietor of a Shetfield street dive had
stolen hLis new shoes. He gave a de-
scription of the man who took his boots

‘and this morning Policeman Marshall
found James Martin on Charlotte
street and arrested him on suspicion
of stealing. On account of the arrest of
these two men evidence was brought
out - that was thought might convict
Amelia Francis for selling liquor on
Sunday in her unlicensed house on
Sheffield street, and that it might also
be shown that Grant was flim flamed
by Clara Burns, a colored woman with
whom he had been‘ keeping company,
and John O’Leary, who, the police be-
lieve, secured a bottle of liquor for
the ‘“easy mark” for three dollars and
then helped’ him drink it. To use
Magistrate Ritchie’s words Grant was
just the kind of an individual that the
Sheffield street crowd are looking for.

Grant pleaded guilty to being drunk,
was fined $4¢ and remanded as a wit-
ness; Martin pleaded not guilty to
stealing, and consenting to have the
case tried before the police magistrate,
Grant was' called on as a witness.

THe “witness was ‘well dressed with
the exception of his shoes which were
practically worn out. The witness was
very stupid this morning and appeared
like a man who had not fully recovered
from a dose of dope. The magistrate
had considerable difficulty in extract-
ing evidence.,

Grant said that he was a Scotchman,
48 years of age, and a carpenter by
trade. He arrived in Canada last May
and has been employed in the Rhodes
Currey car works at Amherst, He
came to St. John at 6 o’clock Saturday
morning in search of work. Got a
couple of drinks in a saloon near the
station and then wandered about un-
til he fell in with Martin, who took
him :o his place on Sheffield street.
In the house were a white woman and
a colored woman (the police say Mag
Sullivan and Clara Burns), Grant says

| that he took off his shoes to warm his

feet, that Martin and the white wo-
man left the house and did not return,
and he and the colored woman Wwere
left alone. On Sunday morning he
found that his new boots had disap-

| peared and he had nothing to do but

put on an old pair that Martin had
left. In company with the colored girl
he went to another house on Shetfield
street kept by a colored woman (the
police say Amelia Francis). Grant
says he gave his colored companion &
ten dollar bill. She purchased two
drinks of whisky, and although he
asked for the change from the bill he
did not receive a cent. He states that
he also gave a tall fellow who he met
in another portion of the city, and who
the police say O'Leary), a five dollar
bill to get some liquor. The tall fellow
got the liquor but only gave two dol-
lars change back. Grant claims that
he had in the vicinity of $60 when he
arrived in the city, and when he was
arrested Sunday afternoon he only had
$23. He certainly appears to have
been about the easiest mark that has
struck Sheffield street in years, and
if he had not been gathered in when
he was . by the police, it is doubtful
just how long it would have taken him
{5 have been relieved of the $28.

Martin says that Grant loaned his
boots while he went out for a can of
water and, when he came back Grant
and the colored girl had left the place.
When arrested this morning Martin
denied to Policeman Marshall that he
had stolen the boots and claimed that
the boots were his own.

The magistrate instructed the police
to gather Amelia Francis, Clara Burns,
Mag Sullivan, Jack O’Leary and all
who have been connected with the case.

In the meantime while the police
were after these parties Grant and
Martin were remanded to jail.

It was 12.30 o'clock before Poilecman
Marshall arived in court with the par-
ties requested. Daniel Mullin, ®x C
appeared for Amelia Francis.

Amelia was then called on and plead-
ed not guilty to selling liquor.

Mrs., Mary Burns is also charged
with selling liquor f{llegally but was
not in court.

The case against Amelia Francis was
taken up and John Grant was called
to the stand. He identified Amelia
Francis, Clara Burns and Mag Sulli-
van. He ‘said he saw the Sullivan
woman on -Saturday night. He also
where he stayed all night. He also
ijdentified Clara Burns as being in the
house. He identified 'Amelia Francis
as being in the house where he gave
$10 for a drink and got no change.

To Mr. Mullin—Grant said that on
Saturday he 'was under the influence
of liquor and could not recall just
where he had been wandering.

Policeman Marshall testified to see-
ing Grant in Amelia Francis’ house
yesterday and Grant said he was there
for a drink.
