Association to the members of the Churches 
is composed. - ; .

IDear Brethren,— 
b presenting this Annual Letter your attention is called to the 

necessity of Christian workers making principle rather than feeline 
the basis of Christian work. ° '

Some may say, « Why this subject ? Do not all the members of 
oor Churches thus do ?” The reply is a question, J9o they ?

The Holy Scriptures teach ns that not only are Christians work­
ers together with God but also for God, since such is His good 
pleasure. “ Go work to-day in my vineyard,” “ To every man his 
work,” “ Remembering without ceasing your works of faith and 
labor of love and patience of hope,” “A workman that needeth not 
to be ashamed, 11 God is not unmindful to forget your works of 
faith, &C.," “ Their works do follow them, &c.”

The example of Jesus “ who went about doing good,” who said, 
“My meat is to do the will of Him that sent me and to finish Hie 
work,” “My Father worketh hitherto, and I work,” “I must work 
the works of Him that sent me while it is day,” and who on the 
evening of his betrayal could say, “ I hate finished the work which 
thou gavest me to do,” that example left for us declares the Chris­
tian a worker.

With this teaching agrees the lives of the Apostles so far as we 
can catch glimpses of their lives in what they wrote and what was 
written of them. . And yet, notwithstanding these precepts and 
examples of the Bible, how many professed followers of Jesus are 
idlers, of whom the Lord of the vineyard might with appropriateness 
ask, “ Why stand ye here all the day idle ?”

It is a feet that many who bear the name of Christ do but little 
or nothing for Him ; drones in Hie cause, idlers in his vineyard.
Not that of ' these we would say hard things, for the cause of much 
of the inactivity is not far away, and their attention once directed to 
it will of itself be sufficient to make of them ever after patient toilers 
in their Master’s service.

How many, too, that work with zeal during times of religion* 
•wakenings, are soon found relaxing their efforts, and leaving to the 
mithful few, who in sunshine and storm are ever found at the post 
of duty, the real burdens of the day.

What reason can we assign fw; the fact that the few toil twelve 
months of the year, only now and again aided by those who, at all 
times, should be their fellow co-laborers ?
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Why are there so many with harps unstrung who, in seasons of 

the past, from a heart overflowing with gratitude, sang, 1

“ Love so amasing, so divine,
Demands my life, my soul, my all,”

Is it not that these unfortunate ones have been too largely 
influenced by feeling ? Do we not do well to urge upon them tbel 
necessity of letting the past suffice, and for future days make pris» 
ciple, not feeling, the basis of work ?

Brethren, is not the real answer as to the cause of Christiai 
slothfulness among so many of our church members, in at least nine! 
out of ten cases, that these are more largely the subjects of feeling] 
than of principle?

Does not the same ruinous cause affect all the phases of Ohrid 
tian duty, the giving and toiling, the steadfast standing, the being] 
strong in the Lord and the growth in grace? Is this so?

Are pastors, to whom especially has been intrusted the work of 
the Lord, to any degree guilty of making their efforts depend on 
anything less than principle ? Are church members, who look to 
these under shepherds for example, imitating them ? Is it to It 
urged by principle or feeling that we, as workers, may with moot 
confidence expect the religion of Jesus to become a world power! 
Is it by making principle or feeling a basis of work that one with 
assurance can pray, “ Thy kingdom come ?" Alas I how often is the

expenditure as to permit the setting apart of about $1000 to the 
sinking fund, in the reduction of the debt against the new Academy 
building. Much praise is due Prof. Tufts, the able and indefatig­
able Principal, for his eminent and valuable services.

The past has also been a successful year in the College. On the 
1st of June, seven young men, all of them ministerial students 
took their first degree.

In consequence of the large classes now yearly entering College, 
great inconvenience is being felt by the College for want of room, 
especially in respect of class rooms. To meet this want, the present 
teaching hall of the Academy, under the College roof, should be 
given up as soon as possible to the use of the College. This would 
necessitate the erection of a new teaching hall for the Academy. 
Your Committee would suggest that eight or ten of the wealthy 
friends of the Institution, generously take this matter in hand at 
once.
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Considerable work has been done in the Theological Department 
the past year, but not as much by a good deal, as the wants of the 
denomination demand. Your Committee believe it would be 
greatly to the advantage of the denomination generally, to have, at 
the earliest possible period, no fewer than three men given up 
entirely to Theological instruction in that department.

Your Committee believe that little good can result to higher 
education in general or to Acadia College in particular from affilia­
tion with the Halifax University, and that under the circumstances 
it will be best for the Baptists of these Provinces as a body steadily 
to adhere to the line of policy they have hitherto pursued, attending 
to their educational work in their own way, and leaving others to do 
the same.

Your Committee are finally glad to record the divine goodness 
in the converting grace which has descended upon our Institu­

tions the past year, and they heartily commend them to the sym­
pathies and prayers of their numerous friends.

REPORT ON BENEVOLENT FUNDS.

Your Committee, feel that the work which lies before us, 
as a denomination, at the present time demands an increase of 
benevolence among our people. Much has already been given and 
done, the leaven is working, but the whole lump is not yet leavened. 
Much land lies before us, and we are (bidden and invited to go up 
and possess it. The depression in financial circles leads us to fear 
that a depression in our religious and philanthropic circles, more to 
be deplored, will be the result, unless those who have given, give 
more, and those who have not given, awake to their duty in this
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important matter. It seems to us very desirable and necessary that 
some system should be adopted by each church and worked up to. 
Hot a system of unsysteynatic effort, but one that demands work 
and secures the desired results. Perhaps no one system we can 

will meet the peculiar condition and circumstances of 
all our churches. But let there be a system which when worked 
out, will reach every individual in the church and congregation. 
Those who cannot give much, let them give a little, and let them 
give often. The secret of accomplishing much does not always lie 
in doing much at one time, but in doing a little all the time. The 
secret of acquiring wealth does not lie in an effort to make much in 

speculation, but in saving a little every day. Let us give ont 
mites to the Lord, and our larger gifts into his treasury, in a word 
let us give âs God has prospered us.
