were at York Point. If the prosecution was correct:

in saying that Moore was drunk and Burchill trans-
ferred to Sheffield street, who was at York Point?
Would Burchill have been taken to Sheffield street,
and if so, which of the men there, Rankine and
Woods, did they remove? Moore was absent on
Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday, and if Burchill
was removed to Sheflield street he and Rankine
and Woods must have been there while no one was
at York Point. Moore came on again next week,
went to King square and was suspended for a week.
The question was about these men and he must take
the book for it. By it he found that Covay and
Burchill were not on duty on Sheffield street together
during July and August. While time was not al-
together essential, great latitude had been allowed.
The book showed that it was impossible for Covay
to have been there.

Strange as it may seem the very best
evidence that Burchill and Covay were on
Shefficld street during July was, figura-
tively speaking, right under the nose of
the lawyers and the court.

The committal book stands in the same
relation to the police force as a day book
does to a man’s business. If there any
arrests made the committal book will show

More than that it will show where
those arrests were made, and who made
them. It also tells a good deal more such
as the prisoner’s nationality, his age, his
offence, and what time he transgressed.

But Progress will prove its case simply
by the day book of the force which has
been pretty thoroughly examined by a re-
presentative of this paper since the *‘in-

™4 The entries in it show that on Saturday
July 5th Moore and Burchill were on duty
at York point because they together arrest-
ed a man named Andrew Chicly at 12
o'clock for drunkenness.

igation, the result could not have
been the same. Even the magistrate must
have been convinced. After it is read, it
is amusing to read again Mr. Carleton’s
remarks on this point.

Thanks to the excellent polic records it was pos*
sible to show thatin July and August Covay and
Burchill could not have been together on Shefield
street. They had not counted on these records, and
if they had dome so he would have had a much
harder case for he believed that these people, lying
on and off the witness stand, would have arranged
testimony 3o as to meet the books. Both Burchiil and
Rose Murphy had been uncertain as to the date,
but the police records proved it to have been im-
possible forthese men to have been together on the
date mentioned. /e believed that had it not been
Jor the records Boyle would have sworn to it too, but
when he saw the records he backed out. Another lie
JSfrom Burchill might have injnred his client’s case
beyond repair, but it had not come.

Thanks to the ‘‘excellent police record,”
it can be shown that Burchill and Covay
were on duty together on Sheffield street
m July. Is there any more evidence
needed.

These facts are given that the majority
of the people who have thought with Pro-

ProGress has conquered
the opposition to the “social and personal”
feature, and is not ashamed to say that it

has been one of the roads on which it has |

traveled to success. So far as New Bruns-
wick is ' concerned it is fairly well covered,
though ' there is some notable exceptions
where good and regular correspondents are
rarer than di ds. It is not y to
mention the places, for some day they
will come into line, and be represented as
faithtuily as, for example, Moncton is now.

| Costumes That Will be Popular in the Ball

It is so long since we have bad a fashion
talk girls! that it seems time we indulged in
the pomps and vanities again, because you
knew fashions ought to be as near to our
heartsat all times, as politics are to the hearts
ot our fathers and brothers.

1t was only a few days ago that the
garrison at Toronto entertained the minis-
ter ot militia, Sir Aporen Caroy, and
the new commander, Col. HERBERT, at
dinner. There was a number of guests,
but, contrary to the usual custom, the
press was not invited. It must not be in-
ferred from this that the dinner was
private. On the contrary, it was expected
that upon that occasion Sir ApoLri would
spread himself and lift the mist that seemed
to have settled upon the department of
militia, since it was discovered that Mip-
pLETON was in the fur businéss. The
newspapers were therefore not overlooked ;
they were invited to come in with the
cigars and report the talk. That they did
not accept, but honored the affair with a
three-line paragraph next morning is most
creditable tg, thept, They had the sgtis-
faction of knowing that thé™ honorablé the
minister of militia was most unduly excited
over their absence, and that ten days later
he had bis elaborate.. three-columa ’P‘f_ﬁf'l’

pringed in the government _papers as news-|

matter—paid for by the line.

This recalls a_similar. incident in the
days of journalism in  this city, when the
News, Freeman. New Brunswicker and
other papers fought with each other and
fora living. Those were the days when
publishers were editors ana reporters, and
sometimes . compositors as well.  They
bad, however, no country competitors, and
their field was the city and the province.
‘Thus it was that when the Sackville fair
was announced to be held at a certain date,
they made preparations to attend. The
committee also made preparations for them,
on the quiet, by passing a resolution that
the press repreaenmtivus would pay their
way like other people. Thesecret leaked out
and the four editors met and resolved to
go like other people. pay their way, return
and, like other people, say nothing about
the fair. They were rather pleased over
the prospect which meant no work, an
«enjoyable holiday, and a pleasant bit of
satisfaction. It was not to be, however,
for their resolution, reaching the ears of
the committee in some way, complimentary
courtesies flowed in upon them. They
could do nothing but report the event.

