MARRIAGE TIE SACRED.

Toronto, Oect. 16.—The first address
at the Ecumenical conference today
was by Rev. (i. J. Tasker, D. D, prin-
cipal of Handsworth College, Birming-
ham, on “Improvements of theological
colleges,” the church, he thought,
should strengthen the colieges, put-
ting more money ioto them.

Rev, Franklin Hamilton, D. D,
Chancellor of Washington Universi-
ty, spoke on a “Broader preparation
for the ministry.” Ministerial supply
was fhe subject dealt in by W. T.

He not-
ed the deerth of candidates in all
churcheg, although in his church, the
Wesleyan, they have all they need.

The following resolution on Ne Te-
mere decree was adopted: This con-
ference assembled at Toronto and re-
presenting the interests of world-
wide Methodism, enters an empha-
tic protest against the Ne Temers
decrde issued by the s Church of
Rome. While holding that the ful-
lest religious liberty should be accord-
ed to all men of all creeds, the con-
ference repudiates the idea that any
church #hould have the power to
override the civil law and especial-
Iy on such a subject as that of mar-
riage on which the welfare of any
communily depends.

The covference is further of the
opinion that the promulgation of the
Ne Temere decree "Is an onirage on
the elementary rights of citizenship,
and therefore calls upon (he repre-
sentatives of the various Methodist
churches represented in this confer-
ence 1o take steps to prevent both
he proclamation and accepiance of
this decree in the couniries from
shence it came.

{Fire in Pile of Tan Bark

Gave [Firemen Work Last
Night -- Smoke was Very
Thick.

A fire was discovered in a pile of
tan bark in the rear of C. H. Peters
Sons tannery on Erin street about a
quarter after ten last evening. The
firemen responded quickly to the
alarm, but by the time they got a line
of hose run into the scene of the fire,
the pile of bark was ablaze, and mak-
ing a dense and peculiarly irrvitating
smoke.

cold evening.

The origin of the fire is unknown,
but it is supposed that it was set by
some boys playing in the yard early
in the evening. The loss will amount

THE QUESTION BF JOHN
SIME'S QUAIFICATIONS
FOR COUNTY GOUNGIL

Mr. Sime Says Canvass Being
Used Against Him is Un-
fair = What the County Sec-
retary Says.

Although a question as to the qual-
ification of John Sime to run for coun-
cillor in the Parish of Lancaster has
been raised, nothing has been doue
to prevenlt him running an election,
and the voters today will have an op-
portunity of voting for Mr. Sime. It is
claimed that Mr. Sime does not have
sufficient property in the parish and
that his holdings in the city do not
count as qualifications. Mr. Sime de-
clares that an unfair canvass is being
made against him, and when interview-
ed said: “Do you notice the clause
‘In the county,’ or ‘within the county,’
occurring in the section, wherever a
property qualification is mentioned, 1
am assessed in the County of St. John
which includes the city at $18,800. A.
D. Gault, clerk of the Parish of Lan-
caster, made no mistake in accepting
my nomination papers. The canvass
is used against me to cut down my
majority and not to prevent me from
running. The statement Is very un-
falr and misleading.™

When interviewed by The Standard,
J. King Kelley, the county secretary,
sald that he was not involved in this
question, although a number of pro-
tests had been verbally lodged with
him, demanding that he instruct the
parish clerk A. D. Gault to disregard
any votes cast for Mr. Sime. The mun-
icipalities act excludes the city from
its territorial jurisdiction and uses
the term county in an exclusive sense
a4 against the elty and county,

The secretary said his personal
opinion was that candidates for the
office of councillors must be qualified
within the territorial jurisdiction over
which the county council presides.
The municipality of the e¢ity and
county of St. John has no territorial
Jurisdiction within the city of St. John
He would not advise a course that
would exclude vote ‘asting their
ballots for Mr. Sime or any other
candidafe about whose nomination
there might be a debatable question,
even though his own opinion was set-
tled and adverse. The proper course
was to allow the candidates’ nomina-
tion, count the ballots, and report to
the county secretary, who in turn will
lay all the facts and his legal opin-
ion before the county council,

It is also open to any rate-payer (o
apply to the court for a summons,
calling upon the councillors ‘elected
to show cause by what authority they
presume to hold officé,

This is the method usually adopted
in trying out the gqualification of a
candidate and the legality of an elec-
tion.

ST MARTIN'G MAN WS
ACCIDENTALLY SHOT

George Minnette the Victim
of Peculiar Accident = At
His Home, with Bullet in
His Abdomen.

A shooting accident which may re-
sult in the death of George Minnette
occurred yesterday morning a short
distance from St. Martins while Min-
nette and a companion, Daniel Mor-
row, were driving on the road.

Minnette, who belongs to St. Mar-
tins, has with his father been employ-
ed at Henry Lake, about eight miles
from St Martins, getting out lumber
for A. Bentley. About eight o’clock
)estordn\ morning the two men, Min-
nette and Morrow started out in a car-
riage taking along a rifle with them.
After travelling a short distance the
gun, which was lying In the back of the
wagon, discharged, and the bullet,
striking Minnette in the back, passed
through his back penetrating the ab-
domen. The circumstances of the ac-
cident were most peculiar and neither
of the men could exactly tell what
caused the gun to go off, but the
theory is that in some way the gun
became entangled in clothing causing
the accident

The injured man was taken on a
hand car, which happened to be near
the scene of the accident, and hurried
with all speed to St. Marting for medi-
cal attendance. Upon examination it
was found that the wound was a dan-
gerous one, and preparations were
made to convey the injured man to the
General Public Hospital here for at-
tendance. However, his condition be-
came so precarious that it was thought
inexpedient to move him and he re-
mained at his home where he was re-
ported last evening as In a serious
condition, complications having set in.
Should his condition improve this
morning, however, an effort will be
made to remove him to the hosplml.
