BIG LOSS BY FIRE IN
BOSTON TUESDAY,

Seven-storey Building Destroyed--
Two-thirds of City's Fire Fighters
Called Out.

Bostion, Nov. 12.—A large seven storey
building, corner of Broad and Franklin
streets, occupied by the Murphy Varnish
Company, was practically swept clean by
a fire early this morning with a probabie
loss to the owmers of the structure and
@he occupants of fully $100,000. The build-
ing was almost completely filled with the
most inflamabe material so that the fire
spread with great rapidity. Two-thirds
of the entire fire fighting force of the city
was called out and after an hour’s hard
work succeded in getting the upper hand
of what seemed destined to be a conflagra-
tion. The fire started at the foot of the
elevator s&haft and after shooting rapidly
to the roof spread out in both directions
until it had enveloped all the structure
gbove the first floor.

The loss falls almost entirely om the
Murphy Company.

National Convention at Washington Will
Meet Next Week.

Philadelphia, Nov. 11—The programme
for the national reciprocity convention at
Washington mnext week was made  public
today. It is subject to such dhanges eas
may suggest themselves during the meet-
ing. The first session will be held in the
Hotel Raleigh Tuesday morning, Nov. 19.
The formal discussion will begin at the
afternoon session and the afternoon and
evening will be devoted to the question of
commercial Teciprocity as applicable to
American trade relations with the Span-
igh ‘American countries.

Started in Earnest.

Ald. McGoldrick, who arrived at this
stage, assumed that the aldermen were
expected to place themselves on record.
In his opinion Mr. Carnegie’s offer of
$50,000 should be accepted. His procla-
mation of his stand on the question ap-
peared to serve as an inspiration to most
other members of the council who
tollowed with vigorous speeches in which
the character of the famous retired steel
king was bitterly attacked and enthusias-
tically eulogized in turn. :

Ald. Armstrong, who opened the orofor-
ical symposium, expressed himself in ab-
solute opposition to accepting money {from

Mr. Carnegie. He was mot tak-
ing his stand because Mr.: Car-
negie had accumulated his  great

wealth improperly, for he knew nothing
about that, but because that gentleman
had so many times in public spoken in
adverse terms of ‘Canada and of the coun-
try to which all Canadians owed their
allegiance. Mr. Carnegie did not ‘belong
to Canada, had never visited its territory
and there was no apparent reason why
we should ask him for anything, mor had
he any claim for the people here to accept
his money. Had the man been born in
Canada and had an offer from him come
unsolicited no objection might be made-.

Asking what brought about the offer to
St. John Ald. Armstrong answered his
own question, saying it came in response
to an.appeal by Mayor Daniel. Having
the highest regard for the previous con-
duct of the mayor during his term n
office, he regretted deeply his action in
the t case. His worship, he knew,
was actuated by the library commision-
ars.

“Are we going to sell our independ-
ence,” said Ald. Armstrong. “pell  our
right to name our public buildings by al-
lowing Mr. Carnegie to buy the privilege
to put the name Carnegie on the door.
Tet us hesitate. Perhaps if we wait for.a
time some y citizen or citizens will
give a sum to ehable a new library to be
erected.”

Laughter and cries of “Who are they ?”
followed the last sentence.®

The speaker resenting the thilarity and
jnterruption reminded the members of the
benefaction of the late W. W. Turnbull
towards founding the Home for Incur-
ables, adding that St. John had some
liberal epirited citizens. !

Boston, Nov. 10—Today is the 29th an-
niversary of the Dbig fire of 1872, ‘which
started on Saturday night in the four-
story granite building, corner of Summer
and Kingston streets. The burned area
was 65 acres. and the estimated loss $80,-
000,000. There were 776.buildings destroy-
ed, 709 of brick and stone and 67 of wood.

London, Nov. 12—Despatches to the
Daily Mail announce that the Cape Town
guard has again been called out and that
Lord Kitchener has issued an order direct-
ing that all Boers captured in British
uniforms are to be shot. .

London, Nov. 12—The Daily Mail gives
today another alleged peace scheme which
Mir. Kruger is said to be willing to con-
dude. This would be on the basis of
granting autonomy to the two republics
under a convention guaramteed by France
and Russia in exchange for accession to
Great Britain of the Rand district and
the gold fields, which should be regarded
as the total Boer indemmity.

Canvass of Methods of Bringing About a
Settlement.

New York, Nov. 11—The Mail and Ex-
Drass says:

“The delay in the announcement of the
terms of the Northern Pacific settlement,
it was learned today, is due to the in-
ability ‘so far to agree upon the details
for the control of the Burlington and the
surrender of Northern Pacific, preferred
stock owned by the Union Pacific.

“In their efforts to determine how the
Burlington should be financed they met
with unexpected  difficulties, although
agreed by both sides, it is said, that a
proprietary company should be organized
for this purpose, as well as another pro-
prietary company for Great Northern and
Northern Pacific. There was a' disposition
on the part of the Union Pacific to sur-
render its Northern Pacific stock in ex-
change for shares in a new proprietary
company, but members of the Harriman
syndicate objecbed to paying a large
amount of cash for a one-half interest in
the Burlington.

“The price of $200 a share was thought
to be too large and if all cash were paid
for Burlington it would mean an outlay
of $200,000,000, which was entirely dif-
ferent from what the Harriman people
had in mind.

“It was said today that the most likely
way out of the difficulty would be the
surrender of the Union Pacific holdings of
Northern Pacific in exchange for an in-
terest in Burlington.

“But if the Northern Pacific and Great
Nomthern accepted” the exchange the
Nonthern Pacific would be buying its own
stock. It is believed that the two pro-
prietary companies will afford a method
of getiting out of this dilemma, but things
are not progressing very rapidly.” :

Tbuch_oif Royal Pomp When Monarch and Queen Joined the
Guests--It Was a Picture Show of War Incidents
e and Other Subjects.

The only set indoor entertainment that
marked the king’s first visit to Balmoral
tool’ the interesting, if not especially ex-
citing form of a cimematograph show. It
was held in the ballroom—where the late
queen . sat. out so. many musical and dra-
matic performances—and consisted of some
60 items, in four sections. The first deait
with the South African war and the re-
turn of troops; the second showed inci-
dents in the cruise of the Ophir; the third
dealt mainly with the opening of parlia-
wment by the king; and the fourth was
described as “various.”

King Edward was in all the bravery of
Highland evening garb. No dress looks
better if the man has the figure and the
carriage for it; and the king has both.
Queen Alexandra, of course, was in black,
long and soft and graceful, and wore ber
favorite collar of pearls and a number. of
diamonds. With her slow, sweet, persist-
ent smile, her slim, boli-upright figure,
dazaling complexion and perfect coiffure,
she looked almost startlingly young. It
wvas remarked em all hande that the king’s
pttitude towards her was full of an ex-
gceeding deference, and that his solicitude
for her comfort was continually displayed.

Their programme, printed in gold on
white satin, had a design of thistle at top
and bottom, the front of the cover dis-
playing the crown and royal arms, the
back the name of the artists. At the cen-
clusion of the exhibition, the king sent
for Mr. Fraser and c¢ongratulated him,
the queen adding: “The photographs
were really splendid, Mr. Fraser.”. 1t goes
without saying that ‘the artists were well
entertained both before and after the per-
formance.

Of the non-royal members of the audi-
ence, the Duchess of Wellington attracted
most attention. She and the duke have
been staying for some weeks in Aberdeen-
shire, and dined with the king and queen
before the performance.

PEST-HOUSE INMATES
_DRIVEN OUT BY FIRE.

Neighborhood Terror-Stricken at Prospect
of Spread of Smallpox.

Des Moines, Nov. 9—Fourteen smaillpox
patients were compelled to flee for their
lives from a burning pest-house here early
this morning. The residents of the sur-
rounding neighborhood were terrorstrick-
en and called wildly for the police and
fire departments.

All but three of the inmates escaped
without difticulty. They were borne from
the building by those who were able to
walk. The police and firemen overcame
their fear of the disease and corralled the
escaping inmates on a vacant lot, where
they were guarded. Improvised blankets
and cots afforded a glight protection from
the severe cold, but as the result of their
exposure it is feared several patients will
die. No carpenters or others could be in-
duced to aid the sufferers, and as a last
resort the police were ordered to con-
struct temporary huts for the patients.

DECRIED PESSIMISM.

