Ottawa, Jan. 16—The department of
marine has asked thé justice department
for an opinion ,u,bo’_‘whether, under the
terms of the award of the Hague tribunal,
which deals with thé North Atlantic
fisheries case, the Bay of Fundy should
be considered as -territorial waters from
which Canada can exclude fishermen of
foreign countries. :

In a letter. setting forth the facts of
the case, Alex. Johnston, deputy minister
of marine and fisheries, wrote to Mr.
Newcombe, deputy: minister of justice, on
November, 4 last; pointing out that the
fisheries department was anxious to regu-
late steam trawling in the Bay of Fundy
and other coast waters. But unless the
government. had suthority to shut out
American or other foreign trawlers it
‘would. not -be wise to make regulations
prohibiting steam wlings ‘in the bay
by Canadian fishermen.

Mr. Johnston poitited out that up to
1853 Canada had ‘asserted its right to con-
trol fisheries in “the Bay of Fundy, and
to regard it.as a closed sea. In pursuance

Bridge Company there was a loss to the

overnment of a clean $100,000 in cash.

“The object of this meeting is, as stated
in the notice sent you, to talk over some
Inatters of interest to us as Liberals.

“I am consulting you as my parish chair-
man and officials of the King’s County Lib-
eral Association because of a decision ar-
rived at when the minister of public works,
Hon, William Pugsley, and the Liberal
federal members met Hon. Mr. Kobinson
and a committee from the members of the
local opposition to work together as Liber-
als in both provincial and dominion polis
tics.

“You know that in the past this has
not been done and because of that Mr.
Hazen was able to obtain the support of
some of our best Liberals in the election
of March 1908. If when he was returned
to power he had shown any gratitude to
the Liberals for what they helped to do
for him, there would have been no reason
for dissatisfaction on that score but on the
contrary, the very first action of the
Hazen government was a wholesale dis-
missal of Liberal officials throughout the
province.

GROWING CLOVER SEED

A Crop That Should Be Grown More
Extensively in Canada.

There are comparatively few farmers
who are making a real business of grow-
ing clover seed. The majority wo- pro-
duce seed from time to time look upon
the clover seed crop as a sort of present
that comes to them, should the season
prove favorable to the formation of weed.
[his is especidlly true of common ved
lover seed uction which either comes
after clover is pastured until Jume 17 or
after the first crop is mowed for hay. The
land in either caSe has. produced a_paying
rop before the attempt 8 made to pro-
seed and is ‘the richer for having
grown it, because of the plant food gather-
ng properties of the clover plant.

The clover seed producing area of On-
tario, which is really the source of sup-

ly for local and much of the foreign de-
nand, is that which lies south and west

i a line drawn from Kingston to Georg-
i Bay. It is estimated that fully 100,
) bushels of clover seed is annually ex-
ported from this area, which at $1 per

ushel represents a value of $1,050,000—no
nconsiderable item.

By these figures we find that the export
of apples from the Unifed States has de-
creased over 500,000 barrels during a period
of thirty years. Yet all this is no evidence
that our neighbors across the border are
less active or producing less apples than
they did in the year 1880. Just the oppo-
site is the case. More and better apples
‘are produced than formerly, but the de-
mand is far greater in their own country.

Perhaps it would not be an exaggerated
stdtement to make if 1 should say that
not more than ten per cent. of all the
apples grown in the United States find
their way into any export market, and I
think it would not be going too far afield
to say that judging from the increase in|
the population for the last ten years that
at the end of the next ten our neighbors
will be importing apples to be consumed
by their own people. Now let us look at|
the condition of things in Canada.

In the year 1880-1 the number of barrel
i of apples exported from Montreal was 145,-

In
the face of all this, Ontario Spys are sell-
ing today in the city of Winnipeg for from
85.50 to $6 per barrel. The Winnipeg Fruit
Auction Company, which has only been in
operation four months reported through
their manager, Mr. Sinclair, that they had
handled sixty-five cars of fruit from Oun-
tario and ten cars from British Columbia
up to Oct. 20.

About six years ago a trial shipment of
apples was made to South Africa from
Nova Scotia. It was found that there was
a market for a limited amount of apples
at a gbod price. These shipments have in-
creased until this season apples will find a
market in South Africa. This trade is des-
tined to increase more and more. And
further permit me to remind you that our
local markets aré expanding and our popu-
lation is increasing. Consequently, more
apples are consumed by our own people.
