WHAT THE TRAF-
FIC WILL BEAR

The Apparent Basis of Restaurant
Charges—Every Price Advance Out
of Proportion to the Increased Cost
ot Raw Material,

(New York Tribune). ;
“No more free bread and butter” is the
announcement of some of our largest and
most expensive hotels. As if they ever
did give free bread and butfer! = They
might not, indeld. make an itémized charge
for it on the check, but if anybody asked
why they charged 400 or 500 per cent. ad-
vance on the cost of a plainly cooked vege-
table he was told how that vegetable had
to bear its share of the restaurant carry-
ing “charge—furniture, gilver, linen, ice,
bread, butter and all the rest. The prices
in first class and even second class restau:
rants are extremely high, and every in-
crease on the pretence of the higher cost

{of food is out of ‘all proportion to the in-

‘crease in the cost of the raw material,
The charge for bread and butter pro-
posed is not a eerious item in a dinner
bill. If it were to be followed with a
reasonable charge for everything in pro-
portion to its cost, so that every diner
would pay for exactly what he got, the
charge would meet general approval! But
unfortunately the public has reason to
believe that restaurant charges in general
are not based on cost, but on an estimate
of what the traffic will bear. There is
no ryhme or reason to be found in a com-
parigon ‘of items. Inexpensive and easily
prepared dishes are taxed out of all pro-
portion to costly and eleborate omes, and
vegetables and salads especially are made
the vehicle for rendering a meal expensive.
When next the.restaurant keepers put on
ten ecents for. crackers and ‘homseradish
with the oyeters, will they take off even
five cents from the thirty or thirty-five
cents charged for seven or eight cents’
worth of bivalves at wholesale?  Not at
all. They will keep the charge just as it
was fixed on the assumption that it car-
.rli;d 1::: ‘gn'mtnml ex'dni dishes. And we fear
the -will not long stay at ten cents.
The new charge is the entering wedge,
and anything may follow.

dian people was placed in his hands and
on the 22nd he 7replied with a counter-
proclamation as distinguished for dignity
and’ moderation as was Hull’s for bombast
and threats.

Brock would have delighted to take the
49th, his own old fegiment, and rush to
repel the invader, but such precipitate
Yrovement was unponuble. Hostile forces
swarmed the foreign shore of the Niagara
and évery bayonet was needed to hold the
Canadian line. Another invasion seemed
imminent. Brock ordered that every man
of the flank companies’ of the Lincoln
wilitia be kept on duty and that the full
battalions be warned for instant service.
Powell’s volunteer artillery company was
incredsed and fifty men of the 4lst regi-
nient with 200 of the Oxford, Norfolk and

 Middlesex militia were orderad to march,

under Capt. - Chambers, to Moravisntown
on the Thames to check a possible advance
of the United States forces from the De-
troit frontier by‘that route.

news soon came from . the wess.
Miny of the settlements beyond the Grand
River were largely made up of immigrants
fiom the States and now the anti-British
element wielded ‘all its influence. Rene-
gades armed themselves and threatened
dire punishment to the loyal Canadians who
should dare ‘to resist the invaders. Cer-
tain militia corps, notably of the Norfolk
regiments, declimed to assemble, or, hav-
ing gathered, refused to march, insulted
their officers’ and left the ranks. Capt.
Chambers’ force was greatly ~dimimished.
Hundreds of persons on the Detroit fron-
tier and up the valley of the Thames had
sought the protection of Hull’s force and
@very opportunity was given it to advance
to: the heart of the country by. the best
routes. Prominent among the traitors were
Andrew Westbrook and Simon Zelotes
Watson, long malecontents of the Delaware
settlement. - Wataon guided a party of raid-
ing cavalry and Westbrook performed a
similar service to an invading force later
in the war. Even among the Mohawk In-
diang on the Grand River reservation there
were signs of disaffection, for agents of the
United States government and of the hos-
tile Senecas of New York state had been
at work there.

