The Politicel Outlook.

News comes from Gloucester that Hon.
Mr. Anglin will be opposed by Mr. Ryan,
an Irish Catholic,who on a former occasion
ran against Mr. Taylor for the Assembly
and failed only by a small msjority. Hon,
Mr. Young and the Jersey tishing estab-
lishments, with a considerable body of the
French electors and most of the old Con-
federate Party, are out in opposition to the
present member, who, however, is taking
things easy in this City as if he felt toler-
ably confident of the result. The situation
in Restigouche, Kent, Sunbury, and King’s
Counties remains unchanged. In North
umberland, a requisition is being circulat-
ed by former opponents of Hon. Mr.
Mitchell, requesting him to resign hisseat
in the Senate and offer for the Commons.
The requisition will be so overwhelmingly
signed by the electors that it is believed, in

the eventof Mr. Mitchell’s acceptance of
it, there will be no opposition to his re-
turn, certainly none that can be regarded
as anything else than factious.

There is no talk of opposition in West-
moreland, Hon. Mr. Smith’s action on
School matters having ensured his seat.
The Moncton Times is working hard to
stir up opposition to Mr. Wallace’s re-
election, although it does not show that
any other two men could do better for ttre
county than Mr. McClelan, in the Senate,
and Mr. Wallace, in the Commons, have
done. There is nothing new to report
from King’s. In Queen’s Mr. Babbit’s:
reported intention to run is treated as
*‘gas,” though Mr. Babbit himself is per
sonally very popular and would prove a
formidable opponent. There has been a
desire among leading men in York to have
Mr. Piokard withdraw from the Commons
and take a seat in the ‘‘Local ;”’ and the
death of Mr. Hatheway seemed to offer a
favorable opportunity for making the ex
change. Mr. Fraser, however, has been
appointed Provincial Secretary and will, it
is said, be elected for York without oppo-
sition. [tis further alleged that if Mr.
Pickard bad run for this seat he would
havemet with opposition, whereas his re-
turn to the Commons will not be absolute-
ly opposed at the polls, although there is a
sirong desire to bave Mr. Randolph for
member. There is do talk of opposition
to Mr. Connell in Carleton, but Col. Bosse
. (French) will oppose Mr. Costigan in Vie-
tori and probably defeat him. Mr. Bolton
and Mr. McAdam are known to be in the
field for Charlotte ; Mr. Grimmer’s name
has been guggested as that of a possible
candidate, but without a shadow of an
thority ; and if Mr. Gillmor intends to
offer he has not yet announced the fact.

OUR BOSTON LETTER.

Exit Jubilee—The Glorous Fourth—
Weather and Accidents—Democratic
Cenventions — Doctor Grant — The
Stokes Trial.

Bosron, July 8.

The Peace Jubilee is over at last,and the
reign of peace has begun. A few stray
musicians, 8 diminished number of flags,
and innumerable medals and badges alone
remain of the great show and turmoil
which made a carnival of our quiet streets,
during the past three weeks. Yes; there
is something more, a deficit of a hundred
and fifty thousand dollars in the Commit-
tee’s treasury remains as an unpleasant re-
minder of a musical success and financial
failure. Not that this sam should be taken
to indicate a positive loss, for the share-
holders still possess the Coliseum and all
its appurtenances which are worth vastly
more than this amount ; but the profits of
the celebration when all is completed wili
fall short of their anticipations. The ex-
penses were so enormous that noteven the
immense patronage of the last two weeks
could meet them all. Doubtless the pro-
jectors will find some way to utilize their
resources and make the affair an ultimate
financial success. The Coliseum itself
would makean excellent passenger station,
situated as it is at the junction of two im-
portant railroads, the Providence and
Albany, and it may yet be used for such a
purpose, as its out-of-the way location
makes it unsuitable for a permanent music
ball or place of amusement.

INDEPENDENCE DAY

was ushered in with a scorching sun and
oppressive atmosphere. Thousands fled to
the harbor steamers and country seats for
refuge. The former were loaded with pas-
sengers at the early hour of nine a. m. But
there was ‘“room for more,’’ as the *‘tout-
ers”’ on the wharves shouted hoarsely to
hesitating excursionists, invidiously depre-
ciating the rival boats and abusing each
other freely. ‘‘Don’t yer go on the * John
Romer ;’ her biler’s rotten, and she’s got
more’n fifteen thousand on board now !”

Earlier in the week a furious
gale struck a ¢ Grant and Wilson™ can-
paign flag hung across the street from a
chimney of Park Street Church, carrying
away the bricks and killing a man on whom
they fell below. The heat was something
terrible to endure, with the thermometer
in some places touching 105 in the shade

LETTERS FROM THE PEOPLE.
Sheriff Temple and the Clayton Case.