In these days, in the maritime provinces
at least, such instances are rarely met with.
The press and the people, more especially
those who entertain in various ways, are on
fairly intimate terms, and understand each
other pretty thoroughly. Yet, there are
some people who think that because a
newspaper man is invited to dinner, gets
an occasional pass on a railway. tickets to
a theatrical performance or a church tea-
fight, he is the most favored of mortals.
Do they ever think what the other people
get: the diners, space for their speeches,
the railways, columns of “*write ups,” the
theatres, advance notices by the yard, and
the church fairs—what don’t they get?

Perhaps, after all, it is well that there
is this happy exchange of commodities.
There is & certain free and easiness and
unbounded latitude for generosity about it
that is charmiug and attractive to the
Bohemian naturé. But if there was a
change, and the railroads and theatres paid
for their noti and the paper man
for his travelling and the drama—he would
omit the dinners and the tea-fights—what
sbonmltktewonld be 1n journalism !

RELIGIOUS RIVALRY.

There is a spirit of rivalry noticeable
ithe different religious. bodies that

missionaries sént out by other religious
bodics. If the denomination to which the

speaker belongs is not doing as much as
the others, he lays empbasis on this fact,
without considering the numerical strength
of the différent denominations, or the ex-
tent of the mission work done in other
fields, and urges them on to increased
effort, in order to keep his particular de-
nomination to the front. So that to the
broad-minded outsider, there seems to be
more of a desire to make the heathen
nations all Methodists or Baptists or Pres-
byterians, as the case may be, and not
merely to make them Christian. *

The Methodist limes furnishes an illust-
ration of this religious rivalry in its review
of the work done by that good woman,
Mrs. ““General” Boorn. After referring
to the reasons why Gen. BooTn was forced
to leave the Methodist church, the Zimes
says:

As we statd by the death-bed of Mrs. Boors, and
realize what a world-centre of gracious mfluence
that family has become, it is difficult to avoid bitter-

ness when we remember that all that might have
been Methodist.

From this it will be inferred that all the
good work done by Mrs. BooTit would have
given the Times greater satisfaction if she
had remained a Methodist, and used her
wonderful influence in bringing men and
women into the fold of that denomination,
instead of becoming one of the originators
of a rival religious body. The work done
by the Bootns as Salvationists, could not
have been done by them as members of the
Methodist church, if they conformed to the
customs and methods of that body. But
this fact is apparently forgotten in the con-
templation of what might have been.

It is not by such utterances as these
that the great cause of christianity will be
promoted. Such results as those shown at
the end of Mrs. Booru’s lite work should
be hailed with thankfulness by all denomi-
nations. « If the people whom she has
brought from degradation and wretched-
ness. and - helped to lead better lives, are
satisfied that the army can meet all require-
ments in enabling them to perform their
religious duties, there is no cause for
regret from anyone.

Opinions will always differ, and all can-
not work in the same way, but if a broad,
generous spirit is cultivated, and denomi-
nation given less consideration than christi-
anity the results will be greater.

The name
of Stanley we write beside that. of the
illustrious Scotchman, and of Speke, Baker,
Park and others, the explorers of that wild,
wonderful lanJ.  Canon Farrar refers to
him in a recent sermon preached in the
abbey :

plorer who last week wax wedded here ainong =n
many w‘onmmln of well.wishers 7 (ould  man be
brought 10 lower depthx of anguish than he was at
Starvation Cump in the bonndiess forest of Darkest
Afrien? +*Vain it was lor me,’ he said, *to seek the
sleep which is the bulm of hury winds. Too wany
memories crowded nround me ; too many dying faces
haunted me in the durkness. The +tark forms lying
along the puth were things too solenin for sudden
oblivion. “The poor hearis sround were too heavy
for aught save grouns of despair,’”

Stanley may be a tough-fibred, hard-head-
ed man, and such he needed to be, but |
cannot believe him dishonorable or hard-
hearted.  He may not be inclined to soft-
ness or romanticism, but he can write
vividly, and has had a most romantic history.
I was much interested in the report of his
speech in vindication, uttered at New York
city.  He speaks with much of dignity, and
in a judicial and impnrlinl manner. [ fear
that the Bartelot family are as vain and
beady as the scion who by his own follies
was lopped off. It Stanley is to blame,
let the blame be shown, and he must bear
it ; but no frantic cries of wounded family