Could Not Take Public Wholly Into
Confidence--Campaign Would Do
Such Effective Work That It
Will Never Require Doing Again,

London, Nov. 9.—The Iord Mayor's
banguet at the Guild Hall, tonight, was a
spectular olose of the day’s festivities.
The historic building was the scene of a
brilliant pageant. A gathering of two
thousand of the most influential citizens
of London, including the heads of the
various governmenit departments, gave an
opportunity for a loyal demonstration of
which the government was not slow to
take advantage. Lord Roberts was con-
spicuous by absence; and the war office
was merely represeated by one of the
under secretaries.

The feature of the evening was Lord
Salisbury’s speech in response to the toast
to His Majesty’s Ministers. Referring to
the progress of the war in South Africa
the premier said:

“It is pleasant to record that the peace
of the world has been so little disturbed
by the events of the last two years. Half
a century ago we would mot have found
such a correct and pacific attitude on the
part of-all the great powers. It is a
sign of the increasing international amity
and understanding, also that the cloud of
the past three weeks over the Mediterran-
ean has so lightly passed away. Fifty
years ago this would not have been so.”

Touching upon South African develop-
ments in another part of his speech, Lord
Salisbury said:

“I strongly deprecate the spirit of pess-
imism so frequently heard in the utter-
ances of some_of our public men as to
the avar in 'which we are engaged. Un-
like the wars of former years, mo longer
does the - capture of the enemy’s capital
and the dissipation' of his field force con:
gtitute a conclusive victory. 'We are can-
fronted now by a swystem of guerilla war,
which must be slowly and effectively
stamped out. We are progressing slowly
perhiaps, but steadily.

“I cannot take the public wholly into
the comfidence of the government. It
would be most imprudent publicly .to state
all we are doing weekly and monthly at
the firont; but what I emphatically de-
clare, is that whatever delays are em-
countered,these are not due either to the
lack of earnestness and ability of our gen-
erals in the field, nor to a aeglect to com-
ply with all of their demands on the part
of the home government.

“We have been subject to much vague
and indefinite criticism, but our bitteres:
oppoments have mot been able to point
out any tangible defect, any definite cause
of complaint.

“I deeply regret the ravages of the war
in the colonies to which “we are anxious
to accord the fullest practicable measure
of self-government, but we have had neigh-
bors ip South Africa whose oconduct
has been a menace to the stability of that
section of our empire. Now we are en-
gaged in removing these menaces; and
we are determined to do it so-effectively
that it will never require doing again.”

This, declaration was received with cor-
dial but by no means enthusiastic ap-
plause,

CHRISTIAN ‘SCIENCE CASE,

Grand Jupy at Toronto Makes Suggestions
of Change in Law.

Yoronto, Nov. 9—(Special)—The grand

It has been a plank ‘in both
party platforms with our northern neighbors
that such reciprocity should be obtained if
possible, and delegations to Washington
have been the recognized means of doing so,
But the announcement apparently means
more than ;the discontinuance of delega-
tions, and points to the relinquishment of
Canadian hgpes that the joint high commis-
sion - will mbet again. Until his speech last
night, Sir Wilfrid Laurier was always hope-
ful of another meeting of the commission.
His utterance has additional significance
owing to the arrival of T.ord Pauncefote
from London with the new canal treaty.
Evidently Sir Wilfrid is mot ainong those
who insist that quid pro quo shall be given
by the government of this country as com-
pensation for abrogation of the Clayton-
Bulwer treaty. His speech last night was
a hint to that effect. ‘He knows that a con-
cession 'in Alaska is out of the question,
and now he intimates that reciprocity will
not be sought by Canada. All the same
his apparent disavowal of any Canajdian in-
terference in regard to the camal treaty is
well calculated eventually to secure better
terms in future negotiations with this coum-

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000D WORK AT OYTAWA

Filling Up the Northwest -- Nearly
50,000 Immigrants Came to Can-
ada in Year Ending June 30,
1901,

Ottawa, Nov. 8—(Special)—The immigra-
tion branch of the departinent of the
interior is doing excellent work in filling
up the Canadian northwest with people.
The arrivals from the United States dur-
ing the past year have exceeded those of
any previous year in the history of the
country. The arrivals from Great Britain
were also larger than i any other year.
‘Lne total. returns for the year ending
June 30 last as shown by the annual re-
port, which is now im, the hands of the
printer, give the arrivils in Canada for
that period at nearly 350,000. The exact
number was 49,162. Of ,162 ar-
rived at ocean ports, and the balance, 18,-
000 came from the United States. Those
who came from the United States are
among the best settlers for the northwest.
Of those who came by ocean ports, 9,331
were English, 833 Irish, 1,476 Scotch, 520
German, 838 Scandinavians, 492 French
and Belgian, and 17,572 from other Euro-
pean countries.

In 1896 the arrivals in Canada by ocean
ports were 16,336. There was no record
then of the arivals from the United
States. In 1897 there were 10,304 immi-
grants who landed at ocean ports, and
712 who entered Canada from the United
States. During the next year there was
a large increase, there being 22,751 who
landed at ocean ports, and 9119 who
came from the United States. In 1899
there was a further increasé, when the
figures reached 32,598 by ocean ports and
11,945 from the United States: During
these years the immigrants were recorded
for the calendar year, but the department
has mow changed its system to the fiscal
year, which ends on June 30.

For the first six months, from January
1900, to June 30, of the same year; 15352
arrived at ocean ports, and 8,543 from the
United States. As already stated, the
arrivals for the year ending June 30 last
were, in round numbers, 50,000.

STORY OF EXPLOSION
ON STEAMER BRUCE.

Fireman Daniel McSween Met an
Awful Death--Two Others Badly
Scalded.

North Sydney, Nov. 8—(Special)—The
steamer Bruce arrived here at''3 o’clock
this morning, having on board the body
of Daniel McSween, the young man:who
died . of injuries received in Sunday’s ex-
plosion. i .

The explosion, took place about 4 o’clock
Sunday morning, when. the steamer was
dbout 35 miles from Port Aux Basques.
‘1he main steam pipe burst in the stoke
hole with a terrific crash, filling the place
with scalding steam. McSiveen, who was
in the fire room at the time, started to
come up, but, instead of going by way of
the engine room, he went in the other
direction, thus encountering the full vio-
lence of the escaping steam. His injuries
were seen to be of a serious nature, and
he was at once carefully attended to by
Steward House, who remained by his side
till he breathed ‘his last, Tuesday morn-
ing. .

Two other firemen, Curry and Lilling-
ton, were also badly scalded about the
face and arms, but their injuries will not
prove fatal. i

After the explosion, the Bruce lay to
under canvas, to keep her steady in heavy
sea, while Chief Engineer Harvey and his
assistants began the perilous task of mak-
ing repairs necessary to bring her safely
to port. After a while she was got into
fair running order and reached Port Aux
Bagques 14 hours after the disaster.

Upon her arrival, news of the disaster
was at once wired to St. John’s, and a
special train with the Newfoundland Rail-
way Company’s doctor and necessary ap-
pliances came out, and everything was at
once done for the comfort of the injured
men. Curry and Lillington were sent in.
the parlor sleeper to St John’s, where
they are now in the hospital, doing well.

THE CONCENTRATION CAMPS,

War Secre'ary Points Out Causes for the
Mortality.

London, Nov. 8 Secretary of War
Brodrick, writing to the bishop of Roches-
ter in regard to the mortality in the
refugee camps in South Africa, states that
certain recommendations of the ladies’
commission, which was sent there to in-
vestigate the maffer, have been adopted.
Mr. Brodrick says the loss of life has
been mainly due to causes incident to the
war. Many families were ill-clad and
short of food before they came in, and
were unable to combat disease when they
were attacked. The war secretary states
that everything possible is being done for
the refugees, but no government can. se-
cure the inhabitants of a country from
privation when a small number of desper-
ate men are sparing no means to render
it unhabitable.

Canadian Lumber in Demand.
. Boston, Nov. 9—Scarcity of lumber suit-
able for car work and shipbuilding in the
Kast has caused a demand for lumber
from Canadian forests from the far North-
west. Ship Mary A. Troop (Br.), char-
tered to load over a million feet at Vaa-
couver for Philadelphia, is now on her
way from Mollendo to Vancouver, and
will have to sail over 15000 miles before
she reaches Delaware Bay, after rounding
Cape Horn some time next spring:

Interview With Hon. A. G.
Blair on Jamaica Steamer
Business,

MONTREAL BACKING.