Brock opened the upper Canada assembly
at York on July 27, exhorting the members.
to rise to their couniry’s rescue and pro-
vide the legislation necessary for adequate
defence. Willeocks, Marcle and other dis-
loyal members exerted their influence to
thwart all Brock's plans and the result of
the session was so dishearfening to the
patriotic administrator that, on the advice
of the executive council, he was constrained
to recomimend the suspension of the civil
and the proclamation of martial law, With-
out’ such measures disloyalty and active
treason could thrive umchecked.

All this time Brock was impatient to be
off to the western frontier,  He supposed
that Hull was strengthening his posifion
every day and that the little British and
Canadian force at Amherstburg (to the as
‘| sistance of which he had sent. Col. Procter
and a few more men of the 41st regiment)
was ~in imminent peril. How could he
know# that ‘Hull’s timidity and vacillation
were outweighing all the advantages in his
fevor and that, given time enough, he
would find himself self-defeated and return
whence he had come? ;

On July 29 news of the capture of Mac-
kinac reached the provinecial capital. On
the same day the York militia volunteered
to serve anywhere in upper Canada and
Brock selected a hundred men from their
ranks and sent them off on the long road
to Long Point by way of Brant’s ford on
the Grand river. Orders were sent to Col.
Nichel to provide for the transportation

of a force by water from Long Point to:

the Detroit river. ;

The Niagara & Queenston Association, an
organization of rich and patriotic gentle-
mwen, now came forward to loan the gov-
ernment money for war puiposes and the
pecuniary troubles of the administration
were allayed.

On’ August 5 Brock prorogued the as-
sembly and on the 6th left York. On the
7th he held council with the Grand River
ndians and demanded to know which among
them were his friends. His dominating
personality had a great effect upon them

‘and sixty braves promised to accompany

him. On the 8th he was at Dover, near
Long Point, and here he foupd a detach-
ment of the 4lst and ‘260 militiamen. Col.
Nichol had obtained twelve boats and bat-
teaux. from settlers and traders but they
were not sufficient to carry the whole force
‘and were in bad condition beside. Hasty
repairs were made and the little expedi-
tion soon embarked and started up the
lake. The weather was rainy and squally
but the men bore ‘their discomfort with
cheerfulness and the flotilla moved night
and day as long as their arms could tug
at the oars. Very brief landings were
made for rest and by midnight of the 13th
of August the 200 miles of water had been
covered and Brock landed his men at Am-
berstburg. Tecumseh’s warriors, camped
on an island in the river, wuted a deal
of ammunition in a welcoming salute.

Brock was delighted to find that Hull
had left Canada, even withdrawing his last
om Sandwich, and that Col. Proéc-
ter had promptly seized the ground and
commenced the erection of a battery for
the bombardment of Detroit. The success
of ‘expeditions across the river, precipi-
tating the engagements at Browngtown
and Magauga and preventing needed sfip-
plies from reaching Hull, was further canse
for satisfaction. In genml orders the
general praised the gallantry of the regu-
lar troops and the constaney of the loyal
militia, while he upbraided the traitors and
promised protection to those who wished
s |0 remain neutral:

Now took place & meeting famous in
Canadian history,—Brock and Tecumseh.
The general looked for the first time upon
the noblest Indian who ever came from
out the western forests,—a savage who had
by  foree of will-power subdued the dis-
gipated habits of early life and led his
braves to a higher ‘moral plane, who
ghowed statesman-like qualities in the or-
ganization and guidance of his people and
who was ever first in their council and
foremost in the field. Tecumseh measured
with his keen eye the stalwart form and
evident character of the British officer
and, turning to his ‘brother chiefs, said:
“Thig is & man.”’ Together they sat down
to plan the defeat of their common foe:

On August 14 Brock proceeded to |vi
Sandwich and at noon on the following day
demanded of General Hull the surrender
of Detroit. Hull firmly declined and =zt
4 .o’clock that afternoon Procter’s
battery of five guns commenced hurliag
shot ‘and shell across the river into ;ﬂm
fort and town. The fire was bri
turned. From midnight until mom
there was respite,—then the guns thm
ed again. - Meanwhile the main attack wae

Very early in the morning of the ldth W Tooms.