Mgr. Eprror : An article in the Telegraph
heade, *“The Deputy Sheriff forewarned by
the Sheriff,”’ endeavors to shield the Sheriffy
of York from thegtrictures which have been
made upon hisconduct in sending a Deputy
to execute a writ which he could not or
would not execute himself. 'The inference
to be drawn from the article in question is
that Seely went on the business with a full
knowledge ot the facts of the case. The
very reverse of this is the truth. Seely is
known to have been entirely ignorant of
the character of the man whom he was to
dispossess, and not until he had engaged
to go was he aware that any attempt had
previously been made to oust Clayton, or
even then what was the nature of that at-
tempt or why it failed.

Mr. Seely's conduct in courting the full-
est examination into the facts of this sad
affair, is the best answer to the many falla-
cious reports that have been circulated as
to the part he-took therein, while the facts
as they come out more fully only show that
the Sheriff was more culpable than it was
at first thought. Nothing, perhaps, will
more clearly prove the incorrectness of the
statement made in the 7elegraph than the
following copy of the deposition of the
Sheriff himself before the Magistrate sit-
ting in the Seely examination—

Tromas TempLE, being duly sworn, de-
posed :—1 am Sheriff of the County of
York ; have seen the prisoner (Seely.) The
deputation now in Court was given by me;
it was attached to a writ of Hab. fa. poss
ut the suit of James R. Curry as lessor of
the Plaintiff. The writ was issued to take
possession of property held by Clayton
where this disturbance took place. The
deputation was to George B. Seely and is
as follows :—

I gave Mr. James R. Curry two deputa
tions in blank to fill in what names he
pleased. Mr. Carry spoke to me of the
prisoner and said he was going with him.
Saw him in the evening when he told me
that Seely (the prisoner) was going. |
then said to Mr. Curry that the prisoner
being in a lawyer’s office would understaud
the execution of the writ better than the
other men that were with him. 1 employe«
some of the men to go with Curry. Saw tl.e
prisoner in the evening before he left anu
gave him a pisto: and said ‘‘there wasa
pistol ; he might require it and might not ;’°
did not know then that he was deputized ;
gave him no instroctions. The men I en
gaged were for the purpose of removing
the stuff from the place. I consider the
prisoner my deputy, and 1 gave Curry the
authority to fill in the name. Saw prisone:
next day on the Nashwaak at Clayton’s ;
he was then in possession of part of the
property. The pistol prodaced in Court i~
the one I gave prisoner and he returned it
to me on Thursday. I gave it to him on
Tuesday evening ; it is now in the same
condition as given to me by prisoner.

Perils of Greeley Men—Attempt to
throw a Train loaded with Greel=
ey Delegates from the Track.

[From the Chicago News.]

In the manifold records of venom grow-
growing out of the political situations
there can be found no parallel to the enor-
mity perpetrated night before last between
this city and Springfield, which was
nothing if it was not a well contrived ef-
fort to wreck a train of four Pullman and
four passenger cars, containing the Greeley
delegates on their return from the LUonven-
tion. It was, happily, an unsuccessful ef-
fort in one direction : to massacre, in an
instant, hundreds of human beings elated
with the good work done in the interests
of their common country ; and it was suc-
cessful in another direction: demonstra-
ting to horror-stricken communities what
looks very much like the infamy of a de-
praved cause, as opposed to a virtuous one.
It would be a source of unqualified pride
to each snd every member of the Spring-
field Convention if it could be proven that
political malice had naught to do with the
diabolical performance ; but no possible
hypothesis exists, unfortunately, to create
any sach welcome impression.

DEPARTURE OF THE TRAIN.

At 11 o’clock the train, which proceeded
thirty minutes ahead of the regular train,
and consisted of four ‘Pullman and four
passenger cars, left Springfield. Every
berth and seat was occupied. There was
indeed but very little standing room,
although the train was a special one, pro-
cured to convey the prominent members of
the Convention home whose responsjbili-
ties were so urgent as not to allow of the
least pussible delay.

In these coaches were observable gentle-
wmen of every profession and of the highest
standing, all of whom, interrogated, have
unhesitatingly commended the excellent
management of the road, which has so nar-
rowly escaped a decidedly tragical history.

One of them, however, passed under the
pilot {cow catcher), and the truck rode on
1t some distance, the advancing wheels
pressing it ahead. When the locomotive
stopped it was just ready to plunge from
ihe track, and i1t was half an hour before
the tie could be removed s0 as to enable
the train to proceed. The conductor thinks
the train would inevitably have been
wrecked 1f it had not been equipped with
the new brake, which enabled it to stop
within the space of thirty rods. Even as
it was the escape was a fearfully narrow
Jue.