T. S. Vipond is With the Delegation,
and Says it Would Be Big Ad-
vantage to Him to Ship - His.
Fruit Via This Port--Will Meet
the Ministers Today.

_Ottawa, Ont., Nov. 8.—(Special).—Col.
Tucker, M. P., W. 8. Fisher, John Sealy,
H. B. Schofield, and H. D. Troop, of St.
John, and T. S. Vipond, of Montreal, were
here today and lhad an interview with
Hon. A. G. Blair. They want the govern-
ment to include St.  John as well as
Halifax in whatever steamship subsidy it
is proposed to give for a service to the
West Indies. The five years’ contract
with Pickfond & Black, of Halifax, for run-
ning to Halifax is dabout expired and in
the new anrangement the delegates want
St. John “to have the advantage of steam-
ship connedtion for this trade as well as
Hallifax. ‘It is understood that tenders
will be called for soon and tthe delegates
intend laying before dihe administration
tihe desnability of having the vessels run
from St. Jobn, calling at Halifax.

Mr. Blair has arramged for the delega-
tion to meet Sir Richard Cartwright and
Hom. W. 8. Fielding tiomorrow morning.
There was a cabinet meeting all aftiernoon
and it was impossible to see the ministers
today.

Mr. Vipond, who came along with the
delegation from Momtreal, says that he has
a large quantity of fruit to ship every sea-
son by this route and it would be of
great, advantage o him to send it by way
of St. John.

The delegates say that the boats would
get a large traffic by taking in both porfs
instead of runming from Halifax alone as
at present. It.is very likely thot the gov-
ernmentt will carry out the wishes of the
delegation. At any rate their representa-
tioms will get miost serious consideration.

Tt is wsaid that the British government
has acceded to the wishes of the Canadian
government and that in future horses pur-
cdhased in Oanada by the war office will
be shipped ¢rom’ Camadian ports.

Ottawa, Nov. 10.—(Special)—The St.
John delegation had a long and satisfac-
tory interview with the government yes-
terday afternoon. They met Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, Sir Richard Cartwright and Hon.
Messrs. Blair, Fielding and Tarte. Those
who addressed the ministers were Col.
Tucker, M. P., and Messrs. Fisher, Scho-
field and Sealy. In asking that St. John
as well as Halifax be included in any ar-
rangement the government may miake for
steamship communication with Jamaica
the delegates made out a very . strong
case. Col. Tucker pointed out that the
request of the delegates was mot made
purely in the interest of St. John ‘but
in the interest of the country generally.
He and the other speakers showed that
Montreal as well as St. John would be
greatly benefitted by having steamship
communication with the Island of Jamaica

-| from St. John.

Mr. Vipond, of Montreal, who came
with the delegation on Friday, was not
present, but his views in favor of the
proposition were laid before the ministers
by those who spoke. They also pointed
out that there would be sufficient freight ]
for a fortnightly service. What they,
therefore, asked was a fortmightly service
between St. John and Halifax and Ja-
maica. Judging from ithe interest taken
in the matter by the ministers the re-
quest of the delegation will be favorably
entertained but no definite promise was
made. The whole question was promised
caveful comsideration by the members of
the government. On Friday eveming the
delegation was entertained to dinner by
the minister of railways. All the delegates
except Col. Tucker and H. B. Schofield
left for home on Saturday.

LI HUNG CHANG'S DEATH WAS TRAGIC:
HURRIED BY VIOLENT FIT OF ANGh,

Heated Dispute With Russian Minister Over Manchurian
Treaty Resulted in Hemorrhage--Important Condition
of International Affairs Revealed.

Pekin, Nov. 8.—An imperial edict has
arrived ‘here appointing Yuan £hi Kai to
be governor of the province of Chi Ii and
appointing Wang Wion Shao, who is vice-
president of the foreign office and a mem-
ber of the cabinet, to succeed Ti Hung
Chang as plenipotentiary. They are both
ordered to come to Pekin forthwith.

Amother edict creates T4 Hung-Chang a
marquis and bestows on him the new
name of Li Wen Gh'lmg,' by wihich he wall
be kmown in history.

A violent dispute with M. Paul Lessar,
Russian minister to China, over the Man-
chumian treaty, appears to have heen the
immediate cause of the death of Li Hung
Chang. The diplomatic events preceding
this tragic climax have enabled Japan for
a moment to frustrabe the designs of Rus-
sia.
A fontnight ago fthe Japanese legation
secured a rveliable outline of the terms of
the  treaty and thereupon demanded
that the Chinese plenipotentiaries officially
lay before them the text, basing this de-
mand upon the allegation that Japanesa
mterests wre involved in any change of
the status of Manchuria.

The Chinese plenipotentiaries refused to
complywith the demands. Thereupon the
Japanese government from Tokio com-
municated with the southern wviceroys and
induced them to use their influence with
the Empress Dowager against the treaty.
In the meantime the Empress Dowager
instructed Li Hung Chang to communicate
the treaty after certain modifications, to
the miniSters of the powers amd, if they
did not object, to sign the same.

Li Hung Ohang visited M Lessar and ex-
plained to him the instructions. The Rus-
sian minister strongly objected to reveal-
ing the text of the treaty to the ministers
of the other powers and a stormy inter-
view ensued. Li Hung Chang went home
in a violent passion and suffered a hem-
orrhage, which the doators atribute to the
over exerticn of a weakened system.

Wikile these things were happening n
Pekin the southern viceroys sent to the
Empress Dowager a memorial against the
treaty. On receiving it she telegraphed to
Li Hung Chang countermanding the order
to sign.

This instruction came after Li Hung
Chang thad become umcomscious. When
M. Lessar emdeavored to have Li Humg
Chang’s seal affixed to the #treaty, Chou
Fu, provincial treasurer, had arrived from
Pao Ting Fu and taken charge of the seals
as the temporary successor of Earl Li.

The flag of the United States legation
was the only' one half-masted in Pekin to-
day. The mourners and ‘the family of Li
Hung Chang will burn paper offerings to-
motrow in accordance with ¢ustom for the
use of ‘his spirit in the other world. The
street ‘is hung with mourning embiems.
All the attendants at the Yamen are rich-
ly atitired and many of them gaudily dress-
ed. Today musicians beat drums about
the house.

Li Hung Chang’s edtate will remain in-
tact for the use of his eldest son, who
will provide for the other members of the
famnily. : = 1

Yuan Shi Kai, successor in the governor-
ghip of the province of Shan Tung, is an
unknown man, who has been holding an
unimportant though luerative position as
grain commissioner in one of the itland
towns of the province. He will be watch-
ed with the deepest solicitude, as the peace
of China will largely depend upon his
course.

Wang Wen Shao, who is 74 yeans old,
and deaf, was never rated as a states-
man or a diplomatist. His appointment
is probably temporary. ;

Telegraph communication with Prince
Ching was obtained today. He is hasten-
ing to meet the court. After consulta-
tion he will return with Wang Wen Shao,
who is accompanying the court, which i
now five days’ journey feom Kai Fong Fu.

THOPEWELL HILL.

Hopewell Hill, Nov. 8.—A most success-
ful meeting under the auspices of the
Farmers' Institute was held in the public
hall here last night. W. 8. Tompkins, of
Carleton county, and C. H. Black, of
Amberst, addressed the meeting their
speeches being enthusiastically received.
R. Cheslie Smith, president of the insti-
tulte, occupied the chair. Mr. Smith spoke
of the great need of farmers getting to-
gether to discuss farm topics, and regret-
ted their lack of interest in this regard.
Mr. Black was the first speaker. His sub-
jeet was Rotation of Crops. The speaker
talked very interestingly of the course of
procedure, which he has commonly - fol-
lowed on his own farm with good results.
Ile mentioned the impossibility of mak-
ing any cast iron rule in regard to crop
rotation, owing to the great differences
in the condition and mature of soils. Mr.
Black spoke strongly of the value of a
clover crop, one of the most profitable
points being the vast amount of plant
food stored in the roots and after growth
and its value to the succeeding crop. He
urged on the farmer the propriety of giv-
ing mixed grain a fair trial, as he had
found it far more profitable than any
of the grains grown separately. Mr. Black
had tried the growing of rape and found
it to be a valuable food for hogs.