Tecmueh led six hmdred warriors across
the ‘river five miles below Detroit and a
little after dawn Brock ‘embarked the bulk
of his force at McGee’s Point and landed
unopposed at Spnng Wells, three miles
from the fort. Thirty artillerymen with
five small field guns, 250 men ‘of the 4!st,
ﬁfty of the Newfoundland regiment ard

Basex, Kent, Oxford, Norfolk, York
and Lincoln militia made up the eclumn
which invaded the United States.

Brock soon learned that he wae between
two forces of the epemy, for Colomel Me-
Arthur had gone out from Detroit with
350 men to“meet Brush’s “veinforcing col-
umn but was now returning to the post
and his advance guard was reported to be
only three miles away. Within the fort
were nearly two thousand men; mostly ex-
cellent soldiers, and their position was-un-

oubtedly etrong. 'Not ‘an hotr must be
lost, Brock determined to attack the fort
just” as quickly as his could be got
into Dosition. The mﬁmm had been
clothed -in cast-off tunics of the regular
troops ind were so interspersed among the
trained soldiers that the whole body ap--
peared to be one strong regiment.

Meanwhile, how was Hull Innng’ The
fruitless failure of his expedition into Can-
ada had completely undermined the old
general’s selfconfidence and he was now
in a pitiable condition for the commander
of a fortress and an army. He gave or-
ders and countérmanded, them, sent cut
parties and recalled them. Every skirm-
ish lost was a great defeat, every wild tale
of hordes of savages sweeping down from
the north was accefpted at face value, every
disguised militiaman in Brock’s force was /
& soldier of the line,—just such men as
he had met in his early days as a major
in Waghington’s army, and the bhoom of
every shot that hurtled across the river
into the fort, killing men and sending
masonry ﬂymg, was a deathknell. Hull,
in his heart, owned himself beaten, but he
dared not unbonom "himself to his oﬁicers
The veteran Miller, the firey Jessup, who
had wanted to fight Brock’s forses at
Spring Wells, the daring Snelling, who
pleaded for only & hundred men {o lead
against the battery- at Sandwich, Caes, .
Findlay, Anderson,—these were not men
to talk of surrender without a fight. Al-
ready they murmured at their general’s
timidity and indecision and had plotted his
displacement. Hull knew that he =ust
act alone. The end came fast.

A portion of the defend'mg force oc-
cupied a commanding position outside the
fort, facing Brock’s advancing solumn,
while another division was thrown out to
confront the British Indians who were |
passing right around the town, The main|
attacking force came on in column with |
the ship “Queen Charlotte” in the river
covering their flank. The guns of the ad-
vancing post, loaded with grape, and hun-
dreds of rifiemen were about to pour their
fire into the advancing red-¢oats when or-
ders ¢ame from the fort for the whole ad-
vanced party to retire without firing a
shot. 8o plain was the blunder to every
man in the ratks that the officers had dif-
ficulty in securing obedience in the re-
treat. 5

The battery at Sandwich now had per-
fect range., One ball killed three officers,—
one of them being Lieuentant Porter
Hancks who had commandéd Mackinac,—
two following shots killed four soldiers gnd
the Buildings were crumbhng under - the
iron hail. Report came in that Tecumseh’s
Indiane were pressing right into the town.
Hull saw and heard it all. With b.wed
head he sought his quarters. In a few
minutes he summoned Captain A. F. Hull,
hie son and aide, handed him a note ad-
dréssed to the British commander and
directed that ¢ white flag be displayed. In
all things he was obeyed. The white flag
went up, the firing ceased and Captain
Hull went out to the British column. The
note he delivered to Brock proposed an
immediate surrender. The propositisn was
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