Mr. Tompkins first dwelt on the pre-
paration of the seed-ibed, as he considered
the lack of thoroughness in this matter
to be the cause of many of the poor crops.
He pointed out the mecessity of having
every particle of soil thoroughly broken
up so that the food might be made avail-
able to the plant through the medium of
moisture. As a method for the improve-
ment of the seed bed, Mr. Tompkins ad-
vocated the use of a roller before seeding.
He expressed his belief in the practice
of manuring near the surface, and com-
mented on the loss to the country by the
piling of manure out of doors and by al-
lowing it to ferment in sheds. The speak-
er agreed with Mr. Black as to the great
value of clover crops, and spoke of it
as a hélp toward breaking up heavy soils.

He dwellt for some time on the growth of

turnips, making the statement that he

for that crop, manuring with commercial
fertilizer. He advocated the planting of
turnips in drills below the surface, and
spoke of -the mecessity of having the plants
well thinned. After Mr. Tompkins’ ad-
dress he and Mr. Black were asked a num-
ber of ‘qmesbions and there was a general
discussion of farm topics among those
present.

Apart from the premier’s
announcement. of the government’s aband-
onment iof the reciprocity  negotiations
with the United States he said: ‘“Three
years ago 1 was in the dity of Washing-
ton, and it was my pnivilege thre to meet
the great manufacturer and philanthropist,
Mr. Anfirew ‘Carnegie. Talking of many
tidpics which interest manufacturers ‘and

so iniberest public men, he went on’to
say these words: ‘The trade of Great
Britiain in drom-is @ thing of the past. We
will capture the trade of England on
every point in ' competition, I said: Mr.
Carnegie, you know these things better
tihan I do, it -is guite possible that you
may capture the tmade of England in iron,
but let me tell you this, when you have
captured the trade of England in irom,
we Canadians will capbure the trade from
you’ And it is my expectaton that at
some time—not very distant—the - works
at Sydney will indeed, mot omly compete
with England—not only compete: with the
English—but capture the iron trade of
tthe world. And in so saying, I do not ¥hink
I -am too sanguine at all. There is also
the British market, angd thid is by far the
most important: to us Canadians. It would
not do for me ibo enter into amy political
matter—to emter into any controversal
matter; but, ;at all events, I am ‘sure i
am speaking ‘the sentiments of everyone
here: when I say that in my humble opin-
jon, 4t all events, the life and security

—the trade ' between ail ' thie component
parts of it, The Tife of “the ‘British Em-
pire depends Upoh the exchange of com-
modities sent: from the other parts of that
great ins'itution. If we can puppoe a con-
dition of things—and it is not a hard
supposition to make—it is possible for us
to suppose it—if We can shppose there will
be mutuality amd freedom., of  exchange
Dbetween he 300,000,000 or 400,000,000 who
compose: ‘the Buitish Empire, we shaill
have seen the greatest .commercial de-
velopment the world has ever yet seen.
“Nealy every individua! minister of
the crown who made a speech had tarff
convictions of his own and did not hesi-
tate to express them, Hon. W. 8. Field-
ing, minister of finance, however, did not
give forh any hint ot a change. Hon. J.
1. Tante, minister of public works, cap-
ped the climax, however, by declaring
that he was a protectionist, a statement
which . was loudly w«heered. Sir® Wilfrid
seemed a little moonplussed at this an-
nouncement by his homorable colleague.
The minister of public works cheerfully
confessed to beng the “enfant termible”
of the government.

1
have been brought up in @ protectionist
school, and I have mot remounced my
faith.” You have mo idea what a cabinet
meeting is. They fight like blazes some-
times. The finance minister thinks I spend
too_much money.’ "

Laurier’s reciprocity announcement says
it ‘s calculated to give the liveliest satis-
faction thnoughout the dominion, of Cana-
da. Canadian governments have done
enough to show the earnest desire of the
people of this country for the most friend-
ly business relations with their neighbors
to the south and their attitude will not
be in the slightest degree modified by the
constant rebuffs with whidh their advances
have been met. To male any further ap-
preaches to the powers that be at ‘Wasth-
ington, would be mot only undignified
and humiliating, but unwise.

The Bluenose Exhibit at the Pan-Amari-
can Exposition Is a Credit to Canada

In this class he has one hundred var-
ieties grown by the exhibitors.
Amongst these may be mentioned Mr,
Starr of Starr’s Point, Nova Scotia,
who produced this year 2,500 Dbar-
rels on 26 acres. The names of
other prominent exhibitors are J.
Elliott Smith, who ‘exhibits two bar--
rels; Mrs. Olivia Johnston, who is a
horticulturist from the word go; Mr.
C. M. Vaughan, Mr, Herbert John-
ston and others:

A fine display of potatoes has been
sent from the Nova Scotia Govern-
ment Farm at Truro, and from the
Canadian Government Farm at Nap-

pan about 60 bottles of fruit in
acids. Nova Scotia is famous for
its apples of superior quality. In
London, England, especially, they
are highly esteemed. Three hundred
thousand barmels are annually ex-
ported to the old country. This

MOVABLE POULTRY HOUSE.

One That Seems to Be Feasible and That
Almost Anyone Who Can Handle:
Tools Can Consiruct.

Herewith is presented a plan, ele-
vation, details and bill of materials
for a movable chicken house which
almost anyone can construct. The
cost is not great, depending on the
kind and quality of lumber used. The
elevations shows a shed roof which
is cheaper, though not so fine in ap-
pearance. A double pitched roof al-
lows more available head room,
thus making it more convenient to
work inside. A movable house hav-
ing the floor raised some distance
above the ground, thus affording un-
derneath a resting place and shelter

from sun, wind and rain, is for
many reasons a decided improvement
over stationary houses.

A house like this has been in use
over a year and a half and seems to
meet all requirements for 15 to 20
fowls. It has a run 30x40 feet. The
house is moved onto a new site,
spring and fall, and is easily moved
on rollers and some pieces of 2x4’s’
by a man and boy. A ground floor
should be previously prepared by
spading around a centre line and
throwing the earth up until a space
18 inches larger each way than the:

This
should be raked level, and well ram-
imed, so as to pitch slightly toward
the front.

DEVELOPMENT IN CENTRAL AFRICA

Tt will be news to a good many people
that the native chiefs of Uganda are now
using typewritérs upon which to make
ther regular reports to the British com-
missioner. A fefv years ago it was record-
ed as evidence of the rapidity with which
civilization was progressing in * Uganda
that the chiefs were very generally able
to read and write, and “that illiterancy
had become a diseredit if not a disgrace.
Now they mot only glory in typewriters,
but with the peace that has ensued since
the establishment of the British protec-
torate,they have.become so prosperous that
they freely payin flocks and “herds, owing
to their lack of ‘currency, the taxes levied
upon them, for their benefit, and revel
in the advantages of railroads, telegraphs,
telephones and other facilities -of modern
civilization. S

The statemerts made by Sir Harry
Johmston as the result of his recent ex-
periences among these people are both
interesting and educative. He says among
other things that the taxation levied upon
them comes far below the amount of
property they were formerly accustomed
to lose or give when wholly at the mercy
of the chiefs or of conquerors of the negro
race, and that the natives are cheerful
and well satisfied at their protection in
consequence. -‘He also says that there is a

methods employed and the results to the
"slaves have been substantially unchanged,
Tamd the free trade has resolved itself into
a state monopoly of about three-fouths of

A RECORD THAT WRECKS.

When it comes to forgetting history in

One of the most notable pieces of satis-
faction With the -siew administrdtion of
the Canadian estabe is in connection with
the establishment of a genuine winter port
business upon (Canadian soil. This was
not a matter for which there had been
no agitation during the Tory regime, but
the Tories preferred to send the public
money out of the country to building up
our own, ports. St. John, with equal fa-
cilities then to what it had when the Lib-
eral party come into office, had been de-
libzrately neglected- No mail steaners
even called here, much less made their

“|'terminal at a provincial harbor. On the
contraty the ‘old government which our,

morning qhntanpoﬁu'y supported, spent
miblions of ‘the people’s dollars in aiding to
buit¢” up ! Portland and other Ameri
can ports by subsidizing lines of steamers
_which not only weére not réquired to cater
for Canadian freight, but were empower-
ed to discriminate against it:

Nor ‘wus. this all, for among our Tory
government’s. sins of omission was pal-
pably that jof failing to exhibit to the im-
perial government the ability of Canada
to supply materials required for army and
navy needs. If the Tory government had
been in power at Ottawa the past year
or so, woud there have been any Cana-
dian hay or horses.or any other products
sold for export to South Africa? Certain-
ly mot, if the Tory wecord during the
Kgyptian war is any critenion. The im-
perial government bought horses and
many shiploads of other things in the
United States then, but evidently were
unaware that Canada could supply any-
thing of the sort, or even had harbors
with connecting rail facilities for shipping
them. How could the imperial govern-
ment even surmise Canadian facilities for
entering into such business ,in winter
when even the Canadian mail steamers
loaded their cargoes in the United States?

1n view of such a record as this the
following utterance by our morning con-
temporary takes upon it a peculiar tinge
of greenness which savors of both jealousy
at Liberal success and would-be ignorance
of past conditions: ;

“It is settled that the army horses from
Canada will be shipped from St. John in-
stead of a foreign port. The imperial gov-
ernment could have no reason, except ig-
norance or:indifference, for choosing' Port-
land. This want of knowledge or interest
may be excused in a gevernment'at Lon-
don, since it ivas equally -di}quayed at Ot-
tawa, where there was greater reason to
expect knowledge and concern.”

Port'and” as the winter port of Canada,
our contemporary was silent.

Will our contemporary kindly cut out
and preserve for future reference the rec-
ord of the. fact, sealed as it has been in
the old volume of the ignominy of Can-
ada, but strong in the minds of those
who today benefit by the winter port of
St. John, that up to 1886 the government
at Ottawa subsidized an American port
instead of a ‘Canadian port, that up to
1885 never a dollar was paid for a Can-
adian winter port service, and that in
1895 the subsidy of.$50,000 to the Beaver
line was only given to St. John on the
threat of resignation of our two local
members, Mr. J. D. Hazen and Mr. John
Chesley, if it were not so given.

A COSTLY PHILANTHROPY.

The more the proposed purchase of the
McLeod wharf for $40,000 is considered,
the greater appears the philanithropy of
the city fathers. But unfortunately the
aldermanic philanthropists are generous
with the money of the taxpayers and such
genarosityl:si""bobe. fted by
those who foot the bills. The history of
the property in -question is sufficient in
itself to prove the unreasonableness of the
present transaction. The McLeod whart
was formerly owned by George MecLeor
and the late Alexander Keith. Mr. Keith,
in 1873, disposed of his interest in the
wharf to Mr. MaLeod, taking back as se-
curity a montgage for $16,000 on the one
half interest of the entire property. This
means that in 1873 the entire wharf pro-
perty and buildings were worth $32,000.
Some . $4,000 was paid on account of the
principal of this mortgage in 1874, leaving
$12,000 due. Nothing more was paid and
finally as ithe interest was not being paid
the heirs of Allexander Keith, as appears
by the mecords of the Supreme Comrt m
Equity, brought action on Oct. 3, 1896,
forr foreclosure of this montgage. The fore-
dlosure suit was settled or compromised
by the payment of $8,000 in full of princi-
pal, interest and costs. This settlement
was made a little less than four years ago.
That means that less than four years ago,
the half interest in the McLeod wharf was
bought in by .Mr. George McLeod
for $8,000. If the half in-
terest had been worth more than that
antount it is fair ‘to assume that the suit
would  have beem continued and fthe prop-
erty sold to sattle the claim in full. ‘In
ather ‘words the persons pnimarily inter-
ested . considered fthe enitire . property to
be of mo greater value than $16,000. It

may - have been the knowledge of these

facts _ which prompted Mayor , Robertson
tio the conclusion dn 1897 that the wharf
could be bought for $20,000 aud justified:

His recommrendation to the common council

of its purchase at that figure. If Mr.
George MdLeod bought the montgage in-

terest in an entire half “of the wharf for

$8,000 in 1897 nwhy should the city pay
him $40,000 for the entire property mowv?
The history of the propenty itseif proves
conclusively hat - it 'has - deteriorated
sbeadily ‘in value since its purchase by Mr.
McLeod in 1873 and juslifies the conclu-
sion that it is wonth even less now than
it was in 1897.

Yet in 1897, we are creditably informed,
the McLeod wharf was actually offered to
the city for not more than $25,000 and the
mayor’s recommendation leads one to. the
patural conclusion that it could have then
been purchased for $20,000. The extent of
the philanthropy of the aldermen who
are now uiging the purchase for $40,000
is therefore  just $20,000. But $20,000 of
philanthaopy at  the expense of the tax-
payers is more ﬁlﬁm; the board of pd!der-
men will have the bardihood to justify.

THE COTTON MILLS OUTLOOK.

The city'is to be congratulated upon
the highly promising status that the new
enterprise of the St. John cotton mills
has now assumed. It is very gratifying
to find that the city authorities have
granted the necessary encouragement to
tne promoters of the new business, by
exempting the mills from taxation for a
period and agreeing to supply them with
water. These assurances having been set-
tied, the new ownership are losing no
time in perfecting their plans, and the
news article \;vhioh.we print today review-
ing the situation in the country at large
is full of interesting data which will go
far to convince even the most sceptical
that the industry is one in the future of
which they may have abundant faith.

The fact that St. Jonn has local capital
and enterprise sufficient to take hold ‘of

and develop such a business as this is a |

madtter for' considerable local pride and
satisfaction{ It is satisfactory to note
that the gentlemen who have had the
courage of ltheir convictions to undertake
this project bid fair to meet a decent re-
ward for their labors and investment, and
it is to be hoped that in the years to
come the,mills may continue to be con-
ducted wjth as efficient business manage-
ment, that which has brought their
resumptipn now to such a pleasing thresh-
old. Tle circumstances of existing con-
ditions seem to be most favorable. With
raw cotton at about eight cents- in the
market and no immediate prospect of it
straying far from that figure, manufactur-
ers havé cause to be satisfied and opera-
tions can be conducted upon a solid basis
for wholesome business.

It will be gratifying to many that there
is every prospect of the St. John mills
being mhintained outside the cotton com-
bine, bebause iuere is believed to be am-

\

ple fiedd for their operations agi’an inde-
pendent concern. If this condition can be
maintained 'it will redound materially to
the city’s credit and .benefit. .The cotton
manufacturing business in (Canada has
grown to desefvedly great proportions and
the.conducting of a factory here with an
output of half a million dollars worth of
goods per year, the whole under local
ownership and management, will prove a
very material element in theé prosperous
development of the city.

REASSURE YOUR NEIGHBOR.

It is very evident from the number of
letters received by The Telegraph in re-
gard to the smallpox outbreak i this city
that.the public are keenly anxious to aid
the Board of Health in -doing everything
possible to stamp out the disease. No
good; purpose can be served by repeated
iterations of “such statements, however,
for we believe the Board of Health is
now thoroughly cognizant of the fact that
the city is' looking to them to. do their
utmost, with the greatest .of expedition
and promptness and carve, to ‘attain this
end. If errors have been made, they are
not likely mow to be repeated. The pro-
gress of the disease has been exceedingly
limited and the majority of the popula-
t'on thave now been va-cnated. The occasion
for alarm thas therefore totally pasced and
it is now merely a question @f a few
weels when, if* the current precautions
continue to be enforced, our city will be
as free from the loathsome disease as it
ever was.

WILL ACCEPT CARNEGIE'S
BOUNTY FOR PUBLIC LIBRARY

(Continued from page 1.)
for it. To accept My. Carmegie’s money
the council would be selling the rights
of the people for a dollar and a quarter
per head, about the fee of a private vac-
cination. It was evident ‘that the ma-
jority of the aldermen were in_favor of
accepting money from a man they never
saw and he regretted a stain was about
to be recorded against the city.

Ald. Seaton drew attention that Mr.
Camnegie’s benefactions were world wide.
As St. John had been clamoring for a
library he would vote for accepting a
grant for a new building and assess $5,000
a year for maintainence.

Ald. Baxter's Attack.

1Ald.  Baxter followed with a speech,
mot without eloguence though a failure,
‘so far as the motive of convincihg’ his
associates was involved. He _denounced
Mr. Carnegie' without : mercy. He con-
demned the manner in which he accumu-
lated his wealith, referring particularly to
thim in the relation of capital to labor
and recalling the Homestead strike. Were
we going to (humiliate our independence
of spirit by accepting momey from this
converted Pro Boer who is going about
buying titles which he could not obtain
except for the money which he got, cutting
this employes from $1.25 to $1 a day and
‘having them shot down when they ve-
fused to submit? asked the smooth faced
alderman. He pictured the principles of
independence maintained by the men who
founded the city and -asked if these were
going to be abandoned by selling out to a
man of Mr. Carnegie’s record, a man who
was the enemy to ending the war between
labor and capital. In accepting the
money of the capitalist St. John would
be acting as his advertising agency and
agreeing to perpetuate his memory for a
money consideration.

In the course of his speech the alder-
man used arguments that St. John could
provide a new building out of the sum it
proposed to assess annually. About $10,000
would be required to provide a site for
Mr. Carnegie’s building, the interest be-
ing about $350 would make $5350 to
be assessed each year. His solution to
provide a building without Mr. Carnegie’s
money was to assess for $5,350 a year, but
set apart only $2,500 a year for mainte-

kets of the worid. Mr. Carnegie was a
citizen of the world and considered he
owed a debt to humanity, and St. John,
though proud it was of its history, would
be in no way recreant to its trusts by par-
ticipating in the philynthropist’s benefac-
tdons. .

Ald. White asked if St. John was going
to establish the principle of boycotting a
man because it was alleged he had been
not what he ought to have been and pre-
vent him from being a useful member in
the world. Was St. John going to take
a thigher stand than the proud old Scot-
tish university which granted to Mr. Car-
negie the highest honor in its power?
Ald. White concluded an effective speech
by asking if it would not be an unwise
course to say to Mr. Carnegie: ‘“You are
not good enough for us to take money
from?” |

Ald Maxwell said his experience as an
employer of labor was that a tirade such
as Ald. Baxter made against Mr. Carnegie
could be madé against any employer and
in volume in accordance with the number
employed. Ald. Maxwell added that he
was in favor of accepting a grant of $30,-
000, erecting a first-class building and as-
sessing $5,000 annually to maintain the in-
stitution. Tooking at Ald. Baster and
Armstrong, Ald. Maxwell closed his re-
marks saying that cities whose citizens
were just as loyal as those of St. John
were accepting library contributions from
Mr. Carnegie.

Ald- Macrae concluaed the speech mak-
ing with an argument in favor of accept-
ing the proferred benefaction. It seemed
strange to him there were employers of
labor and laborers on the council board,
vet it remained for a professional member
to attack Mr. Carnegie on the relation
between the two elements. Mr. Carne-
gie’s enormous grants to establish endow-
ment funds for his former employes did

| not indicate he was such a terrible enemy

of the laboring class.

Touching on the question from the
standpoint of sentiment, Ald. Macrae ask-
ed if St. John had not elected as its par-
liamentary representative a man who had
expressed himself in favor of the country
being annexed to the neighboring repub-
lic. The aldermen also recalled the recent
message of sympathy with the head of a
nation from whose legislation St. John
as well as the rest of Canada had suffer-
ed severely, Ald. Macrae’s amendment
to the amendment as printed above pass-
ed. A motion then placed the amount
left open at $5,000 a year.

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LOSS OF THE PARKER

Rescue of St. John Crew Was
Brilliant.

GROPING IN DARKNESS.

Line Shot from Shore But the Crew
Could Hardly Handle It, as Seas
Washed Over Them While Deck-
load Floated About--To Safety in
Breeches Buoy.

‘The Boston Glebe, in its report of the
disaster to the St. John schooner John S.
Parker, at Orleans, Mass., says the vescue
of the crew by the life savers was a bril-
liant piece of work. The report reads:

The only possible chance to save the
lives of the unfortunates om board was to
reach the vessel with a line and take them
off in the buoy. The vessel’s sails and
spars could be dimly made out through the

darkness.

Capt. Charles aimed the shot for her
foremast, and soon had the satisfaction
of knowing that the line had struck the
vessel, as it did not come in. After wait-
ing what seem a long time, and receiving
no signal from the craft, Captain Charles,
fearing that those on board had mot been
able to make 1he(7l‘ime fast, shot. another.
This one, too, reached the schooner, and
a moment later those on board were pull-
ing in the lime which was to save them
from the death ‘that was staring them in
the face. .

The apparafus ‘was ‘planted “firply, and
the lifessavers got ready. The vessel, how-
ever, continued: jworking to the» south-
ward, and wore inshore so that the line
kept slacking up, and the position of the
apparatus had to be changed, making it
very difficult to do satisfactory work.

Tt ~was impossible to tell what was be-
ing done on board in the darkness, or
thow ‘the vessel was acting, but after a
time it became possible to send off a big
line with the breeches buoy attached.

Then, to the intemse satisfaction of the
life-savers, the report was given to pull
the buoy ashore.

The sea was running so wildly with the
hawser passing through a mile of seeth-
ing foam that it nvas impossible to pull
'the buoy in by hand. The station’s big
horse was harnessed to it, however, .and
‘in’ &, short time Seaman Thomas Hennessy'
was landed on the beach, drenched to the

A second time it came ashore with its
human freight, and amother poor fellow
was safe, his gratitude for his deliverance
from what seemed certain death knowing
no hounds. He, too, urged the heroic life-
savers, spurring them to their utmost en-
deavors to save the other unfortunates on
board the doomed craft.

Daylight was breaking by this time,
and the men on both beach and vessel
could see what those on the other end
of the line were doing. Amnother shift of
the apparatus was made and them, the
vessel ‘having fetched up hard and fast,
thie other four men were landed without
another shift, Captain Ernest being the
lagt man to land at 6.30 o’clock. :

THE BAY OF FUNDY.

Announcement of Additional Im-
 provements in Navigation Aids.

The marine department has made ar-
rangoments for changes in lights and
alarms to be made along the coasts of
New Brunswick and Nova Scotia other
than those mentioned last week. They
will be learned of with much pleasure by
captains and fishermen. It is propos-
ed to change the Brier Island Light from
a fixed light to a revolving or intermittent
one. A mew light is to be placed on
Cherry Island, in Passamaquoddy Bay. A
fog alammu that has been asked for indi-
rectly by the Pisarinco fishermen is to be
placed at a point between Negro Head
and Split Rock. 7The light at Baccaro
lighthouse, which is the mext to Cape
Sable to the eastward on the Nova Scotia
coast, is to be changed from a red to a
white flash. !

The fog alarm on Seal Island will be
placed in a more advantageous position
and mearer the water front. These chang-
es will probably be all completed by
spring.

Encouraging Conditions for
Cotton Mills’ Start

SELECTING A MANAGER.

This - Done Full Force Will Be.
Employed and Large Industry
"Will Be Underway -- Review of
Situation Makes Hopeful Prospect.

@

The announcement that the preliminary
arrangements for the resumption of ‘cot-
ton manufacturing in this city have been
practically completed and that the mills
will reopen in full blast at an early day,
is mow authoritatively ¢ As soon
as the mew proprietors have selected a
capable manager from the dozen or more
applicants for the position and he can be
got upon the ground to superintend the
practical part of the business, a full force
will be engaged and the cheerful whir of
wheels will once more resound through-
out the too long idle establishments. In
investigating the prospects for success of
this industry The Telegraph has compiled
some facts which will prove interesting to
the average reader as well as excourag-
ing to the promoters.

" Onitics who have said that there is no

room in St. John for the successful main-
tenance of cottom mills are discovered to
have their opinions founded uponan un-
reliable basis. The present great.depres-
sion in cofton mill stocks in Canada is
one of the ithings pointed to as discourag-
ing. This: \depression, it s’ found, how-
ever, is due to local causes apart - from
a world<wide condition that wafavorably
affected the cotton business for a year or
.so-and from which state the business
general is now recovering. There was first
of all a very high price for raw materials
last year and the mills put up their prices
to such an extent that a decreased demand
for the goods was created. If the market
in China had beea in its usual condition
the consumptive demand would mot have
been damaged so much, or if the manu-
facturers could have seen their way clear
to sell their products at attractive figures
for .home consumption. But these ad-
verse conditions killed the sale of colton
goods, and for the first #wo or three
months of ithis year business as a conse-
queace was slack.

Cotton Company, which has no indebted-
ness outside of its current expenses; the
Merchants’ Manufactuting Company,
which is practically in'the same position;

Y the Canadian ' Colored Cottons Company,

wihich gavée mo dividend until last year,
and the Dominion Cotton Mills Company,
which - paid dividends right along until
the one due in‘September. ' The Dominion
Cotton Mills Company’s stock was watered
about two hundred per cent. shortly after
it was formed, seven or eight years ago.
During the first three or four years there
was no money. spent ay improvement of
machinery, and there was a floating debt.
When the mew management took hold
four years ago ome of their conditions was
that a million and a half to two millions
of dollars be expeaded on improvements
of the plant, which they claimed was ab-
solutely mecessary. That money was put
into the thing in preferential stock and a
floating loan, with the cesult that the
concern has more indebtedness than it
can with a fair production meet. The

The Canadian manufacturers want more
protection on white cottons and think
they can get the government to make &
minimum of the present maximum tariff.
They do mot think that the government
will go into specific duties, but think they
may possibly increase the ad wvalorem,
duties to 37 per cent., which the manufae-
turgrs:say would not be an exorbitant tax
in view of the quality of the Canadian
manufactire being so well adapted to tne
countFy’s| requirements, and the fact that
Canadians have to pay more for pearly all
their maghinery than do the mamufactur-
ers in Guoeat Britain and the United
States. : ;

It is felt on all hands that the outlook
in Canada ‘today for the cotton mamufac-
ture of such goods as the country requires
and for the maintenamce of the manufac-
ture a§ a dividend paying industry, is as
good as it ever has been. The mills can

make goods here suitable for local re-|

quirements better than they can be made
anywhere else and there is no reason why
the production should mot be satisfactor-
ily increased. It is true that some mills

are dlosed up, but others are opening. The | ¥

Bradford and Coaticook mills are shut
down, but additional machinery bhas been
put in other mills to more advantageously
supply their output. The Dundas mill is
mot Tunming at present, but it may re-
sume, and the Colonial Bleachery and
Printing Company, of Montreal, are having
a mew mill built at Grand Mere, near
Three Rivers, which, however, it will take
some time to complete.

It is believed that if desired the St.
John *mills could advantageously run half
‘their machinery for cloths for printing
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purposes and find a ready market to Can-
adian mills in that line at profitable
prices, -as those mills are mnow buying
cloths in England for the purpose. There
ought also be advantage in . the manufac-
ture of a special line of grey cottons
which it is.said will be in active demand
on account of coming scarcity.

As far as the local consumption of cot-
tom is concerned it may be said that the
new proprietors of the St. John mills
have assuraaces of being able to place up-
wards of ome hundred thousand dollars
worth per year through local merchants.
They have also had some correspondence
with merchants in other Canadian cities
with a view to handling exclusively these
mills’ lines of manufacture, but it is prob-
able that they will prefer to sell in the
open market. They have received an offer
from a New York house to take practical-
ly the total output of the mills for ex-
port and also to take $30,000 worth of
stock in the enterprise, but such a pro-
position is not deemed at present most
advisable for acceptance, It is known that
it is the wish of the trade in Canada to
keep the St. John mills running on ac-
count of their output being opposed in a
degree to the manufacture of the Cana-
dian Colored Ootton Company—that is,
with the St. John mills in operation that
company could not have things all its
own way.

The consumption of eotton in the mari-
time provinces is about $1,250,000 per year,
of which about a million a year comes
from the upper Canadian mills. The Hai-
ifax mill is at present shipping its pro-
duct to Montreal for preparation of the
finer grades. The Moncton mill supplies
the maritime provinces with grey cot-
tons. The Windsor mill is principally oc-
cupied with heavy goods. The Gibson
mill, which is leased to the Canadian
Colored Company ‘to use the production
of a certain mumber of looms until next
year, is producing flannelettes amd print
godds. The average production of the cot-
ton mills is about equal to the amount of
their capital. The Canadian Company
produces about $3,000,000 per year and
‘gells about onethird in Quebec and the
lower provinces. The 'St. John mills will
be capable of turning out about $500,000

FUSIERS HEW COLORS,

Interesting Reference in London
~ Publication to Presentation at St.
John,

The London Army and Navy Ilustrated
of October 26 presents handsome iustra-
tions of the King’s colors and the regi-
mental color recently presented to the
62nd St. John Fusiliers, accompanied by
the following:

“Throughout the whole of the Duke of
Comwall and York’s tour through Can-
ada His Royal Highness has lost no op-
portunity of paying honor to the troops
of the Dominion who have in South Af-
rica shown themselves to be as good sol-
diers as any in the empire. For many
years Canada has been diligent in per-
fecting those forces which have now shown
themselves to be suth a source of strength
to the empire. The Canadian ammy. is,

force, composed entirely of militia; in
fact the strength of the permanent force,
horse, foot and artillery, is under one
thousand, whilst that of the militia is
some 37,000. Where all are good, indeed
of the best, it is somewhat invidious to
draw comparisons, but the Canadian ap-
pears by all accounts to have a matural
aptitude for artillery work, and this
branch of the service attracts him, as is
evident by the fact that the militia, ar-
tilery of the dominion numbers no less than
sixteen field batteries and six garrison
regiments. The Duke,.in his tour, has
talten every opportunity of conferring in

Camadians who have returned. from South
Africa, and he has also on more than one
oocasion presentéd Canadian regiments
with colors. Two of these form the sub-
ject of the pictures on this page. They
are the King’s and the i colors
of the 62nd Regiment of Canadian Militia,
the §&t. John Fusiliers, whose headquar-
ters are at ‘the capital of New Brumswick.
The ground of the regimental ' color. is
blue, the same as that of the regimental
facings, and the design is of an unusual
pattern, for it has the Great Union in
the Dexter eanton, a custom that

has

‘| been for mamy years discontinued in the

British army. 'In the centre there is the
grenade, always the badge of a fusilier
regiment, with the title of the corps
around, and below the apt regimental
motto: ‘‘Semper paratus.” The support-
ers of the device are a pair of the great
Canadian elk, the moose, the largest of

living deer. It will be noticed also that
the Tudor . crown that surmounts
the . device is of the pattern re-

cently approved by his majesty, and this
crown also appears on the King’s color
with the number of the regiment. In con-
nection with these flags, or, as they are
more properly termed; colors, it is worthy
of remark that the dimensions of the
Great. Union 1 on them are those
which were sanétioned by Queen Victoria
as one of her last acts. The colors were
made by Messrs. Holson & Sons, the
well-known army contractors, who have
supplied -so many of our volunteer and
colonial corps with their equipments. This
is' far from being the first time that the
63nd St. John Fusiliers have appeared in
the Navy and Army Ilustrated. It may
be remeémbered that in August of last year
we illustrated two groups of youmng. ladies
who, in comnection with the corps, band-
ed themselves together and in military
costume paraded for the purpose of ob-
taining subscriptions te furnish .comférts
for the Canadian soldiers in South. Africa.
We may be ¢ertain. that the recollection
of this presentation will not be ome of
the _Ie'ust pleasing of the Duke’s Cahadian
reminiscen~es, for he is the Colomel-in-
chief of the oldest Fusilier regiment in
the empire’s army and has worn its uni-
form at all the Canadian military page-
ants, : :

Rev J..deSoyrt:a's’. Circular Letter,
Which is of Interest.

Rev. J. de Soyres has addressed the fol-

lowing circular letter to his congregation.,

It will be read with a good deal of in-
tereat: .
My Dear Friends,—I have come to the

conclusion that it is due to you, and to
myself, to make you fully acquainted with
the circumstances which preveated me
from taking part in our church services
yesterday. On Tuesday last, my friend
Mr. Raymond came to me with the tidings
that he had been summoned to the house
of one of the sufferers from smallpox. He
learned that the board of health had
made a rule that omnly one minister of
each denomination should be allowed 10
visit such cases.- And his difficulty was
that, while anxious to attend this partic-
ular case in his. own parish, he felt the
claims of his other work, his duties at
Rothesay school, and the course of lec-
tures being delivered at our school house,
placed serious obstacles in the way of his
assuming the sole and, entire charge of
all the Church of England patients. It is
needless for me to tell you that no more
courageous and devoted minister is to be
found in any church than my friend, the
rector of St. Mary’s.

We went together to the board of
health, and there learmed . that the rule
was inflexible. Then we consulted those
of our colleagues that were accessible;
and meither the rector of Trinity, nor the
rector of St. Jude's, the only men we
could find, felt in a position.to intervene.

On my side, I had ample experience of
work in epidemics, both of scarlet fever
and smallpox. I had served as an honor-
ary chaplain for three months in London
in 1877, and my absence for some days
from parish work would mot be seriously
felt. I was sure that the congregation of
St. John’s church would fully sanction
such action on the part of their rector.
I agreed, therefore, to undertake the en-
tire work of visiting Church of England
patients, believing (though no definite as-
surance could be elicited) that my head-
quarters would be at the epidemic hospi-
tal. Not until I went to that place did
I learn that this most practical ' course
was (for some reasom) mot to be permit-
ted. I confined mywelf, therefore, to my
ation in the “City Road, complying
strictly with all the regulations of cos-
tume, performing the funeral service in
the cemetery the following morning. For
some unexplained reason I was detained
at the house till the evening, ahd then re-
leased afiter fulfilling, under the eyes of
the board of health’s physician, all the
required formalities, being declared fully
competent to return to my regular duties.

I have learned with some amazement
that the fact of my having spent a day
at our Sunday school, while awaiting a
call to other patients, caused alarm to
some members of our econgregation, and
led to the ordering of measures of puri-
fication which ‘Dr. - Bayard, with other
high authorities, regarded = as absolutely
needless. o P

I' am reminded of the accounts often
given me by the &lders of our congregation
of the action of my generated predecessor,
the Reverend George M. Ammstrong, in
the days of a former (and far more eeri-
ous) visitation ofv.smallpox din the year
1871. He visited alt the sick, putting on
(as I did) a specidl apparel; and at other
times was 0ot dgbarrned from his usaal
panish duties on Sundays and week days.
His people knew that e had his duty to
do, and were confident in him, and suf-
fered no nervous pamic. Why are the
sons of the new! generation, just thirty
years later, less willing to hawve wise con-
fidence in:prudent. regulations and the
Providence of God? 0

It looks as if we had come to a weaker
age,—to an age of nerves, and morbid
imagination, and -unreasoning panic. QOur
physicians suffer as much from this de-
terioration of “morale.” One of our lead-
ing medical men told me that in former
days, he had no need to give up his reg-
ular practice because he visited smallpox
patients. .Now he must choose, or s
patients would leave him.

I am most willing, my dear friends, to
comply with any request of yours. But I
mu$t mot shrink from my duty of speak-
ing truth to you. Strive, I beseech you,
to megain the spirit and temperament of
your fathers, the generation of men like
Thomas W. Daniel, J. R. Ruel, C. H.
Fairweather, G. 'S. delorest, 8. D. Ber-
ton, and so many others. Those men
were not less' prudent than you are; but
they had been trained perhaps’in a larger
school of mind and reason. It is mot in
medical regulation alone that I bid you
take confidence; my business is to pro-
claim to you a surer source of peace and
assurance. The fear of God excludes other
fears; and the habit of prayer will sure-
ly prevent idle panic.

My prayer and effort for you all is to
train up those who shall be not less com-
petent to face the problems of the new
century, because they hold fast to the old
faith, and practise the well tried virtues
of their forefathers. j

Intercolonial Freight Improvements.

‘I'ne material improvements in the I. C.

On a day like ithis probably 50 cartloads
of refuse maiiter are deposited om the
dump and as quickly Taked over and re-
moved by the pickens, who will follow a
load of likely looking material for a
mile so as to be on hand when it is de-
posited. :

One of the most prolific sources of pro-
fit to the dump picker is ashes. Half the
ashes that go to the dump thave not been
sifted and consequently comtain much
coal. An expert dump picker told the
writer that he had often secured a barrel
of coal in a day from this source. Amd
this is onlly cne item; very little is allow-

ed to go to waste and if one could ‘tabu-'

late the results of an average day’s work
on tihe dump by say a family of 'six, it
would ghow something like this: Half bar-
rel of coal, 25 lbs. of old iron, stovepipe,

Of course tthere are fthe usual stories

told about big finds. In ome instance a
dump pigker several years ago is said to
have found a valuvable pearl while poking
in a pile of oyster shells from an up town
restaurant. Another has found a well fill-
ed pocketbook, still others pieces of
jewelry and so on. Stories of this nature
abound and their one redeeming feature
is that the reader can exercise the wmight
to doubt them.
_To a resident of any large American
city St. John’s dump system would ap-
pear peculiar as the pnivilege of dump
picking there is a valuable franchise amd
an appreciable city asset from which no
small sum ds amnually realized both by
the franchise holder and = the city. St.
John, however, has mot yet reached that
¢dtage amd probably all, persons concern-
are very well conmtented to allow things
to remain as they are.

City Election !ncidents -- Weather
Affecting Business--An 0il Com-
pany’s Scheme--Biggest Store in
the World--The Jew as He is
Found Today--Some Popular Mis-
conceptions Corrected.

New York, Nov. 7.—The Tammany Tiger,
poor brute, has been unmercifully pounded
and fctt the next few years will retire into
obscurity, if indeed he @ver recovers from
his well-merited castigation.

One of the most satisfactory results of the
elections is the complete defeat of Mayor
Van Wyck., There were seven candidates
for the four supreme court judgeships at
$17,500 @ year each, and Van Wyck headed
the Tammany nominations. Judge Morgan
J. O’Brien, whowe name appeafed on both
tickets, of course received the largest num-
ber of votes, and he was followel by the
three remaining Fusion candidates, thus se-
curing the election of the entire Fusion
ticket. Van Wyck received the smallest
number of votes cast, his connection with

- the motorious ice trust being remembered

to hia disadvantage.

Unseasonably mild westher has prevailed
during the last few weeks, much to the dis-
satisfaction of the millinery, drees and dry
goods trades whose piled up winter stock
diminishes very slowly. Winter oyercoals
and jackets have nct yet put in an appear-
ance and in fact light overcoats, etc., are by
many considered superfluous. Next week the
mercury may drop with a thud into the ther-
mometer’s boots or perhaps straw hats and
thin clothing will be in order in this change-
able climate. Certainly It hgs been a record
year for New Yorkers, Early in the spring
a prolonged drought was followed by time-
ly but continuous rains which suggested a
serious leakage in the celestlal reservoirs;
and old Jupiter Pluvius besprinkled us far
into the summer. This rain was largely re-
sponsible for a very bountiful supply of
mosquitoes whose surgtcal operations were
conducted on an unusually cxtensive scale.

Many
thousands of hard-earned dollars are being
invested in these Texas oil companies which
have mo certain market. for their product,
even assuming that all their optimistic cal-
culations will be realized. !
. Extensive building operations are in prog-
ress on the west side of Broadway at Herald
square. The well known dry goods firm,
R. H. Masy & Cos, have securel almost the
entire block between 3Gth and 86th streets
and running back 1o Seventh avenue, for
the purpose of erecting. a gigamtic  store
which, when completed, will be the largest
of its kind in the world.

The Rev.. Madison.Peters, D. D., lectured
at the Brooklyn Institute last Thursday
evening on The Jews’ Part in the History
of the World.

&eaople and in poverty class with the Rus-

n peasantry. Indeed, throughout the
United States there are not more than 40 mil-
lionaires of the Jewigh faith.Their patriotism
ranks high. During the American revolu-
tion a wealthy Jew of Philadeiphia gave
$600,000 to the colonial cause, & sum 10
fimes more valusble then than mnow. An-
other Jewish citizen of New York, aged 63,
wrote the continental congress for permis-
§ion to raise and head & company of sol-
diers, and u receiving a. discouraging
hint that he was too old, retorted that he
could stop a bullet as well as a younger
man. In the armies of Europe the Jewish
element is well represented; in the Austrian
army alone there are 70,000 Hebrews. The
lecturer stated that Sir ‘William Penn
Symons, the first British general who foll
in the South African war, was of Jewish ex-
traction, and the long roll of death and
heroism glitters with Hebrew mames. Many
Jews eminent for their services to mankind
were recalled, including D'Israeli in states-
manship, Menidelssohn in music, the Her-
schels in astropomy, Sara Bernhardt on the
Montefiore and Hirsch in philan-
thropy, and the Rothschilds in finance. The
reverend gentleman rather staggered some of
the humanity present by observing that Eis-
marck was of Jewish descent. :

An hotel keeper desiring to
out a Jewisn traveller asked him $20
a’day for a small room and on being told
he would have to pay $10 a day for his
horse replied, ‘‘Mine gracious, he isn’t a
Jew!”
